Skouras Circuit in National
Deal With Feenamint-CBS

Amateur shows still the rage—Skouras tieup the most
extensive radio-theater deal as yet—no cost to 650 thea-
ters involved—Warner in WOR-Fischer hookup

NEW YOREK, March 18.—The rage for amateur shows, both on the radio and
the stage, 1s still on the upgrade, with 650 Skouras theaters just completing a
sweeping tieup with tho Feenamint-CBS broadcasts, and 30 Warner New Jersey
houscs tying in with the Flscher Baking Company WOR broadcasts. The Skouras
tieup is the most cxteasive in the country. Lou S, Hart, of the Skouras exploita-
tion staff, made the tle in the East last month, It was so successful that he hurried
to the Coast and swung the entire Skouras circuit into the deal. The deal involves
drug stores thruout the country that distribute application blanks to amnteurs,
who matl them in to the Feenamint company. Peenamint gistributes the appli-
cations to the Skouras theater nearcst the applieant’s home. The theaters
run weekly elimination contests, with a final contest in cach Bkouras district
every fifth week. The tieup brings
around 24 finalists here from all over
the country, with Feenamint paying
travellng expense. The Fox West Coast
circult will produce about 13 finalists,
the Midwest circuits around six and the

Bastern district another five or six.
The Bkouras tie i1s plugged on the
radio, with drug stores also plugging
their nearest Skouras theater. The out-

NEW YORK., March 16 —The Theater Authority’s attempt to control the benefit
show situatlon met ita first real test of strength this week when the Authority
lodged formal complaint with Equity agalnst 11 Equity members who played an
unauthorized benefit Suaday night at the Imperial Theater. Paul Dulizell, Equity
secretary, has notificd the members involved that they have been accused of violat=
ing the recent Equity ruling fining violators not more than 8100 or susponding them,
or both. The letter asks them for an explanation “before considering any action

along the lnes of the inclosed resolu-
tion.” The actors Involved are Eddle
Cantor, an Equity council member; J. C.
Flippen, Dixie Dunbar, Estelle Taylor,
Jack Dempsey, Bert Lahz, Jimmile
Durante, Patsy Flick, Jimmie Savo, Earl
Oxtord and Sammy White. Many non-
Equity members appeared at the benefit
rug by the Home for the Orphans and
Aged of Woodcliff, N. J., but the Theater
Authority is proceeding specifically
agalnst the Equity members because
Equity's disciplinary powers are grenter
than any other actor organization.

According to Alan Corelli, assistant
sccretary of the Authority, he negotinted
unsuccessfully with the benefit sponsors
and cautioned them the Authority would
warn actors to stay away from the show
unless it contributed a percentage of the
gross to the Actors’ Pund.

Henry Goldstone, of the board of di-
rectors of the Woodcliff Home, stated
Wednesday that the show was not the
type that Equity tries to protect thru
the Authority. He sald the show made
a profit of $3.914, of which 82.414¢ went
to the home and 81,500 to the temple,
On Thursday, Goldstone issucd another
statement that he would pay the fines
of any Equity member fined because of
the benefit.

Corelll =says the performers were
warned. and that he went to o Carnegle
Hall benefit. which was authorized. and

nally told the performers there
that they should not play the Imperial
Theater show. Among them were White
and Miss Taylor. Corelli says he also
warned Rudy Vallee, Richard Himber and
J. C. Fltppen at the Hollywood Restau-
rant not to play the Imperial show and
that Vallee and Himber stayed away as
a result.

Earl Oxford stated Wednesday that his
agent, Harry Bestry, had asked him to
play the benefit, Miss Dunbar says she
went along with other performers, feel-
ing sure the benefit had been okehed.

NEW YORK., March 16.—The demand
for “nemes” has so overtaxcd the sup-
ply that bookers are in quandary as to
what sources they could draw upon for
new attractions. Picture and radio fields
have been the biggest “name” produce
ers and of late the film field has been
furnishing the most. Complications re-
sult from booking people out of those
ficlds, however, for oftentimes contracts
are canceled at the last minute.

The trouble with buying picture and
radio people for personal appearances
is that they are always on call from
their original fields, Picture people are
often called away from personsl appeare
ances by their atudios because of sudden
decisions to shoot a picture. Radio peo-
ple cannot leave town because of broad-
ensts, and, if they do, they have to come
back here for a day or the house has to
stand the expense of wire charges.

Early passage is predicted, despite the
fact that Qovernor Oeorge Earle and
the Democratic State organization are
unwilling to have anything to do with
the mceasure, The govgrnor says his tax
program must tnke precedence over
everything clse, but is taking a neutral
stand on the abolition of the old biue
laws.

At the same time New York !s voting
on the question of allowing legitimate
stage attrnctions to open on Sundays,
also with a local option clause.

For years General Will Hays
mnde eolemn pronouncements about
clean films and clean advertising, The
codes of ethics and morals drawn up at
various times and subscribed to by the
companies lined up under the MPPDA
banner read well and sounded beautifully
when recited at women's club meetinga.
But Hollywood went blithely on, turning
out product in accordanoe with its own
code and used QGeneral Wil's sweet-
sounding ukases to display Dbefore
schoolmarms and Rotarians who thought
while they were making the Cook’'s Tour
that they were really seelng the inside
of picture production. But that was be-
fore Joe Breen was hustled into action
—and before Breen proved to the studlos
that he likes kidding only in its proper
place,

Stations haven't the same control over
sponsors a8 Hays is supposed to have over
Hbollywood. The relation between a spon-
sor and a broadcasting company ls not
vastly different from that of an advere
tiser and 8 newspaper. A station or a
system of stations combined in a network
can lay down rules. but when certain of
these rules interfere with revenue the
rules give way to the gents wbo make
dividends possible. Sponsars are behind

- long-winded announcements and this ree

’

sponsihility cannot be shifted to the sta-
tions because stations exist to serve
them. Without sponsored p radio
would be a barely perceptible speck on
the American scene. Sponsors have made
the radio industry but uniess they re-
fuse any longer to be misled by promo-
tion-crazy crackpots they will by theme-
sclves destroy one of the strongest mer-
chandising adjuncts conceived in modern
commerce.
] * *

Despite the fusion of science and in-
dustry, in broadcasting we will have to
deal always with the human or unsciens
tific equation. Sponsors arc inferred to
be so0 much enthused by thelr product
that they lose almost entirely the objece
tive viewpoint. Their plugs sound to
them like sweet music. To the listeners-
in these silly, bombastic speeches and
dialog by announcers who betray thelr
instncerity by symthetie enthusiasm or
by radlo actors appearing in commercial
sketchesa are disgusting and react against
a product. A sad situation when it 1s
considered that many milligns of dolliars
are spent in radio advertising. A sadder
state of affairs when what 1s Intended as
a sales stimulang actually cuts Into sales.
Not vastly different indeed than deposit-
ing money in a bank, losing it thru the
failure of the bank and being sued by
stockholders along with the other suckers,

