Present con-
ditions generally bear out the prophecy.

Dullzell's stat ts were pr

source of supply. Whereas at present
players signed must cither click imme-
diately or else fal! out of the ranks—a
condition imposed by overinflated wages
and the fact that they must tmmedi-
ately go into the finished picture prod-
uct—with stock companies films could
afford to take a chance with young
players. Instead of going immedictely
into pictures they could be farmed out
to the companies. Wages would, of
course, be much lower, and talent could
be developed to a higher degree before
the player actually faced the cameras.
Players who failod to make the grade
could be dropped and, with the small
salaries. no harm would have been done.
Even with a slight operating loss on
the stock companies. money would in
the long run be saved.

the cost of transportatiow to the place
where the services begin 1f pald by the
applicant.”

It also s providcd that no theatrieal
employment agency shall *“enter into
and be a party to any contract whereby
It becomes busineas monager or repre-
sentative of an actor, entertatner, per-
former or exhibitor within the purview
of this act unless a contract separate
and distinet from the employment con-
tract provided in this act shall be made
by the parties intercated.” If this
amendment {s ndopted i1t w!ll kill the
present practice of agencies collecting an
extra 5 per cent thru being dcsignated
manager ot representative of the per-
former unless a scparste contract is
entered into.

Section 6a of tho amendment pro-
vides that “every theater, radlo station,
circus or other corporation, individual
or firm which engages. hirez or em-
ploys nny person for theatrical, radio
or other entertainment . . . shall deal
directly with the pereon, persons or
troupe it segks to engage or shall dea!
with a liccnsed employment agency and
in no case shall any theater . . . in-
dividual or firm engage directly or in-
directly in the business of an employ-
ment agency, engaging. hiring or em-
ploying any person for some other em-
ployer for profit.”

Historlan Bernard does not state the
figure dispensed in salaries over the
period he refers to. Nejther does he re-
veal whether this figure is eastly avall-
able. It would undoubtedly prove to be
academically interesting; but aside from
that its importance is now secondary
since it is pretty well agreed that it was
sensationally high. The Important point
At this stage is to get stage nttractiona
back into the “closcd™ towns. Aside from
the interesting work we are doing on this
project we would be interested in hear-
ing from other showmen as to their sug-
gestions. As has already been demone
strated in this pillar, we heartily agree
with Bernard that the fodal point for
action is in the Chambers of Commerce
and other local groups of business men.
Those who are interested sentimentally
and from a cold business angle in the
revival of traveling shows could do far
worse to further this cause than to keep
after Chambers of Commerce with Jet-
ters, speeches and factusl material prov-
Ing that the revival of these shows is ticd
up closely to a revival of business gener-
ally. But to walit for business to revive
before encouraging travellng shows
amounts to putting the cart before the
horse. In short, business follows the
shows—despite the flaw-specked @laims
of certain near-sighted, selfish exhtbitors

ELF-S8EEKING Broadway columnists.
deplorably stupld performers and
others with more sinister motives are

freely attacking the Theater Authority,
Inc. 1t is a tribute to the Authority that
1t is being aitacked., This is the aurest
aign we Enow that tt 5 hurting the
enemy In the vulnerable spots. The
Authority was formed by suthentic the-
atrieal groupe to regulate benefits and to
turn to theatrical colflers a amall zhare of
the vast amounts taken in at benefit box
offices. We had despaired for a time of
the Authority ever making any headway
due to the Ul-fated attempts to accom-
pilsh the same purpose that preceded it.
But when the wolves begin howling it is
A sure sign that there is prey in sight.

Clever arguments have been used and
will continue to be employed to show
that the Authority is out of its province
in demanding for approved theatrical
charities n share of all benefits. These
arguments are of no avall against the
strongest plea of all: that the actor, hav-
ing given of his all as far back as Dan
Frohman can remember, should by now
come into his own. No charity is so
needy that it cannot afford, when em-
ploying nactors to ralse funds, to give a
amall share of the take to the actors
own charities.

* * »

‘Way back, In the days when the regu-
lation of benefits was unthought of, this
commentator gave vent frequently to his
obsesaion that actora should demand that
their own charity organizations receive a
small slice of the proceeds of every bene-
0t they play. This phllosophy has be-
come & real policy, thanks to the Au-
thority. Regardless of criticlam, regard=
leas of the alleged splendid character of
those who mttack it, the Authority should
stick to its guns. No benefits ghould be
approved under any circumstances unless
it is agreed that a fair percentage of the
recelpts is turned over to the actor or-
ganizations.

Charity begins at home—and in times
oi stress it should end thcre, The actor
cannot afford to alienate himaself from
the world by refusing to play benefits en-
tirely. But he can at least demonstrate
his loyalty to n fine profcasion by de-
manding, thru the Authority, that his
own charitable groups share in the earn-
ings of benefita he playa.

It 1s high ttme that promoters, slick
agents, politicians and professional phi-
lanthropists were made to aee the hand-
writing on the wail. Let them know that
from now on they ¢an't rope in an actor's
talents and box-office draw without paye
ing the piper in the form of the Author-
ity. When this i3 known and when the
world at large begins to realtze that the
Authority has power and it means busi-
ness, then—and only then—will the back
or beneft racketeering be broken.

alr, Mortality rate among the beginners
and who then gg off s high

In 1928 siightly more than 150 ad-
vertisers made thelr debut om the alr,
with cach year after finding some of
thosc cllents going off until in 1034
only 35, or about 23 per cent, were still
on. Similar drops arc recorcded for all
succeeding years in the tabulation. Num-
ber of starting advertisers each succes-
sive year, as recorded by Medla Records
in the survey were: 1929, 125; 1830, 138
1931, 145; 1932, 71, and starting in 1933
were 65.

Highest total for the years recorded
was reached in 1931, when thbere were
over 300 advertisers on the chalns. As
is to be expected, 1928 was the Jowest
year with only 184 customers listed.

Major Bowes Amateurs

Revicwed Sunday, 8-9 pm. Style—
M. c. and amateurs. Sponsor—Standard
Brands, Inc. Station—WEAF (NBC net-
work ).

