69 per cent of actors received $100 or under, however
—average boosted by star salaries—15 per cent got
$40 or less—juniors but six per cent of total

NEW YORK. April 13.—According to a survey made by Equity of contracts
isstied to legit players during January, only 21 centracts to Junior members (those
Tecelving a minimum of $25 rather than the 340 minimum for seniors) were given
out during the month. This !s 6 per cent of the total, the number of contracts
reaching 366. Nine shows. in New York and on the road, issued no junior contracts
at all: The Eldest, Escape Me Ncever, Picld of Ermine, It's You I Want, Mary of Scot-
land, No Man's @ Hero, Prisoners of War, Times Have Changed and Rain.

tract at $2.000 wag issuced during the
month and two at $1.000, the rest grad-
uating downward. The average salary
written into the contracts reached $181.24.
This, however, representa not so high o
level for the average actor as at first ap-
pears. The average is greatly rnised by
the higher brnckets, the majority of
actors recelving less than 8100 a week.
In view of the present lack of employ-
ment and long waits between engage-
ments, this can hardly be comsidered a
goal to alm at,

In addition, the figures represent
zalarfes written into contracts. Despite
Equity’s new rule. by which the or-
ganization must pass on all salary cuts,
numerous cuts have been made and the
contractual salary often represents the
figure for the first two weeks only.

The high average was boosted by heavy
star figures which, I addition to those
mentioned, iBcluded one st 8500, four at
8600, one at £650, four at 8750 and one
ag #800.

ARtho only 21 contracts, or 6 per cent,
were handed out to junlors, 33 more
shared the senior minimum of $40. That
makes n total of 54 players, or 1§ per
cent, who recelved 840 or under.

From the 840 to the $75 brackets the
greatest pumber of players are included.
One hundred and ffty-three of them
came into this category. Thus, 207 play-
€rs out of the 368 received $75 or under,
57 per cent of the total.

The $100 bracket represents another
slzable jump, Two hundred and fifty-
three players recelved $100 or under, or
69 per cent of the actors contracted
during the month. In other words, more
than two-thirds of the players employed
received 6100 or less a week for cngage-
ments ranging from two weeks up, with
the next engagement months and per-
haps years shead.

of the Oulld’s membership. Playfully written and taking a sly slap at the Quild,
the publicity mlcase stated “that the new contract forms put into eficct in the
12 major motion picture studios March 1 thru the Academy has alrendy benefited

more than 800 frec-lance players. A survey
of the 12 studios shows that 186 wenkly
guarantce contracts were given free-
lance players last month and that ap-
proximately G0O players were engaged on
the daily payment basis to recelve more
than 815 a day under working conditions
sponsored by the Academy. This was
declared not to include extras or actors
who are engaged on long-term contracts.
Besides the 12 mojor studios some of the
others also ablde by the Academy stand-
ards. The survey made shows that with-
out exception every free-lance player who
aigned a contract requcsted the privilega
of arbitration thru thc Academy.”
Those in the know in Hollywood are
wondering if the last statement is based
on fact. The BScreen Actors’ Guild, as
exclusively reported in The Biliboard last

week, has tnstructed oll of its 2,300 mem-
bers to strike out the Academy arbitra-
tion clause tn signing contracts, and the
Guild faithfuls and Academy-wise mem-
bers arc so doing, according to advice
coming from the Culld.

‘The standards and conditions referred
to are more or less thoes of Culld orig-
ination and written into the Academy
setup to save a complete collapse of a
tottering elephant.

Just how long the “newly added ap-
proved conditions” in the Academy will
last is & matter of conjecture.

Under present condltions
8 member of one organization must take
out membership i another if he enters
its fleld, and varlous of the member
groups have been agitating for some
sort of reciprocity ogrecment whereby
individusals would not be required to be-
long to two cutfits at the same time, the
card of one being honored in all the
Others,

There {8, however, small likelihood of
such an ogreement being made, since
Equity, the strongest factor in the Four
A’s group and practically the controlling
interest, is against it. If the question is
brought:& at all, 1t is quite possihle
that it be brought up by Equity
itaclf, in sn effort to make clear and of-
ficial the present no-interchange basis.

UP and INS To Bid
Against Press-Radio

NEW YORK. April 18.—Press Radio
Burcau, as started last year by the two
major networks and the newspaper pub-
lishers and news services, will continuc
along for another year at least on prace
tically the same basis, according to the
results of conferences held during tbe
past fortnight by the interests organ-
izing the radio news bureawu,

The princlpal change that will be
made is that both United Press and
Internationsl News Service now reserve
the right to sell their news to radio
stations on a commercial basls, and it is
stated that UP and INS are already
bidding sgainst Transradio News Service
for statlons the lost-named service i8
negotiating with, ‘The principal pur«
pose behind this change is to allow
competition to be set up agalnst Trans-
radfo from the standpoint of selling
news commercially, which Press Radlio
Bureau cannot do. Publishers, who con-
vene next week in New York, are sald
to belleve that the organlzation of @&
fourth ncws service represents a serious
threat.

It was also decided at the conferences
that, as heretofore, the chains will pay
for the Press Radlo Bureau news. It
was further decided that any changes in
the length of time of broadcasts or the
actua! amount of news servicea to be
furnished would be left to the PR execu-
tive committee, of which Edwin 5.

cludes no credit clearing bureau of
ite own in Its general setup. It is not
our assumption that this is due to the
unreliable character of persons connected
with amusement enterprises. But it does
look quite suspicious on the surface. If
some genlus were to break out in a rash
one of these days with a workable plan
whereby the credit background of show-
men could be reliably checked he would
perform an inestimnble service for the
Industry, and If he weren't as crazy as
most genjuses he would stand a good
chance of making a fortune.

That’s
inconcelvable, Our surmise ls that one
of the reasons that the vaudeville in-
dustry took a floppo is that the men
whaose hands Ilay its fate were totally
unfitted for thelr taska If it were merely
conditions that causcd the downfall of a
once great industry the men involved
would be unn&the)r talents to good ad-
vantages in other flelds today. But the
sad truth ts that most of them a= living
on funds they happened to save from
the cataclysm. Those that didnt are
the raddest sights on the street calied
Broadway,

EVERAL of the smailer theater cir-

cuits in the New York area are near

ruin. It isn't the depression, bum
product or played-out locations that are
to blame. It ian‘t management in the
general sense, elther, It is something
worse than all of these comblined. A
diseage that graduaily cats its way into
the bones af an organization and runs it
down gquicker than wholesale larceny. We
refer to nepotiam. In the vernacular of
this commentator, “relativitis,” One of
these ctrcuits has about two-score rela-
tives on the payroll, occupying fairly im-
portant posts and making things miser-
ahle for everybody around them. When
a circuit employs & manager at, say 846 a
week. and gives him an assistant with
the boss’ blood running thru his veins at
885 a weck, there's something radically
wrong with the boes. When a circuit,
permits a relative of the boss to work in
a menial capacity at a theater and this
relative abuses his superior with painful
regularity, we don't blame the suffering
one for committing mayham. We don't
blame men who are forced to hold down
Joba they detest for taking cuts on every-
thing they buy. We don't blame them
for iaying down on the job. Nepotism is
the most deadly discase In burifless
physiology. It breeds discontent, creates
lnefficiency and breaks the genecral morale
of an organization quicker than It takes
to bat an eye.

Those who permit nepotism to do its
deadly work alibl themselves out of it by
explaining that they would have to sup-
port their 1szy relatives anyway, 80-9-0-0
they might as well do it by putting them
on the corporate payroll. If these dum-
kopfs were really good businessmen they
would keep the relstives out of their
business and pay them a dole. Enough
mamey would ba made in the rejuvenated
business to ralse the “salaries” of the
penstoners tenfold—and there would be
plenty more to spare. Of course, there's
the factor of making the existence of the
employees happier. but we don't expect
men who don't see farther than thelr
noses to think of that, too.

Signs With CBS

NEW YORK, April 13—NBC etation
relations, which have been sitting more
or Jess on a powder keg of late, had a
fuse Jighted nnd at least one detonation
went off under it when Dlick Richards,
owner of WJR, the Detroit biue network
outlet of NBC, suddenly switched to CBS
under a five-year contract, to take ef-
fect poesibly enrly next fall, presumabily
in September.

The Detroit outlet has been with NBC
for several years, but, according to Rich-
ards, his rate card had been forced down
from 8800 to %400 or n little more. and
now there appeared to be possibilities
of further cuts. In a huff, he delivered
the outlet to CBS. which really fias no
station fn Detroit proper, but makes use
of Its Windsor, Can., outlet CELW,
which Is billed as in being in Windsor-
Detrolt.

Just what NBC plans to do a8 2 way
out of the dilemma. which leaves it
withotit a Detroit outlet in a few
months, 18 problematical. unless it re-
versés {ts situation with CBS and con-
tinues with lts Toronto station CRCT
a5 Detroit covernge. The recent Cana-
dian Radio Commlssion’s rullng banning
Sunday commercial programs would put
a erimp in this arrangement, just as it
did with CB8 and its Windsor station.
There appears to be no high-powered
outiet available for NBC In Detroit at
the moment, altho a new plant could
be applicd for and buflt in an extreme
emergency. All of which 1is only
hypothetical.

Fallure of NBC to reach an agreement
with Richards nn its ncw adjustment
and station compensation plan, now in

As it stands. no
dealer is to be prosecuted for what he
sells tn good faith and for advertising it,
except by radio broadcast. If he pub-
lshes an 'ad’ in a newspaper, or if he
sends out a clrculnr, or sends out a let-
ter, he ia not bothered, but if he ac-
cidentally sends gut a word over the radlo
he 18 to be prosecuted for that . . . but
to hold that a man shall be responsible
for what he says over the radio, but that
he can put the same statement in &
newspaper and not be responsible for it,
is an unfair discrimination and there is
no basis to support it.

“T do not give my support to favoring
the newspapers in preference to radio
anyway, just as between us members of
the Senate. I have been able to make my-
self heard ovr the radio when the news-
papers would not let me be heard and I
am somewhat of the opinion that there
13 no reason to discriminate. Perhaps,
my friends, the senator from New York
bas had better luck the other way.”

stating that he would not contribute to
the fund and that the success of KVOS
would not help stations whether or not
they were owned by newspapers,

KVOS was sued by Associated Press
for using certain news by the A. P. less
than a period of 24 hours after the news
nppeared in local papers. Present status
has A P. appesling from the Lower
Court decision in favor of KVOS.

According to statement issued by Phil
Loucks, the NAB move to supply the
small outlet with funds to appeal is
mostly a matter of clarifying tho situa-

tion for all concerned and in no way
wishes to defend out-and-out piracy of
news, but have o precedent established
for the future. NAB has ehosen former
U. S. Senator Clarence DI, of Washing-
ton, to act as attorney for KVOS. It is
belleved that a definite decision onc way
or the other will avold considerable con-
fusion in the case where a nDcwspaper
subscriber uscs news items for broad-
casting purposes.

