• CHICAGO, June 1.-Tbe beginning of the summer season finds the vaude 
situation here in a healthier condition than It has been in yea.rs. Of the 172 
days regularly booked from here, the bookers have lost but 18 per cent, or 31 days 
of the time, due to summer closin gs. But two thea.ters here have dtsconttnuect 

.. stage shows tor the summer. the Avalon, a Saturday and SUnday date, and the 
Drake, which was running SUndays only. The b a lance of the 31 days Is repre­
sented by one and two-day dates In outside towns. At present there are 141 

days of regular "time bool<ed from here. •·==============="" Bummar!zed they amount to 12 full 
weeks, four four-days, 12 three-days, 10 
Saturdays and Sundays, two Saturdays 
and 13 5undays. Besides these there are 
numerous occasional spots that use stage 
shows :from every two weeks to once a. 
month. Vaude and units have gained a 
foothold In many towns that have not 
had shows tor several years. which is 
=:o':i~n by many as an e~courag!ng 

Houses running regular shows are as 
follows : Full weeks, State-Lake,. Mar bro 
and Oriental, Chicago; Broadway-Capitol, 
Detroit; Princess, Nashv llle;. Tower, Kan• 
sas City; Lyric, Indla.napolls; State, M!n­
neapo!Js; Colonial, Dayton; Riverside, 
Mllwaukee, and the two full weeks 
represented by the Winnipeg, Canada, 
clrcU1t of tour neighborhood houses. It 
Is expected that another week or two 
will be added shortly to the Winnipeg 
time. The Paramount, Omaha, which 
was forced to discontinue shows because 
of the street car strlke there, Is a full 
week and shows are liable to be resumed

With incidents 
like the case of the newspapers in Washington, D. C., now a 
1D;ttter of r~c.Qrd, it i~ easy to get important evidence as to 
bow racing news and sport pages in general enco~age 
gamblin_g. ~y carefully p,lanned agit~tiop in imny citic$ it 
ii; llOSSible to. enlist i-e!oµn org;inizations or even organize 
11ne to make a local new11paper sit up and take notice on this 
point. 

Naturally, the amusement games business is not i(lter­
ested in refol'l}ling certain qc:wspapers qr in b11qnjpg r11cing 
news. :S1.1t in some cases the only language that &ensational 
and r~c;tionary newsp;ipers cant under$,tand is \o strike bac;k 
in their pwn la~guage. 111 dealing with these typef of PC'IVS· 
papers it ii! <1lways necesi;~ry to agitat.e and enlist civic or­
gi}lli!lltiOl;lf in tb~ city, ~eW$papers · have to fa~e tbe· fapt 
tjlat a decency IT-JOVement bas wielded powerful in.Auence on 
the movie11, l!.!ld ;tlot Q.f pent,µp ener~ is waitin~ for the proper 
agitatiop to turJJ it 1001,e pn the newspapers. 

1'4c pollc_y of tho pip~l divieiqn is to cultivate the 
friendship of newsP.apers in every way po!iJiible, but there are 
some pap,ers that cannot be persuaded by re,son nor logic to 
give ,Pittb11,ll operators a square deal. In .such cases the 01;1ly 
recourse is to ·strike back in every way pQSsible. 

When. -.ivic, or reform organizat\ons attack pinhal! games 
it is prac.ti<;ally always JlQ&sible to strike. back in an effective 
and yet reasqned rebutial. In some Qi\&Cs it m-1y be neces­
sary to pring the tactics or- peraonalities of t!)e Qrg.imzl!tjon 
out in the Qpt;n and expose them. A recent example ef re­
plying to a civic orgi',~atjop may be {gu,nd Ip the i;irc.~ar 
distril;,yted in 1'4el'!\phi11, p11blish~ in full in the May 11 issue 
of The Billb,g;µd. Later ~PQ~ from Memphis indicate that 
this Febuttal must Jitve hacl g~ results.

available for the trade. We have made it a poliny to ac­
cumulijte .p1d publish every possible ar,gqment th<!;t' can be 
used in defense of amusement games, The nel!;t step is to 
acqJ>ire courage and experience in using theae a~gurnents to 
strike back at those who make unf~ attacks upon the 
games.
