Town was well billed with 24 and 28
sheets, to say nothing of the billing done
in subways, on elevateds and thruout
the business section by the garden crew,
headed by Harry Collier. Local papers
were cold to the rodeo until three days be-
fore its appearance, but then broke with
splendid stories and gave event plenty
of space on the first two days. Excellent
publicity job was done by Les Stout, of
the garden.

Larry Finley won the first night’s bare-
back bronk riding contest with an almost
perfect ride on Black Bird. Vivian White
won the girl’s riding contest on Calcutta.
Cowboys’ Calf Roping contest was won by
Hoyt Hefner, who subdued his calf in 19
seconds.

A new feature here is the basket ball
game between teams of five mounted men.
It proved a mixture of football, basket
ball and wrestling, with the Oklahoma
team winning the initial setto. Horseshoe
pitching and the usual brahma bull riding
and cow-milking contests and fancy
roping kept the crowd entertained.

Manager
Walter Brown was confident that en-
thusiasm shown on opening night would
result in many new rodeo fans and that
business for the 10 days would be satis-
factory.

Commissions Starts

NEW YORK, Nov. 4.—A wide diiference
of opinion between Actors’ Equity execs
and members of the committee looking
into the agency licensing policy became
apparent yesterday when Paul Dullzell,
executive secretary, confirmed report that
there were many on the committee dis-
posed toward idea of increasing agents’
commissions to 10 per cent minimum.

“If the committee recommends that
solution to the Council and a majority of
the Council adopts the increase,” Dull-
zell said, “there is nothing to stop me
from taking it to the membership. When
the members learn that Council has
voted to raise the commissions they may
tear the roofs down. I know the mem-
bership will agree with me.”

In the last analysis, Dullzell opined,
the agency regulations were designed to
protect the lesser-knowm actors—who are
the very ones who can't afford the in-
creased commissions.

About three-fourths of those inter-
viewed were in the active-productive
years, 20 to 44. The falr attracted pro-
portionally more middle and upper in-
come people. One-third were professional
or white collar. Educational level com-
pared with the United States as a whole
shows the expo visitor much more edu-
cated than the average., Five-wsevenths
gave family incomes at $2,000 and over.
About one-fourth of the visitors were
from New York City, or about one-half of
“what could reasonably be expected.”

More than one-third made only one
visit, and only 22 per cent made more
than two. No income level difference was
found among those who made one to
four visits. Twenty-nine per cent did
not intend to come again. About 10 per
cent of visitors living in New York City
said they would not come again, about
half said they would make two to four
more visits and a third declared they
would come again elght or more times.

PARIS., Oct. 28.—Despite the war, signs are multiplying that Parisians will
enjoy this winter an operatic and theatrica! season almost as varled and brilliant
as in times of peace. Following the example of the Opera-Comique, which is at
present staging Verdi's La Travicta, and the Comedie-Francaise, where the per-

formance of Moliere's Le Misanthrope attracted a turn-away crowd, the Theatre
de I'Odeon is making preparations to reopen and several other Paris houses are

arranging interesting programs. Among
for its hilarious farces. and the Theatre
de Paris, which will reopen with Jean
Cocteau's Parents Terribles. The Palais
Royal will present a new comedy by
Pierre Veber, entitled Venus de ['llot.
It is also reported that Mme. Ludmilla
Pitoeff, who is now on tour in Switzer-
land. will confinue ber late husband’s
work at the Theatre des Mathurins.
The resumption of performances in
Parls theaters is permitted bY the
authorities. who have extended the
closing hour from 10 to 11 p.m. on
condition that houses are able to pro-
vide for the security of their audiences
in the event of an alr raid. The Opera-
Comique is particularly well equipped
in this respect, for Its cellars will
accommodate from 2,000 to 2,500 per-

-Sons.

For vaudeville, the future does not
appear bright. In the legit field the
older actors are avallable to replace
those who have been mobilized, whereas
vaudeville is essentially composed ol a
generation that can not, with a few
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the latter are the Palals Royal, famous

YTEVERAL years ago the Rockefeller
family completed the first unit of
what was later to become known as
Rockefeller Center. The sparkling jewel
of this midtown development was Radio
City Music Hall. The wise guys of show
business could not successfully pretend
that they knew enough about realty and
architecture to enable them to put the
needles in for the Center generally, so
they stuck to their knitting and, with
the enthusiastic aid of local scriveners,
concentrated their fire on the Music
Hall. They picked apart the Rockefeller
contribution to popular entertainment
so rapaciously and so greedily that few
would dare at the time to predict that
the Music Hall would remain standing
long after their jibes and taunts would
be forgotten and that it would by wise
management, adherence to a standard
of ethics unknown to many of its de-
tractors and for various other reasons
that are by now well known to all and
sundry evolve as one of the outstanding
theaters of the country.

* L

S. L. Rothafel, who gave his name (0
the theater that is now engaged in
friendly competition with the Music
Hall, offered his life as a sacrifice to
the sadistic cruelty of those who de-
lighted in attacking the least consequen-
tial imperfections of his creation. It
was truly so because the brickbats were
no longer obscuring the sun’s rays after
he departed. Now Roxy is dead. Most of
those who hurled their chinchy assaults
against the Rockefeller theater would
vigorously deny today that they greeted
its birth with lively hissing. The Music
Hall is carrying on a mellowing tradition
of presenting the best available in song,
dance, light, color and in the cinema.
The Music Hall has become an institu-
tion of which the Rockefellers can well
be proud; an institution that New York
with its reputation for being blase can
point to as the brightest spot of its
theatrical firmament. New Yorkers may
on occasion take the Music Hall too
much for granted, as it does with many
of its man-made wonders, but to the
visiting firemen the Music Hall is still
and will continue to be more and more
as time goes on a preferred item on their
calling list.

There is good reason to believe thab
a good percentage of our Broadway
readers may smile indulgently at these
lines, probably forgiving us if they are
kind for going berserk after too liberal
doses of Music Hall heroics in size,
lavishness and preciseness back and
front of the house. This would probably
be the case if we had not before wit-
pessed similar patterns, somewhat
smaller but very much the same, Iin
osther institutions thruout the country.
Tt doesn’t happen to be the case because
the point we wish to make it that the
Music Hall inspires bur reverence hecause
of the very human qualities linked to
its operation; human qualities that per-
sist. it must be emphasized. not because
of the Music Hall’s bigness, lavishness
and hreathtaking beauty—but despite
these.

The Muslc Hall is a great institution,
we have good reason to believe, because
the Rockefellers have given carte blanche
to a white-haired, unostentatious little
man who calls himself W. G. Van
Schmus. We have never seen it to fail
in an organization of any kind that the
beneficence, wisdom and humanness or
the antonymic categories of these trickle
down from the fountainhead of the
leader into every crevice of the organiza-
tion. In the case of the Music Hall one
finde manifestations of Van Schmus's
excellent gualities as a man and genfus
as an organizer in every department
and in every wing of the structure.
Courtesy and consideration seem to be
the keystone and from these branch

ut good taste, refinement, dignity and
various other postive manifestations of
a laudatory character.

