In {ifths, Beatch
sells for 60 pesns (#12) In stores, and
bottles In. night clubs range {rom €15
to $30, Bourbon prlees have been hiked,
too, and about the only things cheap
in town anymore are clgarcttes, rum,
gin, wine, haireuts and shoeshines.

Amusement houses have cashed in on
the price hikes. Night club minimums
range from 15 pescs ($3) per perzon to
30 pesos (#6). Best spots are Ciro's,
Minuit, Casanova, Sans Souel and El

cPatio.

Even at the top prices all night epots
are crowded. Most spots have two or-
chestras, and floorgshows include every-
thing from emall ballroom team to
typieal Mexican dancers, jugglers and
Ameriean econtortionists, OCiro's, origl-
nal of the swank clubs, still aticks to
two bands and singers,

There are no matinees In Mexleo: all
theaters play two night shows, Latter
run from 10 to 22 acts, and average
price is 60 cents, American.

Nielsen Radio Index Lacks

Impact Due to

NEW YOREK, July B — The Nlelsen
Radlo Index, subject of terrific hallyhoo
ag the only completely scientific method
of radio audlence measurement when it
was first Insupursted 18 months ago,
doesn's seem to be panning oul, accord-
inr to nets and advertisers gueried by
The Billbourd during the past two weeks.
Chief complaint revolves around the time
the report takes to pet Into the sub-
aoribers' hands.

Several orgs, among them CBS, are
dissatisfied with the service, complaining
that as long as two or three months
elapse between the survey and the final
analysis. The advertising manager of
one largeée company sild:

“I feel that the main thing wrong with
tha service is that propram ratings are
not received sgon enough after the time
of the broadeast. This seems to be an
inherant difficulty of Nlelsen service.
Altho T do helleve rating reports could
be released more cuickly., When one 1is
working on a promotion, it does not help
much to know what happened two or
thres months ago.”

The Nislsen peopla recently showed
CBS salesmen a sales effectivencss pre-
sentation which was greeted with some-
thing less than enthuslasm, Most of

the sales department said that ifs major
fault was, again, the time lapse between
tabulation and report, They also noted
that it was lhe first presentation slnce
January, 1043, The gap between pre-
sentations, the asalesmen said, mede the
effectivencss of the Mielsen work prac-
tically nil,

Both the MNielsen audlence famlly com-
posltion and the audience shifbts were
complimented by those gquerled, but the
nouguets were tempered by statoments
to the effect that these two services were
incomplete and, ltke all others, arrived
too late to be of practieal wvalue.

Its pecgraphical limitatlons were men-
tioned as another point sgainst the org.
Many said that until it can becOme na-
tionwlde, its wvalue ls limited. A big
outflt’s spokesman sald; “Until the serv-
fce can he extended to give a completa
pieture of the eountry as a whola, we do
not think it 18 completely reliable Ii
15 pointed out, however, that equipment
for naetionwide surveys is not avallable.

Final analysls of the Nielsen system,

NEW YORK, July 8.—0One of the storme-
lest phases in the history of radio, its
pProgram relations with labor, may he
respived. withln the next few months by
a hook, now In preparatlon and shortly
to be issued, Handhoolk
o  Radio for Lobaor
Unions, which will tell
labor, in simple words,
phtrases and examples,
how radio works and why,

Thus, for the first time,
Iabor people will have a
gulcde that, Aguratively
apeaking, tells them how
“When in Rome to act
as the Romans do." 'True, it sleo tells
them how and to whom to squawk when
they don't get what they want, or are
“wronged,” on the air.,

But never in the pest hag labor had o
Iogical and workable approsch to radio.
And labor has always known how to
sguawl, mebbe not so effectively as they
will once the handbook s dlstributed,
but nevertheless hot encuph fo keep tho
pot bolllng,

Now they have a positive appreach
galted to radio’s pece. While some radio
operators won't like the pamphlet or lts
objectives, every statlon operator should
get and read a copy. (CIO Political Action
Commlittes 18 preparing the handbook and
will shorély distribute copies to its affili-
ated unions.) As one statlon exee put
it, "Looks like the CIO s getting smart.
Instead of fighting us they're trying to
learn how we do things and then do them
cur way. With this approech we may
both drop the chips off our shoulders and

co-operate. Time will tell but it's worth
watching.”

