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Hub Legit in Censor Doldrums 
B. R.'s Loath 
To Risk Cops' 
Blue Pencils 
Also, Good Shows Are Scarce 

By Bill Riley 
BOSTON, March 20.-What with bad weather, poor shows, the humors of the United Booking Office and the activities of the censors, showbiz in the Hub is nearly on its uppers. 
So far as business is concerned, there has been nothing radically wrong since mid-November, when the last survey of the territory was made, glectpt a paucity of shows and the /poverty of the offerings. As any show- man will tell you, "Give us good 

shows and we'll do business." 
Since Boston saw A Streetcar 

Named Desire in November, not a 
single memorable show has come this 
way. There have been a few good 
revivals, notably Shaw's You Never 
Can Tell, plus a number of tired op- 
erattas. But Boston has lost several 
good shows which might have come 
here had it not been for one thing- 
censorship. 

It's Serious Now 
The word is getting around now, 

and it is becoming serious. For many years outsiders have laughed at, ridi- 
culed and ignored censorship in Bos- 
ton. Even Bostonians ignored it, un- 
less it made the headlines and drew 
them to the theater for a few vicari- 
ous thrills. 

But it no longer is a thing to laugh 
at. Today, there is no logic what- ever in Boston censorship. The of- 
ficials have in no way been prepared 
for their jobs, and the demands they 
make on theater managers, producers 
and writers are ridiculous. 

In this city censorship is based on 
whim, personal prejudice and ig- 
norance. These are hard to fight. It's 
easier for a producer to take his show 
to another city than try to combat the 
stupidities of little people. Hence, 
Boston lost Mister Roberts and Make 
Mine Manhattan, among others, and 
will lose in the future Inside U. S. A. 
These are only three shows which 
Boston has not gotten or will not get. 
There have been many others. 

Censors Attacked 
The problem has been discussed. 

Elinor Hughes, in a strong article in 
The Sunday Herald (February 29) went alter the censors hammer and 
tongs. "Some Angry Notes on Local 
Censorship," she titled her piece, and 
she spoke of the "arbitrary and un- 
helpful cuts" which the censors often 
demand. Ask the New York pro- 
ducers, ask the managers and they 
will tell you that the suggestions of 
the censors are more often in the 
province of the rewrite man than the 
guardian of morals. And they de- 
mand such changes! 

This presumptuous business will 
stop only when producers make clear 
their reasons for refusing to bring 
their shows to Boston - when all 
forces concerned, newspapers, pro- 
ducers, managers and writers, get to- 
gether and force the censors out of 
business. 

The humors of the booking office 
have recently been blamed by Miss 
Hughes and Elliott Norton of The 
Boston Post for the scarcity of shows

must bid in minimum lots of two large or five smaller craft. 

Pacts To Bar Double 
Taxation Languish 

WASHINGTON, March 20.- The 
Senate Foreign Relations Committee's 
preoccupation with the European 
situation may block the ratification of 
tax treaties with France and South 
Africa this session, it was learned this 
week. The treaties, which would 
eliminate the possibility of a double 
tax on incomes of U. S. entertainers 
and other citizens working in the two 
countries, have been on the commit- 
tee calendar over a year without 
action.

Wired Music Goes to Stores; 
Advertisers Foot Bill, and 
Their Stuff Starts Selling 

Broadcast Hybrid Experiment Registers in Chicago 
CHICAGO, March 20.-Consumers 

Aid, Inc., a cross between a private 
broadcasting network and an indus- 
trial wired music system, has taken 
a foothold in Chicago with its music- 
commercial service now being piped 
into 109 Jewel Food Stores, and, ac- 
cording to Oliver F. Johnson, presi- 
dent, and James L. Hyde Jr., vice- 
president and director of sales, has 
already been invited into eight other 
cities thruout the country to operate 
its service in grocery chains in those 
cities. The service operates via leased 
telephone lines from a central studio, 
with recorded music, and 20-second 
transcribed spot announcements, fea- 
tured in the broadcasting "day." To 
date, 21 sponsors are signed. 

Originally developed along the in- 
dustrial music plan, Consumers Aid 
has, instead of charging locations a 
fee for the recorded music, given the 

music to the location, and gathered together a number of bankrollers for the system, tieing together the indus- trial music idea with radio broadcast- 
ing's commercial aspects. 

The system was initially tested last summer, when the firm and the Jewel 
stores decided to install the system in 
three stores to see what results could be ascertained within a given period of time. One of the results was an 
actual $40-a-week increase in the sales of Silvercup Bread in one store, an increase that was attested to by the 
consumers who said they had pur- 
chased that brand after hearing the 
ad via the loudspeakers in the store.

U. S. Can't Order Brown-Outs 
In Coal Strike; Cities May 

WASHINGTON, March 20. -Any' to order a dimming of lights to con- brown-outs necessitated by the soft 
coal walk-out will be handled on a 
local level rather than by a federal 
order such as the one put into effect 
last year, a poll of government 
spokesmen revealed this week. 

The national brown-out ordered in 
the last United Mine Workers' 
(UMW) strike was issued by the 
Solid Fuels Administration (SFA) 
under the Second War Powers Act. 
SFA officials said, however, that this 
authority expired June 30, 1947, and 
the agency was powerless to take a 
similar step this time. Federal 
Power Commission (FPC) and In- 
terior Department officials also stated that their agencies had no authority 

serve coal. 
White House aides were doubtful that President Truman could issue 

any such order under his executive 
powers, but stated that if the situa- 
tion should become worse he might 
issue a special appeal for coal con- servation measures. The UMW 'walk- 
out has caught the country worse 
than last time, according to SFA of- 
ficials, who say that railroad coal 
stocks were sufficient for only 21 
days normal consumption as of yes- 
terday (19). Light companies utiliz- 
ing soft coal are in somewhat better 
shape, SFA said, with stocks of most 
companies sufficient to last another 
month.

Denis Briefs "Your 
Career in Showbiz"

In 221 pages Denis performs the feat with mixed success. Counsel on crashing ranges from simply ex- plained, well-detailed instructions, as in the case of the proper way to get network radio auditions, to the pain- fully inadequate and superficial ad- vice on how to get into writing abou show business. "A short cut to suc cess," says Denis here, "is to beco 

a theatrical columnist on an important publication."

Web AFM Deal 
Assures Peace 
For Three Yrs. 
Ends Industry Uncertainty 

NEW YORK, March 20.-One of the 
chief obstacles to the advance of the 
television industry was removed this 
week when James C. Petrillo, presi- 
dent of the American Federation of 
Musicians (AFM), and execs of the 
four webs "agreed to co-operate fully 
in making the services of musicians 
available for television." The AFM- 
web agreement also covers AM and 
FM. In the case of AM, it provides 
for a three-year renewal of pacts now 
in effect at the origination points of 
New York, Los Angeles and Chicago. 
The renewal, of course, means a status 
quo for three years with regard to 
number of musicians employed and 
wage scales. The only way in which 
the final pact will differ from the 
old will be a modification permitting 
the use of musicians on both AM and 
FM simultaneously and interchange- 
ably, and on co-operative and local 
participating programs. 

The pact is regarded an obvious 
victory for the webs, Petrillo gaining 
no concessions and granting use of 
live music for tele. As indicated in 
The Billboard weeks ago, the webs 
have urged their affiliates to main- 
tain the status quo on musician em- 
ployment -and even to give some 
thought to adding musicians-in view 
of the conciliatory attitude of Petrillo. 
In other words, webs are anxious that 
their stations do not take advantage 
of T-H. 

As for video, no scales have been 
set up, and the understanding is that 
individual rates will be set up to meet 
program needs. Webs can use their 
AM staffers for TV shows, and can 
also pick up live music from conven- 
tions, et al. Queried, Petrillo stated 
that the video rates on programs ema- 
nating for New York, Los Angeles and 
Chicago would be cleared thru the 
national office for the time being.

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AFRA Nixes Webs' Proposal 
For Three-Year Pact Renewal 

NEW YORK, March 22.-Negotiations between the major networks and 
the American Federation of Radio Artists (AFRA) on a cost-of-living in- 
crease demanded by the performers' union will resume today (Monday) 
following several sessions last week. AFRA has asked for a 10.7 pay boost 
both for the network and transcription contracts, as well as contracts with 
key chain stations thruout the country. The pay boost is sought under an 
escalator clause in the 1946 agreements. Negotiations were still deadlocked 
at press time. The networks have asked for a three-year renewal of contract, 
but the original offer, it was said, did 
not call for any pay increase. This 
a union spokesman said, was unac- 
ceptable on both counts. The union 
he said is not amenable to a three- 
year deal, even with a pay hike, but 
without one, it is even more remote. 

Webs Seek Stable Labor 
The position of the networks ap- 

pears to be one in which they are 
working for stable labor relations 
over the next three years. They have 
already arranged a three-year re- 
newal with the musicians' union, and 
to effect a like arrangement with 
AFRA would stabilize relations with 
the two most important labor sources 
in web radio. 

One element which hinders AFRA's 
acceptance of a three-year deal is 
raid to be the fact that even with 
such a pact, the elections required 
under Taft-Hartley would still be 
necessary. If that's so, say some 
AFRA reps, why should "we nail our- 
selves down for that length of time, 
when we still have all the election 
headaches?" 

Wm. Morris Vs. Rapp 
In Commission Tiff 

'HOLLYWOOD, March 20. - Wil- 
liam Morris Agency will go before 
the California State Labor Commis- 
sion April 12 to collect more than 
one year's commissions which the 
talent house claims is due from Phil 
Rapp, top radio comedy writer and 
ex-Morris office client. Squabble 
involves the former Don Ameche- 
Danny Thomas airer for Drene Sham- 
poo, which was canceled last season, 
and the current Don Ameche airer 
for Old Gold, both of which were 
scripted by Rapp. 

Rapp refused to pay the agency 
commissions after March, 1947, con- 
tending that Morris had failed to give 
him proper service. He claimed he 
was promised personal representa- 
tion by agency topper Abe Lastfogel, 
but the percentage house chief did 
not follow thru. As the result, Rapp 
charged he had to take a pay cut from 
$2,500 weekly to $1,750. 

Agency spokesman said the Morris 
office had lived up to all terms of the 
contract, including proper representa- 
tion. Agency admitted the pay cut, 
but said that in return for the pay 
slice, Rapp was given full rights to 
Bickerson skits which he first orig- 
inated on the Drene show and which 
were later incorporated into the cur- 
rent Old Gold package. Agency will 
demand an accounting of Rapp's total 
earnings in order to get its 10 per 
cent due. 

Nebraska Curtails 
Plugs for Hooch 

OMAHA, March 20.-The Nebraska 
Liquor Commission has placed re- 
strictions on radio and newspaper 
liquor advertising. The new ruling 
bans not only misleading, false and. 
obscene advertising, but also mention 
of price. 

In the commission's lingo, "any 
statement, design, device or repre- 
sentation which has a pecuniary ap- 
peal to induce increased purchases of 
alcoholic liquor and stimulation con- 
sumption" is verboten. 

CBS Sells Pkg. 
To Pic Outfit 

NEW YORK, March 20.-First sale 
of film rights to a Columbia Broad- 
casting System (CBS) package to a 
pie company has been concluded. 
The property is Crime Photographer, 
which was recently bought by Toni 
(home permanent wave) for a run 
on the web. Buyer is Baldwin & 
Malvern, an independent pie produc- 
ing company, which will distribute 
the film thru Eagle Lion. Anchor 
Hocking has been sponsoring Photog 
on the web. 

CBS recently sold Argyle Case to 
films, but it is understood that this 
was not a wholly-owned CBS 
property. 

Bosco Wants Out 
Of 11:30 Sat. Spot 

NEW YORK, March 20.-Bosco, 
sponsor of Land of the Lost, indicated 
to the American Broadcasting Com- 
pany (ABC) this week that it would 
like a change from its 11:30 a.m. Sat- 
urday time. The reason is believed 
to be last week's purchase of the same 
seg on Columbia Broadcasting Sys- 
tem (CBS) by Lever Bros. for a high- 
powered stanza. ABC is understood 
to be offering Bosco choice of several 
alternative segs, including 5 p.m.

WASHINGTON, March 20.-Fed 
eral Trade Commission (FTC) re 
vealed this week that it was goin, 
to intersify its scrutiny of air plug 
for drugs and cosmetics to insure tha 
ingredients which might impair th 
public health were properly identi 
fied. The announcement was mad 
in answer to a broadcaster who ha 
asked whether the statement "cau 
Lion -use only as directed" wa 
enough to satify the FTC. 

The commission replied that i 
"has not authorized advertisers t 
use such a statement in lieu of a fu 
disclosure of the facts as to possibl 
harm." Under present policy, sal. 
the FTC, "the commission will de 
termine whether it will require o 
will not require appropriate dis 
closure in the advertising, and whe 
such disclosure is required the corn 
mission will not authorize use of 
cautionary statement in lieu thereof.' 

Clarifying its policy, the FTC to 
the broadcaster that, until scienti 
information becomes more specific 
to injury, "the commission will no 
require the disclosure that under cer 
taro conditions injury may resul 
thou the use of irritant laxativ 
preparations containing less than 
per cent of ammoniated mercury 
preparations containing iodides, an 
preparations containing acetophene 
tidin." 

The commission warned, however 
that it would take action against an 
plugs which fail to disclose harmf 
ingredients "when the resulting dan 
ger may be serious or the publi 
health may be impaired.

contained in the March 6 issue of The 
Billboard, accusing the station's presi- 
dent, Mr. G. A. Richards, of writing 
directives which in effect tampered 
with fair presentation and considera- 
tion of the news. 

"We, of course, have no knowledge 
as to whether these accusations can 
be supported by evidence. How- 
ever, they are of such seriousness, it 
seems to us, as to necessitate investi- 
gation by the FCC. 

`Should Not Be Tolerated' 
"If the charges are proved true and 

the station is shown to be guilty of 
violation of the Federal Communica- 
tions Act and of FCC regulations, we 
feel that the license of Mr. Richards 
should be revoked at once. 

"If the charges are proved true, the 
owners of Station KMPC have clearly 
demonstrated lack of responsibility 
in using the public's air waves. Devi- 
ous appeals to racial and religious 
prejudice, editorialization, and ob- 
vious efforts to distort the facts of the 
news should certainly not be tolerated. 
Not only does such activity violate 
good taste and basic American stand- 
ards of decency, but they also violate 
the principles of non-editorialization 
by station owners as stated in the 
Mayflower decision. 

"If the charges are false, the accusa- 
tion made against Mr. Richards and 
his station should be publicly refuted. 

"We trust that the FCC will hold 
hearings on this matter as soon as 
possible."

tions published exclusively by The 
Billboard, purporting to show that 
G. A. Richards, prexy of Station 
KMPC, allegedly ordered slanting of 
news broadcasts on his 50,000-watt 
Hollywood indie. Roosevelt defended 
the intergrity of Clete Roberts, former 
KMPC news head and a member of 
the group charging Richards with or- 
dering editorializing of t he news. 
Roosevelt told the FCC that Roberts, 
after being investigated by the army, 
navy and Federal Bureau of Investi- 
gation (FBI), had been chosen as the 
observer for the radio webs during the 
Bikini atom bomb tests. 

Following is the complete text of 
Roosevelt's request to the FCC: 

"March 15, 1948 
"Federal Communications Commission 
"Washington 

"Gentlemen: 
"We understand that the Radio 

News Club of Los Angeles, an or- 
ganization of radio newscasters in this 
area, has placed in the hands of the 
Federal Communications Commission 
documentary evidence tending to in- 
dicate that Mr. G. A. Richards, presi- 
dent of KMPC, operates the station 
in such manner as to promulgate his 
own political, racial and religious be- 
liefs in violation of your regulations. 

"It is also my understanding that 
the American Jewish Congress has 
since filed a request with you to re- 
vo the license of Station KMPC. As 
a t of SoutheQa California, may 

- r- 

I take the liberty of suggesting that 
you give this matter most careful 
consideration. 

"I make this request not because 
views prejudicial to the political 
party, of which I am chairman in the 
State of California, happens to be in- 
cluded in Mr. Richards' set of preju- 
dices. If he attempted to slant the 
news in a manner which he con- 
sidered favorable to our party and 
harmful to the opposition party or 
parties, we would feel just as strong- 
ly, since the impartial and un- 
prejudiced presentation of news on 
the radio, in our judgment, is a basic 
part of our democratic method. When 
access to the news is blocked, it is 
dangerous to all interests and all 
parties believing in the democratic 
method. 

"The dismissal of the particular 
newscaster, Clete Roberts, which 
tended to precipitate this situation, 
involved a person whose competence 
and loyalty to the American system 
has been established beyond any rea- 
sonable doubt by investigations of the 
navy, the army and the Federal 
Bureau of Investigation, when Mr. 
Roberts was selected by the American 
Broadcasting Company as a corres- 
pondent at the Bakini atom bomb test, 
and was also selected to be the only 
radio correspondent aboard the United 
Nations and scientific observer vessel, 
U.S.S. Panamint. During his assign- 
ment on the Panamint he made the 
pool broadcast, for the four major

status of publisher, composer and 

agent (ASCAP, BMI, SESAC, et al.) 
with respect to television is not clear. 
Also subject to clarification is the 
definition of what type of music rights 
will be used on video-whether small 
rights, grand rights et al. Stations 
operate on a sort of stopgap, nominal 
license which can be recalled on 30 
days' notice, but nobody knows what 
can replace it if it's recalled. 

In the case of films, clearances are 
either tough to get (as in the case of 
The Late George Apley, which Prexy 
Niles Trammell, of the National 
Broadcasting Company (NBC) had to 
clear personally with Spyros Skouras, 
of 20th Century-Fox) or in a state of 
uncertainty. On old films, for in- 
stance, video producers, to make cer- 
tain of adequate clearance, have ob- 
tained permission from the film's 
producer, director and even the actors 
who appeared in it. To protect them- 
selves, tele broadcasters now take 
two steps. First, they won't even 
consider any film unless the person 
offering it can show absolute control 
of the rights, with clearances right 
back to the producer. But because 
even this sometimes has proved in- 
sufficient, they also insist upon war- 
ranties of indemnification by the dis- 
tributor against liabilities or damages 
rising out of showing of material in 
case a hidden property owner should 
pop up with a writ in his hand. 

Other questions of rights have de- 
veloped from literary properties, in- 
cluding screen plays, books and even 
magazine articles. Screen writers 
under contract to studios are seeking 
to determine how much of an equity 
they have in their products should 
the scripts or films be adapted for 
video. The Dramatists' Guild, in its 

new minimum basic contracts, per- 
mits producers of legit shows to share 
up to 40 per cent in the playwright's 
proceeds from video adaptation, but 
no clear line has yet been drawn as 
to policy on minimum tele prices or 
extent of limitation of license. The 
same problems must be met by the 
Authors' League generally, which also 
seems to have been left behind by the 
onrush of tele in its dealings with 
book and magazine publishers. A new 
contract, just signed with Random 
House, calls only for the publishers 
to get 10 per cent of tele income if 
the publisher sells the book for video - 
casts. 

Out of this muddle one point is 
astonishingly clear-a producer or 
network packaging a television pro- 
gram today does not know what it 
will cost tomorrow. Jerry Fairbanks, 
who produces for NBC, and Martin 
Gosch, who has his deal cooking for 
American Tobacco, as well as other 
producers, have indicated this. 

These obstacles and uncertainties 
have always existed-but they now 
assume a frightening shape inasmuch 
as the industry, sparked by NBC, is 
primed for the big push programwise, 
saleswise and audiencewise. 

As one exec remarked, when an 
agency asks a web, "How much will 
this cost?" it's kind of tough for the 
salesman to have to say, "Well, it's 
like this . . ."

WASHINGTON, March 20.-Spur- 
red by James C. Petrillo's agreement 
this week on a network radio con- 
tract, the Industry Music Committee 
(IMC) is planning to meet in New 
York March 24 to seek to open the 
way for a settlement of differences 
between Petrillo and the record and 
transcription industries. IMC spokes- 
men voiced optimism for the first time 
in weeks over prospects for ending 
the impasse between the American 
Federation of Musicians (AFM) and 
the record-transcription industries, 
but there was no indication that Pe- 
trillo has yet begun independent 
negotiations.

Speculation Re Disk Ban 
NEW YORK, March 20.-A re- 

markably quiescent Jimmy Petrillo 
came to terms with radio and tele- 
vision last week and the pattern of 
events may be pointing toward a 
solution of the Petrillo recording ban 
problem within a few months. 

Such a conclusion is still pure de- 
ductive guesswork but those who 
have followed the history of record 
Bans 1 and 2 feel that enough clues 
are shaping up to warrant the pre- 
dictions. 

Petrillo, for one thing, now emerges 
as a sturdy practitioner of good pub- 
lic relations. At the video-network 
hearings he tooted a trumpet, posed 
for newsreel and paper's photogs. He 
was complying all the way with the 
will of his newly appointed flack 
counsellors, Leyshon Associates, who 
have plotted a "human" course to 
take the sting out of the old "dictator" 
stigma. Editorial reaction from the 
daily press has already proved the 
value of this approach. Scribes are 
congratulating Petrillo for his "states- 
manship," "true collective bargain- 
ing," etc. 

What's It Mean? 
All of this is admirable, but what 

does it mean? Did Petrillo back 
down before the radio-video interests 
purely as a public relations gesture? 
That's not Jimmy P. and there must 
be other explanations. These prob- 
ably lie in the province of the radio 
industry but they may soon apply to 
the present recording conflict. 

That there's a softening Petrillo 
seems clearer and clearer. He started 
last year at his own musicians' con-

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LONDON SWOOP INTO E. T.'S 
Can't Pull BMI 
Into Suit, U. S. 

Tells AS CAP 
Society Denies Charges 

WASHINGTON, March 20.-Justice 
Department will oppose the attempt 
by the American Society of Com- 
posers, Authors and Publishers 
(ASCAP) to pull Broadcast Music, 
Inc. (BMI) into the government's 
cartel suit against ASCAP, a depart- 
ment spokesman told The Billboard 
this week. 

"ASCAP's howls against BMI have 
nothing to do with this suit," the 
official stated. "BMI's activities are 
not involved in charges that ASCAP 
participated in an international car- 
tel." 

The next legal step in the suit filed 
by the Justice Department last June 
probably will be the department's 
submission to the New York Federal 
District Court of objections to 
ASCAP's inclusion of charges against 
BMI in its answer to the complaint, 
the spokesman said. 

Compromise? 
Meanwhile, negotiations between 

the Justice Department's cartel sec- 
tion and ASCAP for a compromise on 
the suit appear to have broken down, 
for the time being at least. Tho it is 
known that such negotiations have 
been going on, the department has 
never officially admitted that it is 
willing to meet ASCAP halfway re- 
garding the latter's participation in 
international bodies. However, offi- 
cials have complained from time to 
time that ASCAP is offering nothing 
on which a compromise can be based.

Creditors Okay Signature 
Plan; Await Court Decish 

NEW YORK, March 20.- Signature 
Records' newest arrangement plan 
for creditors, created to comply with 
terms of Chapter XI of the Chandler 
Act, was unofficially approVed this 
week by the diskery's creditors. The 
diskery now will draw up its plan in 
detail and file for official approval 
with a court referee. The referee will 
conduct an official poll of creditors 
and will notify creditors at a meeting 
(to be held three weeks from the 
date of filing) whether the plan has 
met with official approval or not. 
The approval need not be 100 per 
cent; the decision rests entirely in the 
hands of the court referee. 

The plan, as unofficially approved, 
was outlined in The Billboard last 
week. It calls for the payment of 
debts on the basis of 25 cents on the 
dollar with 5 per cent in cash, an- 
other 5 per cent one year later and 
the remainder to be paid within the 
following year and a half. The disk- 
ery originally listed in its a-range- 
ment papers last December 
of $395,462. Music publishers, rep- 
resented by agent Harry Fox, were 
owed the biggest chunk-about $51,- 
000 -and the firm's musical director, 
Ray Block, stood second in line with 
a debt of about $30,000. 

Fox Encourages Okay 
Reportedly, Fox is now circulariz- 

ing his publisher-clients and en- 
couraging them to approve the Sig- 
nature plan. Similarly, Signature 
prexy, Bob Thiele, claims that all 
creditor artists on the label, includ- 
ing Block, have agreed to go along 
with the plan. 

Meanwhile Thiele reports that 
$100,000 in new money, raised among 
the members of the firm, had been 
received by the diskery. He also says 
that the diskery's execs are trying 
to work out a plan for payment of a 

government tax debt of some $60,000. 
The diskery hopes to effect settlement 
along the lines of the recent Musi- 
craft deal with the government to set- 
tle tax debts at 25 cents on the dollar. 

In the interim, the diskery con- 
tinues to reorganize its distrib net- 
work, which swelled to over 20 indie 
outlets with the addition of four new 
distribs this week. The new addi- 
tions were A. L. Alpers, San Fran- 
cisco; Fox Associates, Los Angeles; 
Radio Supply Company, Salt Lake 
City, and Lejeune Company, Miami. 
The diskery expects to add other out- 
lets in Denver; Jacksonville, Fla., 
and Green Bay, Wis., by the end of 
next week. 

Dave Blum. Resigns 
Warren Pub Post 

NEW YORK, March 20. - Dave 
Blum resigned from the Harry War- 
ren pub branch of the Loews-Rob- 
bins group this week. Trade 'talk, 
that the Warren firm might be inac- 
tivated because of unprofitable opera- 
tion in the past year, was denied by 
Abe Olman, general manager of 
Loews-Robbins firms, who said he 
plans to replace Blum but has not de- 
cided as yet who will get the post. 
Gossip had it that the choice might 
lie between cleffer Harry Warren's 
brother, Mousie (who would have to 
be transferred in from the Coast of- 
fice), and Mack Martin, of the pres- 
ent Robbins firm staff. 

Other plugger changes included 
Max Kendricks, former Sinatra Songs 
staffer, moving into the Harms set- 
up in the Warners-MPHC group.

Decca Goes Over 32 Million 
Net Sales Are

Earnings Dip 

Operating Costs Zoom 

NEW YORK, March 20.-Annual 
stockholders' report of Decca Rec- 
ords, Inc., was released this week and 
showed a net sales figure of $32,508,- 
718 in 1947, which set an all-time 
annual high for the diskery's dollar 
volume biz. It topped the diskery's 
net sales for 1946 by $1,833,337. 

While net sales rose to a new 
height, Decca's net earnings dropped 
to $1,618,548 in '47 as compared with 
$1,944,538 in '46, reflecting the in- 
creased cost of operation and mate- 
rials. The dip into profits has com- 
pensated in some part by the upping 
of the entire Decca line (save for the 
new 50-cent blue label) to 75 cents,

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Lewis Starts 
Library and 
Wired Service 

Importing English E. T.'s 

NEW YORK, March 20.-At a time 
when Jimmy Petrillo's recording ban 
may hamper the competition, E. R. 
(Ted) Lewis, bossman of English 
Decca and British financial magnate, 
has completed plans to invade both 
the electrical transcription field (li- 
brary- service) and the leased wire- 
service sphere. 

