HOLLYWOOD, Nov. 29.—The
Paramount Theater on Wedncsday
night resounded with gasps of ap-
parent amazement from an audi-
encc invited to witness the pre-
miere of Arch Obler's “Bwama
Devil.” The audience reaction was
the result of the third-dimensional
effects achieved thru the Natural
Vision Corporation’s process and
could in no way be attributed to
the story contents, acting or di-
rection of the feature-length film.

All efforts of the proZuction
seemed to be centered on situa-
tions and shots that would demon-
strate the three-dimensional itlu-
sion, Obler went out of his way
to show what the Natural Vision
process can do. It secms logical
for a producer to utllize a so-
called new medium to the hilt so
as to better show what can be
aceomplished when another di-
mension is asdded to the motion
picture screen.

His
Oedipus is a sound, workmanlike
job of acting, but never does he
achieve the pitiable, broken gran-
deur of Olivier’s tortured king.

| cellent technique. , %

Canadian Cig
Ops Face New
Chain Selling

TORONTO, Nov. 29.—With
low-priced  cigarettes being
brought into Canada by chain
procery stores, cigarette vending
operators are adopting a wait-
and-sce policy for the time being.

The imports from the United
States are considered a threat to
vending operations. Howewer, it
is felt the result will be a chain
store price war, with the govern-
ment eventually slepping in and
reducing the tax on tobaceo.

The newest development last
weck was the introduction by A
& P stores of cigarettes with the
brand name, “Shirley,” for 33
cents per standard 20-pack. It was
widened this week when a Cana-
dian jobber arranged with Lob-
law’s and Safeway to bring in
another brand to also sell below
the price of Canadian cigarettes.

Presently, Canadian cigarettes
sell for 39 cents for a package
of 20, or 48 cents for a package
of 25. A number of standard-
brand U. S. cigarettes sell for 44
cents for a package of 20.

nut, pistachio and candy vénders

Most operators talk of long
routes n terms dozens of
miles—Campbell can lk
thousands of miles. His operation
runs from Quebec on the east
thru heavily-settled Ontario to
Calgary and Edmonton, just east
of the Rockies: Like most large
Canadian operations. this tends
to be cancentrated in the neigh-
borhood of particular cities, rath-
er than strung out as long rural
routes. The distribution of popu-
lation in Canada is reflected in
this condition, and i3 a poverning
factor in the successful organi-
zation of a vending operation.

At Edmonton, for instance, the
company has 738 machines, of
which about 500 are ball gum
venders.

In Campbell's experience,
charms add about two-thirds 1o
the cost of merchandisc, While
this is a sizablc inerease, it is one
well-warranted by the resulis, he
feels.

Campbell _ tried  eliminating
charms in Ottawa, 1o see what
would happen. Sales were not
good. When charms were added.
and normal volume resulted, it
was found that sales with charms
were 10 to 12 times whal they
had been without them.

The ratio used by Topper may
seem high 1o many opecrators—
about 600 charms to a machine
(150 is the average) bul Camp-
bell believes it pays off in cus-
tomer salisfaction and Industry
good will.

Selection of the right products
for the charms is essential—and
his mcthod is to have the man
servicing thc stop ask ihe loca-
tion owner or others on the spot
about it. “"What do the customers
like?" is the main question.

Something new is needed fre
quently. The cost. 100, must be
kept down. Campbell aims 1o
keep it under a cemt. The pre-
ferred charms in Copadian ex-
perience seem to be something
that the customer ean allach to
his person, rather than something
to put in his pocket. Pin.on or
bution-type charms are espetial.
ly popular.

“There has been one disadvan-
tage as a result of this same
gcwr. Sometimes the machines

th charms move too fast to
suit the location. This has proved

be especially true in some
(restaurants, which, have natural-
ly been reluctunt to attract too
much juvenile trade. As a result,
these spots hav~ been avoided as
far as charms go.

Actual local business and com-
petitive condltions will deter-
mine e cost of charms placed
in 3 machine. Cost of merchan-
dise varies, bul the range is
from $1.75 to $2.75 for onc filling
of a machine.

Moppet Market

Before charms cntered the
picture, children treasured print-
ed pictures. However, with the
advent of inexpensive plastics
after World War 11, a whole new
three-dimensjonal  world  was
opened to the youngsters.

The manufecture of these mini-
ature toys — Eppy considers
“charms” a misnomer—presented
no problem. However, their dis-
tribution did.

Buik vending seemed to be one
onswer to the distribution prob-
lem for these miniature toys, and
Eppy s¢t aboul to learn the
nature of this market.

Toy cycles are seasonal and
their attention span is short.
miniature 1oy reaches its peak
of interest in about two months,
is middle-aged n about four
months, and is old within a year.
However, these ¢ycles are repeat-
ed every threc to five years, so
dics are never discarded.

The most important selling job
to be done is in the stores where
the bulk vending machines are
located. The venders are con-
stantly competing with the count-
er for the children’s pennies, so
the operator must see that the
machines stand oul and do not
become just a part of the scenery.

EDITORIAL

Put It in Writing!

During the past four weeks. The Billboard published a
series of articles dealing with written contracts between music
operators and their locations. A survey, made before the serics
started, disclosed lhat fewer than one out of five phonograph
companics—17 per cent hy aetual count—use wrilten agrec:
mcnts. But more than 530 per cent of the operators surveyed
said they belleved written agreements should be used.

We, 100, believe music operators ought put their location
agreements in writing. We believe they should for these
reasons:

Why Written Agreemenis?
1. Wnitten agreements help protect the operator's invest-
ment.

2. Written asreements help aveoid misunderstandings ve-
tween the operator and the account . C

3. Wrilten agrecments put operator-location relations on
a businessslike basls for the proteclion of both parties.

Let's consider these three points in more deta). "

Installing a new juke box—cven In a small town where
service costs arc comparatively lower—costs any operator
upward of $1.000 before he realires a nickel's returmn. An
installation with wall boxes and auxiliary speakers can run as
much as $3,500. Even in these inflated times. both these
figures represent a considerable amount of cash which the
operstor as a businessman, must prolect. A loeation agree-
ment in writing is not an insurance policy which guarantees
the operator will get back the money he has invested in
someone else’s busincss, but at Icast such an agreement proves
ownership to the equipment and sets up a situation which
gives the operator an opportunity to recaver his investment
and a fair profit. ¥

Avoid Misunderstandings

When a deal is made xerbally, it 13 not always 4 simple
matter 1o recall the precise delali's at some later datc. Only
if the deal 1s written out is there any way of checking back
on a point when misunderstandings arise. ‘The location
agreement in writing clearly sets forth what the music
operator will do for the location and vice versa. It is as much
to the advantage of the location as to the operator.

Funally, putting the deal in writing is just plamn good
business. The operator's Investment is proteeted 10 the extent
thal he canmnot lose his equipment in the event the store
closes or vhanges hunds; the location is assured, mn black and
white, that the music company will provide the service it
wanis and needs.

Unfortunately, the written location agreement is not
always considered In thif light. Too frequently an operator
is lLkely 1o look upon writien agreements as some sort of
magic paper which guarantees he will nol lose business. The
written agreement does offcr some protection along this Hne—
but only if the opcrator provides the kind of efficient
merchandising service he should.
