FM Bow-Outs May Strengthen
Support for Multicast Rules

WASHINGTON, April 3—FM

FM adherents apparently have
a convincing argument for the
FCC in pointing out that FM re.
quires the stimulus of vast new
revenues such as will be provided
thru commereial storecasting, hi-
fi music, functional music and
myriad other uses of multicasting

which allows for transmission of
four differemt programs over a
single FM station simultaneously.
The FCC's proposed multicasting
rules are expected to be made
final thls summer.

FM's unigue situation is pointed
up in a still-unpublished survey
of FM broadcasting by the Na-
tional Assoelation of Radio and
Televigion Broadcasters. The sur-
vey, aimed to document successful
FM' operations as a guide to
orondcasters, has_proved incon-
clugive due to a small response
from FM operators. However, ac-
cording to John H. Smith Jr,
NARTB's promotion and FM di-
rector, numerous succesz{ul oper-
ations of FM huve been demon-
mtrated despite the medium's dif-
ficulty in getting eslablished with
the public.
