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Rash of Banjo Fever 
Breaks Out in U. S. 

Record Hits Start Epidemic; TV Carries 
'Bug'; Instrument Shortage a Problem 

By BILL SIMON 

NEW YORK, June 18. - The 
banjo's back, by !jingo! An instru- 
ment long regarded as a relic of 
the ragtime and flapper eras, min- 
strel shows and oven Civil War 
days, the banjo is disappearing fast 
from hock shop windows and 
showing en masse on phonograph 
records and on TV. 

Kids on the campuses are catch- 
ing the fever, and as the supply of 
used isstrtuments is dwindling. 
manufacturers have resumed pro- 
duction of new banjos. including a 
wide variety of models. 

Music publishers, most of whom 
discontinued banjo publications in 
the early 1930's, have been caught 
flat -footed as the demand for 
banjo music is mounting steadily. 
A number of the main line firms 
are known to have methods and 
folios in hurried preparation. 

Record Impetus 
The major impetus for the re- 

vival, of course, has been records. 
Seven years ago every major in- 
strument maker was out of the 
banjo business. Then came Art 
Mooney's historic recording of 
'Flour Leaf Clover," and the seed 
was planted. It matured slowly 
with the revival of New Orleans 
jazz, I,st in the I.e.t e.,, ihlutks 
to several hit records, the banjo 
has flowered profusely. 

According to Ted McCarty, di- 
rector of the National Association 
of Musical Merchandise Manufac- 
turers, total sales of n..w banjos in 
1951 showed an increase of 27 per 
cent over 19.53 sales. But this year. 
sales for the first three months were 
150 per cent aheltd of the same 
three -month period last year. 

New Models 
McCarty, who also heads the 

Gibson Company, one of the larg- 
est manufacturers of fretted instru- 
ments, reports that his own com- 
pany this year is marketing a line 
of six entirely new banjo models. 
Cretsch, Vega, Kay, Paramount 
and many others also have put 
new banjo models on the market 
in the last two years.

Old Crowd

NEW YORK, June 18. -TV is in 

the midst of negotiations for its 
first three-hour spectacular. The 
property is William Shakespeare's 
Richard 1117 one of the top pres- 

tige pictures being produced today. 
It stars Sir Laurence Olivier who 
also produces and directs under 
the banner of Sir Alexander Korda's 
London Films. Its budget is esti- 
mated to be about $2,000,000, and 
it uses thousands of extras. 

The film, one of the longest ever 
produced, runs two hours and 49 
minutes. It contains some of the 
top names in the English acting 
world -Sir Ralph Richardson. Sir 
John Gielgttd, Sir Cedric Hard- 

wvicke, Claire Bloom, Pamela 
Brown and others. The telecasting 
would be its debut in America. 
The completed film is not ready, 
but rushes of it are. 

The cost to NBC should cer- 
tainly mn; at least, $500,000, 
which would make it the largest 
'single programming expenditure by 
it or any other network. Informed 
reports are also that CBS -TV is 
pitching for the property thm Wil- 
liam Paley who has been its Eng- 
land talking to Korda and Ilya 
Loper( who control it.

FCC MAKES FINANCIAL TALLY 
OF STATIONS' 1954 OPERATION 

WASHINGTON. Jume 1R.- 
Every segment of the telecast- 
ing industry except the UHF's 
improved its financial show in 

1954, according to the break- 
down issued by the Federal 
Communications Commission 
this week. The 125 UHF sta- 
tions lost $10,000,000 in 

1954, as against the $8,300: 
000 lost by the 112 UHF's 
that operated in 1953. 

The UHF's as a group more 
that doubled their gross from 
510,4000,000 to 32x,400.000. 
But at the same time, with 
the increase in the number of 
struggling U H F stations, 
their combined expenses dou- 
bled from $16,7t1(1,000 to 
$35,400,000. 

The 177 post- freeze VIII, 

stations as a group stet- still 
operating at a loss- $3,800,- 
000. But it was a shade less 
than the combined loss of the 
114 VHF's in 1953, which 
had a total deficit of $4,200, - 
000. 

The 92 pm-freeze stations 
increased their inehme From 
800.500.000 to $67,600.000. 
The four networks with their 
16 oeco's more than doubled 
their income (before Federal 
income taxes) from $18,000, - 
to 830,500,000. 

However, the network op- 
erations realized only 12 per 
cent of their combined $30ß,- 
7O0,(100 gross, whereas the 
other 92 pre -freeze VHF sta- 
tions netted 34 per cent of 
their $200.900,000.

Hooper Offers 

New Com'ercial 

Research Plan 
NEW YORK, June 18. -C. E. 

Hooper, Inc., with the help of the 
American Research Bureau, is 
launching a new research service 
that will show how much audience 
exposure the commercials of any 
given brand are getting. 

The name of the new service is 

"Monitored Commercials With Au- 
dience Ratings." It will, first of all, 
give a complete compilation of the 
commercials that appeared for all 
the leading brands in any given 
product category during the re- 
search week iii a particular major 
n.arket. 

For the next step, the appropri- 
ate ARB rating is then applied to 
each TV commercial (they use 
Hooperatings for radio commer- 
cials). To get a common denomi- 
nator, each rating is then multi- 
plied by a weighting factor in ac- 
cordance with the length of the 
blurb. 

The resulting figure on each 
commercial is called its "Hooper 
Index of Commercial Exposure." 
To find out the total relative expo- 
sure the brand received in the 
market during the rating week. all 
of its "Hooper Indexes" are added 
up. 

The reports on each product 
category will include a summary 
page just giving the relative stand - 
int, of the brands. The body of the 
report will enumerate the pro- 
grams and spots the advertiser 
used in getting that audience 
exposure.

Only One -Third Have Objections; 
Small Markets Squawk Loudest 

Sillerman McKay Duffy Battison 

Only a minority' of interests 
in TV has any objections to re- 
runs. Of 309 members of the 
TV Editorial Advisory Board 
who returned their questionnaires 
on this subject, only 108 out- 
1 i n e d substantial objections. 
Therefore, do not read the 
quotes below without also study- 
ing the chart. For only the 
plaintiff's case is stated there. 

Goner ly speaking the bigger 
squawks ame from the smaller 
operator The stations in the 
smaller Sties - usually one or 
two -sta in markets -said their 
clients ain't buy reruns. The 
small -b_ 'n ad agencies and lo- 
cal sponsors said they get too 
many complaints from their 
consumers. 

The smaller producers indi- 
cated that reruns cut down the 
market for their first -run prod- 
uct. 

The study reveals that the 
small -town broadcaster and his 
clients are in a terrific dilemma 
when it comes to reruns. The re- 
peats come on sooner and are 
seen by more of the first -run 
audience than in the bigger mar- 
kets. Consequently, the small - 
town audience is far less tolerant 
of reruns than their big city 
brothers. So, when TV broad- 
casters in the small towns get 
together, "rerun" indeed be- 
comes a dirty word. 

But on the other hand, small - 
town stations and advertisers 
find it hard to pay for a film 
first -nn policy. The smaller 
markets cost the distributors pro - 
portionately far more than the 
big cities. 

The pro - rerun statements 
were generally what you'd ex- 
pected them to be. The defend- 
ants, whatever their branch of 
the industry, said that the eco- 
nomics of residual income make

it possible to produce better 
shows, that it is better to repeat 
good programs than ever to 
run poor ones. They pointed 
out that whatever the rating of 
the first nia, there is always a 
substantial unta[rped audience 
left for repeats. 

Even some of the most ardent 
supporters of reruns in this sur- 
vey made qualifications. A com- 
pendium of the advice nuns as 
follows: Rerun only top quality 
shows, permit an adequate lapse 
of time before rerunning a slow, 
do not rerun a show too often, 
rerun it at a different time slot 
from the first run, do not try to 

kid the public into thinking the 
rerun is a first nun, do not try to 
kid the public that the reruns 
are "the best of ..." or are "by 
popular demand ..." when they 
actually are not. 

The survey also raised a ques- 
tion about 52 -week deals that 
involve 39 films, 13 of which 
must be rerun. James Duffy, ad 
manager of Cenessee Brewing, 
complained about having to pay 
a fixed price each week when 
he is getting second -run shows 
13 of those weeks. His argu- 
ment and the answers of two 
leading distributors are covered 
in a separate story in this issue.

This week, after months of bidding 
negotiations and rumors, it looker 
as if a deal was close to consum- 
mation. 

Just how O'Neil and Hyman 
would divvy up the approximately 
700 pictures to which they would 
thus gain title is not known at this 
point. They would probably form 
a jointly owned holding company 
to retain ownership of the nega- 
tives. As far as actual distribution 
is concerned, one possibility is that 
they will eventually merge O'Neil's 
General Teleradio Film Division 

with llvman's Associated Artists 
Productions. 

Even witli this tremendous bun- 
dle of pictures it is doubtful that 
they would revert to the two- and 
three -year library type of deal that 
dominated the feature film side of 
TV from 1951 thru 1953. Both 
Associated and GT have made 
their marks in TV in the past year 
by selling on the merits of the 
individual pictures in their respect 
five packages. Their sales ap- 
proach today is not fa, removed 
from that of the syndicators of 
half hour series. They are now 
even trying to sell national adver- 
tisers on buying part or full spon- 
sorship of their packages on a net- 
work or spot basis. 

With this precedent proving as 
successful as it has, the best ex- 
pectation is that they would re- 
lease the RKO library in groups of

Guild Near Bardahl 
Deal for Vitapix Net 

NEW YORK, June 18. -Guild 
Films is on the verge of concluding 
its first deal for the Vitapix line -up 
of 57 stations. Bardahl Oil of 
Seattle is practically wrapped up 
to take over alternate week spon- 
sorship of "Confidential File," the 
new Guild vidfilm series which is 
still on live in Los Angeles. 

At the same cline Liberace, 
Guild's top property, still continues 
to be the white -haired boy of local 
advertisers. The show has already 
been renewed by 137 of its clients, 
the contracts on hand totalling an 
estimated $2,000,000, according to 
Guild. He is retaining practically 
all his sponsors, and it expected 
that 98 per cent will renew. The 
show is now in over 200 markets. 

The Bardahl deal would be the 
first national program venture of 
this client. Guild has to come up 
with another alternate week spon- 
sor but has several possibilities 

available. Greyhound bus, for one, 
is reported considering the prop- 
erty. 

Vitapix Line -Up 
Sponsors would pick their sta- 

tions in New York and Chicago, 
but in other cities would take the 
Vitapix line -up. Vitapix has been 
trying for two years to come up 
with a network show for its outlets. 
There is also said to be great inter- 
est in Guild's "I Spy" for a national 
Vitapix deal. 

To Guild the sale of the show is 
said to represent about $1,000,000 
in billings. It would be its first 
major pay -off since it joined its 
fortunes with Vitapix. Confiden- 
tial File" features Paul Coates as 
narrator and has had an excellent 
track record as a live property, 
which accounts for the Bardahl 
interest. The sponsor is now spend- 
ing most of its dough in spot TV.

Panelists in the discussion were 
Producer Don Sharpe, Television 
Bureau of Advertising's national 
sales manager; .Ray Nelson, and 
Ted Cott, general manager of Du 
Mont's owned and operated sta- 
tions. 

Sharpe called on the salesmen 
to utilize their knowledge of sta- 
tions' programming needs by sup- 
plying producers with ideas for 
new TV film series. Nelson pointed 
up the opportunities film firms 
have in the syndication of daytime 
properties. Cott emphasized the 
importance of not losing sight of 
the growing number of homes with 
two TV sets, which can result in a 
TV home actually consisting of 
two TV audiences. Cott estimated 
that 10 per cent of the homes in 
New York have two sets.

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'Mickey Mouse Club' Make -Up and 
Format Finally Revealed by ABC 

NEW YORK, June 18. -Armed 
for the first time with details on 
the format of "Mickey Mouse 
Club," ABC -TV's sales staff this 
week prepared to launch a new 
sales offensive to capture sponsors 
for the six remaining quarter hours 
per week still unsold. 

Disclosure of the format this 
week brought ABC -TV executives 
to a high pitch of enthusiasm. Up 
to now the network has been sell- 
ing the show almost blind, its only 
major selling point being that it s 
produced by Walt Disney. Tho 14 
of the 20 quarter hours were sold 
on this "sight unseen" basis, no 
sales have been made for close to 
two months. Now, after being 
btiefed on what the show will con- 
sist of, the ABC sales' boys are 
more convinced than ever that the 
stanza will top anything in the 
way of kiddie shows heretofore 
aired. 

.Following the potpourri pattern 
utilized in "Disneyland, the 
Mickey Mouse Club will consist 

of a constantly varying assortment 
of short features, many of them 
combining information and educa- 
tion with entertainment Approxi- 
mately 70 per cent of each day's 
show will consist of new material, 
a lot of it animated, thbt expressly 
for the stanza. The remaining 30 
per cent or so will consist of Disney 
cartoons previously shown in movie 
theaters. 

A brief description of many of 
the features to be included in the 
show and a day by day rundown 
of the stanza is outlined below. 
These details, of course, are still suit to change. 

Mickey Mouse Newsreel " -hu- 
man interest films of how children 

live, work, and play in other parts 
of the world. 

"Explorers Club " -visits to inter- 
esting places and interesting activi- 
ties such as a shark hunt, a pony 
farm or a stallion round -up. 

"Sports Series" -films showing 
viewers Little League baseball 
teams in action, how to swim, etc. 

"Foreign Correspondent Series" 
-visits to areas around the world. 

"This Is You " -animated car- 
toons devoted to safety, showing 
how to ride a bike, swim safely, 
how to be careful walking the 
streets, etc. 

"Nature of Things - documen- 
tary live photography feature of 
animal life. 

"Book Club " -animated cartoons 
that tell classic stories like "Hansel 
and Gretel." 

"Mouseketeers" -live photogra- 
phy of a troupe of professional 
children entertainers, emceed by 
adult Jimmy Dodd; singing, danc- 
ing and generally having fun. 

Music Series" -new songs, writ- 
ten for children. 

"Marty Markham " -a documen- 
tary story, continuing in serial form 
from day to day, of a boy and what 
happens to him in camp, at school, 
etc. 

"Animal Series " -stories of ani- 
mals. 

"When I Crow Up "- describes 
occupations that children may be 
interested in such as policeman, 
fireman, stewardess, etc. 

"Foreign Serial" -live enactment 
of real and legendary stories about 
children such as "Hans Brinker and 
the Silver Skates."

Vidfilm Trade United 
Vs. SAG Pay Demands 

HOLLYWOOD, June 18. -Vid- 
pix producers this week girded 
themselves against pay demands 
of the Screen Actors Guild, the 
unanimous sentiment being that 
the increase that the SAC is asking 
would drive TV film costs beyond 
all reason. The producers are pre - 
senting unusual solidarity in re- 
sisting the SAG's 25 per cent pay 
raise formula. 

What brought the loudest cries, 
however, was the SAG'S demand 
for 100 per cent of minimum pay 
on each of second and third reruns, 
75 per cent on the fourth run, and 
25 per cent for each succeeding. 
Up to this time there has been no 
pay for second runs, only 50 per 
cent for third and fourth runs, and 
25 per cent thereafter. Producers, 
most of whom have been figuring 
to make their profits out of reruns, 
feel. that this is a blow below the 
belt. 

In this they can point to the pact 
approved this week by the Screen 
Directors' Guild. Minimum for di- 
rectors was upped from $550 to 
$600 a week, with rerun coin being 
limited to one payment, 50 per cent 
of minimum on the third run. As- 
sistant directors were raised from 
1325 to $350 and second assistants 
-from *185 to $200. 

The SAG is asking an increase 
'of the minimum daily rate from 
$70 to $90 and of the weekly from 
$250 to $300. 

If past talks are any indication, 
chances are that the SAG will set- 
tle' for somewhat less than these 
terms, especially in the rerun area. 

What the organization is apparently 
aiming for is to get payment on 
the second run, since the feeling in 
the industry seems to be that end- 
less reruns such as some series, 
e.g. " Ramar of the Jungle" and 
"Boston Mackie," have been en- 
joying are on the way out. 

The Alliance of TV Film Pro- 
ducers, a group consisting of 18 
top film makers, represents the 
producers in the negotiations. The 
present contract expires July 21.

First Colonial, with studios on 
the shores of Lake Dallas near 
Denton, was formed recently to 
produce television dramas. It has 
completed work on the first 30- 
minute show, which is now in cans, 
written and directed by Steve 
Brodie. 

The firm had not discussed the 
possibility of filming feature length 
movies until R. L. Russell, presi- 
dent, began negotiations with 
Lovejoy to appear in succeeding 
30- minute shows for TV. After he 
had inspected the site, which in- 
cludes a new sound stage, Lovejoy 
signed a one -year contract to pro- 
duce the two full- length feature 
pictures for national distribution. 

GT Gets Library, 
MBS Gets Trennet 

NEW YORK, June 18. - Tom 
O'Neil, bead of General Teleradio 
and the Mutual radio network, has 
apparently never forgotten his 
dream of establishing a film net- 
work in TV. This week, GT 
bought out Harry Trenner's Station 
Film Library, and Trenner was 
named sales vice -president of Mu- 
tual Broadcasting System. 

