Outdoor Show Business 
Expands in Rich Economy 

By HERB DOTTEN 

OUTDOOR show business is going thou some 
highly significant transitions. Carnivals, which 

have held up sturdily, are going stronger than ever 
for more new rides because of the dear-cut evi- 
dence that such investments pay off. 

Tented circuses continue numerically as strong 
as before, but the shift has been to More indoor 
dates and to more engagements played under open 
skies in ball parks, stadiums and auto race tracks. 

Amusement parks, like carnivals, are making 
heavier investments in new rides, .again because of 
the demonstrated dividends that stein from such a 
practice. 

Kiddielands, more numerous than ever before, 
are branching out, not alone adding rides but es- 
tending into other fields- adding miniature golf 
courses, golf driving ranges, and the like. 

Drive -in theaters, which have seen their grosses 
decline, are taming to riding devices and to other 
outdoor attractions to beef up their attendance. 

Theme installations- story-lands and the like - 
continue to pop op thniout the country, and these 
installations are placing heavy emphasis upon rides. 

Food, Drink Looms Big 

Food and drink concessions, always a vital 
source of income to outdoor amusements, have taken 
on added significance as attendance at outdoor 
events has soared while the public, in a mood to 
spend, has evinced a disposition to put out more 
cash per capita than ever before for food and drink. 

An ever -increasing number of auditoriums and 
arenas have opened top a new outlet for traditional 
outdoor talent, circus performers particularly. 

Ice shorts -one of the great beneficiaries of the 
rising number of arenas -are benefitting also from 
a shift to outdoor engagements, particularly those 
staged in front of grandstands at major fairs. 

Crowing popularity of rodeos lias been accom- 
panied by added work in them for circus performers. 

Nance talent - headline comedians, Western 
stars, and recording stars -are getting more work 
than ever before in the outdoor field. Many of the 

larger fairs have shown a growing inclination to 
put out large sums to snare the appearance of a 

Bob Ilope, Roy Rogers or an Ernie Ford. Lesser 
names also are cashing in on this trend. 

More Sites Available 

Baseball, either declining or dead in many cities, 
has made ball parks available for circuses (with- 
out tops), rodeos and packaged shows. Auto race 
tracks, built in great numbers after the war, now 
find in many instances that racing itself isn't enough; 
they're turning to thrill shores, circuses, hillbilly 
shows and others to augment their income -and 
this is proving a great aid to those in outdoor show 
business. 

Development of sound outdoor ice plants has 
sparked an entirely new field -the outdoor ice rink 
field. Still in its infancy, this branch of outdoor 
show business is growing rapidly. Not a few mul- 
tiple- element amusement centers are now considering 
adding the outdoor rinks. 

More celebrations and special events are crop- 
ping up thruout the nation as communities, vying 
for patronage, seize epos an increasing number of 
occasions to stage a big civic event, using invariably 
a carnival and frequently much additional, assorted 
talent. 

All of these trends, together with the soaring 
population and high employment levels in this 
country and Canada, point to sustained growth of 
the outdoor amusement industry. 

To present the opportunities inherent in the 
field, The Billboard in this issue presents by far 
the largest and most inclusive lists of facilities 
available for all types of outdoor events, plus lists 
of indoor facilities open to outdoor -type attractions, 
along with lists of dates -fair dates, rodeo dates, 
coming events, etc. 

FAIRS GO FOR ICE, 
SPECS, HEADLINERS 

GBANDSTAND attractions at package shows offering lesser lights 
fairs continue their trend away - from the traditional revues. 

Significantly, Barnes -Carruthers 
Theatrical Enterprises, Chicago, 
long the biggest fair booker in 
the Midwest, is bringing out a 
new type show, "Westorama," 
which will be staged before a 
movie -like set of an old Western 
town and will also offer a name 
or semi -name. 

This spec, to be produced under 
the direction of Le Roy Prinz, 
celebrated Hollywood film direc- 
tor, has been booked over the top 
Midwest fair route. 

Name stars -Western headliners, 
comedians and singers -are picking 
up an increasing number of book- 
ings. They are demanding -and get- 
ting -high prices for their services. 
Most fairs booking them figure 
they won't net much directly from 
them at the grandstand ticket of- 
fices but that such names will 
hypo the fairs' outside gate attend- 
ance, thus justifying their high 
price tags. 

Small and medium -sized fairs 
this winter swung in increasing 
numbers to booking package shows 
on a one or two-day basis. Those 

in the hillbilly firmament sold best. 
Ice shows continued to enjoy 

good bookings at fairs, a field they 
had merely stuck their toes into 
up until the last few years. The 
success of the larger leers at fairs 
sparked the introduction of smaller 
ice units in the field, and these 
scaled -down shows have also ex- 
perienced good bookings. 

High acts as a tvhule continue in 
strong demand. Many of the other 
circus -type acts who several years 
ago found it easy going to get 
solid bookings at fairs find the 
going rough. 

In their case, television was 
blamed for taking the edge off 
their appeal. T1', too, is blamed 
for the decline in patronage given 
revues. in some spots their attend- 
ance dropped off with the passing 
of earls year because, according to 
some, the public had seen too 
many revue -type shows on TV. 

Ieers- neither seen too much, 
nor well enough on TV -thus 
moved in. The trend turned to 
specs. Western stars, comics and 
singers, whose names were built 
into household words, also moved 
in. The trend, according to all in- 
dications, will continue.

Make Ready 

For Big Year

OUTDOOR show operators who 
cater to the thirsts and appe. 

cites of the millions of fun- seekers 
who annually patronize amusement 
parks, carnivals, circuses, fairs and 
recreation centers should be in 
for an excellent season. With few 
exceptions, leading manufacturers 
to that branch of the industry are 
optimistic about business, accord. 
ing to a survey conducted by The 
Billboard. 

One of the keys to the better 
season is impulse buying which is 
becoming more important annually 
and is being spurred by smarter 
merchandising, better equipment 
and a more varied menu on the 
part of the eat -and -drink trade. 
Some leaders in the food equipment 
field qualify their position by say- 
ing that the money is there but 
the concessionaire will have to do 
a better sales job to share in the 
profits.

Sturdy Circuses 
Hold Normal Pace 

By TOM PARKINSON 

A MERICAN circuses are on the 
threshold of a critical season 

in which they trill be watched 
closely for any signs of trouble. 
Experience of the past eight 
months has shown that the press 
and public believes cirensing is a 
thing of the past. But the odds are 
that difficulties will be at a min- 
imum and the shorts will go on 
making money. 

Despite rumors to the contrary, 
circus business as a whole is in no 
particular trouble. As the tented 
circuses prepare to open another 
season, joining the indoor shows 
which already are operating, these 
things are apparent: 

There is the same number of 
shows as usual. 

Last season was highly profitable 
for many shows, generally good 
for the whole field, and poor for 
only a fete. 

Early dates by indoor shows this 
season have drawn unusually strong 
attendance, and there would seem 
to be every reason to expect an- 
other profitable year in the circus 
business. 

Census Varies Little 

The number of circuses rarely 
has varied much and this season is 
no exception. The Billboard's tab- 

Illation shows 33 circuses in three 
basic categories. 

There are 18 circuses operating 
with tents, playing one -day stands 
for the most part and operating in 
the traditional way. This number 
includes large and small outfits. 
It includes a few that may not 
figure importantly when the re- 
sults of the 1937 season are all in. 
It does not include listings of some 
proposed shows that may still de- 
velop and operate this season. 

