Bootleggers To
Dakota Piracy Act

NEW YORK-North Dakow has
become the first state 10 enact a law
outlawing the manufscturing and
sale of bootleg as well as pirated or
counterfeil sound recordings.

The provision becomes effective
July | when Senate bill 2366 goes
into law. It makes North Dakots the
461h state to have enacted an anti-
piracy statule,

kota, the manufacture of pirated.
counterfent or bootleg sound record-
ings 15 listed as a felony punishable
by imprisonment of up o five years
and/or a fine of $5,0(0

Kinnear Learns
A Lot In 5 Years

By NAT FREEDLAND

LOS ANGELES-Ken Kinnear
admits he “knew zp~ about ithe
business of presenting live music
when he got staried five years ago

But he has now established him-
sell as one of the wp promolers in
the Pacific Northwest, promoung up
to 120 shows annually across ||
states and grossing nearly %2 mulbon
a yvear since 1974

Kinnear's Albatross Productions
also manages Hean, the group
whose debut single, "Magic Man,”
was a surpnse national smash on the
small Mushroom label

Kinnear 15 part ol a growing na
bonal trend towards sucoessiul re-
gronal promoters using thewr music
business cAperisc o manage anc or
two recard acts. He will be pan of a
1977 Bullboard Talent Forum pancl
of promoter-managers June 2 at the
New York Hilon

This "Weanng Two Hats™ panel

will be chaired by David Forest of

LA, who manages Elvin Bishop
and Detecuive. The other parucipal-
ing promoter-managers are In
Zuckerman of S Lous, who man-
ages Stwarcastle, Canada's Marun
Onrot, who manages Chilliwack;
John Scher of New Jersey who man-
ages Renaissance, Cleveland's Mike
Belkin who manages Wild Cherry

plus the James Gang and also has

his own Sweet City label distnbuted
by Columbia; Joe Sullivan who pro-
motes throughout the South besides
munaging the Charlie Daniels Band
and the Winter Brothers Band.

The immediate recording luture
of Kinnear's Hear s somewhan hazy
due to a legal dispute with Mush-
room. Bul the group headed by
Nancy and Ann Wilson s currently
r'im-.h-mg_ a studmo album on 1y own
and will stan an extensive nauvonal
tour in May

Incidentally, Kinnear's descrip-
non of his place in Heart's lawsuils
over attlempling 1 leave Mushroom
Records 5 as follows, “Heart's con-
iract with Can Base Productions (a
Mushroom company) gives il the
option to withdraw il one ol the two
principals lelt Michael Flicker did
leave and the group felt it was no
longer dealing with the same com-
pany it had signed with. 1 did not in-
fMluence Heart's decision.”™

Kinnear lecls that concent pro-
maters getting into personal man-
agement is a “natural evolution.” He
says, "LConcert promolion gives you
better preparation for many key cle-
ments in managing rock acts. For in-
stance, you know how to ensure that
an act gets pud properly for each
date.”

The 100 US. dates that Hean
played m support of its “Tugboal
Annic™ album are & “texthook illus-
tration” of the ideas Kinnear devel-

oped for breaking new acts in his re-
gional concert markel, he says

“The standurd concert thinking is
that a group shouldn’t return 10 a
market any sooner than eight
months.” he says. “Bul when a new
act 15 happening, Il book it into the
same market every three months and
atiruct growing audiences.”

Kinnear also swears by booking
his shows around lhe downlown
arcas, not playing only urban cen-
ters. “When you play the small mar-
kets around a district’s main city, the
act 15 bmlding the most loyal au-
dience base possible,” he says
“There are a lot of small aties with
fine venues.”

As an engincenng student at the
Umiv. of Washington, Kinnear sue-
cessfully operated his own auto ac-
cessorics manufacturing company
He decided he wanted w0 get into
music and devoled a school year 1o
taking business courses.

Then he bought an B00-scat club
outside Tacoma and opened it as
Judge Roy Bean's, booking at first
maostly local talent. Next siep was o
lcase the 1. 500-seat Moore Theatre
in Seanle

Kinnear has since divested him-
sell of both buildings because of his
busy regional concert schedule. In
fact, Kinnear's four-person office &
deliberately located closer 10 Seattle
Airport than to the city center,

Al first, Kinnear had 1w spend a
lot of time seeking out upcoming
record talent nol vet commutted o
other Northwest promoters. He
started booking Bachman-Tumer
Overdrive bheavily afier spothing
them at a club in Canada, even
though many of the earlier dates lost
money.

He also gambled heavily on Fleet-
wood Mac after the confusions
caused by a bogus group lounng un-
der that name. Other acts broken as
Northwest attractions by Kinnear
include Supertramp. Mana Mul-
daur, Climax Blues Band and Neil
Sedaka.

Kinnear books heavily into col-
leges as well as city facilities in
Washington, Oregon, North and
South Dakota, Idaho, Montana and
oocasionally goes w0 Denver and Salt
Lake City.

He also promaotes in Western Can-
ada via a separaic company run hy
Canadian associate Paul Mercs

As a promoter-manager Wwhose
act, Heart, was booked with most
major promoters around the US,
Kinnear found the expenence re-
vealing though mosily positive.

“Conditions vary from ity o
city,” he says, “But I was struck by
how expensive it is 1o put on a con-
cert in the Northeast. You are almost
playing there only o sell records.”

According 1o E2-year-old
Kathenne Gordon, who sold tickets
and checked coats at the ballroom,
she remembers only one orchestra
leader ever bombing. “He didn”1 do

A long-cxperienced  ucket-taker
spotied two dilTerenl types of fakes
shortly after the doors opened and
reported it w0 the Graham staff.

This more than
doubled the ume required to pass
the crowd of 14300 through the
doors

Ticket stubs from the Boston con-
cert are now being double-checked
at the Graham oflice and so far anly
three or four fakes seem to have got-
ten through.

The other counterfeit widely dis-
tributed at the concert vas a profes-
siopally printed copy of the legiti-
mate ticket. Bul its paper was not as
thick as the genuine ducat and it
could be foiled by feel

Graham concert advertsing in

both print and radio regularly warns
ticket buyers not to make purchases
from strangers on the street, which is
how most Bay Area counterfeits are
sold.
