The stock company policy is on In real 
earnest In Chicago, and with the Dear¬ 
born, Hopkins, Hosmer. Columbus and Vale 
rompanles. gives us five stock organiza¬ 
tions. and shortly we shall know whether 
(he two new ones recentl.v added to the list 
are successes or not. 'They have an ex¬ 
cellent opporttinity, and It Is up to their 
managers now; If they deliver the goods, 
their chances are favorable, otherwise It’s 
a waste of time and money—time will tell. 

There has been considerable talk of late 
about building several new theaters In Chl- 
•■ago. A1 Hayman, of the syndicate, spent 
some time here recently, and the gossips 
had It that while here he had the matter 
up relative to building another syndicate 
theater. If this be true, can It be kept sup¬ 
plied with suitable attractions? But that 
point could easily be obviated by keeping 
a play on for a run a la Lltt. Of late 
the Windy City stands for lengthy runs at 
Its theaters. However, the gentlemen who 
make their headquarters In the vicinity of 
the Knickerbocker and Holland Buildings. 
New York, come pretty near knowing what 
they are about all the time, and If they de¬ 
cide to build another theater here and we 
are blessed with the present good times. 
It will pay. 

W. S. Cleveland, who seemingly Is pros¬ 
pering with his “Tip Top” minstrel and 
“polite vaudeville” Idea, has also got the 
theater-building bee In his bonnet, and he 
says that ere another season rolls by, he 
Intends building a theater that will be a 
surprise. While the theaters may he built, 
and may not. It remains to be seen, and 
ever so often we have to stand for a lot 
of theater-building talk, anyway, from dif¬ 
ferent sources. To be sure, “Ben Hur” 
plaved to .1!176,.’'>00 during Its eleven weeks’ 
run at the Illinois Theater recently, and It 
lo<iks as though business was pretty good at 
Chicago theaters—but then It must be kept 
In mind that “Ben Hur” Is an exceptional 
offering, and Chicago Is well supplied with 
theaters now—still a couple more might 
I)ay, and the way to find out is to build 
them.

Quite different would be their 
opinions of a frl,-nd's sincerity were they 
to .si'cept an Invitation "out to the farm'* 
to spend a w,H'k of pleasure, to And their 
friend (?) only wanted to get them out 
there to sell them a "yearling calf" or a
