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MOTTOLA EXITS
SONY

Thomas Mottola, Sony Music
Entertainment’s Chairman/
CEO, has stepped down from
his position in order to start his
own label, effective immediately.
“T have been
thinking about
taking up this
new challenge for
about a year and
really made the
decision to go
forward only
recently,” said
Mottola. “T am
thrilled that I will
continue my
long-standing
relationship with
Sony to create a
company that I believe will
become a blueprint for the
music business in the coming
years.” Negotiations are current-
ly underway for Sony to distrib-
ute the as-yet-unnamed label.
Mottola has been a part of the
Sony family for the past 14
years, and is largely rec-
ognized as one of the
most powerful men in
the music industry. He
helped launch the
careers of such artists as
Pearl Jam, John Mayer,
Maxwell, former wife
Mariah Carey and
Jennifer Lopez, as well
as build those of Bruce
Springsteen, Bob
Dylan, Celine Dion and
Michael Jackson (who
later accused the CEO
of being “racist” and “devilish”).
Mottola’s replacement at Sony is
Andrew Lack, the President/
COO of NBC. While Lack holds
no music experience, he has
spent much of his career in
advertising and television, and
has a close relationship with Sir
Howard Stringer, the Chief
Executive of Sony Corp. of
America.

MUSIC INDUSTRY
PAYS UP

As part of its antitrust settle-
ment for inflating CD prices by

using minimum advertised
pricing policies (first reported
in CMJ NMR, Issue 785), the
five major U.S. music distribu-
tors (UMVD, BMG, WEA, EMI
and Sony) and retailers Trans
World Entertainment, Tower
Records and
Musicland Stores
have established a
way to repay cus-
tomers who over-
paid for CDs.
People who pur-
chased CDs, cas-
settes or vinyl
recordings from a
music retailer
between January
1, 1995 and
December 22,
2000 can go to
www.musiccdsettlement.com and
fill out a form to become a
member of the class action set-
tlement suit. The combined
cash settlement totals over $67
million, of which, after paying
for legal fees and split up
between the entire settlement

group, members can expect
payments between $5 and $20.
All claims must be filed by
March 3, 2003. The companies
will also donate over $75 mil-
lion worth of CDs to public and
nonprofit organizations to ben-
efit consumers and promote
music programs.

FEINGOLD TAKES ON
CLEAR CHANNEL
While speaking at the Future of
Music Coalition in Washington
D.C., Sen. Russ Feingold (D-
WI) told attendees that he is

moving forward with legislation
introduced last year that would
look into radio and concert
giants such as Clear Channel
Communications for alleged
anti-competitive behavior.
Feingold also indicated that
Sen. John McCain (R-AR) has
agreed to co-sponsor the bill,
which was spurred into exis-
tence by artists, small promot-
ers and independent radio sta-
tions that convinced Feingold
that Clear Channel had used its
power to stifle competition,
resulting in generic and univer-
sal playlists, rising ticket prices
and payola scams.

They came up
with the band name as an abbre-
viation for the “Brothers Gibb”
and went on to score such chart-
topping disco hits as “Stayin’
Alive,” “How Deep Is Your Love”
and “More Than A Woman.” A
statement released to the public
regarding Gibb’s passing reads,
“His love, enthusiasm and ener-
gy for life remain an inspiration
to all of us. We will all deeply
miss him.” ® The nominees for
the 45th annual Grammy awards
were announced on Tuesday,
Jan. 7, during a press conference
at New York City’s Madison
Square Garden. Bruce
Springsteen, Eminem and
Norah Jones were among the
artists receiving five nomina-
tions, the most received by any
act this year.

A Demonstration Of Intellectual Property, his third
such outing, is a six-song affair that'll have no trouble fostering antici-
pation for the proper full-length, due later this year. In the meantime,
if you’re not acquainted with this formidable studio genius (it’s alarm-
ing how talented Bates is), give a concentrated listen to “No More
Options,” where colossal guitar phrases intertwine with dizzying drum
’n’ bass-style programming and Jeff Buckley-ish vocal acrobatics, and
“Beautiful Day,” where Bates takes inspiration from Depeche Mode,
utilizing synth bleeps, murky
melody lines and a bass-soaked
drum machine. Overall, this is
pretty impressive stuff for a guy
who likely records wearing
only his skivvies.

Black psychedelia — perfected
by Jimi, streamlined by Sly, res-
urrected by Prince and homoge-
nized by Lenny — has been all
but ignored by Hip-Hop
(excepting tons of tasty samples
and long-abandoned boho
imagery).

Laika, the first dog to reach the
final frontier, didn’t have much
say about leaving the planet
when the Russians launched her
off in 1957.

The lineup boasts such
diverse acts as Marumari, Greg Davis, Kit Clayton, Safety
Scissors, Kid606 and Signer — a group of lesser known artists
that texturally resembles a collage of more established acts such
as Boards of Canada, Squarepusher and Aphex Twin.

From music journalist
and artist manager to film pro-
ducer and record label CEO, it
appears that Goldberg has
always had the Midas touch.

“Story and interview by Kevin Boyce
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deer hypnotized by a set of incoming headlights and wondered

why Danny Goldberg, Chairman/CEQO and co-owner of Artemis
Records, is on the cover of our magazine, then you apparently don’t
know much about the man and the impact that he has made on the
music industry at large — including guiding the careers of some of
College Radio’s most influential and respected artists.

He began his rise in the industry as a music journalist in the late
1960s; in addition to writing material for Rolling Stone and the Village
Voice, Goldberg reviewed the 1969 Woodstock Festival for Billboard.
Yet, while his portfolio of published work is indeed impressive,
Goldberg admits that he “was never in the top echelon of journalists.”

