The Hooters, Out Of Body, MCA

Last week, MCA, Cornerstone Management and The Hooters
induced an Qut Of Body experience
in the form of a raging release party
in Philadelphia. In addition to the
industry usuals (and later, the pub-
lic), The Chestnut Cabaret was filled
| with the sights and sound of new
Hooters music. Cuts from the album
were experienced on video, on cas-
sette and on stage. What we heard
was energetic and wonderful, with Rob Hyman, Eric Bazilian,
David Uosikkinen, John Lilley, Fran Smith, Jr., and the new
blood of Mindy Jostyn on violin (et al). Out Of Body begins with
a quick-paced first single, which grabbed a Hard Debut of 79*
this week. The Hooters have been busy with this album, taking
their time in the “City of Brotherly Love”, putting it together
with just the right stuff. The colorful LP has something for
everyone, making the unusually lengthy wait worthwhile. An
Irish twist with violin, mandolin, a hooter (and all the Hooter
usuals) are present and perfected on this project.

Which reminds
me...try “Put Me On Top”, where Aimee pokes fun at Ric, a
Crush Velvet friend who’s arrogance is painfully obvious). The
album is very introspective, bearing all and spilling over with
honesty and an insightful, sometimes humorous outlook.
Whatever is a stripped-down album of pure story-telling bliss,
approached with a rock charm that only Aimee can add.

Jeffrey Naumann sent
me this advance a few weeks ago and I just can’t shake it. More than
that I don’t want to. It rocks my usually metal
tinted world. This is your wake-up call peo-
ple. You want unpretentious roots rock. You
want strong principles, integrity, a grasp on
reality and a fresh cutting edge (not to men-
tion hooks and harmonicas). Virgin have
been offering just that to you. Alabama’s
Brother Cane (Damon Johnson, Roman
| Glick, Glenn Maxey and Scott Collier) are the real deal. They create
homegrown rock, flavored with deep rooted influences, heightened by
a youthful ‘90s energy. And “Got No Shame” is only the tip of the
proverbial iceberg. F.YI. the album’s blisteringly honest and sincere;
| loaded to the hilt with hit songs (due out May 18th). Not necessarily
just for nighttime airplay, “Gor No Shame" is an easy choice. Just ask
WKDF’s John Nagarya who’s flipping over them. As he testified,
“It’s been a real long time since a baby band got me this jazzed. Hell, I
haven’t been this excited about a record in the seven years that I've
worked here! You will be eating someone else’s dust if you ignore this
| band” Nuff said. Already on KAZY, KRXQ, WBTZ, WXZL and
WRZK.

Monster Magnet, “Twin Earth”’, A&M.... From the minute you get a
whiff of “Twin Earths”’ massive opening, groove-induced kick (which is
not unlike Led Zep’s “Rock & Roll”’), you know
you’re in for a helluva ride. Conjuring up a psy-
chedelic windstorm of grungy wah-wah guitar,
across a low riding blues bed, Monster Magnet
are a cerebral kick in the shorts (the sitar in the
middle’s a unique touch as well). Already lean-
ing heavily into the metal charts (4* on Hard
Hitters/#6 Most Requested), the base couldn’t be
better for crossover to COR. In fact, a half dozen of you have already
latched on (WHMH, WKLL, KRXQ, KNAC, KRXQ, WBTZ,
WRZX —who have top phones). The song represents a harder side of
what bands like Raging Slab are also offering, so crank it why don’t

you....

Circus Of Power, ‘Mama Tequila”, Columbia.... A-ha! We men-
tioned this band in this section a couple of weeks ago, and here at last the
official single for COR/AOR radio comes swag-
gering. It’s via the blues-belting of L.A. based,
by way New York City, Circus Of Power.
Having established their street smart brand of
gritty rock at metal radio, over the course of a few
albums (the current one being their most success-
ful—they topped out at 5*), the band now hope
to break through to the mainstream side of the
fence. Deservedly so, since “Mama Tequila” sports all the right hooks,
plenty of slippery slide guitar, a memorable chorus and bootloads of atti-
tude. Your AWOL if you’re not on it. Those already in the know include
KAZY, KRXQ, WBTZ, WXZL and WRZK. In fact, KAZY’s Loid
Todd commented that, “We’ve been on “Mama Tequila” from Circus of
Power for awhile and it really sounds cool. Great phone action from the
core, too..””. Hmmm.

