week. Couple those adds (KEZE, KICT, WHEB,
WIOT, WIXV, WTPA) with 12 increases (WJAR,
KMOD, WNEW, WAAF, WCC, WXRC, X107), and
we're looking at 57 on the Hard Hundred.
WAAF jumped from 21 to 34 spins, with great
active response and major retail response. At
X107, with 28 spins, Steve Blatter comments, “It's one of those records that makes your
station memorable.” How about 19 spins at WJRR, with Steve Robertson com-
menting “This record is reacting huge from young and old”... WAVF was also an early
believer, and Dave Rossi upaates, "Huge impact as soon as we played it. #1 phones
for several weeks in a row, with kids, adults, and everyone in'between calling”... Finally,
from Dave Miller at KATP, “We keep getting more and more response. This is much
more than a novelly record. It's got substance.”

Eric Clapton, “Five Long Years,” Reprise

At the rate the grealest living guitar player in rock continues to gain momentum, itll
be a lot longer than five years before anyone challenges him for that title. The album
now sits at 2.7 million units, incredible sell-through for a pure blues project, even for
someone of Clapton’s stature. It has been nominated for Album Of The Year and Best
Blues Album in the Grammys. The biues tour was a huge success, and the little club
& four that went along with it was one of the hottest tickets of the '90s. Between those
acco/ades and the ongoing MTV/print exposure, there's simply no reason not to have the current emphasis track
in visible rotation. Many stations, such as WOVE, have already had success with this one. After all, though
its slow blues, the guitar solo is arguably one of the best the master has committed to tape in a very long time,
and is precisely what peaple look to Clapton for.

hough a programmer since
the early ‘80s, Greg Stevens had
spent his entire career on the
air until just last year. His Top 40 expe-
rience in the mid-"70s included legends
WBBF/Rochester and 13Q Pittsburgh.
Then, in the late ‘70s, he got into
AOR, doing mornings at
98Rock/Tampa and the Eagle in Dallas.
Greg's first programming gig came at
KISS/San Antonio in ‘82. He remained
there for three years, then went to
KCFX/Kansas City — the first major-
market station to implement Fred
Jacobs’ fledgling Classic Rock format
— and again he programmed and held
down mornings. Greg then headed
West to San Diego and KIOZ, where
ownership was in the process of chang-
ing the station to Classic Rock. He
stayed at Rock 102 through the station’s
evolution into one of the country’s
most-respected, hardest rocking radio
stations, before moving to L.A. for
programming/wakeup duty at Pirate
Radio. After a difficult year there,
Greg returned to San Diego, and along
with Par Broadcasting’s Al Peterson,
now programs both KIOZ and Top 40
sister station Q106.

THE HARD REPORT

What post-Superbow! promotional events
did you have planned that you had to scrub?

Greg: We didn't have any after-Superbow! events,
except the cily’s welcome home parade.

Were you at all surprised by the outcome?

Greg: Personally, | was thrilled they were in the game,
but | didn’t have any unrealistic expectations. Let's
just say | didn't bet the house on the game.

These two early scores really hurt, didn’t they?

Greg: |If you walched them this season, it took
them one or two quarters to warm up. A lot of their
big wins and getting into the Superbow! were late-in-
the-game comebacks. This was too good a team we
were playing against to pull that off.

Who carries Chargers football in that market?
Greg: XTRA-AM.
Would you carry It If you could?

Greg: This past season? Sure, although it's almost
prohibitively expensive. We took a pretty substan-
tial 18-34 Male hit in the fall book, based on football
— and not just for the games, but for all of the
analysis and talk shows they do. They are setup to
do that on a sports talk AM station. We would not have
gotten the full benefit of carrying the games. You need
to be 100% sports to make the most of carrying the
games.

And that jock/rock thing Isn’t the ticket,
either.

Greg: You can't stop, play music and then go back
to sports. You have to do one or the other.

How would you describe your radio station?
How do you feel about the industry desig-
nations, the COR/ROAR tag? Or are you sim-
ply a mainstream station of the ‘90s?
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Greg: We're probably a COR/ROAR station that is try-
ing to grow into a mainstream AOR for the ‘90s.

Your press package talks about the station
‘skewing away from the hard edge, and more
toward the mainstream AOR.’ How obvious
has that skew been?

