Congratulations to ARISTA for keeping abreast of the 
AIDS epidemic and keeping people aware of the still 
dangerous virus; as a people, we cannot rest until it is 
eradicated. 

DES BARRES DOES WIFE ONE 
BETTER WITH RAP-CANUCK STYLE 
As time goes by, it's getting increasingly difficult for 

actor/musician Michael Des Barres to upstage his 
celebrated wife Pamela. His well traveled spouse has 
watched her wallet and scrapbook expand recently 
through the revenue generated by her top selling 
autobiography I'm With The Band. The book details 
various bedroom encounters and exposes the seedy 
underbelly of the Rock Kingdom with shocking candor. 

In an effort to upstage his star-struck wife recently in 
Canada, Michael played his last ace - a guest 
appearance on 21 Jump Street where he joined forces 
with series star Richard Grieco on, surprisingly 
enough, a rap number. The whole affair took place in a 

night club, and while Des Barres is not known for his 
urban trappings, he made the ethnic jump with help 
from a local band, Don Patrol. 
What sparked the adventure was a chance meeting 

between Patrol's bass player and Des Barres in the 
group's dressing room back stage. When Michael 
discovered the bassist's preference in reading 
material he couldn't resist the temptation. "I found the 
guy propped on a sofa absorbed in my wife's book 
and thought I'd let the guys in the band see for 
themselves if I lived up to the image she painted of 
me." Gee Michael, let's not get carried away - we 
don't think they want to get to know you that 
intimately. 

CLIFF'S GOT THE VISION TO 
WIN WITH NEW REGGAE LABEL 
To purists of the specialized form of music we call 
Reggae, Jimmy Cliff is the acknowledged master. A 
look at both his illustrious track record and 
overpowering influence in the genre re-affirms the 
title. After all, just as Ziggy Marley discovered the 
intricacies of the ilk through the auspices of his father, 
so in turn did Papa Bob learn from Jimmy Cliff. 

Since his hugely successful acting and composing 
debut in The Harder They Come almost fifteen years 
ago, the road has been rocky and sometimes 
unforgiving for the plucky Jamaican. In an effort to 
reverse the tide and gain more artistic control, Cliff 
recently began forging his own independent label in 
the states. With distribution handled by Ron Albert 
and Steve Alaimo through their rapidly growing 
VISION Records - the future for Cliff is bright indeed. 

Cliff openly disagrees with skeptics who feel he has 
crippled his career by discarding the safety net 
accorded by ex-label COLUMBIA. On the contrary, the 
new label (called Cliff Sounds and Film) at last offers 
the multi-faceted Jimmy C. the creativity to really 
broaden his palette. 

"In the past," he recently reflected via telephone 
from New York, "I was always told to make certain 
kinds of music by the label and felt oppressed. Now I 
can concentrate on my real love i.e., more authenic 
Jamaican reggae." His first album, called IMAGES, 
beautifully reflects that rootsy perspective, and should 
prove a capable launching pad for the newly spawned 
enterprise. 

Cliff will also try his luck in the topsy-turvy field of 
A&R. "Our size will allow us to pay special attention to 
our artist's needs" he says, referring to his company's 
scaled down dimensions. "We'll never grow so big we 
lose control, and from experience, I've seen that 
happen at bigger labels." 

Cliff's partners, Albert and Alaimo, are both 
experienced record men who are as familiar with the 
international market as they are with their home turf. 
Said Cliff brimming with optimism, "I knew it would be 
a harmonious relationship from our first conversation 
and they've both lived up to the great things everyone 
told me about them." The Reggae master should 
know - after all, he wrote the book.

(Sony just bought COLUMBIA Pictures for $3.4 billion), 
and MCA Records and Boston Ventures bought 
MOTOWN Records for $61 million. This year ISLAND 
Records was purchased by POLYGRAM for $300 
million.

INTERVIEW 
SUNNY JOE WIIITE 
PD, 111/XKS-FM, Boston 
TELL US ABOUT YOUR BACKGROUND AND 
WHY ON EARTH WOULD YOU WANT TO GET 
INTO A CRAZY BUSINESS LIKE RADIO? 

