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EDITOR'S COMMENTS
Happy New Year! - Welcome to the 1990s!
The next decade is actually here! What will it

bring? What will become collectible? What will
loose its collectibility? And what will be perma-
nently lost for the future?

I rarely try to look into the future; in fact I rarely
even predict what will be in the next issue of
A.R.C. So, perhaps a look into the past would be
useful. In the 1960s, early wireless and battery
gear were collected. In the 1970s and 1980s, AC
and Art Deco sets became collectible. During the
1980s, interest in early television sets emerged.
Recently transistor radios and television sets
from the late 50s became desirable. The com-
mon thread here is that most of us begin collect-
ing the nostalgia of our youth; items become
collectible when they are 30 to 40 years old.

To be sure, during the 1990s, even later items
will join the ranks of battery sets, AC sets and
televisions. Hi-fi equipment and electronic calcu-
lators from the 60s are already showing up in ads
and flea markets. Remember, the most sought-
after items traditionally are those that are unique
in some way - such as the first produced, those
of high technical interest, those of unique artistic
design, or those rare because of a high original
price or low production.

What will be permanently lost for the future? It
has been said that we are only caretakers of the
items we collect today for the collectors of tomor-
row. How are we doing?

This issue's article on the tragic earthquake in
the San Francisco Bay Area deals with this ques-
tion and is timely as well. We devote five pages to
this event, even though it was thoroughly cov-
ered on television and in newspapers and maga-
zines, because there will be another "Big One." If
we are to save our collections, we must be more
prepared than we were for this last disaster.

The first-hand reports by Mike Adams, Bart
Brown and James Maxwell show that some were
relatively lucky this time. In fact there will be
many Big Ones and not just in California. If you
are in California, prepare for the next earthquake,
but it you are on the East or Gulf Coast, prepare
for the next hurricane. Likewise, for those in tor-
nado and flood prone areas. All of us should take
steps to reduce the personal and material impact
of a major fire, a basement flooding or a theft.
Don't get caught saying, "If only I had done "

Another natural loss over this decade, a sig-
nificant one, will be the loss of the personal
bridge to the first days of radio broadcasting.
Today, we can still talk with those now in their
80s who experienced broadcasting of the 1920s.

Something also can be done about the im-
pending loss of this personal link. If you were

there, please write or tell others about your recol-
lections so that they will not be lost. Those of you
who know people who remember the early radio
days, preserve their priceless memories. The
California Historical Radio Society is doing just
that, recording the recollections of early pioneers
for its quarterly audio tape: CHRS Radio News.
Time is running out with this direct tie to our
history.

Also in this Issue, transistor radio and televi-
sion collectors will enjoy Harry Posters introduc-
tion to collecting these items from the 50s and
60s. Richard Arnold has contributed an article on
the Majestic Model 50. The Photo Review this
month ranges from AC sets to crystal sets to
magazines and novelties.

Jim Kreuzer reports on a Marconi Company
exhibit at the U.S. Army Show in October 1989;
the theme was the 1901 first transatlantic wire-
less signal. The Marconi Company arranged to
borrow several rare pieces from Jim's wireless
collection.

Finally, we answer the question on how to
clean Bakelite, which was posed in the April 1989
issue, including a comprehensive procedure for
polishing Bakelite by Ed Lyon.

A.R.C. OnLine. We have had many sugges-
tions about alternate ways of distributing A.R.C.,
such as by Fax, Express Mail, computer disk and
computer timesharing. In this issue, we an-
nounce A.R.C. OnLine, which is access to A.R.C.

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THE EARTHQUAKE: OCTOBER 17, 1989

Can Your Collection
Survive the Big One?

BY MIKE ADAMS

Mike Adams lives in the
Santa Cruz Mountains five miles
from the epicenter of the Octo-
ber 17th earthquake. Producer
of the PBS television series
"Radio Collector," Mike is a pro-
fessor of radio/TV/film at San
Jose State University, a mem-
ber of the board of directors of
the Foothill Electronics Museum
and a former president of South-
ern California Antique Radio
Society (SCARS).

Mike also talked two other
area collectors, Bart Brown and
James Maxwell, into relating
their earthquake experiences
and recommendations.

THE FACTS

At approximately 5:04 p.m. on
Tuesday, October 17, 1989, a
major earthquake struck the Bay
Area of Northern California. The 7.1 tremor on
the Reichter Scale, centered in the mountains
seven miles north of Santa Cruz, damaged or
destroyed hundreds of homes. It was powerful
enough to cause major destruction as far as 70
miles to the north in San Francisco and Oakland.
My home with its 200 antique radio devices is
located five miles from the epicenter.

THE REALITY

Once you determine that
your family and friends are safe
and once you inspect your
home for structural damage,
you finally really begin to see its
contents - in my case a 200 -
piece collection consisting of
radios (battery and broadcast,
wood and plastic), televisions
and speakers. Can your collec-
tion survive a major earth-
quake? Let me give you some
details about the fates and for-
tunes of specific items in my
personal collection and some
thoughts on how I plan to save
them from future destruction by
the next earthquake.

First of all, if you live in Cali-
fornia, it's not whether there will
be another earthquake, it's
when. My section of the San

Andreas fault had not ruptured since the 1906
great quake, such a long time ago that seismolo-
gists had predicted as recently as 1988 that a
magnitude 6.5 to 7.0 was going to occur here
within 30 years. Similar predictions have been
made for both the San Francisco and Los Ange-
les areas, and we who live in the West bel.eve
them. Know this fact: In the most populous areas
of California, your antique radio, television and

wireless treasures are extremely vulnerable to
minor damage and outright destruction by earth-
quake, depending of course on the method of
display, type of device and all the variables of
home construction and the land underneath. The
good news is that you can prevent most damage.

