ON THE COVER

The cover illustration of the E.H. Scott Tele-
matic is from the cover of the March 1938 Scott
News (OE.H. Scott), a newsletter featuring the
“latest developments in the Scott Research
Laboratories.” The Telematic and its Automatic
Program Selector Clock is the latest of the Scotts
covered by Norm Braithwaite in A.R.C.'s Classic
Radios column. Norm’s article features a number

of other illustrations from the newsletter.

The Telematic was “an entirely new and differ-
entinstrument in which dials, knobs and switches
have been eliminated, either for tuning in pro-
grams, recreating selections of recorded music,
or for raising and lowering the volumes.” As well
as remote control features, the Telematic
claimed high fidelity sound reproduction and had
a one-year warranty.
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“Drop into your easy chair.
Make yourself comfortable. .
Unfold your paper. . . Touch a
key at your side. . . And in-
stantly your favorite station is
tuned in perfectly.” Thus began
E. H. Scott’s article introducing
the Scott Telematic and Auto-
matic Program Selector Clock
(See Figure 1) in the Scott
News, Volume I, Number 2,
March 1938. Having perfected
radio receivers, Scott turned
convenience to attract his well-
to-do customers and compete
with the few other companies
oftering remote-operated ra-
dios.

Scott's Telematic was a spe-
cially built broadcast band radio
chassis which was tuned by a
motor to any of twelve stations
selected by the set's owner.
The set was controlled by one
or more remote keyboards, as
shown in Figure 2, connected
to the receiver by a multi-wire cable. Although
Scott had patents and offered remote operation
on sets as early as 1929, the Telematic was the
first set specifically designed for the purpose of
remote operation. The chassis had no dials or
other provision for controlling volume or tuning.
These functions were accomplished solely by the
remote keyboard. If the set was ordered with an
automatic record changer, the changer could be
started and stopped using the remote keyboard
as well.

Like all of Scott's sets of the 1930’s, the chas-
sis were well built. (See Figures 3 and 4.) The
chassis were made of sixteen-gauge steel and
chrome-plated. The set contained fourteen
tubes, but the lineup is unknown at the time of
this writing. Separate bass and treble controls
were located on the tuner chassis. The tuner
contained four stages of IF amplification with
fixed broad intermediate frequency transformers
or thirteen kilocycle bandwidth. This provides
good high fidelity characteristics but also indi-
cates the set was not suitable for reception of
distant stations. The audio amplifier circuit con-
tained a pair of 6V6G beam power output tubes
in push-pull allegedly providing twenty-six watts
RMS at 1% total harmonic distortion. The
speaker or “sound projection system” provided
with the set was a twelve-inch Magnavox

speaker with a curvilinear cone and exponential
diffuser mounted inside. The accessory auto-
matic record changer would play one side of up
to eight records of either the ten or twelve-inch
size. The amplifier contained E. H. Scott's early
dynamic record scratch suppressor circuit. The
March 1938 Scott News boasts these and other
specifications.

The Telematic chassis was available for instal-
lation inside one of the many custom cabinets
offered by Scott such as the “Braemar” as shown
in Figure 5. Custom remote speaker cabinets
such as the "Kenilworth” (See Figure 6) were an
option as well.

Scott's Automatic Program Selector Clock,

shown in Figures 7 and 8, was a 24-
hour programmable clock which
would automatically tune the receiver
to stations which the owner selected.
It was also capable of turning the set
on and off. The automatic program
selector essentially performed the
same function as the remote keyboard
of the Telematic (except phono opera-
tion) to a specific time schedule. Ac-
cording to the Scott News, the set
could be programmed for up to eight
stations (plus on and off) at any fif-
teen-minute Interval throughout the
day.

The A.P.S. (Automatic Program
Selector) is programmed by placing
pins of different lengths into a rotating
ring on the clock. When the pins pass
a specific point on the clock, an electri-
cal connection is made, activating the
tuning motor and tuning in the desired
station. The length of the pin deter-
mines the station. Several pins are
provided for each station, and a stor-
age rack is included on every clock.

