The Philco Model 90

The year was 1979. A nineteen-year-old boy,
who had been interested in antique radios for five
years, was attending an auction in a small town.
Although he had no money that day, he wanted
to see the two old radios which were among the
many items being sold. One of the radios was a
somewhat ugly meta! box Crosley with a round
speaker that sat on top of its cabinet. Although he
had never seen a radio like this before, it did not
impress him a great deal.

However, it was the other radio that caught
this teenage collector's eye. Even though he had
seen pictures of this set occasionally in publica-
tions such as The Horn Speaker (Antique Radio
Classified didn’t begin publication until five years
later), this was the closest he had ever come to a
radio like it.

Standing just over 18 1/2 inches tall, its classic
design would make it become, more than any
other, the set most people would recall whenever
thoughts of old-time radio might cross their
minds. Remember, this was 1979, a time when

many people, including this writer, thought of
Bakelite, Catalin, and other plastic sets as radios
that “would never be worth anything.” Its cabinet
was in beautiful shape; the original grille cloth
was still intact; its four original knobs were in
place. The small escutcheon proudly proclaimed,
“Super Heterodyne 90 Philco.”

Due to lack of funds, the young collector could
not bid, but he decided to stay at the auction to
see what the radios would sell for. He was both
surprised and disappointed when the ugly metal
box set with its odd-looking speaker sold for only
$7.50. But he was even more surprised and dis-
appointed when the beautiful, classic Philco ca-
thedral sold for only $10. He was surprised be-
cause the radios sold for so little, and disap-
pointed because he could not bid. For the next
several years, thoughts of that Philco cathedral
radio ran through his mind, and he said to him-
self, “If only | had had a little money that day...”

Even today, |, who of course was that young
collector, still wonder what happened to that
Philco Model 90. To be honest, | wouldn’t have
minded acquiring the Crosley Gembox with its
matching Crosley speaker also. As the years
went by, that ten dollar Philco 90 stayed in my
mind until finally, | decided | had to have one for
my collection. By this time (1987), they had really
taken off in value. When | was offered a Philco
Model 70 — a seven-tube Superheterodyne
which looks a lot like, but is slightly smaller than,
the Model 90 — | gladly traded for it, even though
it was not in very good condition.

MY FIRST MODEL 90

The following year, in 1988, | was talking to a
fellow collector, John D. Hall of nearby Madison-
ville, Kentucky, who mentioned that he had re-
cently attended an auction where a Philco Model
90 console had sold for $40. He then said, “You
know, the guy that bought it is always buying
things at auctions, then reselling them. You
ought to go see him.”

Knowing how much Philco 90 cathedrals were
selling for, | thought this might be my only chance



ata 90, even though it was a console, so | went to
see him. The radio shown in Figure 1 was, and is,
avery attractive set. It has its original finish which
is very nice, except for the top of the cabinet,
which is covered with tiny white dots. Apparently,
the previous owner had left it uncovered when he
painted the ceiling. The set was in playing condi-
tion.

Notice that the speaker is mounted at an up-
ward angle, which Philco advertising would later
refer to as “Philco’s Famous Inclined Sounding
Board.” Even though by this time | was shying
away from console radios because of the tre-
mendous space they take u), | liked the set and
bought it for $55. 1 brought t home and put it in
my living room, the only radio which resides in
the lower floor of my two-stcry house.

Then in 1989, | saw an advertisement for an
auction in a distant town. Among the items of-
fered was a “Philco table radio.” | wondered,
“Could it be a cathedral or scme cheap '50s plas-
tic set?” Well, | took a chance and drove over to
the sale. As my wife, daughtsr, and | walked onto
the property where the aucton was being held, |
spotted the radio across the yard. | could see
only the back of it, but it was a Philco cathedralt
As | hurried over to the table where it was pa-
tiently sitting, waiting to be auctioned off, | won-
dered, “Could it be?”

| got over to where it wes, walked around in
front of it, and to my joy and amazement — it
was! Yes, ten years later, | had found another
Philco 90 cathedral. lts original finish was in very
nice condition, but its grille cloth was torn. The
chassis was exceptionally clean; overall, it

looked complete. | was very
happy to find it and was deter-
mined to purchase it.

No, it didn't sell for $10 — I'll
probably never come across a
bargain like that again in my life-
time — but | did end up with the
radio. It immediately became
the favorite of all the radios in
my collection.

