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EDITOR’S COMMENTS

The small portable radio from the pretransistor
era is the feature article this month. This article
was contributed by Michael Schiffer and includes
photos of fourteen of these small radios which
use subminiature tubes to give them their near-
pocket size. Subminiature tube radios were
produced just after World War |l and until the late
1950s when transistors revolutionized the radio
marketplace.

Michael Schiffer is the author of the soon-to-
be-published book entitled The Portable Radio in
American Life. A.R.C. is pleased to present a
teaser of information from his 260-page, 460-
illustration book.

After reading in A.R.C. the six chapters of
Frank Bequaert's take-off, The Antique Radio
Boys, Mike Adams thought that a tour through
the “real” radio boys of the 1920s and 1930s
would be appropriate. This month, we begin with
his review of four of the thirteen Radio Boys
books written by Allen Chapman from 1922 to
1930. Hopefully, if we can obtain them (some are
very rare), we will include photos of all of the
books in dust jackets for this series.

Several months ago, Floyd Paul (the author of
the Radio Horn Speaker Encyclopedia) surveyed
owners of Orchestrion horns. The result of his
survey is reported this month. The Orchestrion
horn appears to be rather rare, as his survey
found only eleven horns; the A.R.C. and Floyd
Paul survey in 1990 found only six.

Anthony Jacobi explains in Restoration Topics
how to make replacement plastic dial covers for
your radios. The procedure is quite straight for-
ward, the most difficult part being the carving of a
wooden mold.

A.R.C. presents its first Equipment Field Test
Report. We asked Antique Radios, Inc., of
Jackson, Mich., to lend us a sample of their
ARBE- !l battery eliminator. Russell Barker tested
its performance in actual use and has written the
test report in this issue.

Three auction and meset reports are featured
this month, including the Antique Radio Club of
America’s June meet and the Michigan Antique
Radio Club’s Extravaganza '91. Over 200 people
attended each of these meets and the auctions
included everything from a Predicta TV and a
prewar Andre TV to cathedrals, battery sets,
Catalin radios and blue-mirrored radios. We also
report on the Avery Leuty estate auction held in
Salem, lil., in June.

A review of Maurice Sievers's Crystal Clear is
contributed this month by Robert Uiterwyk. Robert,
who has an extensive crystal set collection of his
own, reviewed a prepublication photocopy of the
book. Sievers’s book covers, in addition to crystal

sets, crystal detectors, and the crystals
themselves.

The Photo Review this month includes typical
AC/DC table sets, the common Hallicrafters S-38
and a unique Heindell Radio Co. one-tube, re-
generative set.

CLUB NEWS. Wow! Twenty-two old radio
gatherings are scheduled for September! To
squeeze in all of the listings this month, a page
was added to the Coming Radio Events section.
Announcements of new clubs are included also.

The “big one,” of course, is the Antique Wire-
less Association’s 30th Historical Radio Confer-
ence in Rochester, N.Y. More than a thousand
collectors usually make the annual trek to this
meet which spans five days. Although the meet
officially opens Wednesday morning, many col-
lectors arrive on Tuesday or earlier.

Two auctions, two banquets, activities for non-
collectors and numerous seminars are sched-
uled. In fact, your editor is leading a seminar on
Saturday morning which will cover book and
magazine collecting. Another book-related event
is an indoor book fair on Thursday, where, in
addition to other exhibitors, Vestal Press expects
to have its latest releases available: Crystal Clear,
Radio Manufacturers of the Twenties, Vol. 3, and
the book on Don Wallace.

A.R.C. will be set up during the entire meet, so
please stop by and say, “Hil"

Speaking of meets, | just returned from Ra-
diofest in Elgin, lll. This meet is growing to be the
second largest in the U.S. In spite of two days of
rain, more than 400 collectors and vendors regis-
tered and set up in over 120 outdoor spaces. The
auction had more than 300 bidders registered
and over 300 lots, totaling more than $20,000,
were sold. A complete report will appear next
month.

We are beginning to
print the list of clubs in this issue, and, as space
allows, we will add to this list in future issues. |
hope that all of you can find a group of collectors
close by.

