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EDITOR’S COMMENTS

Just as the amplifiers and receivers of the 1920s
have been collectible for a number of years, the
more recent amplifiers and speakers of the 1930s
through the 1960s are collectible today. Authors
Mark Van Roojen and Leif Blackmon introduce us
to a few classics of this period from manufacturers
like Western Electric, McIntosh and Marantz.

It is nteresting to note the somewnhat cyclical
pattern of the development of separate-component/
single-cabinet audio equipment in the mid-twentieth
century. When radio was first available to consumers
in the 1920s, the receiver, amplifier and speaker
were separate components. Usually, the receiver
itself had only enough volume to drive the head-
phones. To fill a room with sound, two additional
components were necessary: a separate amplifier
and a speaker, each of which might be from a
different manufacturer.

Meanwhile, single-cabinet sets also became pop-
ularin the '30s, '40s, and '50s. However, with better
recordings making sound improvement possible and
with the development of FM radio and stereo, a
return to separate components made high-fidelity
sound a reality.

Two articles present more commonly collected
AC and battery sets — one by Richard Amold and
one from a 1920s reprint. Richard describes the
1939 Zenith Model 5R-312, a radio that featured
push-button tuning. Although a screw driver is need-
ed to set the station for each button, this feature
was a welcome convenience for the operator of a
small table radio. Our reprint from Radio Digest is
an article on Aerex Models BR-1, BA-2 and ALS-3
—— a tuner with a crystal detector, an audion detec-
tor and a two-step amplifier. In 1922, these units
cost a total of $68.

The battery eliminator and battery chargers sold
in the 1920s are not commonly found in coliections
today. However, Walter Worth collects them and
describes for us the wide variety manufactured in
the '20s. Wally lists over 36 manufacturers in his
article.

In Restoration Topics, Richard Foster answers
the question posed several months ago by Phit
Brunais of Bear Lake, Michigan, about whether or
not and how to restore dial escutcheons. Richard
stresses that the answer is specific to each set.
One should first determine the original finish, and
then and only if necessary, attempt to restore the
escutcheon to original. Richard says, “We have a
responsibility...to preserve, not to personalize.”

We have several one-page articles this month.
Kevin Silva contributes a report on how the very
important material Bakelite was invented. The Mid-
South Antique Radio Collectors' meet and auction
(including several A.C. Radio Renegade events,
announced in our April issue) is reported this month
by Ron Ramirez. Doug Heimstead reports on the
second Wickstrom estate auction at the Pavek Mu-

seum. A spotlight on the relatively new Alabama
Historical Radio Society is included this month also.
Next month's issue will have a full report on the
third Wickstrom estate auction and the meets in
Minnesota and Pittsburgh.

Our three-page Photo Review this month in-
cludes battery sets, tombstones, cathedrals, table
radios and a couple of interesting cone speakers.

VINTAGE HI-FI

Vintage High-Fidelity Equipment

Mark van Roojen and Leif Blackmon present
A.R.C.’s first article on vintage hi-fi equipment.
They remind us that with each decade another
type of equipment becomes a collector’s item.
Perhaps more than the sets of the 1920s, vintage
hi-fi equipment may well evoke strong feelings of
nostalgia in our younger readers. (Editor)

The golden age of tube-type high-fidelity
equipment began in the late 1940s and lasted
until the early 1960s. Although major advances in
audio technology had been made prior to that
period, the general public’s interest in “hi-fi" did
not become widespread until after World War Il.
The Great Depression and the war, along with
the lofty prices of equipment, caused the use of
high-fidelity equipment to be restricted mostly to
commercial applications such as theaters and
recording studios.

With the end of the war, this situation began to
change. Improvements in disc-recording technol-
ogy produced phonograph records capable of
delivering a wider frequency response and great-
er dynamic range. The long-playing record and

the 45 rpm record, made of vinyl, eventually re-
placed the 78 rpm shellac records. The LPs and
45s provided a quieter playing surface as well as
improved frequency response and dynamic range.

The public’s interest in high quality audio repro-
duction grew further when tape recorders be-
came available commercially and FM broadcast-
ing became prevalent. Improvements in the qual-
ity of these audio sources demanded similar ad-
vances in playback equipment.

THE WILLIAMSON AMPLIFIER

In 1947, D. T. N. Williamson published his now
famous articles in the British magazine Wireless
World. These articles described an amplifier ca-
pable of producing 15 watts of audio power over
a frequency range of 10 to 20,000 cycles per
second with less than 0.1% distortion. This am-
plifier used Type KT66 tubes and an output
transformer of special design. The articles includ-
ed instructions for constructing this special trans-
former.

An American version of the Williamson ampilifi-
er was detailed in a 1949 issue of Audiomagazine.
The American version substituted Type 807 tubes
for the British KT66s. Soon hobbyists on both
sides of the Atlantic were building these high
quality amplifiers. And the pursuit of hi-fi began in

eamest. The Williamson Ampli-
fier is described more fully on
page 6.

