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EDITOR'S COMMENTS
The Kellogg Type 401 tube on our cover evo-

lutionized the home radio. Although electricity
had been available in many homes for years, the
lack of a tube that could be powered directly by
the available AC current necessitated the use of
automobile -type storage batteries, which had to
be recharged. These unsightly batteries usually
sat next to the radio and endangered the living
room rug. A bulky A -battery eliminator was an
option for some. In our lead article, Dwane Stevens
introduces us to the 1925 Kellogg Type 401 -
"The tube that eliminates radio batteries."

Just a few years earlier, in 1922, the technology
available was crude by comparison, as shown in
our reprint from Radio Digest Illustrated. The
DeForest Interpanel set required three B batter-
ies and one 40+ ampere -hour storage battery.
Early DeForest and Kellogg sets are both prized
by collectors today.

Researching obscure radios is a source of
endless interest and cooperation among A.R.C.
readers and contributors. Reader Jim Beaudet's
effort to find out more about his Triangle Electric
set led to input from Ron Ramirez and Chuck
Dachis. The result is Ray Bintliff's composite arti-
cle, which allows us all to share in their contribution.

Ron Boucher updates his listing (A.R.C., April
1992) of left-handed radios. It is interesting tnat of
the thousands of radio models made, the number
of sets with the dial to the left of the speaker can
be listed on one page.

Ever since Philip Collins' striking book, Radios
- The Golden Age, appeared in 1987, controver-
sy has surrounded the chrome plated sets he
shows. Most recently, in the June 1993 issue of
A.R.C., Stan Lopes likened chrome plating to
converting a radio cabinet to a bar. We present
three letters this month, including one from Philip
Collins, which should establish a milestone in this
discussion.

The second largest annual gathering of radio
collectors - Radiof est - is reported in this is-
sue. Over 800 registrants attended this Elgin,
Illinois, event, which included an expanded flea
market, an outstanding transistor radio exhibit,
and an old equipment contest. The auction bought
in almost S30,000. The Pennsylvania Alderfer
Vintage Radio auction of nearly 300 radio lots is
also reported.

And don't overlook two of our regular fea'ures,

Photo Review and Radio Miscellanea. Additional
short articles of interest include Richard Arnold's
piece on the RCA 45X and 46X Series and Ger-
ald Schneider's helpful hints on cisplaying your
radio collection.

New Bock Update. The hot collectible of the
year - the :ransistor radio - will soon have its
own price guide. Marty and Sue Bunis have com-
piled a 256 -page, 400 -photo book describing and
pricing over 2,000 transistor models. This book is
expected to be out in October. Ron Ramirez's
Philco book has been delayed and is not expect-
ed until the end of the year. And Harry Poster is
publishing an updated and expanded Poster's
Radio and Television Price Guide - 1920-1990,
which lists 3,725 radio and TV sets. This book,
which is unusual in its inclusion cf 875 TV sets,
should be available soon Check with A.R.C.,
Antique Electronic Supply, and other book sellers
for availabili:y.

Classified Ad Policy Change. A small change
has been made in our classifiec ad policy -
names of persons other than the advertiser are
no longer allowed in ads. Some incividuals do not
want their names included in ads by others, even
in a friendly fashion.

Renew row and Save! Rate increases are
always announced in advance so that subscrib-
ers will not be surprised when they renew their
subscriptions. Because of the cortinuing growth
in the size of A.R.C. (100 -page issues are be-
coming the norm) and rising costs, an increase of
approximately 6% in most rates will be instituted
January 1, 1994. Avoid the increase and renew
now for up to 5 years: remember that all early
renewals receive 13 months for each annual ex-
tension.

Club Events. As fall approaches, the club
scene is still active, with the annual Antique Wire-
less Association (AWA), Rochester, New York,
gathering occurring while this issue is going to
press. A full report on this meet will appear next
month. A.R.C. plans to attend the AWA meet as
well as the JRPS meet in Irving, Texas, and the
NEARC meet in Nashua, New Hampshire, in
October.

Days in Nebraska City, Nebraska; and the SCARS
meet in Norwalk, California, in November.

