radio -related gifts unlike any others. In this, A.R.C.'s
tenth holiday season, our special gift to you is a
pledge to continue publishing the best monthly
magazine in the antique radio community.

Our lead article this month is by Norman
Braithwaite, and features the E.H. Scott 1931
Allwave Superheterodyne. This set was E.H. Scott's
first truly classic receiver, characterized by chrome
plated chassis, a large number of tubes, ornate
cabinets, and outstanding performance. Norm also
compares the Scott product with the competition of
the day-offerings by Silver -Marshall and Lincoln.

A very rare set is described by Dave Crocker
- the Harko Crystal set, Powel Crosley's second
complete radio product. Dave was surprised by the
rather crude construction of this early set, espe-
cially the use of nails as switch stops on the coil tap
switch. This set preceded many of the standard
components and cabinets that characterize other
early Crosley sets.

Robert Lozier presents an interesting bit of
research on cleaning methods. He reports the re-
sults of subjecting sixteen metal panels to different
cleaning compounds in a very hot and humid envi-
ronmental chamber for 72 hours. The bottom line is
that we owe it to our radios to take care when using
potentially damaging cleaning compounds.

Robert Perlstein describes the construction of
a device useful for speaker collectors -a speaker
switching box. Robert's "horn box" contains an
impedance matching transformer which allows old,
as well as modern radios/amplifiers to be used with
old, as well as modern speakers.

Although you cannot buy a Heathkit today,
many of us remember the first Heathkit we built.
Fred Geer writes about his first - the Model A -7C
audio amplifier. Sadly, Heathkits are no longer
made, but the company still sells to the electronics
education market. Recently, Dick Desjarlais of the
A.R.C. staff contacted the Heath Company, and he
reports further on its history.

The last big annual show of the year - the
Vintage Radio and Phonograph Society's annual
convention and auction - in the Dallas, Texas,
area is reported this month by George and Michael
Potter. Three auctions of nearly 600 items totalled
about $36,000, and the outstanding old equipment
contest attracted 99 entries.

Sequels on the silver screen are common,
and it seems that sequels of radio books are be-
coming popular too. Scott Wood, of L -W Books,
gathered up another collection of photos from ra-
dio collectors and combined them in Evolution of
the Radio, Volume 2. David Pope reports to A.R.C.

readers on this new book.
Several shorter items from our readers are

included this month. David Fuls shares an interest-
ing find; this story is mindful of the discovery of the
Ken-Rad crystal sets reported in our March 1993
issue. No place is too strange to find an old radio!
Even more strange are the CeCo tube -type desig-
nations unraveled by Richard Mackiewicz. On the
other hand, the story of a 1930 Philadelphia radio
bonfire provided by Dennis Schrank goes beyond

E.H. Scott Receivers
1931 Allwave Superheterodyne and the Competition

Longtime A. R.C.
readers will remember
Norm Braithwaite's ex-
cellent series of articles
on E.H. Scott products
in the late 1980s and
1990. Some examples
are the Scott 48 Tube
Custom receiver (July
1987), the Scott Quar-
anta (February 1987),
The Scott Allwave 15
(September 1987), and
the Scott Telematic
(February 1990). We
are delighted that Norm
has once again found
the time to share his ex-
tensive knowledge of
the Scott line. (Editor)

The year was 1931.
Radio manufacturers
who had survived the
first year of the Great
Depression were strug-
gling to identify and re-
spond to the consumer
demands for radios.
While most radio manu-
facturers found econo-
my in construction to be
a formula for survival,
one company found
prosperity in responding
to the small demand for
high performance cus-
tom-built receivers. That company was E.H. Scott
Radio Laboratories, a small manufacturer of high
quality radio receivers, established in 1924 as
the Scott Transformer Company.

FIRST SCOTT MODELS
E.H. Scott Radio Laboratories had initially re-

sponded to the Depression in 1929 by offering
two compromised models - the Shield Grid AC -
10 and the Shield Grid Symphony. These were
also the first Scott offerings which were com-
pletely assembled at the Scott factory.

The Shield Grid AC -10 was a 12 -tube (count-
ing rectifier and ballast tubes) superheterodyne
receiver, while the Shield Grid Symphony was a
4 -tube (battery operation) or 5 -tube (AC opera-
tion) tuned radio frequency receiver. The Sym-
phony was the only receiver in the history of the

company to be offered
with a circuit other than
a superheterodyne.

Although both of
these receivers were
well built, they still em-
ployed a Bakelite chas-
sis, had non-metallic
faceplates and did not
have fully shielded ra-
dio frequency (RF) or
intermediate frequency
(IF) stages. They also
failed to lead the indus-
try in performance as
had previous Scott mod-
els. Consequently,
sales must have been
slow. E.H. Scott himself
must not have been too
proud of these offerings
because in the April
1932 issue of Scott
News, he failed to iden-
tify the sets in a brief
history of Scott receiver
performance.

Many factors had to
be considered before of-
fering another model.
Probably due to the
poor consumer re-
sponse to the last mod-
els and to demands
from his loyal custom-
ers, E.H. Scott chose
not to compromise the

new model. Demands for high performance radi-
os during the early 1930s were changing rapidly.
In 1931, the greatest concerns were sensitivity,
selectivity, and tone quality. Image rejection had
become less of a concern, since the newer sets
employed higher intermediate frequencies. Ease
of use was an issue but was probably less impor-
tant to Scott's demanding customers than the
ability to receive shortwave broadcasts.

Thus in 1931, taking some risk and balancing
these factors with little regard to cost, E.H. Scott
proceeded to produce the first of the true classic
Scott receivers - the Allwave Superheterodyne,
shown in Figure 1 in an early Warrington console.
The decision to pursue this no -compromise receiv-
er proved to be a good one. The E.H. Scott Radio
Laboratories entered a market where the big man-
ufacturers could not afford to compete - the pro -

duction of high quality, high performance custom
receivers for a limited but wealthy audience.

