EDITOR'S COMMENTS

With the year 2000 less than a decade away,
antique radio collectors face the amazing fact that
radio history spans more than a century and that,
within the next two decades, their collections may
well do the same. When Glen Bucalo suggested
that we picture his “The Evolution of Radio” T-shirt
on an A.R.C. cover, the idea seemed appropriate
for this issue. The first four decades shown on the
T-shirt are represented in our article pages this
month. Of course, we will have to wait 30 years to
see if Glen's prediction for 2024 comes true

The Camfield Super-Selective Nine is the third
set in Chris Cuff's “Superhets of the 1920s" seiies.
It is interesting to note how these home-built sets
so closely match the designs of the sets in articles.
Although, at times, the builder obtained scme of
the parts in a kit, often the magazine construction
article was the only instruction he had to go by.

Part 2 of "Radios With Permeability Taning”
describes an additional group of manufacturers —
from General Electric to Western Royal — who
sold permeability-tuned sets. Most of these sets
were made in the 1940s. Many thanks to over 50
of you who contributed to this 2-part article.

In another tuning-related article, lan Sanders
calls our attention to the tuning mechanism in a
1924 British Lissen crystal set — a copper plate
which moves across a plug-in coil to select sta-
tions. This set also features an early version of
printed-circuit wiring technique.

An original 1954 Regency TR-1 transistor radio
sales brochure was the surprise in an envelope
received at A.R.C. from subscriber David White.
Since not all of us are fortunate enough to have a
brochure with the TR-1 in our collections, we
present extracts from David's brochure.

Another “Collecting Radio Novelties” article from
A.R.C. founder Gary Schneider is included in this
issue. When poking through antique stores and
flea markets for that elusive radio, don't overiook
that showcase of “smalls™; you never know if a
radio novelty might be there.

The Photo Reviewillustrates a variety of radios,
from a 1920s Reinartz to a 1950s television set. A
1930s, unique, 4-tube, aluminum-cabinet, cathe-
dral-style radio of unknown manufacturer is shown;
the owner hopes for more information on this set
from other collectors.

Yes, as mentioned here last month, an RCA
Radiola Model VIl sold for $5,900 at the MARC
auction in July. A.R.C. frequently warns that high
prices at auctions can be an anomaly; however, |
understand that at this auction, there were several
bidders still active when the bidding was in the
$4,000 range. The two remaining bidders took the
price to what, | believe, is a new high for a radio at
a club auction. (The correction of an error on this
page last month is in order: the Federal Jr. crystal
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set sold for $500, not $700.)

There were 204 other lots in this auction where
nearly 150 bidders made total bids of $34,000.
And, of course, approximately 600 collectors en-
joyed many other activities, as reparted by Larry
Babcock and Jim Clark in this issue.

Radio Miscellanea presents mary interesting
comments, hints and questions from readers. In
another short article, Thomas Byers shares the
unusual programming of the early days of Missou-
ri radio station WOS.

The Superhets of the 1920s — Part III
The Camfield Super-Selective Nine

Once again, Chris Cuff shares with us his
enthusiasm for the superheterodyne kit sets of
the 1920s. Earlier articles discussed the Popular
Mechanics’ Superheterodyne Eight (A.R.C. Oct.
1991) and the Samson Superhet (A.R.C. May
1992). This month A.R.C. features one of the
sets from Chris’ collection — the Camfield Super-
Selective Nine. (Editor)

The introduction of the superheterodyne circuit
in the early 1920s was heralded as possibly the
most important development in radio to date. The
superheterodyne had unequaled sensitivity and

selectivity, as well as clean undistorted sound.
There was one drawback, however — the only way
to own one of these marvelous sets was to build
your own or to buy an RCA. RCA controlled all of
the superheterodyne patent rights and did not re-
lease these rights to other manufacturers until sev-
eral years later when the company had firmly es-
tablished itself in the superheterodyne market.

Fortunately, there were several companies that
did provide the plans and parts needed for the
radio enthusiast to build his own set. How many
of these kit sets survive today is unknown.

The Camfield, shown in Figure 1, is a well

designed, deluxe kit set which features a switch
on the front panel that enables the operator to go
from a 5-tube TRF for local reception to a deluxe
9-tube superheterodyne. Indeed it is “super.”
When | repaired this set and got it fired up for the
first time, | logged 75 broadcast stations from as
far away as 1,500 miles in three hours time! One
of the reasons why these sets are so good is that
the oscillator and antenna tuning controls are
separate. The left and middle dials tune in the
stations while in the TRF position. The right dial
controls the oscillator frequency when switched
to superhet. Other contributing features are an
adjustable IF gain and a movable foop antenna.

