A radio history quiz - Who discovered radio

waves? Who invented radio? Who was the first
broadcaster? Most would agree that the answers
are Heinrich Hertz, Guiglielmo Marconi, and Frank
Conrad, respectively. Mike Adams, however, would
disagree with the third answer, and with A.R.C.'s
January 1988 issue which claimed, "Frank Conrad
invented radio broadcasting."

In our fascinating lead article this morth Mike
argues that Charles Herrold is the "forgotten father
of broadcasting" - the first to act on a ision of
radio as a powerful tool of communication Herrold
began regularly scheduled broadcasting for enter-
tainment in San Jose, California, in 1912, eight
years before Frank Conrad began broadcasting
from his garage in Pittsburgh, Pennsylvania.

Mike's article in A.R.C. is only the tip of his
campaign to rescue Charles Herrold from obscuri-
ty. Mike is also working on a book and has produced
a video, which some of you may have already seen
on PBS or watched in a preview at last year's AWA
conference. Be sure to call your local PBS station
for the video scheduling date and time.

The 8 -tube Model 28, one of the last TRF models
made by Amencan Bosch, is the subject or another
article by Richard Arnold. Usually seen as a table
model, Richard's set is the less common highboy
cabinet by Pooley.

A.R.C.'s past foreign set articles have largely
featured British sets. However, this month we have
a French set, presented by Charles Fisher. Made
from a kit by Helios of Paris, this set is a 5 -tube
superhet and uses an unusual rack and pinion
mechanism for tuning.

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EARLY BROADCASTING

The Story of Charles Herrold
Broadcasting's Forgotten Father

BY MIKE ADAMS

Suppose the history books are actually wrong -
that regularly scheduled broadcasting for an audi-
ence really started in San Jose, California, around
1912, not 1916 or 1920. And suppose the inventor
of this earth -changing event vanished from history,
only to be rediscovered in 1958. Well, according to
some very convincing evidence, it's all true. Mike
Adams presents that evidence in this transcript of
his latest documentary, to be shown on PBS sta-
tions nationwide within the next year. But remem-
ber, you read it here first. (Editor]

Charles David Herrold, pictured in Figure 1, is
one of broadcasting's forgotten fathers. From his
College of Wireless and Engineering in San Jose,
California, between 1912 and 1917, Herrold trans-
mitted regularly scheduled programs of music
and talk designed to entertain a small but loyal
audience. This was ten years before licensed
broadcasting, even before the word "radio" was
popularly used.

Herrold's broadcasts happened at a time when
most wireless transmission was by 2 -way Morse
code communication. And since a workable vac-
uum tube transmitter was years away from being
a reality, he had to invent his own technology, a
mechanical system of broadcasting using a crude
arc transmitter and a water-cooled microphone.

As a pioneer broadcaster, Herrold was certain-
ly ahead of his time. But most people know very
little about his life, his work, or his significance. In
his later years, he tried to convince people that
he was the "Father of Radio Broadcasting." No
one paid attention. He died a forgotten man.

REDISCOVERING CHARLES HERROLD
I have been studying the life and accomplish-

ments of Herrold for more than three years. Be-
cause of the pioneering 1958 research by San
Jose State University journalism professor Gor-
don Greb, I've been able to read all the Herrold
collected papers, patents, drawings, and corre-
spondence. From surviving family members and
former wireless college students, I have located
hundreds of photographs that illustrate the Her-
rold story. A one -hour documentary for PBS tele-
vision is the result.

Having completed the video, I am getting Part
Two of the Herrold project underway -a book I
am writing with Professor Greb. A video can
never tell the whole story; at best, it can only
raise very general issues and present a few sim-

ple facts, and then only if they can be reinforced
by visuals. The book will fill in the details with
more facts, suppoling documents, and research -
based conclusions.

This is going to be a challenge because while
Herrold is well known in northern California, his
story has long been relegated to "local booster"
status by most historians. The purpose of both
the video and the book is to place the Herrold
story into a realistic context, an acceptable na-
tional one.

There is plenty of anecdotal information sur-
rounding early broadcasting. The often quoted
"Radio Music Box" memo purported to be written
in 1916 by David Sarnoff is a good example. It
begins: "I have in mind a plan of development
which would make radio a 'household utility' in
the same sense as the piano or phonograph. The
idea is to bring music into the house by wireless."
Until a few years ago, most researchers accept-
ed as fact historian Gleason Archer's contention
that there was such a memo and that it was
written on November 9, 1916.

However, recent research suggests that no
written evidence exists that the memo was penned
in 1916, but rathe- in the early 1920s when doz-
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ens of stations were already bringing music into
homes. And while no one can find this memo
today, several generations of scholars have nev-
er questioned its existence. An important part of
the Sarnoff legacy has apparently been based on
hearsay.

There is even more evidence that others had
preceded Sarnoff in a discussion of the home
music box concept long before the wireless tele-
phone became the radio. In his book Looking
Backward: 2000-1887, published in 1888, novel-
ist Edward Bellamy predicted a similar device in
every home using the then available technology
- the wired telephone.

In describing the home entertainment center in
the year 2000, Bellamy went into a detailed expla-
nation of a system in which a series of conce 1 halls,
each with a different genre of the music of the day,
would have live orchestras playing 24 hours a day.
According to Bellamy, "They have devised an ar-
rangement for providing everybody with music in
their homes, perfect in quality, unlimited in quantity
- you can hear by merely pressing a but:on."

Given the new information about Selloff and
the early influence of Bellamy's extremely popu-
lar book can Charles Herrold's documented pre -
World War I regularly scheduled broadcasts of
music and news now be accorded greater signif-
icance?