Drawn-out commercial plugs are de-
rived—according to atatisticians—to the
extent of 80 per cent from the desire of
the sponsor to corrsl entrants in n con-
test. As to whether contests are bamically
sound as 2 medium for promoting sales
18 o moot question. Omne smart agency
man can summon up many points to
support his contention that contests are
the strongest factor in radlo merchan-
dising. So can another smart sdvertising
man seem to prove the contrary, Of all
the professions. advertising is, if not the
most. at least one of the most garrulous.
It does seem, at times. that the boy who
talks the most and can rattle off the
greater number of figures—false or other-
wise—Inn a sct time hrings home the
bacon.,

* * *

Whether contests arc sound or whether
they nre treacherously destructive we are
faced with the proven fact that there are
in our great country today more than

< 250,000 professional ocontest | entrants.
Since most contests require the purchase
of only one package or article, the big re-

able fact that most contest sponeors buy
newspaper and periodical space. The
genius hasp’t yet been born who can con-
vince all and sundry that his figures are-
reltable If they pertain to n breakdown of
results between simultaneous radic and
newspaper advertising. It hasn't yet been
done successfully, and we doubt, except
in isolated cnses. whether it can ever be
done. Isolated cases are not acceptable
as sclentific data. Any schoolboy knows
that.

So the contests go on and sales are sup-
posed to be bascd on bigger and better
contests. . Visualize that situation
and try to predict where commercial
radlo broadcasting wi) wind up. Qov-
ernment ocontrol and reguiation will be
unneceasary if the sponsors do not change
thelr methods. The sponsors will gab
themselves out of hroadcasting and many
of them out of business, too.

C ¢ial annou ts, It has
been proven, ¢an be pleasing and effica-
ctous. Sponsors should look upon radlo
as an adjunct to institutional advertising
in printed media. Radlo, In its larger
aspects, cannot successfully over a long
period of time-accelerate the movement
of package goods over the counter thru
contests. Certain sponsors have already
found this out, but, unfortunately, their
sad experiénces are not wisely publicized.
Which makes it casier for new suckers to
fall in line almost every day. And adds
further to the disgust of the general pub-
lic with commercial broadcasting.

+

HE NRA, the code authority of the

film industry and exhibitor organt-

zations might have made consider-
able progress in a co-operative effort to
promote fair competition. But there are
Etill in evidence startling cases of ex-
hibitors who don't know from nuthin’
but the deslre of taking in the shekcls
today—and let tomorrow take care of it-
self, In The Billboard have appeared items
{from time to time concerned with “bar-
galn” shows. But the Bronx Opera Housc
—in the Bronx, New York—takes the
cake. It offers five acts, two features, a
cartoon comedy, newsreels and an amas
teur contest—all for 16 and 25 cents
evenings. Congratulations to a great
showman!

+

Radio might be alowly killing itself by
permitting an excess of commercial pluge
ing, but it Is certainly building up a ter-
rific and valuable audience with its clever
and timely exploitation of speeches of
political figures, such as Pather Coughlin,
Huey Long and General Johnson. This
18 the atufl that gives newspaper pub-
lishers the jitters. The newspaper ls,
after all, a fiat plane of type and white
space. The radio speaks to you im your
home or club or office. When these gents
yell into 2 mike and when many millions
listen with rapt attention to their. words
the newsp: by tarily at
jeast, as fiat in appeal as the home-
town belle to the boy who made good in
the big city.

Radlo needs showmanship and it fre-
quently empioys it to an admirable de-
gree. In this connection President Roose-
velt has done more for radio than all of
the Benny, Cantor and Pear] scripts.
Listening to the President’s fireside con-
versatipns broadcast over the air is an
experience vastly @ifferent from reading
the verbatim report of his speech In next
morning’s paper, So different that only
a discriminating few seek the newspaper
version and then only for editorial com-
ment and, possibly, interpretation. But
radio takes care of that, too. I8 has such
commentators ns Ed Hill and John Ken-
nedy, who take care of the situstion ad-
mirably.

+

O THE newspapers spread all over
the country that print film and
vaude reviews handed out by press
departments of theaters and circults, it
might be suggeated that they are hurting
themseives and their ‘“‘accommodating”
advertisers more than unimaginative ad-
vertising managers wouid have thelr pub-
lishers belleve. We acknowledge too
readily the generally low intelligence of
the American public. But this iack of
gray matter ig not consiatent or constant.
Even a congenital idiot is shrewd about
certain things. Did ever try in a
moment of sadistic clowning to short.
change the town idlot? If you did you
would know that he was the onc who
laughed last. That's about the woy it is
with Mr, and Mrs. Very Ordinary Person.
They expect reviews to be unfavorable
once in & while. Ethjcal newspapers have

turns aye not rily of lasting sales
benefit to the sponsor. But the pulse
beats fast when orders come in fast, and
if it happens that an approximation of
the originsl pace ig sustalned due to a
number of causes, the contest-—thanks
%0 the gllb tongucs of ita crestors—grabs

Is Status Quo

No change in situation on
83 tariff despite a strong
dissatisfaction

[ ]

NEW YORK, March 16.—Situation be-
tween Local 802, American Federation of
Musiclans, and hotcls sua night spots,
with local radio stations in the mtddlec.
concerning the local’s $3 remote broad-
cast tax for each musician, seemed to
remain in status quo during the week.
Local reaffirmed its position as remain-
ing adamant against repenl of the tax,
while the hotel men are just as certaln
they won't pay. In the menntime, re-
ports say that buainess is off in some
of the night spots as far up as 30 per
cent or 40 per cent.

Geveral bands are broadcasting in spite
of the tax, which affects only the New
York nrea. Two of these are Rockwell-
O’Keefc managed bands,  Glen QGray at
the Emsex House and Claude Hopkina at
the Cotton Club. Both outfite nre pay-
ing the tax themselves. {iguring the pub-
licity and audience 18 more than worth
it.

suit and we have agreed on the basic
points involved: The suit will be dropped
and the NVA, Inc., will work together
with the NVA Fund in a greater spirit
of co-aperation than before.” He inststs
the NVA, Inc. will continue to function.
Henry Chesterfield could not be reached
in time for a statement.

Harry Rodner, speaking for the NVA
Fund, which represents the theater cir-
cults. says the “settiement will be for the
greatest benefit of vaudeville and film
actors™ The settlement is not yet set,
he adds. but verifies Moldauer's state-
ment that the withdrawal of the NVA,
Inc., suit is a basis for the settlement.

More than three years ago the NVA
Pung ordered the closing of the club-
house, but the Chesterfield group re
volted and forced a contract which guar-
anteed support by the Fund, under cer
taln conditions, for five years. About

John Flinn, .cxecutive secretary
of the Code Authority, will return from
the Coast March 25 and the next meet-
tng of the group will be March 28, at
which time these amendments will be
discussed.

Flinn. at. the mnext mecting of the
Authority board. will probably make ar-
rangements to set up the vaude com-
plaints committee he has apoken of 80
often. With that committee appointed
the group will be able to go nfter en-
forcement of the code provisions, the
enforcement now practically limited to
the labor hoards.

‘This reporter’s thanks go to Walter
Winchell’'s gir! Priday, who unearthed
the word “embolophrasia.” 8She un-
earthed it, she says, in Qould’s Pocket
Medical Dictionary, which gives its mean-
ing as “the use of senseless words and
sentences.”