Just one year ago Mnjor Bowes started
his amnteur show on WHN. The Bili-
doard gave it its first trade-paper re-
view and gave it a sendoff. Without
question the phone companles will get
the biggest jam in history from all in-
dieations, and for a time nt least, under
the inimitable handling of AMajor Bowes,
this huge project should draw no end
of listeners. In order that other citles
besides New York shall have a chance
to vote their preferences, arrangements
have beem made for Chicago nudiences
to get in on it this Sunday and a local
staff there of 36 girls will handle the
switchboard at Franklyn 4900. In New
York 200 trunk lines have been installed
in anticipation of the votes, which are
quickly tabulated. Grocer tieup has
180,000 of them handing out voting
cards for mafl purposes.

Major Bowes ls running this amateur
bour exactly as he did his origink] WHN
show, asking the listeners to phone or
mall their votes. and as an Inducement
toward the former he stated the first
two calls in Chicago and New York
would have thelr names mentioned over
the afr,

The human-interest element injected
by the Major 1s the particular quality
that scts him off from competing ama-
teur programs. The varijous nationale
Ities, occupations, ambitions and other
bits of information elicited during his
short conversations with the con-
testants, plus his comments, usually
funny, whether prepared or spontaneous,
arc the kcynote and backbone of the
Proceedings and hold it together.

Pirst show was no doubt a difficult
proposition for timing despite the bale
ance and after-n-fashion auditions that
arc arranged in lieu of a formal re-
hearsal, None of the shows will be easy
in this respect, taking into considera-
tion appinuse and the bell. The major
was lentent in giving the raze and some
of the phone calls stated as much. Thus
about 20 acts were henrd. probably a
ahorter number than will be heard later,
due to telegrams and other felieitations.

Despite the first halfe
hour opposition of Eddie Cantor, who
formerly appeared on the Chase & San-
born holir, audience (nterest scemed to
give this show an excellent break. and
it will get stronger.

NEW YORK, March 23.-~—Gene Buck. president of the Americsn Soclety of
Composers, Authors and Publishers, dropped a bombshell into the weekly meeting
of the Cheese Club last Monday afternoon when he made an impassioned plea for
the mnintenance of vaude if for no other reason than keeping up radio’s need
of talent five or ten years hence. The stage was perfectly set for one of Buck's
typleal talks. what with practically every impoftant radlo executive present as

well as the usual theatrical complement of guests and members,

men were David Earnoft, president of the
Radip Corporation of America; M. H.
Aylesworth, president of both National
Broadcasting Company and Radio-Keith-
Orpheum: Donald Flamm, president of
Station WMCA: Alfred J. McCosker,
president of WOR, and others. Buck’s
plea for vaude brought cheers from
numierous throats, particularly in view of
the fact that Barnofl and Aylesworth were
on hand to get a first-hand earful.

Buck pointed out that nearly every
“name™ artist as well as the lesser lights
all came from vaude, burlesque, stock or
legit. By far the great majority came
from vaude. He mentioned the fact that
while with Plorenz Zlegfeld, he dis-
covered Will Rogers in vaude for $175 a
week: Bill Fields for $250: Ed Wynn for
$225 and Eddie Cantor for $300. After
eiting these as examples he mentioned
many others who wouid not now be a
draw for elther radio or plctures if it
wasn't for the start vaude was able to
offer them. He allowed radio a possible
four “names" that it had created of it
own accord within the 12 years of its
commercial existence. Ot these four,
thres had already been known to the
theatrical world. This virtually left Rudy
Vallee as the-only outstanding example.

With television in the offing. Buck
fafled to see where the suitable talent
would be coming from if not from the
ranks Of the seasoned stage Or screen
actors. Just &s the talkies displaced
nearly ever star of the sileat screen, so
also might television displace the mike
artists of today.

Agsin mentioning the current stars of
the acreen, such ns Walter Huston, Fred
Astaire, Al Jolson anrd others, Buck told
his audience that they all came from
vaude, and what, he asked, was there to
encourage any talent today to train for
the stoge when vaude, talent’s only real
stepping-stone. i3 fast dylng out. With-
out vaude as am outlet, there was no
incentive for the potential star to break
away from the local strawberry festival,
probably play a benefit, and later make
2 atab at vaude. From vaude the poten-
tia] star could step tnto legit, pictures
or radio; but the esscntial training be-
fore a lve audlence that was vaude s
Dow & matter of & few weeks of time at
best, with virtually no new talent taking
the step that now discourages the veteran
‘Bcts. Buck spoke at length and brought
cheers from the house now and agaln.

Stnce Buck appeared to be nddressing
most of his remarks to his pal, David
Barnoff. It was natural that Sarnoff arose
to make an answer, altho he was wholly
unprepared to answer Buck’s speech on
stch short notice. Sarnoff, however, de-
fended radio and the current setup for
Dew talent in various branches of the
amusement field by etating that there
was always an outlet for creative abflity
and material. Harry Hershfleld, head of
the Cheese Club, presided as usual, which
mennas ¢ first-rate job.

Soviet Contract Form Ready;
USSR Promises Long Bookings

NEW YORK. March 23.—After many
negotiations, the Soviet Government has
approved a standard contract form for
American bookings thru the Amsov
Agency here. Alexander Basy, head af
Amsov, returned yesterday from Moscow
and says detalls for Amerlean bookings
have been ironed out and that 18 acts
are definitely set to open in May or be-
fore. Two of the acts, the Four Man-
gean Qirls and the Chinese 8yncopators,
are now in Europe and will go directly
to Soviet Russla.

Busy says A. M. Dankmann, head of
the Soviet State Association of Musical,
Music Hall and Circus Enterprises
(GOMEZ), nssured him that American
acts would get the utmost courtesy in
Russia and that they could stay In that
country indefinitdly without endanger-
ing their American citizenship. Dank-
mann alsoc insisted that Ameriean acts
can be kept working in Soviet Russla for
five years without repeating a.single
date. The average contract being issued
to American turns ia for three months,
while a few are for six months.