A Beal Home for Showtolk
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Eisenberg Answers Blast
On His Anti-Muni Article

NEW YORK, April 13.—Emanuel Eiscnberg, publicity expert and New Theater
writer, has written a reply to an article published in last week’s issue attacking him
for views «xpressed ln a recent New Theater yarn. His original story took Paul Munl
to task for stating to a Times reporter that he, Muni, was not interested in poiitica
in any way, feeling that his primary and only job was to act. He was not interested
in a character’s views, he satd. but only In the character as a man. The New Theater
article aitacked him for hia announced lack of social viewpolnt. Eisenberg's fetter

follows: “Before anything else. your
piece on my Paul Muni article in the
March New Theater embarrassed me Do
end because of the solemnity with which
you took phrases I had hopefully em-
ployed in a spirit of mockery and irony.
I am Horrficd to the Depths of My
Ardent Soul. I Am Seething With Hot In-
dignation. I Sweat With Sanctified Dis-
may, I View With Alarm and I Am Too
Appalled To Entertain the iden that my
every effort ot mock horror was so ele-
phantine in ita lumbering ineptitude
as to stir you to & borror, indignation,
dismay and alarm which, wonderfully
enough, have almost nothing to do with
the piece I thought had appeared in the
magszine,

®As far as 1 can qistinguish trees in
the overwhelming forest of your elo-
quence, there are two iasucs burning you
up and knocking you cold. One is that
the theater has always been an escape
from life, continues to be such and ought
to remain that for people who need and
merit it, This I deny categorically; it rep-
resents sheer wish-fulfillment and is an
outright negation of the entire history
and growth of the theater. Your second
concern 18 lest social propaganda get a
stranglehold on such theater values as
story. characterization, human conflict
and ‘pure’ drama. You will probably be
amazed to find that I share your con-
cern; I think it would be a very dreary
and sterile thing if that happened. But
when did I plead for this? Are you sure
you have not taken your own legitimate
discontent with certain of the feebler
plays of soclal prrachment, which none
of us were particularly fond of, and
superimposed this on the whole New
Theater group as the final accomplish-
ment of their goal in drama? . . . And
what remote connection. may I ask, has
either of these points with my article on
Muni?

*“Muni originaily made a simple and
prepostercus point: he maintained that
no actor should bother arriving at
political convictions: all an actor wants
to do, or should want to do. 18 act, I
tried, in the first place. to prove that
Mun! did not even bellere what he was
saving partly because of the particular
vehicles he has consistently chosen and
partly because of the intense sympathy
with the workingeclass movement which
the actar has confided to many friends.
I tried. in the second place, to
demonstrate the hopcless untenability
of the who-gives-a-holy-hoot-about-poli-
tics? potnt of view; for the state of gove
ernment intensely affccts the functioning
Of every actor insofar as it controls the
kind of plays being presented and limits
the range of Interest and conviction
Which &n intelilgent and sensitive and
examining performer can find In his role,
In America—nt least, at this moment of
pseudo-liberalism in the theater—there
Are no restrictions on courageous drame
atists’ beliefs on the stage, Mun!'s point
was that it made no difference to him

hether ¢ or arrived,
It was in relation to this statement, and
this statement alore. that I conducted
my inquiry. 1o Germany, Italy, Poland
and Austria the creative spirit of the
theater has been crushed and atrophied;
stories are deliberately symbolic and
actors are gheer hollow types. How cap
there be any joy. excitement and fulfiil-
ment in this for the worker-actor? In
Russia, after the necessary early years
of central control, the theater is uni-
versally acknowledged to be the richest,
widest and most varied in the world, with
gatire and gayvety and problem discuasion
accorded g full range. Could an actor
who had any concern for his work or the
art of theater hestitate when con-
fronted with a cholce? With the thunder-
ous menace of {asciam, we believe that
actors and all hitherto ‘removed’ workers
in ali the arts must now consider the
lving problems and make their choice.

“H either you or your generous paper
will accord me further space I shall be
glad to sttempt to demonstrats my con-
viction that the theater as an escape
is an unsound and Inaccurste concept
which has developed only b the last

few decades as 8 concomitant of eco-
nomic collapse.”

FROM OUT FRONT

By Eugene Burr

It seems that Boston will alwavs have the last word. With each of its fresh

excesses of ldlocy one feels: “This !5 thw ultimate; this is the end. Not even Boston
can progress further into the realms of insistent imbecility.” And yet, cach time,
Boston makes you eat your words. The latest item. of course, s the banning of
an amsteur production of Watting for Lefty on the ground that the play is un-
Amcrican, It is the rort of blind, nauseating, rigid, fasolst censorship that turned
us into regimented morons during the war. This, however, so far ns can be re-
membered, 18 the first time that It has been practiced in America in p=ace-time.
If Boston 1s allowed to get saway with It, it will remain a blot upon the entire land.

Only twice before In the history of the modern theater have aimilar instances
com= to light: the banning of Merry-Go-Round in New York and thc recent ban-
ning of a left-wing play in Philadelphla. And both of those bans hid behind the
facile mask of theater licensing. It is nt least to Boston’s credit, one supposes. that
it has come out in the open with its gmazing and intolerable restriction of tha
right of free speech, Ib New York Merry-Go-Round eventually went on: in Phila-
delphta, at present writing. the cnse has not yet been settied, but there has been
a storm of protest that threatenad to tumble Independence Hall down about the
city fathers' ears,

In Boston, one aupposes, it 18 American to defy the rights given to citizens
under the Constitution; it is American to cxploit and grind down the working
classes: It 18 American to stifie any protest against the status quo; it 18 American
to pander to power rather than right, money rather than decency. In Boston it
s American. as Clifford Odets, author of the play, suggests. to commit murder in
the name of war. o starve in depression-ridden streets. But It 18 not American to
give dramatically the point of view of thousands of American citizens who are
ground down by unbearable economie conditions.

One waonders which is really the more American, Boston's power-kissing of-
ficlaldom. or Mr. Odets, with his pity for the starving hackmen. Boston has chal-
lenged the constitutional right to free speech, If that challenge remalns un-
answered there is small hope for the land.

All of which may seem to contradict last week’'s column, which insisteq that
the theater's only alm was escape. But. as has been sald here time and time
again, escaps does not include only the pretty valentines of Pollyannalstic senti
mentallam. Escape. to those of us living humdrum lves, may include the horror
of The Lowcr Depths, the grim truth of Journey’s End, the encompasaing pity of
Waiting for Lefty, any truly dramatic expericnce that is apart from the beaten,
stifiing paths of our dally lives.

Last week there wns only one point made: that a propaganda play should be
a play first, and propaganda only thru the medium of legitimate drama. Even
feaving ations of h ty and good theater aside, it 1s only thus that
dramatic propaganda can reach its maximuin strength. Journey's End, a vitally
dramatic but seemingly unblased statement of fact, was far stronger and more
effective as peace propaganda than the
discorrmnected ravings of Peace on Earth,

And, too. a protest against propaganda

Unlike Mr. Emanuei Eisenberg. who

as the primary and only theat: 1 aim is
also a protest against a censorshlp just as
narrow, just as rigld and just as non-
sensical as Boston’s (tho it happens to
mpresent the opposite view).

That attitude was agreed to durlngdthe
week by no less & person than Mr. lets
himself. Writing to John Mason Brown.
he indicated that his present search is
for means to better his playmaking. The
making of fine plays., he sald, was his
idea of the purpose of the drama. If that
purpose became intermixed with social
preachment, all the better, so long as the
plays were good. It 18 his aim, he stated,
to Improve his dramatis technique, be-
cause in the long run, he agre=s, it i the
play that is the thing.

All of which is heartily encouraging.

Pau! Muni becauss the lattar
thought the actor's job is to act, Mr.
Odets belleves that the playwright's
primary fob is to write good plays. If,
with the rid of that belief, he does im«
prove hia technique ns he is now trying
to, he will be n very great force in the
American theater. With good dramatic
technique aiding his present uncanny
fcellng for dialog and his present social
theories that lend permancnce and valus
to his plays. he should in all truth be-
come the great figure that his rabid ad-
herents olaim he now is.

Lowered Rate
On Insurance

®
League wins two-year bat-
tle for assessment on basis
of admissions

NEW YORK, April 13.—Climaxing a
two-year fight for a change in the basis
of Nability insurance rates on legit the-
aters, the League of New York Thceaters
announced this week that its insurance
committee, working with Walter Q.
Keyser, vice-prestdent of the Criterion
Brokerage Company. had convinced the
Natlonal Bureau of Cusualty Under-
writers of ita views. Previously the rate
was based on a fixed sum for each thea-
ter; now it is assessed on the basis of
admissions. The NBCU, which sets the
rates for all companiles. put the new
rate into effect Wednesday (10).

It had been the managers' contention
that a fiat rate worked a great injustice
on leglt houses, which were dark for the
greater part of the year, Pix thenters,
it was pointed out, turn over their nudi-
ences many tines a. day, while legit
houses, even when open, play only clght
performances o week. In addition, legits
are closed for many months each ycar.

Hnzards, it was pointed, are therefore
far less In leglt houses, even If the
seating capacity is equsl to or mcre
than that of film thcaters. Keyser and
the League committee presented facts
and ftgures which finally convinced the
NBCU.

Dr. Henry Moskowltz, adviser to the
League. estimates large savings that will
be made by icgit Louses under the new
rule. “Based on not more than 50 per
cent of capacity.” he sald. “and a 285-
weck season, the reduction that we have
obtained 1s probably not less than 28
per cent and not more than 40 per cent.
On non-operative theaters the reduction
is much greater. Obn the average thea.
ter the saving effected 18 between $300
and $400 a year,™

Pilm houses are nlso nffected by the
new schedule. In the mstropolitan area
the rates remaln approximately the
same, but many out-of-town film thea-
ters will pay more under the new basls
of assessrnent.

When the second-act curtain falls on
John van Druten's Flowers of the Forest
(which Katharine Cornell brought to the
Martin Beck Theater Monday night) it
is possible for tha play to develop into
anything—or nothing. If, {n its third
act, it might somehow manage to top
the intense and vital dramatics that
constitute the body af Mr. van Druten's
splendid plea against war, it would shape
up as one of the finest and most power-
ful dramas of seasons. If, on the other
hand, the tbird act should indicate col-
lapse, the play would fall to pleces with
it.

Unfortunately (just how unfortunate-
ly only those who sat spellbound before
the power and besuty of the first two
acts can say) the latter course is taken.
Mr., van Druten, it appears, has pro-
claimed his message: DO more remains;
and the evident effort s to finish the
evening as best it may be done. To that
end, stale, phony and cheaply theatrical
overtones from the other world are rung
tn, and Mr, van Druten even Indicates
(unintentionally, one hopes) that he is
propagandizing against dissase as well
a3 war, Losing fights may be glorious
only when the objective is within the
realm of poasibility, no matter how re-
mote,

In those first two acts, however, Mr.

van Druten shows the left-wing boys the
ABC’s of propaganda playwrighting.
Flowers of the Forest 18 an impassioned
and compelling ples sgainst the horror,
insanity and nauseating evil of war, And
yet ita plea arises naturally, forcefully
and tnevitably frem the very body of
the play. Never, as in the case of our
recent left-wing Shakespeares, does the
play seem merely n framework on which
to hang the fluttering flags of argument.