When what were then called de luxe
theaters first opened their doors a little
less than 20 years ago the public was
somewhat thrilled by the novelty of it
all. Tt flocked to the theaters because
they were garish, because they were
heavily exploited and because they were
favored with product and shows. Bub
the public never reached the point where
it looked with any degree of reverence
at the de luxe policy of management.
Its executives were lampooned as well as
its ushers and other uniformed em-

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N. Y. BASEBALL REVAMP DUE

Home and Away Games To Go On;

P. & G., ESSO Reported Quitting

NEW YORK, Nov. 4.—A revamping of
the method of broadcasting New York
baseball games {s reported for the 1940
season on the part of the New York
Giants and the World's Champlon Yan-
kees, of the National and American
leagues, respectively. While manage-
ments of both teams are understood ta
be pleasantly satisfied wita the $100,000
or so the radio rights bring in, they are
not satisfied with the manper in which
the games were bhroadcast. It is not
quite certain that the next season’s
games will go on the air, at least not
for the same sponsors who had them
this year. Advertisers were General
Mills, Procter & Gamble and Esso gas
and oils. The Podger games, however,
are sald to be in the bag for Ceneral
Mills,

Because the commercial sales talks
were rotated among the three accounts,
P. & G. and Bsso, it is reported. have in-
formed GM they will not participate
next year. General Mills originally ob-
tained the rights and then sold partici-
pation to the other two companies. 'The
three-day breaks in the commercials re-
sulted in a diffusion of sales effort, 1t
15 claimed, thus lowering the advertis-
ing returns on the investments. As the
situation stands now, insiders say that,
In effect, General Mills is on the spot
as to continuation of the Yankee and
Giant games

The dissatisfaction attributed to the

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Much Skepticism Expressed

As Trade Debates New Chain,
Waits for List of Stations

CHICAGO, Nov. 4—That Mutual will
strenuously oppose any action on the
part of Elliott Roosevelt, of Blackett-
Sample-Hummert Advertising Agency,
whereby Roosevelt Texas State Network
will sell time at less than 85 per cent
of card rate was made known here this
week. Fred Weber, general manager of
MBS, summoned here suddenly when
the Transcontinental Network started
simmering, advised Roosevelt and B-S-H
that the contract between MBS and
TSN provides that the Texas chain will
not take business from any source for
less than card rate minus advertising
agency discount. This is standard
Mutual practice, except when Mutual
charges its selling commission and dif-
fers from other network policles which
pay considerably less than the 85 per
cent, deals varying between network and
station.

Weber informed Rooscvelt and the ad-
vertising agency that Mutual will clear
time on its network for the Blackett-
Sample-Hummert business and that if
WGN and WOR cannot handle the busi-
ness Mutual and these two stations are
willing to let competitive New York and
Chicago stations take the shows. No
other concessions will be made, Weber
asserted, and not only will Mutual en-
force its contract with Roosevelt, but
“there will be no taking over of Mutual
by anybody.”

CHICAGO, Nov. 4—Principal topic of
conversation in radio circles this week
was the announcement of the formation
of the Transcontinental Network. with
Elliott Roosevelt one of the seven mem-
bers of the board. - Much of the talk
has been in connection with behind-
the-scenes activity involving Roosevelt,

Hill Blackett, of Blackett-Sample-Hum-
mert, and the Mutual Broadcasting
System. Trade opinion locally and

reaching hecre from New York indicates
that the possibilities of a new national
network are regarded with considerable
skepticism in view of past experiences.

Network proposition, except for the
case of Mutual, which has now had
recognition for some years and Is still
fighting CBS and NBC tooth and nalil
for stations and business, recalls the new
network talk of about two years ago,
which centered around Floyd Odlum,
president of the Atlas Corp. and Rich-
ard Patterson, former NBC vice-presi-
dent. Authoritative comment is that
Odlum and his group, which control
practically unlimited financial re-
sources, were desirous of investing in
radio. Patterson studied the possibilities
of another network for a year and then
the project was dropped. Principal
reasons are supposed to have been a lack
of new business: difficulty of getting
stations, and the prohibitive cost of
Hnes. A Coast-to-Coast line costs from
$500,000 to $750,000, according to net-
work experience. Installation takes a
year or more.

Roosevelt is the principal organizer of
the new chain, it is claimed. altho the
original press release announcing its
formation contained a statement in
which he deprecated his own impor-
tance. Germ of the idea started be-
cause of the desire on the part of
Blackett-Sample-Hummert to get two
hours of night network for some of
their daytimme serials. Agency recently
bought two hours five nights a week on
WMCA, New York, to broadcast serials
heard the same day on other nctwork
stations in New York, price supposed
to he $125,000. WMCA is mentioned as
+he New York outlet for Transcontinen-
tal; WLS and WCFL are variously re-
ported as the Chicago possibilities.

Fred Weber, general manager for
Mutual, has been endeavoring to clear
the required evening time, but while
Mutual says it can clear the time—with
the important exceptions of WOR and
WGN—it was believed to be marking
time a bit, according to report, waiting
to learn what stations would be wanted
and, if new llnes were needed, Wwho
would pay for the lines. There was
considerable talk in the trade that
Mutual had been given a raw deal in
this situation, in view, partly of the
affillation of Roosevelt Texas State

Network with Mutual, contract on which
still has 18 months to go. Emerson
Radio, which sponsors Roosevelt’s news
commentary on Mutual, has canceled
at the end of the present 13-week run.

Trade has been impatiently waiting
for the list of *“100 stations™ which
Transcontinental sald it would announce.
Opinion is that it is not so much the
humber of stations signed, but their
location and transmitter power. In
other words, if Transcontinental has
mostly 100-watters, It indicates that
the latter, without network affillation,
had nothing to lose in agreeing to go
in with the new chain. However, the
cost of lines and getting business still
remain major problems. Last will be
helped considerably by the Blackett-
Sample-Hummert placement. Reported,
also, that Father Coughlin, whom Elliott
Roosevelt severely criticized recently on
a Mutual broadcast, may bring his
business to the new chain. Roosevelt's
Texas network quit the NAB because
of its recently promulgated Code of
Ethics, which bans sale of time to
Father Coughlin. B-S-H, Father Cough-
lin and other political considerations
are the differences between the Trans-
continental and Odlum network pro-
posals.

Washington Cool

WASHINGTON, Nov. 4.—Only polite
interest was aroused in the Capital this
week by announcement that Elliott
Roosevelt is starting a fourth Coast-to-
Coast radio chain. “The tune Is
familiar,” sald one official who didn't
want to be quoted, “and only the words
are new.” In this brief statement there
was reference to the many previous
attempts to found radio networks, and
it seemed to reflect the general impres-
sion in this city.

There appeared to be some belief
that the financial sinew for such a
venture could come only from time
sold to Father Coughlin and others who
do not appeal to broadcasters in general.
According to reports reaching this city,
Flliott Roosevelt made one trip to
Detroit, shortly after the first' Chicago
meeting of the newly formed Trans-
continental Broadcasting System, and it
is believed that he went to the Auto
City to discuss time clearances with the
priest. At any rate, his trip is being
connected with a recent statement by
him from Windsor, Ont., in which he
said that he would willingly sell time
to the Catholic orator.

One experienced radio man here de-
clared that it may be possible for young
Roosevelt to arrange a Coast-to-Coast
hook-up for certain radio programs at
various times, but that it would be

impossible for him to establish a full-
fledged chain in anything short of
many years. He pointed out that
Roosevelt has not made such a startling
success of the Texas State Network,
citing deficit operations by that regional
chain. Altho not attempting to be
critical, the radio man merely tricd to
explain his reasons for doubting, until
such time that the new chain is a
proven success. He said that Rooscvelt,
in order to claim network status, will
have to supply sustaining hours to his
affillates, and the facts in the Texas
chaln indicated that heavy reliance had
been placed upon Mutual for TSN's
supply of sustaining programs.

It is conceded here that, if Trans-
continental goes beyond the talking
stage, ‘it will have its most devastating
cffect upon Mutual's organization, but
would also make slight dents in NBC
and CBS. However, the satisfaction of
the more powerful stations, clear chan-
nels and regionals, with their relations
in existing chains, are expected to bar
the newer web from the better markets.

Elliott Roosevelt is attempting to
sign affiliates upon an exclusive basis,
and the Transcontinental contract is
said to contain optional clauses for
evening hours, according to reports here.
In this respect it would differ from
Mutual affiliation deals and
contain the objectional feature which
Roosevelt criticized when he appeared
before the FCC hearings on network
broadcasting and possible monopoly.
Heretofore the Texas radio man has
been belicved an opponent of exclusive
contracts and time options to network
organizations.