The handbook is, as hag been noted,
smart. Its entire approach is positive
and pro-radio. It opens by highlighting
tho effectivenecss and strength of broad-
casting, Thus:

“. « . Today more people listen to the
radio than read newspapers, and they
spend more time dolng 1t

“Nine out of every 10 Amerlecans lsten
to the radio. Most of them liston daily
« » « theaversge American family spends
flva haours o day lstening to the radlo—
and that 1s more than thoy spend on any
m:tif.:il':.lea other than working and sleep-
ing'

“But for many ressons, orginlzed work-
ers have not vet fully realized the tm-
portance of rerdio as 2 means of presenting
thelr views to the people. and they have
not teken full advantage of thelr right
to use radlo”

Which meakes it pratty <lear to every-
ona Involved that lsabor 1s partially to
blame for its lack of success in using
radio,

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BBC Critic Says
His Say in Print

BRISTOL, England, June 15 (By De-
laved Mall)—Tloward Thomas, former
British Broadeasting Corporation pro-
ducer, Friday (8), published In The
Bristol Post an attack on the corporetion
elaiming that audience tabulations in the
British Isles prove that BBCO pilves its
listecners, not what they want In pro-
grams, but what It wanis. Clbing receng
reports of the corporation's listener re-
zearch department, he  declared that
fewer people are lstening to the shows
end fewer like them.

“Answerlng the erlticism that fewer
people are listening,” he spid, “the BBO
has announced that its total audlence
has increased hy 0B per cent. However,
the BBO omits the fact that today's
percentage Is based on a smaller total
audience, Last year that figure was 33~
000,000, Three months ago it was 31,-
000,000, and today it iz 30,000,000.

“In the United States," he continued,
“the ratlngs are avallable for any re-
sponslble person to see. In Britain, de-
talls of the BBO's audience flzures . . .
are kept secret. I am revepling some of
these figures because they reflect you and
vour listening and what the BBC thinks
about you"

Thomas, who the mnewspaper ¢alls
“rather a critie of thie corporation,” went
on to say that these figures, as well as
the ones which show that only 45 per
cent of the llsteners were satisfled with
the BBC's programing, prove that the
audlence gets what “the hralns trust”
thinks it should get.

There seems to be no earthly reason
why CBS, with brains, imeaglnation, tal-
ent and money to back it up, should
tolernte anything llke the abortive pro-
duction they call a Televizsion @uis, The
Sad Hack of the net's video agenda, Quiz
is the best anesthetic on the alr, It is
a tribute only to CBS3's perserverance
that it stays on the gmir at mil In &5
prasents form.

A televislon qulz should have as its
basis a visual, not an audible, presenta-
tion. And a televislon quiz should be
mora stimulating, more Interesting and
more unusual than a radio quiz. Instead
of teking advantage of the medium's
poasibilities, CBBE presents "“Ior jyour
pleasure” the worst possible guestions,
silly Innovations, completely unexciting
personnel and a guizmaster who ls not
an emsee, Ben Feiner is not & wit, and
the contestants wera half that.

Questlons should have visual interest
and not ask, for example, for the names
of U, 8, territorinl acguisitions, the slze
of New Yorlk State, or the difference
hetween Georpe, Tom and John Dewey.
At the same flme, fumbling ettempts to
get a visual gquestlon like one 1n which
objects, completely invisible to the
viewer, are put on a table and the con-
testants told to link them up wlth songs,
would be hetter filed In the waste-
basket,

The camern work was falr, the lights
varlable, and velume, at least, decent.
But productlon, talent elearance and
direction, to stey within the bounds
of editorial propriety, were chlldlish,

Major George Pielding Ellot, at best
a radlo personality, was put on the air
with a monthly military review that
ran 15 minutes, About elght of the
minutes were good television. The rest
of the time, the time fthat the camecra
was not tralned on the very well-made
maps, was wasted. Major Ellof, looking
#s tho he had smelled something bad,
seemed to be afrald of elther the camera
ar the lights, It might have helped I
he had looked at the audience once
in awhile. His analysls, alded by anl«
mated maps that did everything but talk
themselves, was Informative.

Daytime Video

NEW YORK, July 8~A tremendous
demand for training and educational
talepix for industrial plants and schools
was  forecast here recently by Bher-
man Price, prexy of Filmedla Corporation,
indle film outfit scon to move into the
video field with training mavies based
on technigues developed by the armed
forces, Price, In llne with the ideas of
gsaveral tele men who have Investigated
the subject, 15 convinced that daytime
programing will have to devote a large
portion of lts time to factory fralning
and education,

"“We belleve,” Price says, “that the
hest way to train workers 18 to use
motion picture technigues combined with
‘1ilve' demonstrations, The same holds
true for education, And the cheapest
way to do 1t will be television. Reglonal
networks and local video statlons will
plpe the shows to many plants slmulta-
neously, cutting equipment, film and
personnel costs. One recelver, I think,
will cost less than a projector, screen and
sound equipment. In addition, high-
priced projection operators are an ex-
pensive itemn when several hundred

workers are belng tralned. A man to
turn on & video set is Iess expensive, At
the same time 1t will solve tele's day=
time programing problem."