Lewis, whose London retail disk 
label has already made a sizable dent 
in the retail record market here, has 
copped a tack from the Jack Kapp 
Decca-World Broadcasting empire 
here (as well as some of Kapp's per- 
sonnel) and will expand his imported- 
recording operation to include direct 
competition with World, Muzak, As- 
sociated and other e. t. library firms. 

The focal point of the new e. t. 
operation will be the London Gramo- 
phone Company here, which dis- 
tributes the London retail disks. The 
meat of the new e. t. diet will be a 
"large library" cut during the war in 
Britain under England's "music cut 
while you work" program. All of 
these are 78 r.p.m. lateral-cut, 10- 
inchers, suitable for automatic op- 
eration and especially adapted for 
background music. The catalog 
boasts the London full-range fidel- 
ity feature and features music 
specially orchestrated and recorded 
for industrial plants and leased wire 
service. Releases will be added each 
month to keep up with new tunes 
(Petrillo's ban on U. S. recording puts 
London in a unique position) and 
sample programs have been drawn 
up with suggestions for balancing, 
which will be fitted into the library- 
sales set-up. 

Joe 'lards Joins Staff 
To merchandise the new e. t. pro- 

gram, Lewis has hired Joe Hards, 
former wired-music manager for 
World. Hards, prior to his World 
connection, was associated with Mu- 
zak's wired-music service and han- 
dled the Armed Forces Radio Service 
library during the war. He will work 
under Dudley Hales Toiler -Bond, di- 
rector of London Gramophone and 
general manager of all of Lewis's 
interests, which include, apart from 
the London retail label, the Decca 
Navigator Marine System, etc. The 
new London full-range library serv- 
ice will be initiated with a large- 
scale promotional fanfare under the 
direction of Joe Martin. 

The import of the London e. t. 
move and its effects on the market 
here are not only closely allied with 
the Petrillo situation here but are 
related indirectly with the Jack Kapp 
Decca Records firm here. 

Lewis and Kapp, record biz vet- 
erans recall, were financially asso- 
ciated in American Decca here until 
some years ago. Both Decca here 
and English Decca abroad originally 
shared a reciprocal pact, which gave 
English Decca the right to sell certain 
American Decca platters abroad. 
American Decca in turn had the right 
to distribute English Decca's product 
here. Following the split-up between 
Lewis and Kapp, which left not tne

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WHERE'S THE MUSIC MART? 
Survey for AMC Puts Finger 
On Local Tastes: Analysis 
By Areas, Cities and Sticks 

Guide to Puhbers, Waxers, Instrument Makers 
NEW YORK, March 20.-One of the most sweeping market-research 

surveys ever conducted in the field of music has been completed for the 
American Music Conference (AMC) by the A. S. Bennett Associates organ- 
ization here, working under the direction of Dr. Albert Haring, marketing 
consultant to the AMC. (Located in Chicago, AMC is a representative group 
of music merchants, piano and instrument manufacturers, standard music 
publishers, etc., which was spurred into existence last year as part of an 
effort by the National Association of Music Merchants to discover the "why" 
of musical interest in America and the "how" of applying business stimuli.) 

The results of the study (including 3,760 personal surveys representing 
a cross-section of American families in 74 cities, towns and rural areas, vali- 
dated by checks against census figures, radio surveys, etc.) cover the musical 
preferences, attitudes and activities of 12,815 individuals. The sampling 
technique and survey methods follow precision methods which represent a 
costly, unprecedented study of American musical tastes and habits. Results 
presumably afford far greater insight into music-business potential than 
publishers and record companies (as well as music merchants and instrument 
makers) have ever gained singly or in groups. 

Instrument P11;yers 
According to the survey, the music publisher and instrument maker 

can assume the following: One out of every eight individuals in the United 
States now plays a musical instrument (present players), while the same 
ratio applies to "former players." By AMC definition, a "present player" 
is one who played an instrument at least six times during the year. About 
8.9 per cent of the population are piano players: about 8.2 per cent are former 
pianists. Among present players in other fields bowed-string players con- 
stitute 1.03 per cent of the population; fretted-string players, 1.4 per cent: 
wind instrument players, 1.5 per cent, and other instrument players, 0.9 
per cent. 

Breaking it down for men, women and children: 8.4 per cent of male 
adults now play an instrument (12.5 per cent formerly played) while 13.5 
per cent of female adults now play (21.5 per cent formerly played). Among 
grown-ups, thus, the female interest in musical instruments is definitely

Editorial 

Lessons From Market Survey 
HEREHERE 

on this page the results of a survey conducted for the 
Music Conference are presented for the benefit of the 

entire music trade. Primarily this study holds greatest interest for the 
standard music publisher and instrument manufacturer (as well as 
all music store dealers), but there's a lesson to be learned by all of 
music biz in this survey. 

For c,:le thing, the survey proves the value of market research- 
something The Billboard has consistently championed for the music 
industry as a whole. According to the survey, the total music market 
is nowhere near its maximum potential; specifically, for an instrument 
maker or standard publisher it seems clear that business can be 
greatly stimulated by a push behind a national school music training 
program. That such a push would be fruitful seems conclusive, since 
the survey also indicates that such a program describes the "will of 
the American family." 

But more importantly, the survey offers hope to all of music biz- 
popular as well as standard, publisher as well as record company- 
that direct long-run ways can be found to enlarge the scope of 
everybody's music business. Instead of tired talked about "There are 
no great new songs" or "Where are the Irving Berlins or Jerome 
Kerns of the new generation?" (which are only fit subjects for literary 
poseurs who toy with fancy rather than fact), why not think along the 
lines of market research and the AMC survey? 

Why can't the popular music publishers, for example, or the 
record companies as a group, underwrite a promotional drive that 
would be based on the AMC survey and correlated directly with 
AMC or at least related to tangent studies? For years the pop 
publishers have said "Nah, nothing will help this business but a hit." 
But every year the sheet-music sales curve droops a bit more. 

The AMC survey Indicates that an intensified school music 
training program will hypo the total music market as much as 50 per 
cent over a reasonable period of time. Perhaps if the pop publishers 
were to calculate how much of that improved market could be theirs 
they might part with a promotional group buck. Perhaps. Or perhaps 
they'll go on eating up the nostalgia chatter, lament about the good 
old days and never stick in their 2 cents' worth to get back a dime in 
the future. 

Survey Points Up Need 
For Music Schooling 

NEW YORK, March 20.-Results of 
the AMC-Bennett-Haring survey (see 
adjoining story) virtually prove that 
the business potential of the music 
market can be remarkably enlarged 
if a school music training program is 
implemented, according to represen- 
tatives of Harry Coleman & Company, 
Chicago public relations firm which 
is retained by the American Music 
Conference. 

According to Coleman spokesmen, 
a 10 per cent effectiveness in securing 
music training in the schools (instru- 
ment instruction, etc.) would in- 
crease the total music market (in- 
strument sales, standard sheet music, 
etc.)-about 27 per cent over a rea- 
sonable period of time. An increase 
of 18.5 per cent effectiveness in school 
music training would shoot the mar- 
ket potential up 50 per cent. These 
conclusions are based on the survey's 
interviewer rating of family musical 
interest in America as well as other 
basic questions. 

The survey shows that the Ameri- 
can public is overwhelmingly (85 per 
cent) in favor of instruction on musi- 
cal instruments in the schools, to be 
paid for out of tax-supported school 
funds. 

As for the "real reason behind 
learning to play an instrument," 
nearly 75 per cent of the individuals 
surveyed said it was for the pleasure 
and enjoyment they hoped to get out 
of music. Other significant results: 
One out of six persons who now plays 
an instrument plays in an orchestra, 
band or other musical group. Out of 
all present players who were asked, 
"What can be done to improve the 
teaching of music ?" 36 per cent an- 

swered, "More emphasis on school 
music program." Nearly one out of 
eight adult non-players indicated that 
if adult evening classes were avail- 
able, using modern teaching methods, 
they would be interested in taking up 
an instrument.

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Mercury Execs to Prague 
To See If Reds Cut Longhair 

NEW YORK, March 20.-John 
Hammond, Mercury veepee, and 
David Hall, the diskery's longhair 
artist and rep director, will fly to 
Prague, Czechoslovakia, April 7 to 
determine what effect the recent 
Communist coup in that country may 
wreak on Hammond's deal to acquire 
longhair masters from the Czech 
government. 

Hammond and Hall not only will 
make an effort to expedite shipment 
of the Czech masters but also will 
try to determine which German-made 
Telefunken masters can be claimed 
by Mercury under the terms of Ham- 
mond's deal. According to Ham- 
mond, his agreement with the Czech 
government included rights to cer- 
tain of the Telefunken waxings which 
were originally distributed and 
pressed in Czechoslovakia. In addi- 
tion, he contracted for the Czech 
Ultraphone, Supraphone and Esta 
diskings. 

It also was revealed this week that 
Hammond has made a deal with the 
Compass Record Company (a firm 
set up by William Morris to import 
and sell records in Soviet Russia) 
whereby Mercury will have the pick 
of the Compass line for the Mercury 
longhair line. 

Meanwhile Hall has set up the in- 
itial Mercury longhair release, which 
is now expected to be ready for mar- 
keting late in April. It includes an 
album from the Compass line, 
Khatchaturian's Violin Concerto, 
performed by violinist David Ois- 
trakh and the USSR State Symphony 
Ork; reissues of the Keynote-released 
Stravinsky Dumbarton Oaks Con- 
certo and the Vivaldi Concerto 
Grosso, the Vaughn Williams's Oboe 
Concerto made originally for Key- 
note by Mitch Miller and the Daniel

Disk Distribs 
Outline Aims 
Of New org 
Ho! 1 Second N. Y. Session 

NEW YORK, March 20.-In order 
to formulate a firm operational basis 
and elaborate on the aims of its new 
organization (The Billboard, March 
20) the New York Record Distribu- 
tors' Association (NYRDA) this week 
held its second meeting, with more 
than a dozen local indie label dis- 
tribbing firms represented. Main 
purpose was to define objectives of 
the org and take further steps toward 
forming a strong distribber unit. 

Primary objectives of the associa- 
tion as set down at the meeting are 
to help dealers promote and sell more 
independent label disks, create closer 
harmony between dealers and dis- 
tribbers, avert cutthroat biz practices 
among distribbers and exchange retail 
dealer credit information among the 
group's members. 

All local "legitimate" distribbers 
have been invited to join the org 
(the NYRDA membership committee 
will judge whether applicants for 
membership are legitimate) and a $25 
initiation fee has been set, which 
will go toward covering the cost of 
incorporating the association and 
other initial expenditures of the 
NYRDA. Yearly membership fees 
have not been fixed because the group 
has no definite idea what the annual 
operational costs of the NYRDA 
will be. 

Governing body of the org will be 
composed of a president, treasurer, 
secretary and possibly a board of 
governors. Temporary officers are 
Jerry Blaine, of Cosnat Distributors, 
chairman; Malverne's Al Hirsch, 
treasurer, and Bill Scharkett, also of 
Malverne, secretary.

AFM To Take No 
Action Vs. Stations 
Airing String Wax 
PHILADELPHIA, March 20.-Ru- 

mors circulating hereabouts that the 
American Federation of Musicians 
(AFM) might take action against 
local radio stations for playing re- 
cordings made by non-union string 
bands were scotched by Guy Scolla, 
secretary of Local 77. Scolla held 
that the union had no jurisdiction as 
to what kind of recordings a radio 
station might play, and that only the 
making of recordings came within 
its purview. He added that while the 
string bands are all of local origin, 
the union has taken no action nor 
entered into any discussions in the' 
matter. Since the string-band per- 
sonnel are not members of the union, 
he said, they do not fall within the 
jurisdiction of the AFM. 

Other union officials felt that the 
rumors smacked of a publicity stunt 
-on the part of some local diskery to 
whip up enthusiasm for its label, par- 
ticularly since a dozen or more of the 
local waxeries are in the head of 
competition, with string-band disks 
already crowding out more orthodox 
cuttings on the local record counters.

patties, never have displayed lack of 
enthusiasm in seeking a compromise 
with Petrillo but the Taft-Hartley 
law has been something they could 
not argue with. If Petrillo will sug- 
gest a private by-passing of the wel- 
fare-fund restrictions by some trick 
of nomenclature or other device which 
would keep diskery payments legal 
for tax computing purposes, perhaps 
they'll bargain about it. 

Already the Industry Music Com- 
mittee (IMC) is meeting to take up 
the recording problem anew, now that 
video and network difficulties appear 
settled. Perhaps the IMC may open 
the door for Petrillo to walk in with 
his "new look"; perhaps Petrillo will 
soon respond to those letters sent out 
by record companies many months 
ago asking to bargain; perhaps there 
will be a private peace effected by 
September.

conference of legal subcommittee 
members with Sydney Kaye, counsel 
for IMC and general counsel for 
Broadcast Music, Inc. Kaye, it was 
learned, advised the legal subcommit- 
tee of a study he has completed on 
legal aspects of the Petrillo ban on 
record-making. The study, it was 
learned, showed ways in which rec- 
ord makers and the transcription in- 
dustry could introduce legal action 
against Petrillo in the event he insists 
on perpetuating the ban. 

Indications are that the talk of legal 
sanctions against Petrillo will be soft- 
pedaled next week, when, instead, the 
IMC will make efforts to focus on 
bringing about a workable arrange- 
ment with Petrillo. IMC's role, how- 
ever, will continue to be academic, 
since it will be up to individual 
record companies and transcription 
firms to reach agreements with Pe- 
trillo or vice versa. 

Expectations are that a call for the 
IMC meeting will be issued Monday 
for sometime either Wednesday or 
Thursday. Meanwhile, congressional 
interest in the situation has continued 
to ebb as already foretold. 

Rep. Carroll D. Kearns (R., Pa.) 
has avoided introduction of a copy- 
right bill which, it is known, not only 
would be opposed by network and 
record industry members, but also 
would open the way for a major fight 
on overhauling the entire Copyright 
Act. Kearns has insisted that he has 
had insufficient time to complete the 
final draft of his bill, but he re 
portedly has been advised that, unless 
he implants a clause definitely giving 
record manufacturers the right to 
receive increased fees on commercial 
records, the bill would receive stiff 
opposition. Such a clause, tho, would 
be sure to get heated opposition from 
the National Association of Broad- 
casters, which is frowning on any 
proposed legislation of this sort.

The over-all total earnings for 

Decca Records and its subsidary firms 
(including its wholly owned publish- 
ing houses, Sun and Northern Music, 
and its part-owned pubberies. Mood 
Music and Supreme Music) was $32.- 
977,000 as compared to a take of $31,- 
104,856 in '46. Subsids netted $468,- 
282 in '47, topping the '46 take of 
$429,475. Publisher-wise, Dec c a 
shared in the profits of three of the 
top tunes of 1947-Anniversary Song, 
Near You and How Soon. 

Net earnings of the firm came out 
to $2.08 per share of the firm's 776,- 
650 outstanding shares of capital 
stock. Dividends of $1 per share of 
outstanding stock were paid in 1947. 

Decca added $841,898 to its earned 
surplus, increasing the '46 figure of 
$3,381,206 to a current surplus of 
$4,223,104. The report lists $2,972,- 
270.90 for the company's cash on hand 
and in banks and an inventory (in- 
cluding masters) of $4,496,367.06. 

The report also indicated that the 
firm has drawn down two million of 
its $4,000,000 loan (negotiated in No- 
vember from the First National Bank 
of Boston) to date. One million was 
used to pay off other bank loans out- 
standing and the remainder has been 
added to the diskery's working capi- 
tal. The money drawn on the loan 
to date is payable in six installments 
thru 1953 at the rate of $333,333.33 
per year. The remaining $2,000,000 
is subject to call when needed by the 
firm.

NEW YORK, March 20.-ASCAP 

has filed papers in New York Federal 
Court denying Justice Department 
charges that it was engaged in an 
international conspiracy to monopo- 
lize performance rights and asking 
why BMI was not included in the 
Justice Department complaint. 

ASCAP alleged that BMI was the 
"creature" of the radio industry and 
sought to destroy all composer and 
author associations in the world. 

The BMI system would pose a "con- 
trolled market under which those who 
yield to the American broadcasting 
industry will have their works 
brought to the attention of the Ameri- 
can public, while those "who refuse 
to yield would submit to the disap- 
pearance of their works."

stronger. The feminine accent has its parallel, too, among children. With 
the kiddies, the study indicates that not only are gals more musical but that 
in both sexes the 10-14 year age group contains *the most active players. 
Figures ran as follows: Nine years and under-boys, 3.5 per cent now play; 
gals, 5.6 per cent; 10-14 year age group-boys, 22.7 per cent now play; gals, 
36.9 per cent; 15-19 year age group-boys, 15.6 per cent; gals, 32.4 per cent. 
Among male adults the biggest percentage of instrument-players (13.3 per 
cent) lies in the 20-29 year age group, while among female adults the biggest 
percentage (17.7 per cent) lies in the 40-49 year age group. 

Children Help 
Continuing along the lines of determining musical status in terms of 

instruments played, the AMC survey provides argument that families with 
children represent the best prospects for music education and the sale of 
musical instruments. The survey holds that as the size of the American 
family increases there is increasing tendency for members to play an instru- 
ment: Among two-person families 18 per cent are present players, while 
among four-person families 38 per cent marks the present-player figure. By 
breaking the family interest down into nativity, economic groups, etc., one 
elicits further significant business fodder. According to the survey, native- 
white Americans (American parents) constitute 79.1 per cent of the families 
with present players of an instrument; while Americans (foreign parents) 
account for 11.1 per cent while foreign whites rack up 5.3 per cent and Negro 
families 4.5 per cent. Income-wise, 45 per cent of the families with present 
players are in the $5,000-and-over group; 33.2 per cent are in the $3,000 to 
$5,000 group; 28.7 per cent fall within $2,000 to $3,000 and 19.8 per cent are 
in the under-$2,000 class. One of the possible conclusions proffered here 
by the survey makers is that musical education has been slanted to those 
who can afford lessons; that is, a musical education may be considered a 
luxury. Thus, if the regular school curriculum in America were to include 
gratis musical education (one of the prime objectives of AMC) the market 
potential would undoubtedly be sizably enlarged. 

Rural America, the survey concludes, is more musically inclined than 
urban America. The evidence, says the survey, lies in results of the study 
which show that 24 per cent of families in cities with over half a million 
population have a musical-instrument player, while 32.3 per cent of rural 
families make the same claim. Geographically, the West Coast leads other 
sections. In the proportion of families having a musical-instrument player, 
the West Coast rings up 34 per cent; East, 28.9 per cent; Midwest, 29.4 per 
cent and the South, 29.2 per cent. 

Radio Tie-Up 
Probably of greatest interest to record companies and music publishers 

is the AMC study's coverage of the "relationship between radio listening and 
record playing." One pet theory advanced by publishers (that the ever- 
growing sale of mechanicals (phono disks) has dented the sheet music 
market) may be blasted by the survey's conclusion that "the more radios a 
family owns, the more hours they listen to the radio and the more records 
they own the more likely they are to own and play musical instruments." 
The figures indicate that 33 per cent of the one-radio homes own a musical 
instrument and 18.5 per cent df the non-radio homes own an instrument. 
But 80.9 per cent of the families owning five or more radios also own musical 
instruments. In addition, twice as many instruments are owned by those 
who listen often to music on the radio (over 30 hours weekly) than by those 
who do not. More striking, ownership of musical instruments is particularly 
high among families owning record players and is highest among those 
having the largest record libraries. 

Other highly significant features of the AMC-Bennett-Haring survey are 
to be found in the charts appearing on Page 16.

ATLANTA, March 20.-Matt Shel- 

iley, former head of the American 
Guild of Variety Artists (AGVA), 
surrendered at the Fulton County 
Court House here Wednesday (17) 
and posted a $5,000 appearance bond. 

Fulton County Solicitor Paul Webb 
had previously served extradition pa- 
pers on She lvey in Pennsylvania, but 
errors in the Georgia extradition pa- 
pers delayed Shelvey's arrest. At 
that time, according to Webb, She lvey 
promised to return to Atlanta and 
surrender. 

Shelvey was indicted jointly with 
Arthur Kaye, former AGVA regional 
manager, January 30 on charges of 
misappropriating $20,000 they had 
collected from the Henry Grady Hotel 
here for the AGVA welfare fund. 
Hotel officials said the money was 
paid after Shelvey and Kaye de- 
manded that the Henry Grady con- 
tribute to the welfare fund or see the 
hotel's Paradise Room matinee per- 
formances blacklisted for union en- 
tertainers. 

Date for Shelvey's trial will be set 
April 1. 

Shelvey's Statement 
PHILADELPHIA. March 20.-Matt 

Shelvey, ex-head of AGVA, issued 
a statement here this week concern- 
ing his Georgia indictment. He said: 

"I have waived extradition and 
voluntarily presented myself today 
(March 18)10 the prosecuting officials 
of Fulton County. . . . To clear my 
name and the union (AGVA) of 
which I am national director." (Shel- 
vey insists he still has a right to the 
title.) 

Shelvey further stated his last ap- 
pearance in Georgia was 10 years ago, 
when he visited Macon and Columbus. 
. . . "To assist in providing profes- 
sional entertainment for soldiers sta- 
tioned in army camps. . . .

Larceny Charged 
NEW YORK, March 20.-Shelvey 

was indicted January 30. together 
with a former Southeastern American 
Guild of Variety Artists (AGVA) rep, 
Arthur Kaye, on two charges of 
larceny growing out of payments of 
$20,000 in 1945 and 1946 by the 
Henry Grady Hotel, Atlanta, to the 
AGVA welfare fund for running mat- 
inee shows. 

An Atlanta grand jury returned a 
true bill against them on charges of 
"wrongfully, fraudulently and feloni- 
ously" converting the money to their 
"own use." Kaye surrendered volun- 
tarily to Atlanta authorities February 
9. Shelvey fought against extradi- 
tion in Pennsylvania where he was 
arrested at the request of Georgia 
officials. 

Under the Georgia law, Shelvey 
and Kaye have been admitted to bail 
and will be free until such time as 
officials start the trial.

NEW YORK, March 20.-Al Beck- 
man and John Pransky have had a 
complaint filed with the American 
Guild of Variety Artists (AGVA) 
against them by Crawford & Bean, 
charging them with overcharging on 
cc ximissions and improper repre- 
sentation. 

Dave Fox. New York head of 
AGVA, said that the agents had 
signed the act to exclusive agency 
contract last April but had never filed 
the pact with the union. This, ac- 
cording to Fox, makes the act a free 
agent. 

Fox also said that if claims brought 
by the act of overcharging on com- 
mission are sustained, that the agents 
may be forced to return all commis- 
sion in excess of the legal 10 per cent

Editorial 

Now It's Up to You Guys 
Some weeks ago we took to task the Associated Actors and 

Artistes of America (Four A's) committee for running the American 
Guild of Variety Artists (AGVA). We pointed out that taking over 
AGVA affairs wasn't enough. The members were entitled to know 
what was happening and why. But most important. the members 
had to have more to say in their own union. 

We are gratified to report that. based on membership meetings 
held all over the country by the Four A's, the members are well on 
the way to getting their own union returned to them. 

Candidates for AGVA's first convention have been nominated 
around the country. The next step is up to the members. They will 
be asked to vote on their choices by mail ballot. Maybe the method 
of voting isn't ideal: maybe it will be changed by subsequent conven- 
tions. But the fact is that the Four A's committee has tackled a hard 
job and, with some minor exceptions, has done it well. 

Now it is up to the members in AGVA. They owe it to them- 
selves to take an active part in the election. For in the final analysis 
democracy will work only if the people want it to work-in AGVA as 
elsewhere.

Despite an ork (five 
saxes, six brass and three rhythm) 
that overblew badly and didn't have 
the fiddle line -tip customary for this 
room, Ennis went over big. He does 
an expert emsce job and his solo on 
the standard Got a Date With an An- 
gel, and chirp Charmaine's (his wife) 
parody on It Had To Be You, in 
which she kids about Ennis's anemia, 
got good response.

Forced 
back by an insistent throng, Richards 
rendered the Air Force version of the 
Whiffenpoof Song, a medley of three 
operatic arias and finally bowed out 
on the inevitable Glocca Marra. 
Backing by Emil Coleman's band fre- 
quently was intrusive, with Richards 
forced to turn on all his lung power 
to be heard above the insistent 
tootling. 

Robert Lamouret 
Sharing billing with Richards is 

Robert Lamouret, French ventrilo- 
quist, and his dummy duck, Dudule. 
The construction of the dummy per- 
mitted facial expressions which 
seemed almost human and convulsed 
the audience. Lamouret relied less 
upon the usual ventriloquist's gim- 
mick than upon clever manipulation 
of the dummy. The wind-up was a 
slapstick take-off on the Barber of 
Seville, with Dudule slapping gobs of 
lather all over Lamouret's face and 
shirt.

The bill, all-Latin except for the 
Mills Brothers's wah-wah harmony 
and comic Georgie Kaye's click patter 
routine, caught mitts all the way. The 
Lecuona Cuban Boys (13) held the 
podium, opening with a snappy six- 
song medley segueing into Tipi Tipi 
Tin which served as backing for the 
sidemen to do their solos. All got 
mitts, but the topper was the guitar- 
ist who wound up with a neat teeth- 
picking job on the git box. 

Minus the deep beat notes from Pop 
(who is out of the act because of 
illness), three of the four Millses car- 
ried on with their standard rhythm 
arrangements of Till Then, Paper 
Doll, Lazy River and You Always 
Hurt the One You Love for sock re- 
turns. They encored with Manana 
getting top-meter register. Aside 
from those who are familiar with the 
act, few were aware of the missing 
voice. The act's accompanying gui- 
tarist made a foursome grouped 
around the mike, giving many the be- 
lief they were hearing the original 
four Mills Brothers. Donald Mills 
carried most tunes with brother 
Harry (the stout one) getting the 
usual titters with his mild mugging. 

Georgie Kaye 
Georgie Kaye, in the laugh spot, 

acted as off-stage emsee, then got 
yocks during his own turn. The new 
stuff grooved neatly in with his stand- 
ard jokes for a sock 15 minutes. The 
only dent, no fault of the comic, was 
the sloppy backing of the Cuban ork 
in Kaye's two musical numbers. The 
psychiatrist and touting-waiter bits 
could hold their own in any com- 
pany. Kaye almost stopped the show 
and rated every bit of it. 

The DeCastro Sisters and the 
Gypsy-Spanish dance team of Roberto 
and Alicia filled in nicely. The terp 
duo depended on authenticity of na- 
tive routines for their results. The 
castinetting and timing appeared 
properly presented. but the commer- 
cial value is limited. A jitterbug 
take-off which wound up in a one- 
legged, standing-up-straight lightning 
spin won approval. The DeCastros, 
a good looking, well-built harmony 
group, did four Latin numbers. The 
voice, arrangement and delivery was 
there, but the group should have 
given at least one American tune.