Altho some trade observers had 
it that O'Neil bought SFL only to 
get Trenner into Mutual, there was 
no denying that SFL still has a lot 
of potential. Its unique sales plan 
is not exactly a network operation, 
and Trenner disclaimed any. such 
appellation front the moment he 
went into it several months ago. 
Nevertheless, it runs- parallel to a 
network concept to the extent that 
it involves the sale of shows to 
national sponsors on a pre- arranged 
line -up of stations. 

If anything, Trenner is now in a 
better position than ever to bring 

it bankrollers for SFL. He now 
has the entire resources of Mutual's 
sales organization to sell SFL. 
Meanwhile, he can get the help of 
the sales staff at General Tele- 
radio's Film Division to line up 
more stations. Selling SFL options 
to stations seems to fit neatly into 
the Film Division's operation, sine* 
those boys are out selling film té 
stations anyhow. 

The SFL pitch to stations is that/ 
they get the rerun rights to a years 
worth of two soap operas in per. 
pctuity in return fo:.their one -time 
card rate. The stations pay by 
consigning the time instead of pay, 
ing cash. SFL can then sell spore 
sors a national daytime hook -up 
without any time charges. 

SFL has optioned over 60 sta., 
tions already. It was due to start 
production of the soap operas in 
another week or so. There wag n 
indication whether the deal with 
GT would delay this schedule.

CBS GOING HEAVILY TO FILM SHOWS 

Fourteen of 18 New Programs 
Set for Fall Are in Celluoid 

NEW YORK, June 18.-Of the 
18 or so new programs that will be 
appearing on CBS-TV next season 
in what shapes up as a radical 
overhaul of the network's program- 
ming roster, approximately 14 will 
be on film. The figures point up 
once again the strong hold that TV 
film has taken in the programming 
operations of the networks. 

One of the major changes will 
be the switch from live music and 
news stanzas to film kiddie shows 
in the 7:30 -8 p.m. spot. The only 
exception in the early evening kid- 
die bloc comes Tuesday night with 
"Name That Tune" currently ear - 
marked for the period under the 
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sponsorship of Whitehall Pharma- 
cal. 

It's no secret, however, that 
CBS -TV would prefer a film kid- 
die stanza in the time slot. But in 
view of the lack of alacrity bank - 
rollers are showing in buying the 
Wednesday and Friday 7:30.8 
p.m. spots against ABC -TV's heavy 
guns of "Disneyland" and "Rin Tin 
Tin," CBS is willing to let White- 
hall put "Name That Tune" in the 
period which will be bucking what 
seems to be heavy competition 
from ABC's "Warner Bros. Pre- 
sents." 

The trend away from situation 
comedies is being reflected in the 
CBS -TV schedule. Of the 17 new 
shows coming into the web line- 
up, only five arc situation come- 
dies. These are: "It's Always Jan," 
the new Janis Page show; "The 
Honeymooners"; "You'll Never Get 
Koh,' the new Phil Silvers show; 
either "Joe and Mabel" or "Miss 
Pepperdine," the Marie Wilson 
stanza: the Bob Cummings show, 
which Reynolds is bringing over 
from NBC. 

12 Other Shows 
The 12 other new stanzas cur- 

rently slated to bow on CBS-TV 
next season are; "Robin. Hood," 

Alfred Hitchcock series, "Navy 
Log," "Brave Eagle." the Johnnt 
Carson show, "My Friend Flicka, 
Sgt. Preston of the Yukon," "Cru- 

sader," "Stage Show," "Gunsmoke," 
"Wanted" and "Name That Tune." 

The only programming holes in 
the web at the present time are 
Thursday, 10:30 -11 p.m., where 
"Wanted" is currently being 
pitched, and Tuesday, 9 -9:30 p.m., 
where it will probably either be 
"Joe and Mabel" or "Miss Pepper- 
dine." Still to be sold are the two 
slots just mentioned, the Wednes- 
day and Friday 7:30 -8 p.m. pe- 
riods, where Brave Eagle" and 
"My Friend Flicka" are pencilled 
in; the "See It Now" show, and 
one -quarter of "Omnibus" (three of 
last year's bankrollers will prob- 
ably renew). 

Among the changes that may be 
blowing is a decision by Lorillard 
to drop "Appointment With Ad- 
venture" for another stanza for 
Sunday night, and a shift of 
"Damon Runyon Theater" from its 
current Saturday night time slot to 
another earlier period. Budweiser, 
it's understood, is unhappy with 
the late hour time slot and the fact 
that it will be re- empted by

Altho 
he's the first to declare that one 
good or bad review doesn't mean 
anything, when there are five or 
aW on hand the picture becomes 
pretty evident. 

Denove contends that with so 
Many-writers and directors now 
engaged in TV production, such a 
system is the only way in which a 
true evaluation can be obtained, 
pointing out that at the moment 
there is no central agency to which 
a predncer can turn.

TO STUDY ALLOCATIONS 

Senate Engineering Group 
May Be New UHF Lifeline 

WASHINGTON, June 18. -An- 
other rescue mission to save UHF 
by possible reallocation of TV 
frequencies is being Iaunched this 
week by the Senate Interstate and 
Foreign Commerce Committee. 
Chairman Warren G. Magnusson 
(D., Wash.) has announced for- 
mation of a special engineering 
committee to re- appraise the Fed- 
eral Communications Commission 
allocations with "an eye toward 
bringing about increased utilization 
of the ultra high frequency band 
to provide a nationwide competitive 
television system." 

Engineering talent from the 
FCC, the National Broadcasting 
Co., the Columbia Broadcasting 
System, the Radio Television 
Manufacturers' Association, the 
UHF Coordinating Committee, and 
Dr. Allen B. Dumont have been 
invited to serve on the committee 
and most have accepted, Magnuson 
says. 

Major possibilities to be con- 
sidered for study will include: cre- 
ation of three new VHF channels 
by using part of the FM spectrum; 
re- assignment of certain UHF 
allocations now amused; television 

employment of "drop -in techniques 
used to step up rapid coverage; and 
use of "selective deintermixture." 
Reminiscent of similar proposals 
fought over at last years UHF 
hearings by a Senate Subcommittee 
headed by Sen. Charles E. Potter 
(R., Mich.), the Magnuson aims 
are milder. Drastic proposals be- 
fore the Potter committee to freeze 
new VHF grants and push all TV 
into the UHF band are not likely 
to nun amok in a committee whose 
chief counsel is the quiet -spoken 
Sidney Davis, advocate of the go- 
slow policy. 

Magnuson has expressed appre- 
ciation for the "way all segments 
of the industry have accepted an 
invitation to participate in the 
study" despite the fact that it is 
"an engineering problem requiring 
engineers for which this committee 
has neither funds nor facilities." 

Here is a detailed list of Mag- 
nuson's aims for the panel: 

1. A careful engineering study 
as to the feasibility of utilizing the 
88-108 megacycle band, more 
familiarly known as the FM portion 
of the spectrum, which could 
possibly provide an additional three 

VHF channels, while still leaving 
mom in that portion of the spec- 
trum for all existing FM. licensees. 

2. A re- examination of the Fed- 
eral Communications Commission 
table of present allocations. Such 
a re- appraisal would be an at- 
tempt to re- evaluate the table of 
allocations in the light of ex- 
perience. For example, a number of 
very high frequency grantees have 
turned back their licenses, which 
in a number of instances remain 
unused in the assigned communi- 
ties. This engineering committee, 
working with the commission, 
might well be able to find ways to 
utilize those channels in areas 
where facilities under the present 
table of assignment are inade- 
quate. 

3. A study and possible adapt- 
ation in television of technique 
developed in radio which tends to 
substantially increase the number 
of stations in a particular field, 
such as the "drop in and perhaps 
directionalization along both sea- 
boards. - 

4. The possibilities involved in 
"selective de- inter -mixture." 

"the patent is controlled by only 
one of their number and the pat- 
ent holder can name its own terms." 
A warning is also given exhibitors 
that "if Paramount is going to sell 
the output of its studio thru its 
Telemeter exhibition outlet in pref- 
erence to its long -time theater cus- 
tomers," exhibitors should now pre-. 
pare to look to other sources of 
supply. 

"Increasing and endless litiga- 
tion," the committee states, will be 
the lot of distributors licensing first - 
run motion pictures on pay -to-see 
TV. Citing the approximately 400 
cases now pending in federal courts 
involving damage claims up to $600 
million in "run and clearance" dis- 
putes, the free TV proponents cite 
the Supreme Court decision which. 
prohibited Paramount from "si- 
multaneously engaging in the pro- 
duction of motion pictures and ex- 
hibiting these motion pictures to 
the public. Thru Telemeter, Para- 
mount again would become both 
producer and exhibitor." 

"We are now witnessing, the 
statement points out, "the para- 
doxical spectacle of Paramount Pic- 
tures, thru its president, Barney 
Balaban, saying openly to the only 
customers it has that it is now 
preparing to jeopardize that market: 
:and seek a non -existent market 
which promises richer returns."

Mexico by Producers Althea Pardee and Ed Haldeman. 

Production in Europe is fine if you know what you're doing, 
Steve Previn, director of "Foreign Intrigue" and "Sherlock 
Holmes," declares, but it has many pitfalls. In France, for in-' 
stance, mechanical and electrical gadgets have a habit of not 
working, and sets often fall down at the slamming of a door. 
On the other hand, European cameramen and cutters are top- 
notch as long as they're allowed to use their own equipment, 
which is badly outdated by American standards. They're un- 
familiar with U. S. material and resent it when producers import 
it. A further drawback, Previn points out, is the fact that they're 
working with an unfamiliar medium, Europeon TV being in an 
extremely primitive stage and only at about prewar U. S. quality. 
Best facilities, according to Previn, are in Sweden, which so far 
has been undiscovered by American film makers. There's no 
appreciable difference between production costs here and over- 
seas, he contends.

ARBITRARY RERUN DEAL AT ISSUE 

. Ad Manager Attacks, Distributor 
Defends 39 -13 Film Sales Formula 

TV FILM 11 

NEW YORK, June 18. -The for- 
mula of 39 first -runs and 13 re- 
peats, the veritable foundation of 
TV film sales, was brought into 
question in The 'Billboard's Advis- 
ory Board survey on reruns (see 
this week's installment). 

"This practice is an imposition 
on the viewing 'audience and an 
imposition Upon the sponsors," said 
Jilt Duffy, advertising manager of 
Genesee Brewing Company, Roch= 
ester. N. Y. "The sponsor is forced 
to repeat 13 episodes whether he 
wants to or not and he must bear 
the brunt of criticism from his au- 
dience for doing something he can- 
not help.". 

An answer tobuffy's'statement 
was made by Mickey Sillerman, 
executive vice- president of Televi- 
sion Programs of America. He said, 
"We would be cinly too happy to 
provide 52 different episodes, but 
we know from realistic, hard -won 
experience that t wont work. It 
wont work' because it means an 
increase of one -third in price. If a 
film show sells in Buffalo for $600 
per telecast on $ 39.13 .basis, it 
must be a minimum of $800 on a 
52 new basis. jI challenge Mr. 
Duffy to produce a' local Buffalo 
advertiser williigor capable to pay 
this for one program.; 

Genesee sponsored "Favorite 
Story" for two years.' It now car- 
ries "Stories of the Century" in 
seven markets, "Badge 714" in two 
markets, and "Science Fiction The- 
ater" in three markets. The brew- 
ery's distribution area covers upper 
New York State, parts of New 
England, Pennsylvania and Ohio. 

Duffy's blast against the widely 
entrenched- 39-13' formula Caine in 
response to the :question to the 
Advisory Board, From your own 
position in relation to the TV busi- 
ness, what, if any, are your objec- 
tions to the rerunning of TV film 
programs?" 

In direct answer, Duffy said he 
had received both praise and 
blame from viewers for rerunning 

programs. "Unfortunately for those 
who favor repeats," he said, -"the 
number of people who objected to 
re.-un programs far exceeded the 
others. 

Sillerman Rebuttal 
Sillerman took him up on this 

point, claiming that however many 
complaints he possibly could have 
received it was necessarily small 
in proportion to the number of 
persons who never saw the show 
in its first 'run and to whom the 
rerun was thus brand new. 

"Let's analyze it carefully by 
taking a case in point," said Siller- 
man. "'Ramer of the Jungle'. in 
Buffalo had a Videodex first -run 
rating of 19.4 in October, 1954. 
For convenience, we'll say the rat- 
ing was 20.0. At that time the 
Buffalo area had 412,000 sets. 
That means that Tamar' had 
82,400 sets tuned in. At 2.5 view- 
ers per. set, 'Ramer's' audience 
totaled 206,000 people. 

"This also means that 329;000 
sets were not in sue at all or tuned 
to other programs. Using the same 
2.5 viewers, we have a total of 
824,000 viewers who did not catch 
that first run of ` Ramar.'" 

Rerun Potential 
Sillennan continued, "Mr. Duffy 

states the number of people who 
objected to reruns outnumbered 
those who requested reruns. How 
many? He does not state. But let's 
say that 5,000 people objected. 
Anyone who is realistic knows that 
5,000 would be fantastic even for 
a. full network. But let's take it 
anyway. It is now May, 1955; and 
time for some reruns. Let's ex- 
amine Mr. Duffy's potential come 
rerun time. 

"Buffalo's set circulation has 
gone up to.

Theatrical -Industry -TV 
Film Tie -Up for Gatti 

NEW YORK, June 18. -TV is 
making possible a new king of 
theatrical- industrial -TV film deal. 
RKO -Pathe is financing Comdr. 
Attilio Gatti to the tune of $500,- 
000 for a filming expedition he is 
about. to take to Africa, where he 
will make a theatrical film in color 
and 'four ball -hour shows also in 
color, which will be sold to spon- 
sors to be used industrially and on 
video stations. Outlets will be 
given the films in exchange for the 
free 'plugs. 

RKO -Pathe already has four 
sponsors interested in buying the 
-half -hour shows. They are Bor- 
den, Esso, the Winchester Arms 
division of the Olin -Mathieson Cor- 
poration and Chevrolet. 

Each half -hour film will be spe- 
cially tailored around African sub- 
jects to fit the sponsor's pitch. For 
example, the Borden half -hour 
film will concern itself with life 
-among the Watusi,. a tribe. of six - 
'i;rhd -a -half- footer's. T, h é Watusi 
arë great dairy farmers, ' which 
makes the Borden tie -up a natural. 

The proceeds of the half -hour 

films will be used.teg pay for almost 
half of the expedition. RKO -Pathe 
and Gatti consequently will re. 
main with a potentially large gross- 
ing theatrical film on their hands. 
The theatrical film will be entirely 
different from the haft -hour shows. 
Gatti has made many jungle fea- 
tures which were released theat- 
rically, and he has spent 34 years 
in Africa. The expedition will take 
six months. 

NBC to Pilot 
'The Dancers' 

HOLLYWOOD; .June,18. -New 
musical series titled "The Dancers" 
will be piloted by NBC-TV late this 
month. Jack Denove Productions 
has been signed to do the actual 
filming. 

Bambi Linn and Rod Alexander 
will be starred in the program. Val 
Rosing will direct ' the George 
Bradshaw script. 

It's generally accepted within 
the industry that Unity, if it'is to

In a 
series of complicated moves, MPTV 
then turned distribution over to 
Guild Films , and sold the library 
phis the station time to Cantrell 
and Cochran, giving Guild a dis- 
tribution cut on the deal. 

Mayers' Plans 
Meanwhile, Arche Mayers, for- 

mer head of Unity, disclosed this 
week that he plans to set up a 
new distribution firm in the near 
future. Mayers said he's currently 
negotiating with producers for 
rights to three film series. He also 
plans to pick up feature films for 
TV.

'albums, the diskery has set a sum- 
mer -fall stocking deal offering dat- 
ing benefits, special discounts and 
complete exchange or return rights. 

Under the plan, participating 
dealers are asked to take on the 
complete Label "X" catalog of 189 
LP's and EP's in the minimum 
depth of two apiece. No orders 
need be placed on items already 
carried in the minimum quantity. 

In addition, dealers must replace 
items as sold, maintaining the min- 
imum two-apiece inventory until 
November 15, or the cut -off date 
of the promotion. 

Tho all orders and reorders will 
be billed at the regular price, come 
November 15 dealers who continue 
to carry the line will become en- 
titled to 10 per cent credit on all 
album billing that the cut -off date. 

On November 15 dealers will 
also be permitted to exchange any 
slow moving "X" packs still in 
stock, or, if they elect, they may 
return all unsold merchandise. If 
they take the latter course, how- 
ever, they lose the credit privilege. 

Part of the deal calls for re- 
tailers to give "adequate" display 
to key "X ' LP's. In addition, a 
kitty will be established to permit 
"prize money" pay -offs to dealers' 
clerks pushing ' X' merchandise, as 
well as to distributor salesmen 
racking up heavy orders.

The 10 -Inch LP Faces Death 
Throes, Not Without Struggle 

Sales, Curtailment to Leave Dealer, 
Distrib, Mfr. Headaches in Wake 

By IS HOROWITZ 
NEW YORK, June 18: The 10- 

inch LP, of declining importance 
during the past two years, appears 
headed for virtual obsolescence. 
And its passing will not come with- 
out a death struggle and consider- 
able headaches to dealers, distrib- 
utors and manufacturers. 