There are nine indoor circuses 
large and small, playing stands of 
several days each in most cases 
and normally operating under aus- 
pices. Newcomer in this category 
is Ringling Bros. and Barnum & 
Bailer Circus. 

And there are six shows organ- 
ized to plsy mostly ballparks, stadi- 
ums, grandstands or other open - 
air facilities. Sometimes the line 
between an indoor show and a 
ballpark show is slight, since sev- 
eral shows operate both ways. Pol- 
ack Bros.' Circus, for example, is 
classed as an indoor show, but it 
plays many dates at open -air fa- 
cilities, too. 

Ito addition to the 33 are 14 more 
organizations which also are active 
in the circus business. Some of the 
14 could be listed in one of the 
other three groups. However, in 
most cases they have been grouped

Operators Add Units 

Veteran operators, encouraged 
by riding grosses in recent years, 
have been both replacing and add- 

ing to their total number of units. 
This activity has accounted for a 

sizable percentage of the manu- 
facturers business. Of continuing 
and growing importance, as indi- 

cated by the manufacturers, are 
the new growth factors. Kiddie - 
lands are continuing to sprout up, 
most say. With thesis, and often 
grouped in the same general cate- 
gory, are other highway attractions 
that use kiddie rides. 

According to a number of the 
replies the growth of Kiddielands 
has fallen below the mushrooming 
pace of recent past years. Com- 
panies which limit their produc- 
tivity to major units have bene- 
fited little, if at all, from the Kid - 

dielalld growth. But certain in- 

stallations, impelled by good busi- 

ness and sufficient acreage, have 
added major units to attract older 
age groups. 

Despite the phenominal sale and 
operating success of such rides as 

the Scrambler and the Round -Up 

in the last couple of years, there 
is little indication that manufac- 
turers are currently working on 

new major models, or have pro- 
gressed to the point where they 
are ready to talk about them. The 
lack of such activity is indicative 
of the fact that the standard models 
are varied and are proved money 
earners. 

Additionaly, there are today's 
fantastically high development 
costs. The only way to prove a 

ride's worth is in actual operation. 
How long it will remain in favor 
with the public can also be deter- 
mined only thru the lapse of time. 
Meanwhile, a bum guess, excellent 
engineering accomplishment not- 
withstanding, could result in se-

Expanding Market 

Allan Herschell's Helicopter will 

be enjoyed by many riders this 
year for the first time. The com- 

pany, the largest of the manulfac- 

ord economy and it can only he 
reasoned that a reversal of the 
situation would be worse since it 
would undoubtedly lead to less 
business for everyone concerned. 

Good Help Scarce 

The scarcity of good operating 
help has existed for a number of 
years. As bad as it has been, the 
situation has been worse ' g, ac- 
cording to all reports. The scarcity 
of such help cuts heavily into the 
gross potential. It also leads to in- 
adequate, or even very bad, main- 
tenance whirls can lead to other, 
and possibly greater, losses for the 
owner. 

The high cost of material con- 
tinues as a major manufacturing 

there is the 
necessary acceptance of such costs 
as not new and likely to remain 
for a long time. The cost of devices 
has naturally reflected the manu- 
factoring increases. 

While a comparison of 'ts in 
terms of cost is seldom possible 
because of the variables, the va- 
riety of the offerings is such that 
manufacturers can fit the needs of 
almost any budget. Single units of 
the kiddie variety can be had for 
less than $2,000. Custom units, 
such as the B. A. Schiff Wild 
Mouse, will ram to $40,000. if the 
need involves a major Roller 
Coaster, thinking can possibly be- 
gin at around $150,000. 

Wide Price Range 

From the prices quoted it is ob- 
vious, too, that the new Kiddieland 
operator can secure needed equip- 
ment with $10,000 or $100,000. 
It should be added for the un- 
initiated that the difference in price 
will certainly show up in the num- 
ber and quality of units. 

Amusement parks and carnivals 
continsse to absorb the major por- 
tion of the production of crm)pa- 
nies which produce both major and 
kiddie units. The need of other 
installations has become a more 
predictable factor. Many Kiddie - 
lands have added or replaced units. 
New growth among the moppet 
centers continues, but at a less 
spectacular pace. 

Manufacturers obviously are tak- 
ing the puslse of national trends in 
planning their future. They are cog- 
nizant of the great increase in pop- 
ulation and the projected figures 
of government which predict more 
millions of people in a very few 
years. These people have more 
money to spend than ever before 
and they have more free time in 
which to enjoy it. 

These are the same factors that 
have been encouraging growth and 
expansion among the operators. 
The resultant chain reaction, and 
the promise of an accelerated flow 
in the future, has been a happy 
one.

No '55 Failures 
Historically, circus business has 

been one with casualties. In that 
it is no different from American 
small business in general; the rate 
of failure is about the same for 
each. 

So when the 1935 season came 
to an end and no circus had col- 
lapsed, some sort of milestone had 
been reached. Even in the rich 
postwar years \lien many new 
shows came into the field and it 
seemed no one could lose, some 
circuses did fold. 

The fact that no show folder) in 
1955 is more significant than the 
fact that one important circus or- 
ganization folded and two others 
reorganized in 1956. 

But the 1956 troubles surer spec- 
tacular and highly publicizes). The 
early season closing of the Clyde 
Beatty Circus got tar wider public 
attention than did its reopening 
and successful operation. The col- 
lapse of two units of King Bros.' 
Circus also was widely publicized 
as simple failure rather than one 
brought about by over- expansion 
during highly profitable seasons 
thru 1954. 

Most publicized was the closing 
of Ringling Bros. and Barnum & 
Bailey Circus in mid- season, last 
year. The public was given to 
understand that it was a lack of 
patronage which hit that circus. 
John Ringling North announced 
the premature end of the season's 
tour and newsmen converged on 
Pittsburgh to cover what they came 
to believe was the last day of the 
last circus. 

North said that in his opinion 
the tented circus was dead and that 
he would move his indoors. His 
listeners quit listening early, and the 
public's general assumption nosy 
is that there are virtually no more 
circuses, in or out. 

Many Changes 
Most observers within the busi- 

ness now agree that the news of 
Ringling's change in operation was 
badly handled, and that the re- 
sulting public impression has dam- 
aged the business. Some enterpris- 
ing showmen have put this misin- 
formation to expedient use by ad- 
vertising theirs as the "last circus." 
It has increased their business. 

While last wear's circus business 
was good and this year's looks at 
least as healthy, even some show 
people are snore inclined to be- 
lieve ve the unfavorable reports. This 
puts them in somewhat the same 
position as the man whose ac- 
quaintances told him he didn't

him he was ill. 
It is true that circus business has 

changed and will continue to do 
so. There is no railroad circus this 
season, altho expectations are that 
there will be again next year. The 
wobbly position of the Ringling 
show is in contrast to its former 
status as bulwark for the whole 
business. For about 10 years the 
second -to- Ringling circuses have 
been indoor units rather than 
tented railroad shows; that is, the 
Sells- Flotos gave way to the 
Polacks. 

It is equally true that cheap 
labor is hard to come by in the 
present economy, that costs are 
higher in all departments, that the 
number of skilled bosses and staff 
men has declined. Show grounds 
are harder to find in mid -town

New Money Ready 
Balancing the unfavorable re- 

ports are not only the profit -show- 
ins{ ledgers of many shows but 
also the fact that credit and cash 
are available to circus business.. 