From there, Goldberg served as Vice-President of Led Zeppelin’s
Swan Song Records and handled the band’s publicity during its glory
days. “Through them, I met an enormous number of people in the
business,” he recalls. With that invaluable experience under his belt,
Goldberg then formed and co-owned Modern Records, which
released Fleetwood Mac siren Stevie Nicks’ solo albums, including the
No. 1 Bella Donna.

Furthermore, the up-and-coming executive supervised the music
soundtracks for numerous movies and TV shows in the 1980s, includ-
ing the film Dirty Dancing and the hugely successful TV series (and
eventual Grand Theft Auto influence) Miami Vice. In 1984, Goldberg
co-produced MTV’s first voter registration commercials, and in 1986,
he produced the infamous “Rock Against Drugs” spots for MTV
(prompting the late comedian Sam Kinison to quip, “Rock against
drugs? That’s like Christians against Christ!”). Goldberg also co-pro-
duced and co-directed the 1980 rock documentary No Nukes, which
starred Bruce Springsteen, Bonnie Raitt and Jackson Browne, among
others. (And considering all of the nuclear mumbo-jumbo that’s dom-
inating headlines around the world, the film is still highly relevant).

While his resume up to this point is impressive enough,
Goldberg — unlike Jennifer Grey and Philip Michael Thomas —
managed to take his career to further heights. From 1983 to 1992, he
owned and operated Gold Mountain Entertainment, an artist man-
agement firm whose impressive clientele included Nirvana, Hole,
Sonic Youth and the Beastie Boys. When speaking of Nirvana,
Goldberg is reserved and asserts that the subject is too painful for him
to discuss. “It was the greatest honor of my life to have worked with
them,” he tells CM]. Judging by the tone of his voice, the comment is
completely heartfelt — and considering the scope of the man’s career,
that one sentence speaks volumes.

In 1992, Goldberg joined Atlantic Records as Senior Vice-
President and became President of the label a year later. During his
tenure at Atlantic, he oversaw the Matador deal that resulted in
Atlantic releasing influential albums by Pavement and Liz Phair.

In 1995, Goldberg was named Chairman/CEO of Warner Bros.
Records. “I was at Warner Bros. for such a short period of time, but to
meet people like Neil Young, Madonna and R.E.M. and to have
insight into the great company that [legendary Warner Bros. Records
head] Mo Ostin built was an amazing E-ticket ride for anybody that
likes the music business,” Goldberg says.

Following his short stay at Warner Bros., Goldberg segued to
Chairman/CEO of the now-defunct Mercury Records Group (which,
before dividing into Island Def Jam and the Universal Music Group,
was owned by Polygram and comprised of Mercury, Motown, Def
Jam, Verve, Deutsche Grammophon, London Classics and Philips).
“Because Polygram was such an internationally-minded company, I
had the opportunity to learn something about the business in the rest
of the world,” Goldberg says of the experience. Elvis Costello, 311, the
Cardigans, Cake and alt-country singer/songwriter Lucinda Williams
were among the many artists signed during his tenure with the label.

After exiting the Mercury Records Group, Goldberg launched
Artemis Records in the fall of 1999 with Co-Chairman/owner Michael
Chambers. With former SBK/EMI and Universal Records head Daniel

I f you looked at this week’s CM] with the same puzzled stare of a

Glass on board as President of the label, Artemis placed four albums
on the Billboard charts within seven months of its formation.
Additionally, Billboard named Artemis the No. 1 Independently
Distributed Record Label of the Year two years in a row — 2000 and
2001, respectively — based on actual SoundScan sales. In 2000, the
label released the Baha Men’s insanely popular Who Let The Dogs Out,
which went on to become the biggest selling independently distributed
album in America that year, selling in excess of three million copies
and nabbing a Grammy Award in 2001 for “Best Dance Recording.”
In just three years, Artemis has been able to build a respectable
and varied roster for itself; Steve Earle, the Pretenders, Kittie, Warren
Zevon, Lisa Loeb, Jeffrey Gaines, the Josh Joplin Group, Marah and
newcomer Jesse Malin are among the many artists that call the label
home. In 2001, Artemis entered into a deal with Boston’s Tone-Cool
Records, which added budding blues acts like Susan Tedeschi to the
roster. Furthermore, Artemis has worked with Ultimatum Records
over the last 18 months in developing the Santa Barbara, California
quartet Sugarcult, selling a couple hundred thousand units of the

band’s debut, Start Static.

“We’re just finishing our third year and I'm very happy with the

»

records we have out right now,” Goldberg says. “The peak period of

Artemis’s short life is right now.”

Goldberg recently spoke with CMJ about a number of topics,
including the importance of College Radio, Artemis and its artists,
how technology is hampering the music industry, as well as how a tip
from Sonic Youth led him to one of the biggest and most influential
bands in the history of popular music.

hat have been the

biggest differences
between running major labels
the size of Mercury, Warner
Bros. and Atlantic compared
to an independent label like
Artemis?
Well, the staffs are much smaller.
There are good things and bad
things about smallness. The bad
thing is that we don’t have a cata-
log; we don’t have a superstar
artist roster. So, we’re very vul-
nerable economically to how our
current records are doing. Also,
we don’t have the clout you have
when a label has those things;
especially superstars who can
give you currency with big radio
stations and so forth. So, we have
to operate on a frugal basis. The
good side of it is, for me especial-
ly, is that I am able to focus on
every release. I really feel
involved with every release and
all aspects of the company. It’s
small enough that I really know
what’s going on and I know
everyone who works here.
Sometimes, there have been peo-
ple from Atlantic who said they
worked there when I was
President of the label and I don’t
remember them because there
were a couple hundred people
working there, and it’s very hard
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to get to know a couple hundred
people. I really know the people
that work at Artemis, as well as
the artists and their managers. So
there is a job satisfaction of feel-
ing connected to what I do and I
feel that we can certainly stick
with artists longer and focus on
small details more intensely than
a big company can afford to do.
That’s the good and bad news of
small verses big. Generally, small
outweighs the big. Historically,
it’s been smaller, mid-size labels
that have had a great legacy of
introducing and marketing
music and I still think we can
play that role very well.