That wish came true, thanks to the legendary late Jim O’Brien,
who put Pat on the board for three DJ shows a week, combined with two days of dri-
ving the CK Camaro around for news actualities, along with a one day a week news
shift. After a stint at crosstown WKNR (“Keener”), Pat segged to seminal ABC-FM
WRIF in early ‘72. Then, in April of ‘73, it was off to ABC’s franchise AOR facility,
WPLIJ/NYC. In a town where many have tried and died, Pat now celebrates 20 years
of surfing the big rock radio wave in the number one market. The kid who first
stepped up to the counter with 89 cents for “Great Balls of Fire” has obviously done a
fine job of staying close to that rock and roll flame...

| Does the £act that your station is a three

PAT: Well, first of all, there’s no such
thing as a three dollar cab ride anymore!
And while it’s true that the labels might
have better access to us, we're also in a
much better position to find out what’s
happening first hand. So, yeah, the labels
are all a local call away, but we get to
hear about all the hottest new bands first.
It really works to our benefit.

You’re a first time PD in the #1 market. I
don’t know that that’s ever happened
before. Is the job basically what you
expected so far?

PAT: I've been a disc jockey for a little
over 25 years now. To actually be the
Program Director, even though I've
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always worked with one, involves making
so many more decisions than I expected.
As far as time management, the fact that
I’m also on the air in the middle of the
day doesn’t help. So, my hours have
really ]crlgthcncd, and of course, I expect-
ed that. A PD job is not a four hour job,

like being a DJ is in a lot of cases.

I
think I may have gone a little bit too far
with it when I first started off because I
did throw in some things that were way
too unfamiliar.

I've heard that, yes. At what point did
you have a specific point of awakening
where you went, ‘You know, I’ve got too
much unfamiliar music on the radio.’

PAT: It was probably when I was
putting songs 1n that some of the DJs
didn’t recognize. Now, we’re getting a
lot of feedback where people say, ‘Oh, |
love deep cuts.” Or they’re requesting
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PAT: I think the problem there was that
Dave wanted to be his own man, but he
had Ted who was, at that point, the
General Manager, but very much a
Program Director. We, as jocks, would
know what he’d want. If Logan was in
the middle telling us something different,
and trying to do it his way when he still
had to answer to Ted, it made for an
uncomfortable situation. Then, if Ted
was answering to somebody else, it was

Even more convoluted.

PAT: Yes. So, now it’s changed. Kevin
Smith took over. He said, ‘I’m not a
musicologist. I'm going to find some-
body who knows music and programming
and who knows where the staff 1s coming
from.” He zeroed in on me and offered
me the gig when [ wasn’t really going for
it.

Maybe Kevin decided he’d better pick one
of the officers of the Club?

PAT: That’s probably not a bad way to
look at it. It does make some sense. Butl
also think his decision was music based,
in that I’m a music guy. I’m also in there,
and I’ve got the experience, and I’'m
doing this everyday, so I’m very familiar
with what goes on in the studio and I’'m
doing it. I'm one of them. Kevin knew
my philosophy wasn’t the, ‘Let me make
my art, get off my back!’ freeform thing.
But asafears go on, Wh% should there be
only 800 tunes in the library? Why is
that? When songs are constantly coming
out, why does something all of a sudden
have to drop out? Why do we have to
hear ‘Roundabout’ again and again? This
radio station wasn’t built on that. The
Doobie Brothers did a lot more than
‘China Grove.” They did ‘Pursuit On
53rd Street.” People bought the albums
and they remember them, so hit ‘em with
some depth once in awhile. The oldies
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should be fresh, just like the new stuff
should be fresh. It’s just an approach of
keeping the station interesting so that you
don’t know what is going to come up
every time.

There are those who argue that using new
—or old —unfamiliar tracks is flirting
with disaster.

PAT: There’s a lot of gut involved,
which, in a lot of people’s minds, is not
the way to run a radio station. This is the
flagship of the Group W radio stations. 1
do look at research. I do take everything
into account, but to me, it still boils down
towhatI do as a livinﬁ as a disc jockey. I
just want to be a friendly guy on the radio
who knows music and plays great music
on the radio.

It doesn’t have to be more complicated
than that.