Greg: Some of the press package material is targeted
to clients. It's written in a language that prospective
advertisers will understand. My hope is that it's not
all that obvious to a regular listener of the station. It
has taken the form of tighter day-parting and a little
more selectivity in terms of the currents and library.
If's been a sublle changing of shades rather than a com-
plete new paint job.

Was there a point at which the Par Brain Trust
sat down and said, ‘Hey, we’ve got to adjust
this thing’?

Greg: We've known that for a year or more, based
on everything from sophisticated audience research
to pure gut to talking to people on the street. All lypes
of official and unofficial information gathering let us
know that the station has maximized that hard rock
niche. Everyone that loved rock loved 102, and
there weren’t any more ratings points to be had from
that alone. We had to figure out a way to grow and
hold onto that core.

From an advertiser perspective, was the San
Diego stereotype that you wanted fo get
away from consistent with the ‘black T-
shirt’ syndrome you hear about everywhere
else?

Greg: Part of it is that black T-shirt thing. That was
afaclor here. Those guys don't dress that way any-
more, but they are the same guys. Now you seg var-
ious body parts that have been pierced and tattooed
— surf punks.

You’'re not pierced, are you, Greg?

Greg: Nowhere that shows.

If you had to give me a psychograph of the lis-
tener you might have lost, or are having a hard
time holding onto, it would be the surfer guy?

Greg: We're not really losing them because there’s not
another choice that's even similar. 91X would be the next
closest thing for those guys.

You're in an interesting marketing situation,
competing with two alternative stations. Do you
get caught up in their firefight much?

Greg: We benefit from the fact that 91X has a competi-
tor on the Pop/Alternative side. They can't focus exclu-
sively on countering us. Rock 102 has been on the air
since 1990. | can remember times when | would be amazed
and appalled that 91X would list Guns N' Roses and Melallica
on their listand play it once in the evening. It was so that
they could get their nose into a concert presents for a sta-
dium show by those kinds of bands. Now they are much
more hesitant to stray from what their real format is.

The Flash keeps them a lot more honest. Do you
frequently find yourself in the middle of concert
squabbles with 91X?

Greg: Yeah, we butt heads with 91X on a regular basis
over concert visibility.

What is the distillation of your pitch to the
record companies?

Greg: |lrylo go case by case. If!think we have a strong
case, with bands we played earlier and more — | use that

to our advantage.
Truthtully, in many cas-
es, 91X uses a threat
technigue: ‘Unless we
get to present this, we
won't work with it at
all” We've been able to
take a more moderate
position of, ‘Keep it
neutral, we can help
you. Give it to them,
then we can't help you.’
Now, they really want
both stations. They
realize they need both to
reach the people they
want to reach. By agree-
ing to work with a neu-
tral show, we're allowed
lo do our best job with-
out getting into a fist
fight

Compare and con-
trast 91X and the
Flash.

Greg: 91X views themselves as a rock station based in
alternative music. The Flash sees themselves as a pop
Alternative slation, de-emphasizing the idea of rock.
Back when it was KGB and 91X, they were both thought
of as rock stations.

When ‘KGB was playing current music, they
would not play a record if 91X was playing it. In
retrospect, was it a bad call?

Greg: Up until a few years ago, it was almost the kiss of
death if 'KGB listeners heard a record both on 'KGB and
91X

The same thing carried over to Rock 102 at first.

The listeners were verbal with their discontent
when that happened?

Greg: Definitely. Buttoa lesser degree. We still get that
from core listeners.

Has your mainstreaming made 91X soften up?
Greg: | don't know what their reasoning is. My hunch
is that it doesn't have as much to do with us as it does with
their own battle to own the alternative niche.

And it’s a serious head-on thing going on?
Greg: They getinto it on the street. There is a difference

between the playlist and the sound of the two stations. Flash
is more Pop leaning.
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Wot only do you compete with two Alternative
stations, you also compete with two Arrows.

Greg: Yes, KCBQ and KCLX. For a few years, we had
two alternatives and two classic rockers, KGB and KCLX.
KCLX went out of the Classic Rock format to Greatest Hits
of the 70s. As soon as they did that, KCBQ began to evolve
more and more towards rock oldies. Now, | would
define KCBQ as classic rock, so we're almost back to the'
point where we have two classic rockers again.