I started listening to radio as a kid and by the age 
of nine I knew I wanted to be a radio announcer. 
What sparked my interest was taking a tour of a 
local radio station in Charlotte. At age 12 I 
started hanging around a local radio station, WGIV 
which stood for, I think, 'We grow in value'. 
They had some legendary jocks there who are 
now inducted in the Black Radio Hall of Fame, 

including Chattie Hattie, Genial Gene and Rockin' 
Ray, who worked for WBT in Charlotte. I had a 
chance to work in a completely different 
environment where they walked into the studio 
with a sack of records and there was no format 
or guidelines to follow. That was around 1966, 

the tail end of "hang out and party" radio. These 
announcers were unbelievable. I got a chance to 
really see radio from the entertainment side and 
that always stayed with me. In 1968 they 
changed ownership and the big Drake era began. I 
was an intern there from 1966-1968, when 
format radio was introduced. Then the station 
became much tighter, with nonstop music and 
jingles between every record. That was 
interesting. Some of the old legends were fired 
during that transition but I'll never forget the 
"old style days" of entertainment radio. By 1972 
I had been hanging around that radio station for 
four years not getting paid so they finally decided 
to give me a job at WGIV as a part time 
announcer. I had a chance to work with some 
great people during the transition of format radio. 
Our chief programming officer, Jim Randolf, used 
to work with Bill Drake and he programmed KGFJ 
in Los Angeles. I got great training from Jim at 
WGIV. He got to work inside the big L.A. radio 
scene and KGFJ was every bit as good as KHJ is 

today. After high school, I went to KWK in St. 
Louis and then WHAT in Philadelphia; that was 
real Top4 0 training. I learned a lot about WFIL 
even though I didn't work there. I studied that 
radio station like an English student studies an 
English book. Hanging out in the studio, I picked up 
the fine points of radio programming. Jay Cook 
never knew, but I was there practically every 
night studying George Michael and learning radio 
from the Top40 side. After Philadelphia I did morning 
drive in Boston at WILD around 1974. That was my only 
stint doing mornings - everywhere else I did afternoon 
drive. Then I left WILD in 1979 and came to KISS. 

HOW DID YOU GET TOGETHER WITH WXKS? 

Richie Balsbaugh worked for an advertising agency 
down the hall from me at WILD and used to come 
down and get records. I in turn was always going to his 
office to borrow his arbitron. We developed a nice 
working relationship and when he eventually became 
GM at KISS, he asked me if I would come work with 
him at this radio station. He wouldn't tell me which 
station, only that it was an FM, and I consented 
because I was at an AM and didn't want to be there. I 
resigned that day not knowing where I was going and 
met with Kent Burkhart that next day down in New York 
and we hit it off right away. He and Richie agreed that I 

should come to work right away at KISS as program 
director and I've been here since day one. 

WHAT WOULD YOU SAY IS THE MOST 
IMPORTANT ASPECT TO PROGRAMMING A 
RADIO STATION? 

I considered myself very lucky to be on the tail end of 
the true radio legends days. I still believe in those 
people, since one of them, Chattie Hattie, gave me my 
first job in one of her record stores. Today's radio really 
hasn't lived up to what they started. I feel that being an 
entertainer is the key to longevity in this business. 
When we got so formated that we lost the 
entertainment aspect, we did ourselves irreparable 
damage. It's very hard to find a morning man in this 
business today. In the early days morning guys might 
be on for only an hour and a half but it was totally live 
and spontaneous. They had no format to fall back on, 
so they took more chances. They just had their 
records, their creativity and many of them didn't even 
use the phones as we do now. They may have had 
bad equipment but they made it all magic. You didn't 
want to turn your radio off. I think it is sad that we have 
forgotten how to be entertainers; that we rely on 
mechanics and ignore the essence of the medium. 
The most important thing a radio station can do is 
present air talents who stir people's imaginations. 
That's what we try and do here, develop entertainers. 

IS THAT A GOD-GIVEN TALENT, OR CAN YOU 
DEVELOP IT THROUGH TRAINING? 