Consider the effects of a magnitude 7.1 quake
on the several hundred radios in my collection,
most displayed on floor to ceiling shelves, as
shown in Figure 1, already well -anchored to the
wall studs. To put this disaster into perspective,
during the fifteen seconds of actual shaking, my
house moved at least one foot higher and one
foot north as two underground plates ruptured.
This sudden and continuous movement affected
every category of antique device in a totally dif-
ferent way. Take books, for example. Bang!
Many were thrown off their shelves, and while
none were damaged, the heavier ones fell on top
of the fragile plastic radios and tubes already
thrown to the floor. And even though my home
display area is heavily carpeted, it was radios
falling on other radios that caused the most dam-
age. Thin plastic cracked; heavy Bakelite
chipped and shattered; dial glass broke and

chassis bent on more than two
dozen sets. Figure 2 shows the
earthquake damage I saw in a
corner of my home office. It was
depressing. Figure 3 shows
how a heavy Silvertone wire
recorder fell from a hi-fi speaker
into a rack of Scott receivers.
Luckily, no damage to the
Scotts!

The other major damage to
my collection was to speakers.
Every horn and every cone
toppled from shelves and ra-
dios. The plastics cracked, and
the wood ones suffered dents
and scratches, again as they
fell on top of each other in the
soft carpet. A once perfect Rola
speaker, as shown in Figure 4,
fell off a Crosley radio and was
damaged. Figure 5 shows how
picture wire now holds the Rola
to a hook attached to the shelf.

Now the good news. Most of my collection
survived, probably because it was displayed on

shelving anchored well enough to the wall to
move with the house, not against it. Cathedrals
large and small, communication receivers, bat-
tery sets from breadboards to regenerative mod-
els all made it, unscathed. They bounced and
shook, but they held their ground, even though
some were perched precariously on the very
edge of their shelves. And not one of several
dozen consoles tipped over on its face, even
though my piano moved two feet away from the
wall. It really seemed like mass was the key to
survival. Any device with a low and heavy mass
moved the least. For example, while a top-heavy
grandfather clock fell over, the 1929 Majestic
next to it with its separate, low -mounted power
supply did not. Figure 6 shows that a 27 -inch TV
fell on its face from a shelf top...while the Zenith

console to the left was untouched.

THE SOLUTION

Once you have been through one of these
events, experiencing the agony of destruction

and the ecstasy of realizing that your favorites
survived, sitting in the middle of a pile of the
rubble of your former collection, you want to do
something, anything, to keep it from happening
again. Emotionally, you need a mindset to care
less about material possessions, maybe even
swear that you'll forever put radio collecting into
its proper perspective. Practically, you'll want to
take some physical steps to protect what you
have from the next big one.

The "Pudding Quake" of '89

Several decades, lo, many decades ago when
I was a boy, conventional nutritional science
stated that sugar and starch made you fat. Now
we know that fat is bad, and young and old
geezers not wanting to clog their arteries wrack
their brains searching their memories for titillating
tidbits for the tastebuds.

What would taste good and not contain the ter-
rible, forbidden fat? "I have it!" I declared, sinking
into self-indulgent nostalgia. I remembered the
gastronomical passion of my boyhood, tapioca
pudding! Perhaps the sugar would make me a
diabetic, but my arteries would be free!

That was a week earlier than that day of fate.
I walked out of my home office. I glanced at my

1951 Zenith Combo, an old G.E. console and my
love - a 1939 Philco. I looked at the soft glow of
the Philco's surface, the light reflecting from the
wood whose cells were like millions of tiny prisms
overlaid with amber glass. It always gave me a
thrill to look at it and made me want to stroke it
like a pretty cat.

Then a tiny voice of conscience said again,
"You'd better strap that to the wall!"

It was close to four o'clock now. After repairing
a frying noise in my old Collins B.F.O., I had
decided for the third time in a week to make that
nostalgic batch of tapioca pudding. Two previous
tries had been interrupted by telephone calls, re-
sulting in curdled and scorched messes. This
time it did go well. This was the good one:
creamy, uncurdled, unscorched and inviting!

I had just turned away from the stove when it
hit. THUD! Like a truck ramming the northeast
wall. Then the oscillations began, not too horrific
at first, like a warning. That would be all, I

thought. Then it would go away. But it didn't. It
rose up like a wall of nature's wrath that
wrenched terror out of the primal unconscious. I
hung onto a door frame while timbers and boards
creaked and strained with the violent shaking.
How could the building, with its mass and inertia,
withstand such acceleration? Wouldn't the nails
shear off? Would the house pull off its founda-
tion? What of the gas line? Would it snap?

Then doors flew open, and glass began crash-
ing to the floor. That, too, gained momentum.
Eventually almost everything on the shelves
would find the floor. But finally, the shaking be-
gan to die away.

I hopped over the glass rubble and darted out-
side. With fear and resignation I wondered what
had happened to my wife who would have been
at school at that dreadful time.

I looked at the house, seemingly unscathed
except for a metal chimney top that had been
flung onto the driveway. The stucco house next
door was cracked all around its perimeter.

It was deathly silent. Suddenly there came a
wave from the northeast, a sound like a storm
and wind at sea overlaid with rumbling. The
buildings shook again. Fires were breaking out;
the wail of sirens pierced the stillness. In the

Now I'll confess to locking the barn now that

the horses have been repaired with super glue.
Yes, I was at a SCARS meeting several years
back when Morgan McMahon gave his talk on
earthquake -proofing a collection. Sure, I had
good intentions, even bought all the hardware to
secure my collection. Well, it took two complete
days, but now all is secure. For the plastic and
wood sets, I have followed Morgan's advice and
anchored each one to a shelf or wall. It was really
quite simple. I attached a medium size screw eye
to a stud or well -anchored shelf and connected a
short piece of heavy picture wire from it to an IF
can, filter or hole in the chassis, making sure that
the wire was short enough so that the radio
would not go over the edge of its shelf. Figure 7
shows the front view of two table radios secured
on a shelf, while Figure 8 shows the wire and
hook method used for this purpose. Just to be on
the safe side, I did the same to every console and
battery set, even though they made it through the
7.1. For tubes to be displayed, I superglued their
sockets to the shelf.