Both the Telematic and the Auto-
matic Program Selector Clock were
the state of the art for convenience,
and, according to E. H. Scott, were
what “today's radio listener wants.”
The sets were also promoted as ideal
In hospital sick rooms. Production of
the sets must have been quite limited,
however, as | know of no surviving
chassis. To my knowledge, there are
- no published schematics for the Tele-

matic-type remote operation options on the Scott
Philharmonics (informally known as the motor
drive Philharmonic). After World War I, ail Scott
800B's were equipped with a nearly identical
motor tuning arrangement, and some 8008’s
were equipped with remote keyboards, power
and volume control. In a rare installation, a Phil-
harmonic was equipped with an accessory auto-

matic program selector clock of which | am
aware. The Kenilworth speaker cabinet shown in
Figure 6, which housed a twelve-inch speaker,
may have come from a Telematic installation but
may also have been an accessory speaker for
any of Scott's late 1930's sets.

Since the owner could purchase the Telematic
chassis without a cabinet, it could be concealed
in a basement or closet and operated by remote
keyboard in the living room. A suggested installa-
tion is shown in Figure 9. Other custom installa-
tions include Scott speakers built into the walls of
a house.

Any complete Scott Telematic would certainly
be a prize for the collector of classic radios.

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A Rock Solid Crystal Set

Numerous commercially manufactured radios
were designed and sold never bearing the com-
pany’'s name. Usually these can be distinguished
from homebuilt sets either by construction tech-
niques or from published documentation. Al-
though the origin of this nameless crystal set is
unknown, it has one characteristic of an early
commercially manufactured set; its frame was
constructed with one-inch-thick marble slabs.

Primarily before 1920, marble was used by
manutacturers of spark apparatus such as tele-
graph keys where good insulating properties
were required. Although the difficulties of ma-
chining marble certainly outweighed its necessity
for a crystal set, this material was also used as a
base for detectors of this period. It is quite pos-
sible that one of those companies made this set.

The top slab was carefully removed in hopes
of discovering some hidden evidence inside.
Other than observing that a heavy piece of card-
board was used for the coil form, there were no
indications about the set's builder — a time cap-
sule void of contents.

Despite the simplicity of this set, it would not
have been easy to build. Each section of stone
was expertly cut, beveled, and polished, indicat-
ing the use of facilities not readily available to the
average set builder. Because of the manufactur-
ing difficulty of this set, it is unlikely that it is

homemade.

Tha unique construction makes it a fine per-
former. At 6.5 pounds, the rigidity of the meta-
morphic frame keeps the detector adjustment
“rock" solid.

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Beyond the “Radio Boys”

Part 1
BY FRANK BEQUAERT

In our antiquarian book business we see a
growing interest in Radio Boys books, especially
by antique radio collectors. These are one ex-
ample of series books, known to the book trade
as “juveniles.” These juveniles series were
turned out literally by the thousands from roughly
the turn of the century to the present day. Many, if
not most of the authors, worked anonymously for
book syndicates, and half the fun of collecting
these books is in sorting out the authors. The
books were written either for girls or boys, and
strict sex segregation was the rule. The series
had colorful dust jackets, which are highly cov-
eted, as are complete sets of one series.

What juveniles do radio buffs want? Most are
looking for (1) juveniles with “radio” or “wireless”
in the title, (2) books in which radio plays an
important part in the plot, and (3) (for the real
zealot) those which mention radio somewhere in
the text.

| wonder how many of the juveniles in radio
buffs’ collections get read cover to cover. If you
have an unread collection, | suggest you pick one
or two by each author represented and do some
reading. You probably won't learn much about
wireless, but you will take a trip back to a time
when growing up was a more innocent occupa-
tion than it is today.

BEYOND THE COVERS

I've been reading a few juveniles myself, and |
want to make the point that the quality of a juve-
nile and its interest from a technical point of view
may havae little to do with whether or not “radio” or
“wireless” appears in the title.

By way of example, let's contrast two juvenile
series. The Ocean Wireless Boys series by Cap-
tain Wilbur Lawton sounds like the series may be
filled with technical details. You would expect the
hero to be busy from page one picking up dis-
tress calls from foundering liners. Not so. In The
Ocean Wireless Boys and the Naval Code, our
hero Jack makes no use of wireless in the first
168 pages. He and his sidekicks are occupied in
Canada thwarting the machinations of Donald
Judson, a millionaire’s son “whose face, rather
handsome otherwise, was marred by a supercili-
ous sneer.”