RESTORATION

Looking the ‘set over after |
brought it home, | discovered
that some long-ago radio repair-
man, or perhaps just some tink-
erer, had modified my set, re-
moving the original Type 47
audio output tube along with its
five-pin tube socket, and install-
ing a six-pin tube socket and a
Type 2AS5 tube.

| do not believe old radios
should be modified or altered. |
think they should be kept as
original as possible. Therefore,
the first thing | did was to re-
move the 2A5 and the incorrect
six-pin tube socket and to install
a proper five-pin tube socket
and Type 47 tube. After rebuild-
ing some condensers and align-
ing the set, | found that it played
as well as it looked (see Figure 2).

| placed the 90 cathedral away from most of
my other sets, in a room upstairs that | use as a
kind of office. Whenever people came to visit us,
| showed them my other radios and then brought
them into my office to point out the “king” of my
collection. | would plug it in and let it play.

THREE CHASSIS VERSIONS

You may not know that the Model 90 was
made in three different chassis versions. The
early Model 90 uses two Type 45 tubes in push-
pull, in the audio output stage. It also has a
“normal-maximum®” switch mounted at the back
of the chassis. The “normal” position was to be
used except in places far from local radio broad-
casting stations, in which case the switch could
be put in the “maximum” position, supposedly to
give “extreme distance range.”

The second version of the 90 did not have the
“normal-maximum” switch, but did have auto-
matic volume control (AVC), a circuit which main-
tains the receiver volume at a constant level,
regardless of changes in signal strength. It also
has only one audio output tube, a Type 47.

In the third version, the oscillator function,
which had been handled by a separate Type 27
tube in previous versions, was combined with the
first detector tube, a Type 24. Push-pull audio
output also returned to the Model 90, using two
Type 47s.

MODEL 90 HISTORY

The Model 90 was made in 1931, the year

The 90 cathedral shown in
Figures 2 and 3 uses the second
version chassis. The 90 console
shown in Figure 1 has the third
version chassis. Both are excel-
lent performers, and the AVC
makes a big difference.

I have never owned a 90 with
the “first version” chassis without
AVC, but | do have two Model 70
cathedrals and a Model 370
chairside set, none of which has
AVC. The sets with AVC are
easier to operate; you don't have
to keep your hand on the volume
control while tuning.

Alas, this story does not have
a happy ending. | was looking
through the classified advertise-
ments in the September 1990
issue of Antique Radio Classi-
fied, and | spotted an ad from a
fellow wanting to buy a Philco 90
cathedral. Having found myself
unemployed in late August
1990, and knowing that | had
bills to pay and a family to sup-
port, | sadly realized that the 90
had to go. The fellow bought the
set, and now the “king” of my col-

Philco introduced its first Superheterodyne ra-
dios. Besides the nine-tube Model 90, Philco
also offered the seven-tube Model 70 Series and
its top-of-the-line eleven-tube Model 112 Series
that year, among others.

Of course, the Model 90 was offered in cabinet
styles other than the two shown in this article. it
was also sold in lowboy and highboy console
cabinets. In addition, Philco offered the Model
290, a 90 with a phonograph in a console cabi-
net, and the 490, a 90 combined with a Philco
Model 4 shortwave converter. | have never seen
a 290 or a 490.

The Crosley Dog Discovered

BY M. DANIEL MERZ

In 1925, Crosley sold the Crasley Pup radio for
$9.75. This novel, one-tube re jenerative set has
recently become a much sought after collector's
item priced at up to $300. A less known prototype
is the Crosley Dog, a post-production variation of
the Pup. This set, shown with t1e Pupin Figure 1,
never reached production because of tube short-
ages and patent violations.

On first examination, the set appears to be of
the regenerative design for which Crosley held a
licensing agreement with Howard Armstrong, the
inventor and radio pioneer. Actually, the set is a
Superheterodyne, a more advanced design.
Since RCA held the patent rights to this design,
the Dog never went into production, and Crosley
continued with regenerative-'ype radio over a
number of years.

The large tube, a Western Electric 355 spe-
cially fitted with a 25 mA filamant, never reached
commercial production until 1939. It was then
used as a thyatron with a sixteen-amp filament.
Some experts argue that the tube added little to
the performance of the radio and was largely a
cosmetic feature for increasinj sales.

The Crosley Dog, like some RCA sets of the
period, employed the impregnable chassis de-
sign. In this case, the design was probably in-

tended to conceal the innards and avoid patent
infingement prosecution.

The internal workings of this set were exam-
ined by a collector who said this Dog resembled
much later sets and was approximately forty
years ahead of other designs of the period.