Portable Radios with Subminiature Tubes
BY MICHAEL BRIAN SCHIFFER

In the early 1980s,
Michael Schiffer became
interested in subminiature
tube portable radios pri-
marily because they were
a bridge to transistors.
Here he traces the rise
and fall of these shirt-
pocket models in the
marketplace of the mid-
twentieth century. (Editor)

Although the idea of a
radio small enough to fit
into a pocket — even a
shirt pocket — goes back
to the earliest years of the
wireless era, technology
appropriate for this prod-
uct was a long time in
coming. Surprisingly, the
firsttechnology that made
tiny portables possible
was not transistors, but
the subminiature tube. In
this article, | review
American-made sets with
subminiature tubes.

Subminiature tubes of the sort that would
eventually be used in Lilliputian radios were de-
veloped in 1938-39 by Norman Krim, a Raytheon
engineer. A typical subminiature tube is shown in
Figure 1. The intended market for the tiny amplifi-
ers was hearing aid manufacturers. These low-
drain tubes (1.23v, 30mA) made hearing aids
much more practical to operate, and a huge mar-
ket opened up for them.

During World War II, subminiature tubes were
ruggedized and shrunk even further for applica-
tions in a variety of then secret military devices.
The most important was the proximity fuze, a tiny

radar-like transceiver that
triggered artillery rounds
and aerial bombs when
the target was within a
predetermined distance.
Not only did subminiature
tubes last more than
10,000 hours, but they
could withstand 20,000
g! Needless to say, sub-
miniature tubes also un-
derwent atransformation
in name, from “hearing
aid" tubes to “"proximity
fuze” tubes.

THE BELMONT
BOULEVARD

In early 1945, Raythe-
on executives met to
discuss ways to keep
their tube assembly lines
humming after the war.
One project, proposed by
Norman Krim himself,
was to build pocket radi-
os. Krim was given the
go-ahead and assem-
bled a design team consisting of Niles Gowell
and Lemuel Temple. The result was a five-tube
radio small enough to fit in a shirt pocket.

In a metal case covered with leatherette, this
very handsome set operated on earphones only.
The radio was powered by two penlite cells and a
22.5v hearing aid battery. To solve the antenna
problem in a metal-case radio, the designers
made use of one earphone wire as the antenna.
The sst also had a stage of tuned RF amplifica-
tion to boost sensitivity. Tuning was by means of
a three-gang, iron-core inductance. The ultra-
light, ten-ounce set had an aluminum chassis.

To mass-produce and
market its new consumer
electronic products, Raythe-
on, in mid-1945, bought the
Belmont Radio Company of
Chicago. On December 3,
1945, a full-page ad an-
nounced the birth of the
world's first commercial shirt-
pocket radio, the Belmont
Boulevard Model 5P113
(Figure 2).

In the marketplace, the
Belmont Boulevard was a
bust. Despite national ad-
vertising and favorable plugs
in sundry magazines, in-
cluding Popular Mechanics
and Popular Science, fewer
than 5,000 were sold. After
the Belmont Boulevard fias-
co, no major radio company
again made a superhetero-
dyne shirt-pocket radio with
subminiature tubes.

LATER MODELS

Nonetheless, small firms
sprang up in the late forties
and early fifties to exploit the
possibilities of the shirt-
pocket radio. In 1948, for
example, the Pocket-Mite
portable was advertised in
Popular Science for $6.99.
Later that year, Micro-Elec-
tronic Products of Peru, In-
diana, marketed a shin-
pocket set with three sub-
miniature tubes for $19.75.
This model was also sold as
a kit (Figure 3).

In 1950, Micro-Electronics
offered a shirt-pocket FM re-
ceiver for $37.50, perhaps
the first portable radio with
FM. Ekeradio also came out
with crude AM and FM
pocket radios that were ad-
vertised in the early fifties.
The most stylish and popu-
lar set of the genre was the
Privat-ear, which sold for
$20-$30 from 1951 to 1954
(Figure 4). It had two tubes
and a reflex circuit. [An arti-
cle on the Privat-ear ap-
peared in the September
1990 A.R.C]

Interest in using submin-
iature tubes for small porta-
bles revived in a few major
companies. In 1951 or 1952,
Emerson, long a leader in
making downsized radios,
approached Raytheon to
design a family of four sub-

miniature tubes suitable for
a superheterodyne. These
tubes (1V6, 1AH4, 1AJ5,
and 1AG4) were employed
by Emersoninits Model 747,
which debuted in 1953 (Fig-
ure 5). Although a small set,
the Emerson 747 was nei-
ther shirt-pocket format nor
shirt-pocket size, and it had
a speaker. Even at $40, the
set sold well and was con-
tinued in 1954.