FACTORY-BUILT
EQUIPMENT

At about the same time, a
number of companies began to
offer factory-built equipment,
and the availability of high qual-
ity audio equipment was no
longer limited to persons capa-
ble of building their own gear.
Among the producers of factory-
built units were such familiar
names as H.H. Scott, Altec,
Fisher, Brook, Radio Craftsmen,
Mcintosh and Marantz. Heath-
kit bridged the gap between
factory-built and “roll-your-own”
by providing pars-kits and in-
structions that enabled individu-
als with little knowledge of elec-
tronics to build their own hi-fi sets. Naturally, the
manufacturers of transformers got into the act by
offering kits for the home constructor. Among
these suppliers were Stancor, UTC, Thordarson
and Acrosound.

A wide range of playback equipment became
available as either factory-built or kits. These
units included preamplifiers, power amplifiers,
equalizers, tuners, speaker systems and speak-
er enclosures. Tape recorders, or “tape decks”
became popular and quickly replaced disc re-
corders as the recording medium in the home.

MAJOR IMPROVEMENTS

Improvements were not limited to the electron-
ic circuits. Magnetic phonograph carridges be-
gan to replace the older crystal variety. The old-
style replaceable steel phonograph needle gave
way to the “permanent” jeweled stylus. Pickups
and arms were improved, and tracking pressures
were reduced. Once measured in ounces, stylus
pressures were now measured in grams. Re-
duced stylus pressure resulted in longer life for

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THE WILLIAMSON AMPLIFIER

Adapted from a reprint of “Design for a High-quality Amplifier by D. T. N. Williamson
which originally appeared in the April and May 1947 Wireless World .

Recent improvements in the field of commercial
sound have made practicable the reproduction of a
wider range of frequencies than hitherto. The useful
range of shellac pressings has been extended from the
limited 50-8,000 c/s to some 20-15,000 c/s. This
increase in the frequency range has been accompa-
nied by an overall reduction in distortion, the absence
of frequency peaks, and by the recording of a larger
volume range. The substitution of low-noise plastic
material for the present shellac composition is likely
to provide still further enhanced performance.

Full utilization of these recordings and transmis-
sions demands reproducing equipment with a stan-
dard of performance higher than that which has served
in the past. The requirements within the audible fre-
quency spectrum of 10-20,000 c/s of such an amplifi-
er may be listed as:

(1) Negligible non-linear distortion.

(2) (a) Linear frequency response.

(2) (b) Constant power handling capacity for neg-
ligible non-linear distortion.

(3) Negligible phase shift within the audible range.

(4) Good transient response.

(5) Low output resistance.

(6) Adequate power reserve.

It is difficult to produce an adequate frequency
response characteristic in a multi-stage amplifier be-
cause the effect of multiple valve capacitances and
the output transformer primary and leakage induc-
tances becomes serious at the ends of the a.f. spec-
trum. The application of negative feedback results in
a more or less complete solution.

The functions of negative feedback are:

(a) To improve the linearity.

(b) To improve the frequency response.

(c) To reduce the phase shift.

(d) To reduce the low-frequency characteristics.

(¢) To reduce the output resistance.

(f) To reduce the effect of random changes in the
parameters of the amplifier and in the supply voltage.
A very brief description of the circuit follows:

Initial Stages, V1 & V2. In order to keep the
phase shift in the amplifier at low frequencies as
small as possible, the first stage has been directly
coupled to the phase splitter, V2, eliminating one R-
C coupling.

Driver Stage, V3 & V4. Provision is made for
varying the plate load resistance to allow compensa-
tion for any inequality in gain.

Output Stage, V5 & V6. Provision is made in the
cathode circuits for altering the grid bias of each
valve giving complete control over the static condi-
tions of the stage.

Output Transformer. [Detailed core specifica-
tions and winding data are included in the article.]

Negative Feedback. The negative feedback net-
work is a potential divider consisting of R25 and the
cathode bias resistor of the first stage, R4.

(Vintage High-Fidelity Equipment, continued)
both stylus and records. Turntable rumble was
reduced, and rotational speed accuracy improved.

Manufacturers and circuit designers sought
further improvements in the performance of pow-
er amplifiers. The use of triode tubes in power
amplifiers was favored by some hi-fi enthusiasts
because triodes produce lower levels of higher
order harmonic distortion than pentode tubes.
For example, Brook produced several amplifier
models that used Type 2A3 tubes. Some models
included an automatic variable bias circuit which
permitted greater power output. At low output
levels, the 2A3s were operated in Class A. At
higher output levels, the automatic bias circuit
caused the amplifier to operate as a Class AB
amplifier that produced greater power output.

The relatively low power output available from
amplifiers that used triodes, as opposed to those
using pentode tubes, was offset by the high effi-
ciency of large horn-type speakers then in com-
mon use.

Not all hi-fi enthusiasts advocated the use of
triodes by any means. Perhaps equally vocal
were the supporters of the pentode and beam-
power tubes. The RCA-developed beam-power
tubes — particularly the Type 6L6 tube — were
used widely in prewar public address amplifiers
and “high-end” radio/record players.

A system of negative feedback was employed
in these amplifiers to reduce distortion and
broaden the frequency response while still pro-
viding high output power. The use of negative
feedback was pioneered by Western Electric well
before World War |l. High fidelity amplifiers de-
scribed in hobby magazines in the early 1940s
frequently made use of a negative feedback cir-
cuit also referred to as “inverse feedback.”