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VINTAGE VACUUM TUBES

The Kellogg Type 401 Vacuum Tube
An AC Tube Milestone

BY DWANE STEVENS

The history of the vacuum tube provides an
interesting and colorful account from the earliest
experiments in the 1800s until the decline of the
tube with the invention of the transistor in 1947.
One interesting milestone in the evolution of the
vacuum tube is the development of the AC tube.
Previously DC tube radios had dominated the scene
and necessitated constant care and recharging of
messy batteries. But with the advent of the AC
tube in 1925, really convenient plug-in
AC home radios became a reality.

One such early AC tube responsible
for this convenience was the Kellogg
AC Type 401. The Kellogg Switchboard
& Supply Co., located at 1006 West
Adam Street, Chicago, Illinois, started
out making AC tubes for Frederick S.
McCullough in 1926. Later, the com-
pany manufactured the same tubes
under its own name.

Figure 1 shows a Type 401 tube
which was used as a detector and an
amplifier. These early AC tubes in-
corporated a cathode heater which
was electrically separate from the
electron emitting surface and termi-
nated at the top of the tube. The 401
was, therefore, a "double -ended" tube
and required a special top connector
for the two prongs connecting to the
heater supply.

Figure 2, on the following page,
shows an original 10' x 15' specifica-
tion and application sheet from my col-
lection boasting of the many advantag-
es of this wonderful new tube. A few
interesting comments from the sheet
are the following: "The Kellogg A.C.
tube is designed to operate from the
A.C. house lighting circuit through the
use of a small step-down transformer,
thereby eliminating the necessity of the
"A" battery as a source of filament sup-
ply; ...the actual cathode heating unit is
entirely separate from the cathode or
emitting surface; ...the tubes work
equally well on 25 or 60 cycle current."

The actual ratings for the 401 were given as
follows: Heater Volts = 3.00, Heater Amperes =
1.00 and Plate Volts (Max.) = 150. Also, the pro-
motional intent of the specification and application
sheet can be clearly seen by the many subhead-
ings discussing various aspects of the tube, such
as "Cathode Heater Supply," "Plate Voltage and
Grid Bias," "Oscillation and Volume Control."

Under "Application of the AC Tubes to Stan-
dard Circuits," two very interesting schematic dia-
grams illustrate the conversion of a typical 3 -tube
regenerative set and a typical 5 -tube TRF set for
use with the new AC tubes. Further attention to
detail is seen in discussions about using a fixed
resistance in series with the cathode heater sup-
ply to eliminate line disturbances when the tube is
used as a detector. Ways to control oscillation

and volume are also addressed.
As mentioned earl er, the Kellogg

401 was a milestone tube bringing
about the convenience of plug-in AC
home radios for the first time. In 1927,
tubes like the 401 gave way to more
practical AC tubes such as Types
226 and 227. These in turn made
possible early AC home sets such
as the Radiola 18 presented in Rich-
ard Arnold's article in the May 1992
issue of A.R.C.

Triangle Electric/Silver-Marshall Model 47-A
COMPILED BY RAY BINTLIFF FROM INFORMATION PROVIDED BY JIM BEAUDET,

An early history of the Silver -Marshall Company

appeared in the June 1993 issue of A.R C This
article prompted reader Jim Beaudet to ask for help
in researching information for the "mystery" radio
described below. (Editor)

The small table radio pictured here was found
by Jim Beaudet at an auction. As he stated in a
letter to Ron Ramirez, "It's nothing exceptional.
The only reason that I bid on it was because I had
never heard the name before."

However, the radio is unusual in several re-
spects. As the photograph shows, the front panel
of the radio carries a nameplate that reads "Silver -
Marshall Manufacturing Co., Model 47-A." The
schematic diagram for this radio is shown below.
Based on conventional labeling practices the name-
plate designation seems a bit odd. A front name-
plate that reads "Triangle Electric," along with a
rear panel label reading "built by Silver -Marshall
Manufacturing," would be more appropriate. The
radio is a 4 -tube AC/DC TRF set, which is out of
character with other radios produced by the Sil-
ver -Marshall Manufacturing Company.

The radio appears to have been manufactured
in 1934 or 1935. During that period, the exact
status of the Silver -Marshall Manufacturing Com-
pany is not clear. It was originally a holding com-
pany for the Silver -Marshall Company. After Sil-
ver -Marshall's bankruptcy in 1932, Bill Halligan of
Hallicrafters fame acquired the rights to the Sil-
ver -Marshall Manufacturing Company. It is possi-
ble that this radio was produced by the Haligan-
owned operation.