THE ALLWAVE SUPERHETERODYNE

As seen in Figure 2, the Allwave Superhet-
erodyne was well built and again led the industry
in performance. The set consisted of a 9 -tube
tuner and a 3 -tube amplifier feeding a good qual-
ity 11 -inch Rola speaker, which is shown in Fig-
ure 3 along with a complete set of coils for the
shortwave bands. Features included 15- to 550 -
meter reception, 1 -microvolt or better sensitivity
on the broadcast band, very good selectivity and
an audio response of 50 to 1,000 CPS (cycles
per second) 4- 3 dB (decibels). No specifications
are available for levels of distortion. The circuit
contained an RF amplifier, 4 stages of single
tuned IF amplification at 470 Kc (kilocycles), a
power detector, a push-pull audio amplifier stage
and a push-pull audio output stage.

The chassis, made of heavy gauge steel,
was polished and chrome -plated. Aluminum
shields were used to cover all tubes and coils
above the tuner chassis. The power transform-
er and a choke on the power amplifier were also
chrome -plated. The complete chassis set plus
speaker was offered for $130.

A choice of high quality cabinets was available
at extra cost. Additional options included an op-
tional power amplifier using push-pull Type 50
tubes, a control box for phonograph, radio or mi-

crophone operation, an auditorium speaker, a 470
Kc test oscillator (for home alignment!) and a
continuity tester. Included with every purchase
was a set of literature - an instruction and techni-
cal service manual (with schematic and alignment
instructions), a tuning guide and a station finder to
relate dial settings to shortwave frequencies.

DRAWBACKS
Although the set was packed with features

and was of superior construction, there were some
drawbacks. The most significant of these was the
difficulty of operation. Allwave reception was ac-
complished by the use of plug-in coils. Since
there was a stage of RF amplication, 2 coils were
required for each band. Six bands were used to
cover the receiver frequency range; therefore, a
total of 12 coils was required (and supplied with
every receiver).

In addition to swapping coils when changing
bands, the owner had to remember to switch the
grid cap wire of the first detector when tuning
across 38 meters and to change the grid cap wire
of the RF amplifier when tuning across 184 meters.
Also, the aluminum shields covering the plug-in
coils had to be removed and left off when tuning
the shortwave bands.

Due to the lack of practical automatic volume
control (which had not yet been developed), a
sensitivity control had to be set to the correct
position to prevent distortion in the power detec-

tor (second detector). Separate
controls were provided for tun-
ing the oscillator and for tuning
the ganged RF amplifier and the
first detector. The separate con-
trols added to the difficulty of
using the set but allowed the
receiver to have greater selec-
tivity and sensitivity. Although
this set appears particularly dif-
ficult to operate, the other all -
wave sets available at the time
were also difficult to operate.

The other drawback of the
set was its poor upper audio fre-
quency response. A response
of 50 to 1,000 CPS is unbal-
anced and will produce exces-

worse, there was no tone control. Regardless of
these shortcomings, the Allwave Superhetero-
dyne was considered to be among the best sound-
ing receivers of the time. Numerous testimonials
regarding the good tone of this receiver were
probably due to the low distortion of the set, the
lack of bass response in the speaker (tending to
balance the overall audio response), and the
poor tone quality of many other sets available at
the time.

MARKETING

Even with these drawbacks, the set excelled
in the eyes of the purchaser. To prove the quality
of the Allwave Superheterodyne to the public,
E.H. Scott used the set to receive every program
broadcast from VK3ME in Melbourne, Australia,
for a period of 10 weeks. Logs of the transmis-
sions and recordings on aluminum disks were
verified by VK3ME. This feat set a world record
for consistent distance reception. The distance
between Melbourne and Chicago is 9,560 miles.
The world record and letters of verification were
used repeatedly for promoting the set.

Additionally, in January of 1932, Scott offered
$3,000 in prizes in a distance reception (DX) con-
test for owners of the Scott Allwave Superhetero-
dyne. The result of this contest (verified by certified
public accountants!) was more publicity using the
unique claim "Scott Allwave owners logged 9,535
programs from 186 foreign sta-
tions in 40 foreign countries." The
Allwave Superheterodyne sold
well, and E.H. Scott developed a
unique market for his premium
quality sets.

COMPETITORS

Few other manufacturers of
allwave receivers had sets which
competed directly with Scott's
Allwave Superheterodyne on a
technical and marketing basis.
Scott's most prominent compet-
itors at this time were Silver -
Marshall and Lincoln. Although
neither of these companies pro-
duced chassis of such high qual-
ity construction, both were of-
fering allwave receivers with
similar features to the public.

SILVER -MARSHALL
MODEL 726SW

Silver -Marshall's initial com-
petition to Scott's Allwave Su-
perheterodyne was the Model
726SW, shown in Figure 4. The
Model 726SW was promoted as
an allwave superheterodyne
without plug-in coils, covering a
frequency range of 10 to 550
meters. Silver -Marshall also
boasted of the Model 726SW's
double conversion (two interme-
diate frequencies were used).
As shown in the top view of the
chassis in Figure 5, the 726SW

employed 11 tubes performing the following func-
tions: SW oscillator, SW converter, broadcast
RF, oscillator, 1st detector, IF (2 tubes), power
detector, push-pull output (2 tubes), and rectifier.

The chassis, along with a 10.5 -inch Silver -
Marshall Model 855 dynamic speaker was of-
fered for $139.50. The chassis and faceplate
were made of a thin gauge steel. The chassis
was painted, while the faceplate was finished
with an artificial woodgrain finish. In addition to
controls for tuning, switching bands and volume,
a tone control was provided.

Although the bandswitching and IF features
of the Model 726SW seem impressive, the cir-
cuit and construction show the true nature of
these features. The 726SW was a broadcast
band superheterodyne receiver with a Silver -
Marshall Model 738 shortwave converter built
on a common chassis. The broadcast band IF
(and second IF for shortwave) was 175 kilocy-
cles. The first IF for shortwave reception was set
by the user between 600 and 750 kilocycles at
the lower end of the broadcast band.

The bandswitch was a useful feature but was
only used for switching between shortwave bands.
Switching between the broadcast band and short-
wave required turning the broadcast -shortwave
switch, tuning the broadcast receiver to the de-
sired first IF, and tuning the first IF oscillator to
the same frequency before selecting the band
and desired frequency on the shortwave section.

The construction of the Model 726SW was
substantially inferior to the Scott. The placement
of components and wiring, although electrically
adequate, was aesthetically poor. The set literal-
ly looked as if it were built by an amateur set
builder. However, the Silver -Marshall Model
726SW took on an impressive look when housed
in the console, pictured in Figure 6, which was
custom-built for silent film star Norma Talmadge,
who did radio work with George Jessel.