The same chassis, mounted in a different cabi-
net, is shown in Figure 2 from a photo in Citizen's
Radio Call Book Magazine, Sept. 1927, page 137.

The March 1927 issue of the Citizen’s Radio
Call Book Magazine contains a descriptive article
on the Camfield Super-Selective Nine, excerpted
here as follows:

“The most recent development in modern re-
ceivers that is worthy of considerable comment

and attention is the Camfield Super-Selective
Nine. The operation of this receiver is exactly
what the name implies — Super-Selectivity, a
selectivity which has been heretofore unknown to
the radio fan and the dream of most engineers.
This quality has long been sought for and has
been accomplished in a most unusual and unique
way by the combination of the two most success-
ful circuits vet to be devised and the addition of a
new unit which permits a degree of selectivity
that is unsurpassed.

An internal view of the actual receiver is shown
in Figure 3. Figure 4 shows a rear view of a
completed Camfield from the Citizen's Radio Call
Book Magazine article.

“The circuit of the Camfield Super-Selective
Nine is fundamentally a Super-Heterodyne, pre-
ceded by two stages of Tuned Radio Frequency
amplification. The combination af these two cir-
cuits is quite logical and practical, but it was
tound necessary to incorporate new features and
refine old ones in order to produce a receiver of

unusually high merit. The Tuned Radio Frequen-
cy circuit is not a spectacularly selective one, but
it is very sensitive and has a high gain factor per

stage with a minimum amount of accompanying
distortion. The Super-Heterodyne, on the other
hand, is selective and fairly sensitive, but it has a
low gain factor per stage, which necessitates the
use of a number of intermediate stages of ampli-
fication in order to obtain the desired amount of
volume on distant stations.”

The article cortinues, stating that “In the circuit
of the Camfield Super-Selective Nine, the old
tuned stage transformer has been substituted by
a unit called the band pass filter,” shown in the
layout of parts as seen when looking down on the
set in Figure 5. The band pass filter made possi-
ble the use of an outside antenna and two stages
of Tuned Radio Frequency amplification preced-
ing the superheterodyne, which permits better
selectivity than in previous types of “supers.”

The article further states that “In the design of
this receiver, great care was taken that all parts
incorporated were as efficient and as nearly cor-
rect as is possible from an engineering stand-
point. Special consideration was given to the
design of the circuit and the various constants
used to make up the two stages of Tuned Radio
Frequency and the first detector. It was found
that in order to obtain satisfactory operation, it
was necessary that oscillation be completely ab-
sent from the amplifiers.” The parts required for
the Camfield Super-Selective Nine are listed in
Figure 6.

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The Lissen Crystal Set (1924)

“In the new Lissen Crystal Set
there has been introduced a
form of tuning which, while pro-
viding the means of suitably
varying the wavelength range.
does so without added capacity
and in combination with an in-
ductance which is peculiarly ef-
ficient with the form of tuning
employed.” This advertisement
is from Lissen Limited's Ama-
teur Wireless and Electrics, Oc-
tober 25, 1924.

The tuning arrangement
found in crystal sets of the 1920s
usually relied on one of four prin-
ciples: either a fixed inductance
tuned with a variable condens-
er, a variable inductance of the
slide-contact type, a tapped in-
ductance (commonly tapped at
multiple and single turns for
coarse and fine control), or a
variometer.

The Lissen crystal receiver is
shown in Figure 1. Produced just
after the Post Office registration
period, the set carries no regis-
tration number or BBC approval
stamp. It is built on a small moul-
ded ebonite base measuring %
x 5 x 4% inches, with nickel-plated terminals and
fittings. The tuning plates are made of antiqued
copper sheet attached to a shaft, and can be
rotated across the sides of a standard plug-in coil
by means of an ebonite control knob.

In addition to this unusual tuning arrangement,
the underpanel “wiring” is also of interest, since it
consists of stamped, flat copper conductors laid
over the terminals of the components — in fact,
an early predecessor of the printed circuit! The
overall result is a compact and very robust unit.