We are going to try to answer that question
and others in the Herrold book. Here is what the
authors hope to find: evidence beyond the Her-
rold papers and northern California that shows
any larger national awareness of what Herrold
was doing pre -World War I; evidence of what
others were doing in broadcasting pre -World War
I; the true motivations of the known early broad-
casters; who/what (people, social and cultural
milieu, articles at the time in national periodicals)
may have influenced Herrold actually to go on
the air to entertain an audience. And who else
publicly talked about seeking an audience for
"daily phonograph concerts on the wireless tele-
phone" as early as Herrold did in a 1913, page
one story in a San Jose newspaper?

Think about it. Here is a man who, prior to
World War I, invented and patented a successful
system of broadcasting music and voice out of
the technology of the wireless telegraph. Not so

original you say? Didn't Fessenden and de For-
est send music out over the air as early as 1906?
Yes, but Mese were said to be one -time -only
events, designed to promote the inventors' radio/
telephone systems.

The real significance of Herrod is that he de-
veloped his own audience and served it with en-
tertainmerV and informational programming on a
regular schedule - broadcasting. And even though
he apparently did all this before anyone else, he
has been left out of the history bocks. Why? Learn
some of the answers in the story of Charles Her-
rold, "Broadcasting's Forgotten Father."

EARLY BEGINNINGS - THE FORMATIVE
YEARS, A PRELUDE TO A LIFE OF

INVENTION AND DISCOVERY

Charles David Herrold was born in 1875, in
Fulton, Illinois, a Mississ ppi River town on the
Illinois -Iowa border. His father, William Morris
Herrold, was a captain in the Civil War. After the
war, he had returned to Fulton and opened a
flour mill and grain elevator. In '888, the family
moved to rural San Jose, California, where Will-
iam Herrold bought land in Santa Clara County
and ran a successful 83 1/2 acre farm planted in
peaches and apricots.

William Herrold had an inventive mind, having
patented an automatic prune dipper used on farms
in every section of the country. His wife, Mary
Elizabeth, was a school teacher and Bible lectur-
er. These parental influences would help to define
Charles Herrold as an inventor and a teacher.

Charles attended high schoo between 1891
and 1894, and there he began to be recognized
by his teachers and classmates for his superior
grasp of mechanical and scientlic subjects. He
constructed telescopes and microscopes and ex-
celled in protography. He tutorec fellow students
in chemistry in his basement lab, experimented
with sound and music, and wrote several compo-
sitions for piano.

As a young man at the turn of the century,
Herrold learned about Marconi's early work in
England and began a study of the writings of
Hertz and Maxwell. Most y, he hung out at near-
by Lick Observatory and planned a career in
astronomy. Figure 2 shows the teenaged Charles
with his to escope.

In 1895. at the newly opened Leland Stanford
Junior University in nearby Palo Alto, an unusual
circumstance caused the 20 -year old Herrold to
question his original calling. As one of only two
students majoring in astronomy, he was forced to
seek a new field of study quickly when the only
astronomy professor quit. Herrold switched to
physics and electricity. This choice would point
him in a direction he would follow forever -
wireless and radio. After three years he dropped
out of col ege for health reasons. He never re-
turned to complete his degree.

Herrold's two career paths would be decided
partly by design and partly by fate. His first choice
was to be an inventor. Filled with stories of the
fame and fortune of Edison, Marconi, and others,
he moved to San Francisco in 1899. There he
began to design, patent, and manufacture doz-

ens of electrical and mechanical devices for den-
tistry, surgery, and deep sea salvage, and even
electrical machinery for pipe organs. Gradually
he directed his talents toward wireless and even
held the title of Chief Enginee of the National
Wireless Telegraph and Telephone Company of
San Francisco.

But, fate intervened and ended temporarily
Herrold's tenure as an inventor When the 1906
great earthquake destroyed his home and work,
he quickly left San Francisco with nothing to
show for his years there. He moved to nearby
Stockton, California, where he became a teacher
at Heald's College of Mining and Engineering. It
was here that his second career as an educator
began. While there, he started to experiment
more and more with radio -telephony. He also
began to think about how he could use the wire-
less to send entertainment into homes.

HERROLD'S WIRELESS
TELEPHONE

In 1908, Herrold returned to
his family in San Jose filled with
new ideas for his future. Know-
ing that he was a good teacher
encouraged him to open a
school in 1909. Called the Her-
rold College of Wireless and
Engineering, it was immediately
popular with the young boys who
were as excited as Herrold him-
self about the new wireless hob-
by. The boys, who nicknamed
him "Doc" or "Prof," knew that
an education at the Herrold Col-
lege was the key to an exciting
and well paying future as a wire-
less operator.

For Herrold, opening a school
was also a practical decision system in 1908.

since the money earned from training students
could help to pay for his true passion - invent-
ing. Unknown to most of Herrold's students, their
professor was spending more and more of his
creative time trying to give voice to the wireless
telegraph.

More good timing - Herrold was experiment-
ing in a place that in later years would be very
important to the electronics industry. In the Bay
Area of Northern California, near Stanford Uni-
versity in what is now called Silicon Valley, a
group of inventors and capitalists were at work.
Cyril Elwell had just formed the Federal Tele-
graph Company and obtained permission to de-
velop a high-powered arc transmitter using Dan-
ish inventor Valdemar Poulsens' patents. Lee de
Forest had left New York and was perfecting his
Audion in a garage in Palo Alto. And in San
Francisco, the McCarthy brothers were transmit-
ting voice with their spark gap system.