Miss Cambridge ran that definition in
her column Priday morning. On Friday
night this reporter witnessed the public
performance of Panic, Archibald Mac-
Lelsh’'s poem-play of the crux of the de-
preasfon, which the newly formed Phoenix
‘Theater brought to Ufe for three per—
formances.

In writing his poetry. Mr. MacLeish ex-
plains. he sought a rhythm that would
approximate the speech of modern life,
just as the stately blank verse of the
Elizabethans fitted their mode of living.
He therefore threw out meter based on
syllables, and substituted accents, writing
in three and five-beat Hnes, no matter
what the number of syllables, preferably
with falling accentuation.

At times he does approximate modern
speech—and at stich times It seems sll
the more a pity that he fails to approxi-
mate sense. For his play is as eelf-
consciously formalized a plece of pscudo-
intellectual rigmarole as this reporter has
encountered., At times there occur lines
that flash brightly and proudly with
power and strength and beauty, At times
the Imagery 18 rich, compelling and emo-
tionally insistent. But such moments
are., unfortunately, deep buried in the
avalanche of stale and seclf-conscious bee-
fudglement, of determinedly intellectual
bewilderment, of the bathos and rubbish
plain out-and-out folderol that moke up
the body of the play,

And even Mr, Macle!sh's long-soughte
out mcter goes back on him most of the
time. Instead of discovering the meter
of modern life, Mr. MacLeish, It seems,
has mersly rediscovered the flow of the
finest Irish speech and writing, with its
falling final cadences and its charming,
prepoaition-filled structures. It {s made
to sound staccato by the accents and the
pounding of the actors, but denuded of
its vocal embellishment (and even, most
of the time, clothed in it}, it seems mere-
1y like affected and fourth-rate Synge or

Yeats, gone suddenly artistically haywire
4n a modern American setting.

The story (such as it is) tells in general
and would-be symbolic terms of the bank
crash of 1933, making the breakdown of
a great financler and the panic of the
crowd. Just what artistie aim Mr, Mac-
Leish sought to reach is hard to figure.
‘There is no attempt at plot: the symbol-
ism ta half-baked and turgld with self-
conacious maunderings, made to seem
important only by its outer clonk of oce
casional! and momentary poetry. It is
probabie that he was attempting to de-
pict in general terms the growing sensze
of doom and of panie. Is so, It is hard
to see why he made his work so expansive
and over-diffuse. In music (the general
art to which such an aim would be most
casily sdaptable), the evocation of such
a mood would be the work of about 20
minutes. Beyond that ‘it would grow
boring, unless given genlus to carry it.
How much more boring, then, must it
grow in the more explicit nrts of poetry
snd the stage—and Mr. Macleish ts no
genlus, at least not genius enough to carry
his work thru the seemingly intermine
able hour and a quarter of its yunning
time.

Ploe lines there undoubtedly are, and
fine and compeliing imagery, but they
are burled in the rigmarole, For the most
part, Panic sounds like a cross between
Four Saints in Three Acts and Within the
Gates, combining the worst features of
cach. It is Gertrude Stein suddenly im-
bued with the undisciplined (and there-
fore useless) fervor of O'Casey. “Meck
umbrelias” sounds devastatingly akin to
“Tender Buttons.”

Fortunately, Panic is published in book
form. Examples could be expanded end-
lessly, but instead of repeating them here
the book is offered, It speaks for itself,

Of course, Panic had one unavoldshle
thing against it. At its public perform-
ance it played before the most deter-
minedly artistic audience of the secason,
an sudience that created an atmosphere
that was synthetic, just as the atmos-
phere of cheap joy-dens such sas the
Casino de Paree 16 synthetic. In one case
it !s false intellectualiam; in the other,
false lust.

A good cast deserves much credit. Or-
son Welles, as the financier, began with
fine reticence, dragging bellef by ita halr
from the depths of Mr. MacLelsh’s lineas.
Later, however, he wrapped himself in the
growing climaxes and bellowed rather
painfully. Zita Johann gave a clear snd
transiucent performance as in-
amornta, despite the fuzziness of the
lines, and her lovely voice alded the
poetry immeasurably. It was, as a matter

of tact, the best performance that this
reporter has scen her give. Many in the
crowd were excellent—Rose McClendon.
Joanna Roos and Paula Trueman, to
name hut three. Harold Jobusrud and
Richard Whort did good work as two of
the minor principals,

Jo Mielziner's lighting was aplendid.
and the direction of James Light tried
hard to make sense and to minimize the
almost interminable dullness. Martha
Graham’s dance movcments wcre ay ine
sistently stylizeq as the play. The
Phoenix production was i{n all ways ex-
cellent.

All of which brings us to a pleasant
note on which to make an end. Nathan
Zatkin and John Houseman and their
Phoenix Theater are to he unstintingly
complimented. Their a!m, to produce
otherwise unproduclble plays for sub-
scribers and single public performances,
should and must be encouraged. Mr.
Macleish’'s drama does nothihg to de-
tract from their organization: rather it
proves that both they and their theater
have, at least, courage. To them, if not
to the play, go the honors of the evening.

Ducat Rules
Put Up to CA

Code authority notified by
Rosenblatt that it must
delete or enforce them

NEW YORK, Malgh 16.—As was ex-
pected, the qucstion of enforcement of
the ticket-broker clauses in the ‘legiti-
mate theater code has been thrown
squarely in the lap of the legit Code
Authority by the NRA offictals in Wash-
ington. It is now up to the authority
to vote on whether or not it can and
will enforce the much-mooted broker
clauses, and. if it votes in the affirma-
tive, to create ways and means of ralsing
money for such enforcement.

Official notification came this week,
when Bol A. Roscnblatt. division admin-
istrator of the NIRA. sent a letter to
Willlam A. Brady. chatrman of the au-
thority, saying that he (Rosenblatt) had
read the recent feport of the committee
appointed to investigate the ticket situ-
ation, and had come to the conclusion
that the Code Authority must either
take definite steps to enforce the clatses
or elsec cut them out of the code alto-
gether, This follows closely the findings
and recommendations of the committee.

The committee, which was composed
of Lee Shubert, chairman; Brock Pem-
berton. Willlam McBride, Philip Witten.
berg, Pauwl Shields and Morris Rosen-
stein, reported that the managers were
not co-operating In enforcement of the
ticket provisiona, that the code au-
thority had approved no budget provid«
tng money for enforcement, and that
the clauses should either be rigidly
policed or else dropped, according to
the decision of the authority,

Rosenblatt's letter was read at the
meeting of the code authority Wednes.
day, but definite action on it was post-
poned until the next mecting. Delay
was caused hy desire to wait for a re-
port of a special committee, appointed
at the last meeting when the first com-
mittee’s findings were made known,
which is at present sifting the possi-
bllity of raising funds and maintaining
a sufficlent organization to enforce the
broker clauses.