The contract providea for the follow-
ing: Acts will be pald in Sovtet rubles

exclusively, and cannot send money out
of the country. They will give 30 per-
formances a month, with extra pay for
additional shows they may wish to play.
Acts get free steamship snd raliroad
transportation from New York to Rus-
sta, ss well as free transportation and
lodgings in Russin. In case of lliness or
disabllity, actors get compensation and
free medical treatment. Acts can get an
advance on salary as soon as arriving in
Russia.

Thirty-day written cancellation notice
can be given by either side after the first
month's engagement is over: the Soviet
Government to furnish return fare to
acts. Acts are permitted all stop-over
privileges allowed on rallroad or steame=
ship tickets thru the Central Rurope
route.

Acts pay Amsov five per ocent com-
mission, which will be deposited in
Amsov's account in Moecow. Basy is
getting another five per cent from the
Soviet QGovernment, altho the money
is good tn the USSR only. Basy is trying
to straighten this out so that he can
get enough cash to keep his Jocal office
running.

under way tn early September. In addl-
tion, there were three dead weeks at the
technical start of the season (Saturdays
of August 4,11 and 18) when there were
just five ahows on the boards, ns com-
pared with seven in each case the pre-
vious year. The figure of five probably
stands a3 & new continued low In legit.

Probably the outstanding fact s the
helght of this year's peak, which Was
reached December 20, ususlly the top
Saturday of the year nince it comes di-
yectly after the hollday opening rush. It
hit 41 shows this year, which 15 better
than anything since December 31 (the
cotresponding Saturday) in 1931, when
there were ashows running.

Season began early this year, with the
raph starting its rise by the firet of

ptember. In 1933-'34 1t falled to start
1ts real upturn until September 29.

Prom then on this year is consistently
better than the previous in the number
of shows running, with the exception of
November 27, when 1933-'34 reached Its
first peak. The present scason dréw even
the following weck., however, and then
went ahead again. It dropped below dur-
ing Pebruary, when 1933-34 hit its freak
high of the year. Pebruary saw the top
number of shows running in 1033-34,
when they hit 33, but it was the first year
when such a jump occurred at such a
time, This year-it went back to normal.

Searan was still ahend last Saturdaey,
with three more than the vious year,
30 to 27; but today it dips to even at 27
thows apiece. It is possible that the
current season will be consistently under
the previous vear from nOw om. since
1033-34 held up pretty well until May,
while this year there are few prospects
and the season threatens to end earller
than at any time in the past,

Prospects for the summer are unfigur-
ahle, with each hot spell of late having
pet & hew record or near-record in low
number of shows. Chances are, however,
that this year will be a bit better, since
the productions now running show un-
usual strength for this time of year, and
1t may be that a fair percentage will
weather the heat. in addition to those
few still scheduled to come tn.

PARIS, March 18.—After years of dis-
cussion the powers i charge have fi-
naily decided to modernize the cele-
brated but sadly out-of-date Oomedie-
Francaise, the mnational theater of
France. TV cover the cost of rebuilding
the theater the French parliament has
voted a credit of 3,500,000 francs (6233~
333.33) and the Ministry of Benux-Arta
has nllotted an additional sum of 2.000,-
000 francs {($133.33333). Among the
Important improvements to be made are
enlarging of the reating capacity of the
auditorium, installation of modern elec-
trical equipment on the stage, creation
of an orchestra pit under the stage and
the installation of running water in the
dressing rooms. The reconstrugtion work
will commenee July 1 and must be ter-
minated by the end of October,

The city of Metz alsc announces its
intentton to provide ttself with an ad-
ditionsl munictpal playhouse, The new
house will not only hiave a modern the-
ater with ceating capacity of 2,000, but
will also be fully equipped for the hold-
ing of dances, banquets and other fes-
tivities. Metz already boasts a municl-
pal theater as well as numerous pioture
houses, “cafe-concerts” and dnnce hatls.

‘That ending, of course, tends to weak-
en and destroy the really splendid stuff
that hae gone before. And if Ar. Maltz
were only a little less befuddied by bis
insistent proletarian preaching he would
realize that a continua¥on of his earlier
method would have been infinitely more
effective as propaganda than the silly
bloody-shirtewaving in which he was
cheap enough to induige.

In any case, however, the earlier sec-
tions do contain really splendid stuff.
A brooding doom hangs over them, a
losd as heavy as thelr own coal; they
present with breath-taking reality con-
ditions which capnot and must not be
nllowed to conttnue; they make splendid
use of broad and primary melodrama,
proving again that melodrama, {if it s
well handled, is still legitimately and
tremendonsly effective.

The Theater Unfon production 1is
thoroly competent, with Irving Gordon
providing exciting direction, and Tom
Adrian Cracraft contributing splendid
sets, ‘The large cast does noble work.
Alan Baxter, as Joe, gives an extraordt-
narily fine performance, with only one
reservation. In the earller acenes he
emits bellows of brute pain that must
have been heard as far south ns Wtlkes-
Barre; but except for that he is excel-
lent. Millicent Qreen is adequate as his
wife.

Block Booking

SOME of the motion picture trade papers are greatly
alarmed over the prospect of Congress passing an
anti-block booking bill. They claim the bill is being
agitated by a group of irresponsibles or outside interests
ignorant of the picture business. They shudder at the
very thought that the Hays group might not get the best
of everything. That would be a terrible situation.

Toour mind the only exhibitors opposed to the anti-
block booking bill are the affiliated ones, who merely act
as mouthpieces for their masters. The independents, al-
most without exception, would prefer the right to choose
their pictures, even at a higher rental. The outside in-
terests, ignorant of the picture business, are made up of
civic leaders and churchmen who understand the sitna-
tion of the indie theater owner and know that he is not
responsible for some of the tripe he is forced to show.