Its plot-terms sare simple. Naoml
Jacklin, happlly married, 1s caused by
one thing or another to think back 20
years to the poet-soldler-lover who ltved
ang died in the days of the Qredt Holo-
caust. She re-lives the time of his set-
ting off for war, fllled with a sublimated
and purified essenre of the tdeals that
governments manufactured for the
storm-tossed human herds, Tommy, her
sister’s flance, sees clearly tho horror
and uselessness of such organized mur-
der, but eontinteas with what he terms a
loathsome duty none the less. Yet Na-
omi's sister hreaks with him, merely be-
cause he falls to share the slenzy aborig.
inal a!ms that have been pumped into
the minds of the people.

And Nasomi re-lives. too, the horrible
time, two years later, when Dick, her
poet. came home on leave, distllusioned,
bitter and broken, raving flercely that
he would kill a son of his rather than
bring him up for the meaningless horror
of life and war. Naoml at the time was
carrying his chfld; she had it killed be-
fore birth, as Dick went back to France
and death.

Returning to the present in its third
act. the play might have traveled any-
where. But Mr. van Druten, having sald
his say and written his drama. turns
merely to a rupernatural delivery of
Dick’s last message, from the llps of a
young and partly crazed genius who 1a
dying of tuberculoeis. That last act
offers nothing—nothing. that is, except
® chance for Burgess Meredith to give
the finest performance of the scaton as
the dying dreamer.

With 5o fine a start. the final collapse
seems & pity—eand all the more a pity In
view of Miss Cornell's careful and excel-
lent production. the fine cast she has
aszembled and her own outstanding
work as Naomi. It !s a powerful, fluent
and hugely effective performance. one
that lends dignity and strength to the
better sé®tfons of Mr. van Druten’s play.
And it s ably seconded by the work of
Moffat Johnston. Lexlle Bingham and
Charles Waldron. John Emery is out-
standing as the intelligent Tommy. giv-
ing a moving and splendid performance
from every point of view, and even the
bits are finely handled.

As for the performance of Meredith
23 the tubercular young genlus, it was &
rare and flawless thing, powerful, af-
fecting and tremendous. one of those
performances for which the theater
waits (sometimes for many years) and
which furnish the stage with onc of {ta
chief reasons for being.

The title, the program ohligingly
states, s taken from two lines of Jane
Elllot's Lament for Flodden:

*The Flowers of the Forest, that fought
aye the foremost,

The prime of our land, lie cauld in the
clay.”

It would, it seems, have been far more
effective to use the single line:

*“The Flowers of the Forest are a' wede
awa'.™ EUQENE BURR.

Cash prize nights, glveaways, “Screeno”
nights, free candy to children, sudden
price cuts and other methods ruled un-
fair by the code are rapidly spreading in
mnelghborhood houses here and in sur-
rounding towns.

In the smaller towns, in particular, ex-
hibitors have been known to slash their
box-office scales almost semi-weekly, Two
major pictures are being offcred for 10
admission while the compctitor across
the street is struggling with a single fea-
ture at a 35c top. Hence, he is forced to
introduce “free” nights to draw the
patrons.

The Rooseveit spends 830 in cash
nightly four nighta s .week during its
"cash prize” nights. Prizes go in 82 bills
which are distributed to holders of lucky
coupons. ‘The Oranada instituted similar
prize nights to keep ita customers.

‘The Elite coaxes the kids with free
candy to which thelr 10e ticket entitles
them while competitive houses have been
known to admit kids for 5c.

Among the worst price-cutting towns is
Kittanning, Ps.. where operators watch
each other’s acales before each day’s open-
ing. Ome can never tell whether hia show
will cost him 10c, 15¢ or the 25¢ which he
hes been accustomed to paying,

Nebraska Tax Killed

proposed 2 per ccnt sales tax measure,
which would hit at theater admisstons,
the Nebraska Logislature put to rout
the second measure attacking f1lms. Vote
was 58 to 25, climaxing & stormy session
which occupled the attention of the
House.

right an every count, Zetto,

What's wrong with msagic? Nothing,
It there's anything wrong, it’s with the
people in magle. If 1t were possible to
right all the wrongs done the Goddcss of
Magic, the first step would be to do away
with gyp dealers. I mean dealers who sell
junk and pipe-dreams instead of real ap-
paratus. When s man is making his
living with magic and spends his monev
on a plece of apparatus, he expects to get
something for his money. He dnesn't
want something that won't work or
something that will fall apart after the
first performance. Any traveling ma-
gictan knows how little time he has to
keep apparatus in repalr, so when hs
buys something he wants it built right.
So, I say, do away with price-cutting, gyp
dealers.

It a magical mechanic is a capable
metal spinner, woodworker, etc,, and can
make real apparatus, he should get as
much money for his efforts as an artist,
as he is an artist 0 his line. If he gets
real dough for his work, this will keep
the price of magio up and climinate so
many schoolboys buying apparatus. I'm
sure no real performer cver objected to
paying a good prios for a real plece of
apparatus that looks right and works
right, because he knows that he's made
a good fmvestment, It's only when you
are gypped that you kick, no matter what
the price is.

As to exposing, this is okeh so long as
it’s confined to small pocket tricks, etc,
It is only when it {ncludes sleights and
frlnclplea employed tn larger tricks that
t really harms magic, Of course, maglc

letd blicity-scek and amateurs
all do their shar of exposing, but to my
mind the greatest offenders are careless
magicians and so-called maglcians. There
are many capable perfarmers tn magic
who, after playing a club or school, allow
their equipment to lay nround uncovered
or unpacked until all the committeemen
or Instructors have a chance to inspect it.
In theaters they allow most of their props
to stay in the same spot offstage until
the next dey's performance, thus allowing
ample time for the stagehands, managers
and ushers to satlsfy thelr curiosity. I
realize this s very hard to overcome, but
a little effort along thess lines would be
a great help, not only to the magician
himself, but to the next fellow who comes
along.

Then there is the type of magiclan
who usually Lglaya echools, chibs and pos-
aibly amall theatars (he can'g get tn the
good houses) and burns up the territory

for the next maglcian, He usually has a
rotten show or plays to small ndmission
Prices (as low a3 3 cents, I'm told) or he
gives the school us high ns 70 per cent in
order to get the date or he misrcpresents
hy advertlsing a show as big as Thurs-
ton's, then walking on with an egg bag.
Any one of the above offenses is enough
to ruin any spot, for scveral months at
least, A few years back high schools were
wonderful territory for magic; now high
schools are gradually ruined for magic
for a long time to come. I know several
so-called magicians out playing schools,
taking advantage of the princlpals’ scant
knowledge of show business, promising
averything ond dolng nothing. Their
whole show consists of a few pieces of
home-made apparatus, they call them-
selves the "Orent Whoosis,” but they
don't even know how the standard cata-
log cflects arc worked.

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Essentials of Controlling

Water in Swimming Pools
By PAUL H. HUEDEPOHL

FROM NAAPPB APRIL BULLETIN

You. as a swimming pool operator, are
naturally interested in possible increanse
af pool patronage. In order to accom-
plish this due consideration should be
given to the physical comforts of those
who frequent your pool.

The most Important feature of any
swimming pool, aside from its safety, 1s
that of CLEAN WATER. It must be
clear and sparkling. free from odor and
taste, non.lrritating to the skin and
eycs and the finer membranes of tho
nasal passages. Prom a sanitary stand.
point it must approach the accepted
standards of safe drinking water. Being
the community center of aquatic recre-
ation, it must msintain this healthful
condition.

Many of the prejudices against publio
swimming pools could be dispelled if
dus publicity were given the methods
used i the control and maintenance of
eafe, sanitary swimming pool water. A
§wim In CLEAN WATER is the only
merchandise you have to sell,

Modern swimming pools equipped with
pressure or gravity type filters, if prop-
erly operated, will keep the water clear
of all suspended matter, With a steri-
lizing agency, the bacteria not removed
by the filtering process will be exter-
minated and water kept in good sanitary
condition.

Use Automatic Dispenser

The Importance of control of acidity
and alkalinity is recognized as important
contralling factors in swimming pool
water. During the filtration process
alnm i used as a coegilent. In the
presence of natural alkalinity contalned
in most water, it forms a floc which
catches dirt and some bacteria.

Continual recirculation graduslly ex-

usts the reserve alkalinity and tho
water becomes acid. This condition de-
crenses the efficlency of the filter, alds
corrogion of the pipe lines, stains the
tile or concrete finish. Worst of all. it
frritates the eyes, nose, throat and skin
of the bathers. To prevent this condi-
tion, soda ash should be used to furnish
artificial alkalinity, This can be added
direct to the pool or by means of an au-
tomatic dispenser, The general dosage
1is one-half the weight of alum used dur-
ing that period. I 10 pounds of slum
per week 1s used In filtration, about &
pounds of soda ash per week should be
added to the pool.

It 1s & very simple matter to make n
determination of acidity or alkalinity by
means of a comparator, It is almost as
simple as taking temperature with a
thermometer. It 1s unnecessary to know
the meaning of the term pH to make
these determinations. The numbers 0 to
14 are used to express the pH values:
that 1s. Intensity of acldity or alkalinity.
Numbers below 7.0 denote acldity.
‘Therefore. a solution of pH 68 is alightly
acld, while one of pH 7.2 is slightly alka-
lnc. Good swimming pool water should
bave 2 pH of T2 to 76. These tests
should be made at least three times
daily.

To Cm;ge Chlorine

To maintain swimming pool water as
free from bacteria as possible the water
ts usually treated with chlorine gas or
hypochlorites. To ascertain the degree
of purity of the 'water from bacterinl
content it haa been necessary to walt
two to four days untfl the bacteriolo-
gist's report was received. With a chlo-
rine comparator the pool operator 1s now
able to know whether enocugh chlorine
has been added to the water for proper
sterilization.

Practically every State board of health
advocates the residual of 02 P. P. M. as
2 minimum. and 0.5 P. P. M. as 3 maxi-
mum. Dosage over 0.5 P. P, M. 18 very
likely to produce objectionable odors and
tastes as well as frequent complaints of
irritation af eyes, nose, throat and akin
of bathers. Residual chlorine tests
should be made at least three times
daily while pool is In use and at the
same time the pH tests are made. When
chlorine s added to pool water it imme.
diately starts to combine chemically
with fmpurities in the water, dissipates
fta strength and finally becomes useless.
To counteract this dissipation, fresh
chlorine is continually added to the pool
water.

b o1 he Bradl s

Mixing of Ammonia

By applylng a small amount of
ammonia to the water BEFORE the chlo.
rinc is added, the sterilizing effect is
prolonged and the objectlonable odors
and tastes are ellminated. A marked
improvement in the sterilization process
occurs In many instances resulting In
reduction of the amount of chlorine re-
quired. Ammoniators to dispense pure
anhydrous ammonia are now on the
market. The mechanism 3a simllar to
the mochines that dispense chlorine gas.
The mixing of ammonia with chlorine
creates CHLORAMINES, a chemical re-
action highly desired in swimming pool
water, Theso powerful sterilizing agents
have greater stability, and will also
eliminate irritable qualities, tastes and
odors.