Meet Hurdles

On This Season’s Rating Race

NEW YORK, Nov. 4.—Present radio
season has been marked by difficulties
in the leading comedy shows and some
of them are still in trouble. Pack is led
by Robert Benchley, who seemed 1o be
unable really to get going on the air and
whose scries for Old Gold fades after the
November 14 broadcast. CBS may try to
sell Benchley on another show. Another
comic who has been having considerable
script trouble is Walter O'Keefe, with
his material failing to come to a high
level since his series for Lever Brothers
started a month or so ago.

Jack Benny, for some seasons now,
seems to require three or four shows
under his belt before he gets into the
groove. Same thing was true this year,
partly, perhaps, because he has a new
tenor on the program and the problem
of establishing the new character slowed
up proceedings. Ken Murray, for Texaco,
has been an in-and-outer on the show,
with the gags running hot one week and
strictly polar bear the next.

There is some talk that the Charlie
McCarthy draw has been fading some-

what and that this caused Edgar Bergen
and the producers of the Chase & San-
born show to shunt Charlie off on a
mythical carnival tour, allowing Bergen
to introduce his other dummy character,
the hillbilly Mortimer Snerd.

For the first time since he has been
under contract to Bristol-Myers, Fred
Allen has had sponsor trouble, company
wanting him to change his formula.
When his present series started Allen
found a number of spots he had been
using for some time were out, on sponsor's
order, but with the new formula failing
to click Allen has reinstated practically
all the features he had been told to drop.

In October Revenue

NEW YORK, Nov, 4—Three major net-
works report important gross gains for
the month of October, 1939, as well as
improvement over the 10-month total for
this year as agalnst 1938. CBS hiked 41
per cent over October of last year, with a
sock $3,366,654, compared to $2.387,395.
This year CBS has grossed $27,532,088 so
far, compared to $22,362.927.

Mutual bounced up 23.1 per cent this
past October, partly due to World Serles
revenue, registering $428.221. Last year
the score was $347,771, and the 10-month
1938 tally was $2,222,026. This year Mu-
tual has entered $2,685,038 on its books.

NBC's Blue take for October was $898.-
125. The Red had $3,321128. NBC's
total revenue so far this year is $36,729,-
622, with 1938 bringing in $33.676.688.
October, 1939, gained 11.8 over the same
month last year.

NEW YORK, Nov. 4.—Whatever gains
the record companies have made in the
direction of lcensing disks for radio use
may be very much diminished in the
event the case of Harms, Inc., versus RCA-
Victor is decided in favor of the pub-
lisher. Case, which went to Federal
Court {n July, will establish whether a
recording company can make {ts own ar-
rangement of a copyrighted tune.

Importance of this has come into
8harp relief now in view of the record
tangle and MPPA’s negotiations with
NAPA. Should pubs get the nod, MPPA,
according to legal opinion, will then be
in a position to dictate to record com-
panfies.

It has been customary to make special
arrangements when recording a copy=
righted song.

CHICAGO, Nov. 4.—John Shepard IIT,
prez of the Yankee and Colon!al networks,
will continue airing the Rev, Charles
Coughlin on the 18 stations used by the
radio priest on the Colonlal web, but the
time will be on a free sustaining basis
rather than the commercial contract held
by Shepard on Coughlin until its expira-
tion October 29. Decision was sustalned
here Priday during the NAB board of
directors meeting, when it backed up the
findings of the NAB code committee on
contracts bearlng on controversial sub-
jects which extended past the October 1
date of adoption of the code.

Board decided that stations holding
contracts, which could not be volded be-
fore their expiration date and which ex-
tended past the October 1 deadline, would
be allowed to operate altho they were in
conflict with the code. All other points
of the code also were passed upon by the
board.

Nitery Op Sues ASCAP for 50G
On Illegal Monopoly Charges

PHILADELPHIA, Nov. 4. — Action to
force ASCAP to face an open court test
on its right to collect performance license
fees was instituted here today (4) by
Arthur Padula in the Federal District
Court. Suit charges ASCAP with being
an illegal monopoly and causing a re-
straint of trade in violation of the
Sherman Anti-Trust Act.

Padula, operator of the Anchorage Inn
here, filed a $50,000 claim against the
Society because of its refusal tq license
his spot. According to Padula, his diffi-
culties with ASCAP go back to the clos-
ing of the Arcadia International Restau-
rant here, of which he was prez. ASCAP
held him personally responsible for back
payment of royaltles accruing at the
Arcadia. He contends that he cannot be
responsible for the default, since the
Arcadia was run by a corporation of
which he was the head. His present spot,

the Anchorage, he says, has no connec-
tion with the defunct Arcadla, and re-
fusal to grant him a license to play
ASCAP tunes is tantamount to a viola=
tion of the anti-trust laws. Claims his
absolution from being held personally
responsible for the Arcadia debts by the
Federal Court gives him a sound basis
for the suit against ASCAP,

ASCAP previously entered suit against
Padula for $1,500 for alleged violation of
its licensing laws. He is charged with
having given unauthorized performances
of 3ix tunes. Padula admits these viola-
tions and says that many more tune vio-
lations could have been caught if the
ASBCAP agents had come to his spot more
frequently. However, he said, these vio-
lations were necessary, since ASCAP holds
a virtual monopoly on all dance music.

No date has been set for the hearing.

ditions in every phase of the industry.
Save for the film sound tracks, bulk
of all musical recording work is done
here in New York.

While the microscope-toting union
officlals do not expect to find any
appreciable degree of working bhelow the
scale at the recording studios-—threaten-
ing revocation of recording license
against any caught cutting—union is
concerned with squawks of band leaders
and musicians that they have to walt
too long before getting pald off on
recording dates, both for phonograph
disks and electrical transcriptions. In

If laggardly pay-offs are found to be
chronic, union will correct the evil
immediately by invoking an exlisting
iaw which classifies all recording dates
as single engagements. As such, all
recording dates must be pald thru the
offices of the local and within two
weeks of the date of the recording
session. Unfon, in turn, will pay off
the musicians. Arons will be paymaster.

Rosenberg and Arons plan to start
their probe within the next few weeks.
Following the same procedure as when
the union cleaned up underscaling
abuses among the club bookers, letters
are being prepared for mailings to all
recording band leaders in the local’s
Jurisdiction. Leaders will be interro-
gated relative to their work for record-
ing and transcription studios and their
recording contracts turned over to the
board for examination.

International Musie
Crisis in New York

Law for Wis. Spots

MADISON, Wis,, Nov. 4.—Effective thls
week, all public dance halls within the
city limits will have to pay a lleense fee,
based on the amount of square feet avali-
able for dancing. Sprets with floors up to
250 square feet wil! pay $10 per month,
fee graduated so that halls with more
than 400 square feet will pay $25 per
month. Special llcenses for p single
dance, good for only 24 hours, are avatl-
able for $4 per dance.

New ordinance provides that llcense
be secured for dancing tho such dancing
may be only incidental to the business.
It also hits spots using automatic music
machines, ordinance calling for a2 $10 an-
nual license fee for operation of each
phono. Ordinance further bars dance hall
door to persons under 16 and sets 1 am.
for the closing hour.

In the country tavern ops will present
to the next meeting of the Dane County
Board 2 new dance hall ordinance pro-
viding for fees from $3 to $8 monthly for
all taverns where small orks of four men
or less are employed, Proposed measure
also provides far a $10 yearly license cn
automatic mustc machines,

spots and not for the larger halls. Present
ordinance draws na distinction of size
and calls for a $4 nightly fee to pay for
an inspector and fn additional 50-cent
fee to the county.

NEW YORK, Nov. 4-It was probably inevitable that with the increasing
importance of band leaders to star gazing Johnny Q. Public there would follow
a bull market for the services of the stick-waving gentry in fields a little out-

side the pale of one-nighters and hotel stands.