In the fall, when Flimedia opens lts
enlarged New York studlos, production
of the pix will begin. All this, trade
says, jlbes with theorics mdvanced sev-
eral times by video men who think that
they have a solution to the problem of
what to do with the medium in the day-
time. They have sald that video reqguires
vigual as well as oral concentration, thua
making it lmpractical on a 24-hour basis,
Ordinary household tasks, for instance,
cannot be done while looking at a show.
As p result the housewife, backbone of
the radio daytime serial, 13 lost. They
have sald that the replacement will be
schools and Industrial plants.

Active production of the regulred pix
for this field, it ls sald, provides the
impetus for work along the llnes of
commercial tele for schools and factories.

stations; that the broadeasting companies
are glven the privilege, In the form of a
licensze for a lmited time, to use the alr
waves. As soon as the companies fail to
serve the people and abuse their privilege
their licensé may be revoked.

The book points out that statlons are
obliged to carry public service programs;
thint these include educational broacdeasts,
fornms nnd discussions of all questlons of
Interest to the general public, that labor
problems are of public Interest, This
premise 1s ndded to a quote from FCO
Chairman Fly: “Those entrusted with
the facllities of radio cannot impalr the
freedom to llsten by restrictions Imposed
at the transmitted end, for the obvious
conclusion:

*. . . Any trade unlon, like any civic
organizgation, has tie right to use the
rrdlo to discuss workers' issues which are
of public Interest.”

Labor’s “Air Relations®

So having established labor's right to
time on the air the handbook moves in
logicnl progression to how that time may
be abtanined, Here it digresses for a few
pogos to elucldate on the difference be-
tween sustaining and commerclal time.
Again the analvsis and interpretation is
handled with agn appreciation of the lack
of radio snvvy of its recipients. Thus, in
discussing “free time":

“Your unlon ls legitimate news In your
community,

“You must see to it that your local
radio siations are kept informed of all
developments within the unlon which
would be of general Interest to the entire
community.

“When your union adopts and fulillls a
War Bond quota, that's news your radlo
stations should know. They should know
about the mew production records your
members set, the campaigns you conduct
for the Red Cross Blood Bank, or againsg
absenteelsm; the methods by which you
maintain contact with your membears in
the armed forces; the public meetings you
hold, ete., Activities such as these have a
news value to the community at large
as well as to your own members,

“And oub of such activitles can come
the content of scores of different radio
programs. Some stations will use them
as news ltems. Others may be persuaded
to invite an official of your union to a
program on which he is interviewed and
the story told In that manner. You may
be able to get portions of your public
meetings broadeast, There is the possi-
bility of Interesting a statlon in glving
your union tlme to present a dramatic
program of its own.

Station Won't Give Away Time

“These arg publie service activitles for
which a radio station wlill give free time
on a sustaining basis. But you must
supply the Inltiative and follow-thru.
Tour radlo stations will not eome to yvou
to offer you free tlme—but In many cases
you'll find they won't close the door on
you, either, when you go to them with
practical suggestions on how your union
can contribute worthwhile program ma-
terial to their schedules.”

The same intellectual intelligence 1is
applied to what the booklet calls “Pald-
for-Time,” even to explaining the whys
and wherefores of submitting scripts in
advance. '

. The NAB Code gets a blunt pgoing over
in the following words:

“The NAB Code Is a private document

put out by the broadeasters, and has no
standing whatever in law or befors the
FCO; indeed, it may raise serlous ques-
‘tlone under the anti-trust laws.”
. The handbook also infroduces a new
approach to the controversial issue em-
‘broglio; they call it the “Right to Reply.”
‘Here are some of their words:

“The broadeasting industry, wunder
Pressure from Congress and the FCC,
15 beglnning to recognize the right of ono
;Fiﬂﬂ to reply to statements made by the
(other slde over the air. The wvaluahle
time given to Martin Dles to reply to
‘Walter Winchell is a ease In point,

Advance Warning of Time Demands

- “The COIO Political Action Commitfes
proposes to demand the right to reply
;'with respect to nation-wide network pro-
Brams. You ean stmilarly demand 1t with
Tespect to programs, whether loeal or
Ena.tmnal, broadeast over your local sta=-

i

tion. . . . A stetlon which broadceasts
ong polnt of view and refuses to broad-
cast opposing points of view is in a
peculiarly vulnerable position and pro-
tests should be promptly filed and widely
published.”