Show is well paced, with Comic 
Joey Adams taking over as emsee fol- 
lowing a nerve-tingling opener by the 
Four Whirlwinds, roller skaters, who 
hit the jackpot with a varied assort- 
ment of rollery tricks. Included are 
breath-taking pinwheels. spins and 
multiple swivels done to a strobelite 
setting. 

Be it nitery or theater, Adams' 
clowning doesn't change. Summed 
up it's informal, easily and pleasantly 
projected, and well received. His 
inculcations rarely wane and he out- 
did himself at this outing. He's on 
and off the stage like a jackrabbit. 
His slapstickery with Tony Canzoneri 
and Mark Plant found its way home 
with a bang and spontaneously yocks 
were his pay-off. Canzoneri proves 
an ample foil for Adams' antics, while 
Plant scores solidly at the finale with 
a powerful piped Begin the Beguine 
and a laugh-earning Sonny Boy with 
Adams. 

Keye Luke's satirical impressions 
on Hollywood's film filberts found 
immediate favor and he had little dif- 
ficulty getting across his tonsiling of 
Night and Day and Irish Lullaby.

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Langner Offers 
Subsidy Plans 

NEW YORK, March 20.-Lawrence 
Langner has suggested a plan to the 
American National Theater and Acad- 
emy (ANTA), which may result in 
the org's getting a painless subsidy 
from the government. Langner has 
suggested that all copyright fees be 
approximately doubled with the re- 
sultant income, estimated at $2,000,- 
000, going to a national arts founda- 
tion, the purpose of which would be 
the encouragement of the arts. To do 
this the Copyright Act would have to 
be amended. 

Under the Langner plan the new 
copyright fees would remain $1 for 
unpublished works, $5 for printed 
publications-books, magazines, sheet 
music, etc.-$50 for printed plays and 
musical scores; $50 for motion pic- 
tures running less than an hour, and 
$100 for films running more. 

The money would be given to dif- 
ferent representatives of the arts- 
theater, music, motion pictures, etc.- 
who would control the disposition of 
the funds. The apparent virtue is that 
the dough raised would be from those 
industries which benefit from the 
encouragement of the arts and in 
such a way as not to hurt them too 
much. From the point of view of 
ANTA, there is no way to get funds 
directly from the government, but the 
legislators could go for an angle such 
as this. 

AEA To Convene on 
Council Nominations 

NEW YORK, March 20.-The 
Actors' Equity Association's quarterly 
meeting Monday (22), for nominating 
six members for the council and one 
replacement for the office of third 
vice-president, is expected to start 
a hot election campaign between the 
conservative and liberal factions. 
These six members will be nominated 
and voted for by members, but an 
additional three others will be picked 
by the council for council seats. 

Winston O'Keefe will also make. an 
interim report to the Equity member- 
ship outlining the progress of the 
economic betterment committee. Rob- 
ert Nathan, the economist, who has 
been asked by the committee to in- 
vestigate the present state of legit 
in this country, has made a series 
of suggestions for projects that would 
help legit get back on its feet. These 
suggestions are being thoroly weighed 
for possible flaws before they are 
handed to both labor and manage- 
ment for consideration. Equity is 
paying Nathan $3,000 for his services. 
He met with 50 leaders of legit to 
find out the condition of the theater 
and what could be done to revive it.

in Boston, but the booking office 
probably has had the question of cen- 
sorship in mind. Whatever the rea- 
sons, the office probably is partly 
responsible for the thin season here. 

Weather Hurts 
That old bogey, Mr. Weatherman, 

has had his effect, too. This winter 
has been the worst in more than 50 
years. So far 12 feet of snow -have 
fallen in Boston alone. Often, storms 
have come at the worst times. Many 
a show which might have got by has 
been killed by weather which drove 
indoors everybody but fools and 
newspaper drama reviewers. 

The famine forecast in the Hub 
survey in November has occurred. 
This season has been far thinner 
than any other in the last five. That 
was to be expected, to some extent. 
The lack of activity in the theater, 
hence on the road and in Boston in 
particular, is attributable to various 
factors: Costs, dormant writing tal- 
ent, censorship and any number of 
others. No one of them will explain 
it all away. But they combine to 
give us a poor season, both in quality 
and quantity. 

For the first time in a good many 
years, the Copley Theater has been 
dark all season. The Majestic, tho 
newly renovated, has had only two 
attractions. There have been many 
dark weeks in the other houses. This 
alone is an indication of the slack 
season. 

Rep Offers Hope 
One hope offered for one of the two 

above-mentioned theaters for next 
season is the planned Boston Re- 
pertory Association, which is being 
organized on a stock sale plan by 
Michael Linenthal of the Woodstock 
(N. Y.) Playhouse. A 10-week sea- 
son is planned and it may keep one 
of these houses open during the bet- 
ter part of the season. 

When other factors settle back to 
something like normal, only censor- 
ship will keep the lid on Boston. And 
if that bogey can be controlled prop- 
erly there will really be nothing to 
worry about. Boston still is a good 
theater town, an admirable place for 
a producer to find out what he's got. 
All the theater needs is a little sanity. 
some concerted action and good 
shows to make money in Boston.

Early last month this reporter 
journeyed down to Bleecker Street 
to see New Stages unveil its transla- 
tion of Jean-Paul Sartre's The Re- 
spectful Prostitute. The report was 
good. The Sartre satiric fable, even 
if obviously written without first- 
hand investigation of its subject mat- 
ter and in spite of the thinness of its 
plot, nevertheless packed a sock dra- 
matic impact, was flawlessly staged 
by Mary Hunter and acted to the 
hilt by an exceptionally accomplished 
cast. It was excellent experimental 
theater, bound to take hold-and it 
did. 

At the time, however, this reporter 
said that Prostitute was no dish for 
commercial Broadway unless some of 
the saltier Sartre lines and situations 
were considerably toned down. So 
now New Stages moves it up to the 
Cort and a reportorial about-face is in 
order. It may be that via the in- 
timacy of a small theater the text 
seemed more rugged. But it is a 
fact that while no line appears to 
have been changed, no one in a 48th 
Street audience seems to turn a hair. 
Also what frequently came as a shock 
down on a Bleecker Street opening 
night was turned to belly laughs up- 
town. 

Meg Mundy Shines 
Meg Mundy continues to give an 

outstanding performance as the be- 
wildered tart who finds herself the 
focal point of a Deep South lynching 
bee. Wendell Holmes is still tops as 
the amiably hypocritical stinker of 
a Southern senator, and John Mar- 
riott and Karl Weber are effective 
as ever as the Negro in the case and 
the sexy rich boy from the house 
on the hill. 

As a curtain raiser for the Sartre 
two-scener, the New Stagers have 
selected ThorntonVilder's exercise in 
sweetness and light dialog, The 
Happy Journey to Trenton and Cam- 
den. The choice may have been made 
for reasons of economy, since 
Journey calls for no net and only for 
four chairs repping the Kirlo, family's 
car in which the odyssey is made. 
Also its fragile message of good will 
may have been deemed a companion- 
able offset to the wry bitterness of 
Prostitute. It has been charmingly 
staged by Mary Hunter and is com- 
petently acted by half a dozen of 
the group. 

However, it must be honestly re- 
ported that the combination of 
Journey and Prostitute doesn't look 
strong enough to add up to com- 
mercial success. Bills of this kind 
have never proved a strong Stem 
draw and even the advance publicity 
labeling Prostitute as something of a 
shocker is unlikely to save the finan- 
cial day. The fare is just too thin 
for a $4.20 top. Bob Francis.

The Theater Guild has produced an- 
other handsome revival of a Gay 
Nineties period piece. Stewart Chaney 
rates several bows for his lush Vic- 
torian backgrounds and the perfec- 
tion of his costume detail. Nothing 
has been stinted on the production 
side, but it does seem that with You 
Never Can Tell the Guild has scraped 
bottom in the Shavian barrel. It will, 
no doubt, draw a certain number of 
the pew-buying curious, but in spite 
of all fancy trimming, Tell sums up to 
a garrulous stock comedy, dated as 
a horsecar-and just about as fast. 

Blame for the pace points two ways; 
first, at the old master's proclivity for 
never using less than three words 
where one will do; second, at Peter 
Ashmore's archly stylized staging. 
Ashmore seems intent that not a 
single Shavian superficial pearl shall 
be lost, and with the apparent notion 
of hammering them home, calls for 
such overplaying on the part of most 
of his cast as to turn the piece into 
arrant farce-and plodding farce at 
that. 

For record purposes, Mr. Shaw is 
again concerned with the battle of the 
sexes and Victorian modes and mor- 
als. The former has to do with the 
recovery of a father by three out- 
spoken youngsters after a separation 
of 18 years and the winning of the 
haughty eldest by a poor but person- 
able dentist; the latter includes such 
matters as the emancipation of 
women and bringing up children via 
the self-expression route. Titivating, 
perhaps, 50 years ago, but hardly 
startling now.

The Experimental Theater comes 
a severe cropper with its fourth sub- 
scription offering, A Temporary Is- 
land. Just what is experimental about 
this Halsted Welles opus, one wouldn't 
know, since plot-wise it mosies down 
the most familiar of paths, sign- 
posted with more than vague recol- 
lections of Polly of the Circus plus 
overtones of He Who Gets Slapped. 
Possibly it was an experiment to al- 
low the author to direct his own 
piece; if so, it was one which back- 
fired, for the Welles deliberate pace 
makes 11 o'clock seem like midnight. 

Welles is concerned with the old, 
old tilt between stuffy, hide-bound 
complacency versus freedom and ro- 
mance. His locale is a New England 
ladies' seminary (circa 1881) and his 
plot has to do with the attempted 
ousting from town by the school's 
faculty of a visiting circus. This 
time it's the seminary's prexy who 
falls for the lady animal trainer and 
the lure of the road. Naturally, he 
finally conies to the conclusion that 
pedantry and tights don't mix. 

Capital "M" Moods 
It's all as simple as that. and there 

might be a nice, hokey little play in 
the notion. But the Welles version, 
while showing flashes of humor, 
makes a point of satirical moodiness, 
moods with a capital "M". Seldom 
has an unreal love affair unwound 
more tepidly to terminate in a flatu-

Out of this alarm, confusion and 

fear, it is maintained, the folks will 
turn to that form of amusement which 
best removes them -temporarily, at 
least-from the burden of their 
thoughts. And carnivals, amusement 
parks, circuses and fairs afford one of 
the best opportunities for that, those 
in the trade reason. 

Moreover, it is characteristic that 
when a threat to family life is posed- 
a threat inherent in war-families 
turn inwardly to a way of living that 
more securely binds family life. For 
this reason, a family trip to a carni- 
val, circus, amusement park, fair, 
celebration or picnic assumes greater 
importance and becomes more com- 
mon. This, those in the outdoor biz 
figure, will have much to do with 
hiking attendance. 

The reaction may prove so strong, 
some say, that this year's outdoor biz 
may top that of '47-not a record year 
but definitely one of the best the out- 
door show world ever has known. 

1947 Spring Off 
Always a potent factor, public psy- 

chology was reflected sharply in last 
years grosses. Just about this point 
last year, alarms were sounded that 
the nation was on the brink of a re- 
cession. Dire predictions were com- 
mon. Even folks holding good bank 
accounts quickly slowed their spend- 
ing. The result was that even those 
well off financially, tacked their 
spending sails and cut down expendi- 
tures. 

The entire amusement business, 
along with everything else, felt this. 
Spring business was off for most 
carnivals, circuses and amusement 
parks, but jumped when the forecast 
sharp recession failed to materialize. 

Recession Psychology Wanes 
The threat of a recession is not so 

strong in the mind of Mr. and Mrs. 
John Q. Public, altho a large segment 
of the business and industrial com- 
munity maintains a recession is near- 
ing. As a matter of cold fact, even 
tho the cost of living is higher, it is 
believed the folks will be more likely 
to spend for outdoor amusements than 
last year, because there is no immi- 
nent threat now of a recession. The 
dark international picture itself car- 
ries a denial of a business recession. 
The European Recovery Program, to- 
gether with any military measures, 
such as universal military training 
and the possible expansion of our war 
plants, carry with it a guarantee of 
sustained high national income. 

Weather Was Factor. 
Outdoor showmen, reflecting on the 

weather which assailed the business 
last year, figure that it will run 
counter to the lay., of averages if the counter

German Circuses in Full 
Swing; Berlin Harbors 3 

BERLIN, March 20.-Circus season 
in and around Berlin is getting into 
full swing, with three big circuses, 
Busch, Blumenfeld, and Barley, set 
to play extended runs here. 

Circus Busch, generally acknow- 
ledged to be the oldest circus in Ber- 
lin, had its project to construct a 
massive circus arena in the center of 
the city, near the Boerse railroad sta- 
tion, turned down because site was 
considered too close to the near-by 
University Hospital. Prior to the war 
the Circus Busch had its own build- 
ing but this was demolished by orders 
of Nazi officials. 

Circus Busch, under the direction 
of Paula Busch, has been obliged 
again to make use of a site on the 
grounds of Berlin's Zoological Gar- 

dens in the western part of the city 
and to rent the big top formerly used 
by the late Sarrasani. Despite high 
rental of both the zoo grounds and 
the Sarrasani top, Paula Busch an- 
ticipates a good season. 

Circus Blumenfeld, oldest circus in 
Germany, and still belonging to the 
descendants of this long line of circus 
operators and performers, will also 
hold forth in Berlin this season. For 
over a century the Circus Blumenfeld 
has been famous and descendants of 
the original founders are to be found 
holding important posts in the amuse- 
ment field thruout the world. One of 
the best-known members of the 
Blumenfeld family in America is Her- 
man Blumenfeld, veteran booker for

Close-Ups: 

Dave Bradley, H'w'd Park Op, 
Started at Top, Stayed There 

By Douglas N. Rhodes 

(This is another of a series of little-known facts about prominent people in 
outdoor show business.) 

DAVID E. BRADLEY JR., owner-manager of Beverly Park, Hollywood, 
was awakened one Sunday morning recently by a telephone call from 

police headquarters. "We've got a guy down here," began the desk sergeant, 
"who claims that last night he was bitten by a 10-foot-long cricket outside 
your amusement park. He says he stepped off the street into the shadows 
to have a snort out of a'bottle he was carrying and that this fantastic critter 

jumped out at him, ripped his coat 
and chased him down an alley, where 
we picked him up. Of course, we 
know that the only 10-foot cricket 
he saw came out of his bottle, but 
thought we'd check with you first as 
a matter of routine before we send 
him downtown for the cure. Just 
want your confirmation, ha, ha, that 
you don't keep monster crickets 
around where they might bite in- 
nocent citizens passing by on the 
public street." 

"Sounds like my cricket, all right," 
replied Bradley to the officer's amaze- 
ment. "But I'm sure he didn't chase 
our thirsty friend down the alley. 
You see, the insect is really an oil well 
pump on the street side of my park. 
We fixed it up with flapping wings 
and blinking eyes to amuse the kids. 
The fellow probably let his coat get 
caught in the machinery some way- 
tho we've taken every precaution 
against that happening. Better tell 
him to contact the oil company that 

owns the thing if he feels he has a claim, because it isn't my well." Then 
Bradley added, "But I wish it were mine-it pumps 75 barrels of oil a day." 

Dave Bradley's cricket is one of the top attractions at his large kiddie 
park, located on the boundary of Los Angeles and Beverly Hills. Tho not 
a revenue producer in the sense that tickets are sold to view it, the in- 
genious device has brought thousands to the park as a result of local and 
national publicity-exploitation which has cost the enterprising park man 
nothing. 

When Bradley took over Beverly Park from Frock & Meyer Amusement 
Company in May, 1945, he tried to figure out a way to disguise the ugly oil 
pump which adjoined his property. Noting the pumping beam rocking 
slowly back and forth in a lazy motion, he hit upon the idea of creating a 
Disney-like cricket with the aid of some scrap metal and a bit of paint. 
First obtaining permission to do so from the oil company operating the well, 
Bradley painted the base of the pump a candy-stick red-and-white. The 
pumping arm was given a coat of blue paint. He then attached yellow 
corrugated iron wings, ears and a hinged wooden jaw. When in motion 
the wings flap, the ears move back and forth and the jaw opens and shuts.

Coliat Killed 
In 88-Ft. Fall 
At St. Paul 

Originated Kimris Act 
ST. PAUL, March 20.-Despite the 

pre-opening tragedy which took the 
life of Leon Coliat, 49, originator of 
the Les Kimris airplane trapeze act, 
the 20th annual Osman Temple 
Shrine Circus in St. Paul Auditorium 
is expected to set a new attendance 
record by the time it winds up its 
13th performance of the week at the 
Sunday (21) matinee. 

Potentate Henry J. Crepeau said 
that at midweek attendance was 
nearly 1,600 behind that of the same 
period in 1947, but that advance ticket 
sales for the balance of the week 
indicated attendance would go be- 
yond the all-time high of 87,554 set 
last year. 

Death of Coliat, who Sunday (14) 
plunged 88 feet from a girder near the 
roof of the auditorium to land on a 
heavy wooden platform and was 
killed instantly, threw the entire Or- 
rin Davenport Circus company into 
gloom. The Coliat tragedy was the 
third major accident to hit the unit 
this season, according to Harry 
Thomas, circus emsee. 

Missed Cable 
Coliat and a rigger were atop the 

girder fastening the act mechanism 
when Coliat reached out to grasp a 
cable, missed and tumbled head first 
to the floor, landing at the feet of his 
brother and act partner, Henry Coliat, 
and his assistant, Lee Wallenda. 

Leon and Henry originated their 
act in France, but Leon hasn't been 
up since 1935 when he crashed from 
the high rigging while appearing in 
Atlantic City. He has been ground 
man and manager of the act since. 
Henry continued going up and two 
seasons ago Miss Wallenda joined the 
troupe. 

Mrs. Leon Coliat, bride of seven 
months of the dead man, is in the 
city, having come here with her hus- 
band and his troupe. Collars body 
will be sent to Trenton, N. J., Mon- 
day (22) and funeral services will be 
conducted there Wednesday (24). 

The surviving brother said his sis- 
ter-in-law is returning to her home 
in Ottawa. Henry has asked Miss 
Wallenda to become his business 
partner in the act. The Les Kimris 
Troupe went on with the show as 
scheduled at the opening circus mati- 
nee Monday afternoon. Miss Wal- 
lenda said that to have delayed going 
up immediately would have broken 
up the act, for she and Henry would 
have lost their nerve. She said the 
pair will fill every contractual en- 
gagement signed by Henry prior to 
his death.

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ANIMAL PICTURE IS BRIGHT 
Railroad Fair Set for Chi; 
Huge Spec To Be Presented 

CHICAGO, March 20. - Commemorating the 100th anniversary of the 
first steam locomotive, more than 20 of the nation's leading railroads will 
display their latest trains and newest locomotives in a huge railroad 
exposition, the Chicago Railroad Fair, to be held this summer on Chicago's 
lake front, it was announced this week. Definite dates have not been set, 
but the event is expected to run at least six weeks, beginning about mid-July 
and running thru Labor Day. Maj. Lenox R. Lohr. who was managing 
director of Chicago's successful A Century of Progress, and who currently 
is president of the Chicago Museum 
of Science and Industry, is president 
of the expo. 

150 in Cast 
A huge spectacle, which will depict 

the developments in railroading, will 
be presented several times daily dur- 
ing the full run. Ed Hungerford, pro- 
ducer of the Wings of Progress spec 
at a Century of Progress, will produce 
the show, which will have a cast of 
150, mostly pro performers, and which 
will be presented on a 400-foot long 
stage. A grandstand to seat 5,000 will 
be built for the show. 

The spec will carry an admission 
charge, as yet unset. It was an- 
nounced that the expo itself will op- 
erate with a paid gate, but this ad- 
mission charge has not yet been de- 
termined. Present plan is to fence in 
the entire area. In addition to the 
spec, fireworks will be presented, 
with the pyrotechnic displays to be 
fired from Northerly Island. 

Plan Special Features 
Some of the railroads exhibiting 

also will present shows or other at- 
tractions. The Burlington Railroad 
is to have a miniature train operate 
the complete length of the grounds. 
The Sante Fe proposes to have an In- 
dian Village, in which half a dozen' 
tribes will be represented and at 
which Indians will sell things they 
make, such as rugs and jewelry. Four 
railroads jointly will present a fron- 
tier town. 

Added spurs will be built into the 
lake front area. Plan is to leave them 
at the show's conclusion, thus provid- 
ing facilities which would be available 
for other possible fairs in the future. 
Area to be used will extend between 
21st Street to a point north of 31st 
Street. 

In addition to new spurs, other 
changes will be made in the lake 
front section. Plan is to widen a serv- 
ice drive along Lake Shore Drive to 
a parking lot, which will accommo- 
date 2,000 cars, at the south end of 
the grounds and also to broaden the 
eastern end .of the overpass at 22d 
Street to provide the main entrance to 
the grounds.

Supply Good, 
Prices High 

Rhinos, if available, will 
bring top price of 6G- 
dealers' costs continue up

NEW YORK, March 20.-Top ani- 

mal dealers who have their fingers on 
the pulse of show business, this week 
unanimously predicted a good season 
when queried by The Billboard. Ani- 
mals are in good supply, with the 
exception of the larger beasts, but 
prices, on a plane with last year, 
continue high. 

All dealers made reference to the 
troubled world situation in discussing 
shipments en route to this and other 
Eastern ports. Last year, for the first 
time since the war, foreign lands con- 
tributed large quantities of much 
needed animals for show and zoo con- 
sumption. The demand for new and 
varied animals, a tremendous short- 
age of which was engendered by the 
war, has not yet been satisfied. The 
market is good and there is business 
to be done. 

Top Money for Rhinos 
Altho reluctant to quote prices be- 

cause of the competitive nature of 
their business and the uncertain ar- 
rival of promised shipments, it was 
learned that the rhinos, if available 
this year, may demand top money. 
They are tentatively priced at be- 
tween $5,000 and $6,000. Importing 
costs, which cannot be accurately 
gauged in advance, will be the de- 
termining factor. Last year the first 
elephants to be imported following 
the end of the war were priced at 
about $5,000. Giraffes sold for a 
notable $4,000 each. 

A. Krone, manager of Louis Ruhe, 
Inc.. said his firm has lined up sev- 
eral shipments from India, Africa and 
South America, the first of which 
will arrive in May. Expected are - 
elephants, tigers, leopards, bears, 
antelopes, zebras, monkeys a n d 
snakes. They are hopeful of receiv- 
ing. but not guaranteeing, giraffes and 
rhinos. Also included are pythons 
measuring from 12 to 14 feet. There 
is little market for big snakes under 
12 feet. 

Krone said that costs in the country 
of origin would be the deciding fac- 
tor in pricing animals. Apparently 
quotations from abroad have the 
flexibility of a rubber band. As far 
as the dealers are concerned their 
success is largely due to their ability 
to import needed animals. Promises 
are always easy to extract from 
foreign representatives, but results 
are sometimes slow in coming. 

Demand 13 Steady 
There is a big market now for Afri- 

can elephants, rhinos, rare breeds of 
antelopes and cat animals, especially 
good tigers. Altho lions breed well in 
captivity, thus lessening the demand 
for imports, many handlers think new 
blood is necessary for good stock.

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Tele, Outdoor 
Showbiz Co=op 
To Bring $$$ 

By CY IV VG %ER 

A NEW ERA of close co-operation 
.1-1- between major facets of the out- 
door showbiz fields and the television 
industry can be expected to develop 
rapidly in the near future, leaders of 
both industries are beginning to real- 
ize. In the past year, first signs of 
this pending co-operation have been 
apparent, primarily in the cases of 
television coverage of the 1947 Iowa 
State Fair and the Canadian National 
Exhibition and in the telecasting of 
circuses by WBKB, Chicago, and 
other video stations in other cities. 
Leaders of the showbiz fields involved, 
who have analyzed these events, have 
seen in them portents of future co- 
operation of mutual benefit. 

The consensus of trade leaders, ac- 
cording to facts revealed by recent 
investigations, is that outdoor show- 
biz (circuses, fairs, parks, carnivals) 
can benefit from the promotional 
value inherent in television coverage. 
It also is agreed, but stated primarily 
by television industry leaders, the 
outdoor shows (and indoor circuses, 
too) have material constituting ex- 
cellent programing. 

Demonstrated at Iowa 
The fact that the novelty of tele- 

vision and the pent up public in- 
terest in the medium can be of pro- 
motional value, and even of direct 
box-office value, was demonstrated 
in the cases of the Iowa State Fair 
and Canadian National Exhibition 
television productions. 

In the now historical television 
demonstration put on by radio Sta- 
tion KRNT at the Iowa Centennial 
State Fair, August 21-30, 1947, almost 
240,000 persons jammed the tents 
containing the television demonstra- 
tions. There they saw actual tele- 
vision programs in progress and also 
were able to witness events being 
telecast via coxial cable from other 
areas of the fairgrounds. No one is 
willing to estimate how many of these 
people paid admission primarily to 
see the television demonstration, but 

some of the execs co-operating in the 
promotion are willing to estimate that 
total attendance at the fair was in- 
creased by thousands because of the 
presence of television. 

At the Canadian National Exhibi- 
tion television's ability, to jingle the 
outdoor cash registers was proved 
conclusively. Here about 70,000_ per- 
sons paid 25 cents to witness tele- 
vision demonstrations put on by RCA 
and to see on television receivers a 
cross section of events of the fair,

way and waterfront entertainment. 

May Show at Indiana 
This year, because of the success 

of these two events, RCA's television 
promotion department has been asked 
to conduct a similar showing at the 
Indiana State Fair. Whether or not 
the public will have to pay a special 
admission to see the television dem- 
onstration has not been determined. 

At WBKB, Chicago, Balaban and 
Katz television station, management 
is 100 per cent behind the value of 
co-operation between the television 
and outdoor showbiz industries. Rein- 
ald Werrenrath, director of special 
events at the station, stated, "WBKB 
is anxious to program fairs and cir- 
cuses. We'll do everything in our 
power to make such telecasts suc- 
cessful for our audience, our adver- 
tisers, if the programs are sponsored, 
the station and the promoters." 

And the station is not merely going 
on theory concerning the value of 
this co-operation. It has telecast cir- 
cuses; it planned to telecast the La 
Porte Indiana County Fair last year 

prevented from doing so at 

the last minute because of the tech- 
nical impossibility of relaying the 
show via high frequency radio relay 
to its Chicago transmitter for tele- 
casting to Windy City viewers. This 
year it is thinking of telecasting the 
Illinois and Indiana State fairs. If 
it is impossible to relay pick-ups of 
events as they occur, there is the pos- 
sibility films will be made for later 
telecasting to the Chicago audience. 