The dim future of this once pop- 
ular disk fuzzed up further this 
week when Columbia, Mercury and 
London launched drastic sales on 
10- inchers. As detailed in adjc ning 
stories, neither Columbia nor Mer- 
cury expects to continue produc- 
tion of such records. 

While other majors have not dis- 
closed any present intention of fol- 
lowing suit, it is no secret that they 
have sharply curtailed production 
of 10 -inch vinyl. M -G -M, for in- 
stance, as a result of the week's 
price dips has shelved current 10- 
inch projects tho it is continuing 
to make catalog material available. 

RCA Victor, Deem and Capitol 
execs have stated affirmatively that 
they see no reason to discontinue 
10 -inch LP production at this time, 
claiming that especially in the pop 
category the disks have been sell- 
ing very well. 

Consumer Watched 
These same execs, however, will 

watch consumer reaction to the 
Columbia - Mercury - London sales 
with close attention. It remains to 
ba seen just how consumers will 
respond to 10- inchers offered at 
twice the price of the hundreds of 
sale items to be dumped on the 
market. 

Independent manufacturers may 
stiffer the worst squeeze. To many, 
the smaller LP's have proven an 
effective medium for grabbing 
package volume. Indie spokesmen 
contacted this week showed worry 
over the developments, with their 
course of action still undetermined.

Summer Promotion 

CHICAGO, June 18.- Mercury mich actually signifies Mercury's 
intent to suspend future production 
of 10 -inch LP's entirely. 

The "five- for -one" 12 -inch LP 
promotion- similar to the "three - 
for -one" dealer return plans suc- 
cessfully utilized by Mercury in 
the past -is set up so that the label 
will accept $1 worth of records as 
credit toward every $5 worth of 
Mercury 12 -inch LP's purchased 
between June 20 and July 31.

Records is launching a new sum- 
mer promotion Tuesday (21) de- 
signed to hype sales on its 10 -inch 
LP's and EP's via special price 
incentives, and to promote its 12- 
inch LP line with a "five- for -one" 
dealer return privilege. 

The deal, which will run that 
July 31, calls for a dealer -cost re- 
duction on all Mercury's 10 -inch 
LP's (in factory or distributor in- 
ventory) to 99.5 cents, with sug- 
gested list at $1.49.

Gold Action Asks Court Bar Disker 
Pay to MPTF, Halt Disbursement 

NEW YORK, June 18. - An 
attack on the legality of the Music 
Performance Trust Fund was 
launched in Federal Court here 
this week. 

The suit, brought by a Decca 
Records stockholder, asks the court 
tc forbid further payment to the 
fund by Decca and restraining 
order against MPTF from mak- 
lut, any further disbursements of 
money on hand, as well as a court 
order requiring MPTF to return to 
Decca all fees collected from the 
diskery. 

The suit, if successfully prose- 
cuted, could have profound effects 
on the record industry. One hume- 
diate effect, of course, could be a 
stop order from the American Fed- 
eration of Musicians on further 
recording by union musicians.

Rand. who said that sales vol- 
ume of his firm has tripled in the 
past year, this week left on a 
Southern tour to enlarge the firm's 
net of distributors. His trip will 
take him as far South as Georgia 
and as far Nest as Tennessee. 

The plaintiff in the action is 
Joseph Cold, who claims to hold 
200 shares of Decca stock. Named 
as defendants are Samuel R. 
Rosenbaum, trustee of the MPTF, 
and Decca Records. 

Cold's complaint, prepared by 
legalist Louis Kipnis, asserts that 
the trust fund has received about 
$2,000,000 annually from the rec- 
ord industry, with the cumulative 
payments totaling some $12,000, - 

In reviewing the functioning of 
MPTF, the complaint notes that 
the fund receives royalties from 
manufacturers based on sales, wills 
the mcney disbursed by the trustee 
for free concerts by musicians, 
among which are many who do 
not participate in the product of 
records, particularly those carrying 
the Decca label. 

Rosenbaum, t h e complaint 
alleges, "does in fact as, and is 
in fact a representative of, AFM 
and of its members." This, despite 
the fact that the trustee is ap- 
pointed by the record industry, as 
the complaint admits. 

Actually, it is because of the 
lutter situation that Cold has not 
sought legal redress within the 
Deem organization. He claims 
that Decca, as a party to the trust 
agreement, would be a "hostile" 
party if entrusted with the action. 

The MPTF, in effect, is illegal 
under the Taft -Hartley Act, the 
complaint alleges. 

Serious nature of the problem 
is the increased dependence the 
AFM has placed oil the trust fund 
principle. For the past few years 
the union has sought benefits most 
vigorously in this area, often relin- 
quishing demands for increased 
employment in favor of royalty 
payments.

Congress May Sked

WASHINGTON, June 18.-Ac- 
tivity on Congressional Hill to have 
the juke box exemption from per- 
formance royalties struck from the 
Copyright Act stepped up this 
week with the introduction of yet 
another bill' seeking the hotly - 
disputed amendment to the 1909 
law. 

Latest proposed measure, which 
asks simply that the exemption be 
removed and doesn't suggest a

PROMOTION GIMMICKS: This is the time of year when dealers 
rack their brains trying to think of ways to beat the summer slump. In 
recent letters, a number of dealers describe techniques to stimulate 
sales at this time. Pooley Music in Rochester, N. Y, has come up with 
a "Hit a Week" feature which marshals the forces of the store behind a 
single "push" record.

In the window and on the counters 
are pictures of the Caylords, and promotional material is designed to 
sell that particular disk.... Norma Prather, of Abdalla's Furniture 
Store, Opelousas, La., says that her store is upping local newspaper 
advertising, with top promotion aimed at the current top 10 in the 
popular, country and western, and rhythm and blues divisions.

Broadcasters 

Seek Changes 

In Copyrights 
TORONTO, June 18. - The 

Canadian Association of Radio and 
Television Broadcasters has taken 
the stand that Canada should 
enact her own copyright legislation 
and place more music in the public 
domain by restricting copyrights to 
28 years after the composer's death, 
instead of the present 50. 

In a brief to the Royal Commis- 
sion on Patents, Copyrights, Trade 
Marks and Industrial Designs, T. J. 
Allard, association executive vice- 
president, said that record label 
and, sheet music, when the music is 
copyrighted, should say so and 
who owns the rights. It also asked 
for a system for compulsory regis- 
tration of all copyright ownership 
so that stations wanting to per- 
form pieces could find out easily 
who had the rights. 

- The association, said stations are 
now liable for performing right 
fees on network broadcasts, even 
tho they have no control on pro- 
grain content. 

It wants network fees levied 
against the originating stations 
only, and asked that stations have 
the right to rent individual selec- 
tions from copyright- holding soci- 
eties instead of having to rent their 
whole repertoire for a year.

RGA's Idea 
Cuts 25% 
From Cost 

NEW YORK, June 18. - The 
Record Cuild of America, a leading 
producer of children's records, has 
developed a new disk manufactur- 
ing procest which, the company 
claims, will cut vinylite disk pro- 
duction costs by about 25 per cent. 

The diskery, which acts as ex- 
clusive disk industry representative 
for the Waterbury Company of 
Waterbury, Conn.; claims to have 
perfected a sealed -edge lamination 
process which pernits a saving of 
about two-thirds the amount of 
vinyl used in an ordinary pressing. 
RCA's Larry Press, who developed 
the new disk, has used the method 
for several years in the diskery's 
six -inch picture record line, but 
only recently has fotind°a way to 
prevent warpage, thereby making 
the method practical for, '10- and 
12 -inch records as well. 

Presently, RGA will tryout the 
disk via a new 10 -inch children's 
picture -record line, to be tested in 
several markets at several prices 
ranging from 69 cents to 99 cents, 
retail. These will be launched next 
month. The outfit expects to enter 
into contract 'pressing for the trade 
by the first of next year. , 

The process, according to Press, 
utilizes vinyl in a new form and 
makes possible the sealing of an 
edge around the two vinyl faces 
which surround a paper interior. 
B» using pure transparent vinyl, 
an effective array of colored or 
picture disks may, be produced. 
RCA, by marketing colorful disks 
in a transparent sleeve, also saves 
about one half the cost of an ordi- 
nary children's disk jacket.

PONIES, VENDERS CLICK 

Outdoor Tie -In Program 
Pays Off for Pepsi -Cola 

ACROSS the nation again this 
year Pepsi -Cola arrived hand 

in -hand with the rebirth of colorful 
outdoor show business activities. 

Pepsi's tie -ins with outdoor show 
business endeavors got under way 
in 1949, when Herbert Barnet was 

hired as a marketing executive. 
Before long, under Barnet's direc- 
tion, Pepsi's banners were flying 
over booths and stands of the Endy 
Bros.' Shows, a carnival operation 
and the first show to use Pepsi 
exclusively. Since then literally 
dozens of operations, mobile and 
permanent, have added Pepsi, 
sometimes as the only beverage in 
the cola family. 

Barnet, now executive vice- presi- 
dent of the Pepsi -Cola Company, 
is no longer directly concerned 
with outdoor shows. He is, how- 
ever, known as a showman at heart 
and keeps in close contact with the 
outdoor industry. 

Promotion- Mindedness 
Pepsi's participation in outdoor 

show business has the solid back- 
ing of Alfred N. Steele, company 
president, who has always had an 

effective flair for the dramatic. 
Steele can remember the days of 
the Chicago World's Fair when he 
paraded a live lion and tiger group 
-"A Cage of Fury" -thru the streets 
of Chicago in a dramatic portrayal 
of the `live power" of Standard 
Gasoline, 

The introdúction of Pepsi into 
the outdoor field succeeded vir- 
tually tram the start, company 
officials say. In 1951 a special 
post was created for Roy B. Jones, 

a showman who has been active in 
nearly every phase of The outdoor 
industry for as long as he can re- 

member. Roy is a Pepsi plugger 
and his job is to get Pepsi into the 

carnival, circus, amusement park 
and fair fields on an exclusive 

basis, when possible, or at least in 
conjunction with other beverages. 

Pepsi officials have long recog- 
nized that the splendid combina- 
tion offered by outdoor show busi- 
ness -that of warm weather and 
fun activity- leading to big crowds 
in a highly receptive frame of 
mind, creates a perfect means of 
sample tasting. 

In this vitally important play 
market, Pepsi has discovered a new 
wide open territory, for thousands 
of people of the crowd -filled mid- 
ways and cheering grandstands are 
sampling Pepsi -Cola, many for the 
first time. Chances are that after 
the first sampling they will become 
steady Pepsi -Cola customers and 
order Pepsi wherever they are

between Pepsi and the showfolks 
has been strengthened more than 
ever as the result of a successful 
gimmick called the pony promotion. 

Pepsi claims the results of the 
pony promotion have been sensa- 
tional. Not only has it added 
thousands to the roll call of Pepsi 
drinkers, but it has also packed 
them into midways and fairs. 

Altho the pony promotion is 
merely suggested to the bottler by 
the parent company (and it is the 
bottler who buys the pony) the 
event is fully backed by national 
advertising and display material. 
The Spring Issue of The Billboard, 
for example, carried a full-page ad 
featuring the pony promotion, with 
Roy Jones in full Western regalia 
and spurs a- jingling. 

So far this year Pepsi -Cola has 
received over 100 inquiries from 
bottlerr, some of whom want to 
hold as many as three or four 
drawings a season in conjunction 
with outdoor show events. 

Free Tickets Given 
The first steps in the pony pro- 

motion are taken a month in ad- 
vance. Free tickets are distributed 
to youngsters. Interest in Pepsi is 

aroused and the company finds 
that retailers who have not pre- 
viously stocked it find the need for 
handling the product is created by 
demand. Pepsi execs say that dur- 
ing the month encompassed by the 
average promotion, sales rise an 
average of 30 per cent in the area 

Main attraction for the month, 
of course, is the pony, aptly dubbed 

Pepsi," who is often corralled 
right in the center of town. It is 

a natural attraction for crowds of 
children who swarm by with their 
parents. Each one, Pepsi notes, is 

a potential customer: 
The drawing Itself is held at 

the show site. Hopeful ticket 
holders crowd in for the drawing. 
The lucky winner not only gets 
"Mr. Pepsi" complete with saddle 
and bridle, but a full "Pony Boy" 
western outfit with guns and hol- 
ster to match. The show, in the 
case of a carnival, usually co- 
operates by giving the moppets re- 
duced admissions to all attractions. 

Always showing a deep interest 
in showmen and their affairs, the 
Pepsi people have aided a number 
of showmen's clubs by lending a 
help:cg hand with the purchase of 
furnishings, needed equipment, 
stage curtains and television sets. 
Furthermore, according to Paul

Little, specialist in the outdoor 
field, Pepsi has a deep interest in 
the success of fairs and the State 
groups which gather annually. A 
Pepsi representative is on hand at 
almost every of the State fair 
meetings scheduled. 

Midway Coin Dispensing 
Newest item on the Pepsi busI- 

ness agenda is a program of cup 
vending; the selling of Pepsi - 
Cola thru coin- operated machines. 
Rather than reduce the sales of 
soft drinks at grab joints and con- 
cession stands, the program is de- 
signed to take up the overflow 
when counters are swamped with 
customers, thereby increasing the 
mobility of the crowds and lessen- 
ing the number of jammed areas. 

Other benefits are that they 
spark "stimulus buying" since they 
can be spotted on locations that 
have not previously earned any- 
thing and where only drink ma- 
chines can be feasibly located. 
They are said to make fringe areas 
productive, such as picnic groves 
and ball fields. They also lend a 
note of gaiety since colorful cano- 
pies are provided for the "drink 
stations." 

The bright Pepsi -Cola trade- 
mark is seen everywhere on par- 
ticipating show lots. The emblem 
is found on ticket umbrellas, 
T- shirts, change aprons, painted 
searchlights, elephant blankets and 
even on big tops. Advertising -wise 
it's both festive and effective. 

In view of Pepsi's success as a 

star' performer, its place in the 
world of entertainment has been 
assured, company officials say.

Aid to Bally 
NEW YORK, June I8. -A second 

long -playing, hi- fidelity record for 
the outdoor amusement industry 
has been produced by Kinor Rec. 
ords under the. Audio Fidelity la- 
bel. The firm recently came out 
with an excellent air calliope disk 
(The Billboard, May 14) and' now 
has one featuring a carrousel band= 
organ. 

The 10 -tune, two -sided record is 
made to order for midways and 
any other amusement venture uti- 
lizing a public address system, and 
as a replacement record for carrou- 
sels able to utilize LP recordings, 
number. AFLP 901, the disk con- 
tains the following numbers: 

"Clow Worm, 111 Dance at 
Your Wedding," "Auf Wiedersehn," 
Serenade, Jambalaya," "Doggie 

in the Window," "Do the Tango," 
"Don't Let the Stars Get in Your 
Eyes," "Levee Stomp" and "Deep 
Valley." 

Informational material provided 
on the record jacket notes that 
"one of the largest, most modem 
carrousels" was employed, but fails 
to credit the machine as being at 
Nun'. y's indoor kiddie park, altho 
the location of Bethpage, Long 
Island, is given. 

The recording job itself is a 
faithful reproduction and the man- 
ufacturer's note that while circus 
music must be restricted to the 
timing of an act or its tempo, any 
type of music can be used for 
carrousel organs. The adaptation 
of all tempos to one static tempo, 
tho, can become monotonous after 
long exposure to it, in the home, 
and the makers concede this point. 

For p.a. use outdoors, however, 
the disk is a natural supplement to 
any musical collection of midway 
and park people. The loud, reso- 
nant bases and tinkling melodies 
have been accurately captured and 
the result, when used for ballyhoo 
purposes, is a refreshing period of 
sprightly music. Each side is good 
for nearly a half -hour of play,

Public Can't Escape 

Hunt Helicopter Bally 
PRINCETON, N. J., June 18. -It 

might be that a fellow working in 
a packing house cooler or in other 
such insulated quarters might es- 
cape the ballyhoo hurtled from the 
sides by the helicopter owned and 
operated by Hunt Bros.' Circus. 
Virtually no one else will since 
the Hunts have determined that 
the walls of air ordinary house are 
easily penetrated by the powerful 
amplifying system they use. 

Cruising at a slow speed, or hov- 
ering for minutes at a time over a 

town and its environs, the sound 
from the helicopter can be aimed 
with the accuracy of a rifle. Pilot - 
announcer Stuart Clark wears a 
neckpiece microphone which leaves 
his hands free for flying the ship. 

The novelty of the flying unit 
attracts considerable attention even 
in the towns played to date, which 
are on the fringe of some of the 
nation's greatest cities. The Hunts, 
incidentally, are said to be the only 
owners of such a unit in the whole 
Slate of New Jersey, apart from 
the National Cuard. 

School Yard Targets 
Since the ship flies low it is easy 

to see people and gauge their at- 
t,ntion. A kind of flushing -out 
process is used with Clark passing 
over once to attract attention and 
backtracking to get the message 
across. School recess periods with 
the moppets grouped in the yards 
make for excellent audiences. 