Several groups have volunteered 
that they would he in position to 
buy the Ringling- Barnum show for 
several million dollars if it were 
for s,de. Enough has transpired to 
indicate that backing for other 
showmen interested in acquiring 
that show would be comparatively 
easy to secure. 

in addition. there hase been 
'twirling, from more individuals 

and groups who bcliese the time 
nay be at hand to put out impor- 
tant money to 'mild new circuses. 
As some see it Ringling's abdica- 

ion of the top spot in the tented 
nlsiness leases that field wide open 
or the first time since the Barnum 

show was founded in 1871. 
None of these propositions has 

--t gone beyond the talking stage, 
but the money sources have indi- 
cated their faith in circuses.

Finally, circuses themselves have 
paid out important money of their 
own in preparation for this season, 
Indoor shows like Hamid-isloiton. 
Polack Bros., Orrin Davenport, and 
Clyde Bros. have spent heavily to 
import or develop new acts, to 
obtain elaborate wardrobe at up to 
$500 a dress, and to add elephants 
and other animals costing several 
thousand dollars. 

Show's Spend, Buy 
Ringling - Barnum has spent 

heavily to convert into an indoor 
unit. Ít also has seen the money of 
other showmen who have tried un- 
successfully to buy or lease Ring - 
lings idle road equipment, extra 
elephants. stored tents and side- 
tracked train. 

Finally, the tented circuses have 
been active thrtl the winter in im- 
proving their equipment and per- 
formances. Mill, Bros. and Al G. 
Kelly & Miller Bros. lase built 
new seating systems. while Clyde 
Beatty Circus has added to its set 
of scat wagons. The Beatty show 
has acq sired a fleet of motor equip - 
ment to replace its traits, and others 
have new trucks to replace worn 
ones. 

Such shows as Kell \- \filler. 
Hunt Bros., and Beatty h;ne pur- 
chased new big lops costing several 
thousand dollars each. Oilier shows 
have added to their Iltailtr tents 
and still others expect to place 
orders for replacement of their 
present big tops soon alter the sea- 
son gets tinder way.

EARLY `57 OPENINGS 

Arena Building Booms, 
More Plans in Works 

MORE than a dozen new arenas 
and auditoriums are opening 

their doors in the early months of 
1957 to join the ever -growing ros- 
ter of big -capacity buildings which 
house more and more show busi- 
ness. 

Beside the major structures near- 
ing or at completion is an even 
greater list of buildings, some of 
them gigantic and spectacular, 
which are in the planning stage. 

There appears to be no slacken- 
ing in the building boom that has 
marked the auditorium -arena field 
for the past decade. 

Here is how the new-comple- 
tions stack up: 

Albuquerque, N. M., opens its 
new $1,000,000 Civic Auditorium 
in April. It seats 6,000 and was 
built by a unique system in which 
a mound of earth was built to 
serve in place of concrete forms. 
After the concrete dome was 
poured, the earth was dug out 
from under it to leave the dome 
standing. 

The Pershing Municipal Audito- 
rium. Lincoln, Neb., opened in 
March. Its gigantic outdoor mosaic 
mural is likely to become a trade- 
mark of the city and it fronts a 
8,800 -seat hall into which the wide 
variety of arena attractions is being 
booked. 

At Detroit, the new Henry and 
Edsel Ford Auditorium was dedi- 
cated in October. This 2,920-seat 
auditorium is a S5,700,000 phase 
of Detroit's civic center project 
where a giant exhibition hall is 
being built now. 

lin Texas, where much arena 
building has been in progress, the 
Dallas Memorial Auditorium is in 
partial use and has scheduled open- 

ing ceremonies for June. This $8; 
000,000 project is a double -decked 
circular building with a giant dome 
over the 10,000 -seat arena and 
with an adjacent auditorium build - 
ing. 

At Galveston, the Moody Con- 
vention Center is scheduled for 
completion in May. 

Big Field House 
Spectacular for its 300 -foot dome 

is the nearly complete Field House 
of Montana State College at Boze- 
man. Aimed at the full potential 
of arena usage as well as at college 
needs, this structure will seat from 
8,000 to 12,000 in its final form. 

In Alberta, there are new twin 
buildings, one in Edmonton and 
one in Calgary. These are de luxe 
theater -type auditoriums equipped 
not only with full stage facilities 
but also with banquet requirements 
and closed -circuit T \' et uipment. 

The new University of \Vichita 
Field House is another circular 
building. It cast $1,400,000 and 
has 10,000 seats, none of them 
more than 86 feet from the show 
floor. 

Still another Texas project is 
the $3,000,000 Municipal Andito- 
rium at Austin. Cheyenne, Wyo., 
has completed a $200,000 Conven- 
tion Hall. 

A new skating rink, costing 
$500,000, has been completed at 
Cornell University, Ithaca. N. Y., 
while Yale University has proposed 
a $750,000 rink building. 

At Toronto, .the Canadian Na- 
tional Exhibition is finishing a $3, 
000,000 Convention Hall with fa- 
cilities for many types of activities.

many at Aachen and Frankfurt; in

at Seville, and in the Netherlands 
at Bruges and Ypres. But the most 
important were those of France 
from the mid -12th century. Their 
importance and success were the 
result of France's central geograph- 
ical position and its favorable polit- 
ical system. The most famous and 
enduring of these great fairs were 
the ones in Champagne at Provins 
and Troyes (the latter introduced 
and made widespread the system of 
Troy weights) and the annual June 
fair on the plain of St. Denis. 

Fairs lasted. Their nature 
changed, their role in societies al- 
tered as the need for the things 
they could do became different. 
In the American colonies, the mar- 
ket fair of the European variety oc- 
curred occasionally, but the typical 
American fair became primarily a 
medium of agricultural education 
thru awarding of prizes for the best 

exhibits of improved agricultural 
and homemaking practices. Early 
fairs in the United States were of 
much economic, cultural and social 
importance, for they served bath 
as means of communication and as 
social gatherings. It was thru fairs 
that agricultural knowledge was 
spread. They provided the impetus 
to develop improved livestock, 
seeds and machinery. They were 
the most spectacular of rural events 
in a primarily rural society. 

In the 19th century, the institu- 
tion of the State fair first appeared. 
Farmers were reluctant in those 
days to experiment with new seeds 
and farming methods. Little or no 
improvement was made in produc- 
tivity and reliability of crops To 
meet this reluctance to try any- 
thing new seeds of new varieties 
were given free to the sons of farm- 
ers. These youngsters did not have 
the "knowledge' that their fathers 
did: they did not "know" that the 
new varieties would not grow.

in borrowing land from their 
fathers to try unproved seed came 
into being. It was the 4 -H clubs. 
With their initial success, the so- 
tivities of the 441 clubs were ex. 
panded to cover all aspects of the 
rural youngsters' coming pareers as 
fanners: Improved livestock, poul- 
py, etc., were added and, by means 
of the 4 -I1 example, by means of 
the 4 -H proving ground, found 
easier acceptance with the farmers. 

Another development of the 19th 
century was the emergence of the 
exposition. This was a fair on a 
grander scale. It was usually an 
organized display of the works of 
industry, science or art, and usually 
international in scope. The terms 
fair, exhibition and exposition are 
frequently used interchangeably. 
There are distinctions to be drawn, 
but they are so slight sometimes as 
to be almost meaningless. Gener- 
ally, exposition and exhibition are 
completely synonymous, and are 
taken to mean an affair that re- 
fleets human progress, to be open 
to every branch of human endeav- 
or, and to have educational or 
didactic import. A fair may be as- 
sumed to assemble raw and manu- 
factured articles for brief display, 
and to be commercial. Expositions 
may last months or years, fairs 
usually not longer than a few 
weeks. Obviously there is consid- 
erable overlap in these definitions. 