What role is College Radio play-
ing in breaking artists today?
What’s good about College Radio
is also the problem with College
Radio, in terms of the record
business. What’s wonderful
about it is the enormous diversi-
ty of what can get exposed —
there are things that you can get
exposed at College Radio that
would never get played at com-
mercial radio. Certain artists can
find their first audience at
College Radio. There’s a variety
of music that’s much richer and
much more artistically interest-
ing, but that very variety causes a



lack of concentration. There are
only a certain number of artists
that can get enough College air-
play where it’s really going to
make an impact on an audience.
But, even one artist emerging
there is very important. There
are artists like Steve Earle, or a
wide variety of artists in different
genres, who can be embraced by
College Radio, whereas there
may be marginal exposure for
them at commercial radio, and
they find their fans through that.
College Radio is part of the
process of the individualistic,
quirky, non-cookie cutter artists
being able to find fans and that’s
of precious value to the creative

community and the record com-
panies that work with them.

Can College Radio be doing a
better job?

I don’t pretend to be an expert
on College Radio. There are peo-
ple who study it much more
closely than me. Everyone can be
doing a better job, including
myself. Individuals who have a
vision, who are talented and cre-
ate an audience drive College
Radio. As long as it’s a home for
talented radio broadcasters, it’s a
great thing. Look at a station like
WEFMU [New York] that has
really impacted the culture in a

very positive way. But a College
Radio station is only as good as
the people that are there... and
the people keep changing.

How vital is College Radio to
Artemis?

It’s very important to us because
a lot of the artists that we sign
aren’t making formula records
that can go right onto commer-
cial radio across the board. Many
of our artists find their first
exposure on College Radio; that’s
certainly true of Steve Earle and
Warren Zevon. I can picture Jesse
Malin doing very well at College.
A lot of our artists are idiosyn-
cratic personal artists who appeal

to College broadcasters and need
them to establish a foothold in
the culture in order to get the
rest of the culture.

Do you have a favorite College
Radio station?

When I'm in Los Angeles, I cer-
tainly listen to KCRW a lot. Also,
WEMU is clearly and rightfully
considered to be one of the best
college stations — that’s certainly a
station that I'll sometimes listen to.
I listen to WFUV [New York] too.
Just being in the New York area,
those two are certainly dear to my
heart; they play a lot of artists and
music that I love to listen to.

What advice would you give to
someone in College Radio
who’s looking to have a suc-
cessful career in the music
industry or radio?

You can’t be all things to all peo-
ple. If you want to be in the
music industry, on my side of it,
it’s about creating relationships
with a small number of people
that matter, not having small
relationships with a large num-
ber of people. If you want to be
in the radio industry, it’s about
getting an audience and figuring
out what’s going to work in your
community. That will get you a
reputation as someone who
understands broadcasting.

it’s probably going to be another
couple of years before companies
figure out how to make a prod-
uct that’s attractive enough that
people will want to buy it. I don’t
think anyone knows exactly
what’s going to be involved in
accomplishing that. It'll be
accomplished in part by making
music harder to copy — you can
never make it impossible, but
you can make it harder. It'll be
accomplished by making the
product more interesting. As
hardware converges, you might
have more music DVDs, more
visual components and packag-
ing elements, connection with
the artist and fanclub activity

Why has the business of
music been stalling these past
couple of years?

Obviously, it’s technology. If you
go into any record store, or any
electronics store that sells
records, you're going to see huge
shelf space for blank CDs. The
changing technology has allowed
a lot of people to copy CDs for
free and that’s had a negative
impact on sales, especially with
music that appeals to younger
people. There’s no question that
that’s the problem. People still
love music, but due to techno-
logical progress, recorded music
has got a problem with value and

and other things to make a prod-
uct that people feel good about
buying. I believe it’s temporary,
but it’s certainly having a nega-
tive impact on the money that’s
coming in. And, when there’s less
money to go around, that affects
everything that goes on in the
music business. There’s less
money for tour support, less
money to sign new artists,
retail... it’s just what happens
over the life of a business. If you
look at the history of the music
business, there have been many
periods where it went down, and
many periods when it went up.
So, it'll come up again. But right

10
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now, the music industry is going

through a transition that’s damp-
ened sales, especially with youth-
oriented music.

How much of a role will the
Internet play in Artemis’s
future efforts to break
artists?

Right now, the future is very
hard to see. A couple of years
ago, there were a lot of people
who gave interviews and very
confidently talked about what
the Internet was going to mean
to music. They were all wrong.
The more confident people
were, the more ridiculous their
predictions now sound. Clearly,
it’s a lot harder to figure out
than it seems. The truth is, the
Internet has had a limited effect
in breaking new artists. It has
had more of an effect on trying
to find a fanbase of an artist,
because it is a place where fans
can be identified. It’s not been a
great tool so far; it’s been a
good secondary tool, but it
doesn’t compare with touring,
or radio, or television, or even
press. It seems like the Internet
is more a place people go to
after they are already fans of the
artist, rather than a place to
find out about new stuff. Then
again, it’s hard for a small com-
pany like Artemis to be on the
cutting edge of this stuff. We’re
certainly open-minded about it.
We’re willing to experiment
with Internet companies. We're
easy to deal with and we don’t
have the bureaucracies that
some of the majors have.

What do you look for in an
artist you are considering
signing to the label?