PAT: I am taking chances. And don’t
think I’m not aware of that when I play a
track that a large part of the audience
might not know. Particularly, when you
punch over to K-Rock and every song
that they’re playing is a tested, familiar,
winning hit. It’s ‘Ramblin’ Man,’ it’s
‘Comfortably Numb,’ it’s ‘Light M]y
Fire,” it’s non-stop winning stuff. They
play great music over there, but it’s just
not the only music. I'll play ‘Mag{glc
McGill’ from the Doors, because 1 really
believe that people want to hear that stuff.
If I give them a taste of that and I do it
consistently, they will get surprised. It’s
the surprise element that people have
been missing from their radios that is
maki;g WNEW-FM interesting. The
Two For Tuesday had gotten so pre-
dictable that if you heard ‘Jessica’ by the
Allman Brothers, you knew ‘Ramblin’
Man’ was next. And I’m not even talking
about a radio guy, I think that the people
were picking up on that. I try to give the
audience the benefit of the doubt that they
are into music and that they want to be
surprised.
Since you are a ‘music gu{, > do you find
it tough to divorce yourself from your
personal taste in terms of your program-
ming decisions? For instance, you're
glayin ‘Plush’ from Stone Temple Pilots,
ut Atlantic could never get you into ‘Sex
Type Thing.’
PAT: Yes,it’s somcthinF that I have to
deal with. But we are a classic rock
based radio station, so I have to worry
about tuneout. ‘Plush’ is more accessible
to the classic rock audience. It’s what I
look for on any new music. Does it have
classic rock potential?

In other words, is this library material?

PAT: Right. Will it be accepted by the
audience? For instance, I thought some
of the Alice In Chains things were just
too loud. They were over that line of too
loud and too hard for this audience. But
when the current record came out, it was
like, ‘Well, what about this one?
‘Rooster’ isn’t too hard.” That, to me,
went too far the other way, so I’m not
playing that. To me, that’s too dirgey.

What’s Music Director Lorraine
Caruso’s role? Is she in a position there
where if a record is important —

PAT: Then she let’s me know the partic-
ulars. She’s really good with dealing
with all the record guys, and she’s great
when it comes to booking concerts and
%etting artist interviews and all of that.

s far as keeping on top of the music
with what’s hot and what’s not, she’s ter-
rific at sorting out the priorities. 1’d also
like to mention mK program coordinator
Amy Winslow, who also is invaluable to
me. They’re both great people.

How has your relationship with Scott
changed since you’ve become Program
Director?

PAT: My relationship with Scott has
always been terrific. I’m not sure why we
had such a good rapport because we were
on opposite each other for 14 and 1/2
years.

And a number of those years, I believe,
you had better ratings. You spanked that
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bad boy!

PAT: But we always had a rapport when
we would meet at these record company
functions or whatever. We were always
cordial. And we seem to be on the same
page with the direction of this radio sta-
tion.

He’s happy with what you’re doing ?

PAT: Yes, I believe he is. And you
know why? ‘Cause he’s a music guy.
The relationship since I’ve become the
Program Director has only gotten better,
in my opinion, because if the music is
right, then Scott doesn’t have a lot to
complain about.

(Laughs) That’s good!

PAT: And he’s not doing a lot of com-
plaining now.

In terms of your personal prf[erences,
what do you gravitate toward at home?

PAT: Donald Fagen, the Nightfly album
— by the way, I’ve heard the new album
and 1t’s just a mother!!!!

I'm told it’s great.

PAT: Unbelievable. I've been waiting
for this one for 11 years and it’ll be out at
the end of the month. It’s only 8 songs,
but it’s still worth it. It’s fabulous. I
can’t wait to play it. I’m telling you, it’s
gonna be mon-
strous! I'm a big
fan of NRBQ
and, of course, a
lot of that is cat-
alogue stuff
because their last
couple of albums
haven’t been any
Ereeat shakes.

t’s see...what
else? I never get
tired of Johnnie
Johnson’s
‘Johnny Be Bad’
album. Ditto
Georgie Fame’s |
‘Cool Cat Blues’
album. ‘
Fabulous!!! I
could listen to it
over and over
again.

‘NEW is in a
unique situation
in the market,
it’s getting to be

on the radio, and you blow him away. He
changes the dial. "The next morning, his
radio is tuned into a different station. So,
I’m trying to play from the same deck of
cards on a 24 hour basis. It’s like the
same thing I found when I came in here
and saw a ot of the dayparted records,
such as ‘Daniel’ by Elton John, which
couldn’t be played at night. I went,
‘Well, wait a minute, I want to be more
of a full service 24 hour station, so that
when you turn it on, you know what to
expect as far as type of music or a certain
sound and you get that.’