Who has the 25-54s?

Greg: ‘KGB controls that pretty effectively within the rock
arena.

So even though Ted Edwards hated it, the Brown’s
decision to take that station classic back in the
mid-’80s was a savvy move, wasn’t it?

Greg: From a sales point of view it was. They still are
strong in those money demos. They don't command the
kind of overall 12+ shares that they did once. They also
don't have the profile in the community that they once dfd.

At the five-year mark in the ‘90s, how much
has the 18-49 Male demo changed?

Greg: We're starting to see a delineation between the 18-
24s and the 25-and up. The acceplance of the alterna-
tive cross-over stuff seems to be much more evident'in
the 18-24s. We still seg resistance to newer style music
and new bands in the 25+ demo, even in a narrow sfice
like the 25-34. When we talk about our target demo being
18-34, we have to slice itin half there. It's the 25-34 part
that is the toughest to hold on to.

In an effort to do that in the past year, what bands
have you tossed and which ones have you
embraced?

Greg: There haven't been many bands that have total-
ly disappeared from the station. Those that have fall inta
the ‘80s hair band, glamour rock category. You're not hears
ing much Poison, Winger, Warrant stuff. Occasionally
we still hit a song from those guys, but it's few and fat
between.

Did you play the Great White record?

Greg: Yeah. The Zeppelin cover is in now, and the otly !
er is in recurrent.

Have you heard the new L.A. Guns record? ,

Greg: Yeah. It's good. With some of those bands, cev I
lain songs will research quite well. You see some of tln‘ ’ (

in the 25-34 cell. " “
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What hair researches well?

Greg: ‘Up All Night' by Slaughter. ‘Every Rose Has Its
Thorn' still shows up positive, as do some other Bon Jovi
titles, some of the Def Leppard, Scorpions.

You stole Dave, Shelly and Chainsaw from ‘KGB
in June ‘94. Have you had hard ratings valida-
tion that the deal was worth the dough?

Greg: Definitely. Even in this fall book, which was
pretty disappointing for KIOZ overall, the morning still had
cume growth and target demo growth in terms of shares.

What do you think contributed to your soft fall?

Greg: In analyzing the book so far, we've seen one
reason why KIOZ has taken a dump. It's because of young
men listening to sports talk radio, and that goes right to
the Chargers’ winning the season. The morning show is
aplace where we have a much higher profile of sports and
talk than we have at any time of the day or night. There
might be a link there with people who weren't spending
much time with rock radio during football season still lfs-
tening to the morning show.

How un-level a playing field do you think your sig-
nal presents to you, and what kind of points do
you give up being based so far north?

Greg: It depends on diary placement. There are sev-
eral things going on. The fall book is the first in the new
weighting System Arbitron is using. For years, we've had

diaries in the northern zip codes. If's hard to say how much
we give up. But depending on placement, | know that from
summer to fall, there were 148 fewer diaries in the North
County than there were in summer.

That hurts.

Greg: Itcan. | don't know what our percentage of those
would be, but we were the number one station in the North
County during the summer. If 148 diaries didn't get placed
in homes up there, it could impact us.

What most directly affects your city grade cov-
erage?

Greg: Most of our signal problem is caused by terrain
—- Shadowing of mountains. Its not as simple as fyou're
north of this line, the signal is great. If you're south of
it its nol." We've got pockets throughout the entire
mefro that are strong for us, but you can literally go
behind a building or around a corner and the station is
gone. That's the kind of inconsistency of signal cover-
age that we're dealing with.

And how would you describe the lifestyles of the
primary coverage areas?

Greg: The North County is the more affluent, suburban
area in some places.
In other parts, it's
blue collar, bedroom
communities. Some
of it is even semi-
rural. We cover all of
those. You dontt find
as many non-whites
in the northern areas.
That favors our for-
mat. Rock 102isnt
much of an ethnic-
based station. In the
southern part of the
county, there are
some big campus-
es. We don't have
100% signal cover-
age there. We would
benefit if we could
cover the college
areas better.

AJUICERE By definition they

tend to lean a lit-
tle more modern.
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Greg: Yeah, but there are some gettable bodies for
Rock 102.

Even though it’s a non-rated situation, it still means
revenue.