I think it's a combination of gift and development. I think 
the rap of today borrowed something from the early 
radio days. We used to call it rap and rhyme. The sad 
part is that there are only a handful of pure entertainers 
in this business. You have Jay Thomas, Matty Siegel, 
Scott Shannon and Rick Dees and a few others, but the 
list is not that long. When you look at it realistically, 
these guys have been around a long time. I listened to 
Scott and Jay as a kid, Scott at 'NOX in Knoxville and 
Jay at the big ape (WAPE) in Jacksonville. They had 
talent then that held my attention. Personally, I was 
hungry for radio and searched the dial every night 
trying to find somebody. People today have to learn on 
their own because their program directors are too busy 
pushing paper and being business men to really have 
the time to show them the ropes. I wish that we could 
do that. At this radio station I have realigned it so that 
that's what I'm going to do now to be truly creative. We 
have a great assistant program director, Dale Dorman, 
that will handle the management side of it while I stick 
to the creative side. I'm going to spend time nurturing 
talent, developing great production and doing the things 
that I really do best. I think Scott has done that at 
PIRATE RADIO; he is a creative man and that's what 
PDs should be. That's where we should channel our 
time and energy.

WITH THE OVERALL SCHEME OF THINGS? 

In the morning from 6-10 a.m. we have Matt Siegel 
and he has a crew of tons of people. His producer is 
Rocky, who is an on-air voice as well, and the news 
director is Mat Schaffer. In addition to those guys 
there's sports reporter Jim Colony, and traffic lady Judy 
Paparelli. This morning crew is fantastic, and they're 
number one in almost every book. Matt Siegel is a lot 
like David Letterman, very low key with a dry sense of 

humor. He's a legend in this town and everyone loves 
him - we have research to prove it. He's got a great 
sense of wit and is very funny. He's been here for 
seven years and his numbers are consistently good. 
He came from WBCN (Boston's AOR) and used to do 
an all-night television show called "Five All Night." He's 
a real celebrity. I do the 10 a.m. to noon show and it 
concentrates on music. I learned from George Michael 
and he is, without a doubt, one of the finest music DJs 
in the country. It's a very flexible music show: I'll play 
anything from Billie Holiday to the Rolling Stones. 
From noon-3 p.m. we have J.J. Wright, who used to be 
at WRKO and has a real big voice. He's a good 
afternoon midday type guy, very entertaining. Then 
from 3-6 p.m. we have another 'RKO veteran named 
Dale Dorman, who has been in the city for over 25 
years. Dale is still one of the biggest personalities in 
the city, and we're lucky to have him. Then from 6-9 
p.m. we have Ed McMann, who is a native Bostonian 
and has worked around the country at Y100 (Miami), 
KBLX in San Francisco and Q105 in Tampa. He is a 
production voice as well, and a real entertaining guy; 
very music and night-life intensive. If you listen to that 
radio show you know everything that's happening in 
the night including a sixty second report every hour 
called "Night People" where he fills people in on 
everything around the country. He's very up-to-date 
with the music scene and knows what's happening 
with artists and concerts around the country.From 9 
p.m.-1 a.m. we have the real Diana Steel, who we 
named after Real Don Steele, and she's got incredible 
energy. We started her out here and she's one of the 
hottest jocks in the country. She is wonderful, gets 
offers almost every week and is one of the most 
talented ladies in the country. After Diana we have Lisa 
Lipps, who used to work as Matty's sidekick. She 
wanted to do her own show so we're giving her 
overnights to refine her skills. She researches as the 
third strongest talent in the city and is developing 
beautifully. As you can see, there isn't a single weak 
link in that whole lineup. 

COULD YOU GIVE YOUNG PEOPLE SOME TIPS 
ON GETTING THROUGH TO YOU. I KNOW YOU'RE 
ALWAYS ON THE LOOKOUT FOR NEW TALENT. 