So after several weeks of glueing and screw-
ing, I am pleased to report that everything looks
normal again - from a distance. Because I had
carefully saved the pieces, I was able to super -
glue all the plastics back together. For dial glass,
I used a special glass glue as super glue does

not work for this purpose. I had to compromise
some on my standards of what I will and won't
display in public, but in the proper light and dis-
played up high, glued sets look almost normal. In
fact, because I don't plan to sell or trade these
sets, I'm not really concerned about their even-
tual value. I would have been truly disappointed if
I could never look at them again, however.

A major earthquake and its effect on a radio
collection is something that every California col-
lector must prepare to face. If you are like me,
you'll be lucky. Better yet, you'll be prepared.

("Pudding Quake." continued)
falling of darkness, my wife drove up; I was
greatly relieved.

For the next couple of days, the unlit house
seemed like a death trap. The weather was un-
seasonally balmy so that sleeping out overnight
and cooking outdoors for several days were not
unpleasant. Two days after the quake, we de-
cided that we should enter and clean the house.

There still was no running water or electricity.
The kitchen was awash with broken glass. My
tapioca pudding had turned to glue on the floor.
Books had been flung out of bookcases. The
living room's Zenith console had toppled onto a
ceramic bowl that had been flung in front of it.
The set's dial was broken, a knob shattered and
a column dented.

The only other radio damaged was the Philco
console in the office. As with the Zenith, its base
was, of course, narrow front to back, and the
center of gravity high. Also, both sets had their
backs facing the earthquake's epicenter. The
upper edge of the Philco's maple panel had hit
something hard, leaving about a square inch de-
pressed about a quarter of an inch.

The G.E. radio, still upright, had also been
facing the same direction, but its center of gravity
was much lower, owing to its heavy power supply
down below. The Collins was undamaged and
still up on its side. The Rider's manuals had slid
to the front of their shelves. Nothing placed with
its long dimension in the direction of the shock
wave movement had suffered any damage.

A month has passed now. The Zenith is
patched up; although without a knob and glass, it
graces the living room once again. I've attached

it to the wainscoating with an eight -inch thick
metal strap, about an inch wide.

The Philco is waiting for a second coat of var-
nish. I was very perturbed over the deep dent in
its panel. Since the wood was opened up at the
point of impact and since it was solid, not lami-
nated, I put a clean wet washcloth on the dam-
aged area. Overnight., the area raised up almost
flat with its surroundings. I let it dry out and exam-
ined it. Since it was still low, I gave it a few more
hours with the wet cloth. After drying, the area
was okay for sanding flat with the rest of the
panel.

Certainly the earthquake has been a learning
experience. Now more than ever, I envision how
objects could be flung at valuables I want to pre-
serve. Strapping sets, bookcases and other
items to the walls makes sense. But the straps
have to be strong and mounted into wall studs
and to the items you want to secure at both the
top and the bottom. By using hooks, pictures can
be secured from being thrown forward to fall on
valuables.

Also, the quake showed me the value of in-
stalling a "shear wall." The only wall in our house
that didn't develop cracks was the one in which I
had laid two four by eight foot sheets of three-
quarter inch thick plywood from the ceiling to the
floor to make a thick base for the bathroom tile.

Bad as this quake was, I shudder (get it, shud-
der) to think of what will happen when the long
accumulated stress near San Francisco breaks
loose! So the moral is: Be prepared!

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The Earthquake and Our Vulnerable Collections

October 17, 1989, 5:04 P.M.
Most residents of the San Fran-
cisco Bay Area will remember
exactly what they were doing at
that precise time and date for
many years to come, if not for
the rest of their lives. Earthquake
stories still appear in virtually
every edition of the various Bay
Area newspapers. But, what
became of the many antique
radio collections in the area?
How did they fare, and what les-
sons were learned?

My own collection is of paper
and covers three broad areas -
juvenile radio fiction, amateur
radio and general radio history
including biographies. It is
housed on shelves and in cabi-
nets and closets in four rooms in
the house and garage.

Then the earthquake. Virtually
ally everything stored on open
shelving wound up on the floor. Figure 1 is a shot
of my "ham shack" which also contains about half
of my collection of juvenile radio fiction. The
bookshelves shown are built of lightweight steel,
bolted together and attached to the walls. Books
were stacked two rows deep on about half of the
shelves. The metal shelves were ripped from the
walls and their contents dumped to the floor.

Surprise! There was virtually no damage to the
books and magazines that made up the ugly pile.
Several covers were damaged and the edges
scuffed. Many of the magazines were in poly-
ethelene bags, shelved inside boxes. The boxes
burst open, but there was no damage to the
contents, due to the protective bags.

There were twelve free-standing storage cabi-
nets (6 ft. high, 2-1/2 ft. wide and 16 in. deep) in
the garage; they fell over like match sticks. Most
fell down with their doors down, trapping and pro-
tecting the contents inside. Four other cabinets
were secured together; they stood upright, but
their doors opened and the contents were
dumped. On one wall of the garage were open
shelves (18 in. deep made of 2 in. thick lumber)
containing magazines in 11 x 17 in. boxes. Al-
though all the boxes moved, all but a few stayed
on their shelves.

Some observations, conclusions and recom-
mendations:

1. Heavy wooden bookshelves were not torn
away from the wall while light metal ones were. I
plan to replace the lightweight shelves with heav-
ier ones, and would recommend to others that
they do the same. Fasten them, of course, se-
curely to studs in the wall.