Around page 170, Jack actually gets down to
business when he takes the job of wireless op-
erator on the liner Columbia. In his spare mo-
ments he experiments with his “universal detec-
tor,” a vaguely described device that permits
someone to receive radio signals on all wave-
lengths at once. For some reason, rather than

causing total confusion, the detector permits him
to tune in on the secret wavelengths of the U.S.
Navy and indulge in some innocent horseplay
that brings him the wrath of the Secret Service.

I won't spoil the book for you by telling you
more, other than to note that there is a romantic
angle. Lovely Helen Dennis is the daughter of a
sea captain whom Jack befriended in a previous
adventure. She is waiting on the dock when the
Columbia returns to New York, but she never
even gets to say hello as Jack is hustled off by
the Secret Service. At the end of the book, she
reappears briefly waving to Jack from the deck of
her father's new ship. Romance is apparently
okay if kept at a good arm's length.

EARLY HI-TECH

Now by contrast, | want to describe one of my
favorite series, the Andy Lane Stories by Eustace
L. Adams. Published in the late 1920s, this series
includes Fifteen Days over the Polar Ice and
Racing Around the World. These books contain
technology you can really sink your teeth into.
They are concerned with the “Apex,” a flying
boat “with three mighty 500 horsepower en-
gines.” While you might think that a flying boat
was the wrong aircraft for an around-the-world
flight or a trip to the South Pole, Adams solves
the problem of landing by providing in-the-air
refueling. But the neatest feature of the Apex is
the catwalk that lets the mechanic check and



tune up the engines jn flight. Thus, when one of
the engines fails at the start of the round-the-
world race, Andy Lane radios the factory and has
a new engine flown on ahead. As the Apex can
fly perfectly well on two engines, the mechanic
strips down the bad engine in the air. They then
land on the Mississippi River at St. Louis, mount
the new engine, take off, and connect up the
engine in flight. All of the technology is clearly
and completely explained.

But, you say, it isn't radio technology. In re-
sponse, let me note that the Apex has a well
equipped wireless room, and radio is used
throughout the book as an integral part of the
plot. For example, Andy meets the lovely daugh-
ter of a yacht owner when an SOS is received in
the Pacific, and the Apex rescues all those on
board. And none of this arm’s length stuff. She
and Andy are crowded together in the tiny cabin

of the Apex.

Of course, the rescue takes time, and Andy
falls behind in the race. You'll have to discover
for yourself whether the villains can be thwarted
and the race won.

So the next time you are perusing the juvenile
saction in your favorite second-hand bookstore,
don't pass by a book because “wireless” is not in
the title. You may be surprised at what you find.

Letters - WWII Shortwave Radio Modifications

Dear Editor,

In response to your reader, John Chinskey of
Towson, Maryland, regarding non-citizen owner-
ship of shortwave receivers at the start of our
involvement in World War I, | submit the follow-
ing regarding my implication in an almost identi-
cal situation.

I was a radio technician installing communica-
tions systems in bomber aircraft at Douglas Air-
craft in Santa Monica, Calif., and on weekends
worked for a close friend installing auto radios in
Los Angeles.

One Saturday a German dignitary brought in a
German-made SABA table radio that worked
amazingly good on several shortwave bands as
well as the standard AM broadcast band, and he
also had received word to have the shontwave
bands disabled immediately.

Rather than destroy the shontwave coils as
instructed, my friend, the owner, traded him one
of our better home radios to resolve his problem.

After the novelty of a German radio wore off,
my friend gave me the SABA for a weekend of
work at his establishment.

| can remember to this day that this was one of
the best radios | had owned, and wish | still had it
to add to my modest collection.

Dear Editor,

On page 18, of your December 1989 issue of
A.R.C., | noticed the letter from Mr. Chinskey, of
Towson, Md., regarding the “modification” of
multiband radio receivers during World War [l.