The faint appearance of the acronym “S?NY”
engraved on an internal chipped component
remains a mystery and could not be linked to any
of the known radio pioneers or manufacturers of
the early period. Because it is truly one-of-a-kind
and in working condition, the value of this Dog is
indeterminate.

In
addition to the one prototype described in the
article, Dan plans to build two others for friends.
The set truly lights up when turned on and oper-
ates as an AM radio. Dan writes that it is amazing
how much the set sounds like an old radio with
the speaker muffled inside. To allow the right
amount of sound to exit without a visible gap was
a tricky design challenge. (Editor)

Jack mumbled that he had a “nice”
piece of red cloth, saved from an old bathing suit,
that would add punch.

Out came the chassis, the forgotten knobs
flying across the shop and landing behind some
rubble. He had jerked on the chassis so hard that
it slipped out of his hands and crashed against the
bench, breaking a tube and smashing a few
plates of the open variable condenser.

Jack inspected the cabinet and pushed a splin-
tered fret back in place. Smiling he said, “A drop of
Elmer's will get this fixed.” Taking a can of paint
stripper and an old brush off the shelf, he began
slopping the remover on the cabinet, as his brush
shed its hairs.

That did not matter, as
hairs lost by the brush sort of formed a beard
under the dial.

Gigging the speaker once more, he managed
to find, in all the clutter, two nuts that would hold it
in place. Forcing the chassis into the cabinet was
little trouble; some runny varnish lubricated its
path. Looking for the knobs was a hapless task;
he took some out of a box. None matched in size,
shape or color.

Breaking his arm to pat himself on the back for
ajob well done, he placed the set on a table where
all could admire it.

Nomenclature Nonsense
When a Meg Is Not a Meg

| feel sorry for these “new guys” getting into
restoring AC radios of the 1930s, which have
been my bread and butter since | started restor-
ing radios in 1973. | feel sorry because | know
they are being frustrated by tte same things that
drove me crazy when | startad. However, they
have to “learn the hard way” too, except now we
have a great publication like A.R.C. to help.

Anyone doing servicing usually locates a
schematic first and replaces capacitors (a must
for a quality restoration) and often some resistors
too. Here's where the problems begin. The old
schematics often use different codes than are in
use today.

A good example is a Stromberg-Carlson sche-
matic from about 1937, shown partially in Figure
1. There is a weird code hera for meg (remem-
ber, meg is million). Usually the upper case
omega Q is the symbol for oFm, the unit of elec-
trical resistance. Apparently, Stromberg-Carlson
used the traditional ohms horseshoe mark Q,
upper case Greek omega, wten it meant million,
and used the “Wr-shaped mark o, lower case
omega, for ohm.

How did | determine this? Look at the Type
6G5 tuning eye circuit in Figure 1. The resistor is
always 1 megohm across the plates, and this

“appears” to say “1 ohm” on the schematic. Look
elsewhere and you see a lot of what appear to be
small resistances. We now see that old radios
mostly use resistances in the 500,000 ohm
range, so obviously the code here is unusual.

| remember a few years ago a guy brought me
a radio he had already started to repair with
replacement components. This is the kind of
repair | most dread. It was a nice 1936 Zenith
black dial. He had a schematic, and not knowing
much about electronics, he was just replacing
everything, trying to get it going (the worst
method there is, folks).

Waell, liooked under that big chassis and found
several 10 megohm resistors stacked in series all
over. He had been reading the Zenith schematic,
and seeing the “M" listed next to most resistor
values, he logically thought it meant meg or mil-
lion. [This early usage of M is verified in S.
Gernsbach’s Radio Encyclopedia, page 112,
which states,“Meg or mega-symbol-M — The pre-
fix placed before the name of a unit to denote one
million times (10%) that unit — for example:
megohm.”)

Surprise!! In many old schematics, “M" also
means “times 1000,” as “K” does today. He saw
values of 50M, which he thought meant 50 meg.
This is not a resistor you can find

v~

© because it is never specified for
any circuit. He was buying 10 meg
resistors, which you can find, and
adding them in series!! If you see a
value of higher than 5 meg in an
old radio, be suspicious, and look
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at the other values on the sche-
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matic to get your bearings.

Marty and Sue Bunis have done a very nice
job with a most difficult task. And the prices seem
to be reasonably accurate — what you might ex-
pect at an ordinary meet or flea market rather
than the higher prices often seen in downtown
San Francisco or Paris.