The Emerson 747 was
quickly cloned by other
manufacturers in 1954 and
1955. These sets included
the Westinghouse H508P4,
the Hoffman Nuggett BP-402
(Figure 6), and the Automatic
Tom Thumb 528 (Figure 7).
Two unusual sets were the
Silvertone 4212 (Figure 8)
and the Motorola Pixie 45P
(Figure 9), which had a mix
of subminiature and minia-
ture tubes.

More unusual still were
the Motorola 53L and 54L.
Not only did the 53L (Figure
10) of 1953 include a minia-
ture tube and a windup clock,
but it was a fairly large ra-
dio. The 54L (Figure 11),
also a big set with mixed
tubes, contained a printed
circuit board, and was, in
1954, perhaps the first por-
table radio with this feature.

TRANSITION TO
TRANSISTOR

In 1955 and 19586, as the
transistor age dawned, a few
manufacturers brought out
hybrid sets having both sub-
miniature tubes and transis-
tors. In these sets, two tran-
sistors replaced the audio
output tube. These oddballs
include the Emerson 838
and 856 (Figures 12 and 13),
the Automatic Tom Thumb
Mode! 600 (Figure 14), the
Firestone 4C29 (made by
Automatic), and the Crosley
book radio JM8 (Figures 15
and 16).

A few new companies
appeared at this time offer-
ing shirt-pocket FM receivers
with subminiature tubes. The
Hastings FM Jr. of 1958 and
the Flacco FM of 1955 are
examples. By 1959, no
company, major or minor,

was making a radio with subminiature tubes. The transistor, with its marvelous
battery economy, had rapidly tiumphed over others in the field of tiny porable
radios.

Today, radios with subminiature tubes are rather uncommon. But, that tech-
nology did provide a bridge to the transistor and made possible the first shir-
pocket radio. Had the transistor not been invented, however, we can be sure
that sets with subminiature tubes, using rechargeable nickel-cadmium batteries,
would have proliferated in the late fifties and beyond. |, for one, can easily
imagine a Walkman with subminiature tubes!

Of all the early adventure stories about radio for boys and girls, some of the most collectible
today are the thirteen Allen Chapman and the ten Gerald Breckenridge Radio Boys series. Mike
Adams has read them all and presents here some background publishing information and a
synopsis of each book.

It started with the romanticization of wireless in the mid-teens and continued through the
phenomenal growth period of radio broadcasting during the nineteen twenties — the publication
of nearly one hundred boys and girls adventure books written about radio. From the complete
series dedicated to radio adventures to a few titles in a generic adventure series, radio boys,

most of the references to radio were accurate, if somewhat simplified, attempts to educate. The
Breckenridge radio boys, on the other hand, used Tom Swift-like science-fantasy devices, and the
boys themselves were rich kids with airplanes, yachts, and plenty of money. Both series prom-
ised plenty of adventure, as indicated in the illustrations in Figure 1.

The Alan Chapman Radio Boys Stories

The Chapman books came out of the famous
Stratemeyer Syndicate. Edward Stratemeyer
(1860-1930) and his heirs completely dominat-
ed the juvenile fiction series field during the
first half of the twentieth century. Writing at
least one hundred and fifty books himself,
Stratemeyer contracted for hundreds more, us-
ing such house names as Victor Appleton,
Arthur M. Winfield, Roy Rockwood, Carolyn
Keene, Franklin W, Dixon, Laura Lee Hope,
Allen Chapman, Margaret Penrose and others.

Stratemeyer was responsible for the Rover
Boys, Radio Boys, Bomba the Jungle Boy, Ted

Scott Flying Adventures, Moving Picture Boys,
Radio Girls and more. His top series during
much of the teens and twenties was Tom Swift.
Two of his series, the Hardy Boys and the
Nancy Drew mysteries, have been “modern-
ized” and are still sold today.