In another effort to improve the performance of
power amplifiers, David Hafler and Herbert Ker-

oes of Acrosound popularized
the ultralinear circuit. Their de-
sign utilized a special output
transformer which used taps on
the primary winding for connec-
tion to the screen grids of the
output tubes. This circuit provid-
ed high power output along with
improved frequency response
and lower distortion. This ampli-
fier became extremely popular.

The availability of high-power
amplifiers made it practical to use
less efficient but more compact
speaker systems. The upper fre-
quency range of some of these
speakers was extended by the use
of stiffer cones, “whizzers” and
separate tweeters.

Most hi-fi sets consisted of sep-
arate units — preamplifier, tuner,
amplifier and turntable. Some sets
included a tape deck. The pream-
plifier usually had an input switch
that allowed the selection of a
magnetic or crystal phono pickup,
a tuner or a tape deck.

Some preamplifiers had the ability to choose a
particular type of phonograph compensation.
During that early period, despite attempts to
standardize recording characteristics, many
record companies used different frequency em-
phasis curves in their recording processes. As a
consequence, different playback compensation
was required to correct for the frequency empha-
sis curves used in the recording studio. In addi-
tion to phonograph compensation, preamplifiers
usually provided separate bass and treble tone
controls so that the system’s frequency response
could be adjusted to suit the listener.

Because it was used so frequently, the pream-
plifier was located in a convenient position. The
amplifier, because of its greater weight and heat
dissipation, was more remotely placed. The
problem of acoustical feedback usually required
physical separation of the turntable and speaker
system.

STEREO

The next major development was stereo.
Western Electric pioneered stereo sound as ear-
ly as 1933. Some early attempts to produce ste-
reo sound were rather primitive such as the use
of dual pickups in a phonograph arm and the
need to wear headphones. The development of
the stereo phonograph record and stereo tape
players made stereo practical. Initially, the avail-
ability of true stereo recordings was quite limited,
hence, many existing monaural records were
electronically remastered to produce simulated
stereo.

As the availability of stereo source material
grew, so did the public’'s interest in upgrading
their systems to play stereo records and tapes.
Upgrading could be accomplished by purchasing
a second amplifier and speaker along with a new

stereo preamplifier, or by re-
placing the old monaural sys-
tem with a new stereo set. By
the early 1960s, stereo had be-
come predominant.

SOME NOTEWORTHY
EQUIPMENT

During the 1920s and 1930s,
Western Electric and its sister
company, Electrical Research
Products, Inc., did much of the
pioneering work that led to high-
fidelity sound reproduction. The
work by Western Electric found
its way into amplifiers used in
recording studios, theaters, and
public address systems. Dating
from the 1930s, the Model 124E amplifier, shown
in Figure 1, used the Western Electric-developed
type 350B power tetrode tube. The 350Bs rated
plate dissipation of 25 watts was greater than
that of the contemporary 6L6 tube which was
rated at 18 watts.

Perhaps the best known manufacturer of tube-
type amplifiers was the Mcintosh Company. The
company marketed amplifiers featuring a patent-
ed transformer which used bifilar windings. The
early versions were industrial-looking, hammer-
tone grey contraptions. Later models were artis-
tic triumphs of chrome and black. Pictured in
Figure 2 is a Model MC60 from the late 1950s, list
priced at $198.50. Mcintosh also made stylish
glass-faced tuners and preamplifiers. An early
monaural tuner, Model MR55A, is shown in Fig-
ure 3.

In the late 1950s, Saul Marantz set up shop in
New York City and began producing hi-fi amplifi-
ers of legendary quality. These power amplifiers
with brown enameled chassis featured Type EL34
tubes and a choice of triode or ultra linear opera-
tion along with built-in bias meters for amplifier
adjustment. The amplifiers were conservatively
engineered. Marantz also manufactured beauti-
ful gold-faced preamplifiers of fine quality. A Model
8B, 35-watt per channel, stereo amplifier, is de-
picted in Figure 4. Its list price in 1962 was $249.

H.H. Scott offered a wide range of high-fidelity
equipment starting with a dynamic noise sup-
pressor in the late 1940s — remember, those
shellac 78 rpm record surfaces were very noisy.
Scott’s strong suit was in tuners, styled with soft
brass-colored faces, brass-colored anodized
knobs and walnut cases. A Scott Model 350B
tuner appears in Figure 5.

BUYING/SELLING TUBE HI-FI

Because of their quality, as well as their value
to collectors, many of the older tube-type, high-
fidelity pieces are still desirable today. Many
pieces of equipment now sell for more than their
original list prices, while others do not. Current
market value depends upon such factors as the
equipment’s original quality, present condition and
scarcity, as well as the fickle tastes of collectors.
With most collectors, “separates” tend to com-

mand higher prices than do integrated sets and
receivers. This relationship is not necessarily re-
flected in asking prices at garage sales.