Early Hallicrafters communications receivers,
such as the Models S1 and S2, were manufac-
tured by Silver -Marshall Manufacturing. But again,
there is little resemblance between the early Hal-
licrafters communications receivers and this low-
priced broadcast -only radio.

A Triangle Electric automobile radio, Model
6P, appears in Volume VII of Rider's, dating it at
about 1935. Unfortunately, the available informa-
tion for this radio provides no clues regarding its
manufacturer.

Perhaps some A.R.C. readers can provide ad-
ditional infcrmation about Triangle Electric and
these radios.

RCA's 45X and 46X Series - 1940
BY RICHARD ARNOLD

In February of 1940, RCA came out with eleven
new AC/DC table model receivers. Housed in either
plastic or wood cabinets, these receivers made a
rather smart addition to the 1940 RCA radio line.

These radios were made in four individually
styled series. Each series has its own cabinet,
dial and knob design, along with different chassis
features. One of these designs is represented by
the radio pictured at right - an RCA 45X11 5 -
tube superhet in a mahogany brown, plastic Art
Deco cabinet. The tubes used in this set are one
each of the following: 12SA7, 12SK7, 12S07,
35Z5, and 50L6.

All the sets in the series have a family resem-
blance, although different styling was used in each
series. They are all superhet chassis with beam
power output which provided good tone quality.

Two identical plastic models are included in
each series - one in brown mahogany plastic
and the other in unpainted antique ivory. Kiobs
match the plastic finish. The lowest priced series
included two 5 -tube plastic models of horizontal
design. Page 155 of Flick of the Switch shows
four other designs of this series.

All of the new sets had a 4 -inch super -sensi-
tive electrodynamic speaker, a hank or loop an-
tenna, and a back cover color finished to match

the cabinet. Each set measures 5 inches high, 8
1/2 inches wice and 4 1/2 inches deep.

The De Forest Inter -Panel Set
This article is adapted from the May 27, 1922,

issue of "Radio Digest Illustrated" and is one of a
series showing how to hook up and operate pop-
ular sets of the 1920s. Certain spellings and
syntax that are no longer standard remain un-
changed, since this is basically a reprint. (Editor)

The De Forest Inter -Panel receiver, built from
four units - one tuner, one vacuum tube detec-
tor and two vacuum tube amplifiers - is ex-
plained this week. The set, manufactured by the
De Forest Radio Telephone and Telegraph Com-
pany of New York, uses various sizes of primary
and secondary honeycomb coils and can receive
stations with from 150 to 27,000 meters wave-
length. This broad scope includes every wave-
length in use. With the two stages of amplifica-
tion, a well constructed antenna and a good
ground, its possibilities are great.

EXPLANATION OF PANELS AND CIRCUIT

The circuit employed is a double primary, sin-
gle secondary, triple honeycomb coil mounting,
with primary vernier variable condenser arranged
with switch so as to be placed in series or paral-
lel, and a parallel secondary vernier variable con-
denser. The variable condensers provide the only
variations in primary and secondary inductance,
using three given honeycomb coils, but the addi-
tional variations for the wide range of wavelengths
are obtained by use of various combinations of
honeycomb coils, a table of combinations for
which is given in this article. This much of the
circuit is contained in the tuner unit, known as
MT -200, and shown as the panel farthest to the
right in the top, and farthest to the left in the
bottom photograph on the opposite page.

From the secondary of the tuner unit, the leads
go to the conventional vacuum tube detector cir-
cuit, all of which is contained in unit MP -100, the
audion control panel, shown as first panel to left
of tuner panel in top, and to right in bottom photo-
graph on the opposite page. The control panel
contains a variable grid leak and condenser, fila-
ment current control rheostat, plate current volt-
age control switch (gives variations of from 16'/2
volts to 22 1/2 volts, 1 1/2 volts each switch contact,
increases as turned clockwise), receptacle for
detector vacuum tube, and the tube itself.

To the left of the detector panel, top, and right,
(bottom photograph on the opposite page), comes
the first and then, second amplifier units, each
contained in a separate panel. Each panel con-
tains a filament current control rheostat, an audio
frequency amplifying transformer, and two tele-
phone jacks. When facing the front of the set (top
photograph on the opposite page), the telephone

jack shown in use gives two stages of amplifica-
tion, while the jack farthest to the right gives use
of the detector alone.