During February 1932, near the end of Scott's
run of Allwave Deluxe receivers, Silver -Marshall
introduced the Model 727SW receiver because
of "drawbacks" in the 726SW. These drawbacks
are described in Silver -Marshall's "Radiobuilder"
as a complicated coil selecting and tuning ar-
rangement and "unavoidable reactions between
harmonics of the broadcast and shortwave oscil-
lators" causing "burps" which occurred as the
shortwave dial was tuned. Nevertheless, Silver -
Marshall proceeded to claim that the 726SW
"was so far superior to that obtained from previ-
ous shortwave sets, it was believed that nothing
better could be hoped for."

The 727SW, shown in Figure 7, differed from
the 726SW primarily in the radio frequency, oscil-
lator and intermediate frequency circuits. The RF
amplifier present in the 726SW was eliminated.
The broadcast band oscillator remained. To ac-
complish shortwave reception, a harmonic gen-
erator was added. The purpose of the harmonic
generator was to produce harmonics of the broad-
cast band oscillator necessary for shortwave re-
ception. This arrangement resulted in a single

bandswitch and, with the exception of an anten-
na trimmer, single dial tuning. The disadvantage
of deriving shortwave oscillations using this metn-
od is that there is considerable overlap in the
upper shortwave bands. The intermediate fre-
quency of the 727SW was increased to 465 kilo-
cycles to improve image rejection. Also of signifi-
cance, the 727SW incorporated automatic vol-
ume control making it the first of the popular
allwave receivers to offer this feature.

THE LINCOLN MODEL SW -31
Lincoln's competitive offering was the Model

SW -31. Figure 8 shows the Model 31 chassis
which is similar in appearance to the SW -31. This
was Lincoln's first model offering shortwave re-
ception. Like the Scott, the SW -31 used plug-in
coils for changing bands. Unlike the Scott, the
Lincoln did not have a stage of RF amplification;
therefore, only one set of coils was required. The
SW -31 circuit consisted of an oscillator, a first
detector, four stages of single tuned IF amplifica-
tion, a second detector, an audio amplifier and
push-pull audio output. The SW -31 chassis was
stamped out of a thin gauge of steel and then
cadmium plated.

As with all Lincoln receivers manufactured
between 1929 and 1933, the SW -31 had knobs
on top of each IF can for adjustment of the IF
frequency. This feature allowed the user to change
the intermediate frequency if an image fell on a
station of interest. Additionally, the user could
adjust the IF bandwidth to a limited extent for the
best signal.

Once the IF was adjusted, the SW -31 was
almost certainly easier to operate than the Scott
or the Silver -Marshall, since it had only one plug-
in coil set, a volume control and an antenna
trimmer. The ease of operation of the SW -31 was
not without sacrifice. The absence of an RF am-
plification stage most likely meant that the SW -31
lacked the sensitivity and selectivity of the Scott
and Silver -Marshall sets.

From the standpoint of workmanship and con-
struction, the Scott Allwave Superheterodyne was
distinctly superior to the Silver -Marshall and the
Lincoln radios. Comparing features, the Silver -
Marshall, having tone controls and AVC, and
being the first to eliminate the use of plug-in coils,
had to be considered better. The performance of
the Silver -Marshall 726SW, having burps in the
shortwave bands, could not be considered equal
to the performance of the Scott Allwave Super-
heterodyne. The performance of the Lincoln and
the Silver -Marshall 727SW probably lagged be-
hind the Scott due to the lack of an RF amplifier
stage. A summary of features of all three sets
appears in Table I.

If the number of early allwave receivers sur-
viving today is any indication of their success in
capturing the custom-built receiver market, the
Scott would have to be considered the most
successful. The Silver-Marshalls and Lincolns
are much less common today. The Scott All -
wave Superheterodyne became the first of a
series of classic Scott receivers which domi-
nated the custom-built and high performance
markets until production of Scott receivers

Do you suppose that the carpenters
made off with them?"

This is a conversation that could have taken
place in the late 1950s, when a small house built
in the 1940s in Vina, California, was remodeled
and a new room added.

In July of 1993, a friend of mine, Bill Himes,
was doing another remodeling job on this same
house. In the process of removing a wall, out
tumbled two identical Model 1251 Mitchell Lulla-
by radio/bed lamps.

Bill purchased both radios from the home's
new owner for $15, brought them to me and told
me that he wanted one of them back in working

order and that I could keep the other one.
They both needed new electrolytics and a good

cleaning. The radio pictured on the right below
also needed repair of a small crack (probably
from the fall), refinishing, and replacement of the
light lens. For the new lens, I used a clear piece
of plastic and sandblasted it on one side. It can-
not be distinguished from the original.

Both Mitchells have turned out to be good
players.

One never knows where a nifty radio might
turn up. Just be careful which walls you tear out!

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WITH THE COLLECTORS

The Crosley Harko Crystal Receiver

Yes, Virginia, there are Cros-
ley crystal sets. Rare as they
are, they do exist. Let me tell
you a little about their history.

Early in 1921, Powel Crosley
had been producing various radio
components and cabinets. Later
that year, he decided to market a
complete radio receiver and in-
troduced the tiny Harko crystal
set, shown in Figure 1. It sold for
a mere $9 and was virtually one-
third the size of the Harko Senior
radio receiver. No examples of
this first crystal set seem to exist;
therefore, the details of its detec-
tor remain vague due to the poor
quality of the existing advertise-
ments of this receiver.

Crosley's second radio, the
Harko crystal receiver, shown in
Figure 2, can be described in de-
tail. I obtained the set from a Ca-
nadian collector who purchased
it in Cincinnati -a good omen,
indeed, since Cincinnati was the
home of the Crosley enterprise.

The last crystal set Crosley
made was the 1922 Crosley Model 1, shown in
Figure 3. This set is more familiar, yet is almost
as elusive as any of the Crosley crystal sets.