The tuning principle adopted by Lissen was
not unique; it was actually the same as that fa-
vored in the early 1920s by the Marconiphone
Company. Marconiphone used this tuning princi-
ple in the “Crystal Junior” crystal sets, the RB10
valve-crystal receiver (see A.R.C., September
1992), and the well-known V2 2-valve receiver
(see A.R.C., August 1991).

In the Marconiphone design, rectangular met-
al plates were moved linearly across the face of
an inductor, rather than the circular rotating plate
of the Lissen design. The physical effect, howev-

“The performance of this set is par-
ticularly good, and signal strength is
equal to that obtained by the best of
any of the other tuning systems. It
was thought that perhaps with the tun-
ing plates completely covering the coil
that signal strength might perhaps be
reduced, but tests were made using a
variable condenser in the aerial circuit
so that a particular transmission could
be brought in with various positions of
the tuning plate, and results showed
that signal strength was equally good
on all adjustments.”

er, was exactly the same — a reduction in induc-
tance, the magnitude of which depends on the
relative proximity of the metal plates to the coil.

Coverage of the medium-wave broadcast band
typically required the use of three coils:

No. 50 — 300-350 meters
No. 60 — 350-400 meters
No. 75 - 400-500 meters

The long-wave Chelmsford station, 5XX, could
be received by inserting a No. 200 or 259 coil.

Lissen's own “Lissenagon” coils were strongly
recommended. The claim was that the Lissenagon
design produced a magnetic field concentrated
around the sides of the coil, thus facilitating the
tuning. With other types, the field was concen-
trated at the center. In fact, the Lissen ccil design
is rather conventional in appearance, and no
doubt other types functioned just as well.

The price of the Lissen crystal set was 10
shillings (50¢ in October 1924), making it one of
the lower-priced sets available — a good value,
especially when one considers that, according to
the manufacturer, this was "the most efficient
crystal set made™ The plug-in coils were extra,

with the price depending on the size, ranging
from 5 shillings (25¢) for a No. 50 to 8 shillings
and 9 pence (44¢) for a No. 250. At least one coil
had to be ordered wtih each set — “ ...the receiv-
er will not ba sold without a coil because it yields
a much greater efficiency when these coils are
used.”

WOS — Missouri Radio, 1924

Seventy years ago, a new phenomenon called
radio was revolutionizing American life. From out
of nowhere, information and entertainment came
right into the living room. And since many of
those living rooms were in the Midwest, it was no
accident that over thirty stations were located in
America’s heartland. Thirteen stations were in
Missouri alone.

One of the first was radio station WOS —
“Wonders of Our State.” Located in Missouri's
state capitol, Jefferson City, WOS was owned
and operated by the state government as a means
of promoting the state and its agricultural prod-
ucts. Its 500-watt signal at 630 K¢ coverad the
state and could be heard occasionally from coast
to coast. Programming was mostly no-nonsense;
it included topics such as “Pest Control” and
“Modern Wool Production.”

Programming was dull by today's standards,
yet vitally important to farmers who had limited
access to farm newspapers and county agricul-
tural agents. That some farmers could not even
read was likely.

However, WOS took a break from farm news
once a week. Every Monday night at 8 P.m., a
telephone line was hooked up between the stu-
dio and the Missouri penitentiary for a live broad-
cast of the Missouri State Prison Banc and Or-
chestra. For one hour, an inmate group of 29
played the latest hits. The band leader was Virgil
Combs, a former corn husker who was coing a

life sentence. However, the star was piano player
Harry Snodgrass — also known as “King of the
Ivories.”

Harry was serving a 3-year sentence for at-
tempted robbery in St. Louis. Married and the
father of a son, he listed his oceupation before
prison as a musician. However, his musica! group
was not named. Harry and the prison orchestra
quickly became popular coast to coast, a fact
which helped Harry win parole. Afterwards he
went on to success on the vaudeville circuit.
State reco-ds do not indicate that he ever re-
turned to prison.

That is just as well, for Harry and the orchestra
would have been off the air due to budget cuts
which eliminated the farm news broadcasts in
1934. For a short time, tre frequency was used
to dispatch state highway patral cars. Then in
1937, a commercial venture — KWOS — went
on the air,

Radios With Permeability Tuning — Part 2

As indicated in the August 1994 issue of A R.C.,
the response to John Stanley's article, “In Search
of Permeability Tuning” (A.R.C. March 1994),
was so great that we divided our report into two
parts. Here, in Part 2, we continue the discussion
of permeability-tuned radios used in the home —
a list that is seemingly endless, as more respons-
es trickle in. We greatly appreciate the informa-
tion provided by the 54 contributors listed in Part
1 of this article. (Editor)

GENERAL ELECTRIC

The GE Model 50 is a 4-tube TRF clock radio.
This 1946 radio is pictured in the Second Edition
of The Collector's Guide to Antique Radios by
Marty and Sue Bunis.