Receiving the major national press attention
though was Reginald Fessenden who, in 1906,
used an alternator to send a concert of music and
voice from Brant Rock, Massachusetts, to a group
of surprised wireless operators on nearby ships.
This Canadian inventor, who would later invent
the radio pager (beeper) and the first practical
sonar for ships, did not continue with his radio-
telephone experiments after Brant Rock.

While Herrold was surrounded by many stu-
dents, he shared his inventing work with only a
handful of trusted assistants. Ray Newby, pic-
tured with Herrold and their spark system in Fig-
ure 3, was a code instructor at the college and
assisted Herrold between 1908 and 1922. New-
by explained in later interviews how he worked
with Herrold to perfect his system of transmitting
voice and music.

Like everyone else at the time, Herrold began
his voice transmission experiments with the spark
gap. And like others, it was quickly discarded as
impractical, unworkable. Although according to
Newby, the spark when used for voice and music
was "rattly," there is still early written evidence
that Herrold was beginning to get the attention of,
even entertain, a small audience with this early

technology. According to a notarized statement
by Herrold in 1910, "We have given wireless
phone concerts to amateur wireless men through-
out the Santa Clara Valley."

Herrold realized that if he wanted to attract
listeners beyond the wireless amateur, he would
have to perfect a radio -telephone good enough
to be appreciated by a large audience. Undeni-
ably the first two decades of the century were
times of transition for the radio -telephone. In 1910,
de Forest was still five to seven years away from
perfecting the vacuum tube as a transm tting de-
vice, and so early experimenters like Herrold
were forced to try out and abandon mary spark,
arc, and alternator systems.

Of all these electricaVmechanical systems, only
Herrold's arc system seemed good erough at
the time for the transmission of voice and music.
Between 1912 and 1915, Herrold received a doz-
en patents for the pieces that formed his system.
He called it the "Arc Fone," and it is shcwn in
Figure 4. It was a mechanical radio, and it worked.

Herrold's high frequency, direct current Arc
Fone started with six carbon arcs connected in
series and fired under liquid alcohol. The arcs
were kept trimmed by a magnetic lifting device
similar to that used for the local street lighting
system. The 500 volts DC used to fire :he arcs
was variously taken from the Herrold Cot ege's
building elevator circuits and the San Jose transit
system's overhead trolley wires.

A carbon microphone of Herrold's patented
design was placed in series between the arcs
and the ground. It was water cooled to prevent
overheating and thus burnout. The arc was cou-
pled to an outside antenna system by the distinc-
tive conical coils used in the Herrold system.

The evidence indicates that as an inventor and
broadcaster Herrold knew exactly what he was

doing. He told his assistants that he was develop-
ing the arc system for three separate purposes.
One was to invent a practical radio -telephone for
2 -way communication. For this he established an
Arc Fone station at the Fairmont Hotel in San
Francisco. Between 1909 and World War I, he
and his assistants were on the air every day with
concerts of music and talk between his San Jose
station, pictured in Figure 5, and the Fairmont.
While these transmissions were heard by a large
West Coast audience, Herrold did not consider
them to be broadcasting. He said they were ex-
periments to learn about and improve his system.

A second Arc Fone activity was designed to
impress the U.S. Navy, to get them to buy his
radio -telephone system. To this end he set up an
Arc Fone a; the Mare Island shipyards near Oak-
land and proceeded to log great distance records.
He received telegrams from as far away as
Bremerton, Washington, to the north and San
Diego to the south, with verification that his music
was received hundreds of miles from the trans-
mitting stat on. When asked in a 1932 radio inter-
view about these two series of daily music and
voice transmissions, Herrold said, "This should
properly be called 'narrowcasting' rather than
broadcasting, since the communication was from
one definite point to another."

BROADCASTING FOR AN AUDIENCE
The third Arc Fone activity Herrold called

"broadcasting for the people of San Jose." As
Newby said in later years, "It became a religion
for him to be on every Wednesday night for an
hour or so."Called the "Little Hams Program," the
Wednesday night broadcasts included written and
telephone requests from listeners who asked for
specific phonograph records to be played, on -air
contests will prizes, Herrold's wife Sybil as the
first woman disc jockey, and Newby himself read-
ing news stories from the local paper.

Records were borrowed from a local store,
and when they were played on the air, listeners
went to the store the next day and purchased
them. It was scheduled broadcasting for an audi-
ence. And since Herrold would work in radio
advertising in later years, it has been suggested
that even as early as 1912, he understood that
"broadcasting for the public" was a good way to
advertise his school and attract paying students.
The first use of radio advertising?

These scheduled broadcasts began in 1912
when Herrold believed that his Arc Fone was
technically good enough for the public to enjoy.
They continued uninterrupted every week until
World War I and the cessation of all experimental
radio activity in April of 1917.

Herrold's audience consisted of current and
former students, as well as young experimenters
and their friends and families. He even set up a
listening station in a local music store where
people shopping downtown could hear the broad-
casts on crystal sets using headphones. He clearly
knew he was entertaining and informing a public
audience.

And while the word "broadcasting" as applied to
entertainment programs using radio would not

find popular usage until many years later, there is
still local evidence of a regular service for a grow-
ing audience. On February 12, 1913, Herrold de-
scribed for a San Jose newspaper reporter his
"phonograph concerts over the wireless telephone"
by saying, "If anyone in your home possesses a
wireless outfit, ask any of them to listen any night
between 9 and 9:30 and you can hear my station
- you can hear the phonograph as distinctly as if
it were placed in the room next to you."

Later, in 1932, Herrold said this about his pre -
World War I broadcasts, "Broadcasting was an
obsession with us and, certainly, the entire Pacif-
ic Coast looked upon the radio broadcasts from
San Jose as an established institution." The evi-
dence strongly suggests that it was Herrold's
intention that his broadcasts be heard by the
largest audience possible.