Boston, with its censorships and its militant moronism, has come to be ag-
cepted as an ulcer upon the gleaming face of the world—and the face of America
in particular, Certainly. Boston's insistent idiocies in the banning of plays and
other art works have been enough to heap upon her head all the contumely that
bhas gathered there. Yet, in the midst of the falrly constant sport of Boston
}mm:l:f. we are apt to forget that there are other citles which share her dublous
aurels.

‘There 18, for one, London, According to cabled reparts, the Lord Chamber-
lain, who 13 the official censor of Alblon's inviolate capital, has banned the show-
ing there of The Children’s Hour, which 1s currently playing with both artistic
and financial success at the Elliott in New York, under the benign blessings of the
gendarmes and the license department. Mr. Shumlin—so gocs the tale—had in-
tended to take the production to London intact, which would have been a treat
for Londoners. It would also, probably, have been a treat for all the lttle girls
who play the school children in the drama. It's qulte something to cross the
ocean in order to say three or five or 10 lines n night.

The Lord Chamberlain's decision, say the reports, was merely s routine matter,
since plays dealing with the subject of The Children's Hour are automatically
banned. Therein both the reporter and, presumably, the Lord Chamberlaln show
themselves as somewhat dumb. The subject referred to in such hushed tones 1s, of
course, Lesbianism, of which the play's two schoolmistresses are accused. But it
80 happens that The Chtidren‘’s Hour does not deal with Lesblanism at all. The
two schoolmistresses are accused falsely, and there 18 no touch or taint of the
dread subject in the play.

Incidentally, The Children's Hour {8 based upon sn actual trial, its source
being & book by Willlam Rougbead who, tho not an Englishman, 1s ot least &
Bcotchman. And, one supposes, that book was read at one time or another by
various Londoners without any devestating mornl effects.

Coincidentally with the report of the banning of The Children's Hour on the.
London stage comes a second rumor from overseas, creat! oonfusion worse con-
founded. For the second rumor whispera knowingly thot sn English film com-
pany, unrestricted by America’s rigid film censorahlp, will make a motlon plcture
verslon of the play. That, of course, would be impossible over here, the Leglon
of Decency and the censorship machinery being what they are.

All of which leaves one & bit bedeviled.

Of the two evils (and superimposed consorship must at all times be an evil)
America’a stems not quite 8o great as England’'s. To censor films, almost any casual
observer must believe, 1s leas evil than to censor plays.

For films, because of their unfortunate financial setup, must appeal to the
masses. They must often be childish, their appeal must be wide. their artistic in-
tegrity can seldom be greater than that of the average busineas product—which
means, of course, that it can seldom be greater than ero, Furthermore, the re-
formers have at least a slight basis for argument (even tho a mistaken one) when
they bring the great masses of filmgoers into the picture.

The stage. on the other hand, has s small and select sudience, MAore and
more, a8 the acasons roll on, it busles itself with entertainments for the few-—for
the few who demand high artistic standards. Far better, if censorship there must
be. to copfine it to mass enteriainments than to legitimate artistic effort. That,
in & sense at least, is being done in America. In London, if both reports are to be
believed, the cess is precisely reversed. The entertalnments ground out for the

But in London, it would scem, the burghers
take calmly the Lord Chamberlain's pronunciamenti, even when they are based on
the assumption that o play deals with a subject with which it doesd’t happen to
deal at all,

Exodus

Motion picture producers are suffering a sad attack
of jitters and are threatening to move their studio activi-
ties from Hollywood to Florida due to a proposed high tax
in the California Legislature.

In some quarters of the film capital there is alarm, but
in others there is confidence that the talk of mdving is a
mere gesture. The latter feeling is shared by the legisla.
tors. It would, however, seem to be logical for the pro-
ducers and legislators to get together and arrive at a com-
promise. After all motion pictures are responsible for a
great deal of the wealth of the State and should not be
penalized for growing to their present greatness.

If the producers are really serious in their threats, we
cannot understand why New York, rather than Florida,
shounld not be the choice. It has been the custom of pro-
ducers to recrdit many of their players from the legitimate
stage at high salaries. If production were centered in
New York the same players could be contacted for single
pictures at a greatly reduced rate. In addition, producers
must maintain New York offices and the overhead of op-
erating pther offices could be eliminated if the picture work
were carried on in Gotham.

It will be a sad day for Los Angeles if the studios are
forced to move. Not only do the studios employ thousands
of persons, but they are a lure for tourists. It is up to the
good people of California to bring pressure to bear on their
representatives to see that no prohibitive taxation is placed
on the shoulders of the motion picture industry.

It is not difficult to understand why legislators always
turn to motion pictures when they are in search of revenue.
For years the publicity departments furnished the press
with exaggerated yarms concerning fabulous salaries.
They soon learned that the reaction was bad. As soon as
this was eliminated many affilliated houses gave their
weekly box-office figures to the trade press.

Exhibitors and producers howl about taxation, yef
they flaunt their box-office receipts in the face of the public.
When legislators read that the Music Hall grossed $100,000
in a week it is no wonder they rubbed their eyes and
asked: ‘‘How long has this been going on?"’ They do not
take into consideration the fact that it requires about
$60,000 a week to operate the house.

Altho the California legislators are using bad judg-
ment in legislating a huge industry out of their State, they
are not entirely to blame for their attitude. Producers
and exhibitors have given them all the necessary material
to place a tax on what appears to be an industry with a
never-ending stream of gold.

It is about time the producers ordered their theater
managers to refrain from giving out box-office figures.
After all, Joe Doaks, with his 500-seater, doesn't much
care if the Capitol grossed $50,000. He wants to know
how much a picture will gross in his shooting gallery.

We do not believe the picture industry will move from
Hollywood, but we do feel that the producers can do a
great deal to eliminate any future conflict by the mere
business of stopping the flaunting of their wealth in the
face of the public.

War Still On

NEW YORK, March 18. — The union

of Labor crafts.

‘The local operators have held several
meetings with an ldea to get up a fund
to prepare for the emergency of the BAA
calling but the performers. It was sug-
gested that if this happened that vaude
acts and dancing school giris be sub-
stituted along with pictures. However,
Ralph Whitehead, executive secretary of
the American Federation of Actors, union
of vaude and night club performers.
stated he was with the BAA 100 per cent
and that in the cvent of a strike he
would urge his members not to go Into
the hurly houses.

Tom Phillips. president of the BAA,
has recelved several indirect threats with
regard to this situation, but he is Iin-
tent on going shead with any plans in-
darsed by his members.

LINCOLN, March 16.—The Nebraska
pari-mutuel measure, better known here
a5 Senate Flle 14, went by the Scnate
after a stormy session in the House and
now becomes part of the statutes.

Tt provides that only thosc shows
staging live.stock exhiblitions be give
en permission to use the pari-mutuel
system or to profit therefrom, and nska
for a racing commission to be appointed
by .the governor. No more than two on
the commilssion can come from any one
congressional district. Proccods are dl-
vided: Ten per cent of all money
wagered goes to the llcensee; 80 per cent
1s paid back to holders of tickets.

FPees nre to be classed by the State
racing commisaion ns $200 a day lcense
for races in countics of 200,000 or more.
$100 in countles of more than 75,000 and
$75 n day for countics of less than
75000, For harness races the rates are
one-fourth of these fces, A fund is to
be plled up also for breeding of blooded
horses.