The producers could have avoided this measure if
they had not given the exhibitors the well-known run-
around on the 10 per cent cancellation clause in the code.
Instead of granting this minor concession, they made
enemies of those theater owners who timidly attempted
to exert this privilege. We do not know of a single ex-
hibitor who was permitted to cancel 10 per cent of the
pictures contracted for. There were so many exceptions
and whereases tossed at him by the exchanges that he
decided it wasn’t worth while,

In the face of this fact the theater owners have been
permitted to make practically no cancellations, the Mo-
tion Picture Theater Owners of America are campaigning
for the right to cancel 25 per cent. If they win, and the
procedure is the same, they will have won a great theo-
retical battle, but with nothing tangible to show.

The producers have for years proven that they will
give the indie exhibitor nothing and will continue to give
him just that unless the force of law is brought to bear.
Let no theater owner be fooled by the wailing from cer-
tain quarters that block booking is- a necessity and the
cost of selling-would be greatly increased.

It wonld simply mean that there would be more com-
petition among producers. They would not be able to
sell their lemons and would, therefore, soon learn to make
fewer and better pictures. It would mean that showmen
would finally be treated like human beings. This would
indeed be a novelty.

As matters stand the anti-block booking and blind
buying bill has an excellent chance of passing. It has the
weight of public opinion, which, after all, is stronger than
any motion picture lobby and this is well known by con-
gressmen.

You independents who have taken it on the chin for
lo, these many years, should not go soft with victory in
sight. Write your congressman and demand that he vote
in favor of the bill. Disregard the tear-dimmed eyes of
the Hays boys and get this bill thru.

You are on the verge of getting somewhere, but if
you pull your punches at this time you will lose all that
you have been striving for. You at last have public
opinion on your side and it is up to you to lend all your
weight in throwing off the yoke of one of the industry’s
worst evils—block booking.

representative, at the Blitmore Hotel
Tucsday.

Popkin & Ringer arc paying prin-
cipals 816 o week and chorus girls 815
per week {n deflance of the code mint-
mum salarles of $35 for principals and
320 for Une girls. The pair clalm that
from Pebruary 17 to December 81 of last
year their operating loss was $1.897.36,
and had they pald the full codc figures
their Joss would have been Increased to
$9,119.36. Cunningham immediately ac-
cused the pair of trylng to economize
on operations by cutting labor costs,
which Popkin and Ringer strenuously
denied,

‘The Burbank operators set forth that
the Burbank gtves cmployment to a
company of 24, who would find !t tm-
poesible to find employment elsewhere.
They contended that their house was
the “last straw” and that they were
operating on borrowed capital in a hope
to right operations =0 the house could
be run profitably,

" Henring was ordered following a visit
to the theater by NRA officials, at which
time they were dented admission. To
date no complaints on salaries have
been flled with the local NRA officers
by any member of the company appcare
ing at the Burbank.

This ncw scction of The Billboard is the result of re~
iterated requests from dancing masters and other members
of the profession of theatrical arts. Some years ago The Bill-
board experienced a similar sicge of demands for representa-
tion for dancers. At that time the matter was gone Into very
thoroly, and after reviewing the situation ffom cvery angle it
was decided that the time was not then ripe for such a venture.

At about the time of The Billboard’s celebration of its
40th Anniversary the requests were repeated with renewed
emphasis. Again the publishers gave sympathetic ear to these
pleas. A thoro survey of the ficld was made, with the resujt
that sufficient need was demonstrated, sufficient interest was
manifested and sufficient advertising support was pledged to
warrant the launching of the new section.

What was chicfly instrumental in this decision was the
claim of many that there existed no up-to-date news medium
whereby members of the profession could learn what was go-
ing on in their own field. The Billboard, therefore, steps into
the breach in exemplification of its conscicntious responsibility
to render definite service to people affiliated with the amuse-
mnt industry.

Editorial policy? Well, our many thousands of readers
have been familiar with this for 40 ycars, but it will bear re-
peating for the benefit of many more thousands of new readers
to whose service this new section is dedicated.

Generally speaking, for 40 ycars The Billboard has had
at hecart the best interests and well-being of members of the
theatrical profession. It has fought their battles; it has ef-
fectively discouraged those who would attemnpt to exploit
them for their own selfish ends ; it has watched thru a magni-
fying glass legislation which might prove harmful to their in-
terests; it has always been ready to give battle for the right,
without asking or giving any quarter.

Specifically, as applying to this section, The Billboard
hereby puts itself on record as being unalterably opposed to
schools whose advertising is not strictly ethical; to schools
whose practices in relation to other schools and to their own
students are not ethical; to all racketeers and low-principled
gentry of their ilk who make promises to prospective students
which are impossible of fulfillment as a come-on to getting
their names on contracts which can be used as a weapon
against them if need be.

In a word—to uphold the best interests of Theatrical Art
Schools and to insure that the appearance of the name of a
person or institution in the advertising columns of The Bill-

rd is a guarantee that the seal of safety is set on all dealings
with such person or institution.

We arc indebted to a dancing instructor for two very en-
lightening letters she received last week. Before making any
comment we reproduce them in full:

“Inclosed please find tickets for the West Side Pre-
liminaries of the Illinois State Dancing Contest. We know
you will want to sec this contest, and we do not want it to cost
you anything outside of your time.

“I am inclosing a copy of the letter that has gone out to
the parents of all our entries. We have some very favorable
replies from the rarents who have received these letters and
hope that you will enter your pupils so that we may send these
letters to their parents.

“We would advisc that if you have any pupils that may
be entrants on your side of the city, you have them attend so
that they may see what a contest is like and know what to do
when their time comes.

“There has becn a rumor that if an entrant earned not
nfore than $2.75 for a performance they avere cligible for this
contest. We know nothing of this, and we are running a
strictly amateur contest.

“Hoplng that you wiil co-operate with us so that we may

return the favor in the future, I am,
“Sincerely,

The inclosure—the copy of the letter which was sent to
the parents of the entries—reads:

"The entry of your child in the preliminaries of the Illinois
State Dancing Championship Contest has been reccived, and we
arc hereby extending our thanks for your co-operation.

“There.are many of the schools in our county that have
not entered their pupils because they are afraid that if the
pupil does not make a good showing it will reflect on them
This of course is not correct as any person who is in their first
contest may not be as good as they are ordinarily and will not
perform at their best. This cannot, and I hope in your case
will not, lay any blame on the instructor.