A simple method of creating CHLOR-
AMINES In filtered and chlorinated
swimming pool water is t0 use ammonia
alum. The natural or artificial alkaline
in the water releases the ammonia which
coming into contact with the hypo-
chlorites. combines and produces a
CHLORAMINE. However, results are not
as effective as thosc obtained from am-
montators.

I was particularly interested in the
bulletin this time because you men-~
tioned refreshment stands. This alwaye
rings a bell with me. Refreshment stands
ar¢ syponymous with frankfurt ma-
chines.

Ons of our very good parks waa letting
out a particular concession, which in-
cluded frankfurts as its prime object, for
85000 a year. The park owner felt that
the operator probably was making at
least $5.000 for himself, s0 ho took over
the concession and not only made the
65,000 rent, but more than 85000 in ad-
dition. This particular park, however,
latid the greatest stress on quality of
merchandise. He sold hias frankfurts for
10 cents and gave his trade the Lest that
he could buy.

Another customer of mine, here In

New England, specialized in the highest
grade frankfurts and by so dolng had
the control of the frankfurt business
at that particular beach. He was offered
9,000 for his stand and wns Inclined to
sell, but finally decided that he would
operate a few Yyears longer because “he
could make $5,000 a year, so why sell it
for 89.000?"

These cases and many others are based
entirely on quality of merchandise. One
of our grentest troubles, at Revere Beach
in particular, 1s that everybody started
cutting quality and then they cut prices
and then the business fcll off and they
do not seem to know why,

At cach of our mcetings I make it a
point to bring home the quality idea
and also talk against price cutting. Mom
than one park has been hurt very much
by tho concessloner using poor equip-
ment, dispensing poor merchandise and
cutting prices. If the management has
nO control over these things the park 13
out of luck. Yours very truly,

Mr, Baker's observations are based on
facts.

incidentally, drawing a better class of
girls than we had been able to get into
our bathing beauty contest. .

We had applicatioris from all over tho
wheat belt. Most of our prize money
was contributed by people directly con-
nected with wheat, such as elevators,
bakerics, farm Implement dealers, gro-
oery stores selling flour and other mer-
chants making a play for farm trade.

SELLING BOOKINGS——

make a profit on the business? If you
can answer those questions satisfactorily
then you are ready to start,

Another thing to remember is that
those representing you and your RECRE-
ATION CENTER must be sold on you
and your ability properly to guide them,
otherwise you need expect no great fu-
ture for your place. Remember your
employees are cxpecting you to lead
them in this important work and if you
do not understand the task yourself you
had better secure the services of a pic-
nle man who does.

Must Know Subject

To show the ends to which a man
who thoroly understands the RECRE-
ATION BUSINESS will go to get outings
the writer would like to cite the case of
an individual who oncc took over a park
the reputation of which had become
putrid thru poor bookings and lack of
discipline. One of the firs¢ things that
he did was to determine the actual feel-
ings of the townafolk toward the place
he had taken over. He did this by send-
fng n man from store to store, etc. That
individual went about stating that he
was engaged in making an amusement
survey to learn the viewpoint of the olti-
zen with reference to the various types
of entertainment. The information was
being gathered under the guise of such-
and-such a burcan.

Eventually the conversation was made
to drift around to this certaln park.
‘Then only was the new owner able to get
the truth concerning bow the people of
the community feit toward the place.
We merely give this example to Mustrate
the importance of the old saying. "What
YOU think you are is not nearly as im-
portant towards your success ag what
other people THINK you are” The hon-
esty of that adage is exemplified in the
fact that practically all successful per-
sons and projects hire press agents and
personal managers to tell of their great-
ness. If the individusls themselves nt-
Fmpted to do so it would be promptly
aughed off a3 egoism or the words of a
braggart.

Getting back to the subject of actual-
Iy booking outings, this writer would be
absclutely sure that everyone selling this
service knew the subject thoroly. In
selecting Poople to do this important
work they should be picked for their
pleasing manners, Dice appearance and
refincment. Not "up-stage” snobs but
more of the smiling, cpen-handed, salt-
of-the-earth type of individual, Should
you select someone with a shifty eye,
who 18 a gaudy dresser and possesses a
flippant line of chattcr or one sloppy
and uninteresting, don't be surprised if
the world gains the same impression of
your RECREATION CENTER.

Next I would have literature printed
that reflecta intelligence and taste; not
much reading matter but plenty of pic-
tures depicting good - looking, well-
dressed persons In the act of thoroly
enjoying themselves at your RECRE-
ATION CENTER. Emphasize beauty by
showing well-kept lawns and flower beds,
Play the safety angle with plenty of il-
lustrations showing happy-faced young-
sters romping and riding the devices.
BUT be very careful and not push the
money-getting equipment too forcefully

into the faces of a pilenic committee.
They are most always interested in tbe
free entertainment, comforts, ete. Don't
ever show a picture of a great, maultng
crowd of perfspiring humanity. Use only
comfortable little groups in the act of
playing games on the grass, with middle-
nged persons watching the merriment
from settees in the ahade on the side-
lines, Every fair-slzed outing wants at
least semi-privacy while they are cating.
By all means. have thls arranged for
them. Show this in your printed mat-
ter. Remember, after your representa-
tive has left, this catalog or circular re-
mains as your asllent salesman and 1t
may have to sell other members of a
committee that you were not fortunate
cnough to contact.

Build Up Sales Force

The owner or manager of a RECRE-
ATION CENTER should estimatc in sd-
vance just what his park can accommo-
date In the way of outings and what his
possibilities are for getting them. He
should then lay his plans according to
his abllity to properly handle ghem.

Too much emphasis cannot be lald
upon the lmportance of putting on a
force of sufficient size to decently han-
dle the calls that you will expect your
salespeople to make. Oive the people
adequate time to sell themselves to the
prospeot and you will find that the next
attempt will meet with much less re-
sistance on the part of the prospective
patron. This writer belleves that the
most pathetio figure in all this world 15
the picnio salesman wWho has been laden
down with mountains of prospects by o
park owner who has never called upon
an outing committee and yet s ex-
pected by this proprietor to do a thoro
job. IT CAN'T BE DONE.

These persons who are to make plo~
nio sales a livelthood must know that
their positions are secure as long as they
deliver the goods. If your project ean-
not afford to support a staff of efftcient
husiness getters the year around then
it docsn’t deserve to exist. Their work
can be balanced between the busy sum-
meor ‘teason in the park and the booking
seasons of the fall, winter and spring.
‘The compensation patd these folk should
be on a salary and percentage basis. The
reason that so much has been sald aboud
tho outing snles personnel s because of
the extreme importance of getting the
right people.

Now that we are ready to go into the
field, T would lay down these rulecs; One
standard rate in the reduction of prices
based solely upon the volume of busi-
ness to be gotten by the park. My prices
would be so arranged that an attractive
proposition could be made, leaving a
reasonable profit. Modern merchandis-
tng has proven the logic of this manner
of selling. Contrary to the common be-
ltef high prices do not keep out’ riff-
raff, Competcnt police, with courteous

ipline, plus attractive surroundings.
are the forces that actually turn the
trick.

1 wotld do all in my power to bulld
up my sales people beforc they left to
call upon n prospect. A letter would be
written beforehand and signed by the
general manager, telling that your rep-
resentative was going to call on them.
This missive would serve as an intro-
duction. It would be a good plan to
outline n little of the history of the man
or woman whom you were sending. This
would have the effect of pepplng up
your salesman and also create in the
mind of the proapects the ldea that you
consider them importalt persons and

meetings of my picnic personnel where
individua! problems would be thrashed
out for the good of all concerned. X
would never allow a bribe of any kind
to be pald to an outing committee.
However, there are little courtesies that
should be rendered that go much fare
ther toward amicable relations.

When a group would came to inspect
the facilities of the park some bigh-
ranking person should escort them about
the place with all of the graclouaness
at his or her command. If they decided
to come to our park I would see that
they were supplled with littlc comforts
and considerations. These would be in
the form of a small room or nook that
would be known as “Committce Head-
quarters” and this spot would be theirs
for the day. This would give them a
sense of importance far beyond the giv-
ing of a bribe.

On Essential Publicity

There should be some sort of publica-
tion reflecting refinement, homely wis-
dom and humor contalning information
concerning your RECREATION CENTER.
These should be malled regularly to new
and old prospects. This shows your pa-
trons that you have not forgotten them.
Another plece of stock tcrature to pre-
pare would be a circular describing the
necessary steps in properly arranging a
successful outing. Suggesting ways and
means to attract attention to thelr
event, also giving stunts and games %0
play. Listing athletic equipment and
cooking utensils, etc., that you will loan
to responsible persons. Also stoves,
drinking water and other necesasry pic=
Dic requirements.

It is to the park's advantage to sce
that all outings arc given proper pub-
lUcity in thelr respective communities.
Here 1s how it can be accomplished: As
soon as the outing has been signed for
your park., have your picnic salesman
request a photo of their chairman or
somc prominent person in tie group.
and also secure some material for press
releases. Have your publiclty depart-
ment prepare a story concerning this
particular gathering. But don’t forgst
to tie in your park in a manner that will
not savor too strongly of advertising.
Then have your representative, in com-
pany with some fmportant individual
from the outing committee, take this
material to the editor of their paper.
All of the time you are bullding up the
idea in the minds of that particulsr
community that good persons In that
vicinity are interested In your park.
While we like to think that we have
minds of our own a little reflection wili
easily convince us to the contrary., We
usually do things because certaln other
people do them. This same psychology
can be made to apply to your RECRE-
ATION CENTER.

It would be an excellent idea to have
some of your force sct as host or hostess
during the summer season. Every com-
mittee likes to have some official at
their tmmediate call, They always fcel
more at home when they actuslly know
someone In authority. Should some in-
dividual attending an outing get out of
hand, never do snything drastic until
you have appealed to the committee In
charge. Experience bas proved that you
rarely have to go beyond that group for
complete satisfaction in scttling the aif-
ficuity.