The ftirst step was letting the

hero-worshipers get a load of their idols via the familiar movie route, with Benny
Goodman and Gene Krupa in films released some time ago and Aitic Shaw and
Kay Kyser coming up in a couple of celluloid epics, not to mention the numerous

shorts made by the batoneers. A new
angle, however, is the demand for top
musicians to take over important roles,
acting and otherwise, in legitimate
Broadway stage productions. While
stage musicals at one time wused to
carry bands along with them—George
Olsen in a couple of Florenz Zicgfeld
musicals was a prime example—~the new
phase has the tootlers attempting to do
some legitimate histrionics, complete to
speaking llnes and character casting.

Foremost among the musiker-turned-
thespian is Benny Goodman, who will
don the mantle of Booth in a musical
by no less author than Willlam Shake-
speare, A Midsummer Night’'s Dream,
which, in a slightly altered form, is
slated for the Center Theater here this
month under the also slightly altered
title of Swingin’ the Dream.

It comes as something of a surprise to me to learn that certain of the
gentlemen who write reviews for the dailles actually praised William Saroyan's

The Time of Your Life.

I've never had any undue regard for either the discernment

or the theatrical knowledge of most of the members of the Critics’ Circle, but I
did think that they might possess at least the modicum of intelligence necessary
to avoid being taken in by the rampant asininity now current at the Booth,

In a cursory but amazement-filled tour thru the columns of criticism I have
discovered that Mr. Saroyan is packed with a huge and surging love for humanity,
a straining desire to discover the best in man. a fine contempt for the muffling
forces of whalcboned convention, and a splendid urge to shake mankind free
into the sunlight of its own best gifts—and therefore The Time of Your Life is a

magnificent play. It {s barely possible

that Mr. Saroyan actually does possess'

all these urges and surges—tho I gravely doubt it—but even if he does, the con-

clusion drawn therefrom seems like a perfect non sequitur.

I know a taxi driver

who actually does possess the same things, and who tries to write what he calls
poetry about them. It happens to be very bad poetry—and I don't quite see how
possession of the miscellaneous urges and surges in itself makes the taxi driver

one of the world’s great artists.

As TI've %tried to indicate, I can’t even accept as a mathematical certainty the
claim that Mr. Saroyan has a right to all the bright, philanthropic and warmly

human adjectives with which he has been garlanded.

It may be unjust, but his

fantastic and ridiculous failure as an artist make me suspect his stature as a man.

For one thing, the very reviewers who praised the Saroyan what-is-it as great
drama blithely admitted in their reviews that they had no idea either of what

it was about or what it was trying to say.

It is my contention that a man

deservedly bedecked by all the adjectives hung upon Mr. Saroyan leaves no doubt
as to his intentions, no matter how badly they happen to be expressed—unless,
of course, he is a moron. And if the reviewers are trying to indicate obliquely that
Mr. Saroyan is a moron, then it's hard to see why they also call him a genius.

For another thing, it Is my suspicion that anyone honestly in love with
humanity and zealous to right its manifold wrongs will seize every opportunity to

articulate his viewpoint.

But the very essence of Mr. Saroyan’s play, according

to its balmiest idolators, is its inarticulate quality—which gives rise to the suspicion
that Mr. Saroyan is either incapable of being articulate or is more interested in
creating a tuppenny sensation than in being all the marvelous things that the

reviewers say he is,

And finally, it seems to at least one spectator (this one) that you can't find
in Mr., Saroyan’s play more than a vague hint of the endearing qualities that

the boys read into it.

All that you can get from it as it stands—all that I could

get, anyhow—is the firm conviction that its author is a fumbling blunderer with

a tendency to strike cheap poses.

If Mr. Saroyan'’s name hadn’t been on the

program and if he hadn't first blithely announced that he possessed all the
qualities the boys later attributed to him, I suspect that that’s all that the boys

would ha- found in it too.

OUT-OF-TOWN OPENINGS
“Key Largo”

(English's)
INDIANAPOLIS

The conibination of the sincere acting
of Paul Muni and a provocative—but
loosely-knit—play by Maxwell Anderson
presumably may be a treat for Broadway
when Key Largo opens in New York No-
vember 27 as a Playwrights® Co. produc-
tion. At least that is the reaction follow-
ing the play’s premiere in English’s this
week, Before New Yorkers see it the
drama will have played in Columbus, O.,
Cleveland, Buftfalo and Boston.

In Key Largo Anderson has the mak-
ings of a genuinely powerful play. But
as presented here it suffers from a melo-
dramatic second act (the last) which
forestalls a satisfactory solution of the
problem so carefully and ingeniously
raised in the preceding prolog and first
act.

Key Largo concerns King McCloud, an
American who "fights with the Loyalists
in Spain until he learns that the army,
beaten and about to give up, is falling
back and leaving him with four com-
panions to die while covering the retreat.
McCloud, his faith in humanity shattered,
deserts; his companions die.

Back in America, McCloud searches out
the families of each of the boys he had
left to die, seeking thereby a lessening
of the remorse he feels for their deaths
and hoping that he will find something
to believe in again. He wants desperately
to be told that he was right in choosing
life rather than death for a cause that
had lost its idealistic glitter.

In Key Largo, off the tip of Florida, he
visits the father and sister of one of his
comrades. He tells them his story and
problem and asks for help. Faced with
the alternatives of dying or starting on a
long upward climb with the aid and love
of his friend’s sister, McCloud chooses
death as he rids his hosts of a petty
gangster.

Munl gives a good performance despite
obvious nervousness which, indeed, af-
flicted most of the cast. However, the
start appears to have a good perspective
of his character and may be cxpected to
improve with the playing of it. Uta
Hagen is lovely as the dead boy’s sister.
Harold Johnsrud has a particularly good
part which he plays well. The remainder
of the cast, including Frederic Tozere,
Jose Ferrer and Ralph Theodore, supplies
the necessary detail work,

Key Largo is, assuredly, a well-written
art work, But even its author will ad=
mit that it needs tightening up, espe-=
cially in the last act. An improvement
can also be expected as soon as the cast
becomes thoroly accustomed to Mr. An-
derson’s blank verse, which is only a little
above the ordinary. Jo Meilziner’s three
sets are as good as anything he has done.

As a vehicle for Ethel Barrymore,
Farm of Three Echoes Is a fleld day.
As entertainment, it is intriguing melo-
drama. As a contribution to theater
literature, it may benefit from a bit
of recultivation.

Scenes from a saga of the sturdy
Gerart family, hardy Dutchman in the
South African Veldt whose men-folks
have hated their wives for two genera-
tions, Noel Langley's narrative presents
the struggle of the third Gerart to
overcome his forchears’ misanthropy
and return the love offered him by
the blond orphan daughter of a former
neighbor.

Besides being a dynamic presentation
of family life as it might have been
within the confines of a wind-blown
house of post-Boer War ploneers, Farm
of Three Echoes is a collection of acute
character studies. In its Intensity, in
its suggestion of man's futility, in its
penetration into the minds of distraught,
unusual people, Langley's plece some-
times reminds of O'Neill.

Miss Barrymore receives a juicy
opportunity to rollic and emote as
the 97-year-old Ouma, widow of the
first bitter Gerart, whose greatest joy
is sleeping during the afternoons in a
coffin she's had- nigh on to 38 years.

Bentimentally sophisticated farce-com-
edy, a type that is becoming more wide-
than you'd believe at first thought,
18 one of the tricklest mediums in the
theater. When it's right it's highly ap-
ing, but it has to be perfect in order
be right. The slightest misstep will
make it seem awful, an axiom that is
distressingly exemplified by Victor Wolf-
son’s Pastoral, which was presented by
Bonfils & Somnes at Henry Miller’s The-
ater Wednesday night.