Listed In detail Is the procedure to be
followed in filing a protest. Aptly enough
this chapter 1s called "When You Shout—
Make It Loud." One ttem in this category
points out that it is smart to approach the
other stations in towvn while the protest
is being publicized. Still anofher chapter
in the beefl department is titled, “"Gentle-
men, I Protest,”

However, these thoughts are the minor
occupants of the papes of thils gulde
book. DMuch more important, especially
to statlon operators who could distribute
it to other non-profit organizations that
golicit time, are the paragraphs and chap-
ters on how to use radio tlme.

Thug, there iz a sample list of labor
activities that are radioworthy. Thus,
alsp, thore is a breakdown on the various
propram formats and details on how to
handle each. Typlcal of this coaching is
the following comment on a stralght talk
show:

“It sounds easy but 1t ian't. In fact,
& good radie speaker is a rarity. The
reason for this is not that 1t 1s so very
hnrd to glve a good radio talle, but rather
that most people make It hard for théeme
selves by preparing to talk to a large
audienoe—and that makes it stilted.

“One of the things that makes good
radlo is the feeling that the fellow at the
other end of the microphone Is talking

(Reviewed at Cafe Rouge, Hotel

NITIAL appcarance of Les Brown ork
at Hotel Pennsylvania (incldentally,
the band's first New York hotel dabe
slnee two years ago, when Brown played
the Astor), marks outfit as topgrade.
Brown 18 In for summer stint, and from
type of musie dished at officinl opening,
Wednesday (5), habitual Cafe Rougers,
the younger dance element, will flock to
the spot., .

Personable leader, playing a little
clarinet, fronts a full 17-plece band, with
two vocnllsts, and when group hits on zll
fours it leaves little to be desired mu-
sically. Probably one of the maln dif-
ferences between this band and other
large orgs is the concentration here on
ensemble work rather than on Individual
instrumentalists, It's both a good and
bad feature. Publle today i5 more or
less accustomed to rlde men, and when
jump tunes arg up, outstanding sldemen
mean & great deal. On the other hand,
a solid, full-sounding band all the way
thru means commercial musie.

Brown's band dotes on full scorlng, and
when the beat ls fast, the room jumps.
However, that push is not felt on ballads,
If the band could muster the same
drive on slow tunes that it pushes on
Jump stuff, outfit would be right up
with the best groups around. As it is,
band is probably best In Brown's career,
and it's plenty good. Group work is fine,
and section for sectlon, they don't have to
take back seats to many.

Decidedly an asset to the band are
the vocalists, Dorls Day and Gordon
Drake. Gal, blonde beautly, sings one of
the best vocals around besldes sdding a
pretty touch to the scene. 8he's cute
and viveclous when working, and knows
how to handle both ballads and rhythm
tunes well. Lad does mostly ballads and
doesn't sound llke Sinatra. Volce Is
smooth. Butch Stone doubles from sax
section on speclalty +ocals, and 15 a
crowd gatherer every time.

AUTHENTIC HILLBILLY BALLADS {Musicraft)

One of the more Important contributions te American folk music in waxed
form comes off the presses of the Musicraft record label.  Dipping into folk
lore, Musicraft has sclected a group of the best known and best loved hillblliy
ballads, reproducing lhem In an atlractive album of ten sides. As important
as the selections themselves are the artists sclected for the authentic infor-
pretations. |t was indeed o happy choice in ealling upon Red River Dave, who
slngs In the true fradition of the hillbilly troubadour, and who only recently
ereated wide attention In such circles with his recording of “1'd Like Te Give
My Dog 10 Uncle Sam." On the wvocal assist for some aof the sides, singing
individually and collectively, are Esmereldy and Dick Thomas, with the musical
accompaniment expertly laid down by Frank MNowvalk and the Bush Meountain
‘Boys. For the homespun outdoor humor, Red River Dave delivers " Wish |
Had My First Wife Back' and “'She'll Be Comin' Round the Mountain," while
his tear-pallads include “The Conviet and the Rese' “Little Red Caboose
Behind the Train,” "The Death of Floyd Colling," "Twenty-One Years" and
“Altaona Freipht Wreck," Esmereldy scores with "Don't Make Me 'Co to Bed
and I'll Be Good," the kiddie song that pulls the heart-strings apart, and the
“On Tep of Old Smokey' love ballad, Diclkk Thomas joins her for the ever-
lasting "'Seven Years With the Wrong Woman." In fact, all the selections
are everlasting ones in American outdoar balladry, and the album goes a long