Televized Polack Show 
Just recently WBKB telecast the 

Polack Bros. annual Shrine Circus 
presented at Chicago's Medinah Tem- 
ple. According to Werrenrath, this 
was one of the most successful pro- 
grams the station has done in a long 
time; a show that got very favorable 
response from the station's audience 
and was of promotional value to the 
Polack management. 

Parenthetically, it should be noted 
here, that this telecast's success to no 
small part was attributable to the 
permission which was obtained from 
the American Federation of Musi- 
cians, which allowed pick-up and 
transmission of music played by the 
circus band. The AFM ban on use 
of "live" music is still in effect and 
the station was able to obtain this 
permission only because proceeds de- 
rived from the sponsor of the tele- 
cast of the entire circus, the Admiral 
Radio Corporation, were donated to 
the Shrine Hospital for Crippled Chil- 
dren. 

All of the above should not be con- 
strued as an indication of the fact 
that there is complete agreement in 
the outdoor fields that an open door 
policy should be adopted toward 
video, a policy saying television sta- 
tions can come in at any time without 
a fear of a resultant gate loss. 

But according to television indus- 
try sources, the objection to television 
programing because of a fear of cut 
in gate receipts is held by only the 
small minority. 

Won't Hurt Cate 
Television sources insist that video 

programing, if handled properly, can- 
not hurt gate proceeds by keeping 
away those who would rather wit- 
ness via a television receiver instead 
of in person. They propose that tele- 
vision can be used as a powerful 
promotion force stimulating attend- 
ance. If, for example, television 
shows are presented the first or sec- 
ond day, of, say, a week or two-week 
engagement. the show will be given 
a promotional impact, and most likely, 
those who saw parts of the event via 
television, will want to see all in per- 
son. After WBKB's telecast of the

& Animal Company, is concerned 
mainly with the importation of large 
quantities of small animals. Expected 
soon are 5,000 monkeys, 50 or 60 
chimpanzees, 75 pythons, 2,000 as- 
sorted poisonous snakes and thou- 
sands of birds. 

Trefflich will import on order ele- 
phants, tigers, leopards, or any of the 
other larger animals. He gave up 
speculation in big animals because of 
the risks involved. Ringling circus 
recently purchased six chimps and 
several monkeys. Trefflich's busi- 
ness, housed in a five-story building, 
is an animal department store with 
retail business conducted on the first 
floor and trade dealings on the upper 
floors. 

Monkeys Leased 
Trefflich described as very success- 

ful his monkey "rental plan" which 
was inaugurated several years ago. 
Monkeys are consigned to parks and 
other amusement units from Decora- 
tion Day thru Labor Day at a cost 
of $25 each. After Labor Day Treff- 
lich "buys" the monkeys for $12.50 
each if they are in good health. This 
procedure eliminates the necessity of 
exhibitions caring for the animals 
thru the off-season months. Trefflich 

said that no monkeys can be shipped 
from India from March 31 thru Oc- 
tober 1. 

Children's zoos are gaining in popu- 
larity, Trefflich said. The cost of 
the necessary animals, domestic and 
foreign, runs about $1,500. All ani- 
mals must be small and of breeds that 
can safely be handled by children, he 
said. Some of these zoos are operated 
like day camps, with nurses in at- 
tendance to care for the youngsters. 
The zoos can earn a good profit on 
a 25-cent admission charge. 

The E. S. Ward Company has on 
hand antelopes, monkeys and lions, as 
well as smaller animals. Shipments 
scheduled are expected to include 
rhinos, monkeys, antelopes and small- 
er South American animals. Ten 
zebras are expected, and perhaps five 
or six rhinos. 

14 Giraffes Imported 
The market for giraffes was pretty 

well taken care of last year with the 
importation of 14 by Ward. They 
brought about $4,000 each. Several 
elephants were recently lost in transit 
on the high seas. However, the firm 
is still hopeful of importing several 
of the African variety. Also imported 
and sold last year were 30 camels. 
Since then they have been classified 
as domestic animals and it is believed

Desert Cirk Click 
At Palm Springs 
PALM SPRINGS, Calif., March 20 

-This swank desert playground city 
went Western in a big way for its 
12th annual Desert Circus which 
closed here Saturday (13) after its 
most successful date in history. 

The four-day event, which opened 
Wednesday (10) with an annual cir- 
cus luncheon at the Desert Inn, closed 
with a two-mile parade and an after- 
noon Wild West show and rodeo. Fea- 
tures of the celebration included a 
three-night showing of The Village 
Insanities, to which nationally known 
acts contributed numbers and famous 
playwrights donated their services in 
writing the scripts; a reproduction of 
a pioneer mining town built in the 
downtown area; barbecue, Western 
fashion show and pet show. 

No estimate of attendance was 
made available. 

a special permit will be needed to get 
more into this country, stringent regu- 
lations now govern the importation 
of domestic animals, because of fear 
of hoof and mouth disease. 

Each succeeding quotation from 
abroad usually calls for higher prices 
and this results in some breeds being 
over-priced. The Ward firm is ex- 
periencing some difficulty in obtain- 
ing snakes of acceptable length, that 
is, over 20 feet. The opinion was ad- 
vanced that the natives of the Malay 
Straits, where the best snakes come 
from, are afraid to catch them. 

Export to Europe 
The Ward firm exported several 

lions to European buyers during the 
past year. There is some demand by 
zoos in this country for imported 
African lions with which to improve 
their stock. There is a good market 
for hippopotami, but these are ex- 
tremely hard to get and the freight 
cost, including special care, is ex- 
cessive. 

Harry Rimberg, who imported the 
first elephants after the war, and his 
associate, Jack Fox, plan no addi- 
tional imports because of the uncer- 
tainty of business conditions. Last 
year Rimberg brought in 22 pachy- 
derms. He and Fox have eight of 
these, which they plan to lease but 
not sell. The animals were wintered 
at Hialeah, Fla., and will shortly be 
moved to the Trenton (N. J.) fair- 
grounds. Several were used last sea- 
son for an elephant ride at Coney 
Island. This venture was unsuccess- 
ful, Rimberg said. 

Biggest independent import of ele- 
phants during the past year was en- 
gineered by Louis Reed for Ben 
Davenport's Dailey Bros.' Circus. Reed 
brought in a total of 16 to boost the 
Dailey herd to 25, second largest in 
the country. The Ringling circus has 
a reported 49. 

Two Sydney Drivers Hurt 
SYDNEY, March 20. - Week-end

Speedway was marred by several ac- 
cidents, including two drivers injured 
and one of the cars badly damaged. 

Wally Johnston was hospitalized 
with a dislocated shoulder and other 
injuries, and Alec Hunter was treated 
for head cuts after their cars tangled 
in the final solo handicap race. Andy 
McGavin's car was badly damaged 
by fire but he jumped clear and es- 
caped serious injury.

- Recent an- 
nual show at Newcastle was a flop 
as a result of being boycotted by the 
Showman's Guild of Australia whose 
members refused to accept a 100 per 
cent hike in rentals in the amusement 
area. With only two side shows on 
the midway the fair drew only 74,496 
against a gate of 111,168 last year. 

Showmen admitted a slight in- 
crease in fees for space was justifiable 
but would not stand for the 100 per 
cent gouge. Showma's Guild offered 
to negotiate' but the show committee 
turned down the offer. Criticism of 
the committee is expected to result in 
a shake-up at the annual election. 

Jack Diamond Is Operating 
Diving Bell at Miami Beach 

MIAMI BEACH, March 20.-A new 
fun device, a diving bell, operated by 
Jack Diamond, is the newest attrac- 
tion here. The attraction takes cus- 
tomers below the surface of the water 
for five minutes or hanger. Diamond 
decided to put the bell to work during 
the winter months while it is too cold 
to do salvage surveys up north. 

The bell is a globe of steel light 
enough to bob on the water like a 
cork. A pulley arrangement pulls the 
bell to the bottom for sightseeing. 
Strong lights on the outside pierce the 
gloom of the water.

Seek R.R. Carnival 
The county fair, Cullerton said, 

will offer a large midway area situ- 
ated on a 500 by 900 macadamized 
surface immediately adjacent to and 
south of the stadium. A railroad show 
will be presented, if one can be 
booked for those dates. Otherwise, 
Cullerton said, a large organized 
truck show will be contracted. 

Attractions in the stadium itself 
will include circus acts, a pro foot- 
ball game, midget auto races and 
perhaps fireworks, Cullerton dis- 
closed. Two nights of midget auto 
races will be offered, and the Chicago 
Rockets will be presented in a pro 
grid game. 

45G in Premiums 
Premiums in the various livestock 

and agricultural classifications will 
hit around $45,000, according to Cul- 
lerton, who pointed out that as !roach 
as 55 to 60 per cent of the premiums 
will be derived from State aid. 

Such exhibits, he said, will be 
housed in tents outside the stadium. 
Farm machinery and other huge ex- 
hibits also will be presented outside 
the stadium. Commercial exhibits 
and some other exhibits will be of- 
fered in the large area available for 
such purposes under the stadium. 

Believe It Will Grow 
Cullerton said he is confident that 

the fair will be able to draw a siz- 
able entry of livestock despite the 
fact that several other major annuals 
will be running simultaneously in the 
Midwest. He maintained that the 
premiums offered should be ample 
inducement to breeders. 

Owner of two fishing tackle manu- 
facturing concerns, Cullerton first 
broke into show business in 1939 
when he and Nick Kahler staged a 
sportsmen's show in the International 
Amphitheater here. He continued 
this association until the war years, 
when he turned to filling government 
contracts for emergency fishing tackle 
for airplanes. In 1946 and in 1947, 
Cullerton, in association with Frank 
Hogan, of Chicago, staged the sports 
and travel show for The Chicago Her- 
ald-American, and only recently he 
closed another sports and travel show 
here, this time also in association 
with Hogan but without direct spon- 
sorship of the newspaper. 

Kipp Co. Acquires 
Indianapolis Bld 

INDIANAPOLIS, March 20.-Leon 
and Harry Levin, owners of Kipp 
Bros., concession supply jobbing firm 
here, announced recent purchase for 
$85,000 of a five-story building at 240 
South Meridian Street as the new 
home of the company. 

Presently located at 117 South 
Meridian, the Kipp Earn will move 
into the new location as soon as the 
company now occupying the building 
vacates and remodeling can be com- 
pleted. The Levin brothers said $30,- 
000 will be spent on a new front, 
floors and an air-conditioning system 
plus other improvements. The 60,- 
000 feet of floor space in the building 
will be used by the firm, they said.

$1,907,075 Budget

Ok'd by Committee 

SACRAMENTO, March 20.-Bud- 
get items totaling $1,907,075 for sup- 
port of California State Fair during 
the next fiscal year have been ap- 
proved by the Assembly ways and 
means interim committee. 

Only committee cut in the fair ap- 
propriations recommended by Gov. 
Earl Warren was a $30,000 reduction 
in a $70,000 request for advertising. 

The ways and means group asked 
the lower house interim committee on 
fairs and expositions to study pro- 
posals for elimination of free passes 
and an admission price increase from 
50 to 75 cents for the State fair.

Cites Five Way Fairs May Get 
Funds To Construct Grandstand 

B - G. R. Lewis 
Fair Consultant 

NO LONGER is a modern perma- 
nent grandstand a luxury to be 

enjoyed only by the largest exposi- 
tions, cities or universities. Today it 
is a necessary unit and an important 
department in the program of oper- 
ation of the county, State and inter- 
state fair or exposition. It also is 
an essential asset for every com- 
munity. 

On many fairgrounds today are old 
frame grandstands 50 to 100 years 
old, which time and weather have 
made unsafe. As a result, requests 
for grandstand plans and costs rate 
second place in building programs 
contemplated by fair and exposition 
officials thruout the United States 
and Canada. 

County May Assist 
There are five methods of financing 

used thruout the U. S. today. Officials 
of some State-subsidized county agri- 
cultural association fairs have two 
laws under which they can operate 
in securing finances for a grandstand. 
First, they can petition their county 
commissioners to place on the ballot at 
any regular voting date a request for 
a tax levy of one-quarter up to two 
mills on the entire taxable valuation 
of the county or taxing district. Sec- 
only, the same procedure can be used 
with county officials, excepting only 
that the request be for a bond issue 
of sufficient size to cover the build- 
ing program. 

The third method of financing has 
been used mostly by independently 
operated-and-owned fairs where the 
finance is supplied by a number of 
organizations, associations, corpora- 
tions and individuals, rodeos and 
horse racing groups, big car and 
midget auto races, auto thrill shows, 
rodeos, free-act booking agencies, 
fireworks companies, athletic associa- 
tions, carnival companies, etc. 

Gains in Popularity 
The fourth way is the independent 

method in which an individual, a con- 
cern or a corporation works out with 
fair officials a lease for erection of a 
grandstand and its operation, along 
with the race track, for a period of 
years. This method is becoming quite 
popular. 

The fifth method used by a larger 
number of fair officials is to finance 
the project by public subscription. 
When public participation is neces- 
sary to raise all the funds, it is 
essential that a well-developed plan 
and campaign be carried on by in- 
fluential people and grandstand en- 
thusiasts. The first step in a cam- 
paign is organization of a promotion 
committee. This committee should 
incorporate an association or a non- 
profit organization with the power 
to lease land, to contract for construc- 
tion of a grandstand and to finance 
the project. In many cases prelimi- 
nary working capital may be raised 
by donations from individuals, busi- 
ness concerns, athletic associations, 
race horse and horse show groups, 
livestock associations and others. The 
committee working with fair officials 
must study requirements of the com- 
munity and determine the size and 
seating capacity of the grandstand. 
The amount of funds may determie 
the size. 

Built in Sections 
Quite often where funds are 

limited the structure is built in sec- 
tions; a half or two-thirds of the 
stand is constructed with a view to 
completing it at a later date. 

In any case where a grandstand is 
to be built fair officials, working in 
co-operation with county officials, 
community committees and the public 

in general, will find they have a real 
task to perform in making the right 
decisions so that the project when 
completed will please the public in 
relation to cost, financing arrange- 
ments, size and seating capacity, 
shape and arrangement, location and 
accessibility, entrances and exits, 
stairways and ramps, facilities with 
special features, ticket booths, rest 
rooms, office and concessions space, 
walls and railings, design details and 
orientation of track and stand, proper 
lighting effects, press and broadcast- 
ing accommodations, structural de- 
tails, safety capacity in the seating 
load, roofs, construction, etc. 

In order for fair officials to be in 
a position to construct a grandstand 
that will meet all the requirements of 
exhibitors, concessionaires and the 
public, it is recommended that an en- 
gineer or architect familiar with fair 
and exposition building construction 
and their operations be consulted. 
Fair officials are anxious that the 
grandstand with all of its numerous 
adjuncts, such as horse racing, rodeo, 
auto racing and thrill shows, night 
entertainment, athletics, special 
events, etc., be made to pay a divi- 
dend on the investment. 

This desire can best be fulfilled 
by having a planned program of op- 
eration prepared for your grandstand 
activities or a planned program of 
operation for your entire fair, in- 
cluding the grandstand department. 

Greeley Herrington 
Heads Cele Planning 
At Auburn, Calif. 

AUBURN, Calif., March 20.-Gree- 
ley Herrington, contractor, has been 
appointed chairman of the Cavalcade 
committee of the Auburn '49-er Asso- 
ciation. 

Cavalcade will be a three-day fea- 
ture of the May 14-16 celebration 
marking the 100th anniversary of the 
finding of gold in what is now known 
as Auburn Ravine. Pageant will de- 
pict historical events of early Cali- 
fornia from the time of the visit of 
Sir Francis Drake to the gold rush 
period. 

A committee to aid Herrington was 
appointed. Gordon Arlett w a s 
named vice-chairman. 

Napa, Calif., Annual 
Asks Governor's OK 
On Building Plans 

NAPA, Calif., March 20.-Directors 
of the 25th District Agricultural Asso- 
ciation, sponsOr of the Napa District 
Fair, will call on Gov. Earl Warren 
for permission to start an improve- 
ment program at the fairgrounds 
here, officials of the association an- 
nounce. 

Directors voted to go directly to 
the governor for approval of the work 
after State architects reported that 
press of other work prevents them 
from working on the plans. 

Lowell Edington, fair manager, said 
the entire board will seek an audience 
with the governor. He declared that 
if any proposed improvements are 
to be ready for the fair date this 
August work must start at once. The 
board will seek approval of the gov- 
ernor of plans to hire outside agri- 
cultural help. 

Edington said if the board waits for 
routine action by State architects, it 
will be five years before the work 
can be started.

In the 1948 ride line-up will be the 
Roller Coaster, Chairplane, Whip, 
Auto Scooters and Ferris Wheel. 
Children's rides will include a Minia- 
ture Coaster and boat, jeep and air- 
plane rides. 

George P. Mahoney, president of 
the park company, announced that 
construction of the hotel and cottages 
will be started next fall. 

Concessionaires continue to apply 
for 1948 bookings, said Jones, the 
latest to sign including Avery Darrow 
and William Thorley, frozen custard 

Two New Rides 
For Natatorium 

SPOKANE, March 20.- Two new 
rides, plus new trains for the Jack 
Rabbit, will welcome visitors to Nata- 
torium Park this season. The fun- 
spot, managed by Louis Vogel, will 
open the first week-end in April for 
week-ends only and start daily busi- 
ness May 15. The new rides added this 
year are a Roiloplane, costing 
$4,000, and a kiddie Ferris Wheel 
costing $2,000. New cars for the Jack 
Rabbit will hit the $10.000 marking,

completed on the site of the old Wag- 
ner's World Circus Side Show build- 
ing which, with the old Shamrock 
House, was wiped out by fire last 
year. Building of brick and cement 
blocks extends from Surf Avenue to 
the Bowery. It will operate on the 
arcade principle, with concessions oc- 
cupying both sides of the building. 
Set for early opening is a pizzeria 
eatery at the Bowery end of the 
structure. 

The Shamrock House, adjoining 
Rosen's spot, is also being constructed 
of fire-resistant materials and being 
faced with cream-colored stucco. 
Shamrock House has extensive front- 
ages on the Bowery and on Hender- 
son Walk. 

Nelson Improves Property 
Harry Nelson, the well-known 

"striker" builder, owns considerable 
ground at the Steeplechase Park end 
of the Bowery, part of which he is 
improving with a permanent store 
building in which he will operate a 
doll rack game. Nelson has several 
stands in this section of the resort and 
a strip of land which was used for a 
pony ride last summer. Pony ride 
will not be booked in this year but 
will be replaced by rides if any are 
found available. 

So far few new rides are being 
installed. Two rides, custom built 
and new in design., have been under 
construction since last summer on top 
of the Ward bathhouse fronting on 
the Boardwalk. Work is still under 
way on one of them while the other 
apparently needs only the final 
touches and a paint job. 

Principal activity around Feltman's 
big establishment is the setting up of 
a Bubble Bounce ride, on which work 
is in the final stages, fronting on West 
10th Street. Feltman's has. been 
closed most of the winter. 

Miniature golf course on West 15th 
Street, near the Bowery, is being 
entirely rebuilt. Kiddie rides are 
being added to a group of rides at 
the corner of Surf Avenue and West 
15th Street. 

Tilyou's Steeplechase Park needs 
little, if any, overhauling-everything 
looking fresh and clean. No opening 
date set, but Steeplechase rides and 
concessions along the Boardwalk will 
probably be open Easter Sunday and 
week-ends, weather permitting, until 
the park goes into full operation for 
the summer. 

Shows apparently will be scarce 
this summer. Aside from a few dine- 
dance spots with modest entertain- 
ment the only flesh shows in prospect 
are Dave Rosen's Side Show and 
Tirza's Girl Show, both on Surf 
Avenue. Few locales are suitable for 
flesh shows at Coney Island, and 
the license hurdle is a tough one, with 
Commissioner Fielding again at the 
helm of the license bureau. 

Fielding, who cracked down on girl 
shows in Coney Island and New York, 
was made head of New York's Wel- 
fare Department a few months ago, 
which gave rise to the hope that 
shows would be given more leeway. 
However, shift was only a brief one 
and Fielding resumed his old post 
last week. 

Idlewild To Spend 50G 
LIGONIER, Pa., March 20.-A total 

of $50,000 in improvements will be 
made at Idlewild Park here, accord- 
ing to C. K. MacDonald, general 
manager. In addition, two new rides 
will be added. 

Addison Says This 
Is Year To Try Out 
New Tricks for Biz 
WASHINGTON, March 20.-"This 

is the kind of a year that everyone 
should work hard and bring out the 
new tricks to attract patrons to his 
park. A lot of increased prices will 
not take up the slack." 

That is the way L. C. Addison, 
manager of Marshall Hall Amuse- 
ment Park near here, sizes up the 
business outlook for this year. 

Addison said his park will add a 
Caterpillar this year, costing $14,000, 
to its ride line-up, giving the spot a 
total of 11 rides, both major and kid- 
die. Marshall Hall bows for the sea- 
son May 29. 

Calif. Bill Wo uld 
S top Commitments 
On Park, Beach Buys 

SACRAMENTO, March 20.- The 
State may make no new commitments 
to buy land for parks and beaches, if 
an emergency bill to be introduced 
in the Assembly here passes. 

Assemblyman James Silliman, of 
Soledad, announced he will sponsor 
the measure because of the contro- 
versy between State and federal gov- 
ernment over Tideland Oil revenues. 
These funds normally have operated 
and maintained State parks and 
beaches. 

Silliman argued the park and beach 
program has an uncertain future and 
may have to be reduced to fit if the 
State loses Tideland's revenue. 

Silliman made the announcement 
at a meeting of the Assembly Ways 
and Means Committee on department 
of natural resources budget requests. 
The committee would cut from $300,- 
000 to $150,000 appropriations for 
purchase of small parcels of land 
adjacent to State panks and beaches, 
and allow $12,255 to the department 
to co-ordinate conservation education 
programs in its various divisions. 

By the action the committee re- 
versed a previous decision to lump 
all conservation education funds under 
one department.

Steel mills and other large 
industries are being contacted, with 
the assurance that the transportation 
problem will be minimized. 

Illions recently moved his Bozo 
rids from Dallas to Celoron, where 
it will be in use this year for the 
first time. He has not yet decided 
on locating his Rapids ride, since it 
requires more space than is currently 
available here.

-Two new rides, costing $165,000, 
will be available at Crystal Beach 
Park here when the funspot opens 
for daily operation May 29. F. L. 
Hall, general manager, announces that 
a new Comet Roller Coaster, costing 
$150,000, and a new large G-16 size, 
adult Streamliner, manufactured by 
the Miniature Train & Railroad Com- 
pany, and costing $15,000 have been 
purchased. 

In addition to The new rides, Hall 
said, plenty of work will be done, 
including the modernization of fronts, 
ride fronts, added lighting and the 
planting of additional shrubs and 
flowers. This work, according to Hall, 
will cost around $25,000. 

Crystal Beach will use free acts as 
a promotion, booking thru George 
Hamid, New York. Hall said his ball- 
room operated last year with two 
social plan nights, thrift night being 
Mondays at 60 cents and the jam 
session on Fridays at 75 cents. "This 
year we are thinking of adding a 
third, that on Saturday nights at $1," 
he said. The ballroom will continue 
its policy of using semi-name bands 
and will book name bands on occa- 
sional one-night stands. 

Hall looks for a slight drop in 
spending this season, "because of the 
higher cost of living which leaves the 
public with fewer amusement dollars 
to spend. However, we are looking to 
an increase in picnic bookings this 
year, both Canadian and American, 
which should make up some of the 
dollar amount which we think will be 
lost this season from regular daily 
patronage." . 

Suburban Tees Off 
First May Week-End; 
Searle Adds Kid Ride 

MANLIUS, N. Y., March 20.- 
Suburban Park, according to Fred W. 
Searle, owner-manager, will bow for 
the season the first week-end in May 
for week-end operation. Daily op- 
eration, he said, will begin May 23. 

A new kiddie ride will be added 
at Suburban this year, giving the 
funspot three kiddie rides. No ma- 
jor ride purchases are planned, 
Searle said, the spot continuing with 
its present six.

New York banking interests, thru 
local realtor Ward Bright, submitted 
the lone bid of $100 for the land at 
a sale conducted by Wildwood's tax 
collector. 

The sale stipulates that the new 
owners must move the pier before 
May 25 so that it will be ready for 
the summer. Cost of shifting the pier 
will be $18,000. 
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Palisades Celebrates 50th 
Birthday; Gets Gold Make-Up

NEW YORK, March 20. - Palisades (N. J.) Amusement Park, which 

this year marks its Golden Jubilee, has come a long way since it opened 
its gates to amusement-loving New Yorkers and Jerseyites in 1898. The 
growth of the park has kept pace with the advancement of this metropolis 
which it overlooks from the west bank of the Hudson River, and from which 
it now attracts the bulk of its patronage via ferry boat and automobile. It 
was in 1898 when the firm of Ford, Bacon and Davis acquired the 110-acre 
tract which, reportedly, was virtually wilderness, and put a tall wooden fence 
all around it. Picnic areas were then 
cleared and equipped with benches 
and tables, and a bid was made for 
outing groups. 

Shortly after opening Mike Corner 
started taking care of the grounds, 
including flowers and shrubs. Mike 
is still at Palisades taking care of the 
plants and flowers and supervising 
the special Easter floral displays and 
the designing of the formal gardens. 
Several greenhouses are also operated 
by him so that the park will always 
have blooming flowers on display in 
its gardens. 

Scene of Early flickers 
The area surrounding the park har- 

bored much of the motion picture in- 
dustry in infancy. The old Ka lem 
Studios were adjacent and many 
scenes were filmed within the park 
area. Some of the scenes of The 
Perils of Pauline, starring Pearl 
White, are said to have been shot on 
the park grounds. Stars of the day, 
who also were active in the area 
which now contains a modern amuse- 
ment park, were Kitty Gordon and 
her leading man, Claude Blackwell. 

Commercialism on an advanced 
scale began to worm its way into park 
activities in 1905 when Jimmy 
Guineas started to take pictures of 
patrons and to sell picture post cards. 
At the same time ice cream cones are 
said to have been introduced to the

public for the first time on the East 
Coast. Cones were introduced the 
previous year at the St. Louis Ex- 
position. 

At this time the park was owned 
by the Hudson River Ferry and Rail- 
way Company, a concern which 
owned and operated virtually all pub- 
lic transportation leading to the park. 
The park was first illuminated at 
night in 1905 and patronage on a good 
Sunday has been recorded at about 
1,000 persons. 

M-G-R, Is First Ride 
It wasn't until 1908 that the first 

ride, a Merry-Go-Round, was in- 
stalled. The unit was located on the 
cliff which now harbors the restau- 
rant and band shell. There was no 
charge for admission to the park at 
the time. Rides on the Merry-Go- 
Round cost 3 and 5 cents. 

In 1909 Nick and Joe Schenck ac- 
quired the park and stepped up its 
growth thru timely promotion. The 
attendance of stars of the silent flick- 
ers was encouraged with the result 
that the fans of the day also turned 
out. The first spectacular stunt was 
the presentation of a balloon ascension 
by Frank Goodal. 