The $40,000 machine is well 
worth the investment, the Hunts 
say, pointing to the best business 
they, have ever experienced for 

these opening weeks. For a time 
the sound offered a problem and it 
was feared that the ship might 
have to be sold, which in itself was 
no problem since the builders of- 
fered the Hunts a profit to resell 
shortly after delivery. 

Air pressures from the huge 
'copter blades chopped up and gar- 
bled the sound in the beginning. 
The problem was eventually licked, 
however, thru experimentation. 
The problem was a brand new one, 
the Hunts said, and there was no 
expert help available for the asking 
or buying. 

Still Use Paper 
The Hunts are still using paper, 

but they say evidences that the 
posters were not being read started 
them thinking about other and new 

ways of ballyhooing their enter- 
prise. Years ago they had tried 
a light plane with a public-address 
system, but the speed of the flying 
machine could not be throttled low 
enough to get'a full message in. 

Apart from licking the sound 
problem the'cloct)s people have en- 
countered no problems in the use 
of the helicopter. The machine 
is usually based on the show-, 
grounds. The space available here 
was not much more than that af- 
forded by a spacious back yard. 

There have been no restrictions 
encountered on the use of aerial 
sound. No complaints have been 
registered but pilot Clark notes that 
he is careful not to irritate the 
public. No attempt is made to 
overpower the captive audience 
below. 

Advertising Sold 
The Hunts have already earned 

money from the sale of helicopter 
advertising -as much as $400 in 
one day -and will work towards 
earning more. A 15 -word message 
repeated several times costs $30 
per day. 

With one of three seats removed 
to provide mounting space for the 
amplifying set, the ship is classified 
as in restricted operation. This 
simply means that it cannot carry 
passengers for hire. Altho it is 
little or no handicap, the Hunts 
plan to move the equipment out- 
side ánd regain the scat. 

Hunt Bros: Circus and Rocka- 
ways' Playland park in New York 
shared the billing Friday night (10) 
on the nation -wide Steve Allen TV 
show. Concession operator Evelyn 
Currie appeared on the show atop 
Jewel, one of the Hunt's elephants, 
doing a dance step on a special 
howdah. Capt. Roy Bush trained 
for a week, then rushed up from 
the night show in Berkely Heights, 
N. J. to perform the routine in a 
street outside the show studio.

Orkin Do -It- Yourself Shows 
Click in Cities; in 3d Year 
By TOM PARKINSON 

"Do-It- Yourself" is a phrase 
now firmly established in the 
language and in the comedians' 
and cartoonists' repertoires, but 
William S. Orkin says he didn't 
do it. Modestly, the producer 
of "Do-It Yourself' shows in 
auditoriums and arenas says that 
his organization merely spark - 
plugged the movement which 
already was started. 

Do-It- Yourself meant about 
$2,000,000,000 a year to manu- 
facturers until about two years 
ago. Since Orkin's "Dd-It -Your- 
self" shows have gotten under 
way, the manufacturers' business 
has leaped to $8,500,000,000. 
He believes the many 'Too-It- 
Yourself" columns in newspapers 
now area direct outgrowth of 
his shows. 

Orkin holds a service trade 
mark on the name "Do-It -Your- 
self' and is busy protecting it 
with spot law suits around the 
country. A national broadcast- 
ing network, a New York news- 
paper and a Lincoln, Neb., paint 
store are among those firms 
which have obtained clearance 
from him to use the words. 

It was in March, 1953, that 
Orkin staged his first °'Do -It- 
Yourself show. That was in 
New York and it had been an- 
nounced 10 months earlier. The 
second was at Navy Pier, Chi- 
cago, and the third was in Bos- 
ton. Shows in Cleveland, De- 
troit, Philadelphia and Fort 
Worth followed. In 1954 there 
were 20 Orkin "Do -It- Yourself" 
shows. 

The producer points out that 
the Chicago show used 50,000 
square feet the first time, 90,000 
the second time. Mechanics Hall 
in Boston was half filled the 
first time and packed the sec- 
ond. In New York the show 
will move from the 71st Regi- 
ment Armory to the sew bigger 
Coliseum next spring. 

Orkin declares that the shows 
are holding up well and promise 
to be annuals of long standing. 
He has found, however, that 

some smaller cities won't sup- 
port the show annually. For 
that reason, Orkin Exposition 
Management this year will have 
fewer shows. 

Eight "Do- It- Yourself" shows 
produced and operated by Orkin 
will be at Boston, New York, 
Philadelphia, Atlanta, Milwau- 
kee, Chicago, St Louis and 
Pittsburgh. The Atlanta and 
Milwaukee shows are first - 
timers. Dates for the St. Louis 
and Pittsburgh shows have not 
yet been set. 

There will be about a dozen 
other "Do -It- Yourself" shows 
operated jointly by Orkin and 
various local managers. And fi- 
nally, there will be another 18 
shows produced by six persons 
who are licensed by Orkin. 
These include such producers as 
Ted Bentley in Los Angeles and 
Gus Parsons in New York. Sev- 
eral of the "Do -It- Yourself" 
shows are tied in with newpa- 
pers of the cities in which they 
are staged. 

Orkin recounts that he ex- 
periences no opposition from 
building trade unions. But there 
was objection from contractors 
at one time. Now the producer 
points first to a plumbing con- 
tractor and then to a painting 
contractor. 

The plumber said he first 
resented the expo but later 
found that it merely saved him 
from the petty jobs that he 
didn't want to do anyway. The 
painter also opposed the idea, 
but the second time around he 
came in as an exhibitor, using 
the theme `that householders 
shóuld do their own small jobs 
and -hire him for the major ones. 

Makers are "increasingly in- 
terested .in' the_ field, according 
to Orkin. 'He cites the major 
entry of Reynolds Aluminum 
into the "Do-It-Yourself" ppack- 
age field. Sherwin-Williams 
paint also còmes now with a 
full pitch for "Do -It- Yourself." 

And for arena managers in 
many locations, "Do -It- Yourself' 
shows have proved a strong at- 
traction.

TO THE uninitiated, serving 
food and refreshments is an 

easy, simple task. 
Your customer walks up, states 

his preference, and you give it to 
him. 

That's all there is to it. 
Not so easy as that! 
To the operator who must gear 

himself to heavy traffic. there are 
many complex problems to face. 

Problems of proper equipment 
as well as careful planning in that 
the maxim traffic may be handled 
easily and efficiently, not to speak 
of studying the eating and drinking 
habits of one's particular locality. 

It goes without saying that the 
local operator has studied the hab- 
its of his customers. And, after 
This is done, it remains with the 
operator to provide the highest 
grade of the popular products to 
dispense. 

Those products which are ac- 
corded local and national adver- 
tising, by their manufacturers, na- 
turally. are the ones most sought 
after by the patrons and are to 
be recommended and should be 
featured. 

Personnel 
After all this preliminary plan- 

ning and preparation, there is al- 
ways the problem of personnel and 
purchasing of supplies, as well as 
compliance with local health and 
sanitary regulations. 

A separate universal ticket sys- 
tem for food, drinks and confec- 
tions properly controlled, to me, 
while not the easiest, is by far the 
most successful. To many, such a 

system as we have at Pontchar- 
train Beach may appear overly 
complex. But to us it is worth all 
the time and effort required. 

For instance . . not one sand- 
wich, not one soft drink nor one 
confection item is purchased over 
our food counters without the pay- 
ment being made by ticket instead 
of in cash. 

The ticket -only system has many 
advantages. First, and most impor- 
tant, is that it speeds service, mak- 
ing it unnecessary for counter men 
to handle money and make change. 
Secondly, it keeps the food handlers 
from having to handle what might 
possibly be dirty and germ -laden 
cash, thus allowing them to serve 
their patrons with impunity. 

Here at Pontchartrain Beach, in 
each of our food stands we have 
one lavatory set aside for food 
employees to wash their hands 
only. No other washing is allowed 
to take place in these lavatories. 

Ticket Booths 
In order to accommodate the 

public, ticket sellers` booths are 
located in close proximity to- the 
food and refreshment stands. Tick- 
ets may be purchased in denom- 
inations of 5, 10 and 25 cents at 
these booths.

At first this may be difficult, 
and some patrons may rebel within 
themselves at the thought of not 
being able to pay cash right out 
of their pockets. It has been our 

{ experience that over a period of 
time the public automatically ad- 
justs itself to the new system and in 
the -last analysis there are no com- 
plaints. 

For the operator who is not now 
conducting his business along the 
above lines, it will be necessary 
for him to go thnl a period of 
adjustment in which his patrons 
must be psychologically conditioned 

It should be underscored that 
the proper posting of explanatory 
signs is most important to the suc- 
cess of the operation. Signs should 
state explicitly the price schedule 
as well as saying that payment is 
accepted only in tickets and not in 
cash. 

From the profit point of view, the 
operator may do well to educate 
the public in purchasing food,

REFRESIIMENTT income at Art 
Fritz's Melrose Park, III., Kid - 

dieland accounts for close to 23 per 
cent of the spot's annual gross. 
Based on a yearly take that's well 
into seven figures, that's big busi- 
ness. 

Typical of the over -all Fritz op- 
eration, which is the model of 
dozens of similar spots thruout the 
country, the eat and drink business 
is based on quality, service and 
cleanliness. 

Quality is a must with the spot's 
clientele, according to Ronald 
Rynes, Fritz s first lieutenant and 
long -time supervisor of the conces- 
sion operation. 

"Our customers are regulars that 
come out with their youngsters two 
anti three times per week and if the 
refreshments fail, wed probably 
lose their patronage," is the way he 
puts it. 

Runes sells approximately 3,000 
hot dogs and buns per week. The 
frankfurters sold are big ones, 
bought eight to the pound. This 
compares with 10 to tine pound 
purchased by many operators and 
even 12 to the pound by some. 
Only other sandwich. handled is 

grilled cheese that's made with top 
quality cheese and is particularly 
popular on Fridays. . 

Sof6Serve 
The spot's soft -serve ice cream. 

which is used instead of regular 
ice cream, has a butter fat content 
of 6 per cent compared with the 
4 per cent of most bustard. This 
year Rynes solved the problem of 
paper coffee cups going soft when 
tilled with tine Inot liquid; He in- 
troduced a new plastic -sprayed con- 
tainers limit bold up a full 15 min- 
utes before softening. They cost 
about a dollar more per thousand, 
but that's part of the, quality pro- 

gram and well worth it, Rynes said, 
The service angle revolves 

around the tovo concession build- 
ings, the main one for the general 
line and fountain products, the sec- 
ond exclusively for popcorn and 
caramel corn. 

'Main Building 
The maiin building, a face -brick 

structure, 40 by 30 feet, is 
equipped with some $20,000 worth 
of food and drink equipment, is 

air -conditioned and designed for 
fast service. Four spacious service 
windows are located at its front 
thru which the refreshments are 
served by from 7 to 10 attendants. 
The first window handles fountain 
goods. and soft drinks,. the second 
cones, the thirst coffee and candy 
and the fourth coffee and sand- 
wiches. This method, even on the 
big 20,000- ticket -days, which are 
often, makes for quick serving and 
no long waiting in line. 

Popcorn is big business at the 
Fritz operation, which uses from 
1,000 to 1,200 pounds per week. 
To better service Ibis large volume, 
á 13 by 22 -fobi stand, mauled by 
tiro or three attendants, is used 
to handle the popcorn and caramel 
mm. A large pepper that bandies 
10 pnnunsis at one filling is used. 
Even this stand, however,' is not 
adequate for the big volume and a 
new one is planìned for next year 
ivitli the addition of candy floss. 

The use of soft-serve ice cream 
in all fountain products also helps 
the service angle. Milk shakes and 
malts can lie made in in matter of 
30 secvnids with the custard while 
regular ice cream takes close to 90 
seconds. Even in the soft drink 
department, the service is noted. 
In order to please customers, Both 
Coca -Cola and Pepsi -Cola are dis- 
pensed as they're found that many 

customers have definite prefer- 
ences, 

Cleanliness Stressed 
One of Fritz's primary rules is 

that the grounds be spic and span 
and this, if possible, is stressed 
even more in the eat and drink 
stands. Outside counters are 
sparkling, the buildings are kept 
well painted at all times and the 
inside, where the food is prepared, 
rivals a model kitchen. Attendants 
are neat, clean -cut and pleasant. 
All food and drinks are served ill 
paper containers of some type. The 
hot dogs come in an envelope bear- 
ing the name of the packer who 
supplies them. And if the patron 
misses one of tine many trash con- 
tainers with the wrapping, there's 
usually an attendant on hand to 
pick it up. 

Much of tine success of the Fritz 
refreshment operation is based on 
the same factors that have made his 
entire park one of the most suc- 
cessful in the country. His Kid - 
dielantl patrons are greeted by a 
sign that reads "Vie Depend on 
Your Suggestions for Our Success." 
These suggestions have played a 

big part in the food operation and 
they've kept tine hungry, thirsty 
fun -seekers happy.

WHETTING APPETITES 

Eat, Drink Impulse Buying 
Can Be Created by Operator 

rNIPULSE buying is the key to 
-11- successful operation of a refresh- 
ment stand at outdoor amusements. 
That's the opinion, of Dave Evans, 
president of Gold Medal Products 
Company, Cincinnati supply and 
equipment manufacturer. 

In most cases the fun- seeker 
doesn't particularly want the food 
or drink that's being offered, its 
something about the stand, be it 
flash, aroma or salesmanship, that 
makes him want the hot dog, cold 
drink or bag of. popcorn. And it's 
up to the individual operator to 
create this impulse buying, Evans 
said, 

Basic factors include: 
1. A clean, attractive, well - 

lighted stand. 
2. Good products, sensibly 

priced. 
3. Neat, courteous attend- 

ants. 
4. Fast service. 

An attractive stand will stop 
them and bring them over; No. 2 
will make them buy and Nos. 3 
and 4 will bring 'em back for sec- 
onds. These factors are particularly 
effective. where the food purveyor 
has a "captive clientele" such as at, 
a park or drive -in theater. 

Pricing- Profits 
Pricing and profit margin are 

of the most important factors' 
of successful operation, according 
to Evans. "Don't handle items that 
show a product cost of over 40 per 
cent, exclusive of space charges, 
and plan to make most of your 
items show a much greater spread. 
Popcorn, snow cones and cotton 
candy are all long- profit items 
needed to balance the shorter ones 
such as hot dogs, hamburgers and 
other prepared -to -order articles. 

"In deciding what items to han- 
dle, be careful not to compete with 
yourself by handling many short - 
profit items that compete with your 
long -profit ones. The operator is 

practically forced to handle some 
short- profit items such as bottled 
drinks, bar candy and perhaps po- 
tato chips, but shouldn't promote 
them so well that they take busi- 
ness away from snow cones, cotton 
candy, popcorn and the likes. Al- 
ways steer the business to themost 
profitable eats and drinks. 

Salesmanship Stressed 
"Teach attendants salesmanship. 

When a boy and his lady friend 
come to the stand and ask for pop- 
corn, put out two boxes, always

In extending advice on the op- 
eration of a popcorn stand, Evans 
pointed out: "With the profit -mak- 
ing possibilities there are in pop- 
corn, it pays to give a little extra 
effort to do the job right. First, buy 
good popcorn, seasoning and salt 
and then package it. in attractive 
containers. Be sure to have the 
right temperature an the kettle. If

temperature is set the first pop will 
come 20 or 30 seconds after the 
heat is turned on.

Seasoning Popcorn 
"Always measure seasoning - 

using one quarter as much season- 
ing as popcorn. Too much season- 
ing is wasted and too little reduces 
the popping ratio which costs the 
operator money. Seasoning adds to 
Ilse taste of popcorn and most peo- 
ple think it's butter. Seasoning 
costs more than popcorn, and while 
enough should be used, don't waste 
it, 

"Don't build up too big a stock 
of popped corn in the case-it is 
frequent popping that sells pop- 
corn. Keep the case immaculate, 
inside and out, give the kettle a 
good cleaning every week. The 
burned -in crust on the kettle will 
give an off taste to the popped 
corn and will look unclean. When 
the stand is closed down, the un- 
sold popcorn should be cleaned 
out, put in a tightly sealed can and 
sold the next day. It shouldn't be 
left in the case overnight. 

On the operation of a candy ap- 
ple stand, .Evans said: "Candy 
apples are a good concession item 
when apples are not too high. Buy 
only good, sound, worm -free ap-

Midway -Born Frozen Custard 
Grows Into Million $ Industry 

THE BILLBOARD 

By ERWIN KIRBY 

THE average 65 per cent profit 
on retail sales of soft ice cream 

and custard will be shot to smith- 
ereens in coming years when oper- 
ators start using a brand -new 
product -regular ices run thru the 
regular freezer. On the market 
only a couple of months, this inci- 
dental product of the custard stand 
bids to be a big money -winner in 
a huge industry which is almost 
impossible to define in terms of 
dollar volume. 

Along with popcorn and the 
traditional hot dog, custard (soft 
ice cream under some circum- 
stances) reigns as one of the food 
kings of the midway. Permanent 
stands are features of parks, re- 
sorts, roadside recreation centers 
and drive -in theaters, and transient 
operations provide their owners 
with steady but heavy profit on 
the midways of fairgrounds and 
carnivals. 