First Big One in 1853 
The great expositions of the 19th 

century began with one in New 
York in 1853. It seas the first in- 
ternational exposition in the United 
States, and was patterned after 
similar ones in Great Britain. It 
had 4,800 exhibitors from 23 for - 
eign nations. In 1876 Philadelphia 
celebrated the U. S. centennial 
after spirited competition from 
Boston, New York, Baltimore and 
Washington for the right to hold 
it. Bells telephone was exhibited, 
and the exposition was a public 
success despite many 'difficulties in 
staging it.

financial success also, except that 
the United States government, in 
an interesting legal tangle, sued 
for and recovered $1.5 million 
which was contributed to under- 
write the celebration. 

Other famous expositions of the 
19th and early 2OtIs centuries were 
the celebration in Chicago in 1893 
of the 400th anniversary of the 
landing of Columbus, the Buffalo 
Exposition in 1901, St. Louis in 
1904 and the San Francisco Pana- 
ma- Pacific Exposition in 1915. 

Spark "Little Ones" 
In Chicago A Century of Prog- 

ress held in 1933 and 1934 at- 
tracted 39,000,000 people. The 
New York World's Fair in 1939 
and 1940 attracted 44,900,000 ad- 
missions. The Golden Gate Inter- 
national Exposition in San Fran- 
cisco attracted 14.800,000 in 1939 
and 1940. The drawing power of 
these expositions is obvious. 

These expositions were different 
from State and local fairs in more 
than their international flavor. 
They were enormous productions, 
drawing many times more people 
than the less ambitious local fairs. 
They were one -shots, lasting many 
months, instead of annual affairs. 
They were considerably more spec- 
tacular, and enjoyed tremendously 
more publicity, national and world- 
wide, than their State and regional 
prototypes. But they were a factor 
in changing the face of the tradi- 
tional fair. They lent their philos- 
ophy and techniques to their older' 
cousins, and they provided impetus 
in new directions for the fair of 
today and tomorrow.

GROWING FIELD: 

Rodeos Give Acts 
Increased Incomes 

RODEOS, exerting a stronger 
appeal than ever before, are 

providing much 'work for profes- 
sional acts and for rodeo contest - 
ants -turned- performers. 

Grouped as professional show 
business people working rodeos are 
the contract members. those paid a 

contracted fee for their acts and 
services. 

In this group are a multitude of 
acts that round out a rodeo per- 
formance ariol also announcers, 
clowns, bullfighters, stock contrac- 
tors, producers, hick riders and 
ropers. 

Together with the contesting 
cowboys, whose stature as sports 
figures has grown, the pro show 
business talent comprise the full 
company of present -day, successful 
rodeos. 

Year -Round Work 

Many of the well -known manes 
in \ \'cstern entertaimnent are con- 
tracted members: Roy lingers and 
Dale Evans, Gene Autry and Slim 
Pickens. There are 'nasty within 
this group whose primary field is 
not rodeo, but to most members, 
rodeo is their only field. And they 
work only at rodeos approved by 
the Rodeo Cowboys' Association. 
If this seems a narrow field, it 
must be considered that the pres- 
ent -day rodeo covers the U. S. and 
Canada, and continues the year- 
round. A good contract act can 
work 11 months each tear for 
years and always have rodeos and 
towns where it has not appeared. 

Clown Plus 

The R.C.A. discourages acts that 
do not fit into the rodeo. Ar ele- 
phant walking a tight -rope may be 
entertaining, but would hardly fit 
into the Western theme, the 11.C.A. 
holds. But there are dozens of dif- 
ferent acts, and the qualifying rules 
are liberal. 

Mane of the contract acts as in- 
dividuals are also contestants. 
These include trick riders. trick 
ropers, slack wire artists, clowns, 
bullfighters, Roman riders. They 
[would be lost in any enterlainlnent 
field other than rodeo. 

Unique in show business is the 
rodeo clown. Ile could work no 

place but the rodeo arena. His 
straight man is a two -ton Brahma 
bull, and no p :u'tic -solar bull, just 
any that might be in a stock con- 
tractor's string. 

In a book published last year 
(Rodeo Back of the Chutes -Gene 
Lamb, Sloe Bell Press, Denver) sev- 
eral chapters are devoted to the 
rodeo clown and bullfighter. In 
one passage the author say's, "The 
popular conception of a 'clown' is 

the accepted circus clown. Their 
sole purpose is entertainment. if 
the crowd does not laugh at a cir- 
cus clown, he is probably out the 
next day Joking for a job. With a 

rodeo clown, the crowd may never 
be amused, but if he is good at his 
job, he is never out of work. Not 
all of them are funny, but all of 
them are brave, since rodeo clown- 
ing is basically a safety measure. 
The clowns are hired to protect 
the bull riders." 

Up From Ranks 

Many of rodeo's contract acts 
coupe out of the ranks of the con- 
testing cowboy's, and many return 
to the ranks tlnru sheer lack of abil- 
ity. This is particularly true of the 
clown. A young bull rider may eye 
with envy the clown who is get- 
ting a set fee for distracting a bull's 
attention. It looks easy, so he gets 
himself a pair of baggy pants and 
a grease pencil and goes into the 
clowning business. 

Many who have started in rodeo 

have gone on to soleness in other 
fields of show business. Slim Pick- 
ens, who started out as a clown 
and bullfighter in rodeo, is now 
best known for his work in televi- 
sion and movies, but each year 
Slim still spends several months 
in She rodeo arena fighting bulls, 

blontie Montana, who started 
out swinging a loop as a trick roper 
in rodeo, is HOW a nationally known 
personage who has cast his trick 
rope oved the heads of presidents 
and kings. 

Singer, Too 

Casey Tibbs, several times cham- 
pion saddle bronc rider, and twice 
all around cowboy champion of 
the world, started a few years ago 
to work into the contract entertain- 
ment field. He has appeared many 
times as a feature attraction in the 
arena, and there are plans for a 

series of television programs star - 
'ring him next fall. but he will still 
he a part of rodeo. 

Eddy Akridge, world champion 
bareback rider, is a Western-type 
singer of note, having cut several 
records for Capitol, and Eddy is 
slowly but surely working into na- 
tional prominence. 

Ask anyone closely connected 
with professional rodeo what the 
outlook promises, and you will be 
assured enthusiastically that the 
future is as bright as the rising sun. 

Potent Appeal 

Asa spectator sport it ranks to- 
\used the top for vast audience ap- 
peal. Actual attendance is diffi- 
colt to determine. Unlike other at- 
tractions, rodeo has no season, and 
spreads from a day performance in 
the mountains of Oregon before a 

crowd of 1,000 to the 28- clay, 40- 
performance run in the 1.3,000 - 
capacity Madison Square Garden. 
For a one -performance crowd the 
Los Angeles Coliseum topped all 
records several years ago with 
104.000 in attendance, and annual- 

ly shows to 80,000 or 90,000. 
The Rodeo Information Commis- 

sion, A nonprofit corporation 
formed two years ago. which is 
supported jointly by the R.C.A. 
and the several hundred rodeo 
committees in the U. S. and Can- 

! ada, came up with an approximate 
total attendance figure of 15,000,. 
000 for 1956. Not taken into ac- 
count were hundreds of high 
school, college and other amateur 
rodeos held thruout the country. 

The R.C.A., then reciprocal 
agreement wit)] the Cowboy's Pro - 

,lective Association, exerts consid- 
erable influence in Canada, and 
each year approves nearly 600 ro- 
deos. These are the only rodeos 
that the 3,500 R.C.A. members, 
either contestants or contract mein- 

,' hers, \tOI'k. 