At this company I am very
involved and I certainly approve
of anything we sign. One of the
things that I need to do is look
at the economics of it, because
I'm not a rock critic; this is a
business. There has to be an
economic rationale. We sign
very few new artists every year,
so if we've already signed one or
two for that period of time, I
am much less likely to pay
attention to a new artist because

I know that we’ve allocated our
money in that area. The rest of
our business plan involves
artists that have fans. We cer-
tainly look at how they’re doing.
Are they touring? Are they still
creative? Older artists some-
times are incredibly creative, like
Warren Zevon, Steve Earle and
the Pretenders, but others are
mostly doing their old songs
and don’t have a great creativity
to them. And so, that becomes a
judgment. It’s important to look
at what their attitude is, because
it’s difficult to go through differ-
ent cycles in a career; you're very
famous one year and operating
in a smaller playing field five-to-
ten years later. Similarly, with
new artists, I'll look at what
they’ve accomplished on their
own. What is the size of their
following in their hometown? Is
there an interesting producer
involved? Are there people in
the media that are involved? Is
there a manager? So, I try to at
least narrow the pool down to
things that have many of these
elements so that the odds are
better. Finally, there’s an intu-
itive decision. To sign an artist is
a huge commitment; it’s a lot of
money and a lot of time and a
lot of promotion. So, it’s not
something that you want to do
lightly, especially for a little
company like ours.

Speaking of Warren Zevon,
he’s been diagnosed with ter-
minal cancer and is recording
what will likely be his final
album. Have you been in con-
tact with him and have you
heard any of the material?
I've been to the studio a few
times and have heard a lot of it
there. It sounds amazing. It’s an
amazing thing to be involved
with him right now, because it’s
so sad and it’s so exhilarating at
the same time. It’s incredibly
sad that a guy at the age of 55
may not make it to 56. It’s par-
ticularly poignant because of
how focused he’s been on his
health for the last 10 years or
$0... it just wasn’t meant to be.
A lot of people at the company
have grown really close to him

personally, and it’s a complicated
set of feelings. What he’s doing
right now is exciting, but what
has caused him to be doing it is
incredibly tragic.

You must be very pleased
with the reaction that the
Pretenders new album, Loose
Screw, is receiving, especially
at College Radio.

I can’t tell you that I am sur-
prised, because [Pretenders gui-
tarist/vocalist] Chrissie [Hynde]
came to us with this record
almost finished and it was clear
to me and the other people here
that she had really done some
extraordinary work. She’s one of
a kind and one of the greatest
artists on the planet. We’re
incredibly lucky to have her.
She’s right up there with Bob
Dylan and Neil Young. She’s
really so vital; there’s nothing
tired about what she does. She’s
got the energy and passion of
somebody in their early 20s.

Were you concerned about
the controversy surrounding
“John Walker’s Blues,” the
Steve Earle song named after
the American captured fight-
ing with the Taliban in
Afghanistan? Hypothetically,
if the public protest of that
song had reached the same
level as Ice-T’s “Cop Killer,”
would you have considered
removing the song from
Jerusalem?

No. The controversy over this
track was driven by very shallow
people who didn’t actually listen
and aren’t really music fans.
These people were looking for a
podium to just make another
political point. It’s clearly a poet-
ic song, about somebody who
has done something stupid.
There’s nothing in the song that
approves of his behavior, the
Taliban, or al-Qaeda. The song
was trying to get into the soul of
somebody and the notion that
even people who do terrible
things are human beings — and
that doesn’t mean that you
approve, support or encourage
them. People who had a different
political agenda manufactured

the controversy on that particular
song and I don’t know of a single
music critic that had a problem
with it. There’s no circumstance
under which I would have
removed the song, no matter
what anybody thought. It’s a free
country and that’s part of what
we fight for. That’s the joy of free-
dom; people have different opin-
ions on things, including music.

What initially attracted you to
Nirvana?

Sonic Youth told me about them.
Then, as now, Thurston Moore
and Kim Gordon were so incred-
ibly brilliant at identifying new
talent. John Silva and I were
managing Sonic Youth and the
band was paying a lot of atten-
tion to what was going on in
Seattle at the time and turned us
on to Nirvana. [ had complete
faith in their judgment then —
and I would now. So, that’s what
initially attracted me to Nirvana.
Then, I saw them play. They
opened up for Dinosaur Jr. at a
show before Nevermind was fin-
ished and I realized immediately
that it was one of the greatest
rock bands that I had ever seen
or would ever work with. Every
once in a while, you have a
moment of clarity about things
like that — I certainly missed a
lot of things, but that was one
that I saw clearly.

Do you have any special
memories from working with
the band?

I don’t really like to talk about it;
it’s a painful thing. I just choose
not to talk about it, except to say
that it was the greatest honor of
my life to have worked with them.

What Artemis artists should
College Radio pay attention to
this year?

Jesse Malin. He has an extraordi-
nary album called The Fine Art Of
Self Destruction that was pro-
duced by Ryan Adams and I
think it’s going to do extremely
well at College Radio. The integri-
ty and originality of the album is
going to make a tremendously
intense connection with the peo-
ple at College Radio.

Station philosophy/
Audience perception:
WEFMU operates as an inde-
pendent, listener-sponsored
radio station that is complete-
ly free-form in spirit and has
been for decades. WEMU’s
staff is encouraged to operate
within wide parameters,
incorporating everything in
the sound spectrum regardless
of its genre or even musicality.

How station is different
from others in the market:
WEFMUs strength is its total
nonconformity and unique
vision that it projects via the
DJs, who must really learn
and absorb the station’s iden-
tity for a long time before
getting their chance on the
air. The fact that we’re not
college or commercial really
allows us to bring in people
who are dedicated to music,
the station and making totally
out-there radio.