Meanwhile, WRXK has four hours of talk
with the Greaseman at night opposite
you. Your thoughts on that?

PAT: Bog,ldon’t know. I just kind of
shake my head on that one.

Yeah, I’'m kind of ;zlmzzled myself. What’s
your reaction to the show? Does the con-
tent offend you at all?

PAT: From time to time, yes, it does. It
would seem to me that it would blow off
women completely because it’s really
very juvenile. Ithink the kids can get a
shock out of it, and I think some of them
may not even know what he’s talking
about. He’s got his codes for different
words, but, yes, I’'m shocked from time to

back.

PAT: That’s a little bit strange. The
way I’m looking at it is that once you
hear the name ‘Paraquat’ you never for-
get it. That could perhaps conjure up a
connotation of a wild and wacky morning
show, which it’s not. I’m very comfort-
able with the way he sounds. He sounds
like he belongs at ‘NEW. We thought
about trying to come up with a totally dif-
ferent name, but to me, that didn’t seem
real. It’s like when we talk about having
the world’s largest rock n’ roll library,
which is part of our handle. We’ve been
using that for the last couple years, and I
think the audience was saying, ‘Yeah, but
why don’t you use it?” Now, I feel like
we truly are using it. I want to give the
people what we say we’re delivering. |
want to be honest.” So, the guy’s name is
Pat Kelley, he’s known as ‘Paraquat’ and
that’s what he’ll be.

Do you add extra risks to the mix, Pat, by
bringing a Californian into New York?

PAT: Yeabh, it’s something that I’'m
aware of. There is a small segment of the
audience that is going to say, ‘Hey, we
don’t need a Californian.” There’s a cer-
tain amount of that, but again, it’s like,
‘Get used to it. Everybody’s from some-
where else.” I’m from Detroit. It’s a risk
that I’m willing to
take because I
think he’s the best
guy for the job.

Did you consider
a number of peo-
ple?

PAT: Yep.

Any overviews on
the state of major
market morning
talent that crossed
your desk?

PAT: Just that
it’s hard to find
somebody for this
format, and for
this particular
radio station
because it’s so
specialized. I
found some that
were just too
wacky. I heard
some that were
too laid back and

kind of unusual
in that you’re not

not the right mix.
I think Paraquat’s

dealing with any
kind ofupper end or lower end stratifica-
tion.

PAT: Itis a unique situation, and I’'m
trying to deal with that situation the way it
is and to stay true to making WNEW F
comfortable to listen to in the current |
competitive climate. I want to be the
music lover’s radio station without trying
to pigeonhole us so much into just one
thing and only thing at all. That’s why
{gu can hear Jerry Lee Lewis and the

wis Boogie at 9 o’clock at night here.
That is possible.

Aren’t you concerned about blowing off
your younger listeners with stuff like that
at night?

PAT: At this point, I think it’s really
hard to please them, so I’m looking at a
25-44 base. It’s not a different radio sta-
tion at night anymore. We used to be that
way. I’ve changed that.

When did you make that change? ‘

PAT: Probably around the first of the
year.

Hmmm. And do you think the book |
showed dividends?

PAT: Yes, I think so. Some of the phi- |
losophy has been that there’s nobody over
25 listening after 7 o’clock at night, so
you go toward the lower end.

And you ain’t buyin’ that?

PAT: You go toward an 18-24 base, and
what happens is, the 30-year old or 35-
year old gets into his car at night and turns
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| time at what he’s doing. To me, it’s just

kind of silly, 7th grade humor and I
would thinK it would be very offensive to
women. The Greaseman diminishes the
specialty act that Howard is because even
though they’re twelve hours apart, it’s
like, ‘Well, here’s another talk show that
gets controversial.’

Well, he hasn’t been on the air for a
while now.

PAT: He has not been on the air for a
few f/ears, so he is really itchin’. He is so
thrilled about being here. He had worked
at KMET, of course, a sister station.
There’s a number of people that are still
around here that remember taking the
Fish reports and exchanging news stories
with him, when he was out at KMET, so
the name was familiar.

He’s taken a little flack for the
‘Paraquat’ handle, hasn’t he?

PAT: I have to admit, I’ve been a little
uncomfortable with it myself. It’s also a
little bit confusing to have two Pat’s
around the station. When somebody
around here said ‘Pat,’ it always meant
me.