Greg: | don't think Arbitron will place diaries into dorms,
but they will put them info apartments. It's the same with
the beaches. We cover the North County beaches fine,
and the South County beaches okay. In areas like Pacific
Beach, where you have an awful lot of young, 18-24 peo-
Dle. we could pick up some there with a little signal increase.
I want to stress that overall, KIOZ has been phenomenally
successful despite the signal handicap, and still has
room to grow.

Then again, when your target audience is
stretched out on a towel it’s not like they’re wired
for sound.

Greg: Yeah, but you see an awful lot of boomboxes and
Walkmen. Radio is still the best medium because it is
portable. It does take away some time that they re not locked
inside the house or office.

What works best for you guys promotionally? What
was the most successful event you staged in the
past year?

Greg: We've had good luck with doing remoles on our
morning Show. They have a built-in draw. We've had good
luck with our on-going series of trips, called ‘Rock
Around The World.” You win a trip to see a band play in
some other city or country. That has established a pret-
ty strong identity for the station.

That brings to mind the kind of label support it
takes to run a promotion like that. What is the
difference in label pressure between San Diego
andL.A.?

Greg: You don't see as many people face-to-face as you
doinLA

Does it make your job easier?

Greg: It makes the MD's job easier. It doesn’t change
my situation too much. The number of phone calls and
pressure is probably the same as in L.A.

You’re taking almost all of the music calls,
right?

Greg: | must confess, it is getting harder and harder to
geta hold of me. There are only so many minutes in the
aay.

Do you envision hiring or announcing a music direc-
tor soon?
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Greg: We'll make an announcement soon, but it won't
involve hiring anybody new.

You've worked with some of the highest-profile
MDs, between Cyndee Maxwell and Peg Pollard.
Gan you compare and contrast the two?

Greg: They are the two best music directors I've worked
with at Rock 102. There’s definitely a difference, though.
When Cyndee came on board, the station was still
Classic Rock. We were looking for someone with a PD
background, who could be more of an Assistant PD and
hanalle music with a library-inventory kind of management
Style. When we decided to change it into a current-
based rock station, which it is today, Cyndee was as much
involved in that as Al and | The three of us put it togeth-
er. That was where she got a chance to step out and set
the station up as far as the record companies go.
Instrumental’ isn't even the word. She did the entire job
of putting the station on the map in terms of record
labels. Classic Rock is termed pretty non-existent in the
eyes of the record industry. Cyndee laid the groundwork
and set up the systems. Al and | did the rotations. When
she decided to move to LA, Peg had been assisting her,
S0 she was the natural choice. She had to learn on the
job, and how to deal with the labels. There were pluses
and minuses to the fact that Cyndee had been a PD and
Peg had not. Peg had a much more music/listener
intensive way of dealing with new music. Cyndee was more
concerned with what PDs look at.

You work 12 hour days, five days a week, you’re
there on the weekends a lot, you have a ten-year-
old son, and you try to find time to scuba dive.
Is there a point at which you’d like to see the work-
load diminish, or do you accept the hours as a
fact of life in a major market?

Greg: Quiteabit of it is a fact of life. | don't expect it to
change. It has been an education in the last year or year
and a half of thinking, ‘God, it just gets crazier every week.
When is this going to go back to normal?’ We have more
radio stations now, and the old definition of normal is not
arealistic goal any more. Once | came to grips with that
in my own mind, the hassle-factor disappeared. |
Stopped trying to compare today to yesterday and took a
more objective view of it. | realized that there is more to
do, and knew that | would have to become more efficient
at doing more things at the same time and at delegating.

Is running the two stations there as stressful as
the Pirate experience?

Greg: No, notatall. Ii’s a different kind of management
team and a different situation on a corporate level. | did-
ntknow when | arrived at Pirate what the corporate set-
up with Westwood was. Knowing what | know now,
there were lots of almost impossible things to over-
come at Pirate. Regardless of what we did in program-
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ming, it wasn't g
going to change

the enormous debt

that Westwood

had pressing on

them. Not just on

the radio stations

but on the com-

pany  overall.
Certain things that

they owned or bor-

rowed money to
purchase were
going to have to

be sold one way or
another. The radio
Stations  were \
among those. If 4
there had been rat- =
ings every day,
there would have
been pressure every
oay to see if they
went up. It led to
not being able o~ AT KIOZ.

stick with anything

long enough to see whether it would work or not. That
filters down into every level of the station. We don't have
that here. The company wants to win, but we don't take
it on an hour-to-hour basis. We don't make the constant
mid-course corrections that happened in L.A.