I'm always on the lookout for creativity in the 
presentation. I want to know that this person is 
imaginative and does things in a unique fashion. Just 
because you send a bunch of balloons to the station 
doesn't tell me anything. There are a couple of guys 
who caught our eyes who we think are maniacs. I won't 
say their names because they are working for other 
stations but they got our attention and we love them. 
We get at least 20 tapes a day and yet we've only 
found two people who knock us out. We listen to 
everything we get but if it's not happening in the first 
couple breaks, then forget it. If you put together a tape 
and show us some talent, we'll get you up here and 
put you to the test. Go ahead and send us a studio tape 
if you want but you'd better be able to reproduce it 
here. If not, you have a problem. Maybe your PD won't 
let you be crazy on the air. I don't mind somebody who 
relies on a studio produced tape as long as it is hot. 

ANY WAY TO DEFINE HOT? 

If it holds my attention past the first break it's a good 
sign. If Jay Thomas says one word, we're laughing - 
that's the key. I'm going to know in the first few breaks 
and it doesn't take more to know if a person is good.

INTERVIEW 
YOU TALKED A LOT ABOUT ENTERTAINMENT. DO 
YOU APPLY THIS TO ALL DAY PARTS OR JUST 
THE MORNING SHOW? 

Every day part has it's own approach to entertainment. 
Richie Balsbaugh and I set up the radio station to 
entertain. The key to it is when your numbers are down 
there's nothing to fall back on like Jonathan Brandmyer 
in Chicago. His numbers can be at a five but the man is 
so legendary in that city, the show sells. Cecil Heftel 
used to tell me when he was sole owner of KISS that's 
what he wanted us to do. Cecil wanted his guys to be 
entertaining the moment they hit the air. I've had good 
owners who have allowed me to give my jocks some 
freedom on the air, and that has allowed them to 
develop a unique style. Dale Dorman did morning drive 
and afternoons and Jay Thomas beefed up my ratings 
'cause no one wanted to turn him off. 

OKAY, SO YOU'VE GOT TALENTED JOCKS. HOW 
DO YOU KEEP THEM PUMPED UP ALL THE TIME, 
EVEN THROUGH THEIR DOWN CYCLES? 

Number one you keep the music fresh. All my people 
love music. Elton John's lyricist, Bernie Taupin, came in 
to the studio one time and told me I was the only radio 
guy he'd ever known who played the music loud. 
Imagine going into a studio and the jock doesn't have 
the music turned up. This is what Bernie said he ran 
into all across the country. There isn't a person that I 
have on the air who is not into the music that we're 
playing. If you're not into the music, I'm not going to hire 
you. My main thing is getting people in here who love 
music and like to crank it out. Number two is that we've 
got the best promotion department in the country. 
Beverly Tilden is our promotion manager and she's got 
something new and exciting happening every day. You 
keep them pumped with that. Our jocks know what's 
topical because we give them a "hot sheet" that they 
can refer to every day. The music is laid out ahead of 
time so they can prepare phone bits if they need to. You 
give them as much to work with as possible. 

YOU TALKED ABOUT THE MUSIC. HOW WOULD 
YOU DESCRIBE YOUR MUSIC PHILOSOPHY? ARE 
YOU AGGRESSIVE, LATE OR CAREFUL? 

We have Todd Morris' research to support any 
chances we take. We believe in the research aspect of 
it. If we go out on a limb, we try and make sure our 
choices pan out. I look at the station as an aggressive, 
Top40 station. We add records the way that Top40 
radio used to play music in the earlier days. We play 
oldies from the Supremes Back In My Arms Again to 
Otis Redding to The Rolling Stones Under My Thumb. 
All that seems to work because these kids are into that 
kind of music. They are into early rock 'n' roll because 
it's rawer than what's out today. I want to give younger 
listeners a chance to hear the really great stuff from 
yesterday. If you do that, you'll make older demos 
happy too. We rule the 25-54-years-olds becase we 
play such a broad base of music. I want my station to 
play what's hot, regardless of what era it comes from. 
Whether it's 50 records or 35 depends on how much 
hot product is out at the time. 

ARE YOU PLAYING A LOT OF IMPORTS TO KEEP 
AHEAD OF THE AMERICAN MARKET? 