2. Although there was little damage to those
books and magazines which did fall, it is desir-
able, of course, to keep them in place. This calls
for doors or other restraints on the shelves. I

highly recommend that rare material, including

books, be bagged and that dust jackets of books
be protected by covers. (Bags and covers should
be of archival grade, free from acid and sulfur.)
Bags and covers also provide some protection
from potential water damage.

3. Don't be fooled into believing that a really
heavy cabinet is "simply too heavy to move." As-
sume that anything not tied down is going to
move and anything that moves may fall, particu-
larly if it has a high center of gravity. A group of
cabinets should be fastened to the wall; other-
wise, fasten them to each other at both top and
bottom, back-to-back is best. When loading the
cabinets, try to keep the center of gravity low by
placing heavy items toward the bottom. Do
something to keep the doors from springing
open; magnetic catches, I assure you, are no
match for a 7+ earthquake.

This earthquake makes it very clear how vul-
nerable our collections are to natural disasters.
Most collectors have items that they especially
treasure, and some of these items may be rare
and valuable from an historical standpoint. How
can we defend historical material against natural
disasters? Well, there is a way, at least for paper
items.

To most collectors, original historical printed
matter is more desirable than a copy, but a copy
still contains the all-important information con-
tained in the original. I believe that the best way
to ensure that historical printed matter is pre-
served for the future is to store copies in several
well separated locations. I am personally taking
steps now to insure that photocopies of some of
my unique items get into the hands of other
collectors who are not neighbors, and I strongly
suggest that others do the same.

Let's be prepared for the next big one!

MAJESTIC MODEL 50
Grigsby-Grunow's Mighty Monarch of the Air

The Grigsby-Grunow Company, 5801 Dickens
Avenue, Chicago, Illinois, was the world's largest
manufacturer of complete radio receivers. When
this honest boast was made in November of
1930, little did the company know that in just four
short years it would be out of business due to the
great depression.

The Majestic name in radio soared in public
popularity due to a number of company firsts and
some spectacular merchandising methods from
1930-1934. One of the important factors to Ma-
jestic's growth was the fact that it was selling a
really outstanding radio at an affordable price.
The company also had its own financing program
in place which allowed for easier purchasing in a
one -stop effort.

In 1930, Majestic offered the only complete
line of superheterodynes. It also pioneered the
Multi -Mu tube and was exclusive in the use of
spray -shielded tubes, (for American -made sets)
twin power detection and a modulated circuit.

Grigsby-Grunow had an affiliate company
called the Majestic Household Utilities Corpora-
tion, Chicago. When the parent company went
out of business, apparently the affiliate took over
and operated the business in part as the Majestic
Radio and Television Corporation of Elgin, Illi-
nois. Another part of the same affiliate put the
name "General" in front of its name and operated
as the General Household Utilities Corporation,

using the Grunow name.
The Majestic 50, shown in Figure 1, was first

advertised in November/December of 1930 to be
sold as a 1931 model. A December 1930 ad in
Good Housekeeping magazine states that the
radio is one of Majestic's perfected screen grid
superhets. "Over two million families enjoy new
pleasure and new entertainment through the col-
orful tone of Majestic radio," the ad continues.
"For the first time, a receiver has combined all of
the great advantages of modern radio." The
Model 50 featured 'the outstanding power of
screen grid tubes, needlepoint tuning and the
glorious realism of its colorful tone."

Majestic's Model 50 has eight tubes, and sold
for $86 without tubes and for $112.50 with them.
The tubes were three 24s, two 27s, two 45s and
one 80. The set is quite large, with dimensions of
17 x 18 1/2 x 11 and is very heavy. The chassis
and cabinet are very well built, and the back of
the cabinet (see Figure 2) does have a cover
panel, which is missing in the photo. There is an
on/off switch on the right side of the radio, and
the two knobs out front are for volume and tuning
the lighted drum dial scale.

Majestic even had its own radio program
called the "Majestic Theatre of the Air," pro-
grammed every Sunday evening from 9-10 East-
ern Standard Time on CBS.

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WITH THE COLLECTORS

Early Transistor Radios and TVs

Both early transistor radios
and televisions are becoming
collectible. Until the late
1940s, vacuum tubes were the
thing - new, used, even rebuilt.
The only way to amplify and
process radio waves was to
send them through a vacuum
tube with its associated cir-
cuitry. Stick a couple of tube
circuits together, and add an
antenna at the front end and a
speaker at the output - presto,
a radio. Oh, yes, add lots of big
batteries or plug the set into
the wall to get plenty of power.

This obvious waste of
power, dissipated as un-
wanted heat, probably started
the researchers at Bell Labs
experimenting. By making the
electrons flow through a solid
material and by connecting
very tiny wires, the researchers could pass and
then amplify and control electrical current. All this
was done without a vacuum and without much
heat.

1948 heralded the discovery of Bell Laborato-
ries' "point -contact" transistor, and with it specu-
lation of how transistors would soon replace
tubes. By 1951, Nobel Prize winner William
Shockley, who had already predicted the discov-
ery of the transistor, had developed the junction
transistor, and applications were mounting. But it
took Texas Instrument's cheap, mass-produced
transistors, and Regency, a small company
known for its TV accessories, to bring it all to-
gether.

THE FIRST TRANSISTOR RADIO

Regency, a division of I.D.E.A., located in Indi-
anapolis, was able to rush to market with a
pocket -sized radio which featured four transis-
tors and a small 22 1/2 volt battery. This truly
portable radio, the TR-1, was produced in a plas-
tic case, and was available in Mandarin red,
cloud grey, ivory, black, jade green, and mottled
mahogany. The TR-1 was sold around Christ-
mastime, 1954, and had a price tag of $49.95.