He is correct; this did happen. If you were not a
naturalized citizen of the U.S. and were from a
country of the three Axis powers, you were re-
quired to have all bands of any radio in posses-
sion, other than AM broadcast, disabled. This
usually took the form of removing the coils for the
shortwave bands. Certainly the authorities

supervised the operation, but they surely had
some sort of arrangement with a radio service
shop to do the dirty work. In 1944, at age 15, |
worked on the bench at a radio shop in Detroit,
and this shop was not involved in such opera-
tions.

The practice was rather widespread in Detroit,
a border town, and a big melting pot of people of
foreign extraction. Indeed, there were incidents
of espionage known and uncovered in the Detroit
area, but the perpetrators of such espionage
were by no means the lower middle class labor-
ers, who appreciated their adopted country,
though they may not yet have taken out papers.
The spies were of a reasonably elite class, who
appeared as some of the cleanest citizens in the
neighborhood. Citizens or not, they never had
their sets gutted of the shortwave coils!

In the early 50s, | did have occasion to fix a set
or two that had been in the family of people who
were descendents of Italy or Germany, and, sure
enough, the coils for the shortwave bands were
gone! Should we come upon any of these sets
today, we will find that they were, for the most
part, smaller, less expansive sets, as the owners
of foreign origin, generally bought more modestly
priced radios. You were unlikely to see a Philco
38-690, RCA 15K, 15-tube Zenith or a Scott in
these households.

Remember that this crusade, which was typi-
cal of the Rooseveltian reign, was aimed at those
who were derived from countries of the Axis
powers, and not all foreign nationals. Thus, those
French or British families could go on enjoying
foreign broadcasts to their heart's content. A
strong bit of speculation is in order here, regard-
ing the validity of the whole thing. There was
probably no effect whatsoever on espionage, for
all of the radios that were “spayed” during the
Roosevelt war. It was a highly publicized gesture
that fooled the public, and ruined a lot of radios!

RADIO RAMBLINGS...

A Case for Electronic Mentoring

Do you remember how you became interested
in radio?

For many of us, the answer to this is, “l built (or
was given) a crystal set.” There is no denying the
fascination of getting Pittsburgh on a crystal set
late at night. But in addition to the thrill of recep-
tion and the lure of hardware and literature, an-
other factor was frequently involved, one which is
not always given its due —~ the presence of a
friend, parent, or other relative who took the time
to show you how it worked, someone who delib-
erately or unconsciously helped nurture a bud-
ding interest. Spending hours with the Allied
catalog taught many of us a lot, but in the begin-
ning someone had to be nearby who would —
laughingly or otherwise — point out that the “I" in
solder was silent, or that, although chms gener-
ally were quite innocuous, volts and amps could
be another matter altogether. In my case it was
an uncle, a ham radio operator who also did
electronic repair work as a hobby, whom | have
to thank for fostering my initial interest.

This happened in the 1950s, when | was a little
more naive than | am now. A friend of a friend
announced that he had a television for sale be-
cause it had a bad flyback. “Wow," | thought, “my
own TV!" But that friend of a friend probably knew
then what | didn’t — that the set's picture tube was
also bad. He had also removed all the other
tubes from the set. | wonder where they are
today. Did he get any use out of them? No, they
probably went to the dump years ago.

“Oh, | think it's definitely worth $5,” | said. It
was and It wasn't. It obviously was to me then
(and, in retrospect, still is). But to someone who
knew about the problem, that TV was, as the kid
who lives next door to me says, “dead meat.”

I bought the TV. | bought new tubes for it. |
bought a new flyback for it. First | saved my
money to buy new tubes, then more money for a
flyback. Twenty-four ninety-five — this in the
1950s. (Do kids today save their money to buy
transistors and flybacks? Somehow | doubt it.) |
remember being in awe of that flyback when !
finally had enough money to buy it. It smelled so
good! After admiring it for a few days, | very
carefully and a little reluctantly installed it In the
high voltage cage and wired it into the circuit. But
when the time came, | couldn’t turn the set on. |
was afraid. There was nothing for it but to wait for
Uncle Philip’s next visit.