The larger format — 8 1/2" x 11" — is a nice
change from the other price guides available,
and the glossy paper makes a very clean presen-
tation. Every page has several nice color photos,
some of them mouth-watering. Although the
price guide is not pocket-size, which some might
consider a disadvantage, the photos more than
compensate. The photos made this reviewer
wish for an “encyclopedia of antique radios”
rather than just a price guide. The Bunises’ effort
would be a super beginning for a future worthy
project, a counterpart to the Complete Encyclo-
pedia of Motor Cars. Obviously such a work
would be huge, but see how this collector’s guide
can whet the appetite! And the price is right at
$16.95.

Making a price guide always has its pitfalls,
and this one is no exception — for example, an
Atwater Kent Model 50 worth over $500 is listed
at $65. [Although in 1984, A.R.C. valued the
Model 50 at $500, it has been erronously valued
at $175 and $40 to $60 in other recent price
guides. Editor.] But on the whole, this collector's
guide is helpful.

In general, this is a book | like to look at, and |
would certainly recommend it to anyone inter-
ested in antique radios. There are two things |
would change: add hundreds more photos, and
since books like this become gospel, avoid
showing refinished or altered radios. Congratula-
tions to Marty and Sue on a nice job.

We have amassed a file of approximately
20,000 3 x 5 cards, each of which represents
a different model number. They are filed al-
phabetically by company and then numeri-
cally by model number, and they take up
more than five large dresser drawers! (If
anyone knows of any library file cabinets for
sale, we are definitely interested!) We put as
much information as possible on each card,
including photos, and as new info becomes
available, we update accordingly.

Our sources for pricing are varied. We use
the ads in A.R.C. and other radio classified
publications, “For Sale” lists from individu-
als, auctions, flea markeis, antique shops,
radio meets, advice from collectors, etc. To
arrive at the final published “value” of each
radio, we generally discard the high and the
low price and average the rest. The book is
meant to be a “guide” and the prices are not
guaranteed, as there are many factors that
affect the value of a radio -- condition, rarity,
location, etc.

The book evolved from our frustration at
not being able to find a good, comprehensive
price guide when we first became interested
in radios four years ago. We would see radios

for sale and have no idea of their value. We
started out to make a “shirt pocket-sized”
notebook that we could carry around to shows
and antique shops.

Now four years later,
even with 20,000 cards, we are adding new
models all the time!

We approached seven publishers with our
idea for the price guide, and we were fortu-
nate to receive contracts from two of them.
We decided to sign with Collector Books be-
cause of their good reputation for quality
books at a reasonable price. They will also be
publishing a second edition, which we are
“guesstimating” will be available in one to
two years.

The second edition will include all models
listed in the first book with updates on pric-
ing and will also include over 2,000 addi-
tional models not listed in Boock One. It will
also include over 500 all new photos, with no
repeats of Book One. We always welcome the
invitation to photograph a collection, no mat-
ter how large or small, new or old.

More Cortland Street Memories

many memories about the radio shops that de-
pended on Cortland Street for their needs. (Edi-

1 visited Cortland Street during the late thirties
when lwas a kid in and out of school. At the time,
| was into radio and worked for several radio
stores and engineers.

One of the most interestir g stories | can tell is
about a radio parts store in Mt. Vernon, New
York, called Davis Radio. One of the brothers of
the owners was a traveling salesman named
Moe Davis, whom | met at many shops where 1
worked.

In those days, the radio shops did not have to
buy a stock of tubes outright. The different suppli-
ers competed for the privilege of supplying us.
Moe was unique. He would call on the various
radio shops in the Westchester, N.Y. area, take
orders, check on the consignment inventory of
tubes, and charge us for the ones we had sold. If
we needed a special part that was not in the
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Davis' inventory, he would say, “Give me a
week,” and then go down to Cortland Street to
find it for us.

Of course, there were many other salesmen
traveling around Westchester at that time. Even
Hans Sohms, who founded Sohms Electronics in
White Plains, New York, sold on the road.

As for me, 1 worked after school for the labora-
tories of Jack Arthur in Eastchester, N. Y. Later |
worked for Livingstone Radio in Ossining, N. Y.
In both places, 1 was an apprentice.

Arthur paid me ten cents an hour to build
Meissner radio kits and amplifiers, which he sold
to bars and restaurants. Livingstone was a
straight radio repair shop, as well as a police
radio maintenance contractor for several depart-
ments in the area. He paid me eight dollars a
week.

After World War 11, | worked for Amman Radio
and for Shwedo Electronics in Scarsdale, N. Y.,
followed by thirty-two years with the RCA Service
Company. | guess there’s no doubt that | could
call myself an old-timer.