All Stratemeyer Syndicate writers were re-
quired to take a pledge of secrecy; that is, they
had to promise never to reveal that they were
writing under a pseudonym. Nevertheless, ru-
mor has it that the author of most of the Swift
stories was really Howard Garis, not Victor
Appleton. Furthermore, a Canadian named



Leslie McFarlane wrote a book in 1976 telling
the story of how he wrote the first two dozen
Hardy Boys titles under the name Franklin W.
Dixon.

McFarlane wrote that the common Strate-
meyer practice was to contract for the first
three volumes in a proposed series, and if they
sold well, a series was born. Stratemeyer’s
standard procedure in the 1920s was to send a
ghost writer a one-page outline of the proposed
book and a check for one hundred dollars. Mc-
Farlane, who wrote all the Hardy Boys through
The Short Wave Mystery in 1946, never met
Stratemeyer in person. It was all done through
the mail.

One of Stratemeyer’s house names was Allen
Chapman, credited as the author of the thir-
teen Radio Boys books written between 1922
and 1930. In this series, there are four boys:
Bob Layton, 15, the tall leader; Joe Atwood, 15,
Bob’s best friend; Herb Fennington, 14; and
Jimmy Plummer, 14, a fat kid nicknamed
“Doughnuts.” The four live in the mythical town
of Clintonia, on the banks of the Shagary Riv-
er, 75 miles from New York City. Their parents
are upstanding citizens and their friends are
Minister Dr. Amory Dale and Radio Inspector
Frank Brandon. They have high school ene-
mies named Buck Looker, Carl Lutz, and Ter-
ry Mooney.

Throughout the entire thirteen-book series,
the boys stay the same age. And while Chap-
man’s Radio Boys remain in the same school
grade for eight years, they evolve technically in
the series from learning about and building
crystal sets to becoming licensed operators of
vacuum tube gear. Figure 2 shows the Chap-
man Radio Boys in their early teens.

Each book begins with an inspirational mes-
sage from famous wireless hero Jack Binns.

The broadcasts are
monitored and traced, Casseyis captured, Miss
Berwick gets her property back, the boys win
the Ferberton prize, and all swear their undying
allegiance to radio.

Later, the
boys go to the family vacation home at Ocean
Point where they become friends with the
operator of the shore station, young Brandon
Harvey.

In the concluding chapters,
Crook Cassey escapes from jail,
robs the shore station and
wounds operator Harvey. The
boys are forced to take over
the station and call for help
when the ship their parents are
on sends an SOS that it is
sinking.

In the end, the motorboating criminals are
captured and the Radio Boys discover DX, us-
ing their newly built super-regenerative sets.

Make Your Own Plastic Dial Covers

BY ANTHONY JACOBI

Have you ever spent a lot of time and effort
restoring a nice little radio and then having to use
the yellowed, scratched, or cracked dial cover
because no replacement could be found? Well,
here is awayto make your own replacements. The
basic process consists of making a mold in the
shape of your old cover, inserting a sheet of
plastic, and heating it in an oven.

The shapes ofdial covers are quite varied. They
can be squares, rectangles, circles, half-rounds,
arched sides, etc., with corners of various diame-
ters. Most are stapled to the inside of the cabinet
or fastened to the dial itself. Others are mounted
ina decorative metal band fastenedto the cabinet.
The profile of most (other than round-dish types)
is similar to Figure 1. The depth of the curve will
vary from very shallow to about 7/+6". The majority
will be ¥s" to 7/16". The plastic sheet usedis usually
about .020" thick.

THE MATERIALS

The first thing to do is check with a plastics
dealer to obtain a sheet of plastic. In my case,
.030-inch thick polyethylene, in sheets 18" x 48"
for under $2 each, was the easiest to obtain.
These sheets, with their protective layer of blue
plastic on both sides, make a nice sturdy cover.
You should also obtain 4" or 5" spring clamps for
future use.

The mold assembly shown in Figure 2 consists
of the mold ring and a base board with the mold
block fastened to it. The process of building this
assembly willlargely depend on howwell equipped
you are with woodworking tools. Conceivably, the
assembly could be made by using only handtools
— rasps, saws, drills, etc. However, it is much
easier if you have access to a
bench saw and a drill press.