Sources of older high-fidelity equipment tend
to be similar to those of old radiq equipment —
garage sales, swap meets, attics and so on. If
you wish to sell hi-fi equipment, the situation is
much the same. A.R.C. is a good place to find
buyers. And the ground rules are much the same
as when selling radios. There are a few sharp
characters around, so do not get talked into
sending off a piece of equipment without receiv-
ing payment first. Shipping C.O.D. is relatively
safe. If you are in doubt about prospective buy-
ers, ask for references or check with fellow col-
lectors with whom they have done business.

Collecting vintage hi-fi equipment can be quite
exciting, especially when you discover, that in
terms of performance, much of the old “high-end”
equipment compares favorably to much of to-
day's equipment.

The Story of Bakelite

In 1907, Leo Baekeland, the Belgium-born
American chemist, combined two kinds of ordi-
nary molecules and broke them down into com-
ponents, which then reassembled themselves into
the first commercially valuable giant molecule
created by man. The result was the first true
synthetic — Bakelite.

By mixing phenol, derived from coal tar, and
formaldehyde, in turn derived from coal and wood
smoke, Baekeland had fabricated an entirely new
material which cannot be made from any sub-
stance that is found in nature. Two simple sub-
stances had been turned into a complex sub-
stance entirely unlike either of the original two; a
man-made polymer had been created in the lab-
oratory.

THE BEGINNING

Before taking up his research on synthetics,
Baekeland had already established his reputa-
tion as a chemist. In the late 1890s, while he was
still in his thirties, he invented Velox, the first
photographic paper on which pictures could be
printed by artificial light. Although Baekeland ex-
pected no more than $50,000 for his invention,
George Eastman of Kodak offered him a million.
With this fortune, Baekeland was able to retire to
his private laboratory in Yonkers, New York, and
turn his attention to projects that interested him.

THE PROCESS

Among the foremost of these projects was the
possibility of synthesizing an artificial shellac —
one not dependent on the resinous secretions of
Laccifer lacca, an insect found in Southeast Asia.
Through research, Baekeland found that, in 1871,
a German chemist, Adolf Von Baeyer had mixed
phenol with a smelly preservative, formaldehyde,
to produce a horn-like material. If heated, the
mixture foamed, bubbled and stank; if cooled, it
congealed into a hard, porous, insoluble gray
mass — resin.

To 19th century chemists, resinous reaction
products were very troublesome because they
could not be dissolved. As a result, they clogged
test tubes and vessels, leaving these receptacles
useless.

Baekeland set out to search for ways to make
the phenol-formalehyde resin useful. Like all
mavericks, he deliberately decided to do all the
things that earlier chemists had tried to avoid.
Rather than inhibit it, he encouraged the reaction
which caused the phenol and formaldehyde to

combine. Instead of cooling the mixture once it
was formed, he heated it. To prevent the higher
temperatures from keeping it permanently in a
liquid state, he put the mixture under pressure.
Finally, he added ingredients to speed the entire
process.

When the reactions had run their course, the
vessel contained a clear, hard, amberlike material.
It was molded into the hemispherical shape of
the apparatus in which it had been cooked, and it
faithfully reproduced the pattern of each of the
vessel's rivets and seams. Baekeland called this
new material “Bakelite.”

THE WONDER OF BAKELITE

One of the most versatile man-made products,
Bakelite has become useful in virtually every in-
dustry. Its many desirable properties include the
following: it is hard, very strong, yet light in weight,
and insensitive to heat, acids and weather; it can
be colored and dyed, machined and molded; and
it is an electrical insulator. Bakelite is used to
make everything from buttons to telephone
equipment, from knife handles to coils, switches
and distributor heads for automobiles, from
counter covering to cameras — and, of course,
radios!

With today’s technology, chemists can manip-
ulate small molecules to produce giant molecules
that conform to predetermined specifications and
can produce all sorts of miracle products from
clothing to nose cones of spaceships. By syn-
thesizing this new substance called Bakelite, Leo
Baekeland set off a scientific and industrial revo-
lution that has extended throughout the 20th cen-
tury.

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The Zenith 5R-312 Push-Button Radio

The Zenith 5R-312, a 1939
mode! year push-button radio,
is shown in Figure 1. Figure 2
shows the 5R-312 side by side
with the Model 6D-516 of the
1940s, a similar style but with-
out push buttons.

A Radio News article dated
December 1937 describes the
advantages of push-button mod-
els as follows: “Push-button sta-
tion selection gives the ultimate
in convenience and simplicity of
tuning... These advantages are
so immediately evident that ra-
dio dealers and servicemen con-
sider this feature the most force-
ful selling point offered in recent
years.

“The vast improvement in the
performance of present-day push-button tuning
over the expensive, complicated systems in use
years ago is due in considerable measure to

other developments in receiver design which bear
no direct relationship to push-button tuning. In
particular, automatic frequency control and high-
fidelity, broad-band IF transformers overcome the
mechanical difficulties of hair-line tuning which

caused designers of push-button systems so
much distress in years gone by, while modemn
oscillator circuits have a degree of frequency
stability not hitherto realized.”