EXTERNAL CONNECTIONS TO SET

In setting up the set for use, directions for
making external connections are simply explained
by the photo -diagram. The aerial or antenna is
connected to binding post A, and ground to E.
The antenna for the set should consist of a single
wire, 100 to 125 feet in length, overall, including
length to point in actual contact with ground. For
extra long wave reception, an antenna not less
than 200 feet in length should be used.

A good ground connection is essential. It is
even more important than the antenna. Connec-
tion by means of ground clamp to a well scraped
water or gas (preferably water) pipe on the street
side of the meter will usually suffice. Soldered
ground connections are best.

Three 22 1/2 -volt "B" or high voltage batteries,
one of which should have taps at 16 1/2, 18, 19'/2,
and 21 volts, should be connected to the rear of
the detector and amplifier panels shown in the
diagram. Care must be taken to see that these
are properly connected, watching the polarity on
all leads. Lead wires to connect to the batteries
are provided with the set.

The "A" or filament lighting battery should be a
6 -volt, 40 to 60 ampere hour storage battery and
should be connected to the two binding posts on
the left amplifier panel as shown in top photo-
graph, opposite page. Polarity must again be
watched in making this connection.

OPERATION OF SET

After insertion of proper tubes in the sockets in
the back of the panel, with filament current sure
to be turned off, and with telephone receiver plug
in jack "TEL No. 1" (farthest to the right), the
filament rheostat, detector unit, is turned to the
right slowly until the tube is burning at incandes-
cence. The two amplifier tube rheostats should
be on the "off" position. Then the proper size
honeycomb coils are placed in the triple mount-
ing. These are selected according to the chart
reproduced on this page, depending on the wave-
lengths which are desired to be received. The
chart also serves as a guide as to whether the
condenser switch (right panel, top photograph)
should be thrown to the left in the "SERIES"
position, or to the right in the "SHUNT' position.

The secondary coil selected should be placed
in the center receptacle of the triple mounting,
and the two primary coils selected in the two
movable receptacles. Adjusting the movable coils
so that the angle between each and the second -

interference, and the two condensers re -adjust-
ed. The greater the angle between the primaries
and the secondary, the sharper the signals will
tune, and the less will be :he interference from
other stations.

Having adjusted the tuner panel satisfactorily,

finer adjustment of the detector unit is to be
made. Now the switch varying the plate voltage is
adjusted until the signals are loudest. Next, the
rheostat controlling the detector filament current
is more finely adjusted.

VARYING GRID LEAK RESISTANCE

At this point, should a sound resembling the
throbbing exhaust of a gasoline engine be heard in
the telephone receivers - one which cannot be
eliminated by manipulation of the "B" battery switch
and the detector filament lighting rheostat control
- the grid -leak resistance needs adjustment. This
is done by removing the nickle-plated cap (turn to
left a little and pull) and by drawing soft lead pencil
lines between the two brass screw heads until the
noise is just eliminated. Too many pencil lines
make the tube insensitive, in which case the ex-
cess can be removed by means of an eraser.

Now the telephone receiver plug is removed
from the jack it is in and put in the jack farthest to
the left. The amplifier filament control rheostats

are next turned on until both filaments are incan-
descent at the proper brilliancy. Too much bril-
liancy here indicates an excessive current and
means a material shortening of the lives of the
tubes. The ampliier rheostats should be adjust-
ed for maximum brilliancy of tube filaments.

Displaying Your Radio Collection
BY GERALD SCHNEIDER

A good radio collection is one that you are
proud to show off! Too often, however, radio
collectors end up only "warehousing" what they
collect. While they and their collector friends may
welcome just looking at radios, spouses, room-
mates and non collecting visitors tend to see
radio collections differently. What is heavenly to
radio collectors is often viewed as junk by others.

But good radio presentation brings visitor
praise, and provides social satisfaction for other-
wise hostile spouses and roommates! Receiving
acclaim for your attractively displayed radio col-
lection will also make you prouder of it. This
attention to your display may even make you a
more astute collector who always goes for quality
over quantity!

NEUTRAL -COLORED BACKGROUNDS

Radios should be displayed against walls that
are shades of white, beige, or light colors. Proper
display shelves will be glass and brass, or plastic
and wood in a color the same as or similar to the
walls. The idea is to entice viewers to look at your
radios, not the walls or shelving!