CONSTRUCTION OF THE
HARKO CRYSTAL SET

The Harko crystal receiver measures 6" high
by 81/4" wide by 41/4" deep. Its cabinet is mostly 1/4"

plywood with solid wood sides. The stain is a red -
brown mahogany. Later sets would have the
Adam brown mahogany stain. The panel is also
of 1/4" plywood, painted black. It's quite obvious
that Powel opted for the cheapest nail -and -glue
construction possible. Having been in the phono-
graph and radio cabinet building business him-
self, he knew how to keep the cost down.

Inside the set, shown in Figure 4, we see the
patented Crosley book condenser, designed by
Dorman Israel, Powel's associate. This first ver-
sion was constructed entirely of wood and was
the only one to use the all -wood book condenser
in its circuit.

The tapped coil is in reality a 3 -inch long paper-
board container minus its cover, wound with cotton
wire, shellacked and screwed to the panel - amaz-
ing! This device certainly kept the cost down. The
fixed condenser is by the Edward J. Goetz Co. -
of Cincinnati, naturally. The wiring is as crude as it
comes, since it is all flexible wire. Rigid buss -bar
wiring was used on the later Model 1.

THE FRONT PANEL

Powel Crosley used a binding post bought
from a supplier. He designed his own binding
post, familiar to many, but it did not appear until

later on the 2 -tube Model VI.
I added a section of hacksaw olade for use as

an interrupter for testing the crystal contact. This
was often done on early crystal sets of the time.
The tuning dial, also procured i'rom a supplier,
has a metal skirt and wooden center knob. The

tap switch is the same as the
one used on many early Cros-
ley sets, again purchased from
someone else. Common nails
are used for the tap switch stops.
The panel's lettering is stamped
into the plywood, a true indica-
tion of cost-cutting procedures.

THE DETECTOR
We know little of the first Har-

ko detector and only a little more
about the Wireless Specialty
detector used on the Model 7.
However, the detector shown in
Figure 5 is truly unique. I've nev-
er seen anything like this one,
and it seems odd that Powel
would choose this unit for de-
tecting on such an inexpensive
set. Knowing there were sim-
pler and cheaper units on the
market at the time, I wonder why
he made this choice.

The cat whisker arm can piv-
ot because of the spring and
cotter -pin device holding it to its
bracket. The same spring and
cotter -pin style is used on the
back of the tap switch. The arm

can be pulled up or down through a hole in the
horizontal shaft to which it is attached. The crys-
tal is odd indeed. It is simply a crystal cup, cut in
half and held in place by one screw, allowing it to
pivot for better contact with the cat whisker.

It would be interesting to know whether such a

detector was manufactured in the Cincinnati area,
as no identification appears on it.

OPTIONS
Why are there four binding posts to the right of

this simple crystal set? Well, usually there are
only the two phone outputs, but here the post
above the two phone outputs is marked "G" and
the post below the phone outputs is marked "F".
There is no mystery here when we realize that in

1922 Crosley advertised a 1 -tube Audion detec-
tor unit whose 4 binding posts matched only this
Harko set and could be added to bypass the
crystal unit already on the Harko. How this hook-
up was done is shown in Figure 6. Notice that the
crystal detector is shown in the no -contact posi-
tion to allow the detector tube to take over. With
the Audion doing the detecting, the Harko reverts
to a tuner only.

This capacity to add on components was used
to its fullest in 1923 with the famous Crosley
modular units. This was how the Crosley Model 1
was connected to an Audion detector, a radio
frequency tuner amplifier (RFTA), and a 2 -stage
audio amplifier. These could all be switched
around in many combinations for a system to
please its operator.

For a picture of the Harko crystal set, refer to
page 29 of the "Crosley Better Costs Less Radio
Apparatus" booklet of 1923. If you don't have the
original, a popular reprint is available from A.R.C.
($4.95 plus $2.50 postage). Pages 29 and 30
deal mostly in words describing how to hook up
the Harko, while the picture of the receiver is
quite small indeed. It seems that production of
this set was just as small. If any of our readers
have any of the Harko crystal sets in their collec-
tions, it would be interesting to know just how
many are still in existence. Drop me a line and
let's compare.

Nevr Dull as a Contact Cleaner
Dear Editor:
I have been using Nevr Dull metal cleaner as a

contact cleaner for several years with good results.
Nevr Dull is available as a can of cotton wadding. I

initially used the product on the Tormat memory units of
Seeburg jukeboxes, which have two rows of nail head
contacts that are tracked by contacts as the mechanism
scans. The Nevr Dull leaves a much smoother surface
after cleaning than using abrasives like a point file.

To clean other contacts, I have cut small strips (1/4"
x 3") of paper drywall tape and soaked them in the cotton
wadding for several days. Then I insert the soaked
paper between the problem contacts, close the con-
tacts, and pull the paper out, usually covered with black
streaks of corrosion from the contacts. Nevr Dull can
also be used on a potentiometer, depending on its style.
You may be able to insert the soaked paper under the
"wiper" as it sweeps by an opening in the case. I have
also soaked Q -tips and round toothpicks in Nevr Dull by
inserting them within the cotton wadding, and used the
toothpicks to carefully clean tube sockets. I usually
follow up the Nevr Dull treatment with a good spray of
Blue Shower.

Does anyone know of a problem using Nevr Dull on
contacts? Are the chemicals in Nevr Dull available any
other way besides the cotton wadding in a can? A liquid
that could be applied directly would be easier to use.

Testing Your Cleaning Methods
BY ROBERT E. LOZIER

I am 46 years old and expect that it will be
necessary for me to sell off some or all of my
radio collection to finance my retirement. To pro-
tect the market value of my equipment, I keep
most of my collection in a temperature and hu-
midity controlled area, but still wonder how much
deterioration will take place over the next few
decades. There are a few items in my collection
that I have owned for more than 20 years, and on
recent inspection, they seemed not to be in as
good condition as I remember they once were.

The most noticeable change in condition seems
to be on the zinc -plated or painted steel chassis
of radios and TVs. This made me wonder wheth-
er I had used the proper cleaning agents or pro-
cedure on this equipment years ago.

I have access to a Tenney Engineering envi-
ronmental test chamber so I decided to set up an
experiment. I cut two aluminum panels, each
large enough to hold eight zinc -plated steel elec-
trical junction box covers. These panels are shown
in Figures 1 and 2. After cleaning all the box
covers with a degreaser (1-1-1 trichloroethylene),
I used a marking pen to divide each box cover
into three sections.