GRANTLINE

Sold by W. T. Grant, Model 500 is another “All
American Five” AC/DC set. Its tuning range is
545 to 1,700 kHz. Because the set uses an an-
tenna plate, it is most likely a Belmont chassis.
The model year is 1946.

LEAR

Learadio Models 561, 562 and 563 use the same
5-tube AC/DC chassis with a built-in loop antenna.

Learadio Model 6614 and three other models
use the same chassis. The other model numbers
may identify different cabinet styles. The 6614 is
a 6-tube, AC/DC table model with a slide rule
dial. It utilizes a loop antenna and has a provision
for connecting an external antenna. Its model
year is 1946 or 1947

Model 6617PC is a combination radio-phono-
graph. This 1947 table model is AC-powered and
uses a slide rule dial.

MANTOLA

The Mantola line was offered by the B.F. Good-
rich Company.

Model R-643-PM is a 4-tube, battery-powered
radio. The model year is probably 1946.

Model R-652, circa 1946, Is a 5-tube, portable
radio capable of operation on AC/DC or a battery
pack.

The R-644 series of radios use a 6-tube, AC/
DC chassis with a loop antenna. The sets are
table models with a slide rule dial.

Model R-78162 is an AC-powered console ra-
dio/phonograph, circa 1948.

MECK

Meck Model PM-5C5-P is a 5-tube, AC/DC
radio that requires an external antenna. Meck
built this radio with a set of either octal or loktal
tubes.

MIDLAND

Midland Model B6A is a 6-tube, farm set that
operates from 32 Vdc. It requires an extemal
antenna. Model B6B is similar to the B6A, but
uses a 28D7 audio output tube insteaa of the
25L6 and the voltage dropping resistor found in
the B6A. The model year is probably 1940.

Models M6A and M6D are AC/DC sets that
use 5 loktal tubes. The model year is 1946. Mod-
els M6B and M6C use the samae circuitry, except
that octal-based tubes are used.

Mode! M6B is a 6-tube, AC/DC table radio that
uses the same circuitry as the M6A and M6D but
uses octal-based tubes. Its tuning system uses
an eccentric cam drive to “linearize” the tuning
dial scale. The set requires an external antenna
and its performance is reported as “nominal.”
This 1946 radio is shown in Figure 12.

PHILIPS

This European radio, Philips Model 95U-00R,
is a table radio with a round dial. This radio uses
4 European tubes. The slug tuning is accom-
plished by a simple dial cord drive arrangement.

“ROCKET” RADIOS

A rather unique application of
permeability tuning was used in
the “Rocket” radios sold by the
Miniman and Philmore Compa-
nies. These rocket-shaped plas-
tic radios are perhaps better de-
scribed as children’s toys. They
are crystal sets consisting of a
slug-tuned coil, a fixed capaci-
tor, a diode detector and an ear-
phone. The slug is connected to
the rocket's nose cone, and tun-
ing is accomplished by moving
the nose cone in and out of the
rocket body. These sets, manu-
factured in Japan, were intro-
duced in 1955.

SILVERTONE

Modei 6220, shown in Figure
13, is a table model with a tun-
ing range of 540 to 1700 Kc. A
view of the tuning mechanism is
shown in Figure 14. One reader said that the dial
cord stringing was the “most complicated | had
ever seer.” You may agree after looking at the
dial cord string drawing shown in Figure 15. This
5-tube set, circa 1946, operates from a battery
pack and uses loktal-based tubes.

Model 6230 is a 5-tube, battery-operated por-
table that uses the same complex dial cord ar-
rangement. its model year is 1946. The radio
covers the BC band and 3 SW bands.

Model 6320 is a 6-tube, AC/DC set with a
tuning range of 540 to 1620 kHz and 4 mechani-
cally operated push buttons. The radio uses a
Type 6H4AGT tube for AVC. Otherwise, the cir-
cuitry is the same as Model 6407 described be-
low. A loop antenna is used. Figure 16 depicts
the manual tuning and mechanical push-button
mechanism used in this radio. The model year is
probably 1940.