There was another important event that Herrold
later claimed offered further proof that he was
"broadcasting for the public." It took place in 1915
at the Panama Pacific International Exhibition in
San Francisco. There, Lee de Forest was all set
up to demonstrate a new system of transmitting
voice using his Audion, but his experimental tube
system failed to oscillate. At the last minute, de
Forest asked Herrold to broadcast music and talk
for eight hours every day from his San Jose sta-
tion. De Forest wanted the broadcasts to be heard
by patrons who stopped by the listening stations
installed in buildings throughout the exhibition.
Later, in a San Francisco newspaper interview, de
Forest claimed this to be the first scheduled broad-

cast. For thousands of people, it was the first time
they ever heard a broadcast.

LICENSED BROADCASTING IN AMERICA

World War I changed everything about wire-
less and radio. Between April 1917 and April
1919, most commercial and amateur radio was
ordered silent. This included licensed experiment-
ers like Herrold, who held the call 6XF, and Frank
Conrad, 8XK, who in 1916 had begun to enter-
tain his neighbors in East Pittsburgh with a small
vacuum tube transmitter. Because of national
defense, the government required major inven-
tors and manufacturers to pool their wireless pat-
ents in order to facilitate and accelerate the orga-
nized development of technology necessary for
wartime communications.

And while high-powered transmitters for long
distance Morse code communication would con-
tinue to employ spark and alternator technology,
wartime research and experimentation finally
proved that de Forest's Audion was clearly supe-
rior to an arc for the radiotelephone. Figure 6
shows de Forest with his early vacuum tube trans-
mitter. At the end of the war, there was no ques-
tion that future transmitters for voice and music
would use the vacuum tube.

It was the beginning of the end for Charles
Herrold, broadcaster and inventor. The war end-
ed, and the 1920s brought peace and prosperity.
In 1920, the Commerce Department began for
the first time to license "broadcast stations." In
November 1920, in Pittsburgh, Frank Conrad li-
censed his experimental station 8XK as KDKA

and thus received the very first official permis-
sion to entertain the public using radio. And while
KDKA and others that quickly followed would use
their new Western Electric -built vacuum tube
transmitters on the government allocated frequen-
cy of 360 meters, Herrold's broad band Arc Fone
would not work above 600 meters. His patented
system, his life's work, was suddenly obsolete.

Undaunted, Herrold, still operating as the ex-
perimental 6XE, finally built a vacuum tube trans-
mitter and received his license to broadcast in
December 1921. Figure 7 shows Herrold adjust-
ing the Western Electric transmitter at KQW. while
Figure 8 shows him at the microphone. H s sta-
tion, KQW, was to take all of his time and money.
Instead of being the only broadcaster, he was
one of hundreds.

By 1925, the now fifty year old Charles Herrold was
out of money and tired. He transferred his I cense to
the First Baptist Church of San
Jose. Within a year the Farm Bu-
reau took the station over and ded-
icated its programming to serving
the farmer and agriculture. In 1949.
it was bought by the Columbia
Broadcasting System, moved tc
San Francisco and renamed
KCBS. Even today, that station
claims publicly to have been on
the air since 1909, tracing its lin-
eage to the earliest Herrold days
of "wireless phone concerts."

Charles Herrold spent his fi-
nal days in radio as a free-lance
advertising consultant to local
stations. Nearing 60 years old,
he began in the 1930s to seek
the recognition that he had been
denied. He wrote an article for
the "Public Forum," op-ed page
of the Oakland Tribune, where
he put himself on trial before, as

he said, the "court of public opinion." About his
1912 broadcasts he wrote, "Now if there was any
other broadcasting station in the world at that time
and if there was any other inventor who had per-
fected a rel able radio telephone capable of trans-
mitting undistorted music and clear speech day
after day in actual broadcasting, I certainly never
heard of such."

Herrold died of heart faiure in a Bay Area rest
home on July 1, 1948. He remained forgotten until
1958 when he was "discovered" by Gordon Greb.
Looking for a pioneer to honor for a class project,
journalism professor Greb chose Herrold, whose
ex-wife Sybil, assistant Ray Newby, and dozens
of former students gave him information. He locat-
ed surviving Arc Fone parts, found photos, and
began to record on audiotape the recollections of
people present during the Herrold era. In 1959,
Greb even convinced KCBS to sponsor a "50th
Anniversary of Broadcasting" with parades, digni-
taries, and :he usual speeches.

Doug Perham, founder of the Perham Founda-
tion Foothill Electronics Museum, took the Arc Fone
parts given to him by Herrold in the 1940s and
reconstructed the Herrold station as it appeared in
the famous 1912 photograph. This exhibit ended
up in the Perham Museum in Los Altos, California,
a decade later. But today more than 35 years after
his story was told at that public event, Charles
Herrold is still largely ignored.

CONCLUSIONS
Why has Charles Herrold disappeared from

history? There are several answe's. One was his
timing. He was broadcasting to an audience long
before most understood its significance or cared
about what it could be. His listeners could never
be described as forward thinking, or influential
social and cultural leaders, or businessmen look-
ing for the next big investment His audience
consisted of the curious, the young experiment-
ers and their friends and families, as well as
commercia' wireless operators at ship and shore
stations. The wrong audience - the wrong time.

Another was his technology. While it can be

argued that Herrold's real contribution was "pro-
gramming entertainment for an audience on a reg-
ularly scheduled basis," it was his enabling tech-
nology that did not survive when faced with the
challenge of the superior vacuum tube. It was prob-
ably for this reason alone that he missed the chance
to be one of the first licensed broadcasters.