Snppm:;rs Are Lining Up
For Mutuels Bill for Iowa

CEDAR RAPIDS, Ta., March 16.—Legis-
Iation calculated to give lowa n Btate
commission for horse racing, including
legalization of pari-mutuel betting, was
ttroduced in the Legislature in session
in Des Moines. The bill is being studied
by businiess men and others interested
in a revival of activities in Pronticr Park,
near the Cedar Raplds Alrport. Bullt
in 19325 as n rodeo grounds, with a half-
mile track and huge grand stand, the
property represents an investment of

We have ncver made a real study of
the causes of fallures of {airs in Connec-
ticut, We sit complacently by and
watch them fold up onc by one and
start counting on our fingers the ones
that will pass off the stage mext. The
local fair as an organlzation is funda-
mentally sound or it would not live on
s0 tenaciously. We have fuirs in Con-
necticut that boast thelr 60-odd, 70-odd.
80-odd and 125-odd annual exhiblts.
Some feel we have too many falrs. In
my oplulon there Is a place for a {air
of the rigbt sort in every town in Con-
necticut. The fair should be the “town
on exhibit.”

Where {airs have discontinued there is
a reason.

European Roller Hockey

By CYRIL BEASTALL

Roller hockey is played in most Euro-
pean countries, but is purely an ama-
teur sport. and the ball is used exclu-
sively In preference to the puck. Rules
of the National Rink Hockey Association
of Great Britain are generslly adhered
to and oniy five players make up s
team.

Germany, Prance, Italy, Switzerland,
Belglum and Portugal are most promi-
nent in the Continental roller hockey
field today and have been for n decade.
Since 1024 a FBuropean championship
has been held alternately at Herne Bay,
England, and Montreux, Switzerland,
England has a remarkable record In
these tournaments, being unbeaten as

Prance has declined {n recent years;
most of its friternational players are
stlll supplied by Bordeaux. Germany
was Bngland’s closest rival for ‘honors
in the last tournament. It turned out &
grest team. Jed by the vetersn Adoiphe
Walker, who is no stranger to Herne Bay
Rink. Berlin. Leipzic, Nuremburg and
Dresden are the most enthusiastic Ger-
man roller hockey centers.

Italy was not far behind Germany in
the 1034 championships; Rome and
Milan are hotbeds of the game in that
eountry. Switzerland has had a8 strong
team for many years and last time was
no exception, it having ran England to

England hss a wealth of talent from
which to select n representative team:
most of its leading clubs arc in_the
County of Kent. The National RInk
Hockey Association of Great Britain, re-
sponsible for selection of England’s side,
chooses the best eight players to draw
upon. The eight in 1034 were Payton,
Herne Bay 1, gonlkeeper; Walters, Herne
Bay Stars, fullback; Hulme, Derby Fly-
ors, halfback; Bown, Herne Bay 1, right
wing; Sutton, London All Blacks, left
wing; Spice, Herne Bay 1, left wing:
Monk, Paversham, fullback, and Wili-
liams. Iiford, goalkeeper, The first five
appeared in all the matches proper,

Bevera! roller rink managers in the
United States who have written to me
say that they do not permit hockey be-
cause it is too rough and tends to drive
away the desirable class of patronage.
“Those people who condemn roller hockey
as associated only with rough etuff and
undesirahle people obviously have not
seen the game as It should and can be
played, when properly organized. In
England the game is featured in 8 per
cent of roller rinks.

To eliminate the undesirable rough-
ness of the game ns played in some parts
of America, I would suggest that the
old-established rules of the European

be given a thoro trial. I read in
an American newapaper recently that a
visitor to San Prancisco rink saw roller
hockey played with a puck for the first
ttme and was quite emphatic in his
optnion that by uUse of the ball a faster
and more skill game could be had.

Certalnly, 1f one has seen the finest
English teams in action, where the rules
do not permit rough stuff, one can only
admit that n faster, more skillful or
more gentlemanly game on roller skates
could hardly be desired.

Perhaps many fatrs Lave fallen short
because they have not had their objec-
tives elcar cr have not used best meth-
ods to get desired results. In this con-
nection we should Kkeep in mind that
there are only three kinds of learning.
xnowledge, skill and attitude. And every
exhibit at a fair should be set up with
a definite purposc to increase the kuowl-
edge of those who attend, to show them
how new skills may be developed or the
attitude of pcople changed in desired
directions.

Operators of Games . Consumers Under
Ohio Sales Tax Law; Pay When Buying

CINCINNATI, March 16—Relative to
the sules tax in Ohio (articles purchased
In the State) as It pertalne to conces-
sioners® merchandise dealings with the
public at carnivals, faira, parks, celebra-
tions, etc., Duve Tennyson, of the Good-
ing Amusement Company, received the
following communication from Edward
A. Cole, of the Legal Department of the
State Tax Commisdlon:

“Spectfic reference was made to the
status of persons selllng Mmerchandise
thru the use of lotteries or games of
chance. Specinl Bales Tax Ruling No. 46
provides that persons selling merchan-
dise thru the use of lotterles or games
of chance shall be considered consumers,
and the tax will be paid by them on all
tangible personal property uscd therein
when purchased. This ruling. in effect,
makes all concessioners operating games
of chance consumers. They pay the tax
when they buy and it will not be neces-
sary for themn to have a vender'’s license
or collect the tax when thoy sell thru
the games of chance.

’

“Concessioners operating restaurants,
soft-drink stands, candy f{loss stands,
peanut and pop-corn astands, etc., are
cach individus} venders within the
meaning of the act. As such, it will be
necessary for these concessioners to pro-
cure a vender's ltcense In every county
in which they make sales. It will also
be necessary for them to collect the tax
on all taxable transactions.

*“The qucstion of admisalons tax does
not come under the jurisdiction of the
Sales Tax Section and the tax is not
provided for in the sales tax bill, There
15 no salcs tax on admlasions. Therc is,
however, a 3 per cent excise tax on all
admissions sold within this Btate.”

Mr. Tennyson's letter accompanying
the above communication from Mr. Cole
included the following: “However, one
vender's license would cover a carnlval
or if one nman owns more than one
stand he will have to buy only one
vender’s license. The tax is collectable
on saales of over ninc cents, anything less
18 not taxable.”

ROCHESTER, N, Y. March 16.—The
activities of the 3ssociation in behalf of
the application for reduced raltroad
rates and the elimination of demurrage
charges, which culminated in o hearing
on the matter before the general freight
committee of the Trunk Line Associn-
tion, details of which appeared in last
issue, should bring rellef.

A voluminous brief was filed by the
assoclation with the committee, and nu-
merous questions and answers were pro-
pounded and given between the coms-
mittee and those present on behalf of
American Carnivals Association. High-
lights of thc brief filed, in addition to
including the specific items of rellef
requested, were giving a full statement
of the present situation in which show=
men find themselves and the numerous
reasons for the request for relief. In
addition, the advantages of motorizing
were pointed out, as were figures sub-
mitted, showing the extent to which
motorization has come into the induse
try.

the oldtimers were much amused by W.