“You should be congratulated for sending your child to
an instructor who has the child’s welfare at heart more: than
their own personal gain. We know from past experience in
contest work that this contest will do your child more good
as far as sclf-confidence is concerned than anything so far in
their lives.

“We hope, of course, that there will be no blame placed on
the instructors if their entries are not placed among the win-
ners, and we feel that we would rather have the child with-
drawn by the parent or guardian if they fecl that they may,
after the contest is over, change instructors or be dissatisfied
in any way.

“Y6ur child is under the instruction of the person who has
done the best thing for the child, regardless of the cost to
them. This should be appreciated by the parent or guardian.

*Hoping that you will look at this contest in the right
light, and again thanking you, I am,

“Sincerely, QAR oo A

The comment we wish to make primarily is that these
contests usually end up in the dissatisfaction of everybody
but the winners—we might even say of everybody but the
winner of the first prize!

Experienced teachers know that it is next to impossible
to fairly judge in a contest of this kind, where more angles
enter than there are in horse racing. Degree of excellence
of performance is a matter of widely divergent opinion, apart
from any other consideration. We have garngred opinions
from a few of the really prominent dancing instructors, and
not one of them had a good word to say for these contests.
It generally mecans that an entry who does not win a prize is
dissatisfied and discouraged, and that goes double for the
parent of the entry. The result is the teacher is blamed and
the child taken away and placed with another school. \What-
ever happens, always the teacher gets all the blame. This is
not good for the teacher; it is not good for the student; it is
a source of irritation to the parent, and it certainly is not good
for the dancing profession as a whole.

At that, we are sorry for the sponsors or promoters of
these affairs—most of all the judges, because hell hath no
fury like the wrath of a fond parent over an injustice done to
the apple of her eye. Their anticipation of trouble is casy to
sense by reading between the lines of the letters quoted, and
we are willing to bet a thousand dollars to a pinch of snuff
that dancing schools and teachers acquainted with their onions
will emphatically discourage any of their students entering
in any of these dancing contests.

Uee the old picture,
lithographs, etc.. or get up some new
designs for use in windows and bllling
where the show exhibits. I notice that
one will bear a title made up of old
names. I wonder if they will use the
old paper and {iithographs s0 that people
will recognize it. If they put out dras-
tically changed paper many will not rece
ognize it and will think it is a new circus
put out this scason. Many of the
younger element will not recognize it at
all, for they never saw the old paper.
Some so-called showmen do not always
seem to realize that a showman is born,
not made. It takes more cunning and
shrewdness to be a successful showman
than many fellows possess in a business
way. Thelr object is to get thé most
out of employecs and not to pay any
wages If there is a possible chance not
to do s0. The public generally gets a
pretty good performance for the small
price of admission, The show help gets
little except advice for their services,
loyalty and attention to the business of
their circus employer. Those interested
in outdoor shows will watch with in-
terest what clrcusea do in 19835 in the
way of getting new and more attractive
designs for clrcus paper.

George Bubb, Willlamsport, Pa.,, and
Clarence Bennett formed a company of
entertainers that were very successful.
Jimmy Fulton had the band and orches-
tra and I marveled that so young a fellow
as Fulton, who was scarcely of age, could
50 successfully handle these truly won-
derful ensembles of clever musiclans.
Even then Fulton had composed many
numbers for band and since those days
he has turned out some of the out-
standing hits of the best music catalogs.
I am wondering what has become of
genlal Jimmy. We were always good
friends and he arranged many of my
songs that the show was featuring, some
of which were sung by the famous Lewis
children, Otllie and Ruby, whom I had
the pleasure of coaching. I wrote some
special songs for these little people and
they sold them in the theater and at the
music houses en route.

The dramatic cast included such well-
known Thesplans as Ida Lewis, Luella
Morey, Capitola Marshall, Al Clayton and
Clarence Bennett, the talented author,
playwright, scenic painter and royal good
fellow. George Bubb probably made as
many worth-while frlends as any man-
ager on the road and is still going strong
in Willlamsport, having a big billpost-
ing plant. The above were all rep shows
staying a week in each town and making
a parade with the band on opening night,
Stanley Macey, starring pretty Laura
Dinsmore, had a swell little show. They
carried a band and orchestra, the title
being The Kindergarten.

Murray & Murphy's Irish Visitors
toured the country with a splendid act-
ing show and flne concert band_and
orchestra for a long perlod with great
success. Charles L. Davis, who spent his
last dollar to take out his rube show,
Alvin Joslyn, and had all of his teeth
extracted to play the title role with
naturalism, "cleaned up” with this very
ordinary productlon because of his
superb band and descriptive orchestra,
diamonds, seal-skin coat, dlamond-
studded *watch, revolver, etc.

Agnes Wallace Villa "stormed” a varlety
of spots with a good band under Pro-
fessor Thompson, of Gouverneur, N. Y.
Her husband, "Big S8am® Villa, was much
in evidence and they had a pleasing dra-
matic show with specialties. Now come
the monarchs of them all, Reno and
Ford with thelr Josh Simpkins, Squire
Haskins, Along the Kennebeek and other
dramatic shows of rural sign!ficance.
Charley Reno was a wonder old-tlme
showman and is still living in New York
or Brooklyn.

miles away. The agent and management
gqt busy at once and put around hand-
bllls and went to telephone office, gave
phone operators a few passes and they
phoned everyone around for miles that
the big circus was in town and every-
one wWho used the phone that day was
told of the clrcus in town, and 1t was
the banner stand up till that stand.
‘This was about 1918. When Howes Great
London Circus played Fort Bragg. Calit,,
it took two days to transfer from their
70-foot cars to the little dinky logging
rallroad company cars of the California
Western Rallroad and Navigation Com-
pany, and it was thelr banner day at Fort
Bragg. This was about 1920 or 1821.
Who knows? A lawsult was started, but
when the railroad company found out it
was thelr banner stand, the case was
stopped. Who knows how it flnished in
the Campbell, Balley & Hutchinson case?

ing tremendous crowds. Facilities e to
be developed for ease of entrance and exit,
2amplc parking space, etc. Included In the
plan ks a section of land which will be
turncd over to alf circuses desiring to use
it, without charge. It is expected that the
stadium will be completed during the com-
ing summos, making the land available for
the cltcuses in the spring of 1936,

Assurance has afready been given the
Jamcs E. Coopor Top of the Circus Fans'
Association that its plan for a permancnt
circus ground of amplo size has been a¢c-
cepted and will bo combined 33 part of the
stadium movamaent.