Alicays Demand Permit

Your sales force should know the
transportation rates for busses, boats,
trofleys and trains. They should work
only with reputable companics in trying
to !and desirable groups. However, never
allow any hauling company to land &
party at your park witbout a plenic
permit. This gives you an opportunity
to keep out unwanted outings. Once
the transportation people know that
they will not be allowed to enter your
place without a permtt they will never
take the chance of belng cmbarrassed
by breaking this rule,

Last. but not least, keep up the good
name of your RECREATION CENTER.
*Make It a safe and desirable place for
mothers. slsters and ohlldren. I you
do that, you need never grow grey hairs
over your outing problems. There are
no magio formulas for getting outings:
1t {8 just plain, every-day digging that
counts. It {8 an impossibility to lay out
a plan that will fit all circumstances
You must be the judge of your own par-
ticular problems. But remember this:
Your piente sales force should be second
to none in park importance. They arc
the big push in the up-high march to-
ward real park profits

for severe regulation of carnivals, par-

tioularly playing under nuspices, was defeated this week in: the city council, with
only one vote In its favor. Detroit has not had carnivals, tn the usual sense, sinos
June. 1933. Since that time. Mayor Prank Couzens pursued the policy of refusing
carnival licenses In general. Liosnses were sllowed last year for rides and cooke
houses only. However, churches and veterans and similar organizations have been

allowed to stage carnivalg under license.
described In The Biilboard last year,
Lieut. Lester Potter, censor of amuse-
ments, sajd this week: “The church
carnivais and those put on by veterans
and simllar organieations are more
viclous than those staged by carnival or-
ganizati with a 1 Carnivals are
all right if they nre properly regulated
and licensed by men who know some-
thing about them.”

‘The ordinance, introduced by Former
Mayor John Lodge, was apparently de-
signed to ellminate organtzation-spone
sored carnivals.

HARLES BPARKS shuns personal
publicity and for that reason I was
taken by surprise when I noticed

o long Interview with him by Beverly
Wallace in The Macon (Ga.) Telegraph
and Ncws of Sunday, April 7. In this
interview, consuming nbout 34 inches of
space plus o six-inch double-column
cut of him surrounded by drawings of
performers and nnimata going thru their
tricks, Charley gnve some very intereat-
Ing incidents In his life—how he broke
into show business at the age of seven,
worked for 25 cents per week for his
brother’s tent show and other experis
ences, but the greatest laughs were {n
his explanation of the tight places he
haod been In. To quote him op one of
these:

“I guess 1 got in my tightcst corner
some years back when we were playing
n small Louisiana saw-mill town We
had a Negro we fixed up and billed ns
the wild man in one of the side shows.
A bunch of fellows came il to sce him
and the 10 or more other attractions In
the tent. The barker-—what was his
name?—COlilesple, that's it, Gillesple
gave his spiel, then told the crowd that
the wild man only ate raw meat,

*'Tt makes him so savage.' (Ofillespte
shouted) ‘that he will butt his head
against the bars and beat his way out If
a crowd watches him cat.' Then Gillespte
forked up s hunk of raw bect and
dipped it in what looked like a pail of
blood. He handed It to the Negro on a
long spike and let the crowd watch him
pretend to take a nibble, then he sald
he'd have to put up the boards or the
wild man would beat his way out and
murder the crowd.

"*That was a rough bunch there, They
were drinking, some of them, and had
pistols. - They'da been working In e
backwoods all weck and came for excite-
ment and meant to have it. 8o they
told Ofllesple that they wanted to see
thet wild man eat the beef—they
weren‘'t afraid of him if he beat his way
out of the bars.

“Olliesple argued and argued, but they
got rougher and began to wave plstols
around in the sir. So Olllesple sent for
me. I saw in a minute that the situa-
tion was pretty serious. I tried to tell
them that the wild man wos oniy a
Negro, with false claws and tusks and
bushy hair. He zat over in the corner
ecared to death while the perspiration
was roiling down QOillespie’s face In huge
balls.

“My talking and reasoning with the
500 or more people didn't do a bit of
good. ‘We've come to sce that wild man
cat the meat and he's going to do It,
or the Xecper ls, or we're going to shoot
it out.' they shouted. We were in a spot
with the crowd getting uglier all the

time. I happ to spy a d t-lock-
ing fellow, however, who had a Masonic
pin on.

An
motorized show operating vehicles of a
commercial type are subject to all
penalties likewiso and by law.

We solieit your co-operation in report-
ing to and alding this department by
giving us the facts on any difficuities
you have encountered with the laws and
ordinances in any city or State, Address
your letiers to Motor Transportation
Department, The Biliboard, 25-27 Opera
Place, Cincinnat{, O. We are prepared
to give you remedies for tbese condi-
tions which will prevent otkers from
falling into the same trap,

In past lssyes this department has
published many kinds of data on lawe,
sizes and restrictions covering motorized
showe. The type of vehicles and the
operations thereof have been defined
and the owners should at this time
begin to profit from this data,

Letters received have asked for data
on licenss of many States. This type
of information will be published later,
The legislaturea of the States have not
reported this data to the authorities in
charge of publications. We ruggest that
you get this information from your local
lcense bureaus.

In answer to those letters on tire
sizes, this 18 a matter that is under the
supervision of the States. Readers who
want to know more about this tire-size
question must get the following lasues.
Tire sizes are the link im weight allow-
ance. Every State governs the weight
carried by the size of the tire, the num-
ber of axles. the number of Wheels, the
gpacing of the axles and the number of
cubic inches of tire surface on ground.
The larger the tire the greater the
welght allowed. However, this does not
apply in States that have set weight
limits. Ench State has a rule or scale
by which wetght is gauged by the above
requirements. The tire sizes must sppear
on each side of the vehicle; this is law,
Housecar trsilers are governed by this
act if the tratler weight 1s greater than
1,000 pounds.

Owners of motorized shows and other
type of operators sbould give every one
of these items attention. The reader
will find plenty of laws not to be vio-
lated fn every Btate. Advance dats of
this kind cannot be had from various
sources and what ls published in thia
department comes to you as a service
from The Biilboard. We want every

DETAILED REVIEW

DISPLAY 1—INAUGURAL PAGEANT.
At 2:20 the trumpeters sounded their
blasts for tho perennially yclept spec.
The Durbar of Delhi, to start its way
arcund the hippodrome track. Dressed
as drum majors, three of the performing
giris led the way for the colorful cara-
vanseris, with old Modoc lumbering close
behind. This was the pulse-ralaitng start
of the best Ringling-Barnum opening
this reviewer has caught in eight years
on this assignment. The show sparkies
with & freshness that has not, to our best
recallection, been equaied by any of ita
predeceasors {n recent years, Discounting
the expected walts in an opening per-
tormance this cycle of 22 dlsplays evi-
denced a speed that will be welcomed by
old and tried lovers of the Big Top and
which will make many new friends for
what {8 now more than ever the Oreatest
Show on Earth. Spec costumes are not
only refreahingly naw but designed In
excellent taste, combining the vivid hues
that are very mecessary with a blending
of shades that cannot fall to ticklc the
fancy of the most exacting esthete, Merle
Evans supplied liiting harmonies in brass
and winds and color harmonies of even
great=r appeal were provided by the trap-
pings. There scemed to be scveral new
floats as well as a supplementary con-
tingent of quadrupeds from all corpers
of n world that seems to exist solely to
provide the Big Bhow with novelties.

DISPLAY 2—EQUESTRIANISEM. With
Clydc Beatty and his cage of cats out of
this year's running, o shifting had to be
made in the cany part of the display
routine, thus bringing the straight bare-
back riders mear the top of the lineup.
This, Incidentally, is one of the few dis-
plays that has not undergong radical
changes in routining and personnel.
Jimmy and Betty—under the doubling
titie of The Bettinas~——represent the Reif-
fensch family in Ring 1; the Loyal Sisters
{doubling title of the Loyal-Rep-nski
Troupe) are in Ring 3, and in the center
ring are Mitzl and Ross Reiffenach, billed
for doubling purposes as the Mitziman
Sisters, Jimmy and Betty are unpaced
and their smooth routine is marked by
the former’s solo work. The Loyal girls
are paced by one of the men in thelr
troupe and thelr standout bit 1s & hand-
to-back balance on thelr resin-backed
steed. Easily the strongest on pure sight
angles in this stanza are the Mitziros
girls. Ma Reiffenach snaps the whip as
thesze shapely and agtle young ladies defy
gravity and fear while performing acroe

batics on the back of thelr white horse.
Pollowing this display thers were clown
stops and the dual boxing act of the
Denaros tn Ring 1 and Polidor and Lou
Jacobs in Ring 3. The joeys worked with
some restraint, duc possibly to the brief
interval permitted them while the nets
were being pulleyed into place for the
QGulce display.

DISPLAY 3 — WALTER OUICE
TROUPES. Even in this display, which
seemed to have changed hardly at all
from year 0 year, there ia more verve and
color this scason, Tbis despite the com-
paratively few performers involved in the
action, Guice isa the rube in the aerial bar
routine on Stage 1, and he is assisted by
a dude, stralght and a gir] catcher. On
SBtage 2 13 a falrly accurate mirror of the
Quice routine on the other slde of the
arens. Prom Quice’s bars hangs s trapeze
that I8 ocoasionally used, but there is
none over Stage 2, however. The slap-
stick fintsh is similar to former years and
the parting salute from th= two straights
in the form of graceful swinging is this
year particularly eye tickling.

DISPLAY 4—ELEPHANTS. It is with
a hope that thos» of circusdom who resd
this will belleve in our sincerity and not
ascribe fickle anthustasm or ax-grinding
to our motives that we label this year's
elephant display as the best we have yet
scen in any show. The routining is super=
latively mmgenious and the handiing lcaves
nothing to be desired. There are 16
pachyderms, divided evenly among the
three rings, Ed Doherty, the Big 8bow's
bull tratner, helps Erika Loysl perform a
swell pacing job in center ring. Eleanot
Raymond, working under the handicap
of n spralned ankle but betraying it only
by the visibility of the bandage, has &
quintet of thick-hided fellows in Ring 1,
and petite Ann lLee is a treat to watch
in Ring 3. Instead of detm:zlng from the
act her di ve stature zes for
thrill values her mastery over the huge
trunk swingers. Among the synchronized
stunts in the three rings are pyramid
formations by several and all of the
bulls; a cute routine best described as an
elephant version of “London Bridge Is
Falling Down” and various other neat
geometric formations, Miss Loysl 18
s%ung from the ground by the trunks of
four of her charges, which are joined ns
spokes to the hub of a wheel; Aizs Lee
doee a similar stunt and adds to her ef-
fectiveness by being carried over a large
part of the hippodrome track in a crook
made by the trunk of one of her “babies.”
There is a dance rhythm windup, which
1s immediately followed by the always in-
teresting fare thec well: & gabled pyramid
on the track by the entire contingent.
This display drew unstintad applause.