Pastoral, a sentimentally sophisticated
farce-comedy, is well above’ the general

" Jevel of the honky-tonk art-works that
. make up a Broadway season; but Pastoral

appears proetty bad as it's now being pre-
sented. Not that there’s anything much
wrong with it; there isn't. But there’s
just enough wrong to tumble it over the
thin borderline between hilarious suc-
cess and abysmal fallure. And, to make
it even more annoying, there’s nothing
wrong that just a few days of tightening

‘oouldn’t have fixed.

Mr. Wolfson, whose only previous play,
Rocursion, was a warm and tender fan-
tasy, is not entirely at home in his new
form. There are rough edges in the com-
edy; the sophistication is sometimes sub-
urban rather than urbane; and the senti-
ment is occasionally so very sentimental
that you cringe beneath its cloying waves.
But a little rewriting and a little cutting
oould have fixed it all up and turned the
piece into a gay and charming, touching

_ and hilarious farce.

Then, too, the direction of Géorge
Somnes was woefully in need of pace and
timing. A few determined turns of the
directorial windlass would have tightened
the play marvelously, brought the loose
ends together, and perhaps turned it into
&-popular success, It all could have been
done—both writing and direction—in a
wésk or less.

Phere 15, however, one other drawback
that might have been harder to remedy
—sthe performance of Ruth Weston
Miss Weston was
faced with the task of playing a flighty

-and scatter-brained woman but suc-

ceeded only in playing an actress’s idea

of a flighty and scatter-brained woman.
Belief and sympathy were badly needed
in the role, but you were never allowed
to see the woman herself for a moment;
you saw only a leading player posing
rather painfully upon a podium.

What there is of plot concerns Inge-
borg, who has left her husband to live
merrily and lovingly with Genko; and
Genko himself, thé ex-captaln of the one
dory in the Bulgarian navy, who dodges
over the known world in the belief that
his former countrymen are after him for
desertion. They make a down payment
on a farm in the Oatskills, thinking that
they can draw strength from the soil and
at the same time build high and immacu-
late wealls to keep out the insane, pain-
racked world whose madness is called
sanity by its victims.

Trouble enters paradise when & neigh-
boring young farmer falls for Ingeborg's
grown daughter and Ingeborg thinks that
his attentions are really for herself; when
church-warped neighbors acidulously re-
sent the breath of code-breaking honesty
that is wafted across the nelghboring
fields from the farm; and when the mort-
gage inevitably falls due. Ingeborg, be-
tween the Bcylla of what she thinks is
young love and the Charybdis of financial
harassment, breaks with Genko after nine
lovely and exciting years; but everything
18 set right when her husband obligingly
wanders in and announces that he has
obtained a divorce and is willing to pay
the mortgage.

There is some hugely amusing stuff,
many tender and delicately sympathetic
passages, and much highly ingratiating
writing—all, unfortunately, wasted be-
cause the production missed perfection
by so0 little. :

Alding immeasurably is John Banner,
a Vienhese performer whose only previous
New York appearance was in From Vienna,
1ast summer’'s refugee revue. Mr. Banner,
as Genko, turns in a beautiful job, easy,
marvelously varied and splendidly effec-’
tive. If the direction had pointed it up
properly it would have been the talk of
the town—as, indeed, it deserves to be
even now.

A 1ass named Judy Parrish does a lovely,
sympathetic and finely projected job as
an incidental ingenue; a handsome lad
named Charles Lang, who plays the
neighboring farmer, indicates that he's
the juvenile find of the season; and fine
work is turned in by the always depend-
able Georgette Harvey, by Frieda Altman
(who does g breath-taking job in an im-
possible and unplayable bit), and by Mor-
tor:'.t L. Steevns, Wallace Acton and Wilton
Gratf.

Miss Vicki Baum, who has been re-
writing Grand Hotel for about nine years
now in her novels, 4s still rewriting it, if
Summer Night, a play she did in collab-
oration with Benjamin Glazer and which
lewis E. Gensler presented Thursday
night at the St. James, means anything.
Grand Hotel was a cheap and phony
melodrama ratsed to artistic heights by
the cent direction of Herman
Shumlin. Summer Night is Grand Hotel
without a Shumlin.

Each time Grand Hotel reappears, of
course, it has a different locale, the
choice of which seems to exhaust all of
Miss Baum’s inventiveness. The locale
of Summer Night 18 a Pacific Coast
amusement park. Its plot detalle are ap-
proximately those that might be filled in
by an adolescent who had seen too many
movies.

John Bingham, a financier, loves his
wife and is afraid to tell her that he is
ruined. His wife loves only herself, but
gets amusement from an affalr with a
fading movie actor whom she originally
put on the road te success, having
picked him up when he was a gas station
attendant.

The movie actor develops a yen for &
much-knocked-around gal who is in a
dance marathon at the park, and who
figures in his press agents schemes to
get him back on the front pages.. The
lass loves her partner in the marathon,
a down-at-the-heels college student, who
figures that everything he touches ends
in failure. He loves her, but leaves her
80 that he won't stand in the way of her
success—either on a screen or behind
one. And she is also loved by a big,
simple lug, who is out on probation after
being jailed for trying to steal money
for her. And the big lug is loved by &
1little lass who is forced by the. waiters’
union to picket her own momma’s chill
joint. I suppose the union, as usual,
doesn’t love anyhbddy.

Bingham discovers his wife’s infidelity
and tries to drown himself, being saved
by the college boy. His wife is told off
in no uncertain terms by the fading film
actor. And the boy jailbird, maddened
by jealousy, shoots and kills the actor,
and is himself carted off to prison and
perhaps the chair. Meanwhile, the col-
lege boy has staked five bucks given him
by Bingham and won $175 at roulette.
80 he and the gal decide to get married.
Bingham's wife, learning of her hus-
band’s approaching ruin, nobly sticks
by him. For some reason or other he is
glad to take her back. That, my friends,
1s Summer Night, replete with many
gaudy details of what must be the wild-
fire life of amusement parks on the
Coast. There is much stuff centering
around the dance marathon, but it isn’t
nearly as exciting as the real thing.
Compared with Summer Night a dance
marathon seems like a sprint.

Faced with this slightly undigested
mess, Lee Strassberg secems to have
thrown up his directorial hands in de-
spair. His effective method of letting a
play sprawl at first, and then slowly
bulilding both pace and tension until the
customers hang on the edges of their
seats is applied to brief scene after
scene; but just as Mr. Strassberg gets
properly going the curtain rimngs down,
and Miss Baum and Mr. Glager start
talking about something else.

Some excellent performances are
wasted in the melee, with many of the
actors bringing to the roles more life and
belief than Mise Baum and Mr. Glazer
wrote into them. Notable in this re-
spect 1s Louis Calhern, as Bingham,
turning a silly, stuffy role into a human
and sympathetic character; Boyd Craw-
ford, who actually makes you believe
that the down-at-the-heels college lad
18 8 real person; Susan Fox, who resists
all temptations to burlesque the mara-
thon gal, and gets under the skin of the
role with insight and finely effective read-
ings, and Wesley Addy, who makes the
movie actor a prize stuffed shirt and
at the same time lets you understand
and sympathize with his misfortunes,
by no means an easy acting achievement.
Lionel Stander, who is a better actor
than the type-mad movies ever sus-
pected, does solid work as the murderer;.
Violet Heming 18 excellent, as usual, as
Bingham’s wife; and fleeting bit roles
are played by such fine performers as
Helen Flint, Howard Da Silva, Edmund
Dorsey and Harold Bolton, among others.
~ .Mr. Genaler hasn't stinted on the pro-

Nov. 4.—Indications of a
heavy tourist spending season in Florida
this winter and a subsequent bolstering
of the talent budgets were prevalent this
week as Florida hotel managers arrived
in town to book shows and handle local
reservations for their hotels.

Edward B. Jouffret, managing director
of the Roney-Plaza Hotel, Miami Beach,
stated reservations and inquiries for
hotel accommodations are more than
50 per cent ahead of last year. Florida
is preparing for this heavy traffic, he
says, with a building boom that's been
going on in the past few years. This year
there will be 3.200 more rooms in 40
new apartment houses and hotels.