171 In Minnonplois, 118 in Detroit, 134 in
Boston, 170 in 8% Louls, 68 ln Omaha and
30 In Nashville., CBSI scouts not only
looked at perfarmers, but heard musicians,
too, hecause of the organization's special

The 122 acts and performers judged to
be up to standard represents almaost 6 per
cent pf the Lotal auditloned, a figure
which Philllps feels made the talent hung
worth the effort involved.

The entire number will not be engaged,
Phillips stuted, since some will be elimi-
nated bhecatse they do not wish 1o travel,
will not accept the splaries offered by
C8I or cannot meet the securlty investiga-
tions by zovernment authoritles to which
all OS5I performers are subjected.

announcements,

The same savvy, plus samples, is ap-
plied 1o spot announcements and dras-
matic programs, ete,, and how to promote
the pregram. Step by step the union
pPeople are told how to organize a radio
commities, how it should function, what
It should do. Thls sectlon Is especially
well stocked with funetions that are
routine to the experlenced and almost
always overlooked by the novices. To wit:

"Since most stations plan their pro-
grams far in advance you should ask for
time at least a month ahead.

“Don't wait for the station manager to
come to ¥ou, He won't do it. You go
te him, Let him know whom vou repre-
sent. Get to know the men who manage
the radio stations in your clty and see

 that they get to know your union,

“Explain to the program manager that
your program will be a defintte contribu-
tion to his programine and that thro
your well-planned publielty you will get
o large listoning audience. Radlo stations
are interested in publicity, the more peo-
Ple they can get to listen to thelr pro-
grams, the moreg money they can make,

"Announce your program as far ahead
a5 possible.

"If you are golng to put time, enercy
and even money into radio, you will want
the people to know about your programs
in advance, that they may listen to you.

Publicity Stressed

_ "Let the members of your union know,
and ask them to tune In to your program.

< Bend the announcement around to other

unions In your eonmimunity. Put an an-
nouncement in your union newspaper.
Make the anouncement at any public
meeting where you can have it read. You
should not hesitate to send your an-
nouncementas to other groups and or-
ganlzations in your community.

“Try to get as much publicity as you
can in advance of your program. That
will help vou with the locel etation man-
Ager, The more you can convince him
that pufting on your program will help
him butld the loeal prestige and local
listening audlence of hls station, the more
generous he will be with his time,

“Stress to him the number of unlonized
Tumilies In your eommunity. . . . Point
olit the extent which union programs will
secure listener loyalty, This Is the kind
of languapge a station manager knows and
understands; he 1s constantly giving tlme
to relipious groups, parent-tencher groups
and other organizations on preclsely this
basis,

“But vour best publielty is o good pro-
gram. Do everything you can to.make
surg that the program. you are putting
on, whether it 18 a five-minute skit or a
half-hour discussion, Is 50 good that every
time you announce a program people will
be eager to hear it."”

Many a station meanager and speclal
events directaor wishes the routine list of
organlzations that dun him for time
reallzed these facts. Many a statlon man-
ager and special events director also knows
from experience how few charitable, non-
profit, official and guasi-official organizn-
tlons know and realize this:

“When yvou get free time you have to
take any time that 1s given you, When
you huy tlme you are able to choose from
the avallable time that ls open. When
you plan a program which is exclusively
a unlon program you will have 10 pay for
your time.”

Rosenthal sald last Friday (7) that he
will attempt to work out a formula with
Mrs, Poses and other WMC officinls which
would exempt performers from the rul-
Ing without upseiting the decree in gen-
eral. He declared that his prellminary
conversatlons with Mrs, Poses convinced
him that the WMC here wiil make an
gearnest effort to solve the prablam.,

If pnd when the local WMG office acts
favorably on AGVA's request, Rosenthal
sald, he will go to Washington in an
¢ffort to make the New York dispensa-
tion nationwida, He belicves that favor=-
able action in New York, the theatriecal
center of the country, will influence
Washington to follow sult.

Official Expresses IHope

Mrs, Poses sald last Friday (7) that