A dance hall was built in 1910 and 
concerts and operas were added to the 
entertainment program. About this 
time rides were added, including the 
Ferris Wheel, Scenic Railway and 
Sweeper. 

Salt Water Pool Opened 
The salt water pool, which remains 

today one of the park's principal at- 
tractions, was added in 1913. Surf 
bathing is advertised and provided 
by means of an automatic wave-mak- 
ing machine which churns the water. 
The pool is equipped with a sand 
beach at one end. 

Jack and Irving Rosenthal, present 
co-owners, bought the park in 1935 
front the Schencks. They placed im- 
mediate emphasis on the need for, 
and installation of, more and better 
lighting equipment, forseeing at the 
time the huge night play which would 
result. Today the park outshines 
Broadway, and no New Yorker within 
range of vision can plea ignorance to 
its existence. 

Lighting up the park was the first 
of many ambitious ventures tackled 
by the publicity-wise Rosenthal 
brothers. From the beginning of their 
ownership they have made lavish use 
of painted boards in the mid-town 
section of New York, as well as the 
principal Jersey highways. Every 
type of paper billing, up to and in- 
cluding 24-sheet stands is used with 
abandon. Billing is at least a two to 
one ratio over any other amusement 
billing posted in New York during 
the same period. The efficient Bert 
Nevins and his associates handle the 
newspaper-radio publicity chores and 
promotion with the result that Pali- 
sades frequently appears in the hard- 
to-crash metropolitan dailies. 

The park is complete, but like any 
other progressive institution, it will 
add this year at least one new ride, 
the Hurricane. 

Gold paint will be lavishly used in 
this year's painting program, as will 
gold-colored electric lamps, to em- 
phasize the occasion and to heighten 
the commercial possibilities of 21 
weeks' celebration. 

The jubilee slogan, aptly chosen, is 
"Fifty Years Great in Forty-Eight."

ing the children and returning them, 
but the State fair takes pleasure in 
letting these children have free run 
of the grounds and free rides, free 
food and drink. 

Candy Day proved to be a big suc- 
cess last summer when the candy lady 
gave away candy under the sponsor- 
ship of local candy dealers, and a 
special radio program was broadcast 
on these occasions which attracted 
much interest. 

For two years plans have been in 
process for redesigning an area in 
the State fair midway in order to 
provide a Kiddie Town section for 
the special entertainment of children 
under 12 years of age. This is a 
two-acre tract of concessions and 
rides and will be in operation by 
May 1. This project will cost $60,000. 

Kiddie Town will be surrounded by 
a fence of varied colors, with shrub- 
bery borders along the sides and 
around the rides. The entrance gate 
to Kiddie Town will be guarded by 
two 12-foot animated clowns with 
lighted, blinking eyes and moving 
arms. 

Plant 25 Trees 
Twenty-five sycamore trees have 

been transplanted to Kiddie Town. 
Attractive and effective lighting fix- 
tures will be installed. The exposed 
area in this location will be paved, 
and adjoining Kiddie Town there will 
be a rest room built exclusively for 
children. 

The present kiddie train ride, al- 
ready a favorite, will form one 
boundary of Kiddie Town and a 
streamlined Roller Coaster will be 
built along one of the 320-foot sides. 
In addition to the streamliner train 
now in the area, a miniature steam 
train will operate. The 
Coaster will be 14 feet high at the 
highest point; the round-trip layout 
750 feet. The Wizard of Oz, Donald 
Duck and penguins will be the sup- 
porting columns for the Coaster. 

One of the big appeals for children 
will be the boat ride, where safety 
proof glass boats will glide around 
an island where a light tower will be 
erected. Each boat will cost $600, and 
the total cost of the installation of the 
ride will be $15,000. 

There will be a central ticket office 
for all rides. A kiddie buggy ride 
will be another attraction. 

Wooden clowns will crank the 
wheels for the Ferris Wheel, 10 feet 
high, and an airplane ride promises to 
give many thrills to future fliers. A 
Meru-Go-Round also will be an 
added delight for the children. 

Engineers and designers have con- 
sistently had the thought of safety 
for the children uppermost in their 
minds while designing and working 
on details for Kiddie Town, which 
will be the greatest attraction of its 
kind in the Southwest.

It was thought at first Ivanov 
might have suffered a concussion, but 
further examination proved other- 
wise. Ivanov was out of the line-up 
Saturday afternoon (13), but worked 
Saturday night and for two perform- 
ances Sunday. 

Aserva Konyot lost one of his danc- 
ing horses, Colonel Washington, nine- 
year-old bay gelding. The animal 
suffered a heart attack Friday night, 
a half hour after Ivanov was injured. 
The horse, which won numerous blue 
ribbons in various horse shows thru- 
out the country, died Sunday morning. 

Mickey Blue, who handled the Chi- 
cago promotion, left for Sacramento 
to start the promotion for the show 
there in mid-May. 

Newhall - Saugus Rodeo Set 
For Saugus, Calif., in April

Jos. De Jonghe Dies 
In Malines, Belgium 

BRUSSELS, March 20.-Joseph De 
Jonghe, veteran Belgian tent circus 
owner, died at his home in Malines, 
Belgium, February 20 at the age of 
61. He was the owner and director 
of the Cirque De Jonghe, leading 
tent circus of Belgium, which in pre- 
war days featured many well-known 
American circus acts. be Jonghe was 
a descendant of a famous European 
circus family as is his wife, Anna 
Van Der Biest. Four sons and a 
daughter also survive. Three of the 
sons, Alphonse, Cesar and Victor, are 
clowns, appearing recently with the 
Circus Knie at the Cirque Royal in 
Brussels. The youngest son, Octave, 
and his sister, Gaby, are a roller 
skating duo and also were with the 
Circus Knie the past winter. 

Funeral services were held in 
Malines, winter quarters of the Cirque 
De Jonghe, and burial was in the 
local cemetery.

To finish off, he wired two green 
lights as eyes to blink at night. Re- 
sult: A free publicity feature that 
draws the park's small fry patrons 
like a magnet and has been worth 
many columns of space in papers and 
magazines all over the country. 

Conversion of this potential eyesore 
into a genuine kid attraction is char- 
acteristic of Dave Bradley, who is 
considered one of the most enterpris- 
ing young park men on the West 
Coast. Without previous experience 
in this branch of show business, he 
"mortgaged his soul"-to quote his 
own words-to take over the enter- 
prise in 1945. In less than three years 
he has paid off the entire obligation 
and now owns the park outright. 
Further, he operates a factory man- 
ufacturing kiddie rides invented by 
himself and recently established a 
second park unit in San Fernando 
Valley. The latter property, operated 
in conjunction with a large farmers' 
market called Valley Market Town, 
is used as a sort of proving ground 
or experimental laboratory where 
Bradley can determine the popularity 
of new kid attractions before in- 
stalling them in Beverly Park. 

Native Californian 
Dave Bradley's business is also his 

hobby-which doubtless has much to 
do with his spectacular success. Born 
May 11, 1911, he is one of those rare

Californians, a native ban citizen of 
Los Angeles. 

Until his graduation from college 
in 1934, Dave evidenced no particular 
interest in a show business career. 
It was assumed that he would enter 
the investment business and thereby 
follow in his father's footsteps. It 
was in the depths of the depression, 
however, when Dave received his 
diploma and the investment business 
did not look too promising to him that 
he was introduced to show business. 
He became acquainted with Freddy 
Martin, whose band was playing at 
the famed Cocoanut Grove, in the 
Ambassador Hotel, Los Angeles. 
Martin offered Bradley a job in 1935 
as band manager and the young col- 
lege graduate immediately accepted. 

During the next five years Bradley 
remained with Martin. The band 
made numerous cross-country trips 
and Bradley was intrigued with the 
outdoor show business which he had 
opportunity to observe close-hand 
when the Martin contingent played 
fairs and parks around the country. 
He resolved one day to have either 
a ballroom or a park of his own. 

Shifted to Radio 
After five years of band manage- 

ment Bradley finally wound up in 
San Francisco. He still hadn't ac- 
cumulated a stake big enough to buy 
into the park business so he took 
a job as production manager of KYA. 
He remained in that position for 
about a year until the Hearst interests 
sold the station, whereupon Dave 
returned to his home in Los Angeles. 

The war was getting underway and, 
inasmuch as he was classified rejected 
in the draft, Bradley went into war 
work by taking a iob as a toolmaker 
at Lockheed Aircraft Company. 

Bradley was married in 1940 to a 
girl from New Mexico whose family 
is in the cattle business. Bernice 
and Dave Bradley have no children. 
Mrs. Bradley is an active partner in 
her husband's enterprises. She works 
daily in the Beverly Park box office, 
takes care of the firm's books and 
acts as treasurer. Before her mar- 
riage Bernice was in charge of story 
research at the Walt Disney studio 
and therefore has a good background 
for helping Dave figure out amuse- 
ments most likely to attract young- 
sters. The young couple met at a 
party at the Disney studio. 

Invented Kid Rides 
An inventor of several kiddie rides, 

including a portable Roller Coaster 
that has proved exceedingly popular 
on carnivals and in parks all over 
the country, Bradley became an 
amusement device inventor when he 
thought up new ideas for playground 
gadgets to amuse his sister's children. 
Eyeing the big coasters at West Coast 
parks, Dave tried to figure out a safe 
ride of the same type for small fry. 
He built a plaster model and, using 
marbles in place of cars, worked out 
a small scale coaster. After shaking 
out the bugs, Bradley built a full 
scale coaster in steel and eventually 
got into production on the ride which 
is proving a money-getter to oper- 
ators. In addition to the coaster, 
Bradley has devised a new water 
ride that is being used on the Crafts 
20 Big Shows this season. 

Big Plan for Small Fry 
Dave, however, considers manufac- 

turing strictly a sideline, believing 
that the park operator has the most 
fun. He is constantly thinking of new 
features and methods of exploitation 
for Beverly Park and has adopted 
as his slogan: "The greatest children's 
amusement center on earth." Defends 
Bradley, "It may be a slight exag- 
geration at the present time-but it 
is my ambition to make Beverly Park 
just that." 

Few kiddie parks of comparable 

size outclass Bradley's in attendance. 
It is not unusual to sell as many as 
22,000 ride tickets on an average 
Sunday. There have been many days 
when a total of 30,000 persons of all 
ages have crowded the 200- by -200- 
foot park. This has sometimes re- 
sulted in a real traffic problem within 
the confines of the property, inasmuch 
as Beverly Park operates only from 
2 to 6 p.m., week days, and 2 to 8 p.m. 
Sundays. It is open the year around. 

The park has 12 rides including an 
adult Merry-Go-Round, Trolley, Rol- 
ler Coaster, boat ride, kid Ferris 
Wheel, Horse-and-Cart, two auto 
rides, two airplane rides, a Rocket and 
a Chairplane. 

At the Valley Market Town loca- 
tion, Bradley at present operates a 
kiddie Merry-Go-Round, auto ride, 
water ride and an airplane ride. 

Plans to Roof Park 
It is Bradley's ambition to some- 

day have Beverly Park under cover 
with the entire property roofed so 
that he may operate on rainy days. A 
firm believer in the future of the 
family park, Dave has adopted a 
long-range policy to encourage pa- 
tronage and he has instituted a num- 
ber of innovations in park manage- 
ment that tie in with community 
welfare. At regular intervals he has 
a free day. Tho these occasions are 
usually sponsored by civic or char- 
itable groups, Bradley does not dis- 
courage youthful gate crashers, con- 
tending that part of the fun of being 
a kid is in "getting away with some- 
thing" once in a while. 

Another good-will gesture is the 
keeping up of a "birthday book" 
wherein is registered the birth dates 
of as many neighborhood children as 
he can obtain. A greeting card and 
a balloon with the compliments of the 
park are sent to those celebrating 
their birthdays. 

Pulls Flicker Stars 
There is one claim that Dave Brad- 

ley can make which cannot truthfully 
be duplicated by any other park man. 
It is a virtual mecca for Hollywood 
autograph hunters seeking signatures 
of movie stars and other celebrities. 
Never a day goes by when Beverly 
Park is not patronized by a dozen or 
more flicker stars who come from 
nearby Beverly Hills, where most of 
them reside, to give their offspring 
an outing on Dave's rides. 

Among filmland's great who are 
regular patrons are Glenn Ford, 
Eleanor Powell, Charles Boyer, Rob- 
ert Walker, Mary Pickford, Paul Hen- 
reid, Ann Rutherford, Cleatus Cald- 
well, radio's Amos 'n' Andy, Ingrid 
Bergman, Judy Garland, Errol Flynn, 
Charles Chaplin, Oona O'Neil, Nor- 
man Taurog, Kay Kyser, Jack Carson, 
Ken Murray, Joan Bennett, Walter 
Wanger, Lana Turner, Bob Hutton, 
Franchot Tone, Brian Donlevy, Roy 
Rogers, Margaret O'Brien, John Gar- 
field and a host of others. Bradley's 
guest book-worth a small fortune 
for its signatures alone-is a veritable 
who's who of the motion picture 
business. 

Gives Bow to 'Wife 
In looking over the high degree of 

success which he has attained within 
the space of a very few years, Dave 
Bradley is thankful-and humble. He 
gives due credit to his wife, Bernice, 
to his loyal staff and to the public 
that has made Beverly Park one of 
Hollywood's most popular amusement 
centers for children. 

Dave did not begin, as most show- 
men must, with one or two rides and 
gradually work themselves up to a 
completely equipped park. He took 
over the enterprise in its entirety at 
his first venture into the business. 

"It wasn't too hard," declares Dave, 
modestly. "After all, I started at the 
top." 

But starting at the top is sometimes 
just a ready-made opportunity to take 
a long drop to the bottom, as many an 
inexperienced park man can testify. 
True, Dave Bradley did start at the 
top-but what is most important is 
that he stayed there. 
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WHAT'S WHAT ON R. R. MOVES 
ODT to Hear 
Shows' Pleas 

A. G. Cass, division chief, 
says orgs stranded by ban 
may appeal for relief 

WASHINGTON, March 20.-Carni- 
vals and circuses stranded by the 
transportation ban on movements 
over the coal-burning railroads may 
appeal for relief to A. G. Gass, chief 
of the railroad division of the Office 
of Defense Transportation (ODT), 
Gass told The Billboard simultaneous- 
ly with announcement that the ban 
goes into effect at midnight Sunday 
(21). 

Gass said, however, he expects the 
ban to have little effect this early in 
the season, since most of the circuses 
are operating in the South where oil 
is the chief railroad fuel. 

Ban Tighter Than in '47 
According to Gass, the situation 

caused by the undeclared strike of 
United Mine Workers (UMW) is 
worse than it was when a similar ban 
went into effect last year. Stockpiles 
of soft coal now on hand, said Gass, 
amount to only about a 22-day sup- 
ply, with the emergency order ex- 
pected to swell this period by no more 
than a week.

Effort To Have Zoo 
In Long Beach Is 
In News Once Again 

LONG BEACH, Calif., March 20.- 
Proposal for a local zoo has come to 
the front again and official action on 
the matter is expected in the near 
future. 

Wesley Dickinson, president of I se 
Long Island Beach Zoological Society, 
has asked the city council to put on 
the ballot a proposed charter amend- 
ment for a special tax levy to finance 
the proposed zoo. He suggested a levy 
of not less than 2 cents on each $100 
assessed valuation for the purpose. 

Dickinson said that city-owned land 
at Paramount Boulevard and South 
Street could be used for the zoo. 
Cages need not be expensive, but 
should be utilitarian, he said, each 
with a cave grotto or box into which 
the animal could go for privacy. He 
proposed that land and equipment be 
owned by the city, but that the zoo 
could be operated "scientifically" by 
the Zoological Society. This method, 
he pointed out, has proved satisfac- 
tory in San Diego, New York, St. 
Louis and Chicago. 

Dickinson said society members 
now own bears, deer, foxes, coyotes, 
monkeys and reptiles which could be 
placed in a zoo immediately. Other 
zoos would be glad to give surplus 
animals such as lions and foreign 
cattle, he said, including an elephant 
which has already been lined up in 
the event the proposed zoo becomes 
a reality.

many years with the George A. Hamid 
office in New York. 

Circus Barley, which is also open- 
ing here, suffered serious loss of 
equipment thru a robbery at winter 
quarters. While all of Barlay's ani- 
mals were installed in Berlin's big 
slaughter house for the winter, his of- 
fice wagon and rolling stock was 
parked on the circus lot, where thieves 
broke in and stole most of the mov- 
able furniture and equipment. Most 
serious loss was several typewriters, 
which are almost irreplacable. Bar - 
lay has a good program and looks for 
a good season. 

While Berlin at present has no in- 
door winter circuses, several of the 
large cities in Germany still have in- 
door arenas where winter circus sea- 
sons are a feature. At Stuttgart, in 
the U. S. zone, the famous Circus 
Franz Althoff has its own circus 
arena, a very modern edifice. Alt- 
hoss feature their horses, rated among 
the best circus horses in Germany. 

At Cologne, in the British zone, 
the Circus Williams also has its own 
modern circus arena. The owner, 
Harry Williams, is a British subject 
and for many years was featured in 
a comedy riding act with the Althoff 
Circus. He was never interned, de- 
spite his nationality. At present he 
owns one of the best circuses in Ger- 
many and plays to good business. 

New Arena at Essen 
At Essen, also in the British zone, 

a new circus arena has been built by 
Johann Buegler, a newcomer in the 
circus field. Shows drew capacity 
audiences to arena, which seats 2,000. 
Buegler will tour under canvas this 
summer. 

Circus Hoppe probably will play 
Gardens 

at Frankfort-on-Main. Dr. Bernhard 
Grzimek, director of the zoo, was 
discharged by the American military 
government after being convicted of 
falsifying his questionnaire. In addi- 
tion he was fined 5,000 marks. He is 
one of the top zoologists of Germany 
and noted as a writer and as a daring 
experimenter with wild animals in 
the circus ring. It is expected that 
the new director of the Frankfort 
Zoo will renew Circus Hoppe's con- 
tract for the coming season. 

St. Paul Voters Nix 
City Amusement Tax 

ST. PAUL, March 20.-By a rous- 
ing 4 to 1 vote, the citizens of St. 
Paul Tuesday (9) rejected a proposal 
from its city council that a 20 per 
cent admission tax be levied in the 
city. 

The proposal was voted down via 
the amendment route at the city's 
primary election by a vote of 11,424 
in favor to 44,855 against. 

Defeat of the tax measure is a 
victory for the combined forces of 
outdoor and indoor entertainment 
operators. The proposal was adopted 
several months ago by the city coun- 
cil over the vigorous objections of 
numerous citizens. When the coun- 
cilmen ignored the opposition, a peti- 
tion was drawn and the required 
number of signatures obtained to put 
the proposal on the city election 
ballot as an amendment. 

Had it been enacted, the levy would 
have raised an estimated revenue for 
the city of from $150,000 to $200,000 
yearly. All admissions on which a 
federal tax now is levied would have 
been assessed under the St. Paul plan.

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Season Tipped To Top 1947; 
Outlook Good Despite Unrest

was then. A long rainy spell, with 
flash floods thruout the Midwest, 
spanned from four to six weeks at 
the outset of the season. And then 
in early summer, an extended wilting 
hot spell hit, slashing daytime attend- 
ance. The thought that weather this 
year probably could be as devastating 
buoys not a few showmen. 

Farm folks especially are still very 
much "in the chips." The Midwest 
looks especially good for outdoor show 
business. The East and the Pacific 
Coast experienced a sharp leveling 
off last year, but, show folks in those 
sections believe that the level then 
was hit-at least for the time being. 

Equipment in Shape 
There have been several sharp 

trends which augur well for outdoor 
business. The paucity of supplies, 
which even last year 'was felt keenly, 
has abated. Most carnivals, for in- 
stance, will go out this year with their 
equipment in the best shape since 
pre-war years. 

Rides-new ones-and parts for old 
ones are more easily obtainable. It 
has been easier, too, to obtain skilled 
help, even tho the cost is up. The 
important thing is the traveling units, 
due both to new ride acquisition or to 
the improvement of old ones thru the 
at-long-last availability of parts and 
skilled workmen, will go out in top 
shape. 

Most of the carnivals and many of 
the amusement parks are preparing 
for a bigger kiddie play. The vast 
majority have added new rides for 
the small fry, and not a few will 
maintain a separate area for these 
devices. Such expansion comes as a 
result of the increasing popularity of 
kiddie 'ides, and the realization that 
there is money-good money-to be 
made in them. It also is in line with 
the vastly heightened birth rate 
which has marked this country since 
the war. And now with the con- 
fused, alarmed world situation seen 
as inspiring more family-type trade, 
such expansion comes at an oppor- 
tune time. 

Push Names 
One striking trend, noted particu- 

larly in the carnival field, is a turn 
towards selling the folks "on coming 
out." The introduction last year of a 
name star (Sally Rand) with one of 
the largest railroad shows (Hennies 
Bros.) was greeted with outstanding 
success, and more shows this year 
will offer established names on the 
midway. 

Too, these carnival organizations 
are stepping up their publicity and 
promotion plans. There has been a 
frantic beating-of-the-bushes to snare 
good press agents, and one or two 
shows which had only one agent will 
work two, one ahead and one back, 
this year. 

Map Stronger Pitches 
Amusement parks, fairs and cir- 

cuses generally are primed to do a 
stronger promotion job. Amusement 
parks, surveys chow, will go in 
stronger for promotions and for pic- 
nics, the latter aimed essentially at 
family trade. Some of the top cir- 
cuses have had a reshuffle of their 
advance staff, and, in the case of two 
(Ringling and Dailey Bros.) there 
have been wholesale shifts, which, 
aside from the interest it provides 
those in the field, also should tend to 
intensify efforts to get the folks under 
the top. 

Fairs have continued each year to 
strengthen their advance campaigns, 
and these campaigns should be fur- 
ther heightened. Operational budgets 
have gone up, and to insure against a 
narrowing of the break-even point 
not a few are hiking their advertising 

and publicity budgets to maintain, if 
not increase, attendance. 

Widespread new construction by 
fairs as a whole has been deferred, 
pending more advantageous building 
conditions. Not a few, however, have 
made long-delayed, vital improve- 
ments, calculated to make their plants 
more inviting-or, at least, more suit- 
able. Chief among these improve- 
ments, a survey shows, is the im- 
provement of sanitary facilities, par- 
ticularly the installation of modern 
toilets, thus overcoming a situation 
which had plagued them in the lean 
years. 

Other Factors Cited 
These factors apart, the outlook for 

the outdoor amusement business also 
is brightened by other signs. Not only 
is a high level of employment fore- 
cast, but business could be aided by 
the possible reduction in income taxes, 
which would affect, of course, not 
only the patron's take-home pay, but 
also operators' net income, and by 
some situations particularly to various 
States or sections. As for instance, 
the continued dispersal of State 
bonuses to veterans in Ohio, Illinois 
and other States. 

In Canada, the situation also is 
bright for the outdoor amusement 
business. Britain's austerity cam- 
paign, which has extended to the Do- 
minion, has reduced drastically items 
purchasable in Canada, and, it is 
figured that the Canadians will throng 
to outdoor events as a relief from the 
Dominion's austerity. 

NY Lawmakers Okay 
Bill Garden 

NEW YORK, March 20. - New 
York's project for a super Madison 
Square Garden advanced another step 
Wednesday (10) when the Assembly 
in Albany passed the Mitchell-Brook 
bill which authorizes the Tri-Borough 
Bridge and Tunnel Authority to fi- 
nance the condemnation of the site 
and construction of the building thru 
a $25,000,000 bond issue. The bill 
was okayed by the Senate Thursday 
(4) and now requires only the signa- 
ture of Governor Dewey. 

While the project for the new Gar. 
den calls for its financing and con- 
struction by the city's bridge and 
tunnel authority, plans for the struc- 
ture were worked out with the Madi- 
son Square Garden Corporation, 
which has agreed to paying the city 
a guaranteed $1,000,000-a-year rental 
in return for the privilege of operat- 
ing the huge arena. 

Tentative plans call for a huge six- 
story edifice fronting on Columbus 
Circle and occupying the major por- 
tion of two square blocks from West 
58th to 60th Street. The building 
will contain a convention hall with 
seating capacity of 30,000, a sports 
arena accommodating around 21,000 
spectators and a garage for 2,000 cars. 

Rockf'd Sports Show 
Going Under Canvas 

ROCKFORD, Ill., March 20.-With 
announcement of May 22-31 as dates 
for the Illinois-Wisconsin Sports and 
Travel Show, Harry Clark, managing 
director, revealed that the second an- 
nual event will be held under circus 
tents at the local airport which has 
ample parking facilities and bus serv- 
ice to the door. 

Owing to limited capacity of the 
Shrine Temple, site of last year's 
show, officials were unable to accom- 
modate many exhibitors, said Clark, 
and thousands of visitors were turned 
away from the doors.

Rawson System the Answer 
To Mass - Teaching Problem 

By W. H. Carpenter 
Operator Town Hall Boller Rink. Scranton, Pa. 

In contributing this article I am in 
hopes that operators, managers and 
professionals will take a little time 
out to ponder a most important sub- 
ject. Much has already been Said 
on this subject and much more will 
be said in the future. 

During the past 10 years the roller 
skating business has experienced ex- 
cellent business and great strides 
were made in the advancment of the 
sport. There have been magnificent 
rinks built thruout the country-in 
little towns as well as big cities. In- 
ternational-style skating has been in- 
troduced, and local, State, regional, 
national and even world competitions 
have been held. All of us interested 
in the roller skating business must 
admit these have been great accom- 
plishments. 

During this same period rink oper- 
ator associations were formed. No 
one can deny that had it not been for 
the men who formed these organiza- 
tions and the operators who later 
joined the movement, it would have 
been impossible to attain the public 
interest in the sport it enjoys today. 
Thru the associations much construc- 
tive information and know-how has 
been passed on to members. This has 
resulted in the promotion of the 
roller skating business from a rather 
obscure position to its present spot 
as the No. 1 participating sport in the 
United States. A great achievement, 
indeed! 

Does this mean that we have 
reached the peak? For some opera- 
tors the answer is probably yes. Not 
so for the energetic operator with the 
know-how, for he will devise ways 
of increasing interest in roller skat- 
ing, not only locally but internation- 
ally. With the achievement much 
publicity will run off the presses of 
our newspapers, which up to the 
present time have not been liberal 
in comparison with the strides we 
have made.

Again referring to the past decade, 
much time and money has been spent 
in the development of competitive 
skaters. Beyond question, the men 
responsible for creating the showcase 
of roller skating deserve a world of 
credit. 

During this time many rinks were 
doing capacity business, even turn - 
away business, but with the war 
years upon us it was difficult to keep 
experienced floormen and instruc- 
tors. Some went into the armed 
services while others went into de- 
fense plants. This resulted in neg- 
lect of a most important phase of our 
business-the beginner. 