Custard -soft ice is a multimil- 
lion- dollar industry. Lack of a 
centralized information source de- 
prives anyone from knowing exactly 
how many machines are in exist- 
ence and what kind of product 
they dispense. But total ice cream 
production regularly tops 600,- 
000,000 gallons yearly, of which 
more than 60,000,000, or 10 per 

FORECAST 

Firmer Prices 

Anticipated 

For Popcorn 
AFIRMER tendency in the mar- 

ket on popcorn is expected to 
develop in the future as surplus 
quantities of corn are used thru 
normal channels. That's the long - 
range forecast of J. A. McCarty, 
head of the Evansville seed firm 
bearing his name, and one of the 
country's leading authorities in the 
business. 

McCarty feels that the large sur- 
plus crop that was produced in 
1953 is gradually being reduced 
to the point that we should have 
much more normal price outlook 
for the coming years. The 1954 
crop was one of the smallest that 
we had fora great many years due 
to less acreage and also due to the 
hot weather damage in mid -sum- 
mer, he pointed out 

"Even if we come up with a 
normal acreage this year, we will 
just about produce the amount of 
corn that we normally consume in 
this country," he said. "We believe 
that the market in the last six 
months has been governed more by 
surplus stocks in the hands of proc- 
essors than it has been by supply 
of corn." McCarty added that he 
believed that as the surplus of the 
'53 crop is gradually used, the 
stronger markets should be good 
for everyone. 

The veteran seedman pointed 
out that it is becoming increas- 
ingly difficult to appraise popcorn 
planting became the acreage is 
being scattered more every year, 
largely because of the government's 
program on subsidies on many 
crops. Back a few years ago pop- 
corn was concentrated in a few 
outstanding producing areas but 
since the government is reducing 
crop acreage on other crops, many 
farmers over the country will plant 
popcorn in place of acres diverted 
irons other crops. 

cent, is soft ice cream retailing at 
upwards of $3 per gallon. How 
much custard is sold is a matter 
of speculation. 

Key Ingredients 
Egg yolk content, as specified 

by State laws, is the basis for the 
different labels. There is no uni- 
formity, but dairies in all States 
keep mixes which conform to local 
regulations, and can produce on 
request the type mix an operator 
requires. Butterfat, selling to dairies 
at 79 cents a pound at present, also 
governs the price of the mix and, 
therefore, the machine operator's 
profit margin. 

The product must have an egg 
yolk content to be called custard. 
Butterfat content varies around 10 
per cent in one block of a half - 
dozen States (New York, for in- 
stance) to as little as 2.5 per cent. 
Without egg yolk the seller can call 
his item anything he desires, such 
as dairy dessert, frozen treat, etc. 

On the midway and at amuse- 
ment parks where heavy traffic is 
common there is little distinction 
in name -calling. The customer sees 
the white stand or truck -mounted 
unit, recognizes it, and buys. He 
isn't apt to stare at the cone for a 
half -hour or so to see whether it 
contains enough butterfat and egg 
yolk to make it "stand up" or 
whether it turns quickly into some- 
thing resembling frozen snow. 
Within five minutes he will have 
eaten off the peak and be nibbling 
at the crisp, tasty cone. 

Veteran operator Arthur Abbott 
has close to 20 machines in park 
and resort locations and has been 
in the custard business for 27 years, 
the last 22 at Playland Amusement 
Park, Rye, N. Y., where he has nine 
machines. He also holds the custard 
exclusive at the Canadian National 
Exhibition and the Barrington 
(Mass.) Fair. 

"It's Abbott's Custard," he says 
of his stands, "and nobody ever 
objects." 

Different Labels 
But it's soft im cream, not 

custard, where chain operations 
such as Carvel's Dari- Freeze stores 
are concerned. Carvel is a former 
carnival and fairgrounds ice cream 
man who transformed his portable 
business into a 250- strong string of 
franchised roadside stands. In his 
case, as in other chains, the custom- 
er has more time to contemplate his 
cone than does the midway patron 
who has amusements in his mind 
and field of vision while eating. 
The result is Carvel's emphasis on 
product uniformity and merchan- 
dising in order to build up the 
value of his trade name and huge 
cone symbol. The 2,500 -store Dairy 
Queen chain sells a frozen milk 

product and concentrates on sight 
appeal since it cannot make refer- 
ences to its product as an ice 
cream. It claims 300,000,000 serv- 
ings yearly. 

Camel's is at the extreme 
opposite end of the ladder from 
the midway operation. His rigidly 
enforced system chooses and sur- 
veys sites, erects uniform stands, 
sells all equipment, containers arid 
straws to the operators, sells the 
mix, and reaps a 10 -to -25 -cents 
royalty on 'every gallon of soft ice 
cream sold. The operator, whose 
investment is roughly some $7,500 
cash on a $17,500 stand can 
hardly scratch his ear without 
Carvel's permission. To allay any 
feelings of insecurity, however, are 
the facts that none of the stands 
has ever folded and that the 
smaller ones gross $40,000 and net 
$13,000 annually. 

How profitable the business can 
be is illustrated by Abbott, who 
points out that a four- machine 
operation doing peak business 
thruout the run of a fair can gross 
as high as $8,500. This would 
naturally call for ideal weather and 
spending attitudes, Ad capacity 
crowds every hour. But even with 
the slack periods considered, the 
four units can do $35 to $40 an 
hour during busy sessions. 

For Abbott this has produced 
enough well -managed income to 
earn national recognition as the 
owner of Kentucky Derby winner 
Blue Man, which was turned out 
to stud this January and has ac- 
complished . 0 matings at $1,000 
per. 

New Product Described 
Borden's flavor division is one 

organization which has been work- 
ing on a product which can be run 
thru the custard (or soft ice cream, 
as the case may be) machine. Ices 
are the. result, and the intention 
is to convince operators that they 
can prepare several gallons prior to 
business hours and keep the can in 
a cold cabinet for scooping out 
during the day. This would give the 
operator two products to sell, to 
satisfy two kinds of taste. The profit 
margin in "Ice Mix" is huge and 
Wes Foreman points out that the 
operator need not be concerned 
with ice cream regulations since the 
mix does not contain butterfat. 

Borden's is selling Ice Mix in 
cases of six No. 10 cans, costing 
only 30-40 cents to produce a 
gallon of ices. Procedure is to mix 
in seven quarts of water per can, 
making two and a -half gallons of 
mix, which in turn produces four 
gallons of ices thea the freezer. The 
ices will keep for two or three 
days in the can. Also on the

Driving Range 

Nears Opener 
BAY SHORE, N. Y., June 18. -A 

unique fully automatic golf driving 
range is nearing construction at 
Third Street and Sunrise Highway 
in this Long Island ;shore spot. 
Holmes Cook is designer and con - 
tractor of. the pioiect' which will 

contain ontain an 188-- hole,miniature 
golf course. 

Except for retrieving balls, 
virtually every phase of the driving 
range is machine operated, Cook 
reports, and the entire project 
will stand the developer some 
$200,000. - 

The balls ,are picked up by a 
Worthington tractor unit, then 
dumped into a distribution unit 
which washes and dries them. A 
conveyor belt carries the balls from 
a trough to the tee line. Insertion 
of a half -dollar coin by the patron 
starts the cycle of balls which are 
teed up from beneath the driving 
mat. 

The operators will give 30 balls 
for 50 cents during normal periods 
and adjust the unit to give 35-40 
during slack afternoon spells. Mini- 
ature golf charges will be 50 cents. 
There will be no food operation 
altho a few drink and ice cream 
vending machines will be used. 

Four persons will be required to 
operate the range including the 
manager, as yet unnamed. A teach- 
ing pro will be employed. There 
are 50 tee locations and Cook esti- 
mates the potential of the range as 
high as $6 per hour for each tee. 
Named Bay Shore Colfland and 
absentee -owned by a Manhattan 
businessman, the range is sched- 
uled to open the last week in June. 
Will -Tee of Des Moines makes the 
coin-operated tee-up units. 

Texas State Fair 
Revamps Building 
For New Food Show 

DALLAS, June 18. -The State 
Fair of Texas will have a Food 
Show integrated in one building 
this year for the first time since 
1951. 

The present Science Building, a 
30,00- square -foot structure, will be 
revamped to make it suitable for a 
Food Show and the name will be 
changed to Foods Building. 

There will be space for about 25 
exhibitors, grouped around a large 
central theme exhibit. A stage with 
open seating area for about 225 
people will provide facilities for 
demonstrations and entertainment. 

While a number of large food ex- 
hibitors have been accommodated 
in other buildings during the past 
three years, the Dallas Fair has 
not had one big Food Show since 
the exposition established its Elec- 
tric Show in 1951 in a building 
formerly used for food exhibits.

N. Y. ARENA SHUFFLE 

Norris Heads Garden 
As 6 Directors Quit 

NEW YORK, June 18. - A 
management reshuffle last week 
deposed John Reed Kilpatrick as 
president of the Madison Square 
Carden Corporation after 22 years, 
and replaced him with James D. 
Norris, the nation's leading fight 
promoter. Six of the 15- member 
board of directors resigned and 
that body will hereafter consistute 
nine members. 

Conflicting stories were issued 
about the resignations and the cor- 
poration's reorganization. Norris 
and Kilpatrick said the six left un- 
der amicable cnnditions. One, how- 
ever, Sidney J. Weinberg, said con- 
trol of the Carden stock by a small 
number of persons makes the 
majority of directors "captives." He 
said, I will not be a captive 
director." 

Sixty per cent of the huge 
arena s stock is held by Norris, 
Kilpatrick and director Arthur 
Wirtz. It was not known whether 
the resignations had anything to do 
with the negotiations fora new 
Ringling contract, but there is not 
believed to be any connection. 

Others who quit besides Wein- 
berg were Bernard Citable, Walter 
P. Chrysler Jr., William Creeve, 
Stanton Griffis and Jansen Noyes. 
the new board consists of Norris, 
Kilpatrick, Wirtz, James L Bush, 
Henry Crown, Edward S. (Ned) 
Irish, Benjamin C. Milner Dan 
Topping, and Edwin J. Weiss. Top - 
ping is president of the New York 
Yankee baseball team. 

Norris and Kilpatrick said "im- 
portant pending matters" could be 
better resolved by a smaller board. 
Among matters generally known 
are a boxing antitrust suit against 
the Carden, the televising of fights, 
and renewal of the arena s five -year 
pact with the Ringling Bros. and 
Barnum & Bailey Circus. 

The circus contract expired this 
year and negotiations have been 
continuing since it left New York 
last month, amid stories of discon- 
tent by the circus over Carden 
terms. A similar discontent existed 
five years ago and the show 
planned to move to Kingsbridge 
Armory in the Bronx, but instead 
came to terms with the Carden. 
This time the Carden is making 
moves calculated to bring the cir- 
cus to terms, notably the consider- 
ing of another circus organization, 
At least one other circus man, Art 
Concello, has been in town a 
couple of times in meetings with 
Carden heads.

He and Norris control 
the Chicago Black Hawks hockey 
team. Kilpatrick now becomes 
head of a new corporation to oper- 
ate the New York Rangers hockey 
team. Norris' brother and two sis- 
ters control the Olympia and 
Detroit Red Wings hockey team. 
The three teams comprise half the 
National Hockey League. Kilpat- 
rick also becomes chairman of the 
board, succeeding Bernard Gimbel, 
one of those who has resigned. 

Cimbel said the parting was on a 
friendly basis. An anonymous di- 
rector who quit said the "big three" 
never came to board meetings but 
sent their views over by messages, 
and that the six who quit did so 
rather than remain as "window 
dressing." 

Dallas Council 

Sets Rentals 

For Auditorium 
DALLAS, June 18. -The Dallas 

City Council has net up a munici- 
pe auditorium department and au- 
thorized a system of rates for rental 
of the new Memorial Auditorium 
due for completion for January, 
1957. 

City Manager Elgin Cruel ap- 
pointed W. W. Vanderslice, city 
property manager for the past eight 
years, as manager of the audi- 
torium. 

Rental rates on the new build- 
ing will range from $1,875, for 
first -day use of the main exhibit 
floor by a trade show, down to 
$350 for non -commercial meeting 
in the arena. Rates on committee 
rooms vary from $15 to $50 a day. 
For commercial or political meet- 
ings without exhibits, the fee for 
use of the main arena will be $600 
a day. 

Rental Fee 
For events to which an admis- 

sion charge is made, the city will 
receive 15 per cent of gross re- 
ceipts when they exceed the normal 
rental fee. 

A survey of 39 cities was made 
before rates were set, and the 
city attempted to strike a happy 
medium insofar as comparable city 
size and auditorium size are con- 
cerned, Vanderslice said. 

The city already has had num- 
erous inquiries on use of the new 
auditorium's facilities. The struc- 
ture is being built at a cost of 
$7,000,000, including land. 

The main aren;. will seat 10,000 
and there are a small lyceum the- 
ater and committee rooms of vary- 
ing sizes. The building is within 
a few blocks of the heart of down- 
town Dallas. 

Peanut Imports 
Up on Quotas 
Are Suspended 

WASIIINGTON, June 18. -The 
shortage of shelled peanuts in the 
U. S. is being relieved somewhat 
by the temporary suspension of all 
quota restrictions on imports until 
July 31. Shelled, blanched, salted, 
prepared, preserved and roasted 
peanuts can mow be purchased out- 
side the country with no restric- 
tions on volume or size. 

Imports are still subject to 2 
cents per pound duty in addition 
to the regular 7-cent duty and un- 
shelled peanuts are excluded from 
the suspension in spite of the 
Tariff Commission's recommenda- 
tion that they be included. 

The shortage of peanuts in this 
country is the result of last year's 
drought which greatly reduced pro- 
duction

Set for TV 

Major Ad Campaign to 
Opening Pitch Expected 

ANAHEIM, Calif., June 18.- 
Walt Disney will announce Jul, 
18 opening of the nearly $17 mil- 
lion Disneyland here with a bill- 
board campaign that will reach 
approximately 50,000,000 people 
in the Los Angeles area in a month. 
On July 17 at an invitational pre- 
miere, which will feature a special 
90- minute live news and special 
events telecast beamed over the 
entire ABC -TV network, Disney- 
land's debut will be seen by an- 
other 90,000,000. 

The local billboard campaign 
thru Foster & Kleiser, Los Angeles. 
calls for 136 boards to be used 
starting July 1 in the metropolitan 
area. The park will use 81, 24- 
sheet boards in Los Angeles for 
two months. Long Beach will 
have 38 in July and 34 in August. 
In the Riverside area three boards 
are scheduled for two months dura- 
tion, Other cities in the Los An- 
geles environs include five boards 
in San Bernardino, starting July 10, 
six in nearby Santa Ana to be in- 
stalled at this time and three in 
the Whittier -Pico area by July 13. 
The three areas will be covered for 
two months. 

1,000 at Preview 
The invitational preview Sun- 

day (17) is expected to be attended 
by more than 1,000 iuewspaper and 
magazine writers. During the tour 
of the grounds. the 90- minute 
"Dateline Disneyland" will be tele- 
cast by KABC -TV in Hollywood to 
affiliated stations. The show will 
start at 4:30 p.m., Pacific Daylight 
Time.

Clemen Intros New Ride; 
Pee Wee Valley Up 10% 

CINCINNATI, June 18.-Feed 
A. Clemen, now in his sixth season 
with his Pee Wee Valley kids' park 
at nearby Reading, O., has been 
getting much favorable reaction 
and encouraging play on his new 
ride, Teeter -Copter, which he in- 
vented and which he introduced at 
his kidland six weeks ago. 

Incorporating the idea of a 
helicopter flight, the new ride ac- 
commodates 24 kids or 16 adults. 
The eight -car conveyance, done up 
in brilliant colors, is driven by a 
three horsepower engine, rotating 
the cars from the ]rub at 540 feet 
a minute, slightly faster than the 
average kiddie ride. Clemen de- 
scribes the two-and -a -half- minute 
flight as a "three- dimension sen- 
sation." 

The Teeter -Copter rises seven 
feet vertically, rotates horizontally 
in a 28 -foot circle, tilts 13 degrees 
right, returns to the horizontal, tilts 
13 degrees left, again returns to 
the horizontal, tilts 13 degrees left, 
again returns to the horizontal 
movement, then slowly descends. 
Each car is molded from fiber 
glass fitted with a rotor blade, 
exhaust pipe, and landing lights.

London's Battersea Fun Fair 
Installs Chute, Plane, Cruise 

LONDON, June 18. - London's 
seen -acre funfair at Battersea 
Park has reached saturation point 
for attractions, said Sir Leslie Jos- 
eph, chief of the site, at a lunch to 
launch the summer season. Only 
by throwing out old attractions to 
make more space could new ones 
be added, he said. 

Featured is a new water chute 
designed by Sir Leslie. The track 
rises 65 feet and then runs down 
into a water tank 70 -foot long and 
30 -foot wide. The trip is made in 
open boats which are drawn up to 
the top of the track and then con- 
tinue down into the tanks by grav- 
ity. Glass windows encircle the 
tank and protect spectators from 
spray. 