Amateur Shows 

The total number of approved 
rodeos has varied but little during 
each of the past few nears. Loca- 
tions have shoosti considerable var- 
iation. There are about 400 rodeos 

!in the U. S. that have been annual 
events any'w'here from five years 
up to 50 years. 

The remainder of the approved 
rodeos each year may be experi- 
meats to see how a rodeo Would go 
in the town. Some of these bourn 

into annual affairs. Rodeos in 90 
per cent of the towns and cities 
are community projects, and pri- 
marily set tip on a nonprofit basis, 
"non- profit" in this case meaning 
that revenue over costs goes to the 
commtmity for various charities 
or projects. 

The committees in charge of

such rodeos are made up of people 
who donate much time and usually 
personal finances to their success. 
If the rodeo does not turn into a 
howling success within its first 
year, they may be discouraged and 
turn to some other method of 
money raising. Once established, 
the rodeo can turn into a nucleus 
for an annual celebration. 

Another variation is for the town 
fathers to try an amateur rodeo as 
their community project, and while 
there are outstanding exceptions, 
they usually end up the same way. 
The R.C.A. in the professional field 
on a national basis has title concern 
with amateur rodeos, except with 
the organized groups such as the 
National High School Rodeo As- 
sociation, the American Junior As- 
sociation and the National Inter - 
collegiate Rodeo Association, to 
which they lend a helping hand of 
co-operation. 

LIVELY BUSINESS 

Tent Makers Deliver 
New Circus Big Tops 

IS THE tented show a thing of 
the past? Not by a long shot say 

the nation's major tent makers. 
And their order books back them 
up. 

In the face of widely circulated 
remarks about the big top disap- 
pearing, the two Chicago com- 
panies which build most of the 
large tents used in this country 
have been completing and deliver- 
ing a full winter's output of their 
handiwork. 

Both George Johnson, of the 
United States Tent Company, and 
Bernie Mendelson, of the O. 
Henry Tent & Awning Company, 
point to yardage being processed 
in their lofts and to tents already 
in the air. Not only circuses and 
carnivals but also other users of 
tents have kept the Omars busy. 

Circuses Buy Tops 
Here is how the canvas picture 

shapes up this spring 
Clyde Beatty Circus has ordered 

a new 130 -foot round top, with 
three 50 -foot middle pieces, from 
U. S. Tent. Also on order are 
minor canvas trimmings; prospects 
are for more tents to be ordered 
during the summer. 

Hunt Bros.' Circus soon will 
take delivery on a new 100 -foot 
round top, With three 90 -foot mid- 
dles and a new cable construction 
by O. Henry Tent. 

Al G. Kelly & Miller Bros.' Cir- 
cus has a new 100 -foot round toe, 
with two 60's and one 40. Its 
fresh from the U. S. Tent shop. 
Kelly -.Miller also is getting new 
tentage from Harry Sommervillee s 

Central Canvas Company, Kansas 
City, Mo. This is a larger big top 
than K -M has had in the past. 

Mills Bros.' Circus is buying a 
new 50 with two 20's for use as 
a menagerie -Side Show. It is being 
built by O. Henry. 

Benson Bros.' Circus has a new 
big top from U. S. Tent. It is an 
80 with three 40's. 

Hagen Bros.' Circus is adding 
two new 30 -foot middles to its 
present set for the big top so 
that it can operate tvitll a six -pole 
spread. Also a possibility is a new 
menagerie top for Hagen Bros., 
which has been displaying its ani- 
mals in the Side Show tent. U. S. 
made the middles. 

Island Sales Told 
The Justino Loyal Circus al- 

ready has put to use a new 100 
with three 40's, which U. S. built 
for Loyal's trip to Cuba. Another 
tent that already has been in the 
air is the new 140 by 140 Euro- 
pean style big top built by U. S. 
Tent for Cuba's Gaby- Fofo -Miliki 
Circus. That canvas was flown 
from Chicago to Puerto Rico to 
launch the show's engagement 
there during the winter. 

Similarly, O. Henry delivered a 
160 by 160 European round top 
to Hawaiian showman Wally Yee 
for his recent Shrine Circus pro- 
duction in Honolulu. O. Henry 
also has built and delivered a new 
120 -foot round top, with one 40- 
foot middle piece, to St. John 
Terrell's Music Circus at Lam - 
bertsville, N. J. Terrell has stated 
he may enter the circus business; 
meanwhile, his new canvas is for 
his tented theater -in -the- round. 

Carnivals Purchase 
The Strates Shows, carnival 

which bought a number of circus 
cages and animals last summer, 
has bought a 60 by 120 -foot tent 
from U. S. for use in displaying its 
new menagerie on the midway. 

O. Henry's orders from carnivals 
for large -sized tops include these: 

Royal American Shows, 90 by 
120 Side Show top; Gooding 
Amusements, 45 by 120 -foot Girl 
Show top; World of Mirth Shows, 

52 by 125 Girl Show top and a 
45 by 120 -foot Midget Show top; 
Blue Crass Shows, 40 by 80 Girl 
Show top; Olson Shows, 50 by 
120 -foot Girl Show top and a 20 
by 50 Snake Show top, and a 
45 by 110 Monkey Show top for 
Glen Porter, 

U. S. Tent has built a 55 by 
220 -top for the Girl Show o11 the 
Cetlin & Wilson Shows, which 
also bought a Merry -Go -Round 
top. 

Westchester Music Circus, an- 
other tented theater, bought a 
120 with one 40 from O. Henry, 
More such non- circus business 
comes from the revivalists and 
gospel' groups thruout the nation. 
A number of these use very large 
tents, up to the 200 -foot class, 
Some of the largest ones are made 
by the Chicago companies; a 1111111 - 
ber of revivalists buy their tents 
from a Georgia maker who spe- 
cializes in their needs. 

Society Likes Color 
Bonus business for the show 

tent makers are the orders thru 
other tent makers for large -scale 
tentage. While most tent and awn- 
ing firms make their own moder- 
ate -sized tops, they route their 
orders for major big tops thru a 
big -tent specialist. 

Sparking this phase of the busi- 
ness this winter has been the se- 
ries of orders from Eastern social- 
ites for such tents as a pink 40 by 
100 and a powder blue 60 by 150. 
These are used for garden parties. 

The tent makers say that their 
circus orders have been up to 
average this year and that carni- 
vals also have bought as heavily 
as usual in the tent field. 

They point out that Weakness in 
the tent business comes not from 
shows but thru the tent rental 
houses. Establishments w h i c h 
stock large tents for rental report 
they don t need replacements this 
year because some of the tents 
they bought new last year were 
never used. 

The reason, they explain, is that 
some industrial firms which pre- 
viously were consistent users of 
tents for traveling displays of their 
products were absent from the 
field last season. They also are 
expected to be out of the running 
this year. 

Fairs Build Buildings 
Another factor in recent drop 

in tent rentals is that additional 
blocks of county fairs have won 
grants -in -aid from their State Leg - 
islatures. These funds often has 
been used to construct new build- 
ings, thus eliminating some de- 
mand for tents. 

While the factories have been 
busy producing the new tents, 
these other steps have been taken 
by showmen: 

Used tents have been bought 
and traded by some shows. 

Other circuses and carnivals 
have bought new tents from mak- 
ers in other sections of the nation, 
tho generally these orders have not 
been for the larger -size tents. 

And additional tented shows are 
planning to place orders for new 
big tops to replace their present 
equipment after the rainy spring 
season has passed. 