Local community
involvement:

Our main community-orient-
ed shows include “JM In The
A.M.” (a weekday morning

Jewish community program
which is pretty huge), and
“The Green Room” hosts
quite a few authors, scientists,
writers, etc. from the area dis-
cussing various issues.

The station raises most of its
funds via a yearly marathon
pledge drive, which takes
place over two weeks in
March. We also raise funds
for the station via our bian-
nual Record Fair, sporadic
benefit concerts — and we
also once had an art auction.

Music/Audience research:
We’re generally in touch with a
lot of music-loving types who
recommend/send us some of
the stuff we play here. As far as
audience research, we generally
poll our pledgers every two
years and ask them lots of per-
sonal questions about what they
like/dislike about the station.

Regular special features:
Lots of live bands in-studio
and other specials. Our Web
site is extremely extensive,
offering a myriad of links,

information, playlists and
archiving of shows you
might have missed or want
to hear again.

Current/Recent promotions:

We're trying to raise public
awareness of a sticky situa-
tion emerging: WFUV
(Bronx, NY — Fordham
University) is starting up a
booster that would infringe
upon the signals of our sta-
tion (and others) in parts of
our Manhattan and New
Jersey listening areas, and we
are in the process of trying to
get this problem resolved.

Also of interest:

Celebrated our 40th anniver-
sary recently, and also
entered into the “Guinness
Book of World Records” in
May 2001, when DJ Glen
Jones broke the world record
for a continuous on-air shift
— 100 plus hours! In addi-
tion, WFMU has been voted
best station in the USA for
four consecutive years by
Rolling Stone magazine.

here are
alot of
English

bands building
buzz these days —
groups like the Coral and the Libertines are primed to take America by
storm in 2003, while Coldplay and Doves have already enjoyed consid-
erable success on our shores in the past year. Also on the frontlines of
this most recent British invasion is the Music. Hailing from Leeds and
consisting of four school chums, the band plays epic, hyper-neurotic
Primal Scream-influenced psychedelica awash in heavy classic rock
guitars and blistering drums. Although its members are all in their late
teens and early 20s, the sound they produce together is surprisingly
mature. Early in the Music’s career, influential tastemakers, including
Radio 1 celebrity DJ Steve Lamacg, who called the group “the best
unsigned band in Britain,” praised the blossoming quartet. With a
wealth of critical acclaim in its corner, it wasn’t long before the Music
inked a deal with Hut Records in the UK. The You Might As Well Try
To Fuck Me EP was released in 2001 and launched the Music into the
mainstream. The band’s second EP, 2002’s The People, inspired NME to
declare the Music “potentially the most important group since Oasis.”
Bold words, indeed, but the Music has both the chops and charisma to
make that statement a lot less than hyperbole.

After conquering the British Isles and Japan (where the band has
a huge fan base), the Music now has its eyes on America. With its self-
titled debut album available domestically and an upcoming American
tour opening for Coldplay, don’t be surprised if you hear a lot about
this band in the near future. The Music can be heavy as a freight train
— and American audiences can’t seem to get enough of big riffs.

Guitarist Adam Nutter recently spoke with CM]J about all of the
hype, being exposed to good music at an early age and making con-
nections with a culture that doesn’t speak his language.

Can you fill us in on a little band history?

Me, [vocalist] Robert [Harvey] and [bassist] Stu [Coleman] have
known each other most of our lives. We were always mates and went
to school together and all that. Stu and I started learning guitar when
we were about 16. Stu started learning bass around that same time.
Rob had already been in a few bands and he was in a band with
[drummer] Phil [Jordan]. He got bored with that band and left. And,
because Stu and I were already playing together, we hooked up with
Rob because we were all mates. We all started writing music; Rob
started doing vocals and lyrics, I got the guitar bits and Stu the bass
bits and Phil got the drum bits. We got spotted in Leeds by the man-
ager we have now and within a year we were signed. We did the
album and have been touring pretty much ever since.

How’s everyone handling all the hype surrounding the band?
You're a relatively new group and your career seems to be taking
off really quick.

Yeah, it’s a bit weird. We try to not to think about it too much. If we
started to think too much about the hype, there would be a lot of
pressure on us to live up to what everyone is saying — and we aren’t

really interested in living up to what others say about us. We’re doing
our own thing. They can have their opinions about us and that’s fine,
but were doing it our way at the end of the day.

All of the guys in the band grew up in the suburbs. Was it hard
to get exposed to interesting music?

There was a lot of good music around when I was younger. My broth-
er listened to good music and my parents did as well. I was never big
into the Stone Roses, but I was into Primal Scream quite a bit, and I
got into them mainly because of my brother.

Were your parents into newer or older music?

They were into all sorts of stuff. My dad is into everything — and I
mean literally everything. My mom was a really big Elton John fan
and loved his older stuff. So I got into early Elton John and I still
respect that music a lot.

Is it a priority for the group to break in America?
We just want to break everywhere; America is just the next step.

Does the band have any plans for another tour of the U.S.
sometime soon?

We’ve done two tours of the U.S. so far, about 30 gigs total, but we are
going to be spending a lot of time in the early part of this year in the
States touring with Coldplay.

Did the band have a chance to play live a lot before it was
signed?

Yeah, it helped us to get signed. We used to practice once a week in a
church hall.

Because the Music is such a young band, do you find it hard to
get respect from the industry and your peers?

Not at all, really. Actually, I think we’re well respected. Being young is
quite good as well, because I think people hear our music and think
it’s very mature for how old we are.

The Music is huge in Japan. Why do you think that is?

I don’t really know. I guess it’s just the music that we do. They con-
nect with it really well and seem to understand where we’re coming
from, even though most people there don’t even speak our language.