Not only that, but you guys are on back to
|
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humor is perfect.
It’s more of a Letterman kind of thing.
He’s into the music. He knows how to
edit himself and still be entertaininF, and
he’s got a natural, pleasant voice. ['don’t
think just music is going to get you to the
level of Howard Stern type numbers.

PAT: I don’t know Tim Sabean, and |
haven’t perceived much of a difference
since he’s been here, other than they’ve

ot a new announcer on the radio station.

omebody today told me that they’ve got
a new promo on the air that apparently is
taking shots at our deep cuts. [f that’s the
case, | haven’t heard it yet. I haven’t
heard much different on that radio station
other than Greaseman and the new
announcer.

You’ve aired some fairly pointed promos

| yourself. Have you gotten any feedback?

PAT: It was varied. Some people didn’t
et it. When we said things like, ‘Let’s
ace it, New York radio sucks, we just
suck less,” some people got offended. I
just thought it was funnty. We’d get ‘em
on and we’d get ‘em off.

Well, I have heard it said that K-Rock
specializes in recycling a lot of your sta-
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tion’s basic ideas and promotions with a
‘classic’ togspm to them. Do you think
that’s true:

PAT: Yes, to a certain extent. When I
hear things like ‘If it’s on ‘XRK, it’s a
classic. Countonit.’ Idon’t know what
that means. I don’t profess to say that
every single thing we play is a classic.
We’re going deeger on some of these
thinﬁs, so everything isn’t a classic. I
think the word classic itself has been just
overworked.

Milked to death.

PAT: To death! What does it mean any-
more? Do people go out and ask for a
Coca-Cola Classic. Just give me a Coke!!

Right now, goddammit!!
PAT: Coke is a classic. I ask for a Coke.

What’s it like having a brother, Michael
Stevens of Atlantic, in the promotion side
of the biz?

PAT: Oh, it’s great! Ilove him. I wish I
could see him more often.

Has he ever been in a situation where he
was working you?

PAT: No, not really. Although, he’s
very aware of that part of the business, but
we're past that. We are brothers first.

I’m sure he has unknowingly gotten me
excited about some music that was on his
label, but onl?' in the context of us sitting
around and playing stuff we were into.

Did you ever work together when he did
radio?

.PAT: When I left CKLW, I went over to
WKNR, and when I was there Mike was
carting records and working in produc-
tion. He eventually made a tape and was
hired at WKNR and was on the air after
me. I was on 3 to 7, and he became the 7
to midnight jock on WKNR, which was
his first full time gig. Then, Lee Abrams
hired me at WRIF in ‘71. When WKNR
became WNIC, Mike came over for
nights on ‘RIF. In fact, I think he had an
11 share, coming on after Arthur
Penhallow. He was there for 7 years.
Mike also worked at 97 Rock in Houston,
and KSFX in San Francisco. When that
station went news, Gary Stevens offered
Mike a job at WAPP here in New York.
Mike called me up and said, ‘Hey, they’ve
offered me this job at the Apple. They
want me to go in afternoons opposite you.
What do you think?’ I said, ‘Hey, man,
don’t worry about me. You take of your-
self. If it’s a good gig, take it.” He took it
and he was on ‘APP.

New York is a tough enough town without
having to compete with your Bro!

PAT: When he got here, his car was bro-
ken into the first night. It was not a Elreat
experience. He had a terrible cold. He

- was only on afternoons for about two
weeks and they moved him to midda_?'s.
He kept asking, ‘How am I doing?’ They

| walked in, and

all said, ‘You’re perfect. You’re perfect.
You’re perfect!!” Well, there was a 90-
day contractual thing or whatever, and on
the 87th dai, out of nowhere, they let him
go. So, Mike did radio for a long time,
and he still does some. He does voice
work for Atlantic, some of their new
releases. He’ll do cassettes and presenta-
tions.

How did you wind up leaving Detroit for
New Yorz’ City? 5 : f

PAT: I worked with Abrams for a while,
until he left for Miami, and I was offered
the job at WPLJ from ‘RIF, and then
came here.

Was it a weird experience to cross the
s;)reet to WNEW after working 14 years at
‘PLJ?

PAT: I had just returned from a week
long vacation to WPLJ to do my Sunday
shift, and there was a note on the studio
door. It was from PD Larry Berger, and it
said, ‘I’m in m{gffice. Sto&lby. I

rry said, ‘We’re buying
out your contract, Pat. This is it. This is
the end.” So, they essentially canned me
that day after a week of vacation.

Hey, at least you got your vacation!