What would you do if your reality changed and
you had two hooks a year?

Greg: |'m probably unlike most PDs as far as ratings go.
When the book comes in, | look at it to figure out what's
going on. But ! don't memorize it. If someone calls me
two days later, | don't remember every number in every
daypart in every demo. It's the rearview mirror. You're
already a month beyond that point. If's not the most recent
research you can get. | put it in perspective that way.

What was working with Tom Barnes like?

Greg: |ve been fortunate to be involved with consultants
or other programmers who allowed me to learn something
and grow professionally. Working with Fred Jacobs at
the start of the Classic Rock thing in Kansas City was one
of those situations. Working with Tom in L.A. was a sim-
ilar experience, even though formatically it was different
There were some fresh, new ideas. A light went offin my
head. | thought ‘Here's something | hadn't considered
very much that makes sense to me.’

Have you transmogrified those thoughts into
what you do today?

Greg: Yeah. Tomwas a little ahead of the rest of the world
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GREG STEVENS, SLASH, KIDZ's SHANON LEDER, SLASH'S
SNAKE PIT MEMBER, KKLQ MD RAy KALUSA AND KEVIN

in saying you can play AC/DC and Fugazi on the same
station. You can find some connection for the listeners
in both of those.

In addition to Rock 102, you also program CHR
0106. How much Top 40 experience did you have
going in?

Greg: When | first started in radio, | had worked in Top
40, and had made it to MD.

Yeah, but we didn’t have CDs back then. Did you
have to do a quick-study thing?

Greg: | don't want to misrepresent the situation. | don’t
doitall myself. Al Peterson and | have been together for
many years, in many relationships, professionally. We
knew going into this that we were going to divide things
up, pool our thoughts on some things. In the division of
work, Al is more involved in day-to-day orogramming for
Q. 1am far more involved in programming for 102. In
big things, like selection of music and management of tal-
ent, we work together.

Q106’s Jeff and Jer have the top-rated morning
show in town. Is there sill concern they might
be lured back to B100 since the programming team
that hired away from B100 returned to that sta-
tion once Par bought Q106?

Greg: There were rumors of that kind back when Tracy
and Tom, the former PD and MD, went across the streel.
They have since realized that the contract Par has with Jelf
and Jer is more or less iron-clad for its entire terr.
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Beyond that, we've taken the opportunity to cement a rela-
tionship with Jeff and Jer — to show them that this is the
best place to be. | think they would agree with that, too.

What is the essence of Jeff and Jer’s appeal?

Greg: It's their relatability. We just did this lightning bolt
promotion before the Superbow! game, where Jeff and Jer
asked listeners to come to the stadium parking lot on a
Friday morning. The first 5,000 would receive blue or gold
T-shirts, and would stand in certain places to form the
Chargers' lightning bolt logo in the parking lot so we would
take a picture from the air. We had to have at least
5,000 people to make the picture. After that, everyone else
was welcome, too. At eleven o'clock Thursday night, the
police had to call in extra units because there were so many
people standing in line. They estimated that they had clos-
erto 50,000 than 5,000. That's just with Jeff and Jer say-
ing, ‘Come on down and be a part of this." When |
stood there handing out T-shirts for several hours — we
got down there at three in the morning to start letfing peo-
ple in— it was amazing how many people — men, women,
children, blacks, whites, families — stood in this line say-
ing, ‘Are Jeff and Jer here? Can ! talk to them?’ There were
50,000 people there who felt this bond with these guys.

What is Q106’s signal compared to Rock 102?
Greg: Q106 is licensed to San Diego and has a 50,000

watt FM signal. There is a little shadowing to the
Northwest but it's a full market metro signal.

Have you contemplated flipping those stations
on those frequencies, or is Q106’s billing such
that you don’t want to mess with it?