Yes. We have several import stores here in Boston. 
Before Jerry McKenna, our music director, worked for 
us, he used to write me letters from a listener's view, 
telling me what he thought we were doing wrong and 
what we should play. Finally he got a job a the radio 
station. The people I hire need to be into their jobs, I 
don't care if they worked at the biggest station in the 
country. What matters to me is that Jerry McKenna 
cared enough about this radio station as a listener to 

write me a letter. That means that he wanted to get 
involved with what we were doing. That's the kind of 
people we want around here. 

DO YOU HAVE ANY FAVORITE POSITIONING 
STATMENTS OVER THE YEARS? 

We're not into the boring ten in a row stuff. We're into 
keeping the music fresh and exciting. If that's what you 
want in a station, you'll find it here. So far I haven't been 
hurt by the ten in a row stations, and even if they got to 
fifteen or thirty songs in a row, the key to winning is 
entertaining and fresh music. I used to be around jocks 
in the sixties who had eighteen minutes of commercials 
an hour and do you think that people turned off the 
radio? You still talk about these legends like Joe 
Niagara and the Philly legends. Today Philly happens to 
be the biggest ten in a row city in the country. There 
was no way that WFIL would have settled for just 
playing ten in a row - they concentrated on personality 
above everything. 

DO CONTESTS AND PROMOTIONS PLAY A BIG 
ROLE? 

They play a very big role. We believe in big money 
contests and entertaining contests, and we put a lot of 
them on the air. There are major and sub-priority 
contests that we run constantly on the station. 

FROM YOUR EXPERIENCE, WHAT IS IT THAT 
MAKES THE GREATEST CONTEST OR 
PROMOTION? 

We strive to generate a lot of listener participation and 
word-of-mouth excitement. The black box contest is an 
example. People talk about it at work or school 
because everyone wants to know what it is. That kind 
of stuff works because you get the word of mouth. 
Getting people to participate is the key. 

HOW DO YOU DEAL WITH PERSONAL FAILURES 
AT KISS108 WHEN SOMEONE YOU HIRE OR A 
PROMOTION FLOPS? 

You just move on. We were talking about that the other 
day, because if you take a chance there's always a risk 
involved. You look at that and learn a lesson from it, 
number one. You look at what went wrong, and gain 
experience from your mistakes. We've had our share 
of turkeys like the KISS108 "Time Spent Listening" 
promotion. We'd start a gong and when it finished, 
listeners had to tell us how much time had elapsed. 
We thought it was great because it increased TSL 
(time spent listening) and everybody in radio goes for 
longer TSL. It was a boring promotion, no doubt about 
it, although the concept was good. Who knows, we 
might bring it back in a different form one day. That's 
the beauty about taking a chance, if it flops you can 
always bail out of it in a week or two. People don't 
change radio stations in a week's time if you're 
established. But a new station might not want to try 
something like that. 

A MAJOR PART OF SUCCESS IS LEARNING FROM 
MISTAKES - IS THAT WHAT YOU'RE SAYING? 

Lionel Richie's last album didn't do great. I'm sure he's 
analyzing what went wrong and will remedy the 
problem when the next one comes out. It happens in 
this business and it happens to a lot of artists. Why are 
we too good in radio to take chances? If we make 
mistakes, great, learn from them and move on. 

HOW IMPORTANT ARE PRODUCTION AND SOUND 
TO A RADIO STATION'S SUCCESS? DO YOU TAKE 
AN ACTIVE ROLE IN THE MARKETING 
DEPARTMENT OF KISS? 

Yes, I'm very involved in those ends. When it comes to 
marketing, few people are as brilliant as Scott 
Shannon. He knows how to paint a picture of a station 
before it's completely crystalized. He's got the industry 
talking about it and he walks in and it comes through. 
Most people are not aware that a radio station's got to 
be constantly marketed and that doesn't just mean 
billboards or TV, it means reinforcing the station's 
image on the air. You need to develop word-of-mouth to 
get the station talked about and generate momentum. 
That can start with a great morning show that promotes 
a specific thing about the station. Marketing is real 
important and we're going to concentrate on that even 
more in the future. 