The TR-1 indicated the Civil Defense frequen-
cies and even promised, "In the event of an
enemy attack, your TR-1 will become one of your
most valued possessions"! Although not very
modest, Regency did offer a 90 -day warranty
(barring, one suspects, a nuclear attack) for its

twelve -ounce portable radio. This world's first
transistor radio is now eagerly sought after by
many radio collectors.

Regency was not to be alone in this new field
of all transistor, battery powered radios. Each of
the major manufacturers, and many minor
names, were about to produce its own version of
the world's greatest transistor radio. Even Re-
gency tried to outperform its own TR-1 by selling
the improved Model 1G and TR-4. By May of

1956, the TR-5, with five transistors, and the TR-
6, with six, were marketed. With these, and sev-
eral additional models, Regency vainly at-
tempted again to capture the quickly expanding
market.

By about this time, Raytheon released the
Model T-2500 transistor radio. The T-2500 is
quite large, about the size of the common vac-
uum -tube portables of the day. Raytheon's 8-TP
line of cloth -covered colored radios, as shown in
Figure 1, were about half the size, but used a
nearly identical chassis. Today, both of these
style radios are collectible.

RCA began selling the 7 -BT -10K in late 1955.
A rather large seven -transistor set, with a large
nine -volt battery, it featured three specially made
transistors, plus four standard 2N109s. Within a
year, RCA had produced the much smaller 8 -BT
line, now using two standard 2N109s, but replac-

ing the earlier type transistors with off -the -shelf
2N139 and 2N140 transistors.

Philco was selling its T-7 line of transistor ra-
dios by 1956. (See Figure 1). A bit larger than the
Regency TR-1, the Philco radio was a seven -
transistor set which took two 1 1/2 volt batteries
for power. Emerson soon had the 840 and 850
Series transistor radios, and a lot more compa-
nies were jumping on the band wagon!

Surprisingly, once the Japanese company
Sony introduced its first transistor radio, another
hot collectible was offered. The TR-63 was a
small shirt -pocket radio, introduced in 1957. This
model sported six Sony -made transistors and
one diode. Although special transistors were
originally used, standard 2N types can now be
found to replace them. The set made use of the
now standard nine -volt battery, and the TR-63
proclaimed its origin as Tokyo Tsushin Kogyo
Limited, made in Japan!

Both the Regency TR-1 which was the first
transistor radio and the Sony TR-63 (Figure 2),
the first imported transistor radio, often sell for
$100 or more today, when found in mint condi-
tion. The Regency 1G and TR-4, and the Sony
TR-86 usually sell for under $100. The Raytheon
T-2500 and 8-TP Series, and other similar early
transistor radios, are priced at about half of that,
or less.

TRANSISTOR TELEVISION

Television was not ignored during this early
period of transistor acitivity. In fact, in the late
1950s, only a couple of years after these radios
made their appearance, several manufacturers
were displaying "soon -to -be -released" all transis-
tor TVs. But it wasn't until Philco unveiled its
Safari Model H-2010 (see Figure 3), that transis-
tor TV became a reality. Even while Philco's
Predicta line of 21 -inch vacuum tube TVs were
being sold, the public could finally buy, and easily
carry, a battery -operated television.

The Safari was a truly portable TV set; this
television was said to get great reception even
while driven around in an automobile. This new
set had a 10AT10 chassis, used a specially de-
signed 2EP4 two-inch picture tube, and reflected
and magnified the image in the top of the TV. The
set cheated a bit; it did use two high voltage
vacuum tubes, Type 5642, but it made use of 21
transistors in all other circuits of the TV.

Although the set sold for several hundred dol-
lars, a steep price for small sets during this pe-
riod, a surprising number of Philco Safaris still
turn up, and often in usable condition. A number
P-560 rechargeable battery originally supplied
the 7 1/2 volts DC, but most modern users of the
Safari take advantage of the 110 VAC line plug
on the back of the TV. The Safari was sold in both
brown and the less common black leatherette
covering, and often the plastic hood which was
made to fold down in front is missing. Although
the set works just as well without the fold -down
hood, its loss devalues the set somewhat.

The next transistor television produced was
the Motorola Astronaut, a TV seldom seen today.
It looks like a typical brown or black TV built into a

rounded suitcase. But, when the front is unclip-
ped, an airplane and astronaut logo can be seen,
embossed in the plastic faceplate. For some rea-
son, the Motorola Astronaut - with its 19 -inch
picture tube, its single high voltage tube Type
1S2A and its 25 transistors - is not very hot at
present. The set had a bad history of unreliability
when new, and this fact, coupled with its large
size and heavy weight, has made this a fairly
unpopular TV with today's television collectors.

Once again, Sony made its debut on the tran-
sistor scene in a big way. This time the company
imported, and had repair facilities across the
United States for its all -transistor 8-301W televi-
sion, as shown in Figure 4. The set is made of
grey hammertone finished metal, and looking at
the front, the TV has an oval shape. A metal hood
hangs over the 8-1/2 inch picture tube (Type
210HB4), and most people who spot an 8-301W
are intrigued by the style. In fact, because of its
novel design, the TV has turned up in several
design books.

One problem with this Sony set is that al-
though the Japanese were able to squeeze 23
transistors, 18 diodes, and two high voltage
tubes into the miniscule frame, most modern
repairmen have trouble getting into, and out of,
the tiny set. Luckily, many common general pur-
pose transistors can be directly substituted for
the early semiconductors used, so if you find an
8-301W and hope to use it, you might be able to
get it repaired by a patient serviceman.

COLLECTOR INTEREST

Many other makers started producing transis-
tor televisions in the early and mid -1960s, but
most lacked the interest of earlier sets. These
TVs were produced following the typical square
design: square set, squared mask. Conse-
quently, very few sets from the 1960s, except the
Safari and 8-301W, have any real value. The
Safari is often seen in working condition for $100-
$200, the 8-301W for a bit more.