Finally he arrived. In time he asked about the
set. | outlined the problem briefly, trying as best |
could to avoid saying | was afraid to turn the set
on. He understood. He just walked into my bed-
room — where my “workshop” was at the time,
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plugged that TV in, and turned it on. “Wow, all
that high voltage may be wandering around in
there in the wrong circuits,” 1 thought. | stood way
back, close to the door just in case. The tubes lit
up; the picture tube filament did too, but there
was no raster. Routine checks about which |
knew nothing soon revealed that there was no
high voltage at all. | waited until Uncle Philip did
what | knew he would — haul the set off to his
workbench, where, | knew, the proper tests
would be made, and the proper conclusion would
be drawn.

A few days later he called me to report the
truth — not only had | bought a set that had a bad
flyback transformer and no tubes, | had bought a
set with a bad picture tube as well. In fact what |
had bought (he was kind enough not to say) was
a few old resistors and capacitors in a chassis
with a power transformer attached. (! think that
power transformer is still kicking around some-
where in my cellar today.) | remember thinking
for days later that at least such and such on the
set was still good, at least the picture tube could
be rebuilt, and finally, at least the line cord and
plug could still be used.

All that was thirty years ago. Some things
change, and some things don't change. Last year
I heard my nephew listing for me the only things
his car needed to have repaired before it was
ready for the road. He named almost every major
part on the car. “But at least the gas cap is okay,”
| said. Today that car shares a similar fate with
my 1950's TV.

Some things change and some things don't.
Despite the generally rising costs of old radios
and TVs, and despite the increasing interest in
them nationwide, hundreds or thousands are
probably still being discarded each year out of
ignorance or indifference. Although | didn't know
it at the time (perhaps he didn't know it at the
time), my uncle, in addition to diagnosing the
problem with my TV, was also teaching me an
important lesson, one which | fully realized only
years later. It behooves each of us who cringe at
the thought of Atwater Kents going for landfill or
of innocent Crosley Pups being compacted to do
what is necessary to pass on to each new gen-
eration our knowledge of and fondness for radio
equipment.

And that is why when the kid next door wants
to know whether you will help him fix his boom
box (the same boom box you have on occasion
fantasied about destroying), you must never turn
him away.

New York City Television Exhibit

Scheduled to open for ten weeks in Septem-
ber of 1990 at the New Museum of Contempo-
rary Artin New York City, is the “Television Appa-
ratus™ exhibition. Its purpose will be to explore
the impact of television on contemporary culture
through a look at the changing design and role of
the television set itself. Founded in 1977, the
museum covers contemporary art and ideas ex-
clusively.

The guest curator of the exhibition, Matthew
Geller, is trying to locate certain types of objects
and materials other than commercially manufac-
tured television sets. Any collector lending items
would receive appropriate credit in the exhibition
and the catalog. The museum would cover all
shipping and insurance costs.

The following are the type of materials sought.
These items and materials relate directly to the
television set, as opposed to television program
related items such as / Love Lucy lunch boxes.

- Experimental, prototype and homebuilt tele-
vision sets.

« Print and television ads selling televisions.

+ Films, books, drawings, and cartoons about
the television set.

« Television related hardware such as anten-
nas, VCRs, remote controls and devices de-
signed to enhance viewing.

« Furniture designed with TV in mind such as
TV lamps, TV stands and chairs.

» Manutfacturer's design, engineering and
marketing materials.

* TV retailer’s sales materials.

The exhibition will encompass several inter-
related components, each conceived to highlight
an aspect of television and its relationship to
contemporary life, particularly to the home and
the family. The show will feature 100 television
sets manufactured during the last fifty years, ar-
ranged with period furniture. Electronic devices
and design apparatus associated with watching
television (VCRs, antennas, TV tables, TV din-
ners, etc. ) will also be assembled. Added to this
hardware will be a cross section of historical print
and television ads to underscore cultural themes.

In addition, the museum is commissioning art-
ists and engineers to create designs for the next
generation of television sets. The exhibition cata-
log will include contributions from social histori-
ans and media analysts, as well as ample repro-
ductions of the objects in the show. Matthew
Gelleris producing a feature length film related to
the exhibition. Sets will be borrowed from private
collections and other musuems such as the
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Figure 1. The “All Channels Room” planned for
the Television Apparatus exhibition.