The mold ring is made of '/4"
plywood. in the case of dial
openings in excess of five
inches, it would be better to use
S/i" or 3" to maintain rigidity.
While fir plywood is acceptable,
I prefer using cored stock with a
hardwood facing — usually
birch. Fir has an irregular grain
and splinters quite easily. The
mold base can be made of any
kind of wood, but it is conve-
nient to use the same material
as the ring.

The moid block is the most
critical part and largely deter-
mines the quality of the finished

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product. Clear white pine may be used, but it has
a high resin content that tends to come out when
heated. By far the best wood to use here is hard
maple.

Maple is extremely hard, but the bare wood can
be workedto avery smooth surface. it takes sharp
tools to work it, preferably carbide-tipped cutters.
Those fifty year old files you inherited from Grand-
pa won't hack it.

Whatever wood is used, choose a block that
has almost vertical end-grain. This gives a close-
grain mold surface. Fasten the finished block to
the base with short flathead screws, being careful
they do not come through the finished surface.

CONSTRUCTION

Make the moldring first. The board forit and the
base can be cut at the same time. Try to have at

least 1 '/s" of board all around the opening. Since
most cabinet openings are not machine perfect,
the cover is usually made with a little play around
the edges. So, make a drawing of the cabinet
opening, and from that, scribe a line about '/z"
inward all around. This will be the size of the ring
opening.

Cut outthe inside piece of the mold ring closeto
the line and then file and sand to proper size.
Round the inside edges slightly. A half-round rasp

and base plate securely togeth-
er while snapping the clamps
on all around it. Atthis point, the
mold is still hot enough inside
so the plastic doesn't set up
immediately. With the clamps
on, set the assembly aside to

is handy if the corners have a large radius. Using
a router bit in a drill press here can help a lot too.

Next comes the mold block. The finished size of
it should be slightly smaller than the mold ring
opening to allow for the thickness of the plastic
sheet. Since | am using .030" stock, |1 make the
block /32" smaller all around. This gives plenty of
slop, as the plastic thins considerably when
stretched down the sides of the mold. If yoursheet
is a different thickness, allow accordingly.

Cut the mold block to the outside dimensions
and thickness needed. If using a bench saw here,
be extremely careful. These pieces are relatively
small, which means your fingers may be working
close to the blade. If possible, make some kind of
jig to hold the block. Remember, saw blades do
not forgive mistakes. After sawing the basic block,
cutorsandthecorners to the radius needed. From
this point on, [ use a sanding whee!l in the saw to
cut all the rough angles — a much safer method.

Either plane or sand the angles, shown in
Figure 3, to get the rough thicknesses, indicated
as A and B. Understand that these are only typical
— your particular case may need slightly different
values.

Make small cuts at a time. Cut the 8° angle all
around first, then the 20° and last, the 3°. From
then on, you file and sand until the mold has the
gentle curves desired. Start with about 100-grit
sandpaper and progress to 150 to 320; finally,
polish off with 4-0 steel wool. When done, fasten
the mold to the base board and you're ready for
business.

THE HEATING PROCESS

All heating can be done in the kitchen stove
since there is no mess involved. All molding willbe
done at 200° F. Have a pair of gloves handy as the
moldis too hot for bare hands. Before using a new
mold, | cook it at 250° for fifteen minutes just to
stabilize the wood and bring up any resins that
might be trapped. After it cools, go over the mold
biock again with the steel wool if necessary.

Now the mold is ready for the final heating
stage. While preheating the stove to 200°, cut a
piece of plastic about 1" larger all around thanthe
cover opening. Remove the top protective layer of
plastic from the cutout piece. Lay the sheet onthe
mold, welt centered, with the other protective layer
down. Lay the moldring ontop, also centered, and
carefully place the whole thing in the oven.

After ten to twelve minutes, with gloves on and
clamps handy, reach in and gently press the mold
ring down into place. Then remove the assembly
tothe top of the stove and quickly squeeze thering
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cool for ten to fifteen minutes
andthen pryitapart. Pull offthe
protective layer — and there's
your new dial cover.

FINER POINTS

In a case where you already have a deep mold
constructed and now require a shallow cover for
the same size cabinet opening, make a thin wood
or solid cardboard cutout to act as aspacer onthe
mold base. This will prevent the mold ring from
being pressed too far down.