Figure 3 shows the tuning ranges for the auto-
matic station selector push buttons on Model 5R-
312. Before stations can be automatically select-
ed, these buttons must be set by a slight tuning
operation achieved first by removing the cap cov-
ering the adjusting screw opposite each button.
Insert a pin or the fingernail under the edge of the
cap and gently pull it out. Each of the four adjusting
screws thus exposed tunes the corresponding
button. It should be noted that each button ad-
justment does not cover the entire broadcast
band. The four buttons each have a definite fre-
quency range, which means that only a station
within its limits can be set for that button.

The lowest button discon-
nects the automatic tuning and

allows the manual tuning knob
to become operative. There is
no adjustment for this button.
The 1939 Zenith 5R-312is a
5-tube superheterodyne AC re-
ceiver covering frequencies from
545 to 1740 Kc. The Zenith Met-
aglas tube complement consists
of one each of the following:

For only a
few dollars more — $22.95 to be exact — you
could purchase it in either ivory finish plastic, or
ebony plastic. Another 1939 push-button model,
the Mode! 6D-312 (not pictured), was made but
with six tubes — an added ballast tube. This set
looked exactly like the 5R-312 and came in the
same colors.

The Aerex Combination Units

This article is adapted from the June10, 1922
issue of “Radio Digest lllustrated” and is one of a
series showing how to hook up and operate pop-
ular sets of the 1920s. (Editor)

The set shown on the opposite page is the
Aerex Radiophone Corporation combination units
of crystal detector, audion detector and 2 step
amplifier. The crystal detector unit is known as
BR-1, the audion detector unit as BA-2, and the 2
step amplifier unit as ALS-3. This combination
setis exceptional both in the unusual circuit used
for crystal detector and also in its connections for
using the Audion detector and 2 step Audio Fre-
quency amplification connections.

CONNECTIONS

In the diagram page, taking the front view of
the 3 units, the one on the left is the Audion
detector unit, the one in the center is the tuning
and crystal detector unit, and the one on the right
is the 2 step amplifier unit. On the right hand side
of the Audion detector unit are 2 binding posts
marked “Antenna” and “Ground” corresponding
to the similar two on the left hand side of the
tuning unit. The antenna binding posts are con-
nected together and in addition the aerial is con-
nected to one. Likewise the 2 ground binding

posts are connected together and the ground will
be connected to one. The 2 binding posts marked
“Telephone” in the lower right hand corner of the
tuning unit, and the 2 binding posts marked “in"in
the lower left hand corner of the amplifier unit are
connected together. In the lower left hand corner

of the Audion detector unit and in the lower right
hand corner of the amplifier unit are 2 binding
posts marked “A-" and “A+," to which the termi-
nals of the “A” battery are connected. The third
terminal in the detector unit is marked “B~" and
should be connected to the negative side of the
“B" battery. The “B” battery is made up of 2-22 %
volt units in series. The positive terminal of the
first battery is connected to the binding post
marked “No. 2" in the detector unit. The negative

Whisker on the crystal set should not be touching
while the Audion detector is being used. The
tapped switch in the tuning unit controls the wind-
ings on the primary or antenna circuit. This,
therefore, gives the rough wave length adjustment.
The large dial on the left is connected to the
variometer coil, permitting finer adjustment for
wave length. The large dial on the right controls
the tuning of the secondary circuit, when the
crystal detector is used, but acts as a feedback
control, when the Audion is used. The knob on
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the audion detector unit and the 2 corresponding
knobs on the amplifier unit control the filament
current adjustment. The 3 point switch in the top
center of the ampilifier unit is used to connect the
phones into the detector, first or second stages of
amplification.

In actual tuning the top switch on the tuning
unit is first adjusted, then the dial on the left hand
side, afterwards the dial on the right hand side.
Of course, the filament current for each stage
must be adjusted at the proper time.

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CLUB SPOTLIGHT

ALABAMA HISTORICAL RADIO SOCIETY, INC.
ALHRS

Several radio hobbyists in the Alabama area
originated the Alabama Historical Radio Society
(ALHRS) in June 1989. Beginning with 8 founding
members, the society now has over 50 members,
and membership is scattered throughout the state,
the society's operating area.

Most of the long-time collectors in ALHRS have
extensive collections; for example, member Don
Kresge's collecting hobby dates back to 1923.
These collections will eventually go to the society,
which plans to provide a building for such.

The society is interested in Alabama’s rich
radio history. The first Birmingham radio station
opened in April 1922, less than two years after the
first station, KDKA Pittsburgh, started in Novem-
ber 1920. Many radio experimenters worked in
the Birmingham and Auburn area. In 1926, the
Birmingham Radio Products Corp. manufactured
the Superflex radio receiver.

In addition to researching and preserving the
history of radio in Alabama, and encouraging the
retention and preservation of antique radios and
related items and artifacts, the society has a
service function. ALHRS is planning and develop-
ing training programs for youngsters and adults,
to interest them in radio construction and short-
wave listening. The area’s fine library association
will allow both urban and rural residents access to
these programs.

The two-page monthly Alabama Histoncal Ra-
dio Society Newsletter contains meeting minutes,
details of upcoming meetings, and classifieds.