Avoid brown or dark stained/painted shelving.
There is probably too much brown from the color-
ing of the radio cabinets already!

GOOD LIGHTING

Nothing beats track lighting or its equivalent!
Radios must be properly lighted to be seen at
their best. Track lights allow you to direct light
where it should go to accent your radios. Viewing
eyes tend to follow the path of light and skip over
other areas, including surroundings.

An exception to the rule is when showing radi-
os as furniture in a period setting. Here you will
want lighting that comes from a floor or table
lamp of the same era as the radios involved.

RADIO PLACEMENT

Radios uniformly lined up face forward on
shelves can look boring! Better to vary the angles
of the radios shown to emphasize interesting
side, top, and back as well as front views. Relat-
ed radio sale ads, and small, colorful collectibles
from the same ea can be mixed in with the
radios to avoid monotony. Properly selected items
will complement and add historical significance
to radios!

Display radios whenever possible at eye level
for average -sized persons. Table model radios
are best seen when they are placed between 4
and 6 feet above floor levels. Most console radi-
os will fit under shelving that high, and can be left
that way. But special console radios should be
displayed on neutral -colored pedestals that bring
them up to usual eye planes.

Proper Contact Cleaning
Dear Editor
I would like to comment on the letter in your September

1993 "Radio Miscellanea" suggesting the use of rubber
erasers to clean electrical contacts. The proper method of
contact cleaning was presented in an applicatior note
published by Hewlett-Packard several years ago. They
claimed that at no time should an eraser be used to clean
electrical contacts for two reasons: (1) The binders and
plasticizers will leave a gooey film on the contact and
cause poor electrical conduction; (2) When used on card
edge connectors, the static electricity generated by the
rubbing will destroy semiconductor components.

The correct cleaning method suggested was to wipe
the contacts gently with a swab soaked in Freon TF or
1,1,1 Trichloroethylene. (This information was distr buted
in the days before Freon was politically incorrect.) I have
used denatured alcohol with equal success. If the con-
tacts are in very bad shape, I swab them gently first with
alcohol to remove the grease, and then with Tarn -X to
remove the tarnish. I then swab with water to clear the
Tarn -X and dry with a dry swab. In extreme cases, I use
Brasso and follow up with alcohol to remove the residue.

This way it made it easier to remember the code
as well as the sequence, 0 being the first quarter, P the
second, and soon. This coding lasted at least to the end
of the war years, 1945, as I have a tube coded U5 M -R.

For those who don't know, the lette's M -R stamped
on the base of a tube of any brand or manufacturer
indicated that the tubes were made during the war years
and sold for civilian use. We were told the letters stood
for "Military Reject" or "Maintenance and Repair."

I think the problem of higher line voltages these days
may be ever more of a prob em than the article indi-
cated. Don't forget that power (or heat) equals the
square of the voltage times the load resistance [P=V2 x
R]. Since the load is more or less constant, the increase
in heat generated is a function of the square of the
increase in line voltage! Thus a 10% increase in line
voltage resul:s in a 21% increase in the amount of heat
generated (1.10 x 1.10 = 1.21). I thin< that makes the
importance cf proper line voltage all the more obvious.

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Building a Wireless AM Broadcaster
"Your Hit Parade"

Lou Tramontozzi's engineering skills proved
helpful in the project he describes here.

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I have in my possession quite
a number of old radios. You
know the type - large, free-
standing consoles with names
like Zenith, and smaller, table-
top models with names like
Philco. I have restored these ra-
dios to like -new condition, and
they play well, giving new life to
AM broadcasts. However, old
radios should be playing old
music, like 1940s swing, jazz,
etc., which is difficult, if not im-
possible to find on the AM band
these days. So, what to do?

Well, I was pouring through
some of my old radio maga-
zines, and I found a design for
a "wireless AM broadcaster,"
which, if you're old enough to
remember, is a device that
takes an audio input, and mod-
ulates a carrier for broadcast
into any AM radio. "Perfect!" I

thought. With some cassette
tapes of Benny Goodman, Tom-
my Dorsey, etc., and this unit,
my radios will feel right at home
playing the music they used to play (sort of my
version of "Your Hit Parade").