The left section of each cover was left free of
any cleaning agents to serve as a reference. The
remaining surfaces (center and right sections)
were washed with one of 16 cleaners, listed in
Table I, and allowed to stand for about one minute.
Then the cleaner in the right section was wiped
off with a few light strokes of a cotton ball moist-
ened in distilled water. In addition, the top half of
each of the three sections was coated with acrylic
lacquer.

The test panels were then placed in the envi-
ronmental chamber. Since I don't have 20 years
to spare, I made an arbitrary decision to subject
the test panels to a 72 -hour exposure with the
temperature set at 85° C and a relative humidity
of 90%.

The test results show that the residues of all
16 cleaners will, to some degree, react with and
thus accelerate the deterioration of good metal
plating. The results also show that the deteriora-
tion will be much, much less if whatever cleaner
you use is wiped off with a clean rag soaked with
distilled water.

I have now posted a sign right over my work-
shop bench that says "Rinse in H20, Stupid!" I pay
70 cents for a gallon of distilled water at the
supermarket. When used only to wipe down parts
after cleaning, a gallon lasts a long time.

Since any damaged plating or paint on equip-
ment parts will continue to deteriorate with the

passage of time, it is desirable to take measures
to slow this deterioration. The easiest way to do
this is to apply a clear coating to the old surface
that will seal out moisture.

After rinsing the part off, I use a heat gun to
warm the part enough to insure that no free water
is left in the part. I then immediately give the part
a protective coat of satin or gloss acrylic lacquer.

To prove the value of this process, I then
sprayed a high quality acrylic lacquer on the top
half of the eight test panels. I expected that the
acrylic coating would perform a greater service in
providing a barrier to airborne contaminants that
would collect on the surfaces as time goes by. I
then placed the panel in the environmental cham-

ber for another round of heat and humidity.
The test shows that the deterioration of

the plating is slowed by the acrylic coating
but not to the degree that I had hoped
would be the case.

SUMMARY
To insure the long-term preservation of

your collectibles, you must do three things:
1. Clean the part thoroughly to remove

the unknown mix of contaminants that have
collected on surfaces over the years.

2. Make sure that you remove all traces
of the cleaners used from the past.

3. Cover the part with a protective coat-
ing to slow down the additional deteriora-
tion that will occur as time goes by.

In the collecting of artifacts, whether they
be radios, clocks, works of art or anything
else, you should consider yourself to be the
"owner at present," not "the owner." You
owe it to yourself and the next owner to
take active steps to minimize deterioration.

The Hornbox
Horn Switcher Box

BY ROBERT PERLSTEIN

I enjoy collecting horn speakers. Part of the fun
is showing them off to my friends. My horn speak-
er demonstration consists of comparing and con-
trasting the design and the sound quality of my
various types of horns. I got tired of plugging and
unplugging my speakers from the radio set during
a demonstration. It's much more dramatic to switch
quickly between speakers. I also found it handy
to have a "better" audio source than an antique
radio especially when I'm servicing or restoring
an antique horn or cone speaker.

To fill the need I built a simple switcher box -
a "hornbox." Actually it's more than just a switch
box. It also contains a matching transformer so
that devices with low impedance outputs, such as
audio amplifiers meant to drive 8 -ohm speakers,
can be used to drive high impedance horn speak-
ers. I also included switching so that antique
radios can be used to drive low impedance speak-
ers such as modern permanent magnet (PM)
loudspeakers as well. It took me one evening to
put this switch box together.

In a nut shell, this switch box
contains two 4 -pole, 3 -position
rotary switches, an Input Select
Switch, a Speaker Selector
Switch, and an audio transform-
er. The Speaker Selector Switch
routes the audio signal to one of
three speaker connectors, and
the Input Switch selects input and
output impedance matching.

The Input Switch selects three
possible input connection
schemes. In the "Direct" position
this switch connects the input
terminals directly to the speaker
selector switch. In the "Hi -Lo"
position, the input terminals are
connected to the high imped-
ance primary of the matching
transformer, and the low imped-
ance secondary is routed to the
speaker selector switch.

In the "Lo -Hi" position, the in-
put terminals are connected to
the low impedance secondary of
the matching transformer and
the high impedance primary is
connected to the Speaker Se-
lector Switch.

The Speaker Selector switch-
es both the positive and nega-

tive speaker terminals. This prevents any poten-
tial leakage or cross -coupling conditions, insuring
that only the activated speaker is energized, espe-
cially when the speaker is connected as part of the
DC plate circuit of a radio's output tube.

I housed the "hornbox" circuitry in a small
plastic box. Obviously the circuitry could be con-
tained in any convenient enclosure. It could even
be constructed breadboard or haywire style.

I used binding posts to make convenient con-
nections to the switch box approximately 5 1/4'
wide by 3" high. Since many horn speakers use
phone tips as connectors, you could use tip jacks
instead of binding posts. Binding posts are more
versatile for connecting to and from the switcher
box since they accommodate phone tips as well
as many other types of leads.

For the selector switches I used standard 3 -
position, 4 -pole rotary switches. When switching
between speakers, the rotary switch I've specified
("break -before -make" type, also called "nonshort-
ing") momentarily disconnects the speaker from

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the radio. The result is a voltage transient which
can cause loud, clicking noises in the selected
horn speaker as it is connected to the radio. This
sound is probably most bothersome if you use
headphones instead of a loudspeaker with the
switcher box.

THE TRANSFORMER
I determined the matching transformer's char-

acteristics by experiment. I chose a transformer
for the best compromise between primary and
secondary impedances - first, by matching a
typical horn speaker to a low impedance amplifi-
er; second, by matching the plate circuit of a 201
tube to a modern 8 -ohm PM loudspeaker. If you
want to make the input selector switching circuit
more complex, you could use two matching trans-
formers to produce the best coupling between
high and low impedance devices and vice versa.
For most applications, my single transformer
hookup works fine.

One winding of a typical matching transformer
should mimic a horn speaker driver while the other
winding provides matching to a low impedance
PM speaker. Therefore the transformer should
have a 1,000 to 2,000 -ohm impedance primary
winding and an 8 -ohm secondary impedance wind-
ing. Keep in mind the DC resistance (as measured
by a VOM) of either a horn speaker driver or the
transformer windings may vary substantially from
the actual AC signal impedance.