Models 6403 through 6406 also use perme-
ability tuning. Their schematic diagram, dated
November 1939, appears to be identical to the
schematic for the Model 6320 described above.

Models 6404A through 6406A are similar sets
except that they use a Type 6SK7 tube instead of
the Type 6K7 found in the Model 6320. The
schematic diagram for these sets is dated March
1940. These sets lack push buttons.

Model 6407 is similar to the Model 6320, ex-
cept that it is a 5-tube radio. It does not use the
separate Type 6H4GT AVC tube employed in the
Model 6320. The set's owner reported that it
plays quite well with a little loss of selectivity at
the top of the broadcast band.

Models 6408 and 6409 use the same chassis
as the Model 6407 described above.

Model 7104 is a 5-tube, BC table radio that
operates from a battery pack.

Models 7108 and 7158 are similar to the 7104,
except that they also cover two SW bands in
addition to the BC band. Model 7108 is illustrated
and described on page 179 of How to Repair

and described on page 179 of How to Repair
Old-Time Radios by Clayton Hallmark. No other
details are available on this radio.

Model 8230, illustrated in Figure 17, is a 1946
radio. It can be operated from AC or a battery
pack. This 6-tube set includes an RF stage and
utilizes 4 coils and tuning slugs. A view of the
tuning mechanism is shown in Figure 18.

Rider's Volume XI contains information on a
number of other Silvertone radios that employ
permeability tuning.

SONORA

Sonora Model RQU-222 is an AC/DC table
radio that covers the BC band only. Its model
year is 1946. Its tuning mechanism is the same

as that used in Belmont radios. This radio was
probably manufactured by Belmont.

SKYROVER

A model number is not available for this Sky-
rover radio. It is described as a 6-tube, AC/DC
table model in a Bakelite cabinet.

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STEWART-WARNER

Another AC/DC set that uses
the “All American Five” tube
complement, the Stewart-Warn-
er Model 51T46 is a table mod-
el with the ubiquitous  slide rule
dial.

Model 51T56 is an AC/DC
set with a slide rule dial. A1948
model, it covers only the BC
band.

Model 61T18 is an AC/DC
set of 1946 vintage housed in a
Bakelite cabinet. A 3-gang tun-
er is operated by a dial cord
tuning drum coupled to a small-
er drum and a metal belt that
moves the tuner.

The AC 62TC16 table mod-
el, shown in Figure 19, is housed
in a wooden cabinet and dates
from about 1946. This 6-tube
set covers the AM broadcast

band and the 31-meter shortwave band. Accord-
ing to all reports, the set has good selectivity and
moderate sensitivity. Rejection of static and AC
line interference is reported to be good.

TELECHRON

Telechron Model 8H59 “Musalarm”is a 4-tube
clock radio, circa 1950. The tube complement
suggests that it is a TRF set. One owner reports,
“Unless you live within a mile of a 5-KW station,
its performance is awful.” This AC/DC radio is
illustrated in the second edition of the Bunis book.

TRU-TEST

This private brand radio, Tru-Test Model 571-
X-101-115, may have been manufactured by Bel-
mont Radio. The radio uses an antenna plate
and a short hank of wire for an antenna.

TRUETONE

Truetone radios were sold by Western Auto
Supply. The “Stratoscope” model, possibly a Mod-
el D1015, is an AC/DC table radio from about
1940. It uses the “All-American Five" octal-based
tube lineup. The radio does not use the slide rule
dial found in many permeability-tuned radios. The
radio’s owner indicates that the set seems to



perform as well as conventionally tuned radios of
the same era. It is reasonably selective and sen-
sitive, with no noticeable images from strong lo-
cal stations. This radio appears to have been
manufactured by Belmont.

Model D1070 is an AC/DC set that uses the
same chassis as the D1015.

Model D2612 is a 6-tube, BC-only racio. circa
1946.

WESTERN ROYAL

Western Royal Model W533C is a 5-tube, AC
radio and 45 rpm record player. The use of a 45
rpm player suggests a late 1940s or early 1950s
radio.

Model W481 is an AC, 8-tube, BC and SW
radio.

COMMUNICATIONS RECEIVERS

Readers also identified two communications
receivers that employed permeability tuning.
These radios are the Collins R-388/URR and the
Echophone EC-3. The Echophone line of com-
munications receivers, including the EC-3, should
not be confused with the Echophone troadcast
radios of the 1920s and 1930s. The communica-
tion receivers were low-end sets manufactured
by Hallicrafters during the 1940s and sold under
the Echophone label.