Perhaps there are parallels with inventor Fran-
cis Jenkins and the failure of his mechanical tele-
vision system in the late 1920s. Would Jenkins be
better known today if his programming had been
broadcast using electronic television technology?
Would the giant public relations and research and
development organization of an RCA support his
work and make his name a household word?

Charles Herrold developed a dead-end tech-
nology, and while it certainly worked when there
was nothing else, like Jenkins he had taken it as
far as possible. Given the vacuum tube, an arc
would never be practical enough or good enough.

A final conclusion is a more practical one.
Herrold was not connected to the East Coast
center of capital and commerce that was Ameri-
ca in the early part of the twentieth century. He
was an independent living in an area better known
for its prunes and apricots, its fields and orchards,
than as a center of manufacturing. In small town
San Jose there was no RCA, no Westinghouse,
no Western Electric/AT&T, no General Electric
- the main players behind licensed broadcast-
ing for an audience.

At the conclusion of Herrold's 1932 article, his
"trial," he summed up the reasons for neither
profiting monetarily nor receiving recognition as
the "Father of Radio Broadcasting" for his pre -

World War I pioneering work: "Now the very vital
question will be put to the witness (Herrold) -
Why did you not immediately profit by all this
development? The answer is a very simple one
- The Herrold System of Radio Telephony would
not work on wavelengths under 600 and the allo-
cation of 360 meters by the Government was

fatal. Over two decades of work, expenditures of
over $80,000, and a lot of patents went on the
scrap pile. My broadcasting station, KOW, passed
into the hands of those who could install the most
high powered Western Electric equipment. We
rest our case, a case which will be carried even-
tually to the highest court - the court of public
opinion of the whole world."

The evidence strongly suggests that broad-
casting as we know it - entertainment program-
ming for an audience on a regularly scheduled
basis - happened first in San Jose California. It
began in 1909, and by 1912, the first radio audi-
ence was in place. Will the person who made it
happen, Charles David Herrold, earn a better
place in the future of broadcast history? Or will he
remain one of broadcasting's forgotten fathers?

The American Bosch Model 28

early AC -powered TRF radio
that was used in a variety of
cabinets.

In 1912, the Amercan
Bosch Magneto Company,
now a division of United Tech-
nologies, constructed a plant
in Springfield, Massachusetts.
The company still operates
from that location. Amercian
Bosch started producing ra-
dios in the mid -1920s and in-
troduced the Model 28 radio
chassis in 1928.

This radio chassis was
used primarily in floor models
but appeared in a low rectan-
gular tabletop cabinet as well.

less the cabinet,
sold for around $130. Figure
1 shows the Model 28 in-
stalled in a 1928 Pooley cab-
inet with a speaker. The cab-
inet is a Pooley Model 7400
radio desk that sold for $60 in 1928. Note the
desk's pigeon holes above the radio. Later ver-
sions with a dynamic speaker sold for $195 The
dynamic speaker assembly contained its own DC
power supply.

Pooley cabinets were much in demand in this
period. The company's advertising was obviously
effective. One advertisement in Good Housekeep-
ing magazine of December 1926 reads, "A golden
voiced horn, a great radio receiver, built into beau-
tiful cabinets of period design, finished in Erglish
brown mahogany or American walnut. This is a
Pooley cabinet. Could you wish for more?"

When the radio is installed in a tabletop cabi-
net, a separate speaker is required. The -able
model sets are more common than the floor mod-
els. They frequently show up at auctions, radio
meets, and in advertisements in A.R.C.

The tube lineup of the Model 28 consists cf the
following Types: 26 - 1st RF, 26 - 2nd Rc, 26 -
3rd RF, 27 - detector, 26 - 1st audio, two 71s in
push-pull for the audio output stage and an 80
rectifier. With the exception of the detector, all
are filament type tubes. The Type 27, with an
indirectly heated cathode, is used to m nimize
hum in the detector stage. Bosch also built a
Model 38, a 25 -cycle version of the Model 23.

Three front panel controls are used to operate
the radio. The left-hand knob operates a vario-

coupler in the antenna cir-
cuit. The center knob con-
trols the 3 -gang tuning ca-
pacitor and an illuminated
drum dial. Volume is con-
trolled by the right-hand
knob. The volume control
consists of a potentiometer
connected from the anten-
na post to around (across
the variocoupler), with the
arm of the potentiometer
connected to the grid of the
1st RF ampl'fier tube. This
arrangement may not be the
best way to control volume,
but it is a circuit that was
commonly used during the
late 1920s.

The tube complement re-
quires the power transform-
er to furnish four separate
filament voltages: 1.5 VAC
for the Type 26 tubes, 2.5
VAC for the Type 27 tube, 5
VAC for the -ype 71s, and

a separate 5 VAC for the Type 8C rectifier tube.
Mixing tubes with different filamen voltages was
not uncommon during this period of radio devel-
opment. Otherwise, the radio's circuitry is straight-
forward. However, the reader may wish to refer
to short tecinical articles in Radio Broadcast,
October 1928, page 369, and Citizens' Callbook,
Vol. 10, No. 4, November 1929, page 91.

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HOMEBREWING

Doerle 2 -Tube Home Brew
BY CHUCK SCHWARK

As a member of the Antique Radio Club of
Illinois, I became interested in the historical as-
pects of the early days of commercial and short-
wave broadcasting. After reading articles in many
of the 1930s radio books and magazines, I decided
to try my hand at building a home-brew radio.
Vintage parts and junker sets are still available at
hamfests, swap meets, and flea markets. Using
original parts and hardware for this project would
be fun and would give me a sense of what it is like
to build a regenerative tube radio from scratch.