Many years
ago I was initiated into the realm of
Pitchdom: by my old friend J. F. Mc-
Donald. €tranded In Kentucky, Mag
dragged me aroungd for weeks, bought
gus for my car, fed me and paid for
my bed and sleeping at night. Result,
a friendship that will endure as long as
we live. Years later at o Bangor, Me.,
falr, Pegcy and Bob Powers, total
strangers t0 me then, entered my booth
repeatedly to make a piteh and show
me how to do it. They refused to cut
out any money and thereby prevented
me from sinking. Gratitude to Tom
and Mary Borrows, too, at the Rutland
Fulr. Appreeiation to John R. Looney,
that prince of square shooters, gentle-
man and a credlt to Pitchdom. Also to
the Iate Jack Dorsey and a host of
others. If I am a pitchman today and
can stand on my own feet, it's thanks
to all those who helped me. Connolly
falls to realize that these men have all
graduated from the school of experience.
They were, of course. all J. €. 1.'s at one
time, but by years of work and tralning
they developed In themselves the ability
to think intelligently. along with a fine
understanding of human nature and a
willingness to do things for & j. ¢. 1. of
the right sort. Just watch the oldtimer
work, and f you have vision you will
see tn him tho result of a psychology
that everyone must understand {f he is
to make a success of this work. Once
the oldtimer recognizes you as a J. e. 1.,
but a square shooter, he wiil invariably
open his arms to you, his heart and
s0me of 1ts business secrets In many in-
stances, and often his b. r. t0 help you
carty on. He has his failings, too. As
who hasn't? But I have found the old-
timer, as a general rule, the kindest
and most unselfish person on earth. So
instead of finding fault with the old-
timer (O!d Has Been to Connolly) you
ean take lessons from him in courage
and fortitude that you some day will
need sure as aaything you know. If you
play the game this way we will all be
winners. Nuf sedf”

This has been the
case with at least eight falrs that I
¥now of, and I predict that Chatta-
nooga, Tenn.. will bave the most suc-
cessful fair it has cver had, because
it 1s going to be operated by show peo-
ple and not the regular business man
who has no knowledge of show business.

“People have become amusement=
minded both in theaters and outdoors,
and T feel that as long as & fair secre-
tary 1s progressive and feels that the
right type of entertainment 1s not too
highly priced, he is bound to have s
successtul fair, regardless of the State
or county where the.fair !a held, because
you cannot fool ecountry people any
more with mediocre entertalnment, and
the farmer s becomling more critical
than the people who llve in Boston,
Philadelphia and Chicago; that is why
fairs that buy decent amusecment pro-
grams are more successful, provided they
have clement weather.”

Public Approval

The first essential in, securing a permanent recognition
of the legality of pinball and other coin-operated games is to
build a strong backlog of public approval to support these
games against any temporary agitation. Without definite
public approval the future of the games can never be secure.

The games themselves must be of such construction and
operated in such a way as to make friends for the industry of
that ever-increasing number of people who become pinball
fans. If the games themselves, or the manner in which they
are operated, create illwill, then there is little prospect of se-
curing public approval.

But, in addition to building good games and operating
them with due respect for the public, there are other matters
of policy which will have much to do in winning public ap-
proval. The trade is being organized with the definite pur-
pose in mind of fostering acceptable legislation and also de-
fending the trade against legislation considered unfair. In other
words, we arc getting into politics and it will be easy to do
things that may react later to embarrass us.

IT SHOULD BE UNDERSTOOD FROM THE BE-
GINNING THAT PUTTING ANYTHING OVER ON
THE PUBLIC IS LIKELY TO AROUSE PUBLIC OPPO-
SITION TO OUR BUSINESS RATHER THAN WIN
PUBLIC APPROVAL FOR IT.

It is often an easy matter to get thru legislation that
clearly is in opposition to present public opinion. But the
public has a way of striking back that might wipe out an in-
dustry entirely. In the long run it is much better to win by
cultivating good will and educating the public to accept our
games than by stealing legislative advantages. At the present
time the coin-machine industry has to live down a reputation
which has plagued cven the innocent merchandising machines
thru all the years.

TELL THE PUBLIC

In order to clear itself of that past reputation it will be
necessary for the coin-machine industry to come clean before
the bar of public opinion. Under present conditions it is fully
recognized that we must engage in politics, use lobbying as
others do and thus contend our legal rights. But far more
important than the political element is the need to gain popular
support for our cause and that can only be done by playing fair
with the public,

IT HAS ALREADY BEEN CLEARLY DEMON-
STRATED THAT MODERN SKILL GAMES HAVE
MOST TO GAIN BY FRANKLY TELLING THE PUBLIC
WHAT WE ARE FIGHTING FOR.

The public can appreciate a clean fight, and wherever
members of the trade have come out in the open and based
their pleas for fair regulation and tax on reason and good sense,
it has always made a definite and favorable impression on in-
fluential elements of the public mind. An open fight based on
a frank appeal for legal rights will do more to win permanent
approval than anything clse we can do. We may ecasily steal
the march on the opposition, but that merely arouses all organi-
zations and groups opposed tothe games to denounce them all
the more. We do not have to be saints or adopt a pious attitude
to present our cause; the coin-machine industry is simply in
the position of asking for public favor, and the best way to do
that is to contend for principle.

All the successful organizations within the trade so far
have won their rights upon an open plea for a square deal.

The Billboard has supported these organizations in giving ex-
pression to those ideas and policies that the public can under-
stand. This open policy has won the good will of thousands
of merchants and they are lending their moral support to help
our cause. Many newspapers have also recognized the just-
ness of our cause and have begun to give the business favor-
able consideration whenever possible.

But for some reason these open policies do not seem to
merit the approval of D. W. Donohue, chairman of the legal
and advisory committee of the national manufacturers’ asso-
ciation and representing the Mills Noveity Company. Mr.
Donohue not only maintains strict secrecy about the work of
his committee, but insists that The Billboard submit all its
inquiries for legal information for approval, because “it (The
Billboard) might give out information detrimental to the bills
which the committee is backing.”

It would be far more reasonable if Mr, Donohue and other
members of the Mills Novelty Company would co-operate with
The Billboard in the work it is doing rather than to criticize
its work or try to impose a censorship upon it. The work that
we have been doing for the industry is well known and needs
no apology. But there are thousands of members in the trade
who would like to know just what policies or bills the repre-
sentatives of the Mills Novelty Company are supporting.

These gentlemen should recognize that the operators of
the country have at least a human right to know something
about what.laws they are trying to get thru legislatures. Op-
erators in many places are faced with problems that threaten
the very existence of their means of livelihood and Mr. Donohue
could make his work a great encouragement to these men.
They would be encouraged by some definite suggestions of
what policies are being supported; they would be encouraged
by a reasonable amount of news of the progressive steps that
have been taken to protect the industry. But Mr. Donohue and
other members of the Mills Novelty Company have always
been given to a policy of secrecy—a policy that is out of place
in the modern pinball games business. This policy of secrecy,
if continued, can only lead to increased suspicion among the
rank and file of the trade and will destroy that spirit of co-
operation which we have tried to promote in every way pos-
sible.