Among those prominent in the move-
ment were Dr. William M. Mann, director
of the National Zoological Parks Harry A.
Allen, chairman of the Jamos E. Cooper
Top; Melvin D. Mildreth, director of the
Circus Fans’ Association, and Sergeant
Robert Frases, of the Washington Poliea

AKRON, March 23. — A new downa
town circus lot on Carroll street just off
Main street will be used for the first
time by the Cole Bros.-Clyde Beatty Cir-
cus when it exhibits here May 18.

8ir: Will you permit s Ictter from an oute
sider reintive to the propostd tax on circusas
exhibiting in Arkansas? I happed to be one
of the directors of the Circus Fans' Associa-
tion and irman of its Leglsiative Commit-
tee. This association was organized somo 10
years ago and consists of mbout 800 business
and professional men Intefested in saving the
circus as an institution,

In these turbulent umu it is important
that we give some thought to the ecircus.
Born with the Republic, the favorite amuse-
ment of George Washingto! it has come
down to us essentially American and prac-
tically unchanged. We are confronting tense
days in the ooming summer, The circus will
be an Importamt factor in. reileving that
tenseness. 1t i3 the amusement of the family
and the favorite of the children, and it should
be preserved.

The circus 13 now ecarrying a tremendous
burden as a result of the rederal tax on ade
misstons; and, in sddition, there sre sud-
stantial town and county lcenses. To ask
it to carry the additional burden of a daily
lHcense atmply means the ellmination of thé
circus &8 far as Arkansas is concerned. Even
the little shows, presented (in & siogle ring
and cstering to rural commuRities, will de
taxed §20 o doy because such little ahows
have about 11 losds In thelr caravan. Twenty
dollurs means the equivalent of about 30 ad-
missions and this sum. conpled with the other
license fees which must be would mean
that a substantial sudience would have to be
present even before there would be money to
pay for the feeding of animals, the p! ase
of food for their people and the payment of
their salaries.

1t is remgnlud_ of course, that States must
have fevenus, and Arkansas i3 not the only
Stats In the Unlon g!ving serious constders-
tion to this form of ux And yet we respect-
fully »ubmit that a tax which would destroy
the circus would not resuit {n any revenue
whatsoever and would. st the same time,
deprive the peo, le of a form of lmunmcnt

which they must have u we ars to live thru
the trying days shead of um

The excuse {8 to establish the sport of
racing, but the real purposc is to milk
the community by meansof pari-mutue)
betting, whieh steers all betting thru
betting windows operated by the race
promoters and politicians,

Warning From Gravatt

“Experience shows that the public
will not pay a 50-cent admission or any
other price compnarable to legitimate
amusements. Regardless of what gate
price is advertised, thousands of passea
are distributed thru restaurants, cigar
and drug stores, ctc. Every pass re-
quites an additional charge for tax and
service. In Atlantic City the Kennel
Club failed to pay the State its tax,
thereby keeping the 20-cent charge on
every pnss. Tho the extra charge made
on cvery pass aggregates thousands of
dollars in a senson, the main income,
approaching $1.000.000, comes from the
Kennel Club's share of each bet. In
Atlantic City the c¢lub’s share was 12
per cent, plus 4 per cent., which was
suppostd to go to the State and 14
per eent supposed to go to Atlantie City,
totaling 15 per cent.

“If 11 races are held a night and if
the audjence begins betting with $156000
and continues to bet with what remaina
of that sum after the K O. keeps 16
per cent of each bet on each of tho 11
races. the club would keep $12.492 and
the audlence would go home with only
62.508. Thus. on an average, if 10,000
people attend a race and they pay
$12.492 n= bets, besides $2,000 for ndmis-
alona at 20 cents each, totaling $14.482,
then the average cost to each spectator
would be $1.44 to see the races Instead
of 20 cents.”

In 1036 Johannesburg oelebrates its
Jubllee or EOth anntversary, the eity
having recelved its first charter from
President Kruger on October 4, 1588.
The exhibition, while belng made much
more than a municipal affair, will syn-
chronize with the Jubilee celcbrations.

Colonies Coming In

“South Afriea has never had an ex-
hibitlon conceived and carried out on a
scale attractive to the whole world or
even possibly to South Africa,” sald s
member of the Federation of Britiah In-
dustries. *There s no question there-
fore that the exhibition will bhave
extraordinary value as an educative
med{um among peoplc of South Africa
and nlso among people of the whole
emplre,

“It is hoped the provinces and coun-
tries outside the Union itself, such as
the Rhodesins. protectorates, Nyassnland
and others, will all stage considerable
exhibits, and that the Imperial govern-
ment. India, the dominlons and colontes
will be similarly represented. Even be-
fore any official announcement of the
show had been made the interest shown
on the part of manufacturers was con-
siderabdble. and there every reason to
hope that the commercta] sections of
the cxhiBition will be of considorable
importance.*

Site Familiar Spot

Stte chosen for the exhibition is on
grounds of Witwatsrsrand Agricutturnl
Soctety. with which all people who know
Johannesburg are familfar.

Agricultural Conditions

Condensed Data From March Summary by U. S. Department of Agriculture,
Washington, D, .C.

At the beginning of every year this

hureau takes an inventory of the
nation’s live stock. These estimates,
completed a few days ago, show a

striking picture as of January 1} this
year, In brief, our farm animals have
been reduced within a year to the lowest
number in the present century. |}
classes of live stock decrensed markedly.
If all the farm animals in the country
are lumped together in terms of com-
parable animal units, total reduction
laat year was about 13 per cent. This
was more than twice as large as occurred
in any other of the 45 years of record.