DISPLAY 5—PARADE OF FREAKS.
Qlyde Ingalls, who 15 again dolng com-
plete justice to the announcing role, has
his brief interiude of personal sponacr«
ship when his striking examples of
Nature's sense of humor emerge from
their basement quarters for a sortie
around the hippodrome track. The Dnil
midgets lead as usual, but Jack Earle
and his wholesome horseplay with Major
Mite are conspicuously absent. It was
whispered that Jack was out at Martins
on Canal street being measured for &
summer suit. Among the strange peopie
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vsork on Slag-\ 2 and comprise three ex-
tremaely comely girls and a man The
stunting s performed on ground level
and a series of bars are ut as ap-
paratus. The Juggling Clarke family pro-
vido a colorful array of skilled movement
in Ring 1. There are four girls and &
man and their plece de resistance {s a
routine with flaming torches. Most .of
their juggling work entails the use of
tennis rackets. The Pullenbergs (Emil
and Katherine) work under the doubling
name of Herr Emil in the center ring.
Mrs. Pullenberg paces liberty Doberman
Pinchers; fine animals that reficct clever
training. There 18 o * of All Na-
tions™ bit and hurdling with dogs of the
troupe serv. as the mobile obstacles.
The Yom Troupe (referred to
variably as the Young Kams) engage In
an interesting potpourri of tumbling and
foot juggling on Stage 2. Thelr standout

nale calls for one of the five giris to be
suspended from the girdera of the Oarden
by her halr, raised sbout 20 foet and
revolving at a rapld pace. Before belng
let down she supports the single man of
the troupe and resumes for a briefer
period of turns. Also new timber for the
Big 8how's exploitation machinery 18 the
Antalek Troupe, appearing in this display
for the first time in the show under the
doubling dbilling of the Koloman Troupe,
Theirs i3 a routine of foot juggling per-
formed by two men with o girl as thelr
varying object. The act is high in sight
value and Involves some intricate stunt-
ing. This 18 Hungary's contribution to
Mr, Gumpertz’s international entertain-
ment congress.

DISPLAY 7 — COMEDY ACROBATIC
ACTS. A good portion of doubling and
house production in this ingeniously
{ashioned display. The Maschinos, im-
ported for a double session in this year's
show, work under the doubling title of
the Santone Brothers in Ring 1. There
are six tumbling gents; flashily sc-
ooutred and moving fast and furiously.
The Hart Brothera do wonders with
tables on Stage 1 and are followed by
Harry Rittley, whose table mesmecriza-
tion will probably remain one of the
laugh punches of the Big SB8how as long
as he chooses to continue to don his
clown suit. ‘In the center ring the
Yacopis {thinly veiled under the doubling
tag of the Argento Troupe) perform leaps
characteristic of the work of this ex-
cellent oompany, and contiguous to them
on the hippodrome track are the
Demnatis, also limbering up with leaps.
‘The stilt-walking Nelson Brothers are
on Stage 3, sharing spotting with the
laugh-provoking Beil Trio. The Uyenos
avold bllling confiict with their later
stunting by appearing in this display in
Ring 3 with the Danwills, who are also
hiding under the blliing of the Wilfanz
Brothers. In this ring the combined
troupes offer a potpourri of tumbling and
there is assured by the blend the im-
possibility of a dull moment encroaching.

DISPLAY 8 — DOROTHY HERBERT
AND HIGH-8CHOOL HORSEBACTS, Thls
year 18 far above even the Rin, stand-
ard in horsemanahip and for thia the
blondly beautiful and startlingly capable
Miss Herbert is largely responsible, It is
about as difficult to keep track of the
number of steeds Miss Herbert rides In
the entire show as it ls to count the
number of rhinestones in Modoc's spec
trappings. In this, her own display, Miss
Herbert reigns over the mennge girls in
queenly fashion. Pirst it's s russet horse
in the center ring; then a change to a
coal black charger on whom she rides in
wild abandon several times around the
track. Thbe skillful girl riders are rigged
out in Tommy Atkins full dress and
they put their schooled steeds thru eye-
teasing paces in almost every part of the
arena., This work achieves its highesat
pinnacle in four of thelr number, who
remain on with Miss Herbert for her
break-neck riding, Mme, Ella Bradna, &
welcome Big Show feature for many years
in her Act Beautiful, is espled in Ring 3,
pacing her fine horse with graco and wel-
come restratint.
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Dtspl 8 and 9, as o set dut
unbilled {tem a score of the joeys take
part in a thoroly enfoyable interiude
best descrived as the Comedy C

Show there has been such a great {m-
provement that 4t might well de ciassed
as something new. Tho short in running
time this is one of the high points of
comedy pantomime {n the show.

DISPLAY § — PALLENBERO BEARS.
With four bruins, palred on the two
stages, the Pullenbergs offer & round of
stunting that marks them oz one of the
most successful animal-training teams
in this part of the world, The thick-
coated fellows paced by Mrs., Pallenberg
and the younger Pallenberg on Stage 2
had frequent fits of {ntractahility at this
viewing: ascribable, perhaps. to their
need of acclimatization to the show
routine. But instead of decspetring
mother and son met blow for blow and
finally mnde the stubborn fellows go
thru their parts like the nice little boys
that they weren’t. The bruns on both
stages perform tumbling; they ride kid-
die cars, bikes, whecled hobby horses—
and skate, t00. A most effective finale
is the high-bike runaround by bears on
each stage. The Pallenbergs pulled a
loud and long hand as they were rushed
from the arena by the leashes attached
10 the collars of their mischievous bruins.

Interspersing displays there s ot this
point a brief walkground by the mute
2anies. Several new production acts are
evident—and there probabdly would have
been more if time allowed. Equestrign
Director Fred Bradna and his capcble
assistant, Pat Valdo, must have foreseen
@ runover in running time due 2o show's
newness, By way of passing comment,
the clowns ere not as evident this year
as formerly, but the gencral character of
the show ts so good that they are not
missed az much as they would de in o
less punchy show,

DISPLAY 10 — AERIAL ACTS. Few
changes of great tmportance in this ale
ways interesting interlude of midalr
wizardy. Only new act making its debut
at this point in the show routine is the
Buemrang Troupe, comprising s mixed
team on the topmost bar, The Buem-
rangs, imported from Germany, combine
fron-jaw interludes with turns and short
swings. Their routine includes also a
fallaway thriller and 8 windup involving
ifron jaw with the woman as the traller.
Properly spotted are they over the center
ring. Over Ring 1 15 & revolving ladder
ballet, with four girls working on the
spokes and Annle laurie doing her
trapeze routine on a trap suspended from
the apparatus. Miss Olvers, who owns
the program billing title of Miss Amerika,
performa on a high trapeze on the outer
rim of the stage.ring lineup, adjacent
to the Laurle act, which 1a billed—by way
of sccurate comment—as the Annetta
Troupe. Over Stage 2 the Rooneys—Ed
and Jennis — present thelr trapezs
routine, wherein smaller and larger
swinging bars are employed. They pr=-
sent & most attractive appesrance: clean
cut is the word—and Jenmie 18 one of the
trimmest figuras In the entire show con-
tingent. Mille. Otllette whiles away the
early moments of the display with her
cloud swinging a hair's breadth from the
roof. She comes into her own at the
very end of tho stanza with her leap
from the topmost perch of the arcna to
the broken trap—and 18 then grabbed
up and swung clear of the ground by the
breakway contrivance as the uninitiated
in the audience gasp. Over 3isa
house act billed as the Nelletta upe.
This s similar to Annie Laurie's act; the
difference lles in Nellie Olissen, the fea-
ture here, working rings instead of s
trap. Adjacent to the Nellettas are the
Antaleks, working this time as tho Rand-
leys. Routine of this mixed duo is not
dissimilar to that of the Rooneys.

DISPLAY 11—CAPT. JOHN W. TIE-
BOR'S SEALS. Even here, where few
radical changes are expected in the gen-
eral routine, there ia evident a sparkle
and verve that dissipates for all time
in our mind the impression that the seal
display is an inadequats time filler in a
hig arensa, Captain Tiebor i1s the head
pacer of a herd of 12 fAappers. He han-
dles his own trio on Stoge 2 and the re-
mainder are equslly distributed in Ring
3, Stage 2 and Ring 1. The routine in-
volves sphere juggling and throwlg
rope balancing and the alwnys-look
for finals of horn-blowing harmony by
the flapper musiclans on Stages 1 and 2.

DISPLAY 12—CON COLLEANO. Tho
bright and particular star of the tight-
wire fraternity—the graceful ang daring
Con Colleano, walked on to an ovation
after Ingalls’ unreserved scndoff. He
clambered up to the wire, paced a few
steps and as he was about to perform one
of his preliminary somersaults the rigging
began to collapse, Colleano was thrown
to the ground by the sudden relaxing of

Adolph Delbosq
works 10 white horses in Ring 1; Chester
Elmlundt works 10 browns in the center
ring and CGordon Orton has his inning
with nine blacks in Ring 3. The ponies
did not appcar—as scheduled—on the
stages, but they were brought om for a
sock finale in the center ring. This end-
piece has Dorothy Herbert dressed as an
Indian Princess astride a fine-looking
horse that stands on a slowly revolving
platform. There are four girls in her
entourage dressed in cowglrl regalia. Miss
Herbert is the hub of a liberty congress
embracing all of the horses used In the
regular running of the display and about
s sgorz of poules, who tread the ring
curb,

DISPLAY 14 — PERCH AND AERIAL
ACTS. This display involves a variety of
stunting that has rarely been match=d
before In our reviewing experiznce with
the Big Top. Two new acts are involved
~~Walkmirs, from Italy, and the Antaleks
in thelr third appearance in tha runaing.
The Walkmirs aro in Ring 2. The man
and woman use heavy perches that are
sttention-provoking but not too flashy.
Oiri is topmounter and her forte is an
fron-jaw swing. Also worthy of sovecial
note 18 her balancing atop a perchea
crystal ball and the finale of the act In
which the man balances two ms on s
forehead perch swhile they perform pin-
whee]l revolutions. The Antaleks. pn
Btage 2, use & girl as understander N
several stunts. Thaere are three girls and
one man !n the troupe. The man bal-
ances a ladder with his feet as one of
the girls does a back balance at its sum-
mit; both swinging hoops with both feat
simultanegusly. Their finale is the man's
foot balancing of the three girls on &
ladder. The Willos work from n hanging
perch over Ring 1 and the Otvera Broth-
ers also do thelr shoulder perch act in
the same section., The Polis—campris-

four men—have an interesting array
of perch work on Stage 3, and over Ring
38 are Torrence nnd Dolors in a hanging
perch act simlilar to that of the Willos
and the mixed tsam of the Karolis in
perch work matching the Olveras.

DISPLAY 15—WILD WEST. Always af
interest but rarely improved in routine
this year's concert nucleus manages to
bring forward several features that are
novel. There am, for example, 13 braves
who provide added color and perform a
war dance after Chief Washingtons
splendid exhibition of archery. Also a
knife-throwing act in the best tradition
by an unbilind Mexican who used two
comuly girls as thrill materinl. The

1cano throws hetes as well as hilt
knives. The Australlan Waites are at
thelr best In thelr whip-cracking bits,
and Cy Compton. unbilled for this en-
agement, draws frequent applause with

15 five-horse catches. There are also

DISPLAY 16—HIOH-WIRE ACTS. This
ia the spot occupied last year during the
QOarden eongagement solely by a single
Wallenda Troupe. The current version
has the origina] Wallendas working over
Rln 3 and the!r suxiliary troupe. billed

Qrotofents, over Ring 1, The Wal-
Iendn. No. 1 troups includes three men
and Helen Wallenda; in the QOrotofent
section the wirewalkers aro dressed in
Moorish paraphernsalia and they compriss
three men and a girl. Both troupes use
bikes and there are very few differences
in thelr routines; the single and notable
exception being the original Wallenda
finale, with the girl perched three-high—
above the man on a chair who is, in turn,
balanced by tandem bicyclists. The usual
heavy round of applauss greeted the fin-
ish of this daring stunt.