Center of Interest was the debut of
a new skating medium, Iceolite, A rink
floor, about 50 by 150 feet, has been
set up and has every apparent char-
acteristic of ice for skating purposes,
aside from coldness.

Principal laughgetters are Sully and
Thomas, the Arthur Lake-ish and thoroly
capable emsee and a blond stooge. Bill
Harris, who comes out playlng a clarinet
and goes off the same way, packs acro-
batics, dancing, juggling and balancing
in between.

Maintaining a fast pace for over an
hour, the show lets its audlience down
with a sudden, weak and unoriginal end-
ing. An anti-war ballad, yodeled with
special effects halfway thru the show
by the emsee, might well be converted
into the closing number,

There are nine girls in the line, some
of them lookers, and a few step out for
speclalties.

Count Berni Vicl's new effort is made
to order for the bargain-priced theaters.
While it doesn't measure up in elabo-
rateness with his previous shows, it has
more acts with entertaining speclalties
and has few draggy spots.

He still uses the double-deck stage
set and an all-girl band, the latter fea-
ture, this time, being a weak musical
aggregation. With the exception of the
novel tones contributed by Charlotte
Ahlgren and Bernice Farrow on the organ
and Novachord, the brassy instrumen-
tation is harsh and lacking in colorful
melody.

Carl Emmy revives the laugh perlod
with his well-known canine turn, giving
his small rascals a real workout while
building each bit with a good running
line of patter. Mounted on & long and
narrow platform, the turn stands out
unusually well.

Ethereal Cloudland scene s produced
with a cloud drop and the leisurcly poses
of the six showglrls on suspended wire
contraptions. Bronya, nude. interprets
a tasteful veil dance. Band next offers
an embellished version of Stormy
Weather, with atmospheric effects
created by the girls and Guthrie’s vocal.

Hickey Brothers and Alice are next to
closing with their low comedy routine
and hellzapoppin’ bits that go well In a
house of this type. Girl’s voice i not so
farte, but the bovs manage to cover that
up with slapstick stuff.

Condos Brothers have second spot to
themselves for their hot, tricky stepping,
including simultanecous, challenge and
chair ltems.

Valentine Spec Beautiful
Most beautiful of all speecs is My
Valentine, which opens with Dan Dono-
van and Patricia Leonard, in period
costumes, posting valentines to each
other, and Marion Wilson as a nimble
cupid taking missives f{rom postman
Jimmy Hadreas. While Donovan and
Leonard pipe My Sceret Lore, the work
of Michael Carr and Jimmy Kennedy,
front cloth gives way to full-stage =ct,
with Sherman Fisher girls and male
chorus grouped round ornamental cen-
ter piece from which descends Edna
Squire Brown for a much-publicized
Dove Dance. This, following arty contor-
tionist lines. is carried out with white
doves flying down from bhack of audi-

torium to alight on the danseuse.

Fourth sequence brings on Teddie
Knox to deliver a lecture on Ants and
Their Antccedents. Film of ant life

thrown on screen gets mixed with news-
reel and a spicy argument between Knox
and pic commentator ensues,

Front cloth cpisode. There's Arson
About, gives the Gang plenty of oppor-
tunity for craziness. Flanagan taking the
lead as the Palladium’s Air Rald Warden
and Fire Chief. Gang retires, leaving
Bud and Chesney Allen to carry on with
vocal, On the Outside Looking In, ren-
dered ir the duo’s typical quict harmony
style.

Franklyn D. Rooscrelt Jones is color-
ful impression of a Harlem christening,
with Bud Flanagan singing. An unustual
effect is created by Bud. Sherman Fisher
girls and male chorus Kkeeping faces
white but with pronounced red lips in
Negro-minstrel fashion. Costumes have
shadow effects and crcases painted on.

War Spec Hit

First half closes with a four-part se-
quence, The Girl Who Loved a Tattoo.
There is a quarrel between a girl (Patricia
Leonard) and her boy friend (Ches Allen)
who has lost the tickets for Aldershot
Tattoo (big peace time military spec).
Also a fast sensational acrobatic by the
Five Fredianis in Air Force gym kit and
some riotous fun by the Gang as Beef-
caters rehearsing their parts for the Tat-
too, leading up to the show's mightiest
spee, the Tattoo itself. In old military
uniforms, the male chorus marches in
front of tier upon tier of soldier cut-
outs, the setting being that of the arena
wherein the Tattoo takes place. Center
blocks of the cut-outs fall for a trans-
formation into a huge sloping Union Jack
to which march and salute three plavers
in uniforms of the services (army, navy
and air force). The dropped cut-outs
switch back into original position: elec-
tric torches light up in the ranks; the
Sherman Fisher girls, as drummers of the
guards with luminous sticks, march thru
the aisles, and the tabs drop to a volume
of patriotic music.

Lyrics and music for this sequence are
by Noel Gay and decor and costumes
by Prof. Ernst Stern.

As thirsty folk make their way out for
interval drinks the hum of an airplane
engine is heard overhead and huinorous
leaflets arc showered down from the
roof.

Jimmy Hadreas a Hit

Second half begins with Imperial
P(c)int, the Fisher girls being seen as
pupils in a dancing school. Warned by
the dancing mistress to do exactly what
the unknown-to-them professor does,

they most religiously follow the antics
and falls of Charlie Naughton, whose
entry as a drunk precedes that of the
genuine tutor. This is both brilliant and
funny, and towards its close provides
Jimmy Hadreas with opportunity to re-
veal his expertness us a dancer.

Much fun is poked at European dic-
tators by the situations and lines in
That Man Again. Outstanding in this js
Teddie Knox as a prince and Jimmy
Nervo as Black Shadow, out to annex
more and more territory. The honest-to-
goodness opinion of Britishers as to one
particular dictator is made plain by their
hearty laughter when the “Shadow” ad-
dresses the assembly in  high-pitched
tones over the mike.

In quicter vein is Run, Rabbdbit, Run,
with Flanagan as a rustic simpleton
singing, and the girls as hunters.

Rope Trick Comedy

Eleventh sequence, built up round at
attempt at the Indian rope trick, gives
the Gang full scope for their pranks,
including interruptions from a box. cod-
trick shooting and somewhat suggestive
recitations.

Willie, West and McGinty have the
stage to themsclves to present with em-
phatic success their crazy building
antics.

Closing number, .depicting outside of
Palladium stage door. is used mainly to
bring on members of the company. true
to the tradition of British panto and
revue.

There is not a weak spot, never a dull
moment, in this Black opus, which
should, hlackout or no blackout, play to
packed house for months.

EXOTIC DANCER

Held Over for the Third Week at the Eltinge, New York City

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Low Tobacco,
Cotton Prices
Hurt Tenters

CINCINNATI, Nov. 4—With only &
few tenters still going in the South and
Southwest, the 1939 under-canvas sea-
son may be called officially closed. with
business on the season as a whole de-
scribed as “spotty,” a term which to
those who finance the tent shows means
there was room for a heap of improve-
ment as far as box-office receipts were
concerned.

Chief sufferers in recent weeks were
those under-canvas attractions which
bob up annually in the South just in
time to grab off their share of the cotton
and tobacco melon. Usually content with
a brief but lucrative season, the tenters
operating in the cotton and tobacco area
came away this season with lean pick-
ings which sent them to the barns any-
where frrom two to three weeks earller
than usual, Their misfortune was oc-
casioned by the unusually low prices on
cotton and tobacco, which served to keep
closed many of the important weed mar-
kets in the Carolinas, Tennessee, Vir-
ginia and Kentucky.