Need System for Beginner 
The beginner is the man or woman. 

boy or girl we must go after. We 
must apply a system by which we can 
make roller skaters out of them. We 
must offer them a system that will 
give them confidence, free of the 
fear of falling. We must give them 
the proper understanding of the func- 
tion of the roller skate. 

Having been connected with the 
roller skating business since 1902 in 
its various departments, from skate 
boy to operator and exhibitionist, I 
have experienced what a tedious and 
arm-breaking job it is to take a raw 
beginner out for the first time on a 
pair of skates. The beginner leans 
on you for dear life for fear of falling 
-so much that the instructor gets the 
shakes at times. If any of you read- 
ers haven't experienced this phase 
of teaching, I suggest that you try 

after- 
noon and then repeat it at night. You 
will soon find out whereof I write. 
This process is slow and so much is 
taken out of the beginner that in 
most cases he gives it up as a hard 
job and fails to see any pleasure 
in learning to skate. 

The solution to teaching the be- 
ginner, and to make it enjoyable 
from the instant skates are attached 
to his feet, is the Perry Rawson 
system. 

On my visit to Rawson's laboratory, 
which is located on his estate in 
Deal, N. J.. we were a party of four 
-Mrs. Carpenter and myself and Mr. 
and Mrs. Russell W. Armbruster. 

In his laboratory rink Rawson 
demonstrated the proper functioning 
of the roller skate. The skate is

Rawson System the Answer 
To Mass-Teaching Problem

attached to one of his gadgets which 
shows the flexible action of the skate 
when the weight of the body is 
shifted to the outside and then to the 
inside. You are then taken to an- 
other gadget with a platform just 
big enough to accommodate one per- 
son. Once on this gadget there are 
two arms that clamp firmly about 
your hips so that they are held firm. 
However, your limbs from the hips 
down are free, as is the upper part 
of your body. Your hands then grasp 
the handles about waist high. You are 
instructed to stand straight and close 
to the upright part of the gadget but 
to avoid stiffness. Once these in- 
structions are carried out Rawson 
snaps an electric switch and you 
swing like the pendulum of a clock. 
This gadget conveys the action of 
the lean, and the beginner readily 
learns the feel and the meaning of 
the lean which he will apply later 
when the skates have been attached 
to his feet. 

Flexible Action 
Having finished with this phase 

of instruction the beginner is seated 
on a chair. Rawson then adjusts the 
skates to be used to a flexible action 
-not dangling, but generously flexi- 
ble red rubber. Hard black rubber is 
taboo and discarded. The skates hav- 
ing been attached to the beginner's 
shoes, he is not allowed to stand 
until proper instructions have been 
given in regard to the position of 
the feet so as to avoid a fall at the 
outset. This having been accom- 
plished the future skater stands and 
is then assisted to the next gadget, 
the hand rail. Here the beginner is 
given instruction in distribution of 
weight in relation to the skates. He is 
instructed to keep both feet parallel, 
close together, and to stand :xi a na- 
tural position without stiffness. He is 
now told to pull himself along the 
hand rail, keeping both skates on the 
floor until such a time as instructions 
are given to first lift one foot off the 
floor and then the other. At first 
only two such steps are allowed and 
then as the beginner progresses more 
steps are added. It is amazing how 
quickly this stage of the lesson is 
accomplished. During this operation 
the beginner is in no danger of falling 
because the hand rails are his holder- 
uppers and not the poor instructor. 
As soon as the beginner has pro- 
gressed sufficiently thru this stage, 
he is taken to the baby walker. 

This gadget can be made to ac- 
commodate four or more beginners 
at one time. The walker is also pro- 
vided with hand rails. It is on cas- 
ters and is kept in motion across the 
floor by the instructor. It is in this 
baby walker that the beginner ac- 
tually learns to skate around the rink.

It is here that he gets the stroke, the 
side push, the lean, the edges and 
the timing to the rhythm of the 
music. This stage Of the lesson com- 
pleted, the beginner is ready to take 
to the main skating surface on his 
own without the aid of gadgets. 

Save Wear and Tear on Pro 
In summing up the above stages 

of the lesson you have made a skater 
or a group of skaters at one time with 
only one instructor. I might add 
that this has been accomplished with- 
out physical exertion on the part of 
the instructor, who is fresh to take 
on the next group. Thus you can 
seen what Rawson means by mass 
production. 

In conclusion, the Mr. Armbruster 
in my party was the beginner Raw- 
son put thru the system. Armbruster 
is a man in his late 40's weighing 
well over 225 pounds. He had never 
been on roller skates before so I 
figured he'd be an excellent subject 
to put thru. In just a bit over an 
hour Mr. A. was ready for the main 
floor skating under his own power 
not walking-actually skating. Is 
the Rawson system worth a trail? 
That is for you rink operators to 
figure out.

May Ask Injunction 
Meanwhile, reports were circulating 

around the nation's capital that Presi- 
dent Truman will invoke the emer- 
gency strike provisions of the Taft- 
Hartley Act. Under these provisions. 
the President could ask a federal 
court for an 80-day injunction against 
any strike deemed injurious to the na- 
tional health and safety. 

Some legalists contend, however, 
that since the walk-out is not official- 
ly a strike, the courts are powerless to 
intervene under the terms of the Taft- 
Hartley Act.

JACK GENTRY . . . 

fogs one thru from Chicago to the 
effect that the Windy City recently 
closed the doors of the two big sport 
shows there and the boys and girls 
who worked the events obtained four 
good days out of the 10 each show op- 
erated. Gentry says the boys were 
not permitted to work the show at 
the pier sponsored by The Chicago, 
Tribune. The show at the Amphi- 
theater saw Art Braver working 
peelers and - fiz tops to fair returns. 
Palmer had guess-your-age and was 
using a new item, a small bear made 
of light material about seven inches 
high. Bob Roach had cards, and Mr. 
and Mrs. Singleton were on hand with 
their mental act. "I was informed," 
says Gentry, "that a number of the 
boys came in for the show but did 
not set up because a percentage of 
their gross receipts had to be given 
up along with a cash guarantee that 
a person would do a certain amount 
of business. Here is what the new 
and the old pitchrnen will have to 
learn. It is bad business to blabber 
all over that you are getting plenty of 
lucre. It gets to the promoters and 
they naturally want to cut in, which 
makes the pay-off higher the next 
time. I was told by most of the boys 
that the last five shows were away 
off from last year. They made shows 
in Boston, New York, Detroit, In- 
dianapolis and Chicago. So when you 
get $10 don't try to be the big shot 
and say you got $50. It only makes 
you pay more the next year. One 
fellow told me the big days he had 
had at the last five shows. I saw him 
a day later and he asked for the loan 
of $25. When I asked him where 
all the money was that he obtained 
at the show, he said it was a blank 
for him, but he did not want to admit 
that he could not get money and 
every one around him was getting it. 
Jackpots are okay, but to cut them up 
at a doings is bad business. Last fall 
the lots around the Windy City were 
high because of this jackpot cutting, 
so location owners raised rents." 

Fancy Freddie Says: "The fel- 
low who is continually griping 
doesn't seem to realize that there 
are wavy others whose burdens 
are eth heavier than his.

regarding the organization of pitch- 
men," pens I. W. (Hi) Hightower 
from his Florida retreat.

recently, writes from his New Or- 
leans home that he has read and di- 
gested the recent article penned by 
Sid Sidenberg. "It was an interesting 
piece," Rose says, "but instead of 
writing about pitchmen of 30 years 
ago and how they operated, Siden- 
berg should chronicle -present condi- 
tions. In the old days it was much 
easier to fix a spot to work or to have 
merchants or bankers go to the front 
for us. Today business men are 
against any one coming to their city 
or town to demonstrate or sell his 
wares on street corners or even on 
private property. What one could do 
30 years age he can't do now. The 
numerous towns that are closed are 
closed because we are not wanted 

there. Why is it that when some of 
us apply for a reader in certain towns 
the one who takes care of readers 
in the city hall or the chief's office 
tells us it will cost $10, $50 or even 
$100 per day to work? What's the 
reason? Why do so many pitchmen 
remain in large cities like Chicago, 
Detroit or Los Angeles these days? 
Because Chicago has its Maxwell 
Street, Detroit has its shops and Los 
Angeles has the climate and a few 
open spots. That's the reason some 
never hit the road. Then there are 
those who tired of fighting the law 
and work stores only. I don't think 
there is a possible chance of organiz- 
ing a group of men and women for 
the purpose of bettering conditions in 
the pitch game, because the law and 
lawmakers just don't want us in their 
towns. Isn't it true that some large 
cities have police squads whose or- 
ders are to pick up peddlers and 
pitchmen? They are called mendi- 
cant squads and they are active in 
New York. Let's forget about organ- 
izing and work out a plan where we 
can help those who can't help them- 
selves. I'm referring to a recent pipe 
which pointed out that a certain per- 
son was confined in a Chicago hos- 
pital. Why not set up some type of 
fund for these indigents. I think we 
would be doing a great deal more for 
our fraternity that way. Those of us 
who can work will get by as we have 
in the past. I don't believe that or- 
ganization will open any towns. One 
thing that will increase a pitchman's 
sales, however, is to pitch or demon- 
strate merchandise that will do just 
what he claims for it. Give the pub- 
lic good value for its money and, 
above all, sell merchandise that 
works."

A Pitchman's Individualism 
Works Against Organization 

By Sid Sidenberg 

Ed's Note: This is the second 
of a series of articles penned by 
the veteran pitchman, Sid Siden- 
berg, concerning organization of 
the tripes and keister clan; the 
obstacles one encounters white in 
the pitch business, and what es- 
sentials the pitcheroo must have 
in his snake -up before he can 
reach the pinnacle of success in 
so highly a competitive field,. 

* * * 

111011ITCHDOM is representative of a 
large number of men and women, 

most of whom are popularly recog- 
nized as super salespeople, who dis- 
play extraordinary ability talking to 
large audiences. The reason a pitch- 
man is not classed with the regular 
salesman is that the former sells to 
the masses via one talk and a dem- 
onstration, while the latter waits on 
one person and sometimes fails to 
click. The pitchman, however, sells 
a certain percentage of each of his 
tips and as a result never misses. 

A successful pitchman is one who 
constantly overcomes obstacles with 
courageous determination, distributes 
needy products and the latest gadgets, 
and entertains the multitudes of a 
nation that has not provided suitable 
working space for this particular type 
of business. Therefore, it requires a 
man of fortitude, determination, 
courage and tenacity to create work- 
ing space and spots. He accomplishes 
this thru his ingenuity and as a re- 
sult successfully creates sufficient 
spots to place him comfortably on the 
right side of the ledger. 

Not Easy Task 
Pitching is not an easy task. One 

lacking fortitude should never enter 
the portals of Pitchdom for the ob- 
stacles are many and include high 
licenses and malicious, unfair com- 
petition by unscrupulous merchants, 
who at times are ruthless in the 
elimination of competition. However, 
this has been and is overcome by the 
tried, daring and experienced pitch- 
man. Of the many newcomers in the 
game, a small percentage remains. 
For in Pitchdom it always has been 
and always will be the survival of the 
fittest. 

No Mimics 
The true pitchman is distinctively 

individual He does not imitate and 
does not permit himself to follow a 
pattern. He is versatile and can 
make a good talk and profound im- 
pression with any article of merit with 
the same dexterity an ordinary sales- 
man can do on only one article. Be- 
cause of his daring plus the fact that 
he's a good showman, he is a peculiar 
specimen to his audience. He's an 
attraction in himself because of his 
ballying methods and his ability to 
ease into his sales talk before his 
audience realizes that he's finished 
with his bally. It's a point that baffles 
the best showmen and salesmen in 
other lines of endeavor. His pass-out 
is timed with precision. By scanning 
and judging his tip he knows the ex- 
act moment to turn his crowd and he 
has them in a conscious state to re- 
spond. They automatically reach for 
their pockets and up with the nec- 
essary purchase price of the article he 
has to offer. 

Be Natural 
I don't know of two highly suc- 

cessful pitchmen who reached the top 
rungs in the game by patterning their 
pitches after each other's. Of course, 
there are imitators who are good at 
apeing, but they don't wind up with 
the big takes. Therefore, the best, 
in my observations, are the ones who 
are natural and original 

As a general rule the natural 
and original exponents of the art 
rarely, if ever, travel in packs. They 
are lone wolves and resent and de- 

spise the advice and hindrance that 
would naturally develop when two 
are a crowd. Dissension over towns, 
spots and the doling out of expenses 
usually creates a condition that 
renders a split inevitable. 

The ace pitchman never argues. 
He retains an exurberant smile all 
the time he is ripping and smashing 
two-fistedly to the big takes. He 
picks and fixes his spots in his own 
way and to him it is easy for he long 
since has learned that success is a 
habit and he has formed the habit. 

On the other hand, a ne'er-do-well 
pitchman travels in packs or remains 
in one town until he becomes ac- 
quainted sufficiently to either run for 
office or be run out of town. I'm not 
a hard-boiled, old grizzley bear (altho 
I expect some will say I am) and I 
will let anyone have the floor until 
doomsday, if he desires it, if he can 
prove to me how organization can do 
a real pitchman any good. 

Let's assume we have an organiza- 
tion started and every man and 
women working in front of a tip, re- 
gardless of what section of the coun- 
try they may be in, applied for mem- 
bership and were accepted as full- 
fledged members of an American 
Pitchmen's Protective Association or 
whatec;er society you want to name 
it. 

Everybody Goes In 
Would that keep towners, such as 

poolroom habitues, vagrants, half- 
smarts or even the unemployed from 
taking a fling at pitching? Where do 
you think the JCL's come from? They 
watch and listen and whether or not 
they make good they try. The only 
thing that kept them down in the past 
was their inability to obtain permis- 
sion to work, but with an organization 
maintaining a lobby staff in the na- 
tion's capital, and all State capitals, 
forcing the authorities to make room 
for the pitchman, what do you think 
would happen? If that occurred 
there would be so many of these 
babies getting into the business they 
would have to wear uniforms so they 
could recognize the "I'm with it" 
clique to keep from wasting time try- 
ing to sell each other. 

When the real pitchman comes to 
town, the spots would be glutted with 
the article he has to offer and the 
competitive price slashing would be- 
gin when these babies found com- 
petition a little too keen. Then what 
attraction could or would the real 
live-wire pitchman be when the pub- 
lic has been overloaded with the 
wise-cracks and nit-witcisms of these 
would-bes? There would be but one 
result and that is the passers-by 
would regard him as just another one 
of those "swooses" standing on a box 
making nothingness noises they have 
been so accustomed to seeing and 
hearing. I doubt if he could get the 
attention of enough people to bally 
a tip. Besides, on working days, espe- 
cially Saturdays, there would be so 
many of the would-be's on a spot, the 
real pitchman couldn't get to work 
before sloughing time. Of course, if 
all the fraternity did come in with 
its dues, it would help swell the 
treasury of an organization, but would 
it contribute one iota to the wel- 
fare of a pitchman who recognizes 
his work as a profession? 

Live And Let Live 
There are numerous pitchmen who 

believe in live-and-let-live and 
render great assistance to each other 
by exchanging -views and shooting 
valuable info to JCL's and old-timers 
alike. However, some have never 
learned that in order to live, they 
must let live. I do not mean by the 
"let-live" adage one must transport 
some "mooch" all over the country 
snaking spots at one's own expenses. 

Neither do I mean that one has to dig 
in his kick for a fin every time some 
pseudo pitchman puts on the bite. 
What I really mean is that Pitchdom 
has the best exchange and medium 
in the world to express its views and 
shoot valuable info and that is the 
Pipes For Pitchman Column in The 
Billboard. We know that the JCL's 
really don't know what it is all about, 
but I cannot understand why some 
of the old-timers carelessly overlook 
it. 

Shoot Pipes 
For the benefit of those who don't 

understand the real meaning of Pipes 
and its valuable asset to the game I 
want to enlighten them and make it 
as clear as I possibly can. In addi- 
tion, it will make it easy for all to 
catch the drift of this article. Pipes 
does not mean load a pipe full of to- 
bacco, light it and lay back and dream 
dreams that never come true. Pipes 
means the voices of everyone in 
Pitchdom. The word itself originated 
from the old vaudevillians who re- 
ferred to their voices as pipes similar 
to the pipes of an organ or calliope. 
When an actor's voice became hoarse, 
interferring with his talk or singing 
he always said his pipes went hay- 
wire. Hence the word was adopted 
by a pitchman and when he referred 
to his pipes he referred to the lusty, 
clear and vibrant tone of his speech 
to his enormous tips. 

By writing a pipe simply means 
you are putting your voice into the 
column that is heard by being read 
by every pitchman in the nation and 
it makes no difference whether you 
are in Los Angeles or New York or 
any jerk-water town, your pipe is ex- 
pressed just as well as anywhere in 
the nation as it is right where you 
happen to be standing. 

Open And Closed Towns 
If a town has been closed or an- 

other town opened, it is the duty 
of everyone in the game to shoot a 
pipe for the benefit of those needing 
that info for someone, at one time or 
other, may shoot a pipe that will as- 
sist you. Another thing that has been 
overlooked considerably and that is 
the educating of JCL's and some old. 
timers for that matter. If you hap- 
pen to run into one of the boys who 
leaves a spot littered with rubbish or 
who is guilty of some other unethical

Don't pay any attention to him. Just 
dummy up on the fellow and give-him 
the complete iggy for it is a good bet 
that he does know it all. He doesn't 
have to prove it. All he has to do is 
admit it. 

This condition is true of any large 
group. We know that we are apt to 
find this type of character, but I feel 
sure that there are just as many good, 
wholesome men in the pitch field as 
there are in any other walk of life 
or any other profession. 

Pitchdom has been organized but 
many pitchfolk don't know it or don't 
care to practice it. Of course there 
are some who are going to say I'm 
nertz. It might sound crazy and I 
don't intend to take issue with any- 
one who questions my sanity. How- 
ever, I have the satisfaction of know- 
ing that if the pitchmen of the past 
35 years had taken advantage of their 
medium, the Pipes column, and ex- 
changed info and views and lived up 
to them instead of lobby-gowing in 
hotel lobbies, restaurants, taverns and 
pool balls, blasting big jackpots and 
making the natives envious of that 
big conversation money that wouldn't 
pay for a broken gold fish cake, the 
powers that be would not have passed 
laws, closed spots and voted ex- 
orbitant readers to keep those trav- 
eling "highbinders," who pay no 
taxes, from taking all the money out 
of town. 

I will grant that pitchmen will or- 
ganize and that means that a national 
headquarters will have to be main- 
tained and strategically located in 
some large city, with branches in 
other cities altho I know that there 
are not more than three cities in the 
country that can boast of enough local 
pitchmen to support a lodge. Meet- 
ings will be called if you can interest 
enough -members to respond to one 
and pitching and problems pertain- 
ing thereto will be discussed to the 
benefit of members.

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A Pitchman's Individualism 
Works Against Organization 

(Continued from page 148) 
ized, for thru the Pipes column you 
can express your views to all in 
Pitchdom instead of to only a hand- 
ful of men you could muster to a 
meeting. That is exactly what organ- 
ization means-expression of views 
to the membership, which studies 
these views and acts to its best in- 
terests. 

I have never objected to a fraternal 
organization. The relaxation and good 
fellowship gained therefrom can weld 
a bond of harmony among any group. 
But if you fellows think you are going 
to organize and repeal and kick out, 
tear up and relegate to waste baskets 
all fire and traffic laws so that a 
pitchman can work on sidewalks, 
streets and corners, blocking traffic 
and creating hazards you are sadly 
mistaken. 

Aces Prove Mettle 
Closed towns are meat and potatoes 

to the successful pitchman. That is 
where he gets his biggest takes. He 
doesn't have every Tom, Dick and 
Harry glutting the spot with his item. 
The closed town proves the mettle 
of a worker. When a fellow goes into 
a spot that's closed and wiggles his 
way into working, he's my idea of a 
successful pitchman. Thru some hook 
or crook he has talked the powers 
that be into letting him work or he 
has rented space on private property 
that needed considerable patching. 
And mind you this-parking lots are 
private property, which are not gov- 
erned by ordinances and can be 
worked. 

Ah! I know you are getting ready 
to blast me by telling me that park- 
ing lots have been closed. Yes, closed 
in some cities by whom? It was 
pitchmen who did it either by leav- 
ing the lot strewn and littered with 
rubbish,' fighting among themselves 
for the next turn to work or because 
one fellow wanted to hog the spot. 
Either that or they outbid each other 
on the location until the price to 
work it became prohibitive. Now 
who is to blame? Would organiza- 
tion put a stop to that? It will not. 
I recall when a certain city boasted 
an organization and elected as an 
official a med worker, who had a 
prized corner fixed and in the bag. 
He made a motion before a handful 
of men in the organization that pitch- 
men handling the same items must 
not work within three blocks of an- 
other pitchman. The motion was 
passed. 

This official's corner was at the Sat- 
urday market spot and proved a real 
location. In fact, all the boys waited 
for it and worked the spot and all got 
money. This in spite of the motion, 
which they simply ignored. That 
was organization doing its best in the 
best interests of pitchmen, but in my 
opinion it contained more rot and 
viciousness to keep a man from 
working than all the essential traffic 
laws protecting life, limb and prop- 

, erty. 
Of course, a new org wouldn't let 

anything like that re-occur, but while 
most members are out on treks bat- 
ting out their brains, what would 
keep a handful of homeguards from 
proposing and enacting measures 
even more vicious than the above? 

Ill -Fated Orgs 
Los Angeles and Cincinnati once 

boasted groups of organized pitch- 
men. I was a member of both lodges 
and enjoyed being one. In fact, I 
obtained a real kick out of it-meet- 
ing up with the boys who speak our 
(the pitchman's) language. The meet- 
ing gave me a chance to relax and 
cut up jackpots after a long trip over 
ihalf of the nation. 

The Cincinnati Lodge was selected 
as the proper body to stage a na- 
tional CWITTIOCEOR floossontieo nee': Is 

one of the leading hotels in the city 
and the local papers gave the affair 
much space. One of the principal 
speakers was Nicholas Klein, Cincin- 
nati attorney, and recognized na- 
tionally as an organization attorney. 

I don't recall all he spoke about, 
but these are some of the salient 
facts he presented to us as an or- 
ganized group: "I have assisted in 
much organization work. Among you 
I find a versatile people, good talkers 
and quick to come to the point. It is 
all right for you to organize, but what 
you really expect in accomplishing 
thru organization cannot materialize. 
You must live up to a city's fire and 
traffic laws, and no good, wholesome 
city will, under any circumstances, 
permit you to violate them. It is 
ridiculous to endeavor to re- 
peal these laws and that is the only 
way around them. I want to be hon- 
est with you, it just can't be done." 

Just about that time one of the boys 
with plenty of gray matter shouted: 
"Let's eat." Ask Sizz Cummings, he'll 
tell you the chicken was grand. We 
did have a grand time in Cincinnati, 
cutting up jackpots." 

Tele, Outdoor 
Showbiz Co-Op 

To Bring $$$

Shrine Circus, the station got reac- 
tion from many who said that since 
they had seen some of the show on 
television, their interest had bden 
stimulated and, they wanted to see 
all of it in person. Many, also, who 
had never seen a circus, were im- 
pressed by the excellent entertain- 
ment and stated they would see more 
circuses in person in the future. 

There are other, more or less theo- 
retical lines of reasoning supporting 
the promise that television can't hurt 
outdoor box-office. For one thing, 
it is said that the "color" and ex- 
citement of a circus, which ,can be 
enjoyed to the utmost only by those 
attending in person, never could be 
projected thru television. Television, 
because it can present pictures of only 
one thing at a time, naturally misses 
much of the vast activity of a circus. 

Since television station operators 
are so anxious to televise outdoor 
show business events, another inter- 
esting angle presents itself. And that 
is the possibility of sponsored pro- 
grams, for which promoters would 
charge fees to stations, fees which, of 
course would be passed on to the ad- 
vertiser. The Admiral Corporation 
paid for rights to the Shrine Circus. 
The money, however, was given to 
charity. In other cases, of course, 
this would have gone into the circus 
coffers. Altho sums paid for tele- 
vision rights at this time are rela- 
tively low because of small size video 
audiences, as these audiences grow, 
these sums will become larger. In 
the future they could represent a 
sizable income for any outdoor show- 
biz promoter. Fact that last year's 
television rights to the World Series 
cost over $100,000 is something for 
the industry to consider carefully be- 
fore it adopts any anti-television pol- 
icies, it has been said by trade sources. 

Keeps Showbiz Complete 
There also are experts who say that 

television coverage of outdoor events 
could not hurt box-office because of 
the powerful desire of the American 
on%lie ^o aeo oratorifo!st.izoi outalio 
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their homes. The average American 
will spend just so much time in his 
home listening to the radio or records, 
or even watching a television screen. 
After that, he seeks entertainment 
outside of his home, and, if outdoor 
show business has taken advantage 
of the promotional values of television 
coverage of events, there is a strong 
likelihood that it will be in a better 
position to compete with other forms 
of entertainment for which-admission 
prices are required. 

Another interesting angle relative 
to the way in which a close co-op- 
eration between television and out- 
door showbiz industries can be of 
mutual benefit, concerns itself with 
the possibility of big name television 
programs being put on from sites the 
way in which network radio pro- 
grams such as Queen for a Day, Hint 
Hunt and Ladies Be Seated are now 
handled. These radio programs have 
to no small extent been responsible 
for hypoing fair gates as a result of 
public's desire to see the shows first 
hand. Television programs could have 
the same, if not greater, effect, in that 
the public would want to see at first 
hand, in the flesh, the stars they had 
been able see up to then only on a 
small video receiver screen. 

Would Stimulate Interest 
It should also be pointed out that 

no television station could, or would 
want, to present everything that goes 
on at a fair, carnival or circus. But 
arrangements could be made under 
which attention was called verbally 
to events not telecast. This atten- 
tion-calling would be in the nature 
of promotion which would act as a 
stimulant increasing the desire of the 
public to see the entire entertainment 
panorama of the promotion. 

After analyzing 
in the consideration of the possible 
co-operation between outdoor pro- 
moters and television station pro 
gram chiefs, leaders in both fields 
come to this conclusion: The two 
media should work in close co-opera- 
tion. For television that co-operation 
would result in the obtaining of ex- 
cellent programing. For outdoor 
promoters, television coverage could 
mean a strong promotional impact 
which would have profitable results 
at the box-office.

COIN MACHINES 

GIRD FOR FOUR-STATE MEET 
Ky., Miss. Tax 
Bills Move To 
Completion 

Ariz. Session Convenes 
CHICAGO, March 20.-Legislative 

attention focussed this week on Ken- 
tucky and Mississippi where the 
States' lawmakers were acting on two 
sweeping proposals to tax coin-op- 
erated equipment. Kentucky, despite 
the strenuous objections of opera- 
tors of all types of equipment, passed 
House Bill 435 and that bill has gone 
on to the governor for approval or 
veto. There is always the possibility. 
of course, that the governor will veto 
the measure, but coinmen were keep- 
ing in mind that the bill appeared 
to have the administration's support. 