A new jet plane machine has 
been installed. Twelve arms extend 
from a central piece of machinery 
with a model airplane on the end 
of each arm, seating two or three 
persons. The machine is worked by 
compressed air, and each car has 

a control so that the individual 
planes can go higher or lower. The 
whole machine is 50 feet in diame- 
te- and works at 12 revolutions a 

minute, and 200 cubic feet of com- 
pressed air is used per minute. 

A third new idea is the World 
Cruise. This is a canal flanked on 
each side by murals and set pieces 
showing scenes from famous places. 
Visitors sail down the canal on 
gondolas. 

The set pieces include Rocky 
Mountains, Taj Mahal, the Krem- 
lin, Eiffel Tower, St. Peter's, Tyrol, 
Sydney Bridge, Egypt and Windsor 
Castle, 

Sir Leslie said that in 1954 they 
hoped for a million visitors to the 
"fun fair." In fact, despite a dis- 
astrously wet summer, 1,329,527 
people went to the park.

He worked with Cochi, 
Bacigalupi, and Crafignia. This 
Bacigalupi was Louis Sr's father 
and, the present Louis Jr. is the 
third generation in the business. 
Upon arriving in the U. S., Baciga- 
lupi Sr. was associated with Wil- 
liam Dentzel, the Merry-Go -Round 
manufacturer. After working for 
C. W. Parker in Leavenworth, 
Kan., Bacigalupi came to the West 
Coast in 1914. 

Since then, he has delved into 
the hand -manufacture of several 
types of organs. The main product 
is the kiddie ride organ, 26 inches 
by 28 inches.

The veteran 
organ maker constructs the cylin- 
ders, putting each pin in its place.

TOMMY WOLFE 

Failure to Land Fair 
Ends Owner's Reign 

FAILURE to land a choice fair 
date has not frustrated many 

showmen to the point of retire- 
ment, but it had such an effect 
on Tommy Wolfe in 1925. Altpo 
he has been active in various ca- 
pacities around the fringe of the 
show :oriel, \\'olfe's earnival own- 
ership clays pivoted around, the 
negotiations for one specific en- 
gagement 30 years ago. 

Then, as now, the Canadian Na- 
tional Exhibition in Toronto held 
forth as the leading annual event 
on the Continent, amcl competition 
for the lucrative contract waged 
furiously. The T. A. Wolfe Shows 
was hot in the running as were 
Johnny J. Jones and Rubin and 
Chery organizations. When the 
contract went to Jones for the fifth 
time Wolfe sold his equipment. 

"It was ton much," he reflected 
this week. "!t meant more to mel 
than any slate means to any owner 
these days, for 1 had pointed to- 
ward Toronto for years, building 
and fixing and waiting. \Without 
Toronto there was nothing left to 
shoot for." 

Reflecting and meditating are 
high among \\'olfe's characteristics 
as he lias a particularly alert mind 
and definite way about expressing 
his thoughts. Losing of the CNE, 
came after 13 years of building and 
operating the T. A. Wolfe Shows, 
which he organized back in 1912 
at the age of about 25. 

Big Entertainment Budgets 
There have been many changes 

in show operations since he with- 
drew from the field. 

" "Take the size of today's shows 
for instance," he pointed out. 
"Twenty, 25, 30 rides on a mid- 
way and even more in some in- 
stances. Absolutely unheard of in 
those days. A few devices were 
always enough, but competition 
among ride manufacturers and the 
show's themselves forced organiza- 
tions to gross' sort of against their 
will. It soon reached the stage 
where owners had to add equip.! 
ment in order to exist by retaining 
dates, and once the trend started 
there was no end." 

A result noted by \Volfe is the 
dominance of huge traveling or- 
ganizations carrying tremendous 
amounts of iron with vastly greater' 
managerial problems and head- 
aches than in the earlier days. He 
is of the opinion that most of to- 
day's large outfits could gross 
nearly as mulch on a given fair - 
grounds with practically half the 
number of rides, except perhaps at 
the larger major fairs. 

"I can hear the sales talk now'," 
Wolfe says. "The fair secretary 
would go for that ride, or 'Cet one 
of these because Joe Blow has one 
on his shots and he's hot after that 
date. 

In the over -all picture Wolfe 
holds the over- anixous showman 
leis done himself irreparable harem 
by overdoing his efforts to satisfy 
fair people. Because of these ac- 
tivities the annuals expect over- 
growing midways, new rides. new' 
canvas and other hems which are 
impractical year after year, he said.

ways on edge, with the constant 
fear of losing a date." 

Wolfe noted the increasing 
amount of business clone yearly at 
the Chicago conventions, some- 
thing not common 30 years ago. 
For many major events the show- 
man had to follow the saisse book- 
ing formula always. 'Toronto, for 
example, expected to be informed 
three years in advance that a par- 
ticular show was a prospect and 
wished to be considered. The 
year before time date the fair would 
inform the show that a group from 
the CNE would visit the midway 
unannounced. 

"And what a visit," he recalled. 
'They'd drop in al some spot and 
go over everything with a fine tooth 
comb. They had the biggest eon-

tract of all in their packets and 
knew their stuff. Appearance, ef- 
ficiency and satisfaction were 
looked for, and you couldn't give 
those fellows a nickel. They'd 
look down their noses at you when 
you even offered them coffee. 

"On January 5 of the big year 
you would get a telegram inviting 
you to their January meeting. They 
would invite three shows to make 
their presentations and you had to 
provide a prospectus of what you 
had to offer in advance. When 
you went in there they had it all 
laid out and it tvas an eye -to -eye 
meeting." 

The Jnhmly J. Jones and Rubin 
and Cherry' organizations were rep- 
resented at the 1925 awarding by 
Al Barkley and Steve Woo* with 
Jones having already played To 
ronto four times previously. Wolfe 
offered 40 to 45 paid attractions 
with five or six different riding 
devices, some 10 attractions more 
than he anticipated Jones coming 
tip with. "But," he recounted, 
"that's the way it goes." 

Started as Porky 
A native of Cleveland, Wolfe's 

earliest show connection was in 
that city's Luna Park as a conces- 
sionaire. The purchase of a Car- 
rousel and Ferris When found him 
playing city- lots, and the show 
grew from there. lie claims the 
distinction of having owned the 
first Dodgem on the road. In 
1923, Charlie Isabeis Keno tent on 
the lot in Milwaukee is referred 
to by \ \'olfe as a forerunner of to- 
day's bingo operations. Blanket 
prizes were offered. 

The Wolfe midway grew to its 
ultimate strength of 40 railroad 
cars, playing every State fair east 
of the Mississippi and many of the 
dates now on the World of Mirth 
Shows Southern route. 

Pattern then was for Wolfe to 
open around February and buck 
the cold and rain, when he win- 
tered around the Cuff. March 
would find the show in Georgia 
after which it would head north. 
'17iere were 10 -12 weeks around 
the Indiana courthouse squares' 
after which the show headed south.' 
At one time the consecutive playing 
of squares on cobblestone siurfaces 
led to carelessness and negligence 
by some of the workers. Sandbags

SPENDING GOOD 

Outlook Termed Bright 
For Fair Food Operators 

THE OUTLOOK for eat and 
drink business at agricultusal 

fairs this year is bright, as good as 
'54 and probably better, according 
to George Bush, of B & L Con- 
cessions, Kansas City, concession- 
aires at a number of the nation's 
major annuals. 

Per capita spending for refresh- 
ments at outdoor amusement cen- 
ters leas held up well this year, 
food prices are generally stable and 
help is not difficult to get, Bush 
said. 

Biggest problem is bottled pop, 
where prices are unstable, he 
pointed out. Wholesale prices. In 
the cities are holding steady but 
those quoted by bottlers in rural 
areas are prone to change at any 
time and generally are being 
pegged at sharply higher levels.

were employed for weighing down 
and guying out. 

I remember," Wolfe said, "we 
got back on the .road one week 
and found all our stakes had been 
misplaced and consequently lost. 
AO there *e. were in the middle 
of the South.. It took several clays 
before we could get squared away 
with stakes again. Those court - 
house dates soon disappeared due 
to the increasing motor traffic. That 

Ise of downtown date has become 
thing of the past now." 

Bands and Agentry 
The show went in heavy for pro- 

motions, heavier than is the current 
practice, with three. advance men 
handling the chores at aviaries of 
$75 weekly, plus a third of the 
promotional grosses. Wolfe says 
there was more emphasis on press 
agentry, and cites as an example 
Sidney Wire, a skilled reporter on 
the Wolfe shows whose practices 
included sending out illustrated 
brochures on the show to virtually 
every fair in the East. Promotions 
were heavy on the contest. side, 
with many banners in evidence but 
not much distribution of free 
tickets. Wolfe carried a band and 
offered concerts and street parades. 

Rid %foremen averaged, $50 to 
$ß0 weekly. Still date concession 
fees averaged $25 weekly, with 
$50 plus p. asked of wheels 
which predominated then. If the 
show had 20 joints at a given spot, 
half would be wheels, which would 
be policed to see that plenty of 
stock went out. 

Still dates were generally weak, 
and matinees were almost always 
no good. The pray gate at still 
dates, which took hold in the 
1930's, was not practiced then. 
Wolfe says the public-just wouldn't 
respond to a gate fee and it took 
until years after his retirement be- 
fore the practice became estab- 
lished. The pay gate developed 
about the same time as the be- 
ginning of the boom in kiddie 
rides. There were no neon sys- 
tems in use nor light towers, the 
chief method of illumination being 
incandescent bulbs. 

Ride prices then ranged from a 
nickel to 'a gisarter, pretty much 
the same as today with the heftiest 
money being charged;; and received, 
at fair dates., 

In recent years Wolfe has taken 
to handling premium merchandise 
and promoting tie -ins. He became 
active in the promotion field after 
his retirement from the carnival 
business, and presented a couple 
of winning attractions. Notable 
was the "Glassblowers of the 
World" exhibit which played New 
York, San Francisco. and Miami in 
1939 -'40, and the "Holy City" ex- 
hibit which showed at the Chicago 
Century of Progress World's Fair 
and at other events. 

The answer, so far as B & L Is 
concerned, is the new cup dis- 
penser system developed by Coca - 
Cola. The system enables purveyors 
to serve soft drinks in cups at all 
times either from counter units, 
portable carts or one -man carrying 
packs. At any rate, B & L plans 
to use a large nut»her of the vari- 
ous units. 

Meat Down 
Food and drink concessionaires 

will get a little break on meat 
prices this year, levels having 
dipped about 5 per cent from a year 
ago, Bush pointed out. Buns and 
bread at wholesale are about un- 
changed, popcorn is steady with 
paper containers a little cheaper, 
he repprted. Napkins and other 
paper goods are holding to '54 
levels. 

For the second straight year, 
Bush and his partner, Chan Laube, 

-will use liquid instant coffee in 
their far -flung operations. Accord- 
ing to Bush they're able to get the 
equivalent of a, pound of. coffee in 
the liquid form for 85 . cents. 
Ground coffee, althe considerably 
lower than last year, is still in the 
8.5. to 90 -cent- per- pound price 
range. 

Only notable change in the beer 
concession business is the turn to 
canned brew. Bottles are appar- 
ently on their way out, even tho 
the profit margin is larger on the 
glassware. Canned soft drinks-are 
still toe high priced for the aver- 
age concession operation, and thé 
empty cans still provide problems 
in many cases, as massy as with 
bottles, Bush said.

KEENE. N. H., June I8. -Tite 
Cheshire Fair Association has set 
its operating budget for the 1955 
fair at $29,419, an amount $2,000 
less than last year. 

An estimated income of $1,000 
will come from a special stock car 
race to be held by the Monadnock 
Stock Car Racing Association on 
August 28, the day after Use close 
of the fair. 

The budget committee cut down 
on special attractions and made 
smaller cuts in maintenance appro- 
priations, tent rentals, and other 
miscellaneous items.

EDITORIAL 

Another Union in Field 
Another union -the Outdoor Amusement Employees' Chap- 

ter of the Retail Clerks' International, Local 1648, New York 
City -has organized workers on a carnival -the James E Strates 
Shows. 

The new entry is an affiliate of the American Federation of 
Labor, too. This leads us to ask these questions: 

"What action will the AFL executive council take at its 
annual August meeting now that two AFL unions have acted 
contrary to AFL policy? Will history repeat? Will it ask for 
revocation of both charters ?" 

In '52 the AFL took such action when it requested the 
jewelry Workers' Union of St. Louis to revoke the charter it 
had issued Harry Karsh to organize carnival workers. 

Repeatedly, the AFL has declined to issue charters to 
organize the carnival field. Summed up, the AFL's policy 
has been based on the instability of the carnival industry, its 
seasonal nature, and the difficulties involved in determining the 
employee status of many workers in the field. 

AFL Policy Endorsed 
The Billboard has endorsed that policy -and it still does. 
Karsh recently organized the Royal American Shows under 

a charter granted thru the International Brotherhood of Team- 
sters, is a member of the AFL. 

Karsh's attitude, openly stated, has been that the Jewelry 
Workers' Union was a "weak union" and thus yielded to the 
AFL's executive council request. Karsh further openly has 
described the Teamsters' Union as powerful and said, "They 
(the AFL) now can go to blazes." 

We wonder whether for the second time the AFL council 
will see fit to request the revocation of a charter issued to a 
Karsh- headed union to organize the carnival field, and also 
what its attitude will be in the Retail Clerks' effort. 

Time will tell. 
Time also will tell whether the charges of unfair labor 

practices filed: against Karsh, his present union (Carnival and 
Allied Workers) and the Royal American Shows by The Bill - 
hoard with the Indianapolis regional office of the National Labor 
Relations Board will be upheld. 

We have every reason to believe it will -that the NLRB 
will find workers' rights. were violated by the show management, 
the union and Karsh in organizing the show. 

Our Hats Are Off 
. One of the most heartening developments in The Bill- 

board's action in filing charges against the Royal American 
Shows, Karsh and his union has been the unprecedented flood 
of phone calls, wires and letters received by The Billboard. 

Most significant are the offers of individual employees 
and groups on the Royal American Shows to testify should such 
testimony be needed. Such offers are all the more notable 
because some are from people who term themselves "little 
guys ". Actually, they are the BIG men -ready and willing to 
stand up for what they regard as their just rights under law. 
Our hat goes off to them. 

RAS. to Collect Dues 
Under Union Guarantee

day afternoon (15) with only union 
officials and working personnel 
present. Those present, reported at 
more than 100, authorized the 
union officials to represent them in 
dealing with the show manage- 
ment. 

Thruout the negotiations and 
contract signing the union was 
represented by Al Pfeffer, presi- 
dent, and Dave Lustigman, secre- 
tary- treasurer of Local 1648, and 
the union's attorney, Charles B. 
Torche, of Albany, N. Y. After 
meeting with the show personnel 
they met with show Owner James 
E. Strates and show Manager L. 
Harvey (Doc) Cann that same 
afternoon and discussed possible 
contract terms. Various points were 
clarified that night and again the 
next day. The discussions were 
friendly from the start. 

On Thursday afternoon, after a 
special meeting called the night 
before, union officials emphasized 
that the choice of unionization was 
up to the employees themselves. 
They then outlined the contract 
terms they had been able to se- 
cure from Strates and conducted a 
question and answer period before 
calling for a vote. The 85 workers 
present voted unanimously in a 
standing vote to accept the terms 
of the proposed contract. The 
signing took place that night after 
the documents had been prepared 
in their final form. 

Coven 2 Seasons 
The contract, which covers the 

1955 and 1956 operating seasons, 
calls for a $2 general increase on 
July 4 and a second $2 increase 
August 1 when the show will enter 
its fair route. Covered under the 
terms of the contract are all work- 
ing personnel paid out of the show 
office with the exception of staff 
and executive personnel. Perform- 
ing personnel and independent 
contractors are not eligible for 
membership. Concession personnel 
will be issued work permits at 50 
cents per week. The dues of $3 per 
month are payable only during the 
period of employment. 

In addition to providing wage 
increases, the show pays for the 
group insurance policy at the rate 
of $4.33 per month per person. 
Each member will receive an indi- 
vidual policy and identification 
card. The benefits include a $1,000 
life insurance policy, $8 per day 
for hospitalization plus $70. 

Elect Gifford Steward 
James Gifford, who has been 

employed by Strates off and on 
for 31 years, was elected shop 
steward. Five persons were nomi- 
nated. It was explained that his 
duty was to function as spokesman 
for the membership. Should any 
real conflict develop the negoti- 
ations will be handled by officers 
of Local 1648. 

Show and union officials ex- 
pressed themselves as well pleased 
with the outcome. Union officials 
said they would immediately con- 
tact other shows.

LOS ANGELES. June 18. -The 

Regular Associated Troupers will 
conduct a drive for funds to retire 
the second mortgage on its club- 
rooms at the 11 -day Southern Cal- 
ifornia Exposition, which opens in 
Del Telar on June 24. The Frank 
W. Babcock United Shows is do- 
nating space and a tent for the 
festivities during the fair. 