Shift of Ringling -Barnum circus 
to indoor operation has meant no 
loss to tent manufaehiring firms. 
The Ringling show operated its 
own canvas loft and built ite own 
tents in Sarasota. Since that show 
was halted in mid-season with 
John North's statement that the 
tent show was a thing of the past 
Ringling tents have been stored 
at Sarasota quarters.

Show Equipment. Prices 
Steady to 5% Higher 

PRICES on miscellaneous show 
equipment remain unchanged 

from a year ago, with a few ex- 
ceptions where labor or material 
costs have pushed up levels by not 
more than 5 per cent. This is in- 
dicated by a survey of suppliers of 
general show equipment. 

Typical is II. W. Terpening, 
Ocean Park, Calif., manufacturer 
of shooting galleries. Prices are 
unchanged,according to Terpen- 
ing, and while he feels it's too 
early to forecast the upcoming out- 
door season, he does say it may be 
better than 1956. 

James Notarianni, president of 
Utica Flag Sr Decorating Com- 
pany, Utica, N. Y., is optimistic 
about the season so far as flags, 
banners and such decorations are 
concerned. Prices, however, will 
range from 2 to 5 per cent higher 
than last year due generally to 
higher wages. 

Slight price increases are in 
store on the board line of equip- 
ment handled by M. D. (Doe) 
Faige, New York, with rates run- 
ning about 3 per cent over last 
year. This supplier, who handles 
flashing beam lights, playground 
whales, bumper strips and signs of 

many types, figures that with any 
weather break, 1956 should be one 
of the peak years to date. New in 
his line is a fiberglass inhale that 
is designed for playgrounds. It 
provides a slide for youngsters and 
inside is a playroom. The unit is 

priced at $3,000 f.o.b. New Jersey

New Burp Gun 
Dale Engineering Company, 

Long Beach, Calif., lias come up 
with a new rapid -fire sub -machine 
gum that is designed for outdoor 
locations. It is an all- electric model 
and is moving well, according to 
Eldon L. Dale, firm owner. 

Show printing business should 
match that of last year, in the 
opinion of Nyle Stateler, partner in 
Curtiss Show Print, Continental, 
O., who provide advertising ma- 
terial for small circuses, carnivals 
and other open -air amusement or- 
ganizations. No price change is 
being set up, Stateler reports. 

Cummins Engine Company, Inc., 
Columbus, Incl., designer and man- 
ufacturer of high-speed diesel en- 
gines for light plants, are also 
holding to unchanged prices. If 
anything, the liens reports prices 
might be a little lower due to ccon- 

BETTER MARGIN: 

Popcorn Supply, Prices 
Favor Concession Op 

POPCORN 
concessionaires, who 

a year ago were faced with 
tight supplies of rain corn and 
consequently higher prices, this 
season can breathe easier. Accord- 
ing to a survey of key people in the 
wholesale popcorn business, sup- 
plies are adequate, the prices are 
somewhat easier and the demand 
from consumers is steadily on the 
increase. Peanuts, too, are more 
plentiful and not on the strong 
side price -wise. 

Actually, there are two schools 
of thought. One is that the carry- 
over of corn from 1956 -is sizable 
enough to soften the market con- 
siderably. Others claim the carry- 

over is not as large as estimated, 
that the carryover from 1955 was 

little or nothing and that 25 mil- 

lion pounds of Ilse '56 crop had 
been sent toward Consuming chan- 
nels long before the usual time. 

The consensus, however, is that 
there'll be adequate supplies for 
everyone, prices will be lower than 
a year ago and that the profit mar- 
gin for concessionaires should be a 
little broader. With other expenses, 
such as travel, maintenance, etc., 
on the rise. the concession operator 
will more than welcome this condi- 
tion. 

Jim McCarty, head of J. A. Mc- 
Carty Seed Company, Evansville, 
Ind., processor, and one of the 
deans of the popcorn business, is 
not as bearish as some. He believes 
the carryover, when official figures 
are available, will not be as large 
as estimated. McCarty reports the 
farmers are contracting their corn 
freely and apparently have confi- 
dence in this cash crop. 

Adequate Supply Seen 
Arthur Vogel, Vogel & Son, 

Hamburg, Ia., processors, recently 
presented a statistical report at a 
meeting of the National Associa- 
tion of Concessionaires that indi- 
cated no price increase and an ade- 
quate supply picture for the bal- 
ance of 1937. 

J. L. Larson, owner of Midland 
Popcorn Company, Minneapolis, 
figures popcorn on the basis of 
10 to 15 per cent louver in price 
due to large supplies. Prices of oils, 
cartons, bags and peanuts are fairly 
stable, he reports. 

Prices of popcorn, peanuts and 
concession supplies handled by the 
Wright Popcorn Company, San 
Francisco, remain unchanged. Busi- 
ness in general should be about 5 
per cent ahead of 1956 due to 
plenty of work and plenty of 
money around, the fine reports. 

The market on popcorn and 
roasted peanuts is definitely off - 
as mulch as 33 per cent -according 
to C. W. Watson, sales manager 
of Lummis Sc Company, Philadel- 
phia. Nevertheless, with prices on 
a normal level and quantity excel- 
lent, the year should be a good 
one for the concession trade, he re- 
ported. 

Unchanged Prices 
Popcorn products handled by 

Food Sr Popcorn Supply Company, 
\Vinona, Minn., are at unchanged 
levels. John Groves, owner of John 
Groves Company- Carlene Popcorn, 
Duqueshe, Pa., is upping Isis prices 
5 per cent on raw and ready - 
popped corn, oil, salt, paper prod- 
ucts, sirups and equipment. In- 
creased labor cost is the main rea- 
son, Croves said. 

Altho the business outlook is as 
good as last year, increased unem- 
ployment in Nov England is the 
only worry of Leon P. Kaloostian, 
owner of the Virginia Sc Spanish 
Peanut Company, Providence, R. I. 
The firm, which handles peanuts, 
popcorn and nuts of various types, 
is quoting prices 20 per cent be- 
low a year ago. 

Paper items handled by Britzius 
Manufacturing Company, Dover, 
Minn., are unchanged in price, 
E. T. Britzius, owner- manager, an- 
nounced. Main line of the firm is 
popcorn cones. 

omies effected in manufacture and 
design. 

Paper Up 
Costs of paper printed by King 

Show Print, Estevan, Sask., should 
range close to 5 per cent higher 
than a year ago, according to \Vil- 
liam C. King, manager. Increased 
labor and material costs are respon- 
sible for the hike. King looks for 
a good season, altho circus work 
will be down over the past few 
years, he said. 

A slight decline in business vol- 
ume is anticipated this year by 
Indianapolis Statuary Company, 
Indianapolis, according to Tonv 
Cuerrini, owner.

Continues to Enjoy Good- Business

There are now 18 such clubs in the U. S. and Canada.

for many years with a membership well in excess of 1,000 showmen. 
Founded in 191:3 in Chicago, the Showmen's League, as the parent 

club, has set the pattern for other showmen's organizations. 
It was not until 1918 -five years after its start -that the Chicago 

Worthwhile Charities, Civic Drives 
assumed tremendous significance. With resourcefulness and 

eroxity hpical of show people, League members in that year rose to / the occasion following the tragic Hagenbeck -Wallace Circus wreck. 
Overnight, they worked ont the details and provided for burial of 55 
of the disaster victims in its club -owned Showmen's Rest. 

AID OWN, HELP OTHERS 

aven Strong Support by Showmen 
OUTDOOR show people thru 

their clubs look out for their 
ono. And, additionally, they also 
look out for others. 

A prime illustration of this is the 
activities of the National Show- 
men's Association, New York City 
club. 