THE LIFE OF AGONY REUNION SHOWS

They said it’d never happen, but it did. On January 3-4, Life Of
Agony’s original lineup reunited for two shows at New York City’s
Irving Plaza, both of which sold out in less than 20 minutes. We
were the biggest opponents of the Whit Crane version of LOA, who
joined the band after pint-sized singer Keith Caputo defected, but
those awful memories were erased when the band took the stage.
Bookending the set with “River Runs Red” and “Through And
Through,” the only time the crowd ceased fevered moshing activity
was when bassist Alan Robert experienced technical difficulties on
Friday and when Caputo performed an unplugged version of “Let’s
Pretend” on Saturday. Other than that, the crowds starting moshing
and stage diving over each other 15 minutes before LOA took stage.
We haven’t seen that kind of metal mania since 1995, which was
LOA’s heyday. Sonically, LOA was in top notch, near-perfect form;
the songs sounded timeless, yet classic, and certainly didn’t come off
as though they had been sitting on the shelf for over five years.
Additionally, it was treat to hear Caputo hit those high notes,
because we didn’t think he could anymore. Playing songs from the

Type O Negative-influenced early days through the commercial
sheen of the Soul Searching Sun album, LOA reigned supreme on
both nights. There was a real magic and chemistry on stage, as
Robert and pumped-on-adrenaline guitarist Joey Z. played to each
other, jumped up and down and played their hearts out.

Opeth demigod Mikael Akerfeldt recently called in from
Sweden and he wasn’t calling to discuss the lauded
Deliverance, which topped Loud Rock at the end of 2002, but
to pimp us on Damnation, the new album Opeth will release
this spring. Akerfeldt is a funny chap, who doesn’t fear his
band will be confused with the similar spelled Otep, and
leaked that the working title of Deliverance was Zeppelin,
given his love of Led Zeppelin.

Mikael, please, tell us about Damnation, the forthcom-
ing Opeth album that is somewhat of a companion to
Deliverance.

It’s pretty much the opposite of Deliverance. It’s a mellow
record. Deliverance is aggressive; Damnation is almost
acoustic, but it’s not entirely acoustic. It’s been a plan of ours
for a long time. It wasn’t until now that we felt it was the right
time.

Well, 2001’s Blackwater Park was heavy and mellow. Is
that how Damnation is?

This one will have no heavy guitars. It sounds old, like it was
recorded in 1972. The whole production is very natural and
dry. The drum kit sounds real. Naturally, drums don’t sound
like they do on Deliverance. They were studio-treated. All the
drums on every heavy record are treated. On Damnation, the
drums are very clean and dry.

So, is it safe to say that Damnation is not a metal album?
It’s not a metal record, but we’re a metal band. It’s an experi-
ment, a rock album.

There is like a cult of Opeth; metal fans revere you like a
deity. Does it make you blush, to have kids come up to
you and thank you for gracing our soil with your presence?
It’s pretty humorous that people see me that way. On the
other hand, it’s very honorable to see me that way! It’s weird,
because we’re just a band who does music. It’s supposed to be
fun. 'm not going to say, ‘Yes, you should be fucking thank-
full’ [laughs] We just want to have a good time. We’re hyped
at the moment. In Europe, there is an Opeth hype. We can
release a compilation of farts and Europeans would say,
‘Whoa! That’s a masterpiece. The record label spins off that
hype. At the end of the day, we’re four guys playing music
with the same views we had years ago.

This last one’s a two-parter. Place Deliverance and
Damnation, which are pretty much being released back-
to-back, in Opeth’s career and tell us what your favorite
Opeth record is.

The albums were rushed, squeezed out by us, yet anticipated
by the audience. I don’t work well unless there is pressure, or
there’d be an album every 15 years! Right now, Damnation is
my favorite, because it’s so different. It’s a dream of mine, and
it’s a dream come true to make an album like this. I think
people will hate it, because it’s not metal and we're first and
foremost a metal band. We did it because of the challenge.

Back From The Grave (Century Media)
Back From The Grave is Grave’s first album
in over six years and it picks up where the
band last left off. Specializing in mid-"90s
Swedish death metal (now there’s a phrase
you hear every single damn day in Loud
Rock), the band went on hiatus for more
than half a decade after building up a solid
reputation, and is sonically on par with the
likes of Entombed and Obituary.

Velvet Noise (Nuclear Blast)

Rare is the metal band that sounds a lot like Fear Factory and a
little like Soilwork and Machine Head, but Raunchy’s Velvet Noise
makes it sound like the easiest thing in the world. Velvet Noise is a
strong indicator that the members of Raunchy spent their most
formative years soaking up Fear Factory’s computerized, machine
metal classic Demanufacture, and spiced that base formula up
with some of the thrashiness of Machine Head and the synth-
dotted metal of Soilwork. Velvet Noise is anything but soft and
supple like the fabric; rather, it’s cold, mechanized and robotic,
with riffs fired off like a round of semiautomatic ammunition.
While Raunchy proudly displays its influences on Velvet Noise, it’s
not a cheap knockoff. On “Crack Of Dawn,” vocalist Lars
Vognstrup sounds like Burton C. Bell when he sings in his grand,
operatic voice and like Robert Flynn when he growls over a flesh-

flaying old-school Machine Head riff. If you're into the
Roadrunner glory days of the 1990s, then spin “Twelve Feet Tall,”
“Bleeding” and “Leech.”