PAT: True. Although, I found out later
that Howard Stern, was on the air saying,
‘Yeah, I think St. John’s gonna lose his
%ig,’ the previous Friday. I don’t how
that happened, but I guess it was better
that I was totally surprised when I walked
into the station. I asked why they were
etting rid of me, and Larry said,

ecause {gu remind people too much of
the old ‘PLJ, and we’ve got to get rid of
the rock image. We’ve %ot to be some-
thing completely new.” T had just gotten a
bonus and I had the highest ratings on the
radio station.

That’s radio.

PAT: I had four or five months left on
m{j:ontract. I had been doing the Top 40
) for a number of years at that point.
That was up to ‘87. After being an
employee at ‘PLJ for fourteen and a half
years, I was surprised at my ‘Well, okay’
reaction. Rock and roll was where my
head was at.

How did you relate to doing a straight

Top 40 thing?

PAT: Irelated to Top 40 well, for a cou-
le of reasons. I started off at Top 40 at
KLW and WKNR. I grew up listening

to T{)j) 40, so I enjoyed that. And when

WPLJ was AOR, the rotations were so

tight that I was sick of playing ‘L.A.

oman,’ ‘Stairway To Heaven,’” and

‘Roundabout’ over and over again. At

least the switch to Top 40 allowed me to

play something fresh.

Dump the monitors, watch the meters.

PAT: Yeah. All of a sudden, I was talk-
ing up records, and I was playing jingles,

and I was running the board. And they
were giving me a paycheck, so it was
okay.

But Iou went from being your basic laid
back classic rock jock one day to being a
Top 40 jock the next day?

PAT: Yeah, as we all did. Carol Miller
was there, Tony Pigg, Jimmy Fink — the
whole crew. When they changed format
they said, ‘Well, everybody’s gonna stay
the same.’ I was one of the last ones to
%o. And the day after I left, Mark

hernoff called me up and said, ‘I want
you over here.’

Smart move.

PAT: The non compete situation was a
problem at first. They said, ‘You can go
on in three months. You can go on at the
end of November.” And they let me do
that. In the meantime, during that three
months, I did a lot of voice-overs and a lot
of auditions, and it worked out fine. I
missed being on the radio, but I still got a
paycheck for that three months.

Given the rough n’ tumble nature of our
line of work, your on-air tenure in one of
the toughest markets is remarkable.

PAT: I had hoped, when I first moved
here, to be here for two years. In my
wildest dreams, it was maybe ten years.
Now, I’ve just had my 20th anniversary
here on New York radio. It’s been good.
And I still love it.

What are the high points of the past two
decades?

PAT: I would say that most of them
have happened at this radio station.
Obviously, the high point was actually
Fetting to WNEW FM because even when
was over at ‘PLJ, I worked for a
Program Director that I really didn’t get
alonE with over there for those years.
WNEW was always the station that was
more into the music then they were just
cold, hard numbers. Business wise, of
course, that doesn’t always make sense,
but it did for WNEW. The station has
always had such a spirit. Certainly, a high
point was the first time I walked into this
radio station knowing that I was being
hired here. Obvious ﬁ, the day that I was
offered the Program Director job was
another high point. Now, the high points
just keep on comin’. You know, the fact
that I’m in a decision-making position
here where I can say, ‘God, that’s a great
rec'(')rd. Let’s play it!’ and, by golly, it’s
on!!
That’s every disc jockey’s fantasy.
PAT: It’s a total dream. So, I can do it,
keeping in mind the aim is to try to have
other people share the enthusiasm that I
feel with this radio station. But I still feel
like the high points are happening. If
everyone catches on to what’s going on
here and the radio station becomes more
successful, then that will be my reward.

' Jordan Seaman Resurrects Eugene Triple A

It was a dark day for KAVE/Eugene listeners in February when
economics forced Jordan Seaman and co-owners to switch the
Triple A station to Z-Rock. Three months later, Jordan is bring-
ing the Adult Alternative format back to the market, in the form
of public radio station KRVM, which is licensed to the Eugene
school district. “From 7 in the morning until 7 at night, we’re
going to attempt to recreate Kave-like programming on KRVM.
They’re using our data base and our CD library and our soft-
ware, and the station will be programmed the same way the
Kave was programmed. From 8 in the morning until 3 in the
afternoon, all of the DJs will be high school students, which is
how the station is run now.” Wait a minute, Jordan! High
school students on an Adult Alternative station? How are they
going to understand the complexities of the format? “We’re
going to teach them what this format is all about. To me, that’s
maybe one of the best things we’re doing, teaching the younger

| generation about music they would never otherwise be exposed

to on the radio. Prior to this, the kids have been forced to play
AC music, so even though the musical target demo is older than
high school, they’re going to be pretty excited about it.” The
station will be programmed by former Kave AMD Jason
Parker. The format after 7 at night is going to be much more
modern and current oriented than the daytime programming,
“More like ‘DRE at night,” says Jordan.