[y
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Greg: That'’s the case now. Initially, when Par began nego-
tiations to buy KKLQ, it was down to a three share. It had
no morning show at the time. It looked like a prime can-
didate for a format change. The initial thought was,
Here's the signal we can put our successful rock station
on.” During those negotiations, the possibility of bring-
ing Jeff and Jer over to Q106 was solidified. It was
consummaled because Par was able to underwrite the con-
tract that Eden was trying to offer them. The station
was sold. The outgoing owners could not sign a contract
of that size, nor did the banks want them to put that much
money on the line for a long-term contract when they were
cashing out. Our company was able to say, We can guar-
antee this contract into the future when we become own-
ers of the station.” That changed the whole story for Q106
for any kind of format change. And now the station is at
a4’z

You haven’t had a lot of airshift changes at
Rock 102. A pretty stable staff?

Greg: Aside from Peg’s departure, it's been fairly qui-
et. The listeners are starting to know our line-up pretty
well.

You think the Rock 102/Q106 duopoly combo is
ideal? The demos don’t overlap too much?

Greg: We originally looked at it as one being an 18-34
Male and the other being an 18-34 Female. There’s
more to it than that. On Q106, the morning show helps
the station spread its demos out into older listeners.
Now the same thing seems to be happening at Rock 102.

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You have your work cut out at Q106 after ten
o’clock, don’t you?

Greg: That is the challenge — giving the station a
stronger music identity and station identity that is more
than just a vehicle through which Jeff and Jer can be heard.

Given the intensely competitive market you’re
in and your dual station responsibilities, you're
aremarkably relaxed guy. People who work with
you explain your management style as similar-
ly low-key. What’s the key to making that
approach work?

Greg: I'mnot lackadaisical. I've had a lot of success being
myself and not putting on a mask when | come in every
agay. That would be difficult for me. My personality fits
well with other managers at this company. | don't know
how successful | could have been in L.A. because my per-
sonality did not fit into the management team there. L.A.
is amuch more ‘Go, go, go!’ kind of city. Most managers
there had a recreational lifestyle that revolved around the
music and entertainment industry in LA. | could not have
fit into that completely.

The reason being?
Greg: 'm trying to have a normal life for my family.

You think living a normal life is a challenge
for most Program Directors?

Greg: Itisin LA Butespecially ina situation like the
one | was in at that point. | was doing the morning show.
To be there at 4:30 or 5:00am, and then be out there at
The Whiskey or The Roxy at 1:00am seeing bands, and
back the next day. If you were a single guy in your
twenties, you could do it. | knew | couldn't do it forev-
er. One year was enough. And | didn't go to everything
that there was to go to. In L.A. you can go to two func-
tions every night if you want to.

How would you categorize the mindset in San Diego
as opposed to L.A.?

Greg: People think of San Diego as a laid back beach town
where everybody surfs. In reality, it's a market of two and
a half million listeners that in a lot of ways really lives up
to the slogan "America’s Finest City.” | love San Diego.
Its a great place to live. You can still go up to LA. in your
car. It's located in an ideal place to interface with the L.A.
music and entertainment industry, without having to live
there. lonly lived there a year. | thought, 'm only mov-
ing one town over. How different could it be? | already
have the driver's license.” | was a little unprepared for the
drastic differences and lifestyle. Having done my time in
L.A., | appreciate San Diego even more.

tinue fo blaze new trails - including one up the Hard Hitters chart
- on their lates! release Selfless. The pummelling assault of the latest track “Xnoybis" is as cold
and unforgiving as the frozen tundra of Canada, which is certain to endear itself to the mefal mass-
es. With the new single - including various remixes of the song - and having just finished a tour
with Danzig and Type O Negative, the interest in Godfiesh is still at a peak and waiting for you
to join in on the destructiveness.

The Queen album "At The BBC.” already available as an import, gets a U.S. release
in March (on Hollywood Records). The package includes eight tracks recorded in February
and December 1973. All but one are songs from Queen’s self-titled debut LP.

Jimmy Page, formerly of Led Zeppelin, is involved in an acrimonious dispute with
his former wife, ex-mode/ Patricia Ecker, over custody of their five-year-old son. British
labloid newspapers say Page is willing to pay his former wife $6 million as a divorce
seltlement. The couple were divorced on January 16 after nine years of marriage.

Los Angeles band Dekken will release (on Columbia Records) its first album in eight
years in May. The group broke up in 1988 as Don Dokken recorded a solo album
and guitarist George Lyneh and drummer Mick Brown formed the Lynch Mob.
“We've decided we have to finish the saga of Dokken,” vocalist-guilarist Don Dokken
says. “This album addresses issues that affect our lives. A lot of stuff came to me watch-
ing the news, seeing the horror of our times.”