EVERYONE AT THE STATION MUST BE FOCUSED 
ON A PARTICULAR OBJECTIVE. HOW, AS PD, DO 
YOU CO-ORDINATE YOUR SALES, TRAFFIC, AIR 
TALENT, ETC. IN YOUR PURSUIT OF THAT 
OBJECTIVE? 

It's not run that way some times. Part of the key to the 
station is that we have weekly production meetings and 
everyone is encouraged to contribute, from the 
promotion department to the music director. We have 
two representatives from the sales department. 

ARE PEOPLE ON YOUR STAFF ALLOWED TO 
DISAGREE WITH YOU? ARE THEY ALLOWED TO 
BE CONTRARY? 

On Tuesday we have production meetings and if any 
one in the meeting doesn't agree on something, we 
work it out. We go over problems carefully at these 
meetings and I often discover a lot of interesting things 
about what people are really feeling. Nobody's ideas are 
perfect, but we'll iron out the flaws together and 
generate some very productive brainstorming. None of 
us are so sensitive we can't adopt somebody else's 
idea. 

YOU'RE MAKING A TRANSITION NOW, FROM A 
GREAT RADIO PERSONALITY TO A RECORDING 
ARTIST WITH YOUR FIRST SINGLE, "JACKIE 
LUCKY." HOW DO YOU FEEL ABOUT THIS? 

It's a little weird, but I wanted to do it. There was about 
a two year period where I realized that I was listening 
to a lot of music for different people. Artists would send 
me stuff to listen to before it was mixed down. In a 
way, I was acting as both an A&R man and producer to 
other artists. I think I have a good set of Pop ears so I 
thought the best way to test myself was to go in and 
record a single myself. I went into the studios and 
started playing around and decided to go all the way 
and put a record out. I've cut about five songs and 
between recording and radio, I use up every available 
minute in the day. I'm real excited about it because I 
think there is a void in Top40 music; everything is 
overproduced. When you get something good like 
classic Elton John, you're excited about it and those 
are the kind of things I want to do. Jackie Lucky is the 
most commercial cut that we've done so far, but I know 
that other program directors won't touch it unless they 
think it'll work. The fact that we might be friends won't 
mean a damn. I'm hoping we can develop a strong 
base out there and some credibility so we can get 
more experimental in the future. Who knows, maybe 
we can fill the void that's happening on Top40 radio. 
When you get so over-produced that the music sounds 
sterile, you're completely missing the mark. Luckily 
we've gone back to the basics and are now producing 
some of the best music that's been out in quite awhile.

Rock Top4 0 is still in its formative 
period; it needs a bit more refining. 
What people think Rock Top40 is now is 
not exactly what it will end up being. 
Record industry people all tell me that 
Rock Top40 will evolve into the AORs of 
the '90s. And what we call AOR today - 
the KLOS. WNEW and KLSX type stations 

more or less lumped together as "Classic Rock" 

WHICH MEANS WE'VE GONE FULL CYCLE? 

Yes. And again, I don't know if at that point it'll be called 
Rock Top4 O. How many experts are out there at Rock Top4 0 
-right now. once you get past Brian Burns and a few others 
who have developed it? There are a handful of guys out 
-there, and believe me, they're still learning. 

HAS THERE BEEN ANY IMPACT FROM PIRATE RADIO IN LOS 
ANGELES? 

They epitomize what the industry is now calling Rock 
-Top40. How long have we been saying in Los Angeles that 
esomebody ought to do a current intensive AOR, and do it 
well? One could confuse present day Rock Top40 with AOR 
:because it doesn't sound like one. It minimizes the 
-negatives of talk and self-indulgence and plays the music. 
'70s AOR talked too much and was too self-serving. Rock 
-Top4 0 utilizes formatics that conventional Top4 0 
developed. Top4 0 puts music on the radio and tries to stay 
:the hell out of the way. The idea is to project fun and 
image but with as few words as possible. Rock Top4 0 has 
given some people who have grown disenchanted with 
'traditional AOR something exciting. Essentially this is 
what all of us here said Los Angeles needed years ago. 
Shannon's the programmer, Kabrich and Shadow are in on it 
.and they're Top4 0 people, so suddenly it's a Top40 station. 
:Rock Top40 is providing what we all knew was here, a hole 
for current AOR music. The 18-34-year-old rockers are 
doing handsprings that they're here. 