Although the technology was limited in these
early years, if you desire a usable set, you need
not concentrate entirely on an old and possibly
unreliable TV. There was renewed interest in
making some unusually styled TVs in the early

1970s, and these have also become collectible
recently. Televisions like the JVC Videosphere,
(see Figure 5), which looks like an astronaut's
helmet, and the JVC pyramid -shaped 3100 are
well -styled sets. Plus, Panasonic produced the
TR-005, a flying saucer -shaped television which
is set on a landing tripod. This TV could easily
have come from George Jetson's own kitchen
table!

These more modern collectible transistor tele-
visions look great and are usually easily repaired.
However, most TV collectors will opt for the tran-
sistor television from the early 1960s. Pricewise,
expect to pay about the same for the Panasonic
TR-005 and JVC Videosphere as you would for a
Sony 8-301W. The JVC 3100 is quite rare, even
only twenty years later, and sells for about twice
that price, if you can find one.

How To Clean Bakelite
In the April 1989 issue of A.R.C., we published

a letter from S. Woods, Montreal, Canada, re-
questing information on how best to clean a Ba-
kelite radio. A.R.C. received many letters on this
subject, and we are pleased to present some of
them here, including some with conflicting sug-
gestions. We also printed tips on polishing Bake-
lite by Ed Lyon Ill.

Also included are letters from readers offering
finishing tips on radios constructed of wood and
other materials.

Dear Editor,
I am replying to a request for information in the

April issue of A.R.C. concerning cleaning Bake-
lite.

I have restored a lot of equipment that con-
tained Bakelite parts or housings. I use a variety
of cleaners and cleaning agents effectively de-
pending on the type of "soil" that is deposited on
the Bakelite part in need of cleaning.

The most effective cleaners are those that
readily dissolve in water or contain few solids.
Thus, they evaporate without leaving a residue
on the surface being cleaned. Mild detergents
such as Colgate-Palmolive's "Palmolive" dish-
washing detergent are very effective in removing
grease and oil, yet dissolve readily in even the
"hardest" water. Thus, they will completely wash
away after rinsing in warm, water leaving no resi-
due. Soap or soap -based cleaners such as Ivory
soap or brown soap do not readily dissolve in
water. In some cases, when the water is exces-
sively "hard," such cleaners may not dissolve at
all. Furthermore, they tend to cling to the surface
to which they are applied. We are all familiar with
"bathtub ring."

I usually use Palmolive dishwashing detergent
in various strengths depending on how soiled the
Bakelite part is which I am trying to clean. I apply
it direct from the container to a wet sponge. Then
wipe or gently rub the part (with the sponge) until
it is clean. Finally I rinse the part under flowing
tepid water until all detergent foam is gone. Then
let it air dry.

Sometimes, mild detergent isn't strong enough
to remove heavy dirt deposits. I have had excel-
lent results with "Texize" or "Fantastik" and Lysol
brand tub and tile cleaner. Bathtub and tile
cleaner is interesting because it contains an in-
gredient to dissolve soap. I apply it straight from
the container, and clean the Bakelite part as I

would with the Palmolive above.
I also have used ethanol (drinking alcohol),

methanol (stove alcohol), lacquer thinner, ace-
tone, and methylene chloride (paint remover).
Bakelite tends to be very resistant to most readily
available solvents. But be sure to clean a small
test patch first to test the Bakelite for "crazing" or

sensitivity to the solvent being applied. This
avoids damaging visible surfaces. Many times,
Bakelite cases were painted. Paint remover usu-
ally leaves a scum, and thus requires a post
cleaning with a detergent or alcohol.

Another cleaner that is very effective is Sa-
vogran's "Dirtex". Not only does it work well on
Bakelite, but it also works well on glass dials and
faceplates.

Never clean Bakelite with a cleanser such as
Comet. Cleansers usually contain abrasives. Al-
though Bakelite surfaces seem hard, they are
quickly damaged by abrasive cleaners, exces-
sive rubbing, or scrubbing with a stiff brush. A
soft toothbrush is excellent for cleaning Bakelite
knobs and irregular surfaces. If a Bakelite sur-
face has been damaged by a cleanser, it can be
polished, but it is difficult to match the original
surface.

Many times a cloth or rag used to apply a
cleaner or dry a part is the culprit for a deposited
haze or scum. The cleaner used often activates
detergent residues or dyes in the cloth fibers. I

usually use paper towels without a decorative
print as these are soft and probably contain few
byproducts. Other excellent cleaning cloths
made by Kimberley -Clark are marketed for in-
dustrial purposes. These are paper towels made
for cleaning things such as computer equipment
and are specifically made to contain few contami-
nants.

I hope your reader who asked about cleaning
Bakelite finds this information helpful.

Dear Editor,
In reference to a letter in the April 1989 issue

asking about a method of cleaning Bakelite, I

offer the following information:
1) Bakelite was discovered about 1906 and is

a thermoset urea -formaldehyde based resin. It is
quite sensitive to many cleaning compounds.
Because of this, most modern detergents, and
spray cleaners (such as Fantastik) should be
avoided. All ammonia products should be
avoided.

2) I have had great success with "Bon-Ami"
polishing cleanser. Two versions of this are avail-
able: cleanser with oxygen bleach and the cake
form which has no bleach. I have had no prob-
lems with the bleach version. Bon-Ami consists
of a mild abrasive (feldspar), soap, and a mild
bleach (in the cleanser version).

3) Cleaning requires a lot of elbow grease, but
the polishing effect of the cleanser produces an
almost polished surface. If a mirror-like surface is
required, polishing rouge can be used.

4) A final coat of paste wax will help keep the
air and pollutants from attacking the surface.

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Dear Editor,
In answer to S. Woods' request for a Bakelite

cleaning product, well, this not only cleans, but
when it goes to a haze, when it dries, buff it with
sheeps wool or cheesecloth and watch it shine
and protect - Bakelite plastic, wood.