Smithsonian Institution and the American Mu-
seum of the Moving Image.

A number of satellite projects to the main exhi-
bition are planned. An All-Channels Room (see
Figure 1) with a dozen lounge chairs will allow si-
multaneous viewing of 44 different TV stations.
The museum'’s Window on Broadway will feature
four 25" color monitors, connected to six surveil-
lance cameras inside the museum; this will bring
the exhibition into the street day and night and
also make the museum’s front window display
resemble a store window selling televisions.

Also, museum visitors can record their memo-
ries of “My First TV" in a video recording booth. A
participatory video project will enable visitors to
produce their own videotapes with borrowed
camccrders. The Transport Room will allow visi-
tors to see themselves on Television in other
parts of the exhibit.

Other features offered for this event are spe-
cial tours, informative texts throughout the exhibi-
tion, and a free printed brochure. A series of
lectures or a day-long symposium will cover
broader issues raised by the exhibition such as
the impact of television on daily life, the future of
TV design, and the history of television furniture.

The Pittsburgh Antique Radio Society - PARS
PITTSBURGH - A Radio Broadcasting Pioneer

The Pittsburgh Antique Radio Society, Inc.
(PARS) was founded in 1986 by people in the
Pittsburgh area interested in the history of radio.
PARS has grown to a membership of 100 people
who are interested in collecting antique radio
apparatus and particularly in preserving the his-
tory of radio in the Pittsburgh area, the birthplace
of commercial broadcasting. Club membership is
eighty percent regional, with one-fifth scattered
throughout the U.S.

The society's constitution states the purpose
of the organization: “The Society is dedicated to
the preservation and exhibition of historic com-
munications equipment and early electronic en-
tertainment media, with an emphasis on the
Pittsburgh area and related material. Members
are encouraged to acquire, restore, or replicate
historic items and collect publications, record-
ings, and other matetrials related to the history of
communications and broadcasting.”

PARS holds meetings four times a year, and
welcomes anyone with an interest in the history
of radio and broadcasting.

The club publishes a newsletter — The Pitts-
burgh Oscillator - which is free to members. The
twelve-page quarterly contains information about
members, meetings, equipment, sales and
swaps, as well as feature articles, editorials, and
historical pieces. The editor encourages relevant
contributions from radio enthusiasts.

In addition to the usual flea markets, auctions,
and contests, a current society project is the
establishment of an electronic forum on the
Compuserve Information Service. This database
will provide a means of rapid communication
among antique radio enthusiasts who use per-
sonal computers and modems. The society's
newsletter is already available on the Collectibles
Forum of Compuserve.

Another society project with the Common-
wealth of Pennsylvania is the erection of road-
side markers to commemorate the achievements
of radio pioneer Frank Conrad and radio station
KDKA. These markers will be put in place in 1990
to coincide with the 70th anniversary of KDKA's
establishment and of the now-famous Pittsburgh
broadcast of the Harding-Cox election returns, in
which Conrad figured.

As southwestern Pennsylvania is rich in radio
history, PARS plans to establish a radio history
museum in this area. Reginald Fessenden did
his early work in wireless telegraphy and wireless
telephony in the late 1890s at Western Univer-
sity, now the University of Pittsburgh. Frank
Conrad's experimental radio work in Wilkinsburg
influenced the founding of one of the world’s first
broadcasting stations, KDKA. The society hopes
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to preserve the building from which Conrad made
his experimental broadcasts. Conrad went on to
help establish worldwide radio communication
via shortwave.

Also, Westinghouse employee Vladimir
Zworykin developed and demonstrated elec-
tronic television in Pittsburgh ten years prior to its
debut at the 1939 World's Fair. Pittsburgh's
WQED TV was the first community public televi-
sion station in the country.

Publications of the society include A Prelimi-
nary Bibliography of Frank Conrad, second edi-
tion 1989, $5 postpaid from PARS. This 45-page
edition lists Conrad’s patents and dozens of ar-
ticles referring to him. The society will publish a
series of monographs on the patents of Conrad
and Fessenden in 1990.