If your dial cover requires arcs on any sides,
using your high school geometry, determine the
pivot points for them. Here’s where using a router
bit in a drill press with a pivot board makes the job
easy.

Another word of caution: If you do routing on
yourdrill press, be sure it has alock-ontype chuck;
otherwise, the side pressure on the taper will
cause itto fly off. Inexpensive lock-on colletchucks
for routing are available for drill presses. Drill /"
holes in the ring board and base board for pivot
holes. Make a pivot board with a '/«" dowel pin near
oneside. Use '/«" to 3/s" straight-faced router bits,
preferably carbide type if you use maple wood.
Take 1 /6" deep cuts at a time until through the
material.

In case you are making a round dish type dial
cover, the ring board can be made using the pivot
method above. Fasten it to another board to do
this, as the center will be cut away. The mold block
could also be roughed out that way, but a more
satisfactory method would be using a wood lathe.
Then a nice, smooth, convex surface can be
made. If the cover is adish type (does not require
aflange), make the mold assembly alarger diam-
eter than needed. The finished mold can then be
used for more than one size dish diameter.

Finally, if there are some minor scratches or
imperfections on the cover surfaces, many canbe
cleaned up using a plastic polish. A good one is
Novus #2. This is applied with asoft cotton cloth or
cotton balls, rubbing in a circular motion until dry.
Buff with a clean cloth or cotton. This process will
also restore the luster to some old dial covers.

When buying your plastic sheet, ask the dealer
for some free samples of his polish. Dealers
usually have little samples available to try out.
Happy molding!

EQUIPMENT FIELD TEST REPORT

ARBE-III Battery Eliminator Field Test

BY RUSSELL BARKER

Antique Radio Classified is
pleased to present this first
equipment field test report.
Such field tests will enable
readers/collectors to choose
test equipment and accesso-
ries that will help them to re-
pair, play, and enjoy the sets in
their collections. We hope to
have more such reports in fu-
ture issues. (Edijtor)

I recently field-tested the
ARBE-Ill, a universal battery
eliminator, manufactured by
Antique Radio, Inc., Jackson,
Mississippi. The ARBE-Ill is a
solid-state, universal power
supply designed for use with
pre-1930s battery-operated
radios.

The ARBE-Ill advertised
features are an adjustable high
current, 1.25 to 6.5 VDC, A
supply; a B supply of five dif-
ferent voltages, regulated up
to 60 mA; and a C supply pro-
viding three different, regulat-
ed, fixed outputs. The battery
eliminator is of average size,
measuring 7 %s" x 8%/s" x 3", and has an attractive
aluminum cover and a well-designed Bakelite
case.

Three different battery radios of the 1920s
were used for the test. All three radios were
performing well, using another commercia! bat-
tery eliminator as a power source. Each set was
first connected to my own battery eliminator pow-
er source, played for a short time, and then
switched over to the ARBE-!il battery eliminator.

The first radio connected to the ARBE-!!l was
a United American Bosch Amborola, Model 16.
This set used three B+ voltages, two C voltages
and an A voitage for six Type 01-A tubes. The
second set was a Radiola 26 that required two
B+ voltages, one C voltage, and an A voltage for
six Type UV 199 tubes. The third set, a Radiola
Il, was combined with a balanced amplifier. It
required three B voltages, one C voltage, and an
A voltage for four Type WD-11 tubes (864 equiv-
alents used with WD-11 bases).

Allthree battery radio sets performed well while
using the ARBE-III battery eliminator. in operat-
ing the sets, | found no difference between the
ARBE-I!! eliminator and my own commercial bat-
tery eliminator.

Voltage measurements taken at the battery

hookup terminals of the ARBE-III eliminator dur-
ing the tests were right on or within one percent
of the stated output voltages of the eliminator for
all three sets. in addition, all three sets were void
of an AC hum coming from the eliminator during
the test (less than 1 mV ripple was measured on

| know that in today’s mar-
ketplace the manufacturer must
balance required good circuit
design and high grade quality
components with overall cost
and price to the consumer. This
balance keeps frills and nice-
to-have additions to a minimum.