At the club’s regular monthly meetings the
members discuss society business and radios.
The radio discussions are primarily nontechnical.
The swap table at meetings displays samples of
material, such as grille cloth, and copies of pub-
lications. The meetings occur on the fourth Mon-
day evening of the month, except for December,
at 7:00 p.m. at the Homewood Public Library, 1721
Oxmoor Road, Birmingham.

The two-day ALHRS Show/Swap Meet, held
with the Birmingham Hamfest, attracts around
4,000 radio buffs from all over the Southeast. This

jstorical

annual event takes place generally in May at the
Civic Center in downtown Birmingham. The old-
time radio exhibit displays sets from as far back
as 1918, with emphasis on the Simplex radio
manufactured in Birmingham in 1926. The event
also includes a large flea market, a complete
swap meet, door prizes, a banquet, and forums.
The forums on radio history and on shortwave
listening and reception feature a display of old
communication equipment and amateur gear.

The ALHRS library presently is distributed
among the members. The joint collection con-
tains books by Leutz, Ghirardi, and others, as well
as a complete set of Rider manuals, including the
earliest ones, and Sams 1 to 1,000, from vacuum
tubes to solid-state.

The society gave the patent issued to a local
manufacturer in 1926 to the archives of the local
library. Also, ALHRS has original company stock
certificates and a Superflex radio receiver set,
designed and manufactured in Birmingham from
1926 to 1930. The society plans to have a muse-
um for such equipment and artifacts.

The organization, listed by the Internal Reve-
nue Service, is tax-exempt for contributions of
money and/or old sets.

Collecting Battery Eliminators & Chargers

BY WALTER V. WORTH

In reading the stories in A.R.C. and seeing the
pictures of the things radio collectors collect, | am
surprised that more of us don’t collect the power
supplies that often powered the 1922 to 1930
"battery” sets. Some representative types are
shown in Figures 1 through 6. After all, these
power supplies represent an important milestone
in the history of radio development and helped
propel the battery set into more homes than ever
before.

Of course, a real drawback to the battery sets
of the early twenties was the
necessity of charging the A -
storage battery and replacing ==
the B batteries to keep the set in
top-notch operating condition.

A partial solution to this prob-
lem was first devised for the A
battery supply. This consisted
of a storage battery with a bat-
tery charger permanently con-
nected to its terminals so as to
charge the battery wheneverthe
radio was tumed off — a great
help, in that the battery was al-
ways charged up automatically.
These so-called “Trickle Charg-
ers” were small units of Y2-am-
pere to 2-ampere capacity. They
were able to deliver sufficient
current to keep the batteries,
which were on for long periods
of time, charged. However, only
the battery powered the radio.

The later sets that used the
Type 199 low drain tubes helped
the situation as far as the A bat-
tery was concerned. They used
dry cells instead of storage bat-
teries, but the B batteries were
still a nuisance.

Because of this problem, the
B eliminators were developed
first and they did away with the
necessity of replacing these
batteries every few months or
s0. The A storage battery still
needed to be charged though.

The B eliminators furnished
from 22 %2 VDC to 180 VDC and
solved the B battery problem.
Most of these devices had a
variable DC supply for the de-
tector tube, as well as a higher
variable voltage supply for the

amplifiers. Milliampere delivery was from 35 to
80 mA.

However, the A battery eliminator was a more
difficult proposition because of the higher amper-
age that had to be passed through the fiiter sys-
tem. The amperage of up to 5 amperes, needed
for the early Type 201 and 201A tubes, required
a DC supply free of hum — something difficult to
achieve with the paper capacitors, or even the
early electrolytic capacitors of the day. This was
true because the high amperage to be delivered

demanded very high capacity in the fiiter con-
densers to insure low ripple current; even mas-
sive filter chokes that had to carry the 5 amperes
were used.

At first the A battery eliminators and the B
battery eliminators were sold separately, but en-
terprising manufacturers like Valley Electric,
Balkeit, Majestic, and Sterling soon were offering
A and B eliminators combined in one case. Even
the C battery voltage was supplied in some
models, as in the “Perfect” ABC mode! shown in
the United Sales Co. ad in Figure 7. These com-
binations claimed to make a “Light Socket Radio™

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out of your old battery set —
and they did!

Other manufacturers of these
devices were the following:
Abox, Acme, All American, Arco,
Belmont, Briggs and Stratton,
Crosley, Cloverleaf, DeWitt-
LaFrance, Dynamic, Elliott Ra-
dio, Ferbend, Pfanstiehl, Fergu-
son, General Radio, Greene-
Brown, Interstate Electric, King-
ston, Knapp, Kodel, Kokomo
Electric, Kuprox, Modern Elec-
tric, Muter, Peerless, Radio Re-
ceptor, Roll-O, Rectigon & Rec-
tox, Sentinel, Silver-Marshall,
Storad, Townsend, Triple A Specialty, Tungar,
Waebster, Willard, and Yaxley.

These offerings energized the radio industry
through 1926 and 1928, and in tum, were shunt-
ed aside by the new scheme of building the ABC
eliminators right into the radio cabinet, as in the
Atwater Kent Model 36 and the Garod Model EA.

There was a brief fling at replacing the dry cell
B batteries with a bank of wet cell storage B
batteries, but these also required charging and
were initially expensive. Also available were
combination wet cell B batteries and integral
chargers, like the Philco, Willard, and Edison
products.