The broadcaster, which appeared in the Octo-
ber 1947 issue of Radio News is a tube design,
which seemed appropriate for this application.
This broadcaster uses a Type 6SJ7 tube as a
low-level preamplifier, a Type 6J5 as an audio
amplifier and a Type 6SK7 as an elect 'on -cou-
pled, screen -modulated oscillator. The resign
uses a typical transformerless, "suicide" type pow-
er supply. The AC power line is directly connect-
ed to the tube filaments and B+ supply.

I made some changes to make it safer; the
result is shown in Figure 1. I added a 6 3 -volt
filament transformer (T2) and ran the filaments in
parallel, after checking the current requirenents.
Also, I used a separate "high -voltage" transform-
er (T1), and a 6W4 rectifier (remember those?) to
get approximately 150 VDC B+. Finally, I includ-
ed a 3 -prong line cord with the chassis grounded
for further safety.

[A silicon rectifier may be substituted for the
6W4 rectifier tube. Use of a solid-state rectifier
will permit the use of a smaller filament trans-
former (6.3v at 1.0A) and reduce power con-
sumption/heat dissipation by 7.5 watts.]

The construction of the unit is shown n Figure
2. All the tubes plug in to Millen ceramic sockets
(just for aesthetic beauty). The primary oscillator
coil is wound in a single layer on a Millen 4 -prong,
plug -in -type form. The output frequency can be
varied by turning a trimmer capacitor. Separate
jacks are provided for microphone and source
inputs. A separate gain control (R6) helps to
prevent overmodulation.

After checking my wiring with the diagrams, I
plugged in the line cord, turned on the power
switch, and waited for maximum smoke! Instead,
what I got were four nicely -glowing tubes, and a
nice carrier wave on my nearby receiver Howev-

er, the frequency was way off! Apparently, the
original author had miscalculated the value of the
fixed capacitor needed to resonate with the oscil-
lator coil.

I changed the value of the capacitor (C9) to
0.005 g tc get the carrier where I wanted it - in
a clear spot at the low end of the AM broadcast
band. After connecting a small length of wire to
the antenna post of the unit and hooking up my
cassette payer, I finally got that 1940s music
sounding the way it should - coming out of a
1940s radio!!!

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MEET & AUCTION REPORT

Antique Radio Club of Illinois -
Radiofest 1993

Elgin, Illinois - August 4-7
COMPILED FROM REPORTS BY LARRY BABCOCK, JEFF AULIK AND JOHN V. TERREY

The Antique Radio Club of Illinois (ARCI) held
its eleventh annual Radiofest on August 4-7, 1993,
at the Holiday Inn Holidome/Convention Center
in Elgin, Illinois. Ideal weather and over 800 reg-
istered attendees made this one of the most
memorable radio events of the season.

The flea market was a tremendous success
this year. More than 400 sellers' permits were
issued, and vendors spread their wares around
three sides of the hotel, even spilling over into the
adjacent fields. In a fast walk-through of the area,
your editor counted 179 vendors set up at mid-
day Thursday. Although the meet began a day
earlier this year, activity seemed to hold quite
steadily, as even on Saturday morning, numer-
ous vendors were still selling.

The main exhibit featured transistor radios and
included a continuous showing of Norm Smith's
video entitled "Transistoradio -A Blast From the
Past." Shuttle buses took guests to the Motorola

known for his video "Transistoradio - A Blast
from the Past."

Museum and to Ralph Muchow's Historical Radio
Museum, where over 3,000 sets are on display.

The Thursday auction started at 3 P.M. and
lasted over 8 hours. It included more than 400
lots, which sold for a total of $29,445.50, exclud-
ing buybacks. The 255 registered bidders were
kept intrigued by the fast auctioneer, who started
with a minimum bid of $25. An interesting aspect
of this year's auction is that owners were allowed
to bid up their own items.

Highlights of the auction were two French crys-
tal sets, selling at $425 and $600; an Atwater
Kent lamp with a repro shade at $375; a Regency
TR-1 at $425; a Western Electric microphone at
$725; and a Fada F55 Catalin, with a chipped
cabinet, at $1,900.

A very useful additional feature this year was
the presence of Mailboxes Etc. on site to pack
and ship purchases. This excellent service was
also available at Extravaganza '93, and A.R.C.
recommends that radio clubs consider it as a
standard service at future meets and auctions.