The use of a "make -before -break" or
"shorting" type of rotary switch for the
Speaker Selector Switch will minimize
switching noise. However, all speakers
in use at a given time must be of the
same type (high impedance or low im-
pedance). Of course, high impedance
headphones and speakers maybe mixed.

Use of a shorting type switch for the
"Input Select Switch" is not recommend-
ed. lithe switcher box is connected to a
radio without an audio ouput trans-
former, switching from the "Direct" to
the "Hi -Lo" position will cause the ra-
dio's B+ voltage to appear at the speak-
er output terminals. (Editor)

I used the 8 -ohm output of an Echophone
Model EC -1 radio connected to the low imped-
ance winding of my impedance matching trans-
former. The high impedance winding I connected
to a variety of horn speakers, such as the Atwater
Kent Model H, the RCA UZ1325, and others. I

tested numerous transformers this way and se-
lected those which seemed to allow the EC -1 radio
to drive the horns loudest.

Next, I used an Atwater Kent Model 32 radio to
drive an 8 -ohm PM loudspeaker via the same
transformers. This time the high impedance wind-

ing was connected to the radio
and the low impedance winding
to the PM speaker. The trans-
former I decided to use provided
the best compromise between
allowing the Echophone EC -1 to
drive the horns the loudest and
allowing the AK 32 to drive the
PM speaker the loudest.

You could experiment with
transformers in the same way. If
you have a well stocked junk
box, I'm sure you'll come across
an old output transformer that
will work. The miniature trans-
former I specify works fine. Al-
though the manufacturer does
not provide voltage insulation
specifications, I have had no trou-
ble from arcing or voltage leak-
age using the typical 90-135 volt
B+ potential most antique radio
output tube circuits specify (Type
201s, 210s, 199s. etc.).

You should keep the insulat-
ing capability of your matching
transformer in mind if you plan to
use the impedance matching
feature of this switcher box with
radios that use power tubes such
as the Type 171A in the output
stage. Also make sure that the
transformer has an adequate
audio power rating.

It should take you one evening
to construct the hornbox. All of

the parts are readily obtainable. I have provided a
source for the parts I used on the following page.
If you have a well stocked junk box, or go to a
hamfest armed with the parts list, it should cost
very little to construct this unit.

PANEL LAYOUT AND WIRING
Figure 1 shows two horns and the hornbox.

Figure 2 is a direct view of the hornbox front panel.
Component layout is not critical. Figure 3 shows
the internal wiring for which I used point-to-point
wiring technique. A schematic diagram is provid-
ed in Figure 4. I mounted the transformer on a
small piece of acrylic plastic. The plastic is, in turn,
screwed to standoffs which are dowels that have
been epoxied to the hornbox front panel.

Once you've wired the unit, I suggest you check
for proper continuity and short circuits with an
ohmmeter. Set the Input Selector Switch to the
"Direct" position, and be sure that the positive
input terminal connects to each positive speaker
terminal with every corresponding position of the
Speaker Selector Switch. Do the same for the
negative input terminal. Then check to be sure
none of the speaker terminals are connected
together.

Next, select the "Lo -Hi" position with the Input
Selector Switch. There should be no continuity
between the input and output terminals. If there is,
either you have a wiring error or the matching
transformer windings are shorted together. Set
he input switch to the "Hi -Lo" position and perform
the same test.

Now check to be sure the DC resistances of the
transformer windings correspond to the input switch
settings. For example, if you use the transformer
I've specified, when the input switch is in the "Lo -
Hi" impedance setting, the DC resistance across
the input terminals of the switcher box should be
approximately 1 ohm. The resistance across the
speaker connection terminals should be about 80
ohms.

When the input selector is set to the "Hi -Lo"
input impedance position, the resistance mea-
surements should reverse - that is, you should
measure 80 ohms across the input terminals and
1 ohm across the speaker connection terminals.

If all the above measurements are correct,
you're in business! I made an accessory for the
hornbox which is simply a 6 -foot piece of head-
phone cord with pin jacks on each wire. This cord
connects the radio to the hornbox.

Caution: When used with radios without an
audio output transformer, high voltage will be
present at the input and possibly at the output
terminals of the switch box.

CeCo Early Vacuum Tube Designations

During the early days of
the vacuum tube, U.S. man-
ufacturers managed to
achieve some degree of
standardization for tube type
designations. But it was not
uncommon for some tube
manufacturers to go their
own way and use distinctive
designators. For example,
Cunningham chose to add
the "C" prefix to what were
otherwise commonly used
tube types. Others, such as
CeCo, used some rather
unique approaches to tube
identification.

Table I provides a cross-
reference list of CeCo tubes
and the more common tube
types. This cross-reference
was printed on the reverse
side of CeCo tube specifi-
cations wrapped around the
tube inside the tube carton.
It is interesting to note that
no equivalents were shown
for four of the CeCo tubes.
Since CeCo tubes are still
to be found, this cross-ref-
erence should be useful to
many collectors.

MEET AND AUCTION REPORT

VRPS/AWA Convention & Auctions
Irving, Texas - October 15-17

The Vintage Radio and Phonograph Society
(VRPS) and the Antique Wireless Association
(AWA) held their 18th annual convention and
four auctions October 15-17, 1993, at the Holiday
Inn, Dallas/Fort Worth Airport South, Irving, Tex-
as. Over 380 attended this event.

This year there were two main auctions and
two silent auctions. The total auction proceeds
came to $35,927 for 577 items, excluding 105
passes.

Some items of note in the auctions were an
Atwater Kent 10C breadboard selling for $500 (a
10B and 10C had too high minimums); a Burns
black horn for $190; a beautiful Federal 141 with
cabinet for $475; a Silvertone grandfather clock
radio for $280; and two Zenith Walton sets for
$525 and $725, respectively. In fact, anything
with Zenith on it sold very well! Cathedrals and
Catalins drew much lower prices compared to
previous years. Phonographs did very well this
year.

The Friday equipment contest had 99 entries,
and 62 awards were presented. The Saturday
night banquet, attended by 199 people, featured
Wes Wire, who once was associated with KLIF
Dallas, a Gordon McLendon station.