KITS AND PARTS

In addition to permeability-tuned radio sets,
radio kits and parts were also available as evi-
denced by the Popular Mechanics' suderhet kit
shown in Figure 20 and the basic tuner oftered by
Aermotive, also spelled “Aeromotive.”

The Aermotive tuner, Model 320, was used in
a construction article for a 4-tube superhet that
appeared in the November 1949 issue of Radio-
Electronics. A dial scale and dial pointer were
furnished as part of the tuner kit.

WHY PERMEABILITY TUNING?

During the late 1930s, significant improvements
were made in the manufacture of powdered iron
cores which made it possible to construct effi-
cient and compact coils for the BC band. One
writer pointed out that most radio manufacturers
lacked the facilities to manufacture tuning capac-
itors and purchased them from outside suppliers.
Heavy demand for tuning capacitors, and possi-
bly a shortage of aluminum, made the use of
permeabilty tuning quite attractive. Furtharmore,
many of the larger manufacturers had coil wind-
ing facilities that could be easily adapted to con-
struct permeability-tuned coils.

Permeability tuners are usually smaller in size
than capacitor-tuned units. Their small size of-
fers the advantages of a smaller cabinet and
greater flexibility in the mechanical layout of com-
ponents. Lower cost and improved delivery times
were important factors as well. However, slug
tuning did not replace capacitor tunirg entirely.
For example, Belmont produced both conven-
tionally-tuned and permeability-tuned radios dur-
ing the same model year.

SOME OBSERVATIONS

The information supphed by A.R.C. readers
identified a surprisingly large number of home
radios and manufacturers. The radios ranged
from simple battery-operated portables to rather
elaborate console-style radio/phonographs. It is
interesting to note that most of the radios cited
were manufactured in the 1940s. The prominent
production year was 1946. Airline, Belmont, De-
trola and Silvertone were the “biggies” in the use
of slug tuning.

One reader esitmated that a million or more
permeabil‘ty-tuned radios were built, many under
private brand names. AC/DC-operated radios
dominated the list, followed by AC sets. Battery-
operated portables and farm racios came in last.
Although some TRF sets were produced, most of
the sets were superhets.

Based upon reader input and a scan of some
Rider's manuals, our conclusion is that Philco
and RCA did not produce permeability-tuned
home radios.

While the list of radios included in this article is
extensive, it is far from complete. For those read-
ers interested in the chase, there are still many
other permeability-tuned radios out there waiting
to be identified. In addition to lider's manuals,
Sam's Photofacts Folders from 1946 to about
1950 are another source of information for identi-
tying slug-tuned radios.

From 1950 to 1960 was the decade of the
development of transistorized products. Besides
the established companies like RCA and Philco,
many young companies entered the competition
for the transistorized product market. Among
them was Texas Instruments, which, in the spring
of 1954, initiated the design of a transistorized
product for consumers — the shirt-pocket porta-
ble radio. Within a month of their assignment, a
team of Texas Instrument engineers had created
a 6-transistor prototype, which would fit into the
empty case of an Emerson 747.

The company goal was to mass-preduce this
radio in time for the Christmas 1954 market. An
unexpected problem arose — finding a radio com-
pany that would manufacture this set using Tex-
as Instruments transistors was difficult. Other
established radio companies scorned as unsal-
able the shirt-pocket design, and, of course, were
pushing their own designs.

Finally, Texas Instruments captured the
imagination of Ed Tudor, president of | D.E.A,,
a small electronics company in Indianapolis.
Tudor believed that the Cold War ’50s, when
Americans were building backyard shelters in
fear of nuclear attack, was the right time for

portables, a necessity in such emergencies.

The pressure to meet the November mass
production deadline was on. I.D.E.A. engineers
reduced the number of expensive transistors
from six to four and designed miniature compo-
nents, farming their manufacture out to other
companies. A Chicago industrial design firm —
Painter, Teague, and Pertil — created the styl-
ish cabinet. Frantic efforts to get everything to
fit followed. Finally, procuction got underway
on October 18, 1954, in time for Christmas.

The Regency TR-1 was not a resounding
success due to “poor tone quality, unpleasant
distortion at high volume, low power output,
and excessive background noise,” according to
Consumer Research Bulletin, July 1955. Al-
though its sales never reached expectations,
the TR-1 did much to stimulate the demand
for transistors, led to the more rapid applica-
tion of transistors to computers and other elec-
tronic devices, and helped make Texas Instru-
ments a giant in the semiconductor field.