THE BEGINNING

Considering that 50 to 60 years was the age of
the parts needed for this project, I realized that
finding all the right parts was going to take time. In
fact, to track down those parts took over a year and
a dozen swap meets, auctions, and hamfests.

Radio parts manufacturers like I.R.C., Cornell-
Dubilier, Carter, Kurz-Kasch, Eby, Hammarlund,
Pilot, National and Yaxley show the variety of
parts available 60 years ago. Some of the parts I
found needed restoration themselves in order to
make the radio look "new." Any corrosion or
scratches would detract from the overall look and
feel of the set. I wanted to preserve the sense of
artistry and design that early builders achieved.

THE CHOICE

After looking through many reprints of old sets,
I picked a 2 -tube regenerative circuit popularized
by Walter C. Doerle in the early 1930s. A combi-
nation of two designs in The Hammarlund 1937
Short Wave Manual and additional information
from two other sources was used in the construc-
tion. Hints and tips on design from the Short
Wave Beginner's Book and coil designs from the
Short Wave Coil Data Book were also used. To
simulate a vintage radio buff's search for parts

where he could find them, I selected many differ-
ent parts' manufacturers.

BUILDING THE SET
The two Type 30 triode tubes are used as a

regenerative detector and an audio amplifier. I

wound a set of 5 plug-in coils covering the stan-
dard broadcast band and the most popular inter-
national shortwave bands. Except for some
screws, the oak base and the phenolic front pan-
el, all the parts are either used originals or new -
old -stock parts. Front and rear views of the com-
pleted radio are shown in Figure 1. [Note the use
of an aluminum sheet behind the tuning capaci-
tors, C1 and C2, to eliminate "hand -effect."] The
hook-up wire was even recycled from a vintage
tube tester chassis. The schematic diagram ap-
pears as Figure 2, and a parts list is provided in
Figure 3. During construction, I received valuable
information from club members and friends.

After construction, I attached the antenna,
ground and battery wires to the set hoping it
would not melt down on the first try. Unfortunate-
ly, one small plume of smoke rose from the re-
generation potentiometer. There was no damage
to the set, however. After correcting my error, I

heard local AM stations coming through loud and
clear. Tuning was sharp, and the sensitivity was
much better than I had expected.

In the evening, distant AM stations like KMOX
in St. Louis and KOA in Denver were not hard to
pick up. The shortwave performance was sur-
prisingly good as well. Catching a dozen or more
stations from around the world with my home
brew wasn't any more difficult than with a com-
mercially built radio.

Since I had no dial calibrations to go by, search-
ing for stations in the shortwave bands gave me a
feel for how it was done by early radio experiment -

and enjoyment of the hobby, and I woulc encour-
age others to give building a home brew a try.

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VIluc, COLLECTING FOREIGN SETS

Kit by Helios of Paris
BY CHARLES FISHER

An unusual French radio, shown in Figure 1,
was made in 1930 from a kit offered by Helios of
Paris, mainly a maker of conventional sets. It
embodies the elegant and curious but obscure
Autorex tuning mechanism regularly advertised
in the French OSTduring the spring of 1930. The
speaker shown on the top of the radio is a Musi-
calpha, an excellent performer.

As shown in Figure 2, the condensers are
controlled by racks and pinions tied together at a
ring. This ring serves as the tuning control and
dial cursor, the latter a clear plastic disc with a
black -edged hole on center. Like a computer
mouse, the ring can cover the whole dial area.

The condensers are made in balanced halves,
as shown in Figure 3, to prevent gravity from
interfering with tuning. Tuning points are record-
ed on the dial face through the hole in the cursor.
The geometry of the mechanism spaces out fre-
quencies at the high end substantially, so that
tuning approaches straight-line frequency (SLF),
even though the condensers are straight-line ca-
pacity (SLC).

The 5 -tube superhet is a conventional circuit
for France in the early 1930s. A double -grid,
space -charge tetrode ("bigrille" in French) func-
tions as RF amp, oscillator and mixer - actually
a modulator much like the "autodyne" using a
Type 24A tube. It feeds a screen
grid IF amp much like a Type
24A. The IF transformers are
plug-in and tuned to 135 kHz,
but original long -wave dial mark-
ings suggest that the original IFs
were 50 or 60 kHz. Various
makes of plug-in transformers
were available. Figure 4 shows
a rear view of the assembled kit.

A high -gain triode power de-
tector drives an audio output
pentode much like the Type 47
that was introduced in 1928! The .? Condensers controlled by racks and pinions tied together at a ring.
power supply uses 2 chokes as
well as capacitors, accommo-
dates 110, 130 and 220 volts,
and uses a French equivalent of
a Type 80 rectifier. Hence, the
set has one of everything possi-
ble in 1930: dual diode, triode,
space -charge tetrode, screen -
grid tetrode, and pentode.

Performance on a 12" square
loop antenna is impressive.

Pre -World War II French radi- It WO'
os are scarce because relative-
ly few were made. As far as such
luxuries go, European living interfering with tuning.

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standards were much lower than
those in the U. S. In 1932, less
than 5 percent of the French
population owned radios. Made
only for an affluent minority,
French radios were of higher
than average quality compared
to their American equivalents.
Kits offering performance at big
savings were popular.

French radios made before
1930 (mostly battery sets) are
very rare and valuable by our
standards. Even external hard-
ware, decoration and cabinet
construction, as well as styling
are of amazing quality. I have no
pre -1930 French radios.