Mr. Donohue and other members of the firm he represents
seem to have a mortal fear of the newspapers. But we remind
them that the successful operators’ organizations over the
country have approached the newspapers in a friendly spirit
and have found many of them ready to respond with helpful
publicity. In fact, it has become increasingly clear that the
skill games industry must have wider co-operation among the
newspapers if it is to secure popular approval. It is plainly
evident also that many newspapers, already none too friendly,
will start a campaign against the games as soon as they dis-
cover that a secretive campaign is being carried on to put thru
legislation of which the public is not aware. All this secrecy
will be just so much campaign material to be used against the
skill games trade.

The only hope of the skill games cause is to approach the
newspapers, public officials and the public itself in an open and
businesslike way. During the last three years this open policy
has demonstrated its worth over and over again. It is either
that the games must pay “protection,” or win their legal rights
in an open fight. We do not believe in paying “protection” for
a legitimate business that benefits so many people, and it is
plainly evident that operators can’t pay “protection” for pin
games and stay in business. It would be interesting to know
how the representatives of the Mills Novelty Company stand
on this question. SILVER SAM.

250,000 Machines a Year

“Last year about 250,000 of these ma=
chines were made in Chicago. In the
last two yenrs a great export trade has
developed, England and France belng
the largeat customers. Average prioc of
@ machine {s about #39.50, some running
llll to 860, 870 and higher.

Ordinarily the machines are sold to
Opcrators, who place them in stores or
‘hotets on a ¢ {ssion arrang t
with the merchant or owner. On an
average thruout the country a machine
takes in 818 to $25 a week, many run-
ning far in cxcess. of course. of this.
The merchant gots, say, 60 per cent,
while 40 per cent goes to the operator,
Who replaces the machine rmd keeps it
in order. The Bitiboard mngazine estls
mates 20,000 to 25,000 small busimess
men make their Hving by operating coin
amusement games. .

Manufacturers Seek To
Correct Crowded Field

NEW YORK, March 16.—8ome of the
lending manufacturers of cigaret vend-
ers are reported to be trying to correct
an overcrowded condition in the cigaret
vending fleld. This condition is sald
to be largely due to many people who
buy only & few machines and soon fall
in the venture. Some of the manue.
facturers are sald to be refusing to
sell small orders of machines. They
explain that the operator of but a few
cigeret venders will never make any
money in that business and that it 18
necessary to have a large operation with
sufficlent financial backing to be able
to continue successfully.

The manufacturers are therefore sell-
ing county rights for their machines.
allowing as & minimum 50 machines or
more. The average order smounts to
more than 100 machines. This fact is
being used to discourage the amaller
operators who desire to enter the busi-
ness. Many “wildcat” machines are
also belng brought in which do not
enrn any money for the operators but
which hurt some large operator in the
territory.

It is believed that If the mabuface
turers of cigaret machines will get to-
gether in defensc of thetr equipment
that there will be a halt to fatlures In
this Industry. Mapy operators who pur.
chase one, two or flve machines are
usually soon disgusted with the field
because of the small margin on which
they must operate, 5

Men with business experience are be-
tng encouraged to enter this fleld by
manufacturers who carefully explain the
requirements necessary to be successful
in the ocigarct vending bustness.

Coin-Operated Machine
For Reference Service

DETROIT, March 16.—A new type of
vending machine designed for city di-
rectories and similar huge works of
reference has been placed ip operation
in Detroit recently. The machine is
used in drug stores andepossibly a few
other types of locations, and is being
operated directly by R. L. Polk & Com-
pany, of Detroit, who publish city di-
rectories for about 700 cities and many
other works of listing and reference.

The machine 1is designed as a large
box, with a flat top for writing or dis-
play purposes. The directory, at about
counter height or lower, is inside and
18 released by deposit of the nickel: a
lever s then pulled down and the book
1s lald out flat for use.

Actual use of the directorics has
dropped since the installatfon in some
stores, and careless users arc discoure
aged, but the coln machine is a con-
venience for the legitimate user. The
Detroit directory, about 8 by 14 inches
by 6 inches thick, is as Inrge a book as
s ordinarily published. A cover of the
book, glued on the outside of the ma-
chine. serves as a display and sales in-
ducement.

Editor Favors Machines
Because They Are Open

MORGANTOWN, W, Va., March /16—
Because they are out in the open, “mint
vending” and other types of slot ma-
chines were declared to be much more
acceptable than many other forms of
gambling that always exist, The Domine
fon News, local paper, sald in a very
liberal editorial February 22. The edi-
torial further atated:

=Agitation thrucut the Monongahcla
Valley area against the numbers racket,
slot machines and s!milar inducements
to glving play to the almost universal
gambling instinet has (ts counterpart
loeally, tho only !n a small way as yet.
A movement deslgned to arouse come
munity t in opp to vico
condttions here 1s snald t0 be on foot.

“We .contess to some skepticism as to
whether, in the long run, such n move-
ment will got anywhere. It has been
observed that vice crusades have been
recurrent for many years, yet vice as
represented by the numbers game and
slot machines continues to flourish,
with, 1t must bo aaid, a clientele made

’

up in considerable part of respectable
people.

“But the reforming spirit is not dis-
couraged in the facc of obstacles and
the uncertainty of success. Rather it
feeds on them. It is quite possible that
a crusade of large proportlons will get
under way here as elsewhere. If s0 it
would be our idea that the numbers
racket logically would be the first to be
attacked. It lacks the two virtues to
which the slot machine can lay claim, in
that it s carried on furtively and with-
out license. Slot machines, on the other
hand, must of necessity appear con=
splcuously in public, and in Morgantown
at least they are sanctioncd by the city
government, which has liccnsed them to
realize  several thousands of sorely
needed dollars.

“Fortunately wc have fared better
with slot machines than some of our
nejghbor towns. Here they actually
vend mints and emit slugs exchangeable
for merchandise only. Elsewhere only
money gocs in and only money comes
out. The city council must havc been
unimpressed with the statements cone
cerning the viclousness of such ma-
c¢hines else, presumably, it would not
have licensed them. The fact that they
appear in reputable cstablishments lends
further authority to their claim, how-
ever dublous it may be, to respectability.

“Wc bDold no brief for slot machines.
News of thelr banishment forever would
be recelved without a quiver. Yet if 1t
isn't slot machines. all our experience
teaches us that it will be something
else. People are that way, And it does
seem that it is better to have the thing
out in the open and a producer of
revenue for o hard-pressed governmental
agency than. by the process of outlaw-
ing, to force people into furtivencss.®

Announce Phono Needle

CHICAGO. March 16.—A new type of
phonograph needle Is being placed on
the market by Exhibit Supply Company.
The new necdle has a point that i= 50
bhard it cannot be dulled even tho it were
used to cut glass. Pive thousand plays
with one needle means that phonographt
operators can obtain an income of $250
from only one needle, and the tone qual-
ity of this new ncedlo is perfeot at all
frequencies, say  the manufacturers.
Bruno Radke, chlef engineer of Exhibit
Bupply Company, ts the inventor and
developer of this new ncedle, as well as
the speéial process of producing it. This
5.000-play needle betng round. it cannot
at any time destroy the fragile grooves of
records — accordingly, Mr, Radke states
that operators not only save time and
elimtnate service calla but save consid-
ernble in record replacement cost, as the
new ncedle not only gives greater plays
per needle and better tone quality but
longer record life as well.