. The decrease in the number of cattle
was much larger than has ever before
occurred In one year both In actual
numbers and in percentage. Altho total
decrease In cattle is reckoned at about
7,600,000 head mince a year ago, there are
still sbout 4.000.000 head more than on
January 1. 1928, which was low point of
the current cattle cyele. Of this de-
crease last year, roughly a third was in
milk stock and two-thirds tn other kinds
of cattle. However, since the low point
in 1928 we have ndded something over
3.000.000 head of milk stock without
mueh change in the number of beef
cattle.

SHARP REDUCTION

The reduction in the number of hogsa
last year was the most striking annual
change ever shown in the country's live-
stock inventory. Once before. In 1924,
the number of hogs was reduced about
11.000.000 head in a year. Last year the
decrease amounted to more than 20,000,-
000 head, It was greatest In the Corn
Beit, where the bulk of our commercial
pork comes from, being over a 40 per
cent decrease in that region. It is esti-
mated that we have at the beginmning af
this year 37,000,000 hogs of all kinds on
farms. which is the smallest number in
50 years. The tremendous decrease in
the Corn Belt s significant aa indicating
the decrease in slaughter supplies during
the first nine or ten months of 1935.

The number of sheep declined about
3.446.000 head, or about § per cent dur-
ing the ycar. This cut was about the
same in atock sheep and in sheep and
lambs on feed. In the west it was
mostly a case of old ewes weeded out.

The number of horses and mules
again declined about 1 per cent in o
year, but 1t is now clear that farmers
are making an effort to restore their
work stock, since the number aof colts
ralsed last year (602.000 head) was 37

Taxes on carnivals, now assessed 88 cir-
Cuses, dre t0 be reduced and placed on
o graduated scale, based upon populstion
of towns {n which they play. Amount of
asseasment bas not been declded upon.

As 2 part of the general revenue bill,
the committee will recommend that all
amusements, regardless of hature. be
taxed 10 per cent. ‘This section of the
biil was ndded during the closing days of
this week's sessions, having been under
considerstion for some time. In pro-
posing it, members of the committec sald
that it would add at least ¢600.000 & year
to publle rellef funds of the State, one of
the major problems facing the Assembly,
The tax wns not proposed as “10 per
cent og “amusements,” but as 1 cent
on cach 10 cents sdmisaton charge to all
amusements” A motion by Represcnta-
tive Leon Ollbert, of Davidson County, to
exempt admissions of 20 cents and under

The ocommittee will recommend a
license fee on slot machinecs, lllegal by
State Jaw, Such machines not used for
dispensing csndy and similar {tems will
be asscased from 830 to 875, depending
on amount of cash required to operate
the machine.

Preamble

According to the !aws, all Statcs de-
flne persons, {irms or corporations who
transport thelr property or merchandise
“as private carriers,” and private care
riers are not exempt from sny law,
ordinance, court decision or court ruling
and shall he governed at all times as
that of any for hire public carrier. Any
motorized show oOperating vehicles of a

commercial type are subject to al!
penalties ltkewise and by law,
National

The laws that greatly apply to private
earriers are thdse that are vast in scope,
covering lengths. wejghts, heights and
widthns, tire alzes, license plates, number
of units tn & chain or combtnation and
number of axles per unit per vehicle.
Ordinances of citles and towns are
hazards. Public utilittes commissions do
not have control within city Itmits.
Therefore usually one comes in bounds
with the justice of the peace, who some-
times takes undue advantage of the
motorized show business. Motorized
shows are also required to register with

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Tragic Incidents

In a featured news story an Akron (O.) newspaper res
cently related one of those tragic incidents in which a boy ar-
rested for stealing uses the alibi that “he stole to play slot ma-
chines.” The past record of the boy is not given in the par-
ticular news story, but usually such cases reveal an unfortunate
youth that has a previous record of bad tendencies.

Significant in the story, however, is the statement: “Mar-
ble boards in confectionery and grocery stores near schools
have taken the place of the schoolboy marble games.”

This statement, perhaps written in th® routine of news-
paper work, is weighted down with suggestions. The entire
news story is written in such fashion as to arouse opposition
to pinball games. Human beings are especially capable of
being aroused by tragic incidents to do things that show a lack
of cool judgment. People that are otherwise orderly citizens
may be aroused by a single tragic incident to lose control of
themselves and even commit murder.

It is frankly admitted that under present conditions of
newspaper competition it seems necessary for newspapers to
exploit all the sensational elements of news happenings in or-
der to maintain circulation. This is one of the results of mod-
ern competition which publishers and editors must face, just
as there are parallel phases of stiff competition in all other
lines of business,

But here and there publishers and editors are beginning
to realize how the recital of such tragic incidents may work
serious injury to innocent minorities. Chicago, as in many
other cities, has recently been €reated to some sensational
stories of tragic incidents. The incidents had in them all the
qualities for building circulation and in plain business lan-
guage—if one newspaper did not exploit the incidents another
would and thus get the increased reading.

But one Chicago paper calmly discussed in its editorial
columns some of the reasoned conclusions that might be drawn
from the tragic incidents. An editor realized that people are
quickly excited by some tragic incident and in most cases lose
sight of the real conditions involved. In the Chicago incident,
any careful study of the situation would reveal that an out-
worn statute directed at one condition was actually encour-
aging a racket and protecting it. Such effects from outworn
statutes can be duplicated in many fields.

The encouraging thing about it is that thoughtful editors
are beginning to weigh carefully those incidents in society
which may stir the people to such an extent that they forget
good judgment and interpret the conditions back of those
incidents so that people in their cooler moments will be able
to think clearly.

The pinball games industry today is approaching news-
papers with the definite fact that to attempt to ban the games
will simply meant converting an orderly business into a racket,
.or perhaps replacing it with an older and worse one.

The pinball games industry has taken the position that it
supplies an open and orderly form of amusement which ap-
peals to large numbers of decent people and that these games
have a definite clement of skill which makes them useful as a
popular form of amusement.