DISPLAY 17—EQUESTRIANIEM. The
far-famed bareback troupes of the Big
Show come into their own with thelr
full complement: not bigger but scem-
ingly better than ever, In Ring 1 ars
the Relffenachs, employing five horses
and involving four pretty giris, s dudo
and a straight.

SPIRIT OF REFORM

The spirit of reform must be credited with most of those
progressive steps in civilization that make life worth living
today. The person who has a genuine program for reform is
always to be respected, however much we may differ with him
in personal opinions.

But the person who feels that there are certain things
which need reforming should be willing to sit down and dis-
cuss the issues with those who may differ sincerely on many
points. The most serious criticism that can be made of the
average person interested in reform is that he is not willing
to discuss issues frankly with those who may hold opposing
views. Much of the friction in modern life could be eliminated
if there were more of the conciliatory spirit that existed when
the early colonies were trying to get together and form this
nation of ours. The system which they finally adopted was
known frankly to be a big compromise,

The effort of some newspapers and civic organizations
to ban the modern pinball games as games of chance is to
be respected, but at the same time these agencies should be
willing to weigh the many angles involved and adopt that
attitude which belongs in a free country.

There are certain well-known evils which may happen
wherever pinball games are found, but a wholesale banning
of the games is likely to replace them with a worse evil, as
any person acquainted with the business can explain. It is
also well known that the evils charged against the pinball
games are greatly exaggerated. In many cases agitation
against the games is staged for political purposes. No civic
organization or newspaper sincerely devoted to the spirit of
reform would join in such political agitations.

Honest newspaper men today are well acquainted with
the stunt of public officials using a rather simple device to
cover up more serious evils and thus fool the public. There
are a lot of leaders in civic organizations, otherwise honest
and sincere, who are taken in by these stunts but who could
learn a lot if they would try to get at the facts. One of the
stunts that is being used is seen in the news pictures of
policemen shown with axes ready to demolish a few modern
pinball tables. There are certain newspapers which seem
to delight in using such pictures at intervals. Those ac-
quainted with the facts know that such events are staged for
public consumption and actually detract attention from worse
evils. Naturally, newspapers that publish such pictures aid

+ the deception staged by public officials.

However much credit we must give to the spirit of re-
form, we must also face the fact that many unfair and dis-
honest policies are enacted in the name of reform. The
masses, of course, have little chance of getting at the facts
in these cases, but newspapers and leaders in civic organiza-
tions have no excuse for being taken in by such deception.

The honest spirit of reform will also spend its efforts in
remedying those conditions which are serious and not bother
with things of little consequence, The honest spirit of re-
form will also recognize that on many issues there are sincere
differences of opinion which should be respected. Where there
are honest differences of opinion the only sensible course to fol-
low is one of compromise—a “give and take,” “live and let live”
policy.

R R —

This is the only proper attitude to hold toward the mod-
ern pinball games. The evils which may happen in their use
are well known to the men in the business, and the organized
trade in this field has offered full co-operation with public
officials and civic groups in regulating the games for the best
interests of all concerned. The modern pinball games have
certain advantages as a popular form of amusement that merit
consideration and fair dealing. These favorable points can
be discovered by any person who cares to investigate the
facts.

The newspapers and civic groups which refuse to co-
operate with the legitimate trade associations fostering the
pinball games are doing more, next to excessive taxation, to
convert the business into a racket than anything that could
be imagined. People interested in reform should remember
that going to extremes in any movement eventually reacts to
restore worse evils than the original form.

People interested in reform should also learn to respect
the honest opinions of those who differ on many subjects.
There are honest differences of opinion about gambling.
Such a conservative newspaper as The Chicago Daily News
takes the editorial position that social gambling, wagers or
bets among friends is fundamentally different from other
types of gambling. This important newspaper raises the
point that social gambling is not morally wrong and suggests
that statutes against such are uncalled for.

It is generally agreed that 80 per cent of the people en-
gage in some form of social gambling, regardless of how
many statutes we have against it. It is also well known that
these statutes, against a habit common with the great ma-
jority of the people, make it possible for public officials to
work a gigantic racket.

In fact, any person really interested in reform will find
that many of the statutes on our law books are breeders of
rackets, intimidation, shake-downs and many other evils well
known to the person who cares to face the facts.

Persons interested in reform will be able to accomplish
more lasting good hy attacking those deeper-seated evils
than by spending time and money on petty things which
form a mode of amusement for millions of people. There
are enough troubles in our modern civilization of a serious
nature to keep us all busy on important things rather than
spending time, money and effort on such minor things as
pinball games.

It seems rather strange, in fact, that people in this na-
tion would become wrought up about such a matter as a
pinball game and go to the extremes that some do in trying
to destroy them. It is well understood why some public of-
ficials do this, but that civic-minded people, who supposedly
have the best interests of their country at heart, should war
against the pinball games is another matter. Public officials
may do it for publicity or In the hope of being paid “protec-
tion,” but when newspapers and civic groups begin agitation
against the games then all sorts of questions begin to arise
as to their motives. Such a thing is not in keeping with the
spirit of our country and with the liberal feeling that has
been gaining ground in the last few years.

NEW YORK. Aprll 13—Progress to-
ward an effective State organization
continues to grow as reports come from
varlous parts of the State, Pollowing
the visit of Joseph Fishman and Benja-
min H. Haskell to various citles up-
State in the intercst of organization,
local lenders have kept In touch with
the organization leadcra here and advise
that great enthustasm exists among
operators for the formation of a State
group. The suggestion secems to be
gaining headway that State meetings
should be held monthly, rotating the
place of meeting to the various citles
where local organizations exist. A gen-
eral meeting is being tentatively planned
for June and Utica and Rochester have
already placed Iinvitations for this
meeting. Poughkeepsie and Albany also
want the convention..

It g expected that because of the
acute situation, due to threat of exces-
sive tax, that the second annual con-
vention of the State organlizations will
show an unusually large attendance.
The first convention was held in 1934
at Baratogn Springs. Oreat enthusiasm
was shown at this meeting, but for some
reason the Empire State Skill Games
Board formed at that meeting did not
function according to originnl plans.

A mnew organization was recently
launched in Buffalo by Flshman and
Haskell on their trip. Al Schiesinger, of
Poughkeepsle, is also very busy in try-
ing to get the operators of Western New
York welded together in an organiza-
tion for that section. Leaders here are
hoping that Albany and Syracuse will
also perfect local units.

Estimates made here place the num-
ber of operators thruout New York
State at the 3,000 mark. It is felt that
such & group, properly organtzed, would
be ablc to definitely influence public
opinton and also make o better defense
on behalf of the modern games. The
number of machines thesc 3,000 opera=
tors use ig not definitcly known, but
estimates suggest that the totel will
reach 50.000 machines during the period
of a year.

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Anti-Slug Bill

For Reference

The following anti-siug bill wss
passed by the Artzonn Legislature and
has been signed by the governor. A bill
to license alot machines falled of
passage:

Any person who by means of any
token. slug, false or counterfeited coin.
or by any other means. method, trick or
device whatsoever not lawfully author-
ized by the owner, lessee or licensce of
any vending machine, coln-box tele-
phone or other receptacle designed to
receive or to be operated by lawful coln
of the United States of America In
furtherance of or connection with the
sale, use or enjoyment of property or
service knowingly shall operate or eause
to be operated. or shall attempt to cause
to be operated any vending machine,
coin-box telephone or other receptacle
designed to recelve or to be operated by
lawful coin of the United States of
America, or whoever shall take, accept
or recelve from or by means of any such
machine, coin box or other receptacle
any article of value or service or the use
or enjoyment of any telegraph or other
facility or service without depositing in,
delfvering to and parment into such ma-
chine. coin-box telsphone or receptacle
the amount of lawful coln of the United
States of America required therefor by
the owner, lessec or licensee of such
machine. ¢oin-box telephone or other re-
ceptacle, shall be punished by tmprison-
ment in the county jail for not more
than 60 days or by o finec of not more
than 8200, or by both imprisonment
and fine.

Sec. 2. Any person who, with intent
to cheat, defraud the owner, lessee, U-
censee Or other person entitled to the
contents of any vending machine. coin-
box telephone or other receptacle de-
signed to receive the lawful coln of the
Untted States of Amcrica in furtheranoe
of or connectlion with the sale, use or
enjoyment of property or service or the
use or enjoyment of any telephone, tele-
graph or other facilities or service or
whoever. knowingly or having cause to
belleve that the same 15 intended for
fraudulent or unlawful use on the part
of the purchaser, donec or user there-
of, shall manufacture for sale, sell or
give nway any £oken. slug. false or
counterfeited coln or any device or sube
stance whatsoever {intended or caloulated
to be placed, depoaited or used in any
such vending machine, coln-box tele-
phone or other receptacle shall be pun-
ished by imprisonment in the county
Jail for not more than 80 days or by n
fine of not more than 8500, or by both
imprisonment and fine.

Flays Bill as

Too Inclusive

JEFFERSON CITY. Mo., April 13.—Op-
poaition to the bill placing o graduated
tax Oon amusement games appears cgriain
before a Sennte committec in an effort
to ward off final passage of the measure
which has almady passed the House by a
vote of 101 to 14. Should the Senate pass
the measure. which contains an cmer=
gency clause to allow immediate collec-
tion of the tax, the bill would need only
the governor's signature to become law.

The meaaure was Introduced by Rep-
resentative L. J. Fontana {Democrat), of
St. Louls, but it was the rural vote which
piled up the huge vote for the tax. Chief
opporent of the bill in the House was
Edward J. Hogan (Democrat), also from
St. Louts.

"Putting these kinds of taxes on mo-
chines is going to work o hardship on all
kinds of automatlc vending devices,™
Hogan sald. “Why, even the soda water
people who vend beverages out of coolers
atttomaticnily will be forced to pay »
double tax."

One of the chief arguments for the tax
15 n need in Missour! for ralsing revenue
10 mecet rellef needs. A highly contro-
versial 2 per cent sales tax measure which
would cover all sales and admisslons has
passed one branch of the Legisiature and
now waits final passage. This measur=
has the governor's backing and will be
signed on final approval.

Opponents of the vending and amuse-
ment machine tax have one chance that
the bill may not be called for final pas-
sage, as the Legislature has passed the
adjournment dnte and may stop further
deltberation any day.

JEFFERSON CITY, Mo., April 13.—The State Assoclation of Coin Machine Op.
erntors of Missouri waa organized here April 10, when 83 coin-machine operators
from all parts of the State assembled In meeting here at the Missouri Hotel. While
attendance was not as lorge as expected, many not being able to come at the last
moment due to the veritable cloudburst that spread over practically the entire
Stote, every section of the State was represented at the m=eting. The operators met
at 1 p.n. in the large dining room of the Misasouri Hotel, where they had luncheon.