Tent shows in other sections fared 1it-
tle better. Those operating in the South,
Middle West and West were hampered
by Inclement weather in the early spring
upon which some blame for poor busi-
ness could be heaped. However, even
with the coming of warmer weather,
business failed to rally. leaving the un-
der-canvas lads with the bellef that the
natives just didn't have the money. The
few canvas opries playing Eastern Penn-
svlvania and New York State fared a
trifle better than their Midwestern con-
temiporaries as far u= general business
conditions are concerned, altho they had
their stvle ¢ribbed a bit by the drought
which burned the Fast in midsume-
mer. Those tenti-show managers oper-
ating in the Southwest found things a
bit more in their favor both from a
weather and econnmicai standpoint, and
the majority of thic rag opries operating
in that section batted out a pretty fair
averape on the season.

Despite the general ciy of “spotty
business,” several of the fent show vet-
erans reported a beiter-thnrn-average
season, but they were very much in the
minority and none of them was able
to put the finrer on what brought the
improved business.

The 1939 season saw the best known
tenter in the business, Billroy’s Come=
dians, off the road for the first time
since its incepticn 1% vears azo. Billy
Wehle, Billroy owner, cracked the 1939
season with a new canvas idea dubbed
Star-o-Mania of 1939, featuring Gene
Austin, radlo-stape and screen crooner,
and his stooge supporters, Candy and
Coco, with the trio in the lne-up at a
$1,.200 per week reported salary. Wehle,
after bucking anything but good busi-
ness for several months, found the nut
too tough to crack. finally unloading his
tent show  equipment. lock stock and
barrel, to Austin. retaining for himself,
however, his Billroy's Comedians title.

Late in the season Wehle lent his Bill-
roy's title to the shipwrecked Hit Parade
troupe with the hopes of putting the
latter outfit on its fcet, but it was to no
avall. Wehle tossed up the sponge on
the idea after only a few weeks. Hit
Parade, which began the season early in
the spring under the joint management

Both shows are getting extra money
in this manner and getting away from
the routine dramatic fare. In fact, the
mystery matinee is pulling as many
adults as kids. There are many people
who llke something on the order of a
novelty show, something away from
straight legit, and the framing of a
novelty bill is an easy and economical
matter. It is a fact that more than
ever people of the small towns arc lean-

NEW YORK, Nov. 4.—Roxdshowmen
who show In schools are anticipating a
banner year, W. P. Schramm, head of
Veragraph Film Library, which serves a
number of =chools and lodges in the
East, reported today. With the 1939-'40
sgssfon well under way business during
the tirst wecks of the school terms have
bren above the average, he said.

Familiar with the road-show business,
Schramnm has studied the school film
from every angle. He travels thruout
the territory which hia tirm serve: and
perscnally discusses with educators the
types of filma they want to show. Sur-
veys have convinced him that teachere
want pictures that propound Americen-
ism or have historic backgerounds.

One picture In particular, Adbraham
Lincoln, has been featured by Schraimm
and is going strong in the school spots.
Of this 1ilm, Schrumm says: “With the
war on in Eurcpe, apd America majin-
taining 1ts neutral stand, 1 am con-
vinced that this picture hes enjoyed
much of {'s popularity beczue it shows
how & true Amertcan acts, I am agalnst
any sort of picture that Zoes zgalnst the
teaching of Americanism., We need more
pictures of this type.”

When asked why, In eddition to the
Ppatriotic acpect, had this film clicked,
Schramm sald: "The student ol today
doesn’t want to sit thru a program ot
‘fust fact’ pictures. Educational plc-
tures must be cntertaining to hold the
interest znd put across 1ts classrcom
features. Abreham Lincoln, 1 think,
serves in this held admirebly. Lincoln’s
Iife was tnteresting, =0 was his work—so
is this picture. What I mean is that cold
facts no longer interest the public—even
ztudents.”

The schonl field hes grown Into one
of the most profitable ones served by the
roadshowman. With bumper crops re-
ported over the nztfon and with har-
vests completed in many sections the
prople now have more time in which to
attend roand shows. Booking of film:
which appeal to people from an enter-
talnment angle and yet =re of educa-
tional value are the films that orc really
clicking.

A strong sdvocate of films that tell
of the early ploneer days, Schramm sug-
gests Drums of Destiny, Glory Trail and
Old Louisiana, beczuse these subjects
are rich In early Amerfcan history. Be-
yond Bengal, Eat 'Em Alire and I Con-
quer the Sea are sublects which,
Schramm saye, zre sure to appesl to stu-
dent audiences. While these last threo
are packed with sdventure and action,
they do contain much educational ma
fertal,

The roadshowman who serves schools
in no way faces a shortage of films be-
rause there are numerous ‘fravel ple-
tures of interesting cities and other film:
on the oddities of nature which are purely
zducational yet most interesting.

To Individualize Film Program

NEW YORK, Nov. ¢4 —Roadshowmen
are offered an unusual opportunity to
cash in on the various events, such as
tairs, horse shows, frontier contests, con-
ventions and dog shows scheduled during
the next few months. These events are
haturals for those operators who own
16mm. camerzs and are on the alert for
tilmys of spectal interest to those who
attend their shows.

The New York and San Francigco
world™s falrs have shown conclusively
what c:n be done in the way of filming
interesting events. While films on these
two event: are avallable, there are many
other scheduled atfairs which will prove
most lateresting to the road-show au-
diences.

No matter the size of the fazir or the
town 1n which it is presented, there 18
sure to be some {nteresting structures,
exhibits and events. While these may
vary somewhat in the different sec-
tions, one thing is certzin for each af-
fuir—it is human interest. There will
be opportunities aplenty for odd shots
and unlque methods of film treatment.
There are many fairs to be held yet this
seaxson in the South, and rozdshowmen
should cover these events with camerzs
and shows.

After all, people make falrs, z0 the
shooting should be concentrated on per-
sonclittes and close-ups. The shots
should not be posed, and the road-show
camersman should walk about the fair-
grounds inauspiciously secking candid
shots. People who ere In public life are
good whots but do not devote too much
footage to them. Your audience will de-
light In seeing .the shertff eating a hot
dog on the screen, but there are many
other people in the community in whom
they are equally interested.

The commercial exhibits, while impor-

tent and interesting, are not to be fea-
tured. Give them proper coverage but
do not spend too much time on them.
The prize exhibits, of course, should
come in for more footage wnd Ieatur-
Ing than the general run of the booths.
If possible, get interestins personalities
inspecting the booths, but this goes back
to personalities, which should bg tore-
most in your films. The rides—the ex-
presstons of the faces of the pessengers—
offer excellent opportunity for a good
film.

Every fatr has s Thrill Day end the
road-show cameraman should most cer-
tainly be on hand for these events.
Dare-devils plunge autos and motorcycles
thru burning houses—and the public
likes to see these scenes in the movies—
especially so if they saw them at the fair,

Night Shots Interesting

Darkneus should not scure the comera-
man away, but give him such tnter-
esting shots that he will want to stay
late to get matertal for his films. Fire-
works, the Ferriz Wheel with its iights
and the genera] view of the fair at night
must certainly be given ample footage.
An appropriate ending for thc film are
the night scenes, but better still are
shots of the feir workers moving the
rides and concessions. A short film. run
in conjunction with the other subjects,
will draw crowds and meake money for
the operator,

There 1sn’t a single event which should
be overlooked as appropriate film sub-
ject. People like to see themselves in
the movies. In addition to giving the
roadshowman an opportunity to indi-
viduzlize his shows, the addition of iilms
on events In the szction will bulld
business.

By THE FLUSHING FRONTIERSMEN

NEW YORK, Nov. 4~—As was generally
anticipated, the 185-day siege at the
World’s Fairgrounds rung down its drip-
ping curtain on Tuesday (31), with Gen-
eral Mud (Jupiter Pluvius to you) tri-
umphant at the fintsh of the World of
Tomorrow battle, which goes into the
records as the major offensive of 1939.