In Mississippi, a simple bill which 
started out to exempt coin-operated 
radios and television sets from the 
State coin machine tax, has been 
amended several different ways. For 
one thing, the measure now calls for 
a tax of $4 on each coin radio and 
tele set, and another amendment calls 
for doubling existing rates on other 
types of coin machines. 

Va. Solons Recess 
Virginia's lawmakers have recessed 

and will re-convene merely to ad- 
journ on March 30. The governor 
meanwhile has signed the bill placing 
a State tax of $1 on each coin radio 
set. 

In South Carolina, the measure 
which would exempt all food vend- 
ing machines from the 1947 gen- 
eral coin machine tax seemed this 
week to be making progress toward 
passage. If South Carolina joins Vir- 
ginia in recognizing merchandise

OK Five - Ball 
Games in S. F.; 
Fee Now $50 
Prohibit One-Ball Games 
SAN FRANCISCO, March 20.- 

Board of supervisors this week 
adopted legislation prohibiting the 
operation of one-ball pinball games, 
prohibiting persons under 18 from 
playing games and raising license fees 
for the five-balls from $36 to $50 a 
year. The slower five-ball games 
will continue to be legal. 

Civic groups and parent-teacher 
organizations had come out against 
permitting the operation of games, 
whatever their type. 

The new ordinance makes it pos- 
sible for police to confiscate machines 
by revoking permits if an operator is 
convicted of permitting play by those 
under 18 years of age. 

Proposal to boost license fees was 
made by chief administrative officer 
Thomas A. Brooks, who presented the 

See Normal Flow of Coin Mach. 
Shipments as Rails Cut Mileage 
WASHINGTON, March 20. - Altho 

the Office of Defense Transportation 
tODT) ordered the nation's railroads 
to reduce its passenger mileage by 25 
per cent this week, to conserve coal 
reserves, there was every indication 
that coin machine freight shipments 
via rail would continue at a normal 
pace at least for the next few weeks, 
according to spokesmen for the Amer- 
ican Association of Railroads (AAR). 
A further development was that steel 
companies began closing their blast 
furnaces. 

The order reducing railroad mile- 
age, tho signed Thursday (18), was 
retroactive to Sunday midnight (14). 
Since coal burning mileage consti- 
tutes 45 per cent of the railroad's pas- 
senger operations, it was estimated 
that the actual reduction in total pas- 
senger mileage will be approximately 
12 per tent. The order also prohibits 
the running of any special passenger 
trains and forbids substitution of any 
other types of locomotives. Circus 
and carnival trains requiring coal 
will be banned for the duration of the 
order. 

Should the coal emergency continue 
for a long time, AAR spokesmen in- 
dicated that any embargo on freight 
shipments would not be placed in the 
same manner of the other embargos 
enacted in the face of two previous 
coal strikes, 

First Shutdowns 
Meanwhile, the first reports on steel 

firms shutting down blast furnaces 
began to trickle in. Youngstown 
Sheet & Tube Company led the trend 
in this direction by shutting down 
furnaces in Youngstown, 0., plants. 
Bethlehem Steel said it would have to 
cut production if the coal strike con- 
tinued. 

Steel output continues far short of 
demand. Since the industry is sharply 
sensitive to coal output, there is 
every likelihood that the coal strike, 
regardless of how short the emergency 
may be, will succeed in cutting back 
steel production to a noticeable ex- 
tent. This will result in creating at 
least a few uncertainties in the manu- 
facture of coin machines, particularly 
producers of the larger type venders. 

Curley Vetoes $1,000 Fee 
Proposal for Boston Pins 

BOSTON, March 20.-Mayor James 
M. Curley Monday (15) submitted 
his veto of a proposed $1,000 a year 
license fee on pinball machines to the 
city council, which had adopted the 
ordinance March 1 despite an opinion 
by the city corporation counsel that 
the proposed fee would be held in- 
valid by the courts (The Billboard, 
March 13). 

In his message to the council the 
mayor pointed out that the $1,000 
fee would be "commensurate with 
the reasonable expenses incident to 
licensing," a requirement that any 
license fee fixed by the city must 
meet. He said that the ruling on the 
subject by the city legal department 
had influenced his decision. Curley 
also indicated that he would recom- 
mend a lower fee soon. 

Dormant Issue 
Prior to the action by the city 

council the matter on the pinball li- 

cense had been dormant since Octo- 
ber 27, 1947, and was apparently giv- 
en impetus by scare headlines assert- 
ing that pinball trouble in Boston's 
north end was about to flare up. 

Ordinance on pinballs was origin- 
ally submitted to the council by Tem- 
porary Mayor John B. Hynes at the 
request of Police , Commissioner 
Thomas F. Sullivan, who reportedly 
pointed out that if the ordinance was 
approved it not only would give the 
police the power to supervise and 
regulate the operation of pinballs, but 
also would reimburse the city for the 
attendant expenses involved. Both 
Hynes and Sullivan advocated a $25 
fee. 

The move to put the license into 
effect was arrested when the city 
council committee on ordinances 
voted to hold up the order, after hik- 
ing the proposed license fee from $25 
to $1,000. 

Parisi Proposal for $50 
Coin Machine Tax Dropped 

NEW YORK, March 20. - Coinmen 
here have learned that the Parisi Bill, 
proposing a $50 annual tax on each 
and every piece of coin-operated 
equipment on location in the State, 
failed passage before the end of State 
legislative session Saturday (13). This 
bill, introduced in the State Senate 
in January (The Billboard, January

mittee.

Find the Right Spot

Claims Proposed N. J. Tax 
Would Harm Cigarette 0 

TRENTON, N. J., March 20.-Testi- 
fying at a hearing of the New Jersey 
assembly's tax committee, William A. 
Callahan stated that the State's pro- 
posed 3-cent levy on cigarettes 
"would work undue hardship on 
cigarette vending machine operators." 

Callahan, head of Atlantic Tobacco 
Company, Wildwood, N. J., explained 
that operators would have to resort 
to the expense of pennying their 
packs in order to meet other retailer 
competition for cigarettes, an item 
that would take virtually all the profit 
out of cigarette operating. 

Tho pointing out that he is gen- 
erally opposed to further taxation on 
cigarettes since federal levies already 
total more than half the cost of a 

S 
package, Callahan said tobacco dis- 
tributors in the State do not oppose 
a levy which may be needed to fi- 
nance important State services. 

"However, tobacco dealers," he ex- 
plained, "are anxious to see a law 
passed that would work equitably for 
all segments of the tobacco industry." 

Callahan, in addition, declared that 
since the wholesaler would act as the 
tax collecting agent for the State, the 
Legislature should pass simultaneous- 
ly, with any acceptable tax bill, an 
unfair cigarette sales act which would 
give the wholesaler necessary protec- 
tion. He said that such an act would 
also stabilize revenues of New Jersey 
by preventing the use of cigarettes as 
loss leaders. 

Coin-Metered Washing Mach. 
Ops To Aid Policeman's Widow 
NEW YORK, March 20. - The 

widow of Julius Mirell, the patrolman 
who was killed here last week by a 

thief who specialized in looting coin 
boxes of apartment house washing 
machines, will receive $250 donated 
as an expression of sympathy by the 
Coin-Metered Washing Machine Op- 
erators' Association (CMWMOA), ac- 
cording to Albert I. Gorner, public 
relations director.

He 
managed to disarm Mirell and shot 
him in the neck at close range. Zuck- 
erman was wounded as he went to the 
aid of Mire 11. The killer fled, but 
was caught the next day. 

Frozen Food Convention Hears 
Plea for New Selling Methods 
CHICAGO, March 20. - Several 

thousand members of the frozen food 
industry gathered here over the past 
week-end to register for the second 
annual National Frozen Food Con- 
vention and Exhibition. The actual 
convention sessions did not start until 
Monday (15), but committees of the 
National Association of Frozen Food 
Packers-sponsored convention were 
in session for several days prior to 
the kick-off. Co-operating associa- 
tions in the convention were the Na- 
tional Wholesale Frozen Food Dis- 
tributors, Inc.: National Food Brokers' 
Association and the Quick Frozen 
Food Association of Chicago. 

Attracting coinmen from the Mid- 
west, as well as manufacturer rep- 
resentatives from the rest of the 
country, the convention, while fea- 
turing no vending machines in the 
exhibit ball at the Stevens Hotel, in- 
dicated that the venders were sched- 
uled to play an important role in 
the broad expansion program planned 
for the immediate future. 

One of the major issues taken up 
by the convention was the lack of a 
quantity market for the frozen food 
products thruout the country. Whole- 
salers at one of the opening sessions 
were told that customer acceptance 
is still not widespread enough to make 
for a steady market for frozen foods. 

With distribution an as yet un- 
solved problem, the industry was told 
there are approximately 60,000 retail 
outlets for frozen foods in the U. S., 
an increase of 12,000 over the 48,000 
reported one year ago. However, 
while there has been a definite in- 
crease in the number of retail outlets 
handling frozen foods, and while in- 
dustry leaders were optimistic that 
the increases would continue this 
year, it was pointed out that the 
average retailer's frozen food sales 
constitute only 1 to 2 per cent of his 
total volume of business. 

Breaking down the sales, it was 
pointed out that about 40 per cent of 
all frozen foods are sold for Sunday

Fred Brandstrader, NAMA legislative 
counsel, told members of Region 2 
that the New York tax picture with 
regard to venders .was considerably 
brighter than in many other parts of 
the country. Especially bad was the 
situation in the South, he said, where 
most States have in effect a per-ma- 
chine tax. In these States. NAMA's 
efforts are being directed to have 
taxes levied according to a percentage 
of gross receipts, rather than on the 
basis of the number of machines on 
location. He pointed to Virginia as a 
State where such efforts have been 
successfuL 

Brandstrader cautioned operators to 
pay special attention to any proposed 
tax legislation which specifically ex- 
empts certain types of machines or 
merchandise. In such cases it is prac- 
tically a certainty that special inter- 
ests have brought pressure to bear 
on the lawmakers. And if all parties 
concerned do not present their cases, 
the unrepresented ones will probably 
be burdened with an excessive tax 
load to meet revenue rquirements of 
the State, he added. Brandstrader 
spoke in place of Ray Vonesh, who 
was unable to attend. 

Olsen Speaks 
The next speaker was Howard Ol- 

sen, NAMA 'membership director. In 
a discussion of the continuing activi- 
ties of the national organization 
which are designed to aid individual 
operators in the profitable conduct of 
their businesses, he spoke first of 
NAMA's "uniform operator account- 
ing program." 

The purpose of this program. Ol- 
sen declared, is to arrive at a standard 
accounting procedure which will be 
applicable to all operators, regard- 
less of the merchandise their ma- 
chines vend. At the present time the

Modesto, Calif., City Council

dler, of Rowe Service Company of 
Los Angeles, is concentrating on de- 
termining a standard set of account- 
ing categories, according to Olsen, 
so that whets operators talk of "cash 
on hand, for instance, they are at 
least talking of the same thing." 

Once the program is completed and 
made available to operators, it will 
enable company executives to tighten 
individual business set-ups, he said. 
With the figures this committee will 
collect from the membership, and 
then disseminate percentage-wise to 
all NAMA operators, individual op- 
erators "will' have an opportunity to 
spotlight high costs in their opera- 
tions," he stated. The program will 
be of great value to all operators, re- 
gardless of size, Olsen said. 

Insurance Committee 
Olsen next took up the work of the 

insurance committee, headed by 
Aaron Goldman, of the G. B. Macke 
Corporation, Washington. Members 
will be polled as to the insurance 
rates in their individual communities 
by the conimittee, with a view to 
collecting data which can then be 
presented to insurance firms. This 
work, when completed, will probably 
result in reduction of rates for in- 
surance coverage in certain areas, 
Olsen predicted. The committee may 
also issue an insurance manual for 
operators in the near future. 

In addition, Olsen detailed the role 
of the traffic committee which was 
working to effect a decrease in freight 
rates. High freight rates are always 
passed on to the operator in increased 
cost for equipment, he pointed out. 

Confab Preview 
A preview of the 1948 national con- 

vention of NAMA was then offered 
by W. G. Fitzgerald, president of 
International Ticket Scale Company 
and one of the founders of NAMA. 
The convention will be held at the 
Palmer House, Chicago, December 
12-15, he stated. Reporting that last 
year's meet, also held at the Palmer 
House, was "a milestone in the his- 
tory of automatic merchandising," he 
predicted that the 1948 convention 
would be of even more value to the 
industry. He urged that all members 
attend. 

The afternoon session of the re- 
gional meeting was given over to 
round-table discussions, with sepa- 
rate groups exchanging opinions on 
candy, gum and nut vending; ciga- 
rette route operation and beverage 
vending. Discussion leaders who 
drew out the opinions of operators, 
manufacturers and suppliers in each 
category later reported to the mem- 
bership at large.

Vendors, Inc., here reports that pro- 
duction is now under way on its 
9EC console-type electric cigarette 
vender, introduced at the National 
Automatic Merchandising Association 
(NAMA) convention in Chicago in 
December, 1947. 

New vender, designed by Den W. 
Fry, firm's president and also vice- 
president of National Rejectors, Inc., 
features a first in, first out principle. 
Cigarettes are delivered from the 
bottom rather than the top of the 
columns, permitting loading without 
removing or handling those packs 
remaining in the magazines and at 
same time working off merchandise 
loaded during previous call. 

Variable Capacity 
Available in either wood or steel 

cabinets, latter in simulated walnut 
a capacity of from 

360 to 675 packs and displays actual 
merchandise instead of dummies or 
bales for its nine columns. Fluores- 
cent lighting of the display panel is 
provided. 

Machine includes an automatic 
change maker which is self-replen- 
ishing and will reject a coin if the 
proper change is not in the changer. 
Book matches are delivered with 
cigarettes if the operator desires to 
supply them. 

Amount of each coin inserted is 
visibly recorded, with automatic re- 
jection of any coins deposited in ex- 
cess of amount required. 

Patent Issued 
For Drink Mach. 

WASHINGTON, March 20. - Six 
claims covering a soft drink vending 
machine wherein a bottle top is auto- 
matically removed and the drink 
poured into a cup, announced early 
in 1946 for production by Vendo, were 
granted this week. The claims, in- 
volving a bottle decapping and pour- 
ing mechanism for use in a vending 
machine, were filed with the U. S. 
Patent Office by George H. Hansen 
Jr., Kansas City, Mo., May 29, 1944. 
C. Earl Hovey, also of Kansas City, is 
the assignee. 

The mechanism, as covered in the 
patent, includes a bottle chamber and 
a decapper, mechanism for moving 
the bottle from one part of the cham- 
ber into operative engagement with 
the decapper and then to another part 
of the chamber where the bottle 
would be caught in a movable clamp, 
which in turn would pour the drink. 

While several of the machines have 
been reported built and tested, mass 
production on the equipment has not 
been undertaken by Vendo. The size 
of the unit, which would require stor- 
age space for used as well as un- 
opened bottles, is believed to be one 
of the reasons involved in the limited 
output.

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Shine Machine 
Name Changed 

SACRAMENTO, March. 20.-Carl 
E. Danielson has announced the 
change in the name of his new shoe- 
shining machine to Shine Betty from 
Shine-o-Matic. The machine will be 
in full production by April 1, he 
said. 

Danielson, a well-known business 
man, said, in describing his shoe 
shiner: "This is a dual machine- 
brown polish used on brown shoes 
and black polish on black shoes. You 
do not shine both colors on the same 
set of brushes. Shine Betty stands 
approximately 5 feet high, the mirror 
is 20 inches high and 36 inches wide. 
The machine does not have a bearing 
in it and there is no place to grease 
or oil and, what's more, no belt 
idlers of any description. Because 
of this simple construction the ma- 
chine is good for many years service 
and should earn a good profit for 
the operator. About 2 cents will take 
care of the polish, replacement of 
brushes, electricity and other over- 
head items. The brushes can be 
reversed or a new brush installed in 
less than 10 seconds. Because the 
brushes run crosswise the shoe, they 
can.,ot possibly throw polish on the 
customers' clothing. Directions for 
using the machine are stencilled on 
each unit. 

We have a very simple method of 
applying polish and I believe we are 
the only ones that can use liquid pol- 
ish," Danielson said. 

Distributors are being named, with 
emphasis being given to State cover- 
age, Danielson said. 

Ohio Bottlers Law 
Group Plans Meet 

COLUMBUS, 0., March 20.-Ohio 
Beverage Law Committee (OBLC), 
appointed by Clark Hanold, presi- 
dent of Ohio Bottlers of Carbonated 
Beverages (OBCB) in 1947, is sched- 
uled to meet with a group of attor- 
neys in April to draw up a State 
beverage law that "will conform to' 
modern -clay practices." 

Members of the committee have 
been instructed to study industry 
problems and current State and fed- 
eral laws, and to suggest amendments', 
to the Ohio law. 

Some subjects that will be discussed 
are adequate labeling law and transi- 
ent bottles. Officials state that attor 
neys representing five classifications 
of bottlers have been invited to assist 
the group in drafting a labeling law. 

Hanold said that the group intends 
to make the results of its study avail- 
able to all interested State associa- 
tions. 

$2,000,000 Parking Meter 
Receipts for Pa. Cities 

HARRISBURG, Pa., March 20.- 
Parking meter receipts in the 149 
Pennsylvania communities now using 
meters are expected to exceed 
$2,000,000 for 1947, it is estimated by 
Charles F. LeeDecker, executive sec- 
retary of the Pennsylvania Institute 
of Local Government. 

LeeDecker, who has just completed 
a survey of meter receipts for the 
year 1946, reports that parking me- 
ters brought $1,851,000 to city treas- 
uries during that year, representing 
a 59 per cent increase over 1945. 

"It appears," he said, "that after 
a temporary leveling off during the 
war, meter receipts are again resum- 
ing their upward trend. 

In 1946, the average receipts per 
meter ranged from $8.31 in Carbon- 
dale to $103.73 in Hanover. The 
average per meter for the State was 
$61.37. The survey also showed the 
receipts per capita ranged from 12 
cents in Carbondale to $4.56 in Kit- 
tanning.

Hammond Locations To Op 
Own Jukes Under New Bill 

HAMMOND, Ind., March 20. -Mu- 
sic ops in this city this week formed 
an association and met to figure the 
effect of a new city ordinance which 
provides that title to all. of the city's 
automatic phonographs must be passed 
to location owners. In effect, adoption 
of the home rule ordinance provides 
that location owners shall own their 
own machines rather than have juke 
boxes placed on their locations by 
operators. But the Hammond picture 
was complicated, since operators were 
given to understand that they could 
pass title to the location on condi- 
tional sales contracts. 

With no specific period of grace in 
which to have contracts drawn, music 
operators in the city were consulting 
their legal counsels this week-end to 
discover exactly what they could do 
and what they couldn't do under 
terms of the ordinance which is effec- 
tive today (20). 

Allege Outside Competition 
Chicago newspapers reported that 

the ordinance was adopted because 
the city feared a juke box war be. 

tureen Hammond operators and oper- 
ators who were moving into town 
from nearby communities like Calu- 
met City and Chicago Heights. Juke 
box operators here, however, said 
they were not at all certain what 
prompted passage of the ordinance, 
which also imposes a fee of $5 per 
machine on jukes. 

City officials were quoted as saying 
that salesmen from Illinois began 
coming into Hammond places and in- 
sisting that locations toss out boxes 
owned by Hoosier operators. Passage 
of the ordinance was evidently spur- 
red when the local 20th Century 
Bowling Alley reported a threat of 
violence from two salesmen who 
wanted to install their music equip- 
ment to replace equipment already on 
location. 

Tavern and other locations were 
quick to point out that they felt hav- 
ing an operator own and service the 
juke boxes on their locations was far 
more desirable than owning the boxes 
themselves.

Juke Op Finds Special Service 
Helps Locations and Routemen 
CHICAGO, March 20.-A. A. Swing 

Time Music Company here, headed 
by Angelo Angeleri, has evolved a 
system of record selection and han- 
dling by its routemen that results in 
"tailored service" for each juke box 
location. Vince Angeleri, manager, 
who devised the system, states that its 
use has speeded up servicemen's daily 
pre-trip disk selection chore and also 
serves to spotlight location music re- 
quirements and tastes at a glance. 

As set up, the system requires a 
series of small record compartments 
and a card with certain essential de- 
tails placed over each compartment. 
Disk sections are equal in number to 
the operator's locations, and are 
numbered in sequence with the num- 
ber of each of his machines. Thus 
one routeman's compartments will 
not be in order, but as each man is 
assigned cards of a different color, 
his sections can be easily identified. 
Data on the cards accompanying each 
compartment gives a thumb-nail pic- 
ture of that particular location. 

Each card bears the following in- 
formation: (1) Number of the juke 
box in that location; (2) a colored 
thumb tack to designate value of lo- 
cation (red, A; green, B; blue, C));

Judge Rules 
Against IBEW 
Juke Picket 

Says Sign Was Misleading 
NEW YORK, March 20.-In an 

opinion handed down in the Bronx 
Magistrate's Court Monday (15), 
Judge Peter Abeles ruled that pick- 
eting a location, in which a non- 
union serviced music machine has 
replaced one serviced by a union 
member is illegal. Abeles' decision, 
which some industry spokesmen in- 
terpreted as setting a new precedent 
in cases of this kind, found the picket, 
Fred Mimms, guilty of disorderly 
conduct, but suspended sentence. 

The case arose when Mimms, a 
member of Local 786 of the Interna- 
tional Brotherhood of Electrical 
Workers, an affiliate of the American 
Federation of Labor, was arrested 
for picketing the Park View Tavern 
where Al Layne, an independent op- 
erator, had installed a Videograph 
combination television-juke box (The 
Billboard, March 6). 

Penal Law 
Sidney 0. Raphael, the attorney 

representing the location owner, had 
charged that picketing under such 
circumstances, even if peaceful, might 
provoke a breach of peace.. As such, 
he argued that the picketing consti- 
tuted, in effect, disorderly conduct 
under the provisions of subdivision 
2, section 722 of the Penal Law. 

In finding Mimms guilty, Judge 
Abeles stated: "In the present case 
before me the defendant carried a 
sign reading in part as follows: 'The 
machine is not serviced and main. 
tained by members of Local 786 " 
The fair implication of these words 
would be that the complainant em- 
ploys non-union help. It certainly 
does not convey the admitted fact or 
the fact as shown conclusively by th 
record, that he employs no help a 
all. For the reasons stated, the de 
fendant is found guilty of disorder 
conduct."

(Continued frosts race 162) 
title strips of each song needed in the 
location (thus "9" would mean spot 
has eight wall boxes or nine wall 
boxes and a hideaway). 

In addition to supplying valuable 
information by which to judge new 
disk placement in individual loca- 
tions, system is said to serve as a 
good basic training aid in breaking in 
new servicemen. Angeleri states that 
a new man thus is given an imme- 
diate and comprehensive picture of 
the stops on his route. Using the in- 
formation on each location's disk 
compartment card, the serviceman 
knows what type of new records to 
place in the juke in that particular 
spot. A new polka or waltz would 
be immediately channeled to a loca- 
tion showing preference for such 
music. Each day the routeman takes 
out the records from those compart- 
ments representing the spots he will 
visit. His record changes for the 
week are easily made by using the 
preselected disks in those sections. 

Angeleri said that each man spends 
about an hour each afternoon, or five 
or six hours on Saturday, selecting 
and placing the records in the disk 
compartments for his locations. 

Two Years in Effect 
This system, which has been in use 

by Swing Time Music for about two 
years, has been revised and reworked 
until the present version was reached. 
According to Vince Angeleri, notice- 
ably smoother relations with location 
owners, coupled with higher and long- 
er-lasting high play on favorite rec- 
ords has resulted from its practice. 
He added that close check of The 
Billboard's popularity charts each 
week is an important factor in ob- 
taining top play on new hits. 

Two other public relations aids are 
also being used by the firm. These 
consist of two printed forms, one of 
which enables the location owner to 
see, week by week, the rate of play 
on the machine in his place and the 
number of disks changed weekly; sec- 
ond form is a "record request" slip 
which may be filled out by the loca- 
tion. 

Unusual Play Sheet 
The "rate of play" form, which also 

doubles as the location owner's re- 
ceipt, is unusual in that it goes sev- 
eral steps further than the usual op- 
erator's receipt. In addition to list- 
ing the date, number of machine. 
name and address of location, it gives 
the meter reading on the juke at the 
time of the routeman's call. This 
reading can be checked against pre- 
vious week's receipts to verify num- 
ber of disks played and location own- 
er's earnings. A "free play" space 
gives number of such plays made by 
the serviceman during his call, when 
he plays new numbers for the loca- 
tion owner and sets off machine upon 
leaving as a "shill" for additional 
play. This is deducted from weekly 
totals on the meter. 

A numbered section, boxed much 
as a bowling scoresheet, and num- 
bered from 1 to 24, indicates the 
number of new records installed dur- 
ing each call, or those turned over. 
Numbers, representing title strip po- 
sition on selection panel, are X-ed 
when that position receives a new 
disk, and bisected by,a diagonal line 
(as a "spare" sign on a bowling score- 
sheet) when record is reversed. Ad- 
ditional spaces provide for itemized 
statements of merchant's (location 
owner) share of receipts, operator's 
share, and combined total earnings. 
Small boxes are checked off when a 
needle is changed or machine is oiled. 
Bottom of form provides space for 
routeman's signature. 

Second form, extending the loca- 
tion the courtesy of listing its own 
record preferences, is made available 

to each stop by the routeman. This 
slip, providing space for the location 
name and juke number, has space for 
five request numbers. Additional 
space provides for location's remarks 
concerning such requests, and date 
requests are made. 

Each record installed at a location's 
request is so marked in small letters 
on its title strip. Thus, if the meter 
reading for that particular disk shows 
low play, the routeman, on his next 
visit. can point out to the location 
owner the poor play value of that 
particular record. This usually re- 
sults in the location's agreeing to re- 
plaCement with a more popular tune. 
and leaves no ill-feeling toward the 
music company. 

Angeleri also believes in giving 
each machine a cleaning on each visit. 
To facilitate this, firm provides route- 
men with complete cleaning equip- 
ment. "A clean machine with rec- 
ords hand-picked for individual lo- 
cations, and full co-operation with 
location owner's requests and sugges- 
tions, abetted by detailed "down on 
paper" records of the routeman's 
every visit, has done much to hold 
play at a satisfactory level," Angeleri 
says. 

Denies Hotel Radio 
Corp. Plans To Make 
Coin-Operated Tele 

DETROIT, March 20. - Reports of 
production plans for a coin-operated 
television set designed for hotel and 
similar locations were denied this 
week by R. H. Wann, vice-president 
and general manager of the Hotel 
Radio Corporation, one of the larger 
manufacturers specializing in the 
coin-operated radio field. 