Larry Ferris, manager of the 
show, will be chairman of the spe- 
cial drive with C. H. Allton serv- 
ing as co- chairman. Fred Smith, 
chairman of the Troupers' building 
fund committee, said that F. W. 
Babcock, the carnival's owner, had 
agreed to double practically any 
amount that is made. He will also 
be host to the Troupers on Sun- 
day, July 3, when the program hits 
its peak. 

Trouper Finances 
The Troupers purchased their 

building on \Vest Adams Boulevard 
several years ago for $27,500. Al- 
tho there are no due dates on the 
mortgage, the members hope to 
retire the second mortgage of 
$3,800 following the Del Mar func- 
tions. At the present time, there is 
$2,325 in the treasury for the re- 
tirement raised on the Babcock 
midway last February at the Na- 
tional Date Festival in Indio.

NEW YORK, June 18. - The 

Ringling show is on the lookout 
for a financial expert to serve as 
comptroller. In line with an at- 
tempt to streamline the company's 
financial and bookkeeping system, 
it was reported yesterday, the Sara- 
sota office is to be closed and 
merged with the finance depart- 
ment on the show train. 

Executive director Michael 
Burke said the change would take 
place shortly and was the subject 
of General Manager Frank Mc- 
Closky's visit to Sarasota, Fla., last 
week. McClosky discussed the 
project with Fred McKenna in 
Florida and tt is likely the move 
would leave only a couple of filing 
clerks at quarters, Burke said. 

If chosen, the new comptroller 
would be the second such person 
on the show in the space of two 
seasons. Last year business execu- 
tive James Conant made most of 
the route in efforts to revise book- 
keeping and purchasing proceed - 
ures. 

Burke said most new methods 
effected this season were designed 
to attract more ntòney. and future 
changes will aim at holding onto 
these added dollars by way of 
more efficidot operation. He said 
extra profits will be 21oughed back 
into the circus in such a way as to 
benefit the personnel, thereby cre- 
ating a more intensely loyal spirit 
on the show. 

In line with these ideals he said 
certain worker -performer com en- 
iences for the road tours are being 
readied,-and said the management 
envisions the time "in a couple of 
years" when bonus and pension 
plans can be instituted. 

New methods will be employed 
wherever needen and feasible, he 
said, pointing to the use of a ditch - 
digging crew as unnecessary for 
the laying of electric cable.

TRAINER REACHES TOP 

Pallenberg Makes Name 
Mean Best in Bear Acts 

EMIIL PALLENBERG came from 
a family of special skills and a 

love for animals.' So it was not 
surprising that he reached a high 
point as performer and trainer. 
Now he and Mrs. Pallenberg are 
enjoying retirement after long years 
of trouping that made their name 
synonymous with performing bears. 

.Pallenberg and his four brothers 
had many pets, alligators to pi- 
geons, at their home in Cologne, 
Germany. At that time he special- 
ized in reptiles and. water animals. 
Emil's older brother, Joseph, played 
an important part in starting him 
off on the road to circus fame. 
Joseph was a bars anatomist and 
this helped make him one of the 
most outstanding animal sculptors. 

Moreover, the knowledge of ani- 
mals made it possible for Joseph to 
succeed in designing and building 
what are now known as barless 
cages. He used this new idea in 
zoo construction first for the Ha- 
genbecks at Stellingen, Germany. 
Later, Emil's brother built these 
at many other zoos, including the 
Royal Oak Park, Detroit. 

Sees Bike Possibility 
While working at the Hagen - 

beck park, Joseph Watched the 
many trainers and. animals care- 
fully. It was there that he got the 
idea across to Emil, then 19, and a 
younger brother, Christian. They 
went to Joseph's art studio at the 
Cologne Zoological Gardens and 
practised with the animals that he 
used as models foi sculpturing. 

They. began with a group of 
mixed wild animals, but decided 
that was too expensive, so they 
switched to an act with three beam, 
a guanaco, two babboons and two 
dogs. Proud of their set -up, the 
Pallenberg brothers opened their 
first engagement at Nancy, France. 
But at the border they had lost the 
guanaco because of hoof and 
mouth disease quarantine and con- 
sequently the Nancy showman cut 
their pay in half. Emil and Chris- 
tian Pallenberg then returned home 
with the resolution to work only 
with beam. 

After a two -year hitch in the 
German Army, Emil began work 
in earnest in 1910, with bookings 

at circuses and theaters thruout 
Europe. Three years later, his 
brother -partner quit to return to 
his original profession, engineering. 

Christian left while the act was 
with a small circus in Holland. The 
show owner approved at first, but 
after Christian had left he claimed 
the Pallenbergs had broken their 
contract, and he confiscated the 
bears. The trainer, Emil, had to 
wait in Holland three months be- 
fore an agent from Germany, Rob- 
ert Wilshke, bailed him out of this 
difficulty. But in the meantime, he 
had met and married Catherine 
Wouts in a whirlwind courtship. 

The couple's tour of circus dates 
took them to Russia, and during 
that tour she replaced the assistant 
in the act. They received an offer 
from an American agent, Martin 
Beck, to appear on the Orpheum 
vaudeville circuit. At the same 
time there was. an equally good 
offer for staying on in Russia. 

A flip of a coin sent the Pallen- 
bergs off to the United States, ar- 
riving in Slay, 1914. First they 
played 25 weeks of two-a -clay on 
the same bills with names like 
jack Benny, the Marx Brothers and 
Ben Bernie. But outbreak of World 
War 1 macle it difficult for Ger- 
mans to work. 

To Barnum & Bailey 
In that period John Ringling seas 

hiring numerous German acts and 
among them was the Pallenberg 
Bears, which went to his Barnum. 
& Bailey Circus. At first the Pal - 
lenbergs didn't care for circus life 
in the United States, but they 
changed their outlook. In three 
years they were said to be the 
highest paid act on the show, and 
they remained with the Barn_ um- 
Ringling organization for 13 con- 
secutive years. During that time 
their son, Emil Jr., was born, and 
about the time they closed with the 
Ringling -Barnum show their.daugh -, 
ter, Dibirma, was born. 

Pallenberg quit the circus to try 
his hand as head of the Western 
Vaudeville Association. Soon the 
depression hit and Emil lost heavi- 
ly. During the circus years he had 
built up to .a series of four bear 
acts. Now he sold all but One and 
this he took beck to the booking

Pallenberg ran into com- 
petition from the acts he sold earli- 
er, but soon he was doing well 
again. 

In Musical; Movies 
One of his biggest engagements 

was 62 weeks with a Broadway 
hit, "Music in the Air." He built 
another act and it worked two 
years in Australia. He played Madi- 
son Square Garden stands with 
Ringling, toured Europe and ap- 
peared in the Ringling summer 
show for New York{ Spangles." 

The elder Pallenbergs worked 
in numerous motion pictured, in- 
cluding "The Eagle," with Rudolph 
Valentino, and "Buck Benny Rides 
Again, "' with Jack Benny. In re- 
cent seasons they were with Polack 
Bros. and other circuses. Then in 
the winter of 1953 -'54, the Pallen- 
bergs decided to retire. Now they 
winter in Florida and visit with 
their daughter and her family in 
Connecticut during the summer, 
while their son, now with the 
Atayde Circus in Mexico, keeps the 
name'of Pallenberg active in circus 
business.

Recalls Great 
Detroit Race 

DETROIT, June 18. -The June 
8 death in Charlevoix (Mich.) Hos- 
pital of Capt. Allie Moore, veteran 
Great Lakes sailor, shipbuilder and 
former roller skating champion, 
prompted Walter E. Sutphen, an 
old -timer on the Detroit roller skat- 
ing scene, to recall Moores last de- 
fense of his skating title. 

Calling it the greatest speed 
event ever held in Detroit, Sutphen, 
who was the Southeast corner judge 
at the event, said it was held in 
the old Palace Gardens Rink in the 
spring of 1914. The race took 
place on the final night of a two - 
week meet for amateur and pro 
speed skaters. 

"At the start of the final race," 
Sutphen related, "the skaters were 
closely bunched until .Rollie Birk - 
heimer and Rodney Peters drew' 
away with quite a lead and sud- 
denly straightened up and yelled at 
each other. That was the cue 
for Roland Cioni to make a tre- 
mendous sprint around the pack 
and pass the leaders. Close back 
were Jesse Carey, Frank Bacon, 
Moore and others, The noise that 
crowd made was deafening. They 
never caught Ci, and a younger 
and most wonderful skater was 
crowned the new pro champ of 
speed. That great burst of speed 
by Cioni is still talked of by skat- 
ing fans of Detroit. 

Sutphen, who has one of the 
programs of the meet, said that 
the contests were promoted by 
Julian T. Fitzgerald. 

Moore, who was 71 years old, 
for several years skippered private 
lake crafts for S. T. Gilbert, of De- 
troit, and Judge Robert S. Marx, 
Cincinnati.

plea of medium size and try to 
held your apple costs to 2 cents or 
less. These can be sold at 10 cents, 
but if the price of the apples is 
higher, it is necessary to boost the 
price of the finished product to 
15 cents, which hurts sales. 

Apple Washing 
"Apples shouldn't be washed. If 

they should be cleaned, wipe them 
off with a dry cloth. Washing them 
leaves them damp and the coating 
will not stick. Put sticks in the ap- 
ples while the batch is cooking, 
don't try to put in sticks and dip 
at the same time. After the apples 
have been sold from a pan scrape 
off whatever coating may have 
splashed on the pan and grease it 
again. Never use butter to grease a 
pan -it has a tendency to turn ran- 
cid -but use a good shortening, or 
even popcorn seasoning."

blocks of $1 and more. 

The operator will understand 
that he must have tickets which are 
distinguishable one from the other 
both at point of sale and for the 
purpose of auditing. 

Extra Sellers 

And on holidays, weekends and 
other big business days, a sufficient 
number of extra ticket sellers must 
be brought in so that the general 
public does not have to queue up 
too long to be served. 

To successfully operate the tick- 
et- control plan, as above explained, 
a complete ticket reconciliation ac- 
counting system must be installed. 
Serial numbers, colors and denom- 
inations in issuing tickets to the 
various departments are a must. 
Counting the tickets received is 
also most necessary in carrying out 
the plan. 

These are the methods that we 
have found most successful at Pont- 
chartrain Beach, and they can be 
applied to any other amusement 
park, no matter what size, to make 
for a more profitable operation.

company's list is an experimental 
product which is as yet unnamed, 
but which will debut soon. To be 
likewise run thru the freezer and 
kept aside in cans for business 
hours, this is a frozen juice for 
serving in cones. It would be a con - 
centrate somewhat like ices but 
with a velvety smooth appearance. 
If an operator wanted to go intó 
this type of product frill -time he 
could use it with a direct -draw 
machine. 

These side products do not re- 
quire the ingredient conformity 
with State laws as do custard and 
soft ice cream. Aside from butter- 
fat, the two latter -named products 
contain 10 to 12 per cent milk 
solids depending on the fat con- 
tent, a vegetable stabilizer, sugar of 
both cane and corn syrup solids, 
egg yolk, with so many required 
per can in the various States, and 
flavor which the operator buys 
separately and puts into the mix 
prior to serving. 

The product can be drained out 
at the day's end and run thru 
again the following day during

busy hours, but not when the 
machine is idle. Second' day soft 
ice cream, for instance, will not 
stabilize well when rent,. 

Liquid Mix Popular 

Predominantly, the operators use 
a liquid mix, altho the cheaper 
powdered mix is used by some 
mobile operations. Purchase is 
usually a relatively simple thing at 
the local dairy, with the operator 
merely specifying his ingredients. 
Usual proportion is the 20- gallon 
or 40- gallon can, for which the' 
dairy requires a deposit until re- 
turn. Borden's finds vanilla, choco- 
late and strawberry the old stand - 
bys, altho Abbott has been expert -' 
meriting with other flavors and 
claims increasing success. 

The operator has his choice of 
continuous flow units, where the 
product rims into a chilled can for'' 
scoop -up serving and direct draw, 
where he fills each cone or cup 
by regulating the lever on the' 
machines head. Roadside stands 
tend toward direct draw, portable 
and fair workers prefer continuous 
flew since scoop serving is COD - 

sidered generally quicker. The 
motorized patron, again, is more 
apt to wait patiently for Isis cone 
while the midway devotee is (list 
as apt to walk elsewhere if he 
cannot get instant service. 

There is increasing use. of road 
side operations and one of themost 
recently formed chains is Frozen 
Cow, with a half -dozen outlets in 
the metropolitan area, of New York. 
James Magee, another old -timer in 

the custard'snft ice cre-am field, 
designed a machine and left the 
Elecdro Freeze firm recently to 
strike out for himself. 

Magee was connected with Andy 
Taylor. of Buffalo, in the 1920's 
when the Taylor Freezer, a pioneer 
model counter -style with three - 
gallon capacity, was produced. 
Ammonia, was a standard item in 
the refrigeration but has since been 
replaced by freon. The Kohr 
brothers of York, Pa., next came out' 
with a machine which they operat- 
ed as Kohr's Custard on the' 
Atlantic City Boardwalk. 

Early Days 

".They Sold a salt and ice mix- 
ture," Magee recalls. "It circulated 
around a shell and fell out as 
frozen custard." The icy product 
of the early days had a tendency 
to shock the taste sense and could 
not be Savored as pleasantly as to- 
day's soft mixes. It was around 
1926 when the small custard 
freezer came out and the business 
became popularized, Magee adds. 
Another early manufacturer of 
equipment was Mills. The roadside 
phase boomed in the mid- 1940's 
with Dairy Queen, headquarters in 
Moline, Ill., leading the pace in 
chain installations, on a franchise- 
royalty basis. 

Once strictly a midway- resort 
delicacy, custard land its soft ice 
cream kin) had blossomed out as 

a major retail food item. With the 
development of side products which 
can be nun thru the freezing units 
the gross of the stands is expected 
to soar. considerably in the near 
future. Initial example of this new 
phase for the industry will have 
cones filled at the machine and 
ices and frozen fruit flavors 
scooped from refrigerated cans, all 
a result of new products which 
will enable the freezer tp take on 
a more versatile and profitable 
function than ever before. 

The carnival operator Is seen as 

one of the best possibilities for the 
ssle of new products due to lot 
arrangements which frequently 
find the custard wagon in a choice 
location. Park and resort operators, 
the recipients of mass attendance 
on good weekends and holidays, 
will also benefit from the new 
products.

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Golf Driving 

Machine Passes 

Denver U. Study 
DENVER, June 18.-Research on 

the electronic problems encounter- 
ed in a coin -operated, golf- driving 
machine is being completed by the 
scientific research laboratory of the 
University of Denver. 

The machine. which was de- 
veloped several years ago by a 
Denver inventor. permits a player 
to swat a golf ball with a driver 
chained to the machine, and then 
registers automatically the distance 
the ball would have traveled, 
whether it hooked or sliced, and 

`other factors entering into good 
golfing. 

However, the group of Denver 
businessmen, who acquired the 
patent and distribution tights to 
the machine, discovered that, oho 
the pilot model worked perfectly, 
the electronic factors were so com- 
plex the machine could not be kept 
it operating condition more than a 
few days at a time. 

The research division of Denver 
University was then engaged to 
`de -bug" the machine. Now, after 
several months of study, the ma- 
chine has been perfected and will 
'be released shortly. 

Fish Help Nehi 

Net Drink Sales 
BiLLINCS, Moot., June 18.- 

The posting of regional fishing 
regulations on vending machines 
has been proved by the Nehi Bev - 
erage Company of Billings a good 
method of attracting consumers. 

Each year, the vending division 
of Nehi has capitalized on the 
tens of thousands of fishermen who 
flock to Montana's lakes and 
streams, by placing venders at fish- 
ing camps. general stores, motels, 
mountain cabin centers. etc.

Iarry Sussman, presi- 
dent of Handy Pax Distributors, 
has racked up as many sales to 
automatic merchandising operators 
in a few months as he has to re- 
tail chains in the previous 15 years.

on the location every three days. 
Sussman went into action. He 

ordered two packing machines for 
$30,000 and went into the business 
of making packs for the vending 
trade. 

The sales pitch to venders is that 
the product is packed locally, and 
hence the merchandise is fresh on 
arrival. 

Sussman feels that vending sales 
will account for $500,000 this year, 
and he has two new packaging ma- 
chines on order. In addition, vend- 
ing sales act as paid sampling for 
the over -the -counter product, with 
general retail sales showing a 
a healthy increase:

MINIATURE SUPERMARKET 

Packaging Designs 
Creates Vender Sales 

CHICAGO, June 18. -A vending 
machine is a miniature supermarket 
in that they both function on the 
same principle -that of competing 
packages -states Louis Cheskin, di- 
rector of the Color Research Insti- 
tute of America. 

The Institute, which conducts 
research for marketing on color in 
all its phases -psychology, art and 
design handles package design for 
numerous firms, including General 
Foods and P &G and is currently 
responsible for a new package de- 
sign for Marlboro cigarettes. 

Cheskin maintains that the ma- 
jority of all purchases made in a 
supermarket and thru a vending 
machine are results of the packag- 
ing of the product. A person, who 
buys his cigarettes thru a vending 
machine selects a brand, to a cer- 
tain extent, thru habit, but mogi: 
of the time the choice is made be- 
cause of the package appearance. 