Its Midget Cohen Fund, named 
for a past president of the ladies' 
auxiliary, who long has been de- 
voted to children, has for its pur- 
pose aid to children ... and it 
gives to them in many ways. 

It supplies funds for sick young- 
sters who need either medical care 
or hospitalization; it provides food 
and clothing, and it supplies some 
much- needed simple pleasures of 
life to those children who other- 
wise would be denied them. 

Send Kids to Camp 
Some money goes to layettes for 

the children of unwed mothers. 
Some goes to send some city kids, 
in dim need of sunshine and whole- 
some fun and outdoor activity, to 
mourner camps. 

The fund is operated on a flex- 
ible basis, with wide latitude given 
to custodians. Some contributions 

are made thru other organizations, 
some are made direct. A lump sum 
of about S 2,500 was spent in 1956 
to send kids to camp. 

The NSA had sponsored an an- 
nual Christenas party for under- 
privileged children until the works 
of Midge Cohen became apparent. 
Then, the club discontimled the 
Yule party and contributed instead 
to the fund. 

The fund's notable achievements 
have become known outside of 
show business circles, and now 
money connes in not alone from the 
NSA and its ladies' auxiliary but 
from outside sources as well. 

Cive Equipment 
The NSA Ladies' Auxiliary has 

a second major fund, the Bess 
Hamid Sunshine Fund, which, as 
its name implies, has as its objec- 
tive the spreading of sunshine, in 
this case to older people. In oper- 
ation for 19 years, the fund gives 
to the sick and shut -ins for hos- 
pitalization and for condolences. 

It has given an iron lung to New 
York's Lenox Hill Hospital and an 
ambulance to the Red Cross, as 

well as contributions to the heart, 
polio and like funds. 

The Lone Star Showman's Club 
of Texas each year supports studs 
fund- raising for the Cancer Fund, 
Red Cross, Heart Fund and the 
March of Dimes and, additionally, 
each year picks out a special char- 
itable project. In 1958, the City of 
Hope's Leukemia Fund was se- 
lected. 

The City of Hope also is a bene- 
ficiary of the Pacific Coast Show - 
mens Association, which annually 
contributes to it. 

Effective Participants 
Some clubs, such as the Greater 

Tampa Showmen's Association and 
the Hot Springs Showmen's Asso- 
ciation, are quick to give to obtain 
members willing to participate in 
money -raising events on streets. 
Scarcely a civic charitable drive 
occures in Tampa without such 
participation by members. 

Members of the Women's Auxil- 
iary at Hot Springs have given 
much spirit to a number of past 
drives. Typically, Mrs. Harry Hen - 
nies shined shoes for as high as

Aid to Wreck Victims Entrenches 
The mass hnrial -the largest to that point in the history of Chi- 

cago- captured the hearts of the public and deeply entrenched the 
League among showmen thruout the U. S. and Canada. 

Many other showmen's clubs today have their own counterparts 
of the Leagues "Showmen's Rest" and many of them also call their 
cemetery plots by the same name. 

The League set the pattern on other fronts. It aided the needy 
showmen time and again. During the depression 1930's, it fed them. 
And, over the years it provided medical care, hospitalization, as well 
as burial for those showmen lacking the funds. 

The League went further. It contributed to many charitable 
drives and causes. It gave to the Red Cross, the National Polio Founda- 
tion and the like. 

It also was mindly of those showmen who went into the armed 
services during World War II. It gave each of those veterans a cash 
bonus upon their discharge and, while they were in service, it sent 
them eloquent reminders from "showmen back home." Packages of 
goodies and necessities were mailed to them regularly. 

Introduces Insurance Program 
Other clubs founded later added to the League's program. Some, 

like the Greater Tampa Showmen's Association, instituted medical 
and hospital insurance. Still others, broadened their charitable activi- 
ties, channeling them into new areas. 

The National Showmen's Association, New York City, for instance, 
started to send needy kids to summer camps and to give financial 
assistance to the children of mothers. 

In recent years, most clubs have given Christmas parties for 
underprivileged children. The number of youngsters treated at such 
parties each year runs well up into the thousands, and each year the 
number climbs to a new high. 

Clubs, like the outdoor industry itself, have prospered. About

half of them nosy own their own club buildings, some of which pro- 
vide income Irons stores on the first floor level 

The first club to buy its own building was the Michigan Show- 
men's Association, the president of which then, as now, was Jack 
Dickstein. 

Two of the clubs recently moved into their own buildings. The 
Lone Star Showmen's Club of Dallas moved into its specially designed 
building and the Showmen's League of America shifted to its well - 
situated, four -story building at the corner of Randolph and Franklin 
streets, Chicago. 

NSA Buys Friars Club Building 
One other club, the National Showmen's Association, plans to' 

move into its own building this year. The New York club has pur -, 
chased the Friars Club at 123 West Seth Street. near the Great 
Northern Hotel. 

Another club. the Arizona Showmen's Association, of which Harry 
Lucas is president, has purchased a plot of ground as the site of a 
club building and will erect a building to its own specifications when 
it raises the necessary funds. 

There was a time when efforts were made to have all of the 
clubs unite into one organization, with member branches thruout the 
country. The attempts failed. And now the chances -never great -of 
merging the groups are small. 

One reason is that the clubs have built up highly individualized 
social programs. Still another is that some clubs draw their support 
largely from such shows or show business oups (and their personnel) 
which winter in the city where a show club is located. 

Women Play Important Part 
All clubs stage banquets and balls, usually timed in connection 

with some major event, such as the national outdoor convention in 
Chicago, a State fair convention, or a large fair. 

A number of clubs. particularly those based in the South and 

Southwest, have developed a many -sided social program to accommo- 

date their many members who winter in the cities where the clubs 

are based. 
In this respect, the Creates Tampa Showmen's Association has 

been outstanding. The- club draws much of its support from the Royal 
American Shows and from other shows which winter in and near 
Tampa, and there are a vast number of showmen who winter in the 
area. This, together with able management, has made the Tampa 
club's social program outstandingly successful 

Northern-based clubs generally do not go in for an intensive winter 
social program because many of their members take off for the Seuth 
at least for a part of the winter, and this reduces participation in 
winter -time club social functions. 

The growth of the show club movement has been accompanied 
-if not in art sparked -by a greater participation by the ladies either as 
members (some few clubs have mixed membership), thru the ladies' 
auxilia4es or other supporting groups or as individual non -affiliated 
supporrtrs.

$100 a pair on downtown streets 
to give spark to a March of Dimes 
campaign. 

Most clubs stage a Christmas 
party for underprivileged children, 
but one, the Ilot Springs club, in- 
stead holds one for 60 old folk at 
a home for elderly people. 

The Showmen's League of Amer- 
Ica is one of the clubs which yearly 
holds a Yule party for youngsters. 

The League's practice of staging 
a Christmas party was started 11 
years ago under a committee head- 
ed by Al Sweeney, who now is the 
League's president. An estimated 
total of 3,500 youngsters have 
been hosted at these parties, 
and Chicago newspapers, radio sta- 
tions and TV outlets have come to 
recognize it as one of the high- 
lights of the Yule season and give 
it appropriate coverage. 

Host Refugees 

An added feature of the 1956 
Christinas party was the appear- 
ance of a Hungarian refugee fam- 
ily which included two young girls 
who saw Santa Claus and the 
bounties of Christmas for the first 
time. 

The Michigan Showmen's Asso- 
ciation, Detroit, also has featured 
big Christmas parties for the un- 
derprivileged moppets and club 
officials estimate that about 5,000 
youngsters have been partied since 
the club first started its Christmas 
parties. 