Bluetality (Century Media)

Alongside Madball, Merauder set the
tone for blue-collar, thugged-out, mid-
’90s NYHC with its classic release,
Master Killer. If there had never been a
Merauder, we might never have had a
Hatebreed, if that helps plot Merauder’s
influence to scale. Bluetality finds the
band maturing with the “from the streets” attitude of its past,
without sacrificing the blow-by-blow sonic bruising that defines
the sound. Vocalist Jorge Rosado, who was the original singer of
11l Nifio when that band went by El Nifio, rasps away over bullish,
brutish metal riffs. Simply put, no one is safe from Merauder’s
lyrical browbeatings — not the cops, not the government, not
your mom. No one. In Merauder’s world, it’s always an eye for an
eye and nothing less. Jesus, this is the kind of tough-guy music
you listen to while getting a prison tatt, with a makeshift needle
and ink from a Bic pen.

he rumor mill was

working overtime

speculating on where
Crescent City trumpeters Wyn-
ton Marsalis and Terence Blan-
chard would land after both
stars were left in limbo as a
result of Columbia’s Jazz
department’s reshuffling in
2000. Blanchard signed with
Blue Note sometime in mid-
December and Marsalis will fol-
low suit by the end of January.
Also in the process of signing
with the label is Detroit diva
Anita Baker, who had taken a
hiatus from the music industry
to focus on raising a family since
her last release for Elektra in
1994. Baker is expected to final-
ize her deal with Blue Note by
the end of February.

“To have Terence, Wynton
and Anita coming into the
label is wonderful,” says Man-
tis Evar, product manager for
Blue Note. “I'm no corporate
hag, but I have a lot of pride
working for Blue Note, because
we’re a world class label with
some of the greatest musicians
in the world. To me, it seems
appropriate that these three
musicians have been added to
the roster.”

Blue Note took some hits
from so-called Jazz purists in
2002 who thought the success of
Norah Jones was turning the
label’s attention away from the
real music of Jazz. The pragmat-
ic version of this cynicism looks
at Jones’s success as a necessary
evil to maintain the label’s via-

bility and success.

“I could see how the pub-
lic would say, ‘now that they
made a lot of money with
Norah Jones, they can now do
all this other stuff,” adds Evar.
“This is definitely not the case.
Bruce [Lundvall, President of
Blue Note] was talking to Wyn-
ton before we even knew that
Norah existed. The same thing
with Terence as well. If they
came over because of Norah’s
success, I would be just as
thrilled, but it’s not the case.”

Apparently Lundvall had
been talking to all three artists
for the last few years and it just
so happens that all three con-
tracts have
come together
around the
same general
time.

Blanchard
already has stu-
dio time sched-
uled for his Blue
Note debut. The
trumpeter has
been doing
short jaunts
with a seven-
piece group that expands his
standard bop lineup of trumpet,
saxophone, piano, bass and
drums to include B3 organ and
guitar. Also known for his film
work, Blanchard’s latest foray is
the score for Spike Lee’s 25th
Hour. Along with doing film
work, Blanchard has been
focusing on teaching, with
positions as Artistic Director
for the Thelonious Monk
Institute of Jazz Performance

at the University of Southern
California and Director of the
University of New Orleans
Jazz Studies Program.

Marsalis continues his
work as Artistic Director of Jazz
at Lincoln Center. Meanwhile,
Baker just finished a few dates in
New York and Indianapolis, her
first live shows since 1994.

Imagine a
Haitian-influenced New
Orleans funeral procession
done dub stylee (sic) and it
wouldn’t be far from the mark.
No release is set at this time.

CHARLIE HUNTER
RETURNS ON
ROPEADOPE

No one will ever accuse string-
slinger Charlie Hunter of stay-
ing in one place too long —
Hunter ricochets around the
groove Jazz spectrum like a pin-
ball. Following up 2001’s Songs
From The Analog Playground,
which featured various singers
(including a pre-pop star
Norah Jones), Hunter returns
with Right Now Move, an
instrumental album featuring
old friend John Ellis (sax),
Curtis Fowlkes (trombone),
Gregoire Maret (harmonica)
and Derrek Phillips (drums).
After seven albums for Blue
Note, Hunter is switching labels
too, making a jump over to
Ropeadope. This album leans
more towards the Calypso
swing thing that guitarist Marc
Ribot used to great effect on
his Los Cubanos Postizos pro-
ject. No release date yet, but
expect the album this spring.

Eloping With The Sun is an album
that positions itself as the follow-up
to Parker/Drake’s Piercing The Veil,
which had a decidedly African music
bent to it. With Parker on zintar
instead of bass, Morris on banjo and
banjouke instead of guitar and
Drake on frame drum, the sonics displayed here are far from con-
ventional — in fact, they sound like field recordings from Northern
Africa. The tunes themselves are improvised grooves where rhythm
twins Parker and Drake are intrinsically dialed into each other’s
musical pulse, while Morris solos over the top to fine effect. The
primal timbre and tones are well outside Western music scales and
both Morris and Parker are somewhat limited in the number of
sounds their respective instruments make; as expert improvisers,
they overcome these limitations to make something wildly imagi-
native. Nonetheless, Eloping With The Sun will take some getting
used to and is going to pose some programming challenges.

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aves of uncer-

tainty and inde-

cision giving way
to waves of musical mediocrity
and (to quote the great Francis),
“Waves of Mutilation” (Doolittle
references, take ‘em wherever
you can get ‘em). Mutilation. A
little dramatic, but not when
you talk to accounts (majors
now as much as independents),
labels and distribution compa-
nies. Accounts are disappearing,
chains closing ranks and closing
doors (even 37,000 Kmart jobs
in 2003), Departments in every
walk of label life are being
slashed and “Gouged Away.” So
much uncertainty and hesita-
tion—understandably.

Today, whether you open a
copy of the New York Times or
just your local rag, the down-
ward spiraling business of the
music business is now morn-
ing-coffee headline. Sure, in this
industry we’re often guilty of
our fair solipsistic share: “The
world is our world.” But “talk”
about the demise of the music
world as we know it is every-
where, everyone two-centing
his or her way into the debate
with varying degrees of glee or
gloom depending on whose
pocket - consumer or otherwise
- the conversational hand dips.