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Interview

ock and roll is a tough business. Steve Lukather and Toto have been at it since

their high school days in California. Though the death of revered and loved

drummer, Jeff Porcaro, could have been a devastating end for the band, Steve
shared with me how “getting through the tragedy marks a new path. One where Toto is
more in control of our own destiny”. Rock radio has never seen Toto’s true potential, but
with guidance and support from new label, Relativity, they’re ready to get down in front
of audiences....”to just play!”

1 know you have had your difficulties with
“the business” in the past. Any
thoughts?

Steve: We didn’t see eye to eye with
people in New York.

What is different about working with
Relativity?

Steve: We're still signed to Sony
International, but we have this brand
new, wonderful relationship with
Relativity We've got a great record
and we’re looking for it to get out of
the box now. You know, we’ve been
on rock radio for 10 years!

I've spoken to some radio people recently
about your new album, King of Desire
and the buzz is great. There seems to be
some confusion about the players. Just to
set the record straight - was Jeff (Porcaro)
able to complete all the drum tracks?

Steve: Yes he was.

This album features him and is dedicated
to him.

Steve: Right. He died after we fin-
ished this.

Now, you're about to embark on your first
US tour in over seven years.

Steve: Yeah, since 1985.

Your official press release says that all
performances are dedicated to Jeff. Can
you explain what it really means to you?

Steve: He was my best friend and my
mentor. He was like our spiritual
leader. If there was ever a leader in
our group I would have to say it was
Jeff. He kept everybody honest. He
was very meticulous about things. He
wouldn’t let shit fly. He was a lot
more than....I don’t know...it's really
hard to say.

1 guess that sort of says it all - the fact
that you're dedicating the entire tour to
his memory.

Steve: Well, we would dedicate any-
thing for him. My life to him. [ have
a tattoo of one his cartoons on my
arms.

What is it?
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Steve: (hesitates) It’s really way out
there. He was a demented man
(laughs).

(laughs) Send us a photo! We'll print it
with the interview.

Steve: You'll have to see it. It's still
healing.

There seems to a lot of excitement about
the fact that Toto is planning this tour.
Can you feel it?

Steve: It's really a trip for me to actu-
ally feel it - we don’t know. I mean
we know we're starting all over again
here in the U.S. We sold millions of
records and packed huge out-door
arenas all over the world but we're
playing clubs in the States. I mean, I
really feel we might get a second
chance with people this time around.
I meet people who still think we’'re
only a studio band. It just so happens
that we could read music and we
could play and people would hire us.
It wasn't our fault that we got that
reputation. It just turned into this
whole big huge thing. We were just
guys that started playing in garages
like everybody else did. But nobody
wanted to see that, nobody wanted to
listen to that. We kept saying “No,
we're not just a bunch of studio guys
that put a band together.

It’s like the band lost control and this
thing called Toto began to take on a life of
its own.

Steve: There’s no doubt about it. At
that point, there wasn’t a record that
didn’t come out without one of us
playing on it. That was like the early
‘80s. I've done maybe three sessions
in the last two years. I really don’t do
that anymore nor do I have the desire
to do it.

Do you attribute some of Toto’s misdirec-
tion to factors beyond your control?

Steve: Well, let’s face it. The press
have been less than kind to us. And

you know what? Some of it was right.

Some of the work was worthy of
being trashed. I'm not saying they’re
all wrong because a lot of times they
nailed it on the head so well that we'd
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start laughing and say “Oops, they
got us”.

Can you be specific?

Steve: You know, just the fact that we
were spreading ourselves so thin....we
were everywhere.

You weren’t focused.

Steve: Honest to God, it did detract
from our music. We kept saying it
didn’t, but it did. It was just you in
your own entity....your own pro-
ject....that’s all we were doing. It
meant that a 100% of your life was
focused on that and consequently, the
product would come up dead or less
derivative of other things. I mean,
our records were slick. Our problem
was we knew how to do it all and we
could go in there and do it, and at that
point we liked making records like
that. Now, I like the shit that’s out of
tune and loose and stuff.