PolyGram has bought out the remaining album that Efton John owed on his MCA Records
contract so that John can change labels sooner. PolyGram would not disclose how
much it paid, but the action allows John and his manager to re-launch the Rocket Records
label with John's new album “Made In England.” The first single from the LP,
“Believe,” is due out this month. In the 1970s, Rocket Records was the home of Judie
Tzuke, Kiki Dee and veteran rockers Gliff Richard and Neil Sedaka. John's long-
time manager John Reid will head the New York-based company which has a staff of
five. "At the moment, Eiton and | are the decision-makers, and we're looking for maybe
three or four acts in our first year,” Reid says.

Electrafixion, the group that includes founding Echo & The Bunnymen members
lan McCulloch and Will Sergeant, pians to tour the U.S. in the spring. The
band has a four-song EP out in Britain and plans to release an LP in the fall.

The upcoming Harry Nilsson tribule album will fealure a duet by Ringe Starr and

Stevie Nicks of “Lay Down Your Arms,” an anti-violence song that Nilsson wrole after
John Lennon was shot and killed. The 23-song LP will also include Nilsson covers
by Randy Newman, Aimee Mann, Brian Wilson, Jinmy Webb, Fred
Schneider of the B-52s and Victoria Williams. Nilsson died of a heart attack in
January 1994 at age 52. “For the Love of Harry (Everybody Sings Nilsson)” will be out
in April. All royalties and net profits from sales of the album will be donated (o the Coalition
To Stop Gun Violence in Washington, D-C, in Nilsson’s memory.

Nirvana was named favorite hard rock artist and Counting Grows was named favorite
allernative music artist at the 22nd annual American Music Awards, where Boyz Il Men
won in three categories. Ace Of Base was named favorite band and new pop artist,
while “The Lion King" soundtrack won for favorite pop album. Led Zeppelin and Prince
were given special awards for endurance and achievement. Michael Bolton won for
favorite male artist, while Mariah Garey was favorite female artist.

There are published reports that the recent reunion of Bruce Springsteen & The
E Street Band may lead to a tour. The group got together recently to record new songs
for an upcoming greatest hits album. The band splitup in 1990 after almost 15 years
of working together.

Sarah McLachlan begins a U.S. tour in San Francisco on March 2 with Paula Cole
opening. McLachlan's “Fumbling Towards Ecstasy” has been nominated for a Grammy
in the Best Alternative Album calegory.

Cher has submitted plans to city officials to build a 14,000 square-foot home in La

Gorce Island in Miami. The three-level house will encircle a fountained courtyard and
will be in a “Venetian-Moorish-Gothic” style.

U2 has released a CD called “Melon” through the official band magazine Propaganda.
The nine-track, 64-minute disc features dance remixes from the “Achtung Baby” and
“Zooropa” albums. The CD is described by Propaganda editor Marin Wroe as “just
about the most exclusive freebie any U2 magazine could offer its readers.” About 250,000
copies were produced for the winter-spring issue (number 21) of Propaganda.
(Propaganaa, 119 Rockland Centre, Box 350, Nanuet NY 10954.)

A hearing has been scheduled for March 15 in a lawsuit by four members of the J. Geils
Band against Smith Barney Inc., which claims the brokerage house mismanaged their
pension fund. The lawsuit by John Geils Jr., Stephen Bladd, Richard Salwitz
and Seth Justman alleges losses of at least $450,000 because broker Kathleen Hegenbar
Jacked up her commissions by using the band’s earnings to by and sell high-risk secu-
rities. Attorneys for Smith Barney say the band was a victim of sudden changes in the
stock market in the mid 1980s.

Guitarist Tinsley Ellis says his most recent album, “Storm Warning,” has been doing
better than any of his other releases. His band has scheduled tour dales in Europe and
Auslralia because of the airplay it's received. “I'm the original Florida keg party jammer,”
Ellis says. “There were advantages in staying and making a career out of my art of keg
party jamming. A little bit of backsliding and | could be back there poolside by my keg.”
Ellis is optimistic that his best days as a musician haven't yet arrived. “One reason that

Two Pink Floyd fans in North Carolina are selling parts of the blimp used by the band
during its "Division Bell” tour. Brothers Matt and Jeff Dean have patiently cut the blimp
into 60,000 pieces that they re selling for $69.95 each with a photo of the blimp and
a certificate of authenticity.