PIRATE RADIO HAS GONE OVER A 4 SHARE IN THE BOOK. DO 
YOU SEE ANY UPSIDE POTENTIAL LEFT IN THE CLIMB OF THAT 
FORMAT? 

It's tough to say. I'm watching that as much as they are to 
see where it tops out. I think their big question is where 
does the snowball stop rolling down the hill. Does it stop 
halfway or does it keep rolling? I'm sure everybody's 
watching exactly how big Rock Top4 0 can be. It can be a 
orce in the marketplace if it's programmed well musically 

and maintains all the elements of a good radio station. It 
an be a long term product in the market, there's no 
uestion about that. If PIRATE RADIO falters down the line 

maybe someone else can do it right and keep those people. 
very well marketed radio station playing essentially AOR 

music is the answer. People didn't respond to KMPC-FM 

because they were using all the old AOR crap and weren't 
that special or different. They were spinning their wheels 
too much. It wasn't fresh, nor was it very well marketed. 
Most importantly, it didn't rock. KNAC is an exciting radio 
station to listen to for what they do. They've got bad-ass 
attitudes and music and people are responding. KNAC isn't 
for everybody, it's a little bit specialized.

CHARLIE QUINN 
Hollywood Screenwriter 
I would have to say that Rock Top4 0 
has, more than anything, thrown a curve 
ball into the Top4 0 mix. I'm not sure 
that I really believe that it's a long 
term format by itself, as much as it is 
a way of keeping a radio station that 
has very large numbers in the 
marketplace honest. I think its primary 
interest is among young males. It's a 

fact that Top4 0 traditionally has been a female skewed 
format. When you suddenly design a format slanting 
towards males, and also call it a Top4 0 radio station, 
you're creating something of a dichotomy. I think it's an 
ironic twist of a format which could prevent it from 
succeeding in the long term. 

YOU'VE BEEN HIT BY AN URBAN TOP40 IN PHILLY, HOW 
WOULD YOU ASSESS WIOQ'S IMPACT ON THE MARKET? 

They've definitely had an impact in the marketplace, with 
respect to a very Dance-oriented market. Philadelphia, the 
whole area including the suburbs, is a very non-ethnic 
Dance area. The station has attracted two very diverse 
groups of people who are very serious about the station. 

WIOQ IS HITTING A LITTLE OVER 4.8 IN THE LAST ARBITRON 
BOOK. DO YOU SEE ANY UPSCALE PUNCH LEFT? 

They've stabilized at a 4.8 share. They've now had one 
Arbitron book and two Arbitrends, which have shown 4.8, 
three books in a row. That radio station has bottomed out, 
and that's an accurate assessment. I think they've found the 
top end of their number. 

GARY BERKOWITZ 
VP/Programming, 095 - Detroit 
Rock Top4 Os have had a tremendous 
impact because they're playing product 
that was not being played. It's good 
product and the people wanted to hear 
it, so there's been a terrific impact. 

WDFX IN DETROIT HAD A 4.5 SHARE IN 
THE LAST BOOK. DO YOU FEEL THAT'S 
THEIR TOP OR IS THERE MORE TO COME? 

They've been much higher than that, and now they're 
leveling off a bit. They're a great radio station and they 
sound great. They're very strong with teens, but that seems 
to be their focus.

"HOW WOULD YOU ASSESS THE IMPACT OF ROCK TOP40 STATIONS?" 

DO YOU THINK THE ROCK TOP40 STATIONS WILL HAVE TO 
BROADEN THEIR DEMOS TO SURVIVE IN THEIR EXISTING 
FORM? 

Well, I hope they stay just where they are. 