It was made for telephone refinishing. It's
called "Glazit". It's sold by MagChem., a division
of Magnolia Chemical Co., Inc., 2646 Rodney
Ln., Dallas, TX 75229, PO Box 29179, Tel. (214)
247-7111; toll free is 1-800-527-5038.

I hope this works for you and anybody else
who wants to give it a try.

Restoration of Bakelite
BY ED LYON

From about 1920 to 1927, most radio manu-
facturers of the world made radio receivers quite
complex to operate. The standard front panel
configuration had several tuning knobs, several
filament rheostats, perhaps a meter or two, and
several phone or speaker jacks. There might also
have been a variocoupler control or two, and a
coil tap -switch. These radios nearly always had
Bakelite (or Micarta or "hard rubber") front pan-
els, usually engraved with labels for the controls
and scales for the dial pointers.

Most of these panels came off the assembly
lines quite well polished and shiny. The first time
the owner (or today's collector) cleaned one of

solvent, the gloss disappeared immediately,
never to return. This experience led many to
believe that the gloss was an applied coating and
that it could be restored only by application of a
clear lacquer or varnish. Other radio collectors try
to restore the finish through the application of oils
or waxes, but these usually show fingerprints and
smudges rather easily, and they look like grease.

Dullness in the finish was caused by the ef-
fects of the cleaning process. Most cleaning in-
volves alkali detergents, like soap, sodium lauryl
sulfate, alkali phosphates, or free lye. These al-
kalis all attack Bakelite and other phenolics. The
degree of attack is related to the temperature,
the alkali strength, and the duration of contact
with the cleaner, but any cleaning involving de-
tergents will result in a runoff of a brownish,
smelly liquid. The brownish stuff is decomposed
phenolic.

Sure, cleaning is necessary. Often the panel,
or radio, is filthy, covered with garage grease,
with kitchen grease and dirt, with bird droppings,
or whatever. The detergent wash is the only way
to get rid of this dirt. Even the touted "GoJo", the
cream hand cleaner, has enough free alkali to
attack the Bakelite surface as it cleans off the
crud. So, resign yourself to the fact that you are
going to dull the surface. But the shine can be
restored. Read on.

Let's say you have cleaned the panel or the
radio cabinet and have stripped it of all hardware.
(That's the proper way to clean it anyway.) Now
comes the shining operation. What you will need

is a bench -mounted motor or grinder with a shaft
speed of 1725 to 1750 rpm. It can have any
horsepower rating of about 1/ HP or more. On its
shaft you will need to mount a buffing wheel. A
buffing wheel, often called a buff, can take sev-
eral forms. These are: loose, unsewn buffs,
multi -ply unsewn smooth buffs, and sewn buffs.

The best buff for working with Bakelites is the
unsewn type, either loose or smooth, If the only
type of buff you can find is a sewn buff, you can
remove the outer few rows of annular stitches, to
loosen the buff perimeter. The loose buffs can be
obtained at stores such as Sears, in 4 -inch, 6 -
inch, and 8 -inch diameters. Most bench grinders
and motors can readily accommodate a 6 -inch
buff. An arbor can also be purchased at stores
such as Sears, to secure the buff to the motor
shaft, or, if you start out with a bench grinder, you
should use the same size buff as the grinding
wheel originally on the unit. (Most grinders are 6 -
inch diameter.) In any event, the buff should be
mounted on the shaft, and well -centered, to
eliminate wobbling or vibration.

Be sure to check the direction of rotation. Set it
so as to make the edge of the buff closest to you
move downward, never upward. The buff should
have a fender or shroud around most of its pe-
riphery to catch dust and bits of buffing com-
pound flung off the wheel. You should always
wear goggles or a face -shield; a dust mask is
also a good idea. The best place to do the buffing
is outdoors where the dust formed can blow
harmlessly away, rather than accumulate in the
shop or garage. This is especially important if
you also use the garage or shop to refinish wood
cabinets. Accumulated dust will get on freshly
lacquered finishes, with unpleasant results.

Now the tricky part. Obtain a good buffing
compound. Sears sells a kit of four grades in one
bubble-pak, color -coded for identification. None
is as good as I like, and all are a bit slow to
remove material. Sears' white or red rouge com-
pound does, however, bring up a good clear
shine. The brown (Tripoli) and black (emery) do
not seem to cut very fast though. The type of
compound I prefer has been custom -formulated
for me, and it contains tallow, carnauba wax,
silica grit, and a filler. It resembles "Fels Naph-
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tha" soap in color and texture. This compound
cuts Bakelites and Catalins very quickly, yet is
very fine in texture and leaves a polished sur-
face.

A second custom formulation I had made is
pure white in color. It contains fatty acids, car-
nauba wax, and aluminum oxide grit, and is used
following the first compound's use. It brings up a
brilliant sheen. The first compound, the fast cut-
ting but moderately fine polishing agent, is called
a cutting compound, while the second is called a
coloring compound, both terms taken from the
lapidary business.

The compounds are used by first rubbing the
cake of compound against the rotating wheel
until it has become "loaded" with the stuff. When
flecks start flying off the wheel, it is probably
loaded enough. Bring the panel or radio to be
polished gently in contact with the wheel. This
step is critical! Be very careful the wheel doesn't
catch the edge of the panel or cabinet or a slot or
hole in the unit; the inertia of the rotating wheel
can jerk the valuable thing out of your grip. It

happens so fast that it is quite startling. And loud.
The buffing operation should start near the

center of the panel or face of the radio cabinet
and proceed downward toward the lower edge,
by moving the panel upward. IMPORTANT:
Never move the panel down such that the
upper edge might get caught by the down-
ward -rotating wheel. Patience pays off, and the
collector who is slow and gentle with the applied
pressure will be rewarded with a panel that glows
with its original gloss, with a radio that first comes
back to its original color, then takes on a sheen
like it once had.