However, as a collector and
everyday user of a battery
eliminator to power my various
battery sets, | would find their
ease of operation enhanced, if
Antique Radios, Inc., provided
a model with some added fea-
tures. For example, one opera-
tional nicety would be the panel metering of the A
power supply with a variable hand-controlled po-
tentiometer. The present ARBE-IIl requires the
use of a small plastic screwdriver inserted through
the panel to adjust the A voltage, while the user
attempts to read it with a VOM at the external A
terminals on the panel terminal strip.

Another improvement would be a variable
controlled pot and panel meter for the C voltage
measuring from 3v to 12.5v with an additional
separate fixed C voltage tap of 22v. A small
bright red neon lamp in the panel to designate
“off” and “on" of AC power would also be a nice
addition.

My recommendation to the new collector just
getting started or to the older collector needing a
new or additional battery eliminator to fire up
those old 1920 battery sets is the ARBE-(Il. That
it will fill your varied battery needs is a good bet.

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Crystal Clear: Vintage American Crystal Sets
by Maurice L. Sievers

Maury Sievers has done
an excellent job of assem-
bling all the information that
every crystal set collector has
always wanted to have. In its
292 pages, Crystal Clear:
Vintage American Crystal
Sets, Crystal Detectors, and
Crystals is a very compre-
hensive compendium cover-
ing all aspects of the Ameri-
can crystal set universe.

The authorhasclearly done
meticulous research into the
history of various crystal set
models and designs. itwas a
delight for this reviewerto note
Maury's special emphasis on
variations within what many
collectors consider a single
model of crystal set. There
are chapters on early, more
recent, and kit crystal sets, on
crystal detectors, and on individual crystals and
their containers. Furthermore, all three subjects
are covered in over ninety pages of tables.

There is a special chapter on the Wireless
Specialty Apparatus Company, RCA, and Philmore
Manufacturing Company. The author goes into
considerable detail on the history of various
Philmore models. Thelist ofthe series of address-
es used by Philmore will become “wallet material”
for every crystal set collector.

However, the real strength in the test of this
book is in the detailed, well researched para-
graphs on almost every well-known crystal set
manufacturer and the models each produced.
Collectors will find themselves running to their
shelves many times as they read this book to see
whether a set is the early or late version of some
model. Readers will surely note details that they
would never have noted had it not been for the
information that the author has carefully re-
searched on various models and manufacturers.

The book is not without its faults. The relation-
ship of advertisements and photographs to the
text can best be described as jumbled. Many
times the reader will find himself with fingers
inserted intothree or four places as he refers from
text to photo to text. But in fairness, the sheer
volume of photographs and advertisements makes
it almost impossible to keep the text closely relat-
ed to the illustrations it discusses. The prepubli-
cation proof that | reviewed did not contain an
index, but the promised complete index should
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make the book easier to use.

Andthephotographs!! This
is where Crystal Clearexcels
— over 750 photographs, il-
lustrations, and advertise-
ments. The quality of the pho-
tographs is excellent, al-
though the reproduction of
some of the ads from early
catalogs or magazines could
be improved. This reviewer
spent many hours in delight
overthe excellentillustrations,
and | even found crystal set
“parents” for several previ-
ously orphaned detectors in
. my collection.

The chapters on and pho-
tographs of crystal detectors
will certainly bring new atten-
. tion to an area of crystal set
collecting that has often been
neglected. This reviewer has
to see this attention to detectors as a mixed
blessing, but the information that the author adds
to the collecting hobby has long been needed. On
this subject, Maury again does an excellent job of
highlighting variations among manufacturers and
of informing readers about the historical back-
ground of these differences.

The collecting of crystal “tins™ and other contain-
ers has always been an area in which even the
most impoverished or neophyte collector could
dabble. The ten pages devoted to this obscure but
delightful aspect of radio collecting will certainly
introduce a joyful hobby to many. An illustration of
an early crystal detector in a box marked “Hotter
than Hell” shows the youthful exuberance of many
early radio pioneers.

In summary, featuring 537 crystal sets, 341
detectors and 207 crystals, this book is one that
every collector of radios will want to have. Even for
those whose interest lies in other areas, Crystal
Clear will be a valuable reference as well as a
delight to read and peruse.