After the introduction of power supplies built
into the cabinet to make an AC set out of a
battery powered set, the next step was to elimi-
nate the need for DC voltage on the filaments
altogether. Thus the AC powered tubes like Types
26 and 27 were introduced, and the first real AC
sets were welcomed to the market.

The Radiola 17 and 60 models, along with the
AK 37 and 40, swept the market; many others
joined the trend to all AC sets. No more batteries
or chargers!!

Thus, the A and B eliminators, and also the
battery chargers, though having only a brief ex-
posure in the radio spotlight, were the necessary
forerunners of all the pure AC sets.

Most of the B eliminators used the then new
Raytheon BH tube, a so-called cold-cathode rec-
tifier type with no filament to burn out. These BH
tubes held the stage until the 85 milliamperes
current that this tube delivered was deemed too
low for the multi-tubed sets of
the day. The Type 80 tube, rat-
ed at 125 mA, then took over
and was the rectifier of choice
for many years.

The A eliminators used a va-
riety of rectification systems. The
chemical cell was used for a
short time in both chargers and
eliminators, but the salts used
in the electrolyte crept over the
lip of the jar, and the water had
to be replenished occasionally.
“Battery Oil" was sold for the
purpose of preventing the water
from evaporating and the salt
from working its way over the

full-wave rectifier of good amperage rating.

These various A and B eliminators are now
readily available and deserve a place on the
radio collector's shelf as an accessory to the
early radios. Most were very well made and are
still operable today, attesting to the quality of
products manufactured in those earlier days. Do
you have a few in your collection? | have never
seen a Tungar type bulb used in an A battery
eliminator — have you?

edge of the jar. This oil was poured on the sur-
face of the electrolyte in the jars to form a thin
film, but it took no part in the chemical action.

Another device was the mechanical rectifier
that used a vibrating reed to make synchronously
acontact and thus allow one way (or DC) current
to pass.

Still another method was the copper oxide
rectifier (the first solid-state type?) that “operated
with no noise or chemicals or fragile tubes,” as it
was then advertised. This device was a stack of
lead and copper discs clamped tightly together
with a through bolt. The copper discs, before
assembly, were heated red hot and allowed to
cool in the air, producing the copper oxide on
both sides of the disc. These copper and lead

The Mid-South Antique Radio Collectors
(MSARC) held its first meet on Saturday, April 11,
1992, at the Days Inn in Madisonville, Kentucky.

Dial Escutcheons
To Refinish or Not To Refinish

BY RICHARD C. FOSTER

An AR.C. reader recently asked about refin-
ishing brass escutcheons. He feels that they look
nice polished, and notes that a number of ads, as
well as photos in Alan Douglas’ Radio Manufac-
turers of the 1920’s, Volume 1, show escutch-
eons that are very light. Whether or not to refinish
escutcheons is a question that comes up fre-
quently, so a discussion is in order.

Two cautions at the start. First, many ads are
made from mock-ups, artists’ conceptions or
photographs that have been retouched or adjust-
ed for contrast; thus, their accuracy is in question.
Second, the photo on the cover of Douglas’ Vol-
ume 1, for one example, is of a Majestic radio
that has been refinished and whose escutcheon
has been polished or brightened. Printing a picture
like that tends to make it authoritative even if that
wasn't intended.

| have researched a lot of ads for pictures and
copy on this subject and have found no mention
of the coloring of escutcheons, not even for the
introduction of the well-known Zenith automotive
face escutcheon in Radio Retailing. There are
some very good pictures of escutcheons, such
as the Stewant-Warmer faces, in these ads. In
particular, the Zenith shows a face that is largely
stippled, with some smoother lines standing out.

Some of these escutcheons appear either
brighter or darker than well-preserved ones seen
atmost shows or in collections. The only reference
to brass that | have ever come across is from a
1931 GE brochure which mentions the “Antique
Bronze Handle” of the well-known Model S-22.

The word “bronze” in this context seems signif-
icant. In observing radios from the Radiola Su-
perhet of 1923/1924 up to 1936, | have noted the
following details:

GOLD FINISH

A number of companies used either gold or a
gold finish. Well known are the studs on the
nameplates and on the front of Atwater Kent
Model 20s. The Grebe Synchrophase is another
good example — the dial escutcheons change
color remarkably when the gold finish is buffed
off. The Radiola Superhet has a gold finish on its
dial rings, which turns quite a different color when
it is taken off. Gold finish is an authentic historic
detail. In my judgment, it is an error to buff it off,
especially if it is gold plating, for it gets expensive
to put it back.

Some European collectors also like the color
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change that occurs when the nickel is removed
from the nickel-plated switch points and binding
posts. It is common to take off the nickel and to
brighten the brass rather than to replate.

CHROME AND ALUMINUM FINISH

Some sets have bright-work in the front; for
example, Majestics and Zeniths of 1934 with
chrome grilles, or some of the Emersons with
polished aluminum grilles. At the same time, the
ads take care to note that the styling is not too
radical for a normal home. Special mention is
made of the high polish, while the finish of the
brass is not mentioned — an odd omission, if the
brass was shiny. When chrome is the original
finish, nobody seems tempted to take it off to get
to the steel beneath.