Authentic Restoration vs. Aesthetic Improvement
COMPILED FROM LETTERS FROM RICHARD BELL, PHILIP COLLINS, AND STAN LOPES

Stan Lopes' article on metal radios (June 1993]
opened up a philosophical discussion about whether
or not a collector's idea of aesthetic improvement,
such as chrome plating, is a destructive rather than a
constructive process. The following article includes a
provocative letter from Richard Bell, along with re-
sponses to that letter from Philip Collins and Stan
Lopes. Both sides of the argument are food for thought
for all collectors. (Editor)

To the Editor:
In the June 1993 issue of A.R.C., Stan Lopes com-

pared chrome plating radios to "gutting a beautiful
wooden console to convert it to a bar or storage cabi-
net." I take exception to his inaccurate analogy. Lopes
seems to be confusing two processes - constructive
and destructive. Radio restoration is a constructive
process, whereas "gutting a beautiful wooden console
to convert it into a bar or storage cabinet" is a destruc-
tive process.

Chrome plating creates a more interesting piece
and broadens restoration options. It does not modify
the original design of the radio. The purpose of paint is
twofold: first, to protect the underlying metal, and sec-
ond, to provide a pleasing and coordinating color
scheme that fits into the decor of the room. Chrome
plating meets these requirements without jeopardizing
the physical integrity of the radio. Furthermore, it is
even possible to remove the chrome plating through
an electrical process known as "stripping." This is ac-
complished by reversing the polarity on the metals in
the plating solution.

If his argument is applied to restoring vintage auto-
mobiles, most of them would be of only one color -
Henry Ford's chosen color. Whereas, if you've ever
been to a vintage car show, it is obvious that modern
color schemes and creative ideas add to the interest,
excitement, and uniqueness of the automobiles.

I will agree that if the radio cabinet and original paint
are in excellent condition, every effort should be made
to preserve the originality of the piece. However, where
it is obvious that the radio is in drastic need of aesthetic
improvement, radio collectors should be allowed the
freedom to make subtle changes in the restoration
process equal to that of those who restore vintage
automobiles.

The following is Philip Collins' response.
This is a hoary chestnut and can be reduced in

simple terms to subjective appreciation. No one, as
far as I am aware, has died as a result of seeing a
metal radio that has been chromed. That anyone
should be moved to passionate rhetoric on cosmetic

appearances of $10 flea market items is amusing.
There is a misplaced reverence attached to old

radios that mystifies. There will always be those who
repaint, restore, embellish, and otherwise alter their
possessions, much as there are those who prefer
earrings, nose studs, tattoos and tooth jewelry. Per-
sonally, I draw the line at adhering nose studs to
radios. But, if anyone wants to do it - it's their busi-
ness.

The following is Stan Lopes' response.
First of all, I do not consider comparing chrome

plating or converting an old radio cabinet to more
modern use by removing the "heart" of the manufac-
tured radio an "inaccurate analogy." Webster defines
an analogy as a similarity or parallel (sameness). Addi-
tionally, Webster defines restoration as "giving back or
making something look like new again." Sure, chrome
looks like new, but lot original.

A good of resto-
ration is on page 75 of Philip Collins' first book (Radios
- The Golden Age] showing 9 Airline radios in various
color combinations, when the little set came in brown
and ivory. Mr. Collins' intent is not known, but it was
either to excite the reader/viewer or create Art Deco
where it did not exist. Pity the first-time collector who
spends (or wastes) his time and postage looking for
one of those sets.

Chrome plating (actually most are nickel, as it is
cheaper) doesn't improve the original design of the
radio, but indicates an inability to repaint in one of the
original colors. I place it in the same category as
drilling a hole in the side of a cathedral to wire a switch
to an external speaker. It is a modification pure and
simple, and restoration would include removal and
patching of the hole.

So those who modifya set can do as they please for
their own collection, but please don't try to sell me
those radios unless the price is right, and I can correct
the abomination!

If you want another controversy, I am not a purist
when it comes to the underside of a chassis. I do not
gut electrolytic capacitors and install modern ones
inside. I do try to retain the original look when there are
holes from missing parts visible from the back of the
set by installing replacement parts, and sometimes I
install a defective part and the proper part out of sight
under the chassis.

I hope these comments, although biased, will con-
tribute to an article in A.R.C. I appreciate the interest in
the subject.