The Sunday morning indoor flea market, with
many early bargains, was a success as always.

The following itemized list is a selection of
items from the four auctions. Incomplete listings
and boxes of miscellaneous gear have been de-
leted. Due to the number of items in the auctions
and a rushed time element, no guarantee is made
of the accuracy of this list. Every effort was made
to describe the equipment sold.

Note: Some sets listed do not have model
numbers, because none were found on set.

A warning: Auction prices are not current val-
ues. A listing such as this cannot adequately
include the condition of cabinets, chassis, trans-
formers, tubes, the operating status of the set,
and the inclusion of incorrect, restored or replica
components, etc. Auction prices are the result of
the excitement of the auction process, the skill
of the auctioneer and the specific interests of
the participants. Nevertheless, auction prices
serve as useful references and as another ele-
ment in the value determining process. The pos-
sibility of error always exists, and if we are noti-
fied, corrections will be reported.

The Heathkit Amplifier Model A -7C
A Lifetime Occupation In A Box

BY FRED GEER

After completing a consumer survey on Heath -
kits, a marketing consultant once said to the
Heath Company president, "You don't have cus-
tomers, you have evangelical loyalists!" Many
of our readers, including Fred Geer, are long-
time Heathkit devotees who probably qualify as
"loyalists."

As a supplement to Fred's nostalgic article on
his first Heathkit experience, we offer some ex-
cerpts from "The Heath Story," a company histo-
ry of the development of the Heathkit concept
from its beginnings in 1926 to 1976.

For those who might wonder why Heathkits
are no longer available, we also provide excerpts
from a flier attached to a 1992 Heathkit mail order
catalog. This flier explains the reasons for the
change in company direction and promotes the
liquidation of its remaining kit inventory through
its catalog. (Editor)

A big lump formed in my throat as the letter
disappeared into the mailbox. The letter contained
a check and an order for a Heathkit audio amplifier
Model A -7C, shown in Figure 1. Seventeen dollars
and fifty cents represented nearly 6 months' allow-
ance. My mind flashed from excitement and happi-

ness into total depression. Enormous questions
tore my emotions in all directions. Could a 15 year
old build it? What if it did not work?! That one
tugged at me, but the letter was on the way.

You can't imagine the anticipation a boy suf-
fers when a Heathkit is on order. All these doubts
haunt you each day. Week one isn't too bad, but
in the second week a new fear enters the picture.

Having built a 3 -tube radio from a "Progressive
Edu-Kit" Mom had given me for Christmas, I did
have a small amount of credibility and confi-
dence. However, that was just beginner's stuff,
and poor directions had not enticed me into build-
ing the other 14 projects. A Heathkit was the real
thing!

Hi-fi was the latest electronic development,
and Heathkit's price was attractive. Still, deep in
the back of my mind, was a nagging question -
could I build it and make it work? Life would be
unbearable if I failed, and all my beautiful dreams
would turn into nightmares.

Finally, a small box with Heathkit's name em-
blazoned on its side arrived. My nervous hands
carefully tore open that delightful box. Inside, all
neatly packed, were the parts needed to build my
dream.

A bright yellow and black booklet held the key.
It explained everything one would ever need to
know about 6 -watt amplifiers. Excitement blurred
my eyes, making reading the booklet even more
difficult. As my heart pounded, I sorted through
all the packets, checking with the booklet to make
sure nothing was missing.

Following the directions, I performed each task.
First, nut and bolt construction slowly made the
amp take form, and it began to look like the
magazine picture. A big pictorial showed where
all wires and parts should be located. With the
booklet's directions and the large drawings, a
mistake would be hard to make. There were even
descriptions of how to make professional
pigtails on each end of the shielded wire.

After frantic hours checking and double-check-
ing my work, I sat back and admired the little ampli-
fier. Would all that back -breaking work be in vain?

Temporarily hooking up the speaker and pho-
nograph, I faced the big moment! My shaking

hand powered up the amp. What seemed like
forever passed as my watchful eye, ear, and
nose strained for any sign of improper operation.
As the tubes began to glow, a slight hiss came
from the speaker. A press of the reject button,
and the phono dropped the first record. My heart
was thumping and my mouth was dry as the
phono went through its cycle. I could hear its
amplified movement through the speaker. It was
working!

All my anxiety was over when the needle
touched the record and very loud, beautiful music
filled the room. Adjusting the bass and treble
made the music sound better. My heart had
slowed, and my cold sweat subsided. I was very
proud of what I had built.

That little Heathkit gave me a lifelong occupa-
tion/hobby and the confidence that I could do
anything! No doubt many of us got a start be-
cause Heathkit had done such a good job teach-
ing electronics. These thoughts about my first
Heathkit were brought into focus by Heath's an-
nouncement in June of 1992 -the company has
shifted from kits to the burgeoning electronics
education market.

The 40 -year kit craze is officially over!

The Heath Story
COMPILED BY DICK DESJARLAIS

In 1976, the Heath Company published a brief
history of its origins and the development of the
"kit idea." The philosophy of the company and a
few excerpts from the history are presented here.

THE HEATHKIT HISTORY
Ed Heath, who had a colorful flying career

already behind him by 1926, founded the Heath
Airplane Company in Chicago. Within a short
time, he had designed and tested a series of light
single -wing sport and racing planes known as
Parasols. Ed Heath took the even more signifi-

cant step of producing and marketing the Parasol
in both assembled and kit forms.

A test flight crash in 1931 resulted in Ed Heath's
untimely death.

During 1935 and 1936, a new investor, Howard
Anthony, reorganized the company and moved it
to Benton Harbor, Michigan. In 1941, the forerun-
ner of the Heath Catalog appeared with the title
"The Heath Beacon."

Heath's business increased over 300 percent
in the war -production years of 1941-1942. By the

end of World War II, surplus electronic parts and
accessories became available in large quantities
and varieties. The Heath Company began to pro-
cure and assemble groups of these parts (or kits)
and offer them for sale.

The electronic kit business started in 1947 with
a simple oscilloscope put together from World
War II surplus parts. From the first kit, Heath
steadily expanded its line of products until, in
1976, its product line included nearly 400 items.