An interesting sideline to the collecting of radios, speakers, tubes, and other related items is the
collecting of radio novelties (not to be confused with collecting novelty radios). These radio novelties are in
some way connected to the subject of radio.

Some of these items are your typical radio banks, games, puzzles and toys. However, many of them
have nothing to do with radio, but merely capitalized on the craze of radio in the 1920s and used the name
“radio” in advertising for the product. Most of these items are small in size, and therefore they were lost over
the years and are quite difficult to find today.

This is the fifth photo review of radio novelties. If you are fortunate enough to have access to early
A.R.C.s, the issues with Collecting Radio Novelties are August 1986, April 1987, July 1987, and June 1994.

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MEET AND AUCTION REPORT

MARC - AWA Extravaganza '94
Lansing, Michigan — July 8-10, 1994

The Michigan Antique Radio Club (MARC) and
the Antique Wireless Association (AWA) held the
9th annual Extravaganza meet and auction at the
Holiday Inn South Convention Center in Lansing,
Michigan, on July 8-10, 1994. Always a well run
affair, Extravaganza '94 featured such amenities
as a 40' x 40' tent in the middle of the flea market
where refreshments were provided free of charge.
Some 600 attendees, who represented 24 states
and Canada, could find shelter in the tent from
inclement weather without going back to the Hol-
iday Inn. In addition, the lighted, paved parking
lot offers ample room for the expansion which will
no doubt be needed in the future, as more collec-
tors hear about this event.

Extravaganza '94 featured its usual excellent
auction this year with about 205 lots selling for a
total of $34,035 in 3% hours. The professional
auctioneer kept the excitement going for the 146
registered bidders. Consoles, large sets of Rid-
er's manuals, etc. — all were handled efficiently.
However, it was necessary for everyone to wait
until the end to settle accounts, and this process
took about two hours.

A major feature of this auction was the $20
minimum opening bid. As a result, 34 items did
not sell. No time was wasted selling Inexpensive
items, which were grouped into lots. For exam-
ple, many boxes of 10 or 15 novelty radios were
sold in single lots.

Five items brought a bid of $1,000 or more.
The top price by far was for a complete RCA
Radiola VIl in average condition. Are you ready

for this? The purchase price was $5,900! Michl-
gan has always seemed to be strong on Art Deco
objects, but here was a really historical item draw-
ing the top price.

Two very nice Model 558 Sparton mirrored sets
were sold — a blue set for $1,200 and a peach set
for $1,800. A black Motorola Catalin Model 51X15,
with red front panel and handle and a %" chip
reglued in the lower left corner of the front panel,
sold for $2,200. A round, wood radio, with a circu-
lar, drum-shaped front panel and no identifiable
manufacturer, went for $1,000. It had a lot of loose
veneer and needed restoration.

Eight additional items sold for between $500
and $1,000. The most interesting was a Federal
Junior crystal set, complete but in only average
condition, that sold for $500. That was double the
price | had expected. A TECLA 30 “crystal radio” in
very good condition, brought $850, while a working
Amplion horn speaker with the wood bell repainted
black went for $500. A “Classic 1936” white table
radio with blue grille brought $500.

The Catalin sets included a maroon with butter-
scotch Addison in good condition selling at $850; a
black marbleized Addison with orange trim, in very
good condition, but with no back and one knob
missing, at $810; and an Emerson at $525.

Sellers were allowed to bid on their own items,
since no minimum reserve bids were allowed.
For example, a drab green Fada Model 21 with
no chips or cracks went for $975, but this was a
buyback. The seller in this case was the top
bidder and had to pay the auction fee of 10% up

to $75. (Larry Babcock comments that at least
this makes the seller less anxious to bic his
merchandise quite as high because he has to
pay the fee as a penalty, if he ends up buying the
piece back.)

Some of the radios entered in the equipment
contest were later for sale in the auction. In one
case, a set had won a First Place ribbon and was
later sold in the auction. (In Larry's opinion, per-
haps there is nothing wrong with this practice, but
some collectors don't like to see others making
money from the fact that a contest entry won an
award.)

The foliowing itemized list shows that some sets
sold for bargain prices while others drew top dollar.
Overall, it was an excellent auction with enough
merchandise to appeal to every collector.