Oscilloscopes
By Stan Griffiths

This book's simple title, Os-
cilloscopes, and its subtitle, "Se-
lecting and Restoring a Clas-
sic," provide no hint that the book
is mostly about Tektronix oscil-
loscopes. However, Tektronix
products from 1947 through
1969 are covered extensively
and quite well.

Oscilloscopes, by Stan Grif-
fiths, begins with a short descrip-
tion of how an oscilloscope
works. This first chapter can be
useful as a refresher or as intro-
ductory material for readers un-
familiar with oscilloscopes. As
Griffiths points out, the opera-
tion and use of "scopes" have
been covered in detail in many
other publications, so there is
little need for an exhaustive ex-
planation in this book.

It only takes a little reading to discover that this
is a practical book. It reflects the author's exten-
sive experience with oscilloscopes - 26 years at
Tektronix. Good step-by-step guidance is provid-
ed on how to inspect a scope to determine its
physical and electrical condition. Such an inspec-
tion will improve your chances of buying a good
scope and allow yoi to reject the uncesirable
units. Whether you are anticipating the purchase
of a scope or already have one (or more), the
"how to" chapters dealing with the cleaning and
restoration of scopes should prove very useful.

Most of the book - about 300 pages, includ-
ing 230 illustrations - is devoted to descriptions

of various models of Tektronix
instruments. Specific recom-
mendations as to the suitability
for purchase, along with an esti-
mated value (as of 1992), are
provided for each instrument.
This is a handy buyers' guide.
However, the term "guide" must
be stressed since the "current"
price guide is based on 1992
values.

Detailed troubleshooting in-
structions and an explanation of
capacitor and resistor failures
are provided. Although the book
is technical in nature, it is writ-
ten in an informal style that
should appeal tc both the tech-
nical and nontechnical reader.
Other useful information in-
cludes a glossary, sources of
parts anc information, and seri-

al numbering methods.
Although you may neither own nor intend to

own a Tektronix scope, Oscilloscopes, with its
excellent photographs, provides an interesting
stroll down memory lane.

Oscilloscopes is published by Stan Griffiths,
18955 A.W Blanton, Aloha, OR 97007. Priced at
$19.95, this book is softbound in an 81/2" x 5'/2"
format and contains 372 pages. Be sure to check
with the publisher for ordering and shipping infor-
mation.

In April of 1975, SVRPS made plans to partic-
ipate in its first public showing - Radio Nostalgia
week sponsored by KERA FM Radio Dallas - at
the 011a Podrida Mall in North Dallas. In Novem-
ber of 1976, SVRPS hosted the society's first

annual convention with an attendance of a little
over 100.

On January 13, 1975, the first SVRPS "News-
letter" ccnsisted of a member
list and info on the next meet-
ing. The SVRPS "Newsletter"
became The Reproducer in
October 1977. The Southwest
Vintage Radio & Phonograph
Society became VRPS in Feb-
ruary of 1978. To date, VRPS
has hosted 18 annual conven-
tions, each one becoming larg-
er and more expansive.

Since 1974, that small group
of collectors has grown into a
very active organization with over
370 members worldwide. VRPS
continues its dedication to the

preservation of antique radios and phonographs.

Building A One -Transistor Cathedral Radio
BY ROBERT E. LOZIER, JR.

Robert Lozier's article demonstrates just how
far some of us collectors will go to achieve a radio
end. Robert had an idea for a one -transistor ca-
thedral radio and went ahead and built it. Some
of you readers may want to use his idea as a
basis for your own project. However, if you should
want to duplicate his project, he offers a drawing
package to guide you. (Editor)

Get ready for that wintertime project. Be the
first one on the block to build a one -transistor
radio - a truly unique design for a completely
self-contained, one -transistor cathedral radio that
looks great and does a surprising job of bringing
in the daytime locals with good loudspeaker vol-
ume. You can even have fun with "DX" at night!

About a year ago, a collector friend told me
about the one -transistor radio he had built. I was
interested because I had memories of building
simple transistor radios as a teenager in the late
'50s and early '60s. I expected that he would
show me a small set that re-
quired some sort of external an-
tenna and would drive an ear-
phone.

Much to my surprise, he
brought out a self-contained ra-
dio housed in a wooden box
about 15 inches square and
about 4 inches deep. The front
panel had a conventional tuning
knob, an on/off switch and vol-
ume control, as well as a 5 -inch
diameter loudspeaker behind a
grille. He turned the set on, and
it did a nice job of bringing in
several local stations with de-
cent loudspeaker volume. The
audio quality and volume were
a little better than the typical 6 -
transistor pocket radio.

I thought that the performance
was amazing considering that
there is only one transistor in
the circuit. He showed me some
of the engineering tricks he had
had to play in order to get the
required performance.

I built this circuit for myself.
After a few problems were
cleared up with my friend's help,
I had the set working fairly well.
Then the old wheels started to
spin, and I began to think of how
I could squeeze even better per-
formance out of the circuit. After

some effort, I can now pick up 15 to 20 stations at
night with loudspeaker volume!

THE CATHEDRAL -STYLE ENCLOSURE

Having this neat circuit, I decided that I needed
to package the receiver in an interesting enclosure.
The basic box just did not have enough eye appeal.
So, one day I got the bright idea of packaging the
set in an enclosure reminiscent of American -made,
mantel set cabinets of the early 1930s, more com-
monly called cathedral -style cabinets today.

The cabinet has to be large because of the
required air core loop antenna or "frame aerial,"
as the British would say. It just so happens tha:
the Philco 90 cathedral -style receiver in my col-
lection is about the right height and width to be an
enclosure for this loop. Of course, it only needs to
be about 4 inches deep.