Fee Asked

Paris sportland tries fee
to keep loafers away from

room
[ ]

PARIS, March 18.—A radical departure
tn the operation of penny arcades or
sportlands is the aystem of charging
admissions inaugurated last month by
the JAK flrm at ita big smusement
machine palace In the Palsts Berlitz
Bullding. The unusually good location
of the JAK sportland resuited in draw-
tng a crowd which, partlcularly on Sat-
urdays and Sundays. caused such a jam
that business suffered from the over-
crowding. Also tt was noted that on
cold or rainy days the resort became
cluttered up with lojterers who spent
no money, and by jamming up the place
prevented others from spending.

To overcome these abuses it was de-
cided to install a gnte and charge an
admtssion of one franc (6 cents) per
person. Each ticket entitled the holder
to & franc’s worth of machine slugs or
the cquivalent value In payment of re-
freshments or on the water skooters or
other attractions. After & few days
trial. which proved quite successful, the
systern was improved upon by abolishing
the tiekets, which were replaced by
four *“jetons” or slugs, good for thelr
face value of 25 ccntimes (about 2
cents) at any machine or attraction in
the sportlarnd—and by admitting women
and children free.

According to Louls Beérnt and other
members of the JAK firm, the new
pollcy has proved very eattsfactory and
the intake of practically all the ma-
ehines has shown an tmportant increase.
On Sundays an average of 3,400 paid
admissions have been registered, and
probably double that number of women
and children enter without paying. An
unexpected source of profit revealed it-
self when the "jetons” or slugs were
counted up at the end of the second

Reaction of Public to Coin Games

WASHINGTON, March 16. —Changing
times, individual psychology and mass
whims are ever to be contended with in
industry. These factors must essen-
tinlly be taken into consideration by
manufacturers bent upon sustaining the
future prosperity of the .fleld in which
they are engaged. The ministure golf
course was perhaps the most pertinent
example of a passing public fancy, hav-
ing thrived for about two yeara and then
collapeing into the the most historle
exit any particular field has ever ex-
perienced.

Coln machines at the present time are
what is_generaslly known as “the rage.”
How long they will reach the public
fancy is sn Interesting economlc ques-
tion, the answer to which depends en-
tirely upon the exploitation of the
product and the abllity of the manufac-
turors to keep It alive 1n the public eye.

It 18 interesting therefore to note the
reactions of the patrons of colm ma-
chines in the nation's capital, where pin
games have In the past several months
enjoyed tmmense poputarity and suce
cess. It Is in the Interest of the manu-
facturers and at the same time the
operators that The Billboard corre-
spondent has made something of a com-
prehensive study of a few of the leading
coin-machine operators here to, in some
way if possible, throw lght on the
changing public trend.

There s no doubt that at the present
time the pin game 1s popular in the
capital city. However, Joseph A. Blanken,
owner gnd mansger of the Washington
Skill Game Centcr, passes on & few hints
which have cvolved from his experience
in the businesa.

Mr, Blanken. in addition to his cigar
and magazine business. has built up in
the back part of his shop one of the
leading skill-game eenters in the city.
He has 21 machines which he claims,
while public interest has to & small de-
gree dwindled) nevertheless, net him 8
fairly large profit.

gallery, which he alap operates.

“We find that those
Arcade like a change in type,” Mr. Dam.
bro sald, “and we constantly read The
Billboard in search of new models.”

At the Arcade Mr, Dambro runs about
30 machines in all, including claw,
penny side show and pin gamecs. The
general call In the way of prizes lcuns
mostly toward cartons or cigarets, but
{n addition to these there is also the
usual run of novelties.

AMr. Dambro saild that while there has
been some slackening off in busines
since they opened up three months ago.
pin games, nevertheless, still catch the
public fancy. He nlso felt that the
gamc would probably settle down to a
steady pacc in a few months. but did
not believe that public interest would
vanish completely,

“Thers always has been and perhaps
always will be & strong attraction for
matching one’s skill on mechanical de-
vices,” Mr. Dambro stated, “and for that
reason Y feel sure that the skill pia
games will live for a long time to come®

Salesbonards would be asscssed 18 per
cent of their gross earnings and a tax
of 18 cents would be placed on each
deck of cards. From 6 to 12 Inspectors
would be employed to collect the tax.
and the bill appropriates 840,000 an-
nually to the State treasurer for col-
lection expenses.

Under the measure dice lezs than a
half inch long on one edge would be
banned. while those above that size
would be assessed 50 cents aplece.

Most States
have been fortunate i having an asso-
clation of operators and wholcsale
dealers whose interest in the legal aspect
of this sittation has resulted in a serlcs
of petitions now belng circulated thru-
out the country.

These petitions clarify the situation
s0 completely that thousands of signers
have already affixed their signatures to
the proposal

Bestdes, nll machines operated should

carry this prominently displayed label:
“A GAME OF SKILL—NOT A GAME OF
CHANCE. A 10 per cent amusement tax
on th!s machine is paid to the U. 8.
Government. We kindly request that
persons under 21 years of age and those
recelving relief from the government re-
frain ' from playing this amuscment ma-
chine.”

As 8 matter of fair play we believe in
the principlea of the operators. They
have a big investment at stake. They
are all interested In fair tactics. All
they ask 18 co-operation, and to that
end they are carrylng thelr battle to
the courts to prove, concluslively, that
these games are games of skill and not
games of chance.

Pin Games Okehed
e .

By Nashville Judge

NASHVILLE, March 16. —- Crimingl
Judge Charlezs Gilbert yesterday held
that marble games are "games of skill”
and no more gambling devices than ll-
cense plates.

The decislon was rendered when Judge
Qilbert directed the jury in his court
to returnm o not gullty verdict against
Dr. Marlin L. Williams, ¢perator of the
Broadway drug store. where a marble
game was confiscated during a roundup
of the machines by detectlves January 9.

After hearing the evidence, Judge
Gilbert said that there was no evidence
that the machine was a gambling de-
vice, "Of course. it would be possible
to gamble on it, but persons have been
known to gamble on license plates,” he
said

After having heard the operation of
the machine described, he stated that
it appeared to be more of a “game of
skill than chance.”

The machine {in question {s at present
being held in the office of the attorney
along with several others confiscated in
the same roundup. Aecording to testi-
mony, it paid off in slugs suitable for
replaying and not in money or mer-
chandise.

New York Ops Buy Mausic

NEW YORK, March 16—Since the big
demonstration of automatic phono-
graphs at the Chicago Coin Machine
convention, tremendous interest tn these
instruments has been manifested by
many opcrators. It is belteved that
there will be many new and large op-
crations of this tyvpe of equipment in
this territory within a few months as
the new machines become ready for de-
livery.

Many of the large operators have al-
ready contracted for these machines and
are preparing for a general! invasion of
locations suitable for these instruments.