Fair-minded people have been greatly impressed by the

fact that the members of the skill games industry have con-
ducted their business openly as any other legitimate industry
and only ask for their just rights as an orderly business.
Members of the industry have organized local and State trade
associations and have offered to co-operate-in every possible
way with authorities to remedy those conditions which might
be the just cause of complaint. In some cities these associa-
tions have appointed liaison committees to report to officials
all attempts of racketeers to get control of the business, or
infringements of the necessary police regulations for the
games. These committees have reported those greedy per-
sons who place games too near schools and actual practice has
shown that such co-operation between officials and the trade
is the most effective way to prevent the so-called evils charged
against the games.

We frankly submit the fact that unless newspapers, public
officials and civic organizations accept this proffered co-opera-
tion from the orderly trade assoclations in their communities,
the pinball games business is due to be converted into a racket
or be replaced by something worse. Any editor or civic leader
can quickly ascertain the true facts by a friendly talk with
leaders of the trade associations in his city or community.

The problem of minors is naturally a serious one. But
experience in many cities has shown that certain regulations
may be imposed which will furnish proper protection to
minors. Furthermore, the legally constituted trade associa-
tions in each city will co-operate fully in enforcing such regu-
lations. The Akron incident illustrates how the question of
minors may be agitated unduly.

In the news story the pinball games are compared to the
ordinary marble games which schoolboys play. Yet thru the
recital of an isolated tragic incident people will become aroused
and cry out for destroying the pinball games industry. Most
of us can reflember that our first taste for gambling came from
playing marbles “for keeps” in our boyhood days. Perhaps
that is the reason why the idea of taking a chance is so deeply
imbedded in most of us. But nobody advocates destroying
marbles or legislating against them. I have recently read of
two tragic incidents connected with gambling on college ath-
letics. Yet there are no drives started to ban college athletics.

It is by calling attention to these reactions that the pinball
games industry appeals to editors and civic leaders over the
country to give a sober second thought to conditions as they
actually exist. The enthusiasm with which many editors and
civic leaders attack rackets and everything that looks like a
racket is to be commended. The pinball games industry is
simply asking the help of these people in saving it from those
conditions that will convert the business into a racket or re-
place it by something worse.

There is ample evidence in past history to indicate the
probabilities of what may happen, if anyone cares to examine
that evidence. The pinball games Industry has also amply
demonstrated its open contention to be recognized as a legiti-
mate industry. Many editors and civic leaders are giving
these facts the consideration that a legitimate industry de-
serves.

Substan-
tial gains {n many lines of business dur-
ing January and February, ranging from
“satisfaetory” up to 30 per ecnt above n
year ngo, were reported recently on the
basis of a poll of the Business Advisory
and Planning Council, whoso 53 mem-
bers represent practically overy phasc of
industry and trade.

H. P. Kendall. chalrman of the coun-
cil. stated in the report that three-
fourths of the members attending thse
monthly meeting of tho counell last
week told of incresses in busincss val-
umc or profits, or both, thus far this
year.

The council, which convenes in Washe
ington regularly to discuas the adminis-
tration's policies and practicea and to
offer counsel on business affairs, in-
cludes such industrial and financial
leaders as Walter 8. Gifford, president of
the American Telephcone and Telegraph
Company; Winthrop W. Aldrich, chalre
man of the Chase Nationnl Bank of New
York: Myron C. Taylor, chairman of the
United States Steel Corporation, and
Plerre 8. du Pont, chairman of E. L
du Pont ds Nemours & Company.

In his statement for the councll Mr.
Kendall eaid:

*In the periods of rapid change in the
first stages of recovery the public mind
is apt to become so confused with im-
mediate tssues of dctatl and week-to-
week industrial swings as to misa Sppor-
tunfty to judge progress or to stop to re-
analyee underlying fundnmentals,

*“Tt is significant to note the results
of s poll of the attending members of
the council tnken At the close of our
monthly meeting March 14, 1935,

“These men represented companies
forming o cross-section Of most types
of American industry, Three-quarters
of them reported increascs in vol(me
and/or profit varying from ‘satisfactory’
to '30 per oent’ In 1935 ns compared
with the corresponding period of 1934.

“Those reporting no galna or decreases
were confined to companies connected
with the heavy Industries, ralironds, cote
ton and some milling products, The
enlarged government houdtng program
will be an effective aid to tho heavy
industries and thru them to transpore
tation and the consumers' goods sector,

“We have belisved this progress was
posaible; we have hoped to see (t real-
fzed. It 18 cheering to have it made a
matter of record.

“After all, judgment on recorded per-
formance i{s sounder than the sum of all
the theoriea and opinions put forward
as fenrs for the future or panaccas for
past mistakes.

“No thinking man today will question
the soundness of the American dollar in
either our own or in world markets.
Based on Its present gold value, it 15 as
sound n currency as exista today.

“No thinking man wiil question the
prescnt security of our credit atructure.
and certatnly no one will question the
fact of our sbundance of natural
resaurces.

Accordingly, the council determined
that it would be better to exact revenue
from these games than to attempt
futilely to bar them.

‘The ordinance does ban so-called elot
machines which are solely games of
chance and which pay cash to the
winner,

The licensing and regulatory pro-
visions of the ordinance cover games of
skill, consisting for the most part of
marble or “pinball" games, which were
closcd last winter by potice, acting un-
der an existing anti-gambling ordinance.

It was revealed durtng the discussion
that the marble games have been held
elsewhere not to violate the State anti-
gambling laws. and it was deemed by
the councilmen that a city law barring
devices of this kind might be declared
invalid,

But for one amendment and revision
of phraseology the ordinance as it
stands now is identical with the one
tntroduced.

The amendment lowers the license fee
from 824 to ¢18 annually, payable Janu-
ary 1. It provides also that tho ma-
chine owner must pay a full year's
Neense if he applies beforo July ‘1, but
a half license if he applies thereafter.

The bill provides for a 81
per year tax on vending machines, in ad-
dttion to any revenue from the sales
tax.