After the repast they adjourned to o lnrge
meeting room in the basement of the
hotel, where the regular business session
was callcd to order by John H. Beck.
mann, secretary of the Missourl Amuse-
ment Machine Assoclation of St, Louls,
Following an introduetory talk by Beck-
monn as to the purpose of the meeting,
he was unanimously choscn to act as
chairman of tho meetmg. He introduced
Ralph T. Young, of Cincinnatl, head of
the National Operators’ Associntion, who
made o aplendid talk, outlining the pians
of organizing the operators of the State
of Missourl. Mr. Young brought out
many sallent focts concerning the cotn-
machine business in general, stressed the
need of organization in the various
States {n the Union and what such an
organization wili ultimately mean to the
opcrators, Pollowing Young’s talk oper-
ators {rom various sections of the Stats,
representing their particular sections, ex=
plained conditions as they cxisted in
thetr local territories.

to provide for the ralsing of additional
public revenue,” Article 3 in the bl
relates to mechanical games, weighing
machines, pool, billlard and game tables.
The bill pasesscs monthly fees that are
excessive and nlso asscsses pinball tables
twice the amount assessed on pool and
billiard tables. Bowling alleys are also
assessed a monthiy fce.

The Arizona Republic commented edie
torially on this bill April 3, saying that
it “"presented the enforcement officials
of the State with a rather knotty prob-
lem. Its ultimate solution may reguire
a judicial interpretation of the question.
The problem arises . . . {from Section 3
of the law, This scction of the law im-
poses, or attempts to tmpose, o privilege
license tax upon atl mechanical games
or mechanical devices operated for com-
pensation, gnin or profit. There are cer-
tain exemptions such As pay telephones,
pay tollets or vending machines for
stamps, gum, candy or matches.”

The editorial then polnts out pro-
wistons in the bili which are sure to
cause complications in the enforcement
of the bill.

While apporently the newspaper has
no favor for the gnmes mentloned, it
does render a service to the pinball
ganmies by calling nttention to the con-
fusing manner in which many bills are
written and which In 50 many cases
call for expensive and extended court
litigation. It would secmn that when
legislative bodles are anxious to raise
revenue they would {rame bills in in-
telligible fashion so that there would
not be s0 many delays and spending
of tax money to get interpretations of
the law in question.

One of the most important cssentials of sportland operation
was forcibly presented recently to intorested spectators at the Sports
Palace, New York, where the policy of open-counter coupon col-
lecting has been carefully followed. It hzs been explained here
that one of the grcatest assets of this claborate and probably best
known sportiand in the world is its open counter,

The fact that other playces can scc the points boing turncd
in and cashed for tho nocessary coupons or recciving gift mer-
chandise tends to increase play and assure the players of a fair
deal.  The countar is so situated that overyono playing games can
casily soo it and note the manner in which the playcrs arc received.

Woeli-dressed intelligent men are behind tho counter. There
is no shouting. The complete transaction is quiet, simplo and
cfficient, The player arriving at the counter is greeted in a cordial
manner and his points are turned into stamped coupons, initialed by
the attendant and stampod with the date. 1f hc atks for mere
chandise for the number of points accumulated he is handed the
Item and given 3n opportunity to carcfully cxamine it. If it is Just
what he wants it &s as carefully wrapped and bound for him. He is
thanked for his patronage and usually walks away well satisfied.

Other players who stand about and watch the transaction
are encouriged to play further for the items which they have in
mind, whather they rango from a sinple pack of cigarets to an
clectrical washing machine. Al matters at the open counter arg
handled with dispatch. There is no hesitation. The points are
carefully counted out to the player before they are roturned to
cartons_under the counter and his coupons givon him.

The open counter has become immensely popular because of
these many rcasons. The need for capable, efficiont and polite
counter men is paramount, They hold the future of tho sportland
In their palms. Thair actions will decide whether the player will
return to the sportland to play again. [t also aids in drawing a
greeter play from the women, who are now patronizing sportiands
in ever-increasing numbers. Women are the most important cus-
tomers of all business firms. Their patronage is to be encouraged
and respected. Tho open counter s to their liking, Hore they can
make use of onc of the greatest feminine traits, complete and careful
examination of the mcrchandise. Their knowledge of merchandise
costs is important to the sportland proprietor, too, for once he
satisfies his femining trade ho will have & powerful force in action
for him.

The importance of the op. tor trading system, which
is slways backed by the huge merchandise display, is, therefore, to
be taken into first consideration in every sportfand. One of the
greatest points of srgumcnt botween partners now opening 3 noew
sportland on Broadway iz the location of the counter. Thesc part-
ners are not so much concernod with the display, being well ex-
pericnced in this matter, but rathcr with the location of the
counter 90 that it will be convenient and ibla to the play
and also so situated that evcryone can note the transactions. If
possible the counter should be so placed so that those looking in
from tho outsido can scc every transaction. A player taking away °
valuable mcrchandise Is the greatest inducemcnt to the passer-by.

important point for the sportland owner himself is to
have the type of men at the counter who can kecp 8 careful chock
on the coupons being awarded and the merchandisc being ghven,
Careful counter men prevent many losses, znd., because of the
importance of their jobs, thesos men must be gentlemen in every
sanse of the word. They must also be efficicnt business men and

Kenney Comments
On Lottery Bill

WASHINGTON. Apri 13.—With defi-
nite threat of incrensed taxation bills
to raise funds to replenish Uncle Sam's
Treasury chcest to pay tremendous re-
cavery bllls, hundreds of letters are
pouring into Capitol Hill oflices urging
enactment this session of Congressman
Edward A. Kenney's bill for a natlonal
billion-dollar lottery, It was learned here
this week.

With little or no opposition yet crys-
tallized ngainst the lottery measure, the
publie, fearing that the government will
pay for recovery thru digging deeper into
John Taxpayer's pocket, i deluging
official Washington in pleas for the
Kenney bill to add a possible blllion
dollars to the Treasury.

“Yes, during thc last few days tho
nation from here to Califormin has
awakened to the revenue-producing
merits of my lottery bill," Congressman
Kenncy told The Billboard, “and I have
recelved scores of lengthy petitions urg-
ing Congress to enact the measure this
sessfon. The bill would produce at leest
a billlon dollars for ‘the country to fight
the depression.”

Pointing out that lotteries in the pnst
were a recognized means of ralsing
revenus in times of financlal need, Con-
gressman Kenney cited George Washing-
ton as one of the first to recognize the
advantages of lotterics for this purpose.

“George Washington, in hls wisdom
and prudence. Tesorted to the lottery as
a means of raising revenue for the pub-
He good.” Congressman Kenpey told
Congresa in urging action on his bill
following public pressure for the enact-
ment.

Explaining details of his idea of n
national lottery, the congressmah sald
that he belleved the natlonal lottery
idea would go a long way towards re-
plenishing the Treasury. and at the snme
ttme keep mlllions of dollars now spent
on foreign lotteries in this country.
where it wiI} be used for the welfare of
the American people.

*“I would propoae one award of, say,
$120.000 and speclfy $500 as the mint-
mum award,” Congressman Kenney sald.
“Rather than fixtng a number of capital
awards at amounts spaced closely below
the principal prize, I would favor a very
much greater number of awnrds graded
upward from the minimum figure. In
other words, § would afford silces of
good luck to more participanta with
good chances of winning something.”

Promising that the lottery should
produce at feast a billion dollars an-
nually, Congressman Kenney outlined
his I1den of the proper procedure to
galn this end.

“To produce a billjon-dollar retenue
for veterans' relief—as the government’s
40 per cent share—there would be sold
$2.500.000.000 worth of tickets. The
price of the ticket being 82, the total of
tiekets sold in the year would be 1.250.-
000,000, or monthly 104,166,666 tickets.
The odds agalnst winning an award can
then be determined by the participant
by dividing the total number of the
offered prizes into the filgure 104,166,-
666, explained Congressman Kenney.
*“Thus if the total number of offered
prizes should be 5000 the participant
could learn that he had one chance In
20,838 to win a prize.”

Under the Kenney lottery plan the
postmaster general would be authorized
to open the facilities of the post offices
of the nation for the sale of lottery
tickets. thus protecting the publie
against fraud by forgery and other evils
which infgst the sale of foreign lottery
tickets.

In s dramatic speech before the House
ot Representatives at this sesslon Oon-
greasman Kenney rencwed his aggressive
battle for passage of his bill, reminding
his feilow members that a grave emer-
gency cxists and that the nation s .in
dire necd of funds to care for the
veterans and distressed,

“I am not only advocating, but I am
urging the membership of thts House to
take up and pass my bill providing for
a national lottery,” Kenney declared. A
national lottery was an lasus in my last
campaign. It is & great emergency
measure and we have not yet lifted the
emergency existing In this country.”

“When the city of Washington, now
the Distriet of Columbia, wns being
built Congress authorized a lottery for
the purpose of ralsing funds to build
the capital”™ pointed out Kenney, X
happened to come {nto possession of
what I belleve 18 the only lottery ticket
issued under act of Congress nNow 6xX-
tant.

“We have done much to protect our
people In investments.” added Kenney
“We undertook to do this by passing the
stock exchange law, Other legislation
has come before Congress with the same
purpose in mind, but we have doue
nothing to help our people invest (n
honest lottery tickets. Lottery tickets
are sold in every section of the country,
Foreign tickets, ves, and fraudulent
tickets operated by dishonest indi-
viduals.”

“We are here- to do rescue work: let
us pass the lottery bIl,” concluded
Kenney.

Insisting that he has been favorably
tmpressed by the lack of opposition to
his blll, Congressman Kenney sald that
the nation now Is organizing and put.-
::318 preasure on Congress to pass the

Demand for Games
Felt by Distribs

NEW YORK, April 13.—Distributors of
pinball table games in this area have
been caught short. There was some
fear that the demand for games would
not be as great as usua! and therefore
many of the distribs here did not rush
in large orders. Due to this fact most
of them are without games to meet the
present demand.

Jobbers and operators thruout this
territory have suddenly been demanding
the Iatest games in quantities. The dis-
tribs have been unable to meet this de-
mand and some of them have been In
constant long-distance touch with thefr
factories. It {s belleved that within a
few weeks there will be faster delivery
of the new games.

‘The sportlands and general operators,
because of the Albany situation, were
reluctant to order in large quantity, but
since general optimism hae returned it
is belleved that more games will be sold
during the coming summer months than
at any similar period in the history of
this arca. Orders that some oOf the
lending distribs here already have placed
show that more games will be sold dur-
tng the spring season of 1935 than were
sold during the past winter.

Distribs also report the general de-
mand bdetng for skill games with in-
tricate play. The clectrical lighting
games nre preferred. It is also stated
that the public is asking for games
whiah will keep them Interested for
longer periods of time and distribs are
therefore aeking thelr factorics for real
games of skill.