Concluding skirmish was strictly anti-
climax, for on Sunday (29) the second
Jdargest attack of the campalgn ensued,
419,718 participants, not counting - field
workers, entering the gargantuan gates.
High peak of the six-month artillery (not
counting cavalry and infantry) occurred
on Sunday, September 3, when 492,446
contributed their share to the joust.
Previous second-best peak was Sunday,
September 24, which brought 362,532 to
the affray. It would apear that the best
day for effective attacking is on the
Sabbath.

- Harvey D. Gibson, the commander in
chief who replaced Field Marshal Grover
Whalen in midstream on the not really
80 placid waters of Fountain Lake, issued
8 communique showing the financial
status of the structure as it went into its
Valley Forge hibernation. He sald:

“As of the close of business on October
29, the Falr Corp. had on hand $1,328,000
cutrent working cash, exclusive of a num-
ber of accounts in which funds are segre-
gated for specific, designated purposes.

High Spots of Showday

FH‘HERE are several high spots of show

day which should be amply mentioned
in the local publicity. For the railroad
show there is the unloading of the equip-
ment. Then for all circuses there are the
activities on the lot after arrival at the
grounds. To me it is always a sad spec-
tacle to see a motorized show come string-
ing along into town one car at a time,
surely a sight to make Phineas Taylor
Barnum turn over in his grave with a
weary sigh. I well remember when wagon
shows of bygone days always halted at
the edge of town for an assembly of their
forces in order to make an imposing entry
on the main thorofares.

The unloading processes of the rail-
road show should be stressed as an oppor-
tunity for youngsters and curious adults
to see the horses, ponies, elephants,
camels, zebras and other halter-broken
stoclz, On the lot are the opportunities
of seeing the elephants hauling wagons
and cages, and heiping to raise the big
top. These high spots should be stressed
if there is no parade.

When there is no parade or other down-
town demonstration on show day some of
the halter-broken animals might be

tethered outside of the menagerie awhile
within view of morning visitors to the
lot as 4 mild substitute for the parade.
The parade was used chiefly to draw pa-
trons to the showgrounds after the free
display on main streets, but if somewhat
of g display of the parade animals were
made on the show lot some of the same
results might be attained as if the down-
town demoenstration were made.

The Cavalcade

Circus men generally agree that under
existing conditions the old-time Irame-
up of the parade is not feasible and in
some ways not desirable. They also gen-
erally agree that something should be
done in local publicity as a climax to the
bulld~-up to make the city residents more
circus-minded and give the downtown
business men a hint that circus day is a
worthwhile event in the community. For
this purpose I suggest the cavalcade as a
feature easily staged and having most of
the elements which gave the daily parade
its punch in selling the circus to the pub-
lic at large.

The cavalcade is a sort of stream-lined
parade. It is being used by rodeos for
downtown demonstration, and it is emi-
nently suitable for the big circuses. There

Wallenda Reldt es
War’s Effects on
Show Biz in Eng.

CINCINNATI, Nov. 4.—Karl Wallenda.
manager of the Wallenda Troupe, which
arrived in New York from England Oc-
tober 28 after playing in Blackpool
Tower Circus for 21 weeks (two shows a
day) to good business, tells in a letter
to The Billboard of conditions there fol-
lowing the outbreak of war.

‘When war was declared,” he says,
“every show in BEngland was closed, and
many of them are still closed, We were
lucky that Blackpool is in a safe zone
and everything there reopened a week
later. All performers had their salaries
cut as much as 50 per cent. Business
was very bad everywhere, so after one
week everything was cut again and many
performers received only 25 to 30 per
cent of their original salaries. Our cir-
cus there kept open untll October 21,
the regular closing date; but we left the

show two weeks sooner to return o
America.

“All performers now in England work
for very little money and most of them
are glad to have work at all. In Black-
pool right now there are many perform-
ers stranded—performers of all national-
itles who can’'t return home. I am
speaking of non-Americans, as Americans
always can return if they apply for
British exit permits. Many of the per-
formers stranded there have no means
of support at present, as. they are not
allowed work after their contracts
have expired.

“Altho we held German passpodrts, we
were treated wonderfully in England.
Police and everyone were very kind to
us and did all they could to make it
easy for us to get our exit permit. We
were lucky to hold American re-enter
permits. The American Consulate also
helped in every possible way

“We are very happy to be back and
are now taking out American citizenship
papers.”

need be no horse-drawn vehicles in the
cavalcade, tho such can be used if de-
sirable.

remarks passed by other oldtimers.

Unfortunautely, there would appear to
be all too muny rink owners today who
are new to the business, comparatively,
and who, conscquently, arc unable to
realize the ultimite benefits of cngaging
an experienced manager or floor man-
ager, who may not be capable of per-
formances requiring the athletlc abilitles
of a younger man but whose knowledge
of those things which draw the largest
attendances to the rink amply neutralizes
whatever he may be lacking in sheer
physical prowess.

To illustrate, I can refer to a number
of British roller rink managers who have
either never achfeved any distinction as
performers or are now too old to compete
scriously agninst youth and yet operate
highly successful establishments. The
largest rink {n Europe. sttuated in
Birmlngham, England. has never been
managed by a skater of any prominence
and the staff huas never becn engaged
purely on the strength of ability as
skaters, Expertence has been a big
consideration here at all times. This
fine rink has the largest attendances of
any in Europe and has always been a
Paying proposition all the year around.

Furs, since the beginning of fall, have
made the salesboard business most prof-
itable angd the popularity is now far from
peak. With every woman desiring a fur
coat, chubby, jacket, bolero or scarf,
these deals are especially hot. Demand
for furs is indicated by numerous ads
appearing on these lines in The Billboard,
and the salescard fraternity is really us-
ing them as bread-and-butter items.

Large Cards Used

The theory that only small cards would
go has been blasted by the popularity
commanded by three-way radios and
furs. While some ops had started to be-
ileve that only a small card would go,
these new numbers have shown conclu-
sively that the public will turn loose
cash on a big card If items are outstand-
ing

Salesboard men feel that manufactur-
ers have fallen down on the job of offer-
ing a variety of hit items. Searches for
new items have failed to reveal anything
sensational, which means that the field,
even now, is wide open for new merchan-
dise. There has been much new mer-
chandise introduced, but it has not been
the exact type needed by the boys.

With Christmas merchandise now com-
ing on the market, some problems faced
by salesboard ops will be solved. Natur-
ally a large variety of items will now be
available and cards will profitably carry
many toys. Mechanical toys are sched-
uled to make a decided hit this year, and
the boys are standing on the sidelines
watching every move in order to get
these top items first.

To Push Old Numbers

In addition to the toy angle salesboard
ops will make money during the holidays
on numbers that have lost a bit of thelr
consumer appeal. This means that the
boys will now pick items—and there are
numbers of them—that had been popular
but which at present are slightly off in
demand. Placing these numbers on sales-
cards will give ops a greater variety of
items.

While radios and furs will continue to
hold top places for several months to
come, the boys are anxious to line up
some new items. Introduction of new
numbers at this time would make the
selling job much easier and keep board

ops from carrying all their eggs in one
basket. When popularity of one item
begins to slacken another could be
pushed. This would net ops more money,
keep interest up in boards and push a
varlety of items.

The boys are rapidly getting on loca-
ion. They realize that salescard items
can be used for gifts, and the boys want
to get as much of this money as early
as possible. With an early start the boys
will be able to turn over deals several
times. Reports of general prosperlty over
the country have encouraged the boys
and they are looking forward to a banner
year. Increased employment and the
general yen of the public to win worth-
while merchandise which ordinarily they
want but can’t afford to buy will put the
saleshoard op over this year with flying
colors.

Xmas Catalogs

In the Mail

CRICAGO, Nov. 4 —Now that President
Roosevelt’s Thanksgiving decree has ad-
vanced by one week the official launch-
ing of the annual Christmas shopping
spree, many special catalogs have already
been issued or are about to be released