Report was published in one of the 
Detroit newspapers that the new ven- 
ture was to be handled by J. E. Fraw- 
ley, president of the company "on the 
same basis with a slight advance in 
prices." 

While Wann stated that the com- 
pany was watching the television de- 
velopment field very closely, he was 
very definite that no plans whatever 
to bring out such models have been 
made up to now.

tary of the Hammond Tavern Owners' 
Association, was quoted as saying that 
the present operator-location arrange- 
ment is a better deal than location- 
owned juke boxes. 

Because of this apparent location 
discontent there were some indica- 
tions that the ordinance might be 
modified. 

Hammond's new ordinance, in brief, 
provides that: 

1. It is unlawful for anyone to own 
or operate juke boxes except on those 
public premises which he also owns 
and operates. 

2. Location owners must make ap- 
plication for the $5 license. Applica- 
tion is made to city comptroller who 
is also president of the Board of 
Safety. 

3. The city will not inquire into the 
conditions of contracts by which 
operators turn title of their equip- 
ment over to location owners. 

4. The city will, however, refuse to 
issue licenses if the party holding the 
mortgage on the equipment is "unde- 
sirable. 

5. The ordinance provides that any 
decision of the Board of Safety may 
be reviewed in court. 

City attorney Strsley Thorpe said 
this week that it was not his intention 
to force any company out of business, 
and he added that he could see no 
reason why the city's operators could 
not do business substantially as they 
always have. 

The big difference, of course, is that 
operators will do business as service- 
men and as mortgage-holders on 
equipment since most of them were 
expected to have conditional sales 
contracts drawn up in the event the 
ordinance goes unchallenged by court 
action. 

"We are interested only in protect- 
ing our own people," Thorpe said, and 
he added that Hammond music oper- 
ators were included in his definition 
of "our own people." 

Music operators here say they have 
always had competition from opera- 
tors in neighboring Illinois cities, and 
none of them reported specific in- 
stances of recently increased compe- 
tition. Reason for forming the opera- 
tors' association, they said, was to 
work for the mutual advantage of all 
the city's operating companies.

The coin-controlled lock is designed 
for use with checking cabinets and 
includes a frame, a barrel support- 
ing cradle in the frame, the means 
for securing the frame to a checking 
cabinet having a door for closing the 
cabinet, and a locking bolt carried by 
the frame for rotation about the 
longitudinal axis of the cradle to door 
locked and unlocked positions.

Plan Tele Sales Campaign 
For Chi as WGN-TV Debuts 

CHICAGO, March 20.-While juke 
box operators here are waiting for 
the start of the baseball season to see 
what effect the addition of a new 
station (WGN-TV) and the tele- 
vising of all major league games 
played in the city, including the 
White Sox night games, will have 
on the income of their machines, 
manufacturers of public location tele- 
vision sets, as well as makers of 
video home receivers, were readying 
a merchandising drive to get under 
way simultaneously with the WGN- 
TV opening scheduled for April 4. 

According to present plans, manu- 
facturers, distributors and retailers 
will start a two-week Chicagoland 
Television Open House drive April 5 
designed to push the sales of receiv- 
ing equipment to all types of users, 
including the public location. Pre- 
liminary meeting was held Monday 
(15) at the WGN studios, with more 
than 500 members of the telc indus- 

try in attendance. A second session 
to complete plans for the April drive 
is scheduled to convene at the Hotel 
Sheraton next Monday (22). 

Meanwhile operators in New York 
were faced with the opening of a 
fourth television station in their city, 
with The Daily News fast rounding 
into shape for its June 15 debut. 
While programing plans for the sta- 
tion have not as yet been announced, 
special events and sports are expected 
to play a major role from the start of 
operations. 

Sponsors here were quick to grab 
up the baseball telecasts. Within a 
few days after WBKB announced it 
would televize the Chicago Cubs 
home games the Ford Motor Company 
and Chesterfield cigarettes signed to 
share the costs of the games, while 
the WGN-TV sked, which included 
Cubs and White Sox games, was re- 
ported sold to Old Gold cigarettes 
and Admiral Radio Corporation. 

SDPOA Holds Annual Meet; 
Re-Elects Mike Imig President 

HURON, S. D., March 20.-At the 
annual meeting of the three-year-old 
South Dakota Phonograph Operators' 
Association, held here last week in 
Marvin Hughitt Hotel, Mike Imig, of 
Yankton, was re-elected to the presi- 
dency. 

Gordon Stout, Pierre, S. D., was 
named vice-president, and Norman 
Gefke, of Sioux Falls, was elected 
secretary-treasurer in the two-day 
operator meeting. 

A number of manufacturers, in-1 
eluding Packard, Aireon and United 
States Vending, were represented 
with machine displays at the meeting. 
Most of the machines on display had 
been shipped in for showing by dis- 
tributors in Minneapolis and St. Paul. 

Operators heard their association 
officers describe the four-State opera- 
tor meeting scheduled to be held in 
Minneapolis on April 26-27. Harold 
Scott, Mobridge, who was secretary of 
the South Dakota association for the 
past year, was chosen to head a dele- 
gation which will attend this North- 
west regional phonograph owners' 
convention and exhibition. 

The operators voted to conduct a 

full-fledged membership drive during 
the coming year in an effort to get all 
of the State's operators into the 
group. At the present time, the South 
Dakota association has 28 members, 
and there are, according to associa- 
tion estimates, between 15 and 20 
potential member firms in the State.

Advertisers Footing the Bill 

For Wired Music Programs 
Piped to Jewel Tea Chain 

Potential Gross With 150 Locations Is Over $300,000 

(Continued from page 4) 
and the seven stores carried the Mon- 
day thru Friday programs until sev- 
eral months ago, when additional 
equipment and telephone lines made 
possible the expansion which will 
shortly embrace the entire Jewel 
chain of 149 stores in this area. Hyde 
stated that the contract with Jewel is 

an exclusive one and that no other 
outlets will be signed in the Chicago 
metropolitan area. The Jewel stores 
are located as far north as Liberty- 
ville (approximately 40 miles) and as 

far west as Aurora (also about 40 

miles from the Loop). 
Based on the premise that advertis- 

ing dollars start to pay off when the 

customer reaches the shelf where the 
merchandise is for sale, Consumers 
Aid programs feature a spot an- 
nouncement approximately every four 
minutes, immediately following a 

musical selection. These programs, 
originating from a central studio (in 
the same manner as non-commercial 
wired music) are heard simultane- 
ously in the 109 Jewel stores now re- 
ceiving the service. 

Store Controls Volume 
The programs are heard over mul- 

tiple speakers, placed at 20-foot in- 
tervals thruout the store. The speak- 
ers feature a 360-degree speaker, as- 

suring clear reception when the mu- 
sic, and the announcements, are 
played at a low level. A volume con- 
trol unit is located in the rear of the 
stores, and, in the case of Jewel, one 

employee at each store daily checks 
the volume and the reception. 

Proof that this mixture of enter- 
tainment and commercialism is ac- 
ceptable to the public (as compared 
to fears voiced by operators of juke 

box routes and industrial music loca- 

tions to the contrary) is a survey 
conducted by the J. Walter Thompson 
(JWT) Advertising Agency, which 

showed a 95 per cent public accept- 
ance of the service. The same study 

revealed sales increases for products 
advertised over the system ranging 
from a low of 25 per cent for a dog 

food to a high of 141 per cent for a 

chocolate drink. 
The physical set-up of Consumers 

Aid is quite simple. With Johnson 
and Hyde the administrative and 

business heads, the firm operates 

from its studio-office at Madison and 

Clinton streets here. A small office 

has been reconverted to resemble a 

broadcasting studio, complete with a 

master control board, to regulate vol- 

ume, and two turntables. Jimmy 
Green, an orchestra leader in the 
Midwest, is the program director of 

the company, while Carl Haseman, 

pianist and arranger for many radio 
shows, including the Breakfast Club, 

assists. One of these two men is on 

duty thruout the broadcast day. 

Monday Thru Saturday 
The initial broadcast each day 

starts at 8:30 in the morning and runs 

for one-half hour. During this period 

music is presented in disk jockey 
fashion, to the employees of the 
chain, and instructions are given to 

store managers by a representative 
of the parent company. At 9 a.m. the 
store broadcasts start, continuing thru 
the 6 p.m. closings. At this time an 

additional half-hour show is again 
played for the employees. The sched- 
ule runs from Monday thru Saturday, 
but cuts out at 5 p.m. on Saturday. 

Attempts were made in the begin- 
ning to use a standard record library 
service, but the attempts were unsuc- 
cessfuL Green was advised that the 

musical selections supplied by the 
library were, in the main, designed 
for sedentary listeners (restaurant 
diners, factory employees, etc.) and 
were too slow in tempo for the store 
workers or the customers. As a re- 
sult, Green is building a special li- 
brary of orchestral records (no vocal 
of any kind), including such record- 
ing artists as Janet August, Buddy 
Cole and a number of recordings on 
the London label. Decca and Colum- 
bia are the major labels used most 
often, while a number of indies are 
also quite popular with the stores. 

Approximate Costs 
While no figures were available on 

the actual cost of setting up and oper- 
ating this type of music-commercial 
system, the approximate figures and 
the acertained income reveals the 
operation a profitable one. 

On the expense side of the ledger, 
the following equipment is necessary: 
Ceiling speakers (approximately four 
to the average location); a hideaway 
receiver; cost of the leased wires; 
equipment for the central studio; two 
engineers to operate the turntables 
(both Green and Haseman belong to 
the American Federation of Musi- 
cians (AFM) and the International 
Brotherhood of Electrical Workers 
(IBEW); executive and office upkeep 
and salaries. The approximate total 
for the above, it is believed, would 
be in the vicinity of $250,000 for the 
first year for an operation the size of 
the one here in Chicago. But the cost 
of the equipment would not be re- 
peated each year, thereby cutting 
down the annual expenditures con- 
siderably after the initial setting-up 
costs were covered.. 

Income Defined 
The income from the service is 

more clearly defined. According to 
Hyde, the service can accommodate 
approximately 40 regular sponsors 
per day. This would mean each spon- 
sor's announcement would be heard 
every 2% hours, or a guaranteed four 
times a day. Consumers Aid's rate 
card is as follows: $1.25 per week per 
store on a 52-week contract; $1.45 

per week per store on a 39-week con- 
tract; $1.65 on a 26-week contract, 
and $1.85 on a 13-week contract. 
Thus the operator with a route of ap- 
proximately 150 locations would, on a 

52-week contract, receive from one 
sponsor a gross of $9,750. With many 
of the sponsors on less than a 52-week 
basis, but, on the other hand, as is 
the case here, with a waiting list on 

hand for openings in the schedule, 
the yearly income would be well over 
the $300,000 marker. 

Rules followed in the signing of the 
sponsors are also simple and clearly 
defined. Products featured on the 
programs are non-competing, and 
must be sold in the stores. Consumers 
Aid follows the first-come-first- 
served policy so that no sponsor can 
complain of partiality. However, a 
two-week option is given when clear- 
ance for the contract is required in a 

city other than Chicago. In many 
cases the spot announcements are the 
same on the Consumers Aid service 
as those heard over the networks. 
Some sponsors have even used the 
same voices to transcribe the wired 
music commercial. Norman Broken- 
shire and Norman Ross, two network 
announcers with distinctive voices, 
are examples.

such as the National Automatic Mer- 
chandisers' Association and Coin Ma- 
chine Industries, Inc., to combat this 
false attitude with the true facts of 
the industry. 

Trad, whose advertisement for coin- 
operated radios was refused by the 
unnamed newspaper, released the text 
of the letter of refusal. Partial text 
of the letter follows: 

"It is the policy of this newspaper 
not to accept advertising for any type 
of coin-operated vending or sirnliar 
device, which includes coin-operated 
radios. 

"We realize that the largest part of 
this advertising is placed in good faith 
and by responsible companies. How- 
ever, the way it is handled out in the 
field and the overloading of a town 
with such devices by certain types of 
operators has brought about our 
policy on the matter which is strongly 
recommended by Better Business 
Bureaus." 

Trad's Rebuttal 
Commenting on the role of the Busi- 

ness Bureaus, Trad said: "It would 
seem that there is a concerted move 
on the part of the individual organi- 
zations to discourage the introduction 
of coin-operated machines to their 
communities. If members of the coin 
machine industry are to protect their 
investments and markets in these 
communities, it is imperative that ac- 
tion be taken immediately to explain 
the present aspects of this business to 
Better Business Bureaus." 

"It should be pointed out to them 
in no uncertain terms," he continued, 
"that companies operating in this 
field are as legitimate on the average 
as those operating in any other busi- 
ness field, and that the bogey of 
racketeers and gunmen is just that, 
a bogey." 

Candy Bars Leading 
Confection in Fla. 

JACKSONVILLE, Fla., March 20.- 
Candy and confectionery products 
consumed by Floridians total nine 
times the amount produced in the 
State, according to a report issued 
this week by the Florida Chamber of 
Commerce. Consumption of sweets 
amounted to 37,016,000 pounds in 
1947, the report stated, with a whole- 
sale value of $10,865,000. 

"The most popular candy in Florida, 
(as well as in the nation as a whole) 
was the candy bar with total sales of 
$6,307,000," according to the report. 

"Boxed or packaged candy, espec- 
ially bon bons, was next in value 
and amounted to $2,425, 000. Further 
breakdown showed $654,000 spent for 
low-priced specialties; $358,000 for 
bulk goods, and $1,121,000 for other 
types of candy and related products." 

Tallahassee Auto Owners 
Asked Park Meter Views 

TALLAHASSEE, Fla., March 20.- 
Junior Chamber of Commerce here 
is conducting a survey to determine 
if city's automobile owners favor in- 
stallation of parking meters in city's 
one-hour parking zone.

Proposal Dropped

with the means of securing additional 
revenue without acceding to the re- 
quested direct State aid, the newly- 
passed enabling act has for the first 
time actually written the phrase "juke 
boxes" into State law. The city can 
now levy "... privilege taxes on coin- 
operated amusement devices (either 
generally or upon selected types or 
classes of such devices) including, but 
not limited to, coin-operated juke 
boxes . . . at a rate not to exceed $25 
per annum for each such device." 

The bill thus extends an enabling 
act passed by the Legislature last 
year which authorized cities and 
counties with populations under 
1,000,000 to levy taxes on coin ma- 
chines, with the money collected ear- 
marked to defray costs of education. 
Such communities are now enabled 
to impose $25 taxes also. The present 
bill does not specify how any coin ma- 
chine taxes the city shall collect are 
to be spent, if and when the city 
council decides to impose such taxes. 

N. Y. Status Quo 
Commenting on the new legislation, 

Sidney H. Levine, attorney for the 
Automatic Music Operators' Associa- 
tion, said that "the situation remains 
basically the same as far as New York 
is concerned." He pointed out that 
the city always has had the right to 
tax coin equipment. The only pos- 
sible danger he saw was that the ac- 
tion of the Legislature might give 
the city impetus to levy taxes never 
before imposed. 

Altho the State bill was passed 
without a public hearing, any action 
by the city council would require 
that interested parties appear before 
it to state their views. At such time, 
Levine indicated, the economic facts 
of the automatic music business would 
be laid bare before the city law- 
makers. Once aware of how rising 
costs at all levels of the industry, 
combined with fixed nickel play, have 
eaten into operators' revenue, imposi- 
tion by the council of a $25 annual 
tax on juke boxes would be highly 
improbable, he predicted.

One operator, who declined to have 
his name used, said, "I have talked 
to other coinmen in the Twin Cities 
about this and I think a number of 
Twin Cities operators plan to stay 
away from the sessions entirely. We 
want no part of this thing which, we 
believe, is being held on someone's 
bad advice." 

Other operators, however, recalled 
the experience of last year's conven- 
tion and exhibit staged by the Wis- 
consin Phonograph Owners' Associa- 
tion. Some Milwaukee distributors 
boycotted that showing, they say, but 
many came in, and record companies 
and distributors were on hand to pro- 
vide interesting exhibits. 

Officials of the four-State meeting 
went on record to say they felt dis- 
tributors and manufacturers ought 
to get together with operators and 
support the session. They added that 
the convention is not planned as "a 
big profit item," but is designed to let 
operators get together and exchange 
information as well as look at new 
equipment.

Report Survey 
Of N. Y. Games 

NEW YORK, March 20. - Results 
of the police-conducted survey on the 
number of pinball machines on loca- 
tion in New York City was disclosed 
this week by Police Commissioner 
Arthur Wallander, who announced 
that 4,504 coin-operated amusement 
games were found to be in operation 
in 4,298 candy stores, taverns and 
other locations. But the commission 
declared that the games lacked the 
free-play and prize features which 
otherwise would make them illegal 
under gambling statutes. 

He emphasized that the survey had 
shown that the games are being used 
for amusement purposes only, but 
warned that if any are found to be 
"readily adaptable for gambling, they 
will be taken out of use." 

Wallander said that the survey, 
which is continuing, had found that 
830 games, about 20 per cent of the 
total, were located within 500 feet of 
schools. These machines are receiv- 
ing special police attention, he de- 
clared, adding that "we do not want 
any near schools and at the slightest 
sign of gambling there we will move in.. 

The survey further reported that 
there were two game manufacturers 
in the city, 11 dealers and 152 op- 
erators. 

Counting Mach. 
Patent Okayed 

WASHINGTON, March 20. - The 
U. S. Patent Office has granted six 
claims on a coin counting machine to 
Walter A. Barganz and Earl W. Quirk, 
Watertown, Wis., who, in turn, have 
assigned the device to the Brandt 
Automatic Cashier Company, of the 
same city. 

A description of the machine, as 
printed in tlie Patent Office's Official 
Gazette, follows: 

A coin counting machine including 
a hopper for the coins, a coin dis- 
charge way, means for delivering 
coins from the hopper to the dis- 
charge way and counter-actuating 
means at the outlet of the coin dis- 
charge way. The coin discharge way 
is comprised of oppositely disposed 
guide means, one of which is rela- 
tively fixed and provided with a coin 
separating point, and the other guide 
means comprising pivotally connected 
members and means for relatively 
adjusting the pivotally connected 
parts radially and tangentially of the 
delivery means to move the connected 
member nearest to the coin discharge 
way toward or away from the coin 
separating point according to the size 
of the coins to be counted.

Varied Ideas 
On Virginia's 
New Coin Law 

RICHMOND, March 20.-Operators 
of all types of equipment greeted 
publication of the official text of Vir- 
ginia's new coin machine tax law with 
varied reactions. Since the law does 
not take effect until 1949, it is diffi- 
cult to say how rapidly the State's 
automatic merchandising industry 
will expand, but preliminary reports 
indicate this field-which is now held 
back by high per-machine taxes, both 
State and local-will enjoy remark- 
able growth. 

At first blush, music operators be- 
lieve one section of the measure, 
which increases gross receipt taxes 
from 13 cents to 20 cents per $100 
above $2,000, will work a hardship on 
their operations. Per-machine fees 
for music operators remain un- 
changed in the new law. 

Operators who are already in in- 
dustrial plants-and as such are 
classified as retail merchants and 
taxed on the gross receipts basis- 
reported this week that they, too, 
viewed the new act with mixed feel- 
ings. Even tho the new law puts all 
merchandise vending operations, 
whether on public or industrial loca- 
tions, on the gross receipt basis, it 
also increased that tax from 13 cents 
to 20 cents per $100 gross. 

New Pa. County Asks 
Clubs Remove Bells 

NORRISTOWN, Pa., March 20.- 
Organized liquor dealers of Mont- 
gomery County have demanded Dis- 
trict Attorney E. Arnold Forrest 
remove all bell machines from clubs 
in the county area. 

The action is following a State- 
wide plan adopted by the retail li- 
quor dealers of Pennsylvania at a re- 
cent meeting in Harrisburg. Liquor 
licensees in York County first inau- 
gurated the plan; other county units 
are now carrying it thru. 

Liquor dealers claim the clubs, by 
making bell machines available for 
their customers to play, represent un- 
fair competition for the dollar of the 
liquor drinker.

claims covering a mechanical pitch- 
ing and batting device for baseball 
games have been granted Irvin N.

The mechanisms for both the pitch- 
ing and batting operations include an

Tax Director W. R. Wilder has cau- 
tioned out-of-State salesmen that all 
retail sales made within South Dako- 
ta are subject to sales or use tax and 
any person not complying with the 
State tax laws is subject to arrest. 

A recent drive on firms who failed 
to comply with use tax laws has re- 
sulted in several arrests, Wilder said. 

He explained that all firms main- 
taining a place of business or an of- 
fice within the State are responsible 
for the collection and remittance of 
the 2 per cent use tax on all sales 
made regardless of whether a pur- 
chaser buys thru a local office or 
orders by mail or direct from the re- 
tailer in another State. If such an 
office is not maintained in South Da- 
kota, all salesmen or other repre- 
sentatives selling goods for use, stor- 
age or consumption within the State 
are responsible for the tax on all 
sales, if the retailer does not assume 
responsibility, Wilder said. 

He said that every effort is being 
made to collect use taxes from con- 
sumers on goods purchased from non- 
resident dealers.

National Slug, 
ABT Suit Over 

Ejector Patent 
CHICAGO, March 20.-The United 

States Supreme Court has denied 
rehearing in the patent suit be- 
tween National Slug Rejectors, Inc., 
St. Louis, and ABT Manufacturing 
Corporation, Chicago. National was 
plaintiff in the court action which 
began in 1945 in U. S. District Court 
for the Northern District of Illinois. 
In the suit National charged ABT 
with infringement of Patent No. 
2,292,628 on National's cradle-type 
rejectors. District Court decided for 
National on the question of validity of 
the patent and the case was then 
appealed to the United States Circuit 
Court of Appeals, Seventh Circuit, 
which delivered an opinion October 
17, 1947, finding for the St. Louis 
firm. 

ABT asked the U. S. Supreme Court 
to review the case, and this applica- 
tion was denied February 9, 1948. 
A request by ABT to have the Su- 
preme Court grant a rehearing was 
denied March 8, 1948. 

The Court of Appeals, holding the 
National patent valid and infringed 
by ABT, particularly as to Claim 21 
of the patent, ordered an injunction 
and accounting of damages. 

In its decision for National, the 
U. S. Court of Appeals decision held 
that, "In the instance case the plain- 
tiff (National) was seeking to present 
a practical successful coin ejector 
which would in addition to other 
qualities eject coins of underweight. 
The evidence seems to be clear that 
no such coin ejector had ever been 
offered to the public. Naturally, coin 
ejectors have many elements that are 
common. Such old elements cannot 
be used as the sole basis of a valid 
patent claim. They are available to 
any inventor. It is the addition of 
new elements or new location of old 
elements or both whereby a coin 
ejector will eject an underweighted 
coin that supplies the sole basis of 
the plaintiff's claim to a valid patent. 
Even when we take all of the ele- 
ments of the three patents in suit and 
select elements from each and put 
them together as they never have 
been put together before, we still do 
not have the plaintiff's combination 
as evidenced by Claim 21." 

The three patents to which the Ap- 
pelate Court referred were the Du- 
Grenier Patent 2,033,930, the Cahoon 
Patent 454,425 and the Trippensee 
Patent 953,363. Cahoon patent was 
issued in 1891, the Trippensee patent 
in 1910 and the DuGrenier patent in 
1936. 

Texas Assn. Leader, 
J. A. Backman, Dies 
DALLAS, March 20.-John A. Back- 

man, for many years a leader in the 
business world here, died Tuesday 
(16). Secretary of both the Texas 
and Dallas Coin Machine associations. 
he was widely known as an operator. 

Backman had been secretary to 
both associations for virtually their 
entire histories. Altho presidents and 
policies of both well established or- 
ganizationS varied with the years, 
Texas coinmen knew that Backman 
would be around to serve again, for 
he remained their choice when it be- 
came time to chose leaders. 

During the many years Backman 
was an operator he was a familiar 
figure at important coin machine con- 
ventions all over the country. 

Backman's survivors include his 
widow, Mrs. Albia Backman, 5400 
Goodwin Street, Dallas.

Globe Distrib 
Has New Coin 
Changer, Game 

CHICAGO, March 20.-Globe Dis- 
tributing Company here will begin 
delivery on a new six-barrel coin 
changer within two weeks, and is 
also making plans for the manufac- 
ture of a console type bowling game, 
Jimmy Johnson, firm head, announced 
this week. 

Coin changer, called Lightning 
Changer, features versatility, combin- 
ing any denomination of coins from 
a penny to a quarter in the six-tube 
unit. A seventh tube, handling half 
dollars, may be mounted on one end 
of the three-legged, aluminum base 
which contains the coin tubes. In- 
dividual tubes can be set to dispense 
from one to five coins (one to four 
coins on the quarter tube and one to 
two coins on the 50-cent tube). 

Special Orders 
Johnson disclosed that individual 

units May be made up to order. Thus, 
instead of the standard line-up of one 
nickel, dime, quarter and 50-cent tube 
per unit, new changer may contain 
two or three (or more) tubes han- 
dling pennies, nickels, etc., with re- 
maining dispensers devoted to coins 
in lesser demand on a particular lo- 
cation. This interchangeability is 
achieved thru use of section, or in- 
dividual coin tubes which hook and 
lock on to each other before being 
placed in the base. Changer may also 
be returned for different combina- 
tions of coin tubes should the need 
arise, Johnson said. 

Capacity of three coin tubes is 
higher than most changers now on 
the market. Nickel tube may be 
charged with $8; dime tube, $22, and 
quarter tube, $45. 

According to Johnson, Globe will 
act as its own national distributor 
for the new changer. 

Game Output 
Coin-operated bowling game which 

Johnson is preparing to manufacture 
(in this instance, the actual manu- 
facturing will be done by one of 
several game firms Globe has con- 
tacted) is the Bowl-a-Line game in- 
troduced at the 1947 CMI show by 
Electro Games Company, Grand 
Rapids, Mich. Johnson says he now 
controls the patents on this game, in 
addition to having the original 122 
games turned out by the Michigan 
firm. 

Bowl-a-Line, offering the player 
five frames for a nickel, features 
aiming and actuating controls in the 
form of a halved regulation-size 
bowling ball. Ball, mounted on the 
player-end of the console cabinet, 
controls aim of the ball (symbolized 
by a moving light under the glass 
"alley") by turning from side to side 
while player inserts three fingers in 
the usual bowling ball grip. Shadow 
arrow on end of playboard moves 
with ball, indicating path the ball 
will follow. Depressing the control- 
ling ball starts the moving light down 
the alley. Pins are depicted on a 
backboard glass a n d electrically 
lighted. The light for those pins hit 
goes out, leaving remaining pins 
standing as in an actual game. Score- 
board shows strikes and spares, and 
is made up in the form of a regular 
scoresheet. Points are also recorded 
on the board. 

Deadwood Will Test Meters 
DEADWOOD, S. D., March 20.- 

Deadwood has completed plans to try 
out 250 parking meters on a nine- 
month trial basis. Meters will be in- 
stalled as soon as the contract is com- 
pleted with the McGee Meter Com- 
pany.