Sales Hypoed 
The average consumer, however, 

will not admit or recognize the fact 

that his selection is influenced 
mostly by the package. 

In a great many instances, Ches- 
kin says, a package appearance 
breaks down a consumer's buying 
"habit" and makes him change 
brands. If a person purchases one 
brand of cigarettes from a machine 
thru habit, and everytime he pur- 
chases his brand he is continually 
attracted, sub -consciously, by the 
packaging of another brand, .he 
may eventually, without knòwtng 
the reason, one day purchase the 
other brand. This is termed by 
Cheskid "design retention." Every- 
time the consumer sees that par- 
ticular package design, it is sub- 
consciously retained in his mind. 

According to the Color Research 
Institute, a peckage design must 
meet two qualifications -appeal and 
retention. A package must be so 
designed that it gives immediate 
appeal. The person must be at- 
tracted by the package. The pack- 
age then must also have a retention 
quality. The person, after he sees

Effective Designs - 

An effective design is always a 

balance between "appeal" and "re- 
tention:' 

The Institute, which hag been 
serving industry for 10 years, is 
continually conducting a series of 
general researches into the appeal 
and retentative qualities of colors 
and images. 

When a manufacturer wants a 
package designed for a product, 
the Institute constructs a series, 
basing their designs on the color 
-old image facts they have compiled 
from their general research. 

When it is felt that a series of 
designs conform to the compiled 
requisites for a package, the sam- 
ples are given "field tests." 

People, from all walks of life are 
interviewed, shown the various 
package- samples, and asked to 
classify them according to different 
qualities, such as, masculine, fem- 
inine, clean, inferior, superior. 

Field Test Results 
From the results of the "field 

tests" the final package design is 
chosen. 

The main factor in these "field 
tests," says Cheskin, is to newer 
let the interviewee know which 
product is being tested. The prod- 
uct test is assimilated into a series 
of general color and image tests. 
if the person interviewed ever 
knew the product, other psycho - 
logical factors would become in- 
volved, and the product -design 
test would be invalid, for the in- 
terviewee's objectivity would be 
Idst 

\ \'ith regards to predicting the 
results of the tests, or which de- 
sign the consumer would prefer. 
logic does not work, The Institute 
is constantly amazed, and some- 
times bewildered, by the product - 
design the public chooses. The 
choice defies logic, and explana- 
tion, and the only 'sure way of 
knowing which design is effective 
is thru these field tests.

KEEP HOUSE IN ORDER 

Op May Be to Blame When 
Stop Buys Own Vender 

BOSTON, June 18. - When a 

cigarette operator's location falls 
prey to a fast -talking direct loca- 
tion sales promoter, the operator 
himself may be partially to blame, 
according to Nate Weil, Self Serv- 
ice Salm Corporation, Hartford, 
Conn. 

Weil told New England opera- 
tors at the recent NAMA regional 
meet here that if an operator keeps 
Isis house in order, the promoters 
will have a tough sell to his loca- 
tions. 

To beat the direct sales boys to 
the punch, Self Service sends each 
location a letter which warns it of 
the pitfalls of operating its own 
equipment and breaks down claims 
made by direct salesmen. 

Sell or Rent 

The letter adds that if the loca- 
tion owner still wants his own ma- 

chine, Self Service will sell or rent 
him one and guarantee to save 
him at least 40 per cent of the cost 
charged by the promoter. 

Sales pattern for the promoters, 
according to Weil, is for the manu- 
facturer to send a representative in 

the area, contact local wholesalers, 
and work with the wholesalers, 
supervising the sales. 

Newpaper advertisements are in- 

serted for "high -caliber vending 
salesmen" and locations are so- 

licited by both direct mail and 
personal visits. 

Easy Temps 

Principal arguments presented 
on behalf of location ownership are 

greater control of inventory, larger 
profit margins and easy terms. 

At one dims, it was popular to 
sign up the location for the pur- 
chase of the machine and to an 

exclusive cigarette buying contract 
with the wholesaler. 

` 
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Tho the Connecticut courts have 
declared this practice illegal, the 
same end is currently achieved 
with two separate contracts, signed 
at the same time, Weil said. 

Better to Lose 

Even if the location is lost, Weil 
advised the operator not to break 
off negotiations with the location 
and keep visiting It. But he warned 
the operator against buying the lo- 
cation's equipment at too high a 
price. Weil explained that it is 

better to lose a location than to 
operate one at a loss. 

He added that in checking'nearly 
every location he lost to a pro- 
moter, he discovered that some- 
thing had been wrong in the op- 
erator- location relationship. Where 
the location relationship was good, 
the promoter met with resistance. 
Where it was strong, the promoter 
met with firm resistance.

NEVER A DULL MOMENT 

Ambrose Lawyers Quit; 
Judge Loses Patience 

RIVERHEAD, L. I., N. Y., June 
18. -The Ambrose family had a 

rough time of it in court this 
week, as the civil case in which 
Sanford Moore, Suffolk- Nassau 
Amusement Company, claimed that 
Dominick Ambrose failed to live 
up to his agreement when he sold 
a 600 -odd juke box route to Moore 
for $447,000, continued. 

Moore is seeking an injunction 
against Ambrose, charging that 
Ambrose had agreed to stay out of 
the juke box business in Suffolk 
County for five years, then turned 
around and began jumping N -S 
locations, using his brothers as 
fronts. 

It appeared that an out -of -court 
settlement had been reached, with 
Ambrose getting $102,000 in ex- 
change for returning locations 
allegedly jumped and retiring the 
mortgage he held on N.S. But Mrs. 
Delores Ambrose, Dominick's wife 
and local attorney, claimed she had 
been pressured into the settle- 
ment, and asked that the case be 
continued. 

Lawyers Quit 
This move was too much for the 

Ambrose attorneys, Sidney R. 
Siben and Jack Stanislaw. They 
withdrew from the case. 

When Stanislaw picked up his 

briefcase, Frank Ambrose, Domi- 
nick's brother, protested. "Ile 
should stay with me even if its 
going to hurt him," complained 
Frank, "I paid him $750 cash." 

Referee Frank Adel reported 
that Stanislaw had "done about 
$5,000 worth of legal work," then 
he blew his stack at the Amineses, 
when he discovered that Mrs. Am- 
brose, not her husband, holds the 
chattel mortgage on the juke box 
route sold Suffolk- Nassau. 

Adel Skeptical 
"An attorney can't sit quietly by 

and after a settlement is adjusted 
say, 'This is all wrong because I 
own it (the mortgage) and not my 
client.' I take their (the Ambroses) 
word for nothing after my experi- 
ence with them," he said. 

Then came the final straw. Adel 
learned of a similar situation in- 
volving Frank Ambrose and his 
wife, with Mrs. Frank Ambrose 
holding a chattel mortgage on 
Frank's juke box business.

Dime -a -Disk Wave 
Touches New Areas 

Juke Ops in Ohio, Michigan, Arizona, 
South Dakota Areas Move Toward Dime Switch 

CIIICACO, June I8. -The juke 
box dime p'.a.' wave touched areas 
in Ohio, itlicltigan, South Dakota 
and Arizona this week, with op- 
erators in these areas primed to 
make the switch from nickels. 

Dime play activity touched off 
in cities in ,hese areas, including 
Dayton, O.; Saginaw, Mich., and 
Tucson, Aria., is adding to the dime 
push in more than 35 cities thruout 
the nation. 

Dayton anti Miami Valley juke 
box operators, following the trend 
thruout the State, announced this 
week ('tat beginning July I, their 
machines would switch to 1O -cent 
play. 

Cites high Costs 
Fred Crothjan, Ohio Music 

Company owner, and spokesman 
for the operators, cited the current 
high cost of operations as reason 
for the price boost. 

The Dayton dime jump, first in 
the area history, is the latest 
of a series of juke box play hikes 
that began last November in the 
Northeastern section of the State, 
enveloping Cleveland and Akron. 

Cothjan estimated the cost of 
converting machines at $75 on each 
of the 2,000 machines in the area, 
a total of about 3150,000. 

The 45 operators in the Dayton 
area, meeting last week to make 

plans for the changeover, carne up 
with the following figures: 

Juke Price Up 
The pike of a juke box is up 

from $300 in 1932 to about $1,100, 
and disk costs are up from 29 
cents to 89 cents. In addition, they 
found, labor costs are up about 
300 per cent. 

In a move to ease some of the 
strain from the customer's pocket- 
books, operators agreed, however, 
to put' extended -play records on 
their machines, giving two tunes 
for the price of one. 

Swinging farther tltru the Mid- 
west, the dime play trend is pick - 
ing up backing in Saginaw, Mich., 
where operators are reported more 
receptive than ever to the idea, 
and making the conversions where 
competition is not too strong from 
nickel operators. 

35% Increase 
One large Saginaw juke box op- 

erator who has made the switch, 
reported a 35 r cent increase in 
receipts, with location owners now 
convinced, along with the operator, 
that dime play is a boost for the 
business.

PORTLAND, Ore., June 18.- 
Pinball games in Portland -just 
about counted out as result of four 
years of litigation that carried to 
the doorstep of the Supreme Court 
of the United States -this week 
flared back into life with these 
developments: 

I. A Circuit Court order 
restrained Portland's chief of 
police from seizing any 
"non- coin -in- the -slot" amuse- 
ment devices. 

2. Police began enforcing 
the 1951 city ordinance ban- 
ning pinball games by seizing 
25 machines that still retained 
coin chutes. 
The court order, issued by Judge 

Alfred P. Dobson, seas obtained 
by Attorney John E. Reynolds, 
representing the game operators. 

In that the 1951 ordinance bans 
"roin-in- the -slot" games or ma- 
chines "of similar character," the 
operators tam their organization, 
Coin Machine Men of Oregon, 
notified Chief of Police James Pur- 
cell that they would distribute ma- 
chines on Which the coin chutes 
had been removed. Indications 

Calif. Ops Eye County 
Pin Ban Court Test 

SAN JOSE, Calif., June 18.- 
If newly elected Sheriff Melvin 
Hawley of Santa Clara County, 
California, gets the courts to up- 
hold Isis contention that an opinion 
by the attorney general of the State 
renders pinball games illegal, there 
could be far reaching implications 
for operators. 

Hawley, an attorney, bases his 
judgment upon a litre -known opin- 
ion rendered by the attorney gen- 
eral in 1946 to the effect that "all 
pinball games that have 'eouoters' 
are illegal per se. 

The attorney general mid that 
the counters enabled location 
owners to keep tract of the number 
of ganses played and therefore 
enabled them to give award prizes. 

Eliminate Couriers 
This opinion has been used by 

Alameda and Los Angeles Counties 
to eliminate machines with coun- 
ters attached. At the time the issue 
arose, operators threatened to go 
to the courts but on second 
thought decided it would be sim- 
pler and cheaper to eliminate 
counters. 

The sheriff gave operators until 
June 1 to take countess from their 
machines. The Juno 1 deadline, 
lie said, meara that hereafter every 

time a confiscation is made, an 
arrest will be made. 

While the sheriff has jurisdiction 
over cities incorporated within 
Santa Clara County, he has not 
said whether he would prosecute 
violations of his edict. However, 
he implied as much by sending 
a letter to each city police chief 
in ivbiçh he bluntly stated his 
views. 

Plans New Survey 
Police Chief Ray Blackmore, of 

San Jose, said he believes all illegal 
pinball games -those that award 
prizes -are out of San Jose as a 
result of action he had taken at the 
first of the year. He said, however, 
he would make a new survey to he 
certain. 

Blackmore said he does not in- 
tend to ask the city council for an 
ordinance banning pinball games 
until such time as they are de- 
clared illegal by the courts. 

If that should occur, he said, 
Ise then will ask the council to 
ban the games it San Jose. 

Blackmore said that shortly after

W. Va. Enforces 
New Cig Regulation 

CHARLESTON, \V. Va., June 
18. -A new regulation aimed at im- 
proving enforcement of tax pay- 
ment on cigarettes sold in vending 
machines in \Vest Virginia will go 
into effect July 1. 

Under the new regulation, any 
person operating five or more ciga- 
rette machines will be required to 
file monthly reports of purchases 
and sales with the Tax Department. 

Such reports are required now 
from other wholesalers and retailers 
of cigarettes. But they have not 
been required from vending ma- 
chine operators, except for the 
small percentage who buy their 
cigarettes direct from the factory 
and affix the taxstamps themselves. 

Herbert H. Nottingham, chief of 
the cigarette, soft drink and license 
tax division, explained that under 
the old regulation some unstamped 
packages of cigarettes have been 
appearing in vending machines.

The new employee, he added, 
should begin the observation period 
in the shop, where he will learn 
to assemble, disassemble and load 
equipment. 

Learn Slowly 
A day or so should be spent in 

the inventory department, where 
the new employee can familiarize 
himself with product prices, with 
evenings spent in the check -up 
booth. Simpson feels it is best for 
the new employee to learn slowly 
and absorb deeply. 

On hiring new route servicemen, 
Simpson advised looking for men 
with at least a high school educa- 
tion, already employed but seeking 
greater opportunity, neat, person- 
able, with mechanical aptitude, and 

with a high degree of enthusiasm. 
He advised employers to pay 

new men what they are worth, with 
the understanding that an oppor- 
tunity exists for a managership, or 
even a partnership. 

When the serviceman eventually 
goes out on a route, Simpson told 
the operators to check with the 
locations on the standard of serv- 
ice. 

"If the worker hasn't learned," 
he concluded, "the trainer hasn't 
trained."

making awards, if they were mak- 
ing them. He said that he believed 
that, to a certain extent, the per- 
sons interviewed had been co -oper- 
ative. 

List Ind. Coin 
Legal Round -Up 

INDIANAPOLIS, June 18.-Of 
the 346 laws passed by the In- 
diana General Assembly this year, 
only one deals with coin machines. 
That statute, which provides for 
stringent penalties for the opera- 
tion of pinball equipment for gam- 
bling purposes, will become effec- 
tive in July with the promulgation 
of the acts created by the Legis- 
lature. 

At least three other proposals of 
interest to the vending and amuse- 
ment machine industry were either 
ignored or defeated by the Hoosier 
lawmakers, an analysis of the acts 
show. It is expected that bills 
covering these subjects will be re- 
introduced when the Legislature 
meets again in regular session in 
1957 or in special session earlier. 

An attempt to require the li- 
censing'of vending machines failed 
again as a bill, recommended by 
the Indiana Commission on State 
Tax and Financing Policy, died in 
committee. 

Another of the commission's rec- 
ommendation which died aborning 
would have taken $300,000 an- 
nually from the cigarette wholesal- 
ers of the State. 

The bill sought to change the 
rates at which distributors are now 
reimbursed for affixing the State 
tax stamp or for imprinting the 
package to indicate the payment 
of the tax. 

Indiana's cigarette tax is yield- 
ing nearly $14,000,000 annually. 

A bill, which would have em- 
powered the State and the local 
communities to license almost all 
types of amusement machines 
passed the House of Representa- 
tives but expired in a Senate com- 
mittee because of the legislative 
time limitation. 

The sponsors of the measure are 
confident of success in the 1957 
session even tho it would bring 
it in head -on collision with the so- 
called tough Hasbrook anti-pin bill 
enacted by the Assembly this year. 

The Hasbrook Act will assume 
the force of law with promulgation 
of the new statutes, probably in 
mid -July. 

Sponsored by Sen. Thomas C. 
Hasbrook, Republican of Indian- 
apolis, it is a watered -down version 
of the stringent bills he offered in 
the Assembly in 1951 and 1953 
when he was a member of the 
lower house. After passing both 
houses, the 1951 proposal reached 

a conference committee and there 
found its burial ground. In 1953, 
it became law only to be promptly 
extinguished by the State Supreme 
Court. 

The penalties prescribed by the 
Act are still harsh. Legislative ob- 
servers believe, however, that the 
extreme severity of the punishment, 
such as the 10 -year imprisonment 
for a second -conviction for per- 
mitting gambling on a pinball ma- 
chine, will make the law repug- 
nant to the court and strengthen 
their disinclination to return ver- 
dicts of guilty. 

At the same time, the State's 
pinball operators scored a major 
victory when the bill was amended 
to sanction unrecorded free plays.

of machines without coin chutes 
were to be provided in some cases. 
In others it is planned merely to 
remove the coin chutes from ma- 
chines now on hand. The games 
would be leased to locations instead 
of operated on 'a percentage split. 

Enforcement of the ordinance 
began Tuesday (14) altho games 
became illegal Monday (6) when a 

circuit judge signed an order ac- 
tivating the 1951 ordinance. That 
order .followed refusal of the Su- 
preme Court of the United States 
to review an Orgeon State Supreme 
Court decision upholding consti- 
tutionality of the 1951 ordinance. 
During all this litigation games op- 
erated in Portland without regula- 
tion or license fees. 

The restraining order obtained 
this week stopped Chief Purcell 
from seizing non -coin machines un- 
til a hearing decides whether the 
injunction is to be made permanent. 
However, on the ground that coin - 
operated games still were illegal, 
Purcell ordered seizure and arrests. 
Those arrested. were employees of 
the locations involved.