The Greater Tampa Showmen's 
Association stages a huge Christ- 
mas party for underprivileged 
youngsters and estimates it enter- 
tained more than 900 youngsters 
at its 1958 party and a total of 
about 7,500 since the parties were 
first started. It has, officials report, 
spent $42,975 for toys and sweets 
for these parties since they were 
instituted. 

Of the other clubs, the I» terns- 
tional Showmen's Association, St. 

Louis, and the Heart of America 
Showmen's Club, Kansas City, also 
have been outstanding for its 
Christmas affairs for the small fry.

One block of 5.5 was used 
to bury victims of the 1Llgenbeck- 
Wallace circus wreck in 1918. 

Seek More Graves 

The naine "Show men', Rest" is 
used by most of the other clubs 
for their cemeteries. Among these 
is the 125 -grate plot owned by the 
Heart of America Showmen's Club 
in Memorial Park Cemetery, Kan- 
sas City. Forty -eight members of 
the dub and its ladies' Auxiliary 
are hurled in it. 

The National Showmen's Asso- 
ciation bacs a 200 -grave plot in 
Ferltcliff Cemetery at Hartsville, 

N. Y., roughly 20 miles from Times 
Square. Seven of the graves have 
been used, and the club is now 
negotiating for 200 additional 
grave sites. 

Miami Showmen's Association's 
"Showmen's Rest" has space for 
418 graves, divided into sections 
for Jewish, Catholic and Protes- 
tant members. Thirty grates have 
been used. 

Large Plots 

On the \l'est Coast, the Pacific. 
Coast Showmen's Association, Los 
Angeles, and the Show Folks of 
America, San Francisco, each have 
their own cemetery plots. The 
PSCA's embraces 468 graces, 250' 
of which have been used. The 
Show Folks' plot is located in \lt. 
Olivet Memorial Park and has 600 
plots, of which 526 currently are 
vacant. 

The International Shottnten's 
Club has a 156 grave area in 
Memorial Park Cemetery, Lucas 
and Hunt roads, St. Louis. To 
date, 19 showmen and show 
women have been buried in it. 

Bury Non- Members 

The Lone Star Shottnteli s Club 
of Texas has a large plot in Grove 
Hill Memorial Park, Dallas, and 
33 of the burial places in it have 
been used. The dub's policy is to

One club, the Hot Springs Showmen's .Association. this 
year started a blood bank. The club also has a special fund with 
8310 in it earmarked for the purchase of blood. 

At least one club, the Lone Star Showmen's Club, Dallas, 
operates its blood donor program on a volunteer basis. Ment- 
hes, who soluntcer have their names posted on the club's bul- 
letin board and arc snbiect to call when needed. 

The International Showmen's Association, St. Louis. has a 
working arrangement with the Missouri -Pacific hospital.

To Corral Buyers 

OUTDOOR show business truck 
buyers, who annually add 

scores of new units to their fleets, 
this year are faced with the widest 
choice in their experience. 

Spurred by ever -increasing corn - 
petitïon, the nation's truck manu- 
facturers have gone all out tech- 
nically and have also come up with 
some rakishly styled models. 
Whether or not these glamorized 
units prove practical for the rigors 
of the outdoor amusement business, 
they'll undoubtedly catch the eye 
of many showmen, and they will 
undoubtedly find a place in some 
segments of the industry where 
flash is of paramount importance. 

Technically, the trend to V-8 
motors continues in almost every 
size vehicle. The race for extra 
power is still on and increased 
horsepower is almost standard in 
the 1957 models. Considerable en- 
gineering has also gone into im-

tion systems with an eye to econ- 
omy for the operator. 

In addition to the high -styled 
trucks -generally in the light utility 
units -the manufacturers have in- 
creased load areas, lowered sil- 
houettes and standardized many 
accessories that in the past have 
been optional. In the heavier trucks 
there appears to be some trend 
away from the cab -over -engine 
models with tilt -cabs gaining in 
popularity. 

Price-wise, the buyers will face 
increased costs. Higher wages and 
material costs are cited as the 
prime reasons for the increase. 
Typical of the boost was that put 
into effect on 1957 models by the 
GMC Truck and Coach Division 
of General Motors. "The prices of 
light and medium -duty trucks 
range from $45 to $135 over com- 
parable 1956 models equipped 
with components of equal capac- 
ity," is the way that manufacturer 
termed the increase. 

Features V-8 
Chevrolet is again featuring the 

V-8 engine in its line of so- called 
"Task Force 57 Trucks." Also be- 
ing pushed is the "low cab for- 
ward" design, which provides a 

cab that is lower than last year's 
model by as much as eight and a 
half inches. This innovation is said 
to make all mutine maintenance 
much simpler than in any previous 
line. In its heavy -duty line there 
are 21 models with hauling ca- 
pacities up to 32,000 pounds gross 
vehicle weight and 50,000 pounds 
gross combination weight. 

The Cameo Carrier is Chevro- 
let's entry in the high -style truck 
field. This lightweight half -ton 
pickup is being termed the show 
piece of the line. Its passenger car 
treatment includes bolder grille 
composition and a streak painted 
in a second color along the rear 
panels. 

Ford's new line offers 300 dif- 
ferent models and is the result of 
a $77 million redesigning program. 
The line features new pickup mod- 
els with streamlined load area 25 
per cent bigger than last year; a 

new series of six tilt -cab transport 
truck models are said to be the 
lowest priced in the industry; new 
Ranchero models which combine 
passenger car styling with pickup 
utility; expanded payload capaci- 
ties in medium and heavy duty 
models, and a larger parcel deliv- 
ery series. 

Engine power thruout the line 
has been raised an average of 8 
per cent. Motors have a new rotor 
oil pump for more effective lubri- 
cation, a dry-type air filter that is 
said to be more easily cleaned, 
new heavy duty carburetors and 
lighter flywheels. Hydraulic clutch- 
es are a new feature, standard for 
the whole line at no added cost. 

New Cab Treatment 
Light duty models have new 

hypoid rear axles and all engine, 
transmission, driveline and frame 
components have been redesigned 
to take more punishment. The new 
tilt -cab series has taken over the 
cab -over -engine design. Designers 
shifted 1,100 pounds of vehicle 
weight to the strengthened front 
axles which means extra payload 
of more than a half -ton. Thetrae- 
tor's length is only 80 inches, 
meaning it can handle trailers up

to 37 feet long within legal road 
limits. 

The so- called styleside pickup 
body, with its 25 per cent greater 
load area, is available on a total of 
nine light duty models in the new 
line. In addition to carrying more 
bulky loads, the new body design 
makes for easier loading over the 
sides. The pickups are three inches 
lower than in 1956. 

The glamor model, the Ranch- 
ero, a take -off of the Ford station 
wagon, has the driving comfort 
and styling of a passenger car with 
the utility of a pickup truck. It is 
built on a 116 -inch wheelbase, has 
a capacity of 30.4 cubic feet and a 
double steel floor. The Ranchero 
can carry a payload of 1,190 
pounds. 

GMC introduced its 1957 light 
and medium -duty models last fall 
and premiered its heap y truck line 
late in March. The light and medi- 
um units feature a new 347-cubic- 
inch V -8 truck engine with 206 
gross horsepower. 

With our new V -8 we have one 
of the most important power de- 
velopments in GMC truck history," 
according to Philip J. Monaghan, 
vice- president of General Motors 
and general manager of the GMC 
truck and coach division. 

Power Increased 
According to Monaghan, some