Label uncertainty. Sales
departments are getting hit with
some of the heaviest staff-slash-
ing casualties. Friends at majors
now have sales staffs either com-
mensurate with or even smaller
(field staff included) than many
indies (yet, many argue, promo-
tion departments continue to
mostly unabated with their 10
VPs, eight marketing directors,
independent promo budgets,
etc). These smaller staffs are now
even less equipped to engage and
enthuse their own major distri-
bution companies. When corpo-
rations look to “cut costs” they
do it in the same way Goliath
would swat at mosquitoes on his
back—clumsily, missing the
mark most of the time and get-
ting bitten regardless. One major
label just cut its sales budget by
25 percent with another 10 per-
cent cross-the-board cut being

handed down from its distribu-
tion company. That’s 35 percent
less this year over last to develop
artists at retail. Field staff,
regional offices, all being “swat-
ted” (that’s not to say change
isn’t necessary, we have to keep
in mind it’s the same Goliath,
though younger at the time, who
opened those offices and hired
those staffers in the first place).
The unfortunate by-product of
this all-thumbs approach is
that the cuts are forcing many
labels to just paint-by-num-
bers: “If I buy this many pro-
grams, I ship this many units.”
That’s fine, of course, when it’s
just part of the equation—not
when it’s the entire equation.
Artists don’t get developed that
way. They just don’t.

Mediocrity. Not much to
argue here—we see it everyday.
Huge mega-star mediocrity
with all the tinsel and flash of
my 3-year-old daughter’s
Nutcracker Barbie—broken
(her hair balding and her left
foot long-gone) three weeks
after Christmas. Here’s the
tragedy. Having met with so
many labels, talked to so many
retailers and listened to so
much music since the begin-
ning of the year I/you/we all
(but the public) see there is
amazing music ready at the
gates. The impulse to recognize
and even sign developing artists
is still there (look out for Kings
of Leon, Longwave, My
Morning Jacket, White Light
Motorcade, Fischerspooner, the
Music, Paloalto and more) and
independent retailers are still
passionate about helping them
break, but the current MO of
corporate business is not only
pushing release dates back fur-
ther and further, its leaving
many to wither on the vine.

Indie labels are finding ways
to prosper every day. Indie retail-
ers are banding in groups and
committing their resources and
experience to helping develop
new artists (more on MMN’s
laudable embrace of Octone’s
White Light Motorcade soon).
So much great music is ready to
come. Let’s hope it does.

Record Emporium Chicago, IL
recordemporium@prodigy.net
In addition to an annual $500
licensing fee, the “used” CD
ordinance on the books in
Chicago requires us to go
through background checks
and keep detailed logs of every
item we purchase. So far,
Raffe’s Record Riot was closed
for a day after falling victim to
a “sting” operation after an
employee bought 14 discs
without getting proper identifi-
cation, without properly log-
ging the items and without the
required license. The clerk
spent six hours in jail. Djangos
2nd Hand Tunes has filed a
first amendment suit against
the city in federal court. The
City Department of Revenue
shut them down for not being
properly licensed and the
store’s lawyer went into court
and got them re-opened. I can’t
even purchase a license because
I am not zoned properly. The
city is rezoning my block and I
have been informed by the
policeman checking my books
that my “grace” period is just
about over. Apparently, the city
is not moving fast enough to
suit its police department.
Some stores have not been
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approached at all. Hi-Fi Records
is right next door to 2nd Hand
Tunes and they haven’t had a
visit. Blockbuster doesn’t have
to buy the license because they
don’t buy over the counter
(though the law says “buying
and selling. .. ‘previously
viewed’ DVDs” still counts as
“used”). Coconuts has stopped
selling used product, and all we
hear about Tower is that they’re
doomed in Chicago. All this is
for the pleasure of paying $14
wholesale for the 8 Mile sound-
track. I haven’t managed to sell
one since I raised my price to
$16.99.

I've been through all sorts of
format changes since I started
this in 1979. It seems that
interest in CDs is on the wane
and it isn’t because there is
another format on the hori-
zon. It is because $20 is too
much. Hell, $15 is too much.
The public still remembers
being told the price would
come down. They still remem-
ber the lie and resent it. It is
going to take more than a
poster of Britney Spears
quotes (“Downloading is steal-
ing”) to get the public looking
on our industry with any kind
of regard.

ouis Karp and John Kunz worked at

competing chain operations - jobs

they both wanted to resign from in
order to open their own stores.
Coincidentally, on the same day John put in
his resignation, Louis opened Waterloo
Records And Video. Before John could open
his own store, he and Louis realized they
shared a similar vision. They decided that
rather than competing (again), they’d pool
their capital, combine their ideas and part-
ner up. Five years later, Louis left to pursue
other opportunities and John became syn-
onymous with Waterloo.

Waterloo - and its inaugural slogan
“Where Music Still Matters” - made its pub-
lic debut April 1, 1982. Since then, three
things have always set Waterloo apart. First,
all albums are alphabetized from A to Z,
with no categories or genres. Second, any-
one can listen to anything in stock (which,
in 1982, was groundbreaking). Third is a
natural extension of their listen-to-anything
policy: consumers can return any purchase
as long as it’s brought back in the same
condition they bought it. Again, maybe not
so radical now, but in ’82, labels were still
up in arms over blank-cassette duplication,
let alone all this new-fangled digital stuff.

Waterloo has won every Austin Chronicle
Reader’s Poll for “Best Record Store” since
1982 as well as NARM’s “Best Retailer

Award” for 1996, 1998, 2000 and 2002. If that
doesn’t tell you how powerful and amazing
they are, they have also been responsible for
one percent of the multi-platinum sales for O
Brother, Where Art Thou?, Norah Jones and
Buena Vista Social Club.