Something that feels more real.

Steve: Yeah. Itis real. I hate any
music that’s made with machine or
sequenced. We used technology.
Now when we go out live it's all us
playing. We take a couple back-
ground singers and a progression
player to make it sound......full. Ido
sing everything on the record. There
isn’t anybody there that’s ghosting
me. But I'm sure there will be some
critics that’ll say “Oh, same ol’ slick,
total bullshit,” for the rest of our lives.

Are you overly worried about that percep-
tion?

Steve: Well, there was a big stigma
attached to the name. Like I said,
we're starting over again. We expect
to be met with a lot of brick walls
but...

You're just going to work through it.

Steve: We're going to climb over it.
If we can have a chance, we'll do it.
The problem is that the reason why
we haven’t been doing the States is
because we have gotten into sort of a
catch-22. You get no support and you
go up there and lose $100,000 a week
and nobody wants to do that. We
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don’t want to take a half-ass show on
the road.

Was that the scenario in the past?

Steve: Bobby Kingly used to sing
with us. He used to go around book-
ing himself as Mr. Toto and the guys
who play like shit. It was a bad look.
So we're going up there (on stage) to
redeem ourselves.

When are you leaving for South America?

Steve: May 19th and we’ll be in the
States June 1st. Yeah. We're going
up to do this big club tour, like 1,000
to 2,000 feet clubs and go into the
market and meet the radio people and
let them know that we’re actually real
people and we are committed to
doing this. They can come see us play
and hopefully realize that we're really
fucking good band players live.

We’'re not just a bunch of guys that sit
around in chairs with hemorrhoids
reading music. And we’re not a
bunch of old men.

Okay, let’s get personal. How old are
you?

Steve: I'm 35 years old. I'm not fat. I
have all my hair.

Even if you were all those
things...Goddamn it... you can play! And
you can sing.

Steve: Yeah. It's all real. Some of the
fine musicians that you hear - it’s not
an ego thing. We don’t just go out
and play the same show every night.
We have the ability to play all differ-
ent kinds of stuff and really stretch

out. We’ve gone to places and people
have said “I had no idea you guys
play like that!” ‘cause all they remem-
ber hearing is “I Bless The Rains
Down in Africa.”

Right. “Roseanna”.

Steve: That was all fine and good.
| That was on record like 11 years ago.
Give me a fuckin’ break!

Simon Phillips, you met him in ‘86 when
| he was working with Jeff Beck.

Steve: Yeah. I did a show with Jeff
Beck and Santana in Japan. We all
played together. We became good
buds and stayed in touch in the midst
of the tragedy, losing my brother Jeff.
We had this tour thing booked. A lot
of people were depending on us for
their livelihood and their families.
But there was no way we could possi-
bly go on without Jeff. It’s almost like
| Jeffrey planned our meeting with
Simon himself. The album was done
and we know how proud - he was
really proud of the record. We
focused on a real band record. We
wrote all but two songs, the four of
us, the guys I went to school with.
We worked on it really hard. We
kind of re-bonded. No wives, no girl-
friends. Nothing. Just the four of us.
We ate, slept and lived this whole
thing again and became like best
friends all over.

| Is Simon going to be staying with you
| now?

| Steve: Yeah. He’s an official mem-
ber. We are going to make another

record. We decided it’s not going to
bring Jeffrey back if we don’t work
together. I'm just finished with my
solo record now, it’s coming out next
year.

On Relativity?
Steve: Yeah, it looks that way.

Obwiously you still play guitar, unbeliev-
ably I might add, but now you're the man
on the Mic as well!

Steve: At first it took a little getting
used to but I’ve been doing it for a
couple of years. It was on and off
during with this new quartet entity.
And yeabh, it’s fun because I'm not
worried about how pretty I look and I
don’t watch what I say. Contrary to
popular belief, we do not take our-
selves that seriously. For God’s sake,
there’s so much to laugh at. I know
too much for my own good.

Any training, any kind of vocal training
you had to do?

Steve: I have tapes to warm up with
and stuff like that, but I don’t go out
and take lessons from opera singers.
I'm not like one of these high tenor
rock n’ roll singers. My favorite
singer is Paul Rodgers.

Do you enjoy doing this? Being the front
guy?

Steve: It's a dangerous thing to put a
microphone in front of my face. I'love
it!