The Ministry of Culture in China has given Air Supply approval to play six concerts
this spring. The first will be in Beifing on March 15. The band will play two dates each
in Beijing, Shanhai and Guangzhou. Air Supply will become the second Australian band
to play China. Yothu Yindi played an impromptu set at a bar in August while in Beijing
to film part of an advertisement for the Australian airline Qantas. Paul Simon,
Paula Abdul, John Denver and B.B. King have also played in China, while
Madonna was denied permission to play there. Roxette are expected to play in China
this month and Whitney Houston is reported to be trying to organize a concert on
the Great Wall of China later this year. Kenny G is also planning to perform in China,
which has a population of 1.2 billion.

The Rolling Stones opened their "Voodoo Lounge” tour in Brazil with a Sao Paulo
concert before 50,000 people. The three-hour Stones concert, which went late into the
night, was preceded by sets from the Spin Dectors and Brazilian band Barao
Vermelho ("Red Baron”). A daily newspaper in Sao Paulo reported that Mick
Jagger dined at a fancy restaurant called Tatou before the concert, and that employ-
ees of the holel where the Stones were playing described them as "well-educated.”

William Horton, lead singer of 1950s R&B group the Silhouettes has died at his
Philadelphia home of heart failure at age 65. The Silhouettes were best known for their
1958 number one record "Get A Job.” Horton had begun working construction jobs
but still played nightclubs until he suffered a heart atlack five years ago.

Michelle Malone of Band de Soleil has been joining the Indigo Girls on lead
guitar for a 10-minute version of Neil Young's “Cortez The Killer” during encores at
the Indigo Girls’ concerts. Band de Soleil has been opening for the Indigo Girls at dates
throughout the Southeast.

“Peaple will never go and see a band just because
you've got an attitude. You go and see a band because they've got good songs,” he
says. “Say, for instance, you heard a song by the Spin Dactors on the radio, and you
liked it. You'd have no inkling that the lead singer looks like an...with a beard — like
acomplete and utter iciot. All that comes secondary. It's the song that strikes you first.”

Fats Domino will receive the Ray Charles lifetime achievernent award from the Rhythm
& Blues Foundation March 2 in Hollywood. The organization’s Pioneer Award will be
given to a dozen artists including Cissy Houston, the Moonglows, the Marvelettes,
Junior Walker and Booker T. & the MGs. They'll share a prize total of $220,000.

Vancouver band the Odds have released a new album called "Good Weird Feeling,”
produced by Nigel the Cat, according to the liner notes. “Nigel's my cat," says front-
man Craig Northey. "He's prefty smart. We one-upped that Toonces, the cat who can
drive, from ‘Saturday Night Live." We one-upped him in a big way. We had our cat pro-
duce an entire album.” Northey says Nigel won't go on tour with the band. "He's got
alotofmice to kill,” Northey says. “Besides, he's producing another band right now."
Actually, the Odds produced their latest album themselves. The album track "Radios
Of Heaven" features guitarist Keith Scott of Bryan Adams' band, who has also worked
with Bryan Ferry and Joe Cocker. “My theory when | wrote that song was that any-
one who could barely play guitar who got to heaven was instantly a guitar hero, " Northey
says. “Radios Of Heaven" is one of four songs on “Good Weird Feeling" which fea-
ture Paul Brennan, who left the band during recording of the LP, Brennan’s been replaced
by Pat Stewart, a former roomate of bass player Doug Elliott. “We've all been togeth-
er about seven years, and Paul always wanted to play with lots of people, " Northey says.
"And the band, at this stage of the game — especially the last four years — has monop-
olized all of our time. We didn't want him to feel like he was in jail or anything, so he
just decided to go play the field.”

The organizers of “We Are The World" are looking at ways to help the homeless in America.
“I'm looking to make a difference on a much closer-to-home, directly effective, man-
ageable scale," says Ken Kragen. “/ want to pass the word...that this can work, it did
work and it can work again for anyone who is willing to put this kind of energy and
commitment into it."