CHRIS SHEBEL 
PD, VVDJX - Louisville, KY 
The Rock Top40 in this market hasn't 
had much impact so far. They've been 
doing it for six months and haven't 
shown significant growth. However, 
if you look around nationally it's been 
having some strong impact in some 
markets, usually where the AOR 
station isn't serving the younger end 
of the 18-34 demo. Usually, they're 

concentrating too hard on the 25-54 sell. There's a 
market, especially with males, for a Rock intensive 
current station. Rock Top40 is AOR for the baby boomers. 
The demos shifted up and these Rock stations are finding 
a good niche in a number of markets. It should be a stable 
format for them for a few years. Whether it's going to 
cross over and become mass appeal is a tough question 
because a lot of the music sounds pretty much the same. 
You could make the same case for an all Dance station in 
that the beat is so constant. There's definitely potential 
and future for it. 

IN LOUISVILLE, WLRS SCORED A 5.5 IN THE LAST BOOK AND 
WDJX A 15.3. DO YOU ESTIMATE ANY MORE UPSIDE LEFT 
FOR THE ROCK TOP40? 

Yes, I think so. In the trends they've been pretty much the 
same. In some dayparts things are slowly starting to 
build, and I think eventually there will be an increase in 
share there. I don't know how high it will go because 
there are so many factors in radio today besides the 
music you play. There is personality and marketing to 
consider as well. How well those facets are presented 
will determine, to a large degree, how well the station 
does. I feel that's a universal principle of radio. When you 
finally get your personalities and marketing together, 
things really start to fly. The music on our station has 
not changed significantly for at least two and a half 
years. What's made the difference in our station has been 
more effective marketing and promotion strategies.

KEVIN KENNEY 
PD, KBEQ - Kansas City 
Initially they had a strong impact. 
Now things are starting to settle 
down a bit and I think we'll see them 
in the future as more of an AOR 
format than a new Top40. In Kansas 
City right now. KXXR is tapering off 
somewhat. I don't know how they'll do 
in the summer book. While they were 
at a 7 share at one point, now they're 

back in the 5s. I'm not sure whether that's due to lack of 

product or their change in program directors. In any 
event, it's a viable format and any smart Top4 0 
programmer should know that it's going to pull from all 
demos. 

WHEN THEY CHANGED PROGRAM DIRECTORS FROM BRIAN 
BURNS TO GARY FRANKLIN, WAS THERE A PERCEPTIBLE 
CHANGE IN THE SOUND OF THE STATION? 

Yes. Gary added a whole bunch of records, and the station 
became more current intensive. So there was a 
perceptible change from the current to recurrent and 
oldie ratio. I don't know if the average listener would 
pick up the change right away because the texture of the 
station is much the same. 

MARK SHANDS 
PD, WCKZ - Charlotte, NC 
There are many different versions. The one I'm up against 
is more of an AOR station that also plays Top40 hits. 
Rating-wise we've done quite well against them. When 
the latest Birch ratings came in, we went 15.6 to 17 and 
the Rock Top40, WROQ, went 7.0 to 6.1. That pretty much 
sums it up. All you'll hear on KISS are the big hits and it's 
paying off. 

HOW WOULD YOU ASSESS THEIR IMPACT? DO YOU 
FEEL THEY'VE TOPPED OUT NOW? 

Actually they've made it easier for us to play Cher and 
Warrant, so within the world of music, Rock Top40 is 
useful in helping build hits just like we are. While they're 
pumping different types of records than we are, they're 
still generating more hits and increasing sales. In that 
aspect, they're just like the clubs. We're picking up things 
from other stations and they're playing records we break. 
For instance, we just turned the Urban station onto the 
New Kids two weeks ago. I know it's easy to think of them 
as your competition and all, but really, we're all factors 
in the Charlotte music scene and we all have our part. 
WROQ's presence makes it possible for us to play more 
records and gives us a wider spectrum.

PD, KITY - San Antonio 
They've gone in a lot of different 
directions in the last few years. 
We have a Rock station in town, 
but it hasn't had much of an 
impact yet. Of course, we keep our 
eye on everything. You have to 
have a consistency and focus with 
anything you do in radio. Until our 
competition accomplishes that, 

I'm not too concerned. We have our target and we go 
after it and they have theirs. We're just going to 
keep doing what we do. The competition may force 
us to focus more and ultimately may have a 
positive effect on what we do.