In the case of an engraved Bakelite or Micarta

panel, the butting should not be pursued so vig-
orously that the engraved lettering or symbols
disappear; indeed, it is only necessary to use
light pressure, and the engraving will remain in-
tact. The engravings may, however, have to be
refilled with white (or ivory) enamel (available
from watchmakers' supply houses) to be re-
stored to original brightness, if that is desired.

After using the buffing compounds, some
compound will remain on the panel or radio cabi-
net, in the form of wax or grease. This excess can
be wiped from the panel or radio cabinet using a
soft cloth. Further rubbing with the cloth will bring
up a deep lustre. The results can be spectacular.

LETTERS: Restoring Wooden Radios
Dear Fellow Collectors,
Have you had problems staining certain

woods like gum, Crosley Repwood and wood
putty? I've found a product that is the answer. It is
new on the market and will stain any kind of
wood!

I first tried it on a Clarion Jr. cathedral made of
gum wood which would not even take ebony
stain. Only a spray stain would stick to it, but then
it wasn't the right color; only spray finish could be
used, something like "Deft", an expensive and
time-consuming process. The almost black trim
on the bottom edge of radios is also very hard to
match or touch up since the wood is so dry and
dense. I hate to see radios that have been
stripped from a walnut or mahogany color end up
blond because no dark stain will work on them.

As I noted earlier, there is a new stain in a
number of colors that will work like a charm with
immediate results. I've tried the stains on con-
soles, table sets, Repwoods, and cathedrals.
The touch-up kit comes with a choice of many
colors - dark walnut, light walnut, golden walnut,
red mahogany and/or maple - producing excel-
lent results. The kit with three small bottles costs
$9.11. However, to stain large console radios,
the stain is available in two -or four -ounce bottles
which are more economical.

I've convinced the company to advertise in this
magazine letting everyone know about this
break -through. It also manufactures a very good
cleaner, with neutral pH so it is great for plastic
and Catalin sets and does not leave a residual
color. The cleaner is very concentrated and eco-
nomical because it goes a long way. It is the best
cleaner I've ever used. Look in this magazine for

It will fill in tiny cracks and buff
right up to a gloss.

This is a cheap and a practical way to get your
old varnished radios up to par. Try it!

SEARS CONSOLE - This Model 14786 has
nine tubes and offered electric eye tuning and
two shortwave bands. Advertised for the 1939
season, this floor model featured push-button
dial tuning with muting between stations. (Bob

RCA "CATHEDRAL" MODEL 9T - The dark
dial on this radio is a result of celluloid that has
darkened from the heat of two dial lights. Nine
tubes operate this set, which also has a five -
band "Magic Brain" tuner with shutter dial.

Marconi Visits the U.S. Army Show
October 1989 - Washington, D.C.

On a hot sum-
mer morning in
August, I was re-
laxing with a good
book when the
phone rang. A very
proper British
voice stated that
he was calling
from England. My
attention was
aroused instantly!
He introduced
himself as Eric
Ditchfield, Exhibi-
tions Manager for
the Marconi Com-
pany. Eric was in
charge of an Octo-
ber display at the
Association of the
United States
Army Convention Lion in Washington, D. C.
in Washington,
D.C., which wished to portray a special theme -
namely the involvement of Marconi in bridging a
gap between the U.S. and England in the early
days of the company.

The Marconi Museum in Chelmsford, Eng-
land, had equipment to illustrate this idea, but
was unwilling to risk shipping its gear to the
States and back. Roy Rodwell, Marconi Com-
pany Museum Curator, had recommended me as
someone who may have the pre -1910 wireless
gear needed to complete the display.

After a few weeks of deliberation, I negotiated
a contract with Eric. I became responsible for pro-
viding my early Marconi apparatus, transporting it
and staying during the show, so that I could ex-
plain my equipment when the need arose. In
return, I received a nominal fee for my services
with room and meals at the Omni Shoreham
Hotel for myself and a fellow collector, Gary
Parzy, who came to help.

We arrived in Washington the day before the
exhibition. What a pleasant surprise to find a

custom -designed booth, Figure
1, centered around the theme of
Marconi's 1901 Transatlantic
Wireless Signal. Our items fit
right in. At one end of the booth
we placed the Marconi 10"
spark coil, a key and antenna
switch (Figure 2); the other end
contained the multiple tuner,
detector and headphones, as
shown in Figure 3. In the center,
a large display case housed my
life-size bust of Marconi to-
gether with various memorabilia
(Figure 4). Operating manuals
and other ephemera were inter-
spersed throughout the display.

Any concern I may have had
about security was immediately
quelled. Every type of weapon
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available in the world was on
display, from Uzis and tanks to
stinger missiles and combat
helicopters. During the night,
after the show, patrols con-
sisted of security forces and
Army MPs!

I enjoyed myself thoroughly
with the opportunity to explain
my equipment to the sargeants,
captains, colonels, and gener-
als who expressed interest. A
model handed issues of a 1901
Marconigram to passers-by.
The covers were an authentic
reproduction while the contents
consisted of advertising for the
latest Marconi Weapons and
Command Systems as well as a

in 1913. (See Figure 6).
We spent three days with the display, the last

evening being a black -tie reception with unlimited
champagne. Top brass only, the Secretary of
Defense visited us!

The following morning we took apart the dis-
play. Bill Hamilton, the Marconi Co. representa-
tive in charge of the setup, urged us to take items
home. Happy to oblige, I now own a life-sized
photo of Marconi aboard ship (Figure 5), and
other items such as the pile of leftover Marconi -
grams.

The group from England was very pleased
with the results of the show. They received many
favorable comments on the theme and display,
as both were unique and historically entertaining
in nature. Gary and I enjoyed the three days
spent with a fine group of people - a pleasant
and memorable experience!