CHEMICALLY SHADED FINISH

Many sets have those somewhat dark, brown-
ish-looking faceplates that seem to cry out for
polishing because they have in certain areas
brighter brass color peeking through. The color
ranges from yellow brass all the way to almost
black in some areas. Close observation of many
radios that have come through my shop, Philcos
and Zeniths in particular, reveals a shading which
was apparently done chemically.

Highly polished brass doesn't appear until about
the 1937 model year, where it shows up, for
example, on the Scott Philharmonic dial bezel.

BRASS FINISH

I have four radios, seemingly typical of their
era, whose escutcheons appear to have with-
stood the ravages of time. They remain today
almost as when they were first manufactured.

The first is a Radiola 26. Most people are
familiar with the coppery finish of the tube cover
on these sets. Itis clearly original and untarnished,
yetitis not brightly polished. Rather it appears to
have been antiqued by one of the browning or
blackening processes used on copper and brass.
It may even have been treated by electroplating.
It would be nice to find a former RCA employee
who had made these.

The second is a GE J-100 cathedral with its
escutcheon in perfect condition. It is two-toned,
with a brushed yellow center panel surrounded
by a browned area. It has a finish of some kind,
but its texture is not bright.

The third is a Philco 20 cathedral, whose little



plate is similar to that of the GE J-100, with the
lettering lighter than the background.

Last is a Stewart-Warner from 1933, which
has a plate varying in tone from a straw color on
the lettering and raised lines to a dark color in the
lower portions.

Some conclusions can be drawn here. One is
that much of the area on these escutcheons was
never intended to be polished, either because of
the dimply texture, as on Zenith automotive dials,
or because of their difficult recesses. Another is
that since so many good, surviving examples
were apparently not polished, there must have
been another technique.

ANTIQUE BRONZE FINISH

That technique might have been the antique
bronze finish which is also found on antique
bronze handles. It might be that brass escutch-
eons were really meant to imitate bronze, not
brass. Cenrtainly enough radios sit on my shelves
with plates that are carefully shaded from light to
dark (just as the cabinets often were shaded in
various tints of lacquer) to convince me that their
finish is original.

In addition, | have always had a lot of trouble
imagining the lady of the house having any desire
to spend time polishing the radio escutcheon
around which would inevitably accumuiate the
residue of polish and brass that gets rubbed off.
Even carefully lacquered, bright brass tarnishes
with time and use, leaving doubts that many of
these plates were really bright.

PROBLEM CASES

There are two problem cases that present
themselves. One is the set that has been exposed
to moisture and whose plate has turned green.
The other is the one like my Ozarka where the
whole plate has been dipped in something to
clean it, leaving no contrast and making it difficult
to read the name at all. The one must be cleaned
and then finished, the other just finished.

1 treat them both the same by using a bronzing
recipe to color the brass and then wiping some
off over the letters so that they appear brighter
than the background. The Ozarka looks odd to
me with its brown lacquer finish, small-diamond
gold/black grille cloth and brilliant one-color es-
cutcheon in the middle.

Many regard restoration as a matter of person-

al opinion. Our hobby is getting to the point now
where, like car restorers, we need to be carefully
informed. Most radios, like most autos, were
manufactured goods made to be sold for a profit
at margins that were all too small. One could
hazard the generalization that radios had good,
but not superb, finishes and plated, not polished,
chassis for the most part.

Only a couple of manufacturers went to any
lengths to chrome-plate or polish their chassis,
and even Atwater-Kent binding posts and sock-
ets on breadboards show tool marks. Few radios
came with 30 coats of hand-rubbed lacquer. The

issue becomes one of over-restoration, where
although the radio may look pretty spectacular in
some ways, it doesn't really resemble its original
condition.

Finally, do what you want, but keep a thought
or two in mind. If you have the wrong knobs and
trim on your Catalin, will it bring as much as the
correct one? Does your Simon Willard clock ex-
cite clock lovers more with its original face intact
or with the face repainted? What would the judges
say at a national meet if the dashboard of your
antique auto were painted instead of showing the
correct wood-grain finish?

| believe that the ideal restoration is the one
that cannot be detected, and that we have a
responsibility, if we call ourselves restorers, to
preserve, not to personalize. Hence anything we
do should be done with careful thought and ac-
curate information.

Removing Rivets

BY DICK MACKIEWICZ

Removing parts from old radios (output trans-
formers, for example) quite often means that riv-
ets will have to be drilled out. Nevertry to remove
rivets by drilling through the stem. You will only
ruin the part you're trying to remove.

Here's the proper way. First, use a very sharp
center punch to punch the head of the rivet as
close to the center as possible. Then use a 1/16"
drill bit to indent the rivet head enough so that a
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1/4" drill bit won't “skate” on the head. (If the rivet
spins, a bit of extra pressure on the drill will help.)
Now drill off the rivet head with the 1/4" bit. You
can use this same procedure to remove rusted
fasteners. Just be sure to use a drill bit /arger
than the fastener stem.