WHAT HAPPENED TO HEATHKIT?
In 1992, the Heath Company made the deci-

sion to discontinue its Heathkit product line. The
company published a flier explaining the reasons
for its decision and attached this flier to copies of
the 1992 Heathkit Catalog. Excerpts from this
flier follow:

"BENTON HARBOR, Mich. - Recent articles
in The New York Times and Forbes magazine
notwithstanding, Heath Company is alive and
well, and thriving here in Benton Harbor, Michi-
gan, its home for over half a century.

Bill Johnson, president of Heath Company and
longtime Heathkit builder, puts it this way: 'To
paraphrase Mark Twain, the rumors of our de-
mise are greatly exaggerated. Contrary to what
you may have heard, we are not,' he emphasiz-
es, 'not going out of business. We are, however,
changing our focus from the rapidly shrinking
electronic kit business to the burgeoning elec-
tronics education market.' "

Johnson goes on to explain that the current
nature of electronics no longer lends itself to kits.
The diodes, resistors, capacitors and other com-
ponents that used to make kit building so fasci-
nating and challenging have been replaced by
integrated circuits on printed circuit boards. On
the other hand, Johnson adds that "demand for
electronics education has been growing at an
increasing rate for years, and is projected to
continue growing well into the future. More and
more schools, businesses and individuals are
discovering that understanding the basics of elec-
tronics and computers - and how to apply them

- is absolutely essential in this day and age.
And that - in a nutshell - is why we're exiting
the kit business and concentrating all our ener-
gies on electronics education."

Reaching the decision to exit the electronic kit
business wasn't easy for the folks at Heath. "Our
name is synonymous with electronic kit building,"
says Johnson. "For nearly a half century, people
all over the world have been buying and assem-
bling Heathkit shortwave radios, hi-fi systems,
TV sets, computers - even robots - and expe-
riencing the great sense of accomplishment and
self-satisfaction that comes with the completion
of any real challenge.

"I think our kits are going to be missed out
there," Johnson adds, "and I know we're going to
miss making and selling them."

WHAT HAPPENED TO
HEATHKIT'S CLOSING KIT INVENTORY?
This is a question that undoubtedly has oc-

curred to those Heathkit loyalists who might have
hoped to obtain just one more kit from Heath.
The good news is that a limited inventory of the
latest kits existed at the time the product lines
were discontinued.

The not -so -good news is that a "Last Call"
closeout for Heathkits was featured in a 1992
Heathkit mail order catalog. Charles Gilmore,
Heath vice president, noted that "In keeping with
a long standing tradition at Heath, we want to
give our regular customers the first chance to
purchase the last build -it -yourself Heathkits we'll
probably ever make."

The flier accompanying the catalog proclaimed
"Think of this LAST CALL closeout as a retire-
ment party for our famous kits. Join in the festivi-
ties, and stock up on the last Heathkits ever
made. Don't forget - Quantities are limited and
disappearing fast. Order now!"

Chances are that by now the Heathkit inventory
is completely gone. But cheer up, Heathkit loyal-
ists! Now you can focus your attention on yard
sales and flea markets, searching for assembled
Heathkits and Heathkit instruction manuals. Who
knows, the day might come when you unearth a
Heathkit project, new in box, and just waiting to be
assembled!

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Evolution of the Radio, Volume 2
Edited by Scott Wood

REVIEWED BY DAVID POPE

The availability of Evolu-
tion of the Radio, Volume 2,
edited by Scott Wood, should
please those collectors who
enjoyed the first volume in the
series.

The structure of both vol-
umes is simple and straight-
forward. The author asked
collectors to send him photos
of individual radios in their col-
lections. These pictures were
then compiled alphabetically
by manufacturer into an al-
bum format, listing the manu-
facturer, model number and
model year as supporting doc-
umentation. A current value
for each radio is included at
the back of both books.

The over 200 color photo-
graphs of radios and related
equipment in the second vol-
ume are larger and clearer than those pictured in

Volume 1. Catalog and magazine advertising for
American radios of the 1920s through the 1950s is
limited to 21 pages of the 226 -page book - far less
than the 100 -plus pages of similar material offered
in Volume 1. Contributor listings and present-day
dealer advertising fill only five pages of Volume 2.

Examples of radios of all types and styles, as well
as amplifiers, horns and speakers, range from the
early 1920s to the late 1960s in this edition. Sets
from the United States dominate the book, but exam-
ples from Australia, Belgium, Britain, Canada, Fin-
land, France, Germany and Italy appear throughout.

The various errors and omissions of the first

volume have been corrected
in this well edited second vol-
ume. The price guide seems
reasonably accurate consid-
ering the drastic value fluctu-
ations currently happening in
the hobby.

Potential buyers of the
book should not be confused
by its title. They will acquire
knowledge about radio only
through visual observation,
since no data explains or sup-
ports the "evolution" of the
radio. Reasons for changes
in styling, materials used and
marketing strategies are not
given. Concepts such as TRF,
superhet and transistor are
also not included. Readers
must be prepared for nothing
more than a nonchronologi-
cal picture history.

The strength of Evolution of the Radio, Volume 2,
is essentially this - you will see some radio sets
you have not seen before and you will like some of
the sets you see.

Evolution of the Radio, Volume 2, is published
by L -W Book Sales, P.O. Box 69, Gas City, IN
46933.

Radio Bonfire
CONTRIBUTED BY DENNIS SCHRANK

The following is a brief account of a "tragic" event
reported in "Radio News," March 1930. Today's collec-
tors of early equipment will read it and weep. [Editor]

City officials, a squadron of police, and mem-
bers of the fire department of Philadelphia, Penn-
sylvania, witnessed the biggest burning of obso-
lete radios in the history of the industry on a day in
1930 that should be etched in the memories of
collectors. Thousands of spectators were attracted
to the event, which was held near City Hall under
the auspices of Philco's local dealers.

Although scores of other sets were saved as contri-

butions to hospitals and the poor, 1,000 radio receivers,
judged obsolete, went up in flames. Actually, the bon-
fire, presided over by a representative of the mayor's
office, was a sales gimmick. It was arranged by J.C.
Marden with the idea of boosting the sales of new sets,
in keeping, he said, with the Hoover prosperity pleas.

Since ninety percent of a radio receiving set is
metal, many parts remained after the fire. These were
sold as junk, and the money realized was turned over
to the Philadelphia Christmas Seal Relief Fund.