I decided to use the basic measurements of the
Philco 90 and make up a set of full-sized drawings.
The objective was not to copy faithfully this vintage

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radio cabinet but to make a sim-
plified cabinet requiring only
cheap materials easily obtain-
able at local home improvement
centers. Figures 1 and 2 show
the finished product. The rear
views of the cabinet, shown in
Figure 3, illustrate the compo-
nents used, including the built-
in loop antenna.

The only power tools needed
for this job are a saber saw and
a hand drill with a drilling guide
that makes it possible to drill
perpendicular holes. Having
access to a scroll saw and a
drill press would make the tasks
a little easier. The only other
special tool needed is a pair of
furniture bar or pipe clamps that
can span at least 18 inches. My
drawings, which I am making
available to anyone interested
(see below for details), show
how to bend and glue the dome
top of the cabinet using only
these two clamps and some
scrap wood.

The receiver uses an effi-
cient reflex circuit. The one -stage transistor cir-
cuit amplifies and detects the desired radio fre-
quency signal. This signal is then fed back to its
input where it is again amplified as an audio
signal.

The electronics drawing package shows ex-
actly how to lay out the receiver circuit and how to
do all of the other detail work to produce a set
ready to operate. Many of the electrical parts
might be found in a well -stocked junk box or at

the next big hamfest. The tran-
sistor used is very special but
not expensive. It, along with
an adjustable inductor, is avail-
able from Digi- Key Corp. The
catalog numbers and other or-
dering information are in the
drawing package.

This is one project that
grabbed my attention and just
would not let go, even though
I have many more projects de -
mending my time. It does noth-
ng to advance the cause of
world peace in our time, but it
sure was fun!

The electronics drawing
package contains 4 full-sized
oattern sheets and 12 pages
of sketches and text detailing
the construction of this set. This
Package will be sent to you,
Postage paid, in a mailing tube
on receipt of your check or
money order for $16.50.

ity tuning [August and September 19941 I was espe-
cially interested in the Airline 84KR-1520A on pages 6
and 7 of the August issue. The set was made by
Kingston Radio (hence KR), a division of Kingston
Products Corp., Kokomo, Indiana. Kingston radios can
be found in Volume 4 of Rider's manuals, the only year
the company made and sold radios under the Kingston
name. Before World War II, most of the radios were
made for Gamble stores and Western Auto Supply. It
was said that Kingston was the largest manufacturer of
private brand farm battery radios in the United States.
Kingston made radios from 1934 to 1954.

The radio shown on page 7 of the August A.R.C., top
right, has been repainted. The name "Airline" should be
silk screened in red between the two knobs. When I
bought my set, it had to be repainted, so I had a silk
screen made and put the name on my cabinet. The set
originally came in white with red "Airline" and in blue,
red, green, and yellow, all with white "Airline."

With Permeabilty Tuning - Part 2."The Midland Models
B6A and B6B were not built in 1940 as indicated since
the company built radios only in 1946 and 1947. It's an
easy mistake to make looking at the date on the diagram
in Rider's, which appears to be 1940. The Models B6A
and M68 used 32v for the B voltage, as well as for the
A supply. Also the Models M6A and M6D were 6 -tube
sets, not 5 -tube sets as stated in the article. The
manufacturer's suggested price on the AC/DC sets was
$29.35. Some Midland collectors have reported supe-
rior performance from their sets, while I have received
average results at best from my own sets.

The Canadian Vintage Radio Society (CVRS)
was founded on October 26,1992, because of the
large number of radio collectors in Alberta, Cana-
da, who had no club. Originally named the A'berta
Vintage Radio Society (AVRS), the society voted to
change the name to the Canadian Vintage Radio
Society on December 19, 1993.

The society is dedicated to the collection, pres-
ervation, restoration and enjoyment of antique ra-
dios and related items. Most CVRS members have
a great interest in restoration, as well as in radio
history. CVRS' long-term goal is to found the Vin-
tage Radio Museum in Alberta.

With about 75 percent of CVRS' 140 -plus mem-
bers in Alberta, the remaining members are scat-
tered from the Yukon to Nova Scotia. The volun-
teer -run club eventually hopes to cover Western
Canada - British Columbia, Saskatchewan, Man-
itoba and the Northwest Territories - in acclition to
Alberta.

CVRS president Nap Pepin and his wife Leslie
have used their background in operating small
businesses, their desktop publishing experience,
and their strong interest in vintage radio to help run
the society.

Radio Waves, the bimonthly 25 -page newsletter
of the CVRS, was first issued in February of 1993.
The publication contains meeting notes and arti-
cles relating to vintage radio or associated items,
such as radio history, repair, and restoration. Clev-
er drawings by Kim Voigt amusingly illustrate the
publication with the character "Tube Man."

CVRS members are encouraged to submit arti-
cles, as well as letters to the editor and classified
ads. Classified ads in Radio Waves are free to
members; each member may include 5 ads in an
issue, limited to 50 words per ad. The society holds
meetings, swap meets, and workshops.

Other benefits to CVRS members inc,ude dis-
counts at select stores carrying restoration sup-
plies and parts, a free business card artwork ser-
vice, and a schematic service. The club plans to
add auctions, bingos and casinos to its events.

Yearly fund-raising activities, starting with raf-
fles, will benefit a trust fund to aid in founding the
future Alberta -based Vintage Radio MuseJm. Pos-
sible future services could involve many antique
radio clubs; for example, a multi -club database for
available and needed radio parts and knobs has
been suggested.

The first year (1993) in CVRS' life included a
swap meet, a silent auction, a garage sale, guest
speakers at meetings, and restoration workshops.
