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EDITOR’S COMMENTS

As we ring in the New Year here at A.R.C., we are
still basking a bit in the glow of the applause for the
December 1995 issue, our first to include full-color
article photos. At 116 pages, it also was one of our
largest issues. This month, collectors must be concen-
trating on holiday shopping, as we have received fewer
ads than usual. The result is a slightly scaled down
January issue, but one we know you'll find quality-filled.

The Supreme Instrument Company is the topic of
our lead article by Dale B. Allen. Unlike so many of the
early radio manufacturers, Supreme is still in business
— as a subsidiary of Hickok. A Supreme signal gener-
ator led Dale to Greenwood, Mississippi, and an
interesting history of the firm. Dale also helped us to
shed light on the correct spelling of “Hickok.”

Richard Arnold continues to provide us with short
reports on a variety of sets. In this issue, he describes
the RCA Model 121, a “midget radio,” and explains a
bit about the midget radio market.

We present this month our last instaliment on the
Henry Ford Museum Auction, along with commentar-
ies from two collectors — Ludwell Sibley and Richard
Foster. Richard suggests that a comprehensive cata-
log should have been a requirement for a sale of this
significance. Although belated, such a project is being
considered jointly by A.R.C. and Jim Kreuzer.

This final report includes a listing of many of the
vacuum tube prices. Some lots not reported were such
a mixture that their prices were meaningless.

Photo Review this month features two unique horn
speakers — a Burns horn with a Radio Cabinet Co.
Orchestrion bell and the Payne Co. “Oracle” speaker/
lamp combination. Radio Miscellanea highlights the
problems in shipping radios.

Engineer and collector Blake Dietz presents a com-
prehensive discourse on “getters” in vacuum tubes.
This may be more than you need or want to know, but

his presentation is both concise and understandable.

We always welcome a touch of levity. Ron Bouch-
er's Gridley Shop cartoon provides just that.

Although auctions and reports seem to saturate the
collector calendar, and sometimes the pages of A.R.C.,
two more are reported this month. About 170 items
were sold at the Colorado Radio Collectors’ fourth
annual auction in September, while more than 300 lots
in the October Finkel auction totaled over $30,000.

A.R.C. on the Web. Monthly, we are posting radio
event information, selections from our printed version,
links to other “sites,” and our marketplace of books and
videos. Our URL is “hitp:/www.antiqueradio.com/”.

Advertising rate Increase. All classified and dis-
play advertisers should review the inside frontand rear
covers for our 1996 rates. The change with the broad-
est impact is the increase to 25¢ per word for words
over the subscriber's free 20 words. These increases
make it possible for A.R.C. to continue to provide a
quality forum for all in the radio collecting community.

Coming Radio Events. Included in the three dozen
U.S. events listed for January 1996 on our Coming
Radio Events pages is the two-day Mega Auction in
Houston, Texas. This is the big January event. Howev-
er, | will risk being a little parochial and give the two
events in our neighborhood special mention.

The quarterly New England Antique Radio Club Swap
Meet is on January 20 in Nashua, New Hampshire,
northwest of Boston. The Greater Boston Antique Ra-
dio Collectors’ (GBARC) Radio XXVII will be held on
February 25 at the Westford Regency Hotel, off 1-495,
in Westford, Mass., also northwest of Boston. Last
year, this event drew over 600 attendees and 90 seller
tables. A visit to your editor's collection is a feature of
this event. A.R.C. runs Radio XXVII for GBARC, so we
issue a special invitation to our readers to make the trip.

ON THE COVER

Our cover for the New Year's issue gives us the
opportunity to reflect, not only on the past year, but also
on a decade of progress. How can that be? Well, in a
nostalgic moment, your editor remembered an early
A.R.C.coverthat portrayed a New Year'stheme. As luck
would have it, that issue happened to be the January
1986 issue, taken from a 1927 ad for WLW (see AR.C.,
November 1992). We decided to update the '86 cover
and to examine how far we have come in ten years.

Afirstreaction as we leafed through this decade-old
issue was a sense of stability and continuity. Many of the
same advertisers and contributors still appear in current
issues. Ads for Radiofestand Radio XV (now approach-
ing XXVIi since there were two in some years) reminded
us that today's multiple radio events have strong roots.

A second reaction was to realize how much AR.C.
has changed in the past decade. First, in size — the
1986 issue has 24 pages, whereas we now publish 100-
plus pages regularty. Second, in quality — our efforts to

improve the quality of writing, photos, layout, and ser-
vice to the radio collecting community have paid off in a
big increase in interest in A.R.C. The number of sub-
scribers has risen seven-fold — from just over 1,000 in
January 1986 to over 8,000 in January 1996.

Have radio prices changed? Looking over the prices
in the 1986 classified ads is an amusing exercise. An
Atwater Kent breadboard is for sale at $350. Today, that
item would bring about three times that amount. On the
other hand, a Crosley 51, offered at $100, would sell at
about the same price today.

Improvements mean subscription rate increases,
and ours have increased about two and a half times in
ten years. But, A.R.C. has quadrupled in size, and
keeping pace with costs has been a constant challenge.

The January 1986 A.R.C. was our 18th issue, while
this January 1996 issue is Number 138. In all, reflecting
on the New Year's issue of a decade ago has given us
a sense of pride in our progress and a renewed incen-
tive to improve with each passing year.




WITH THE COLLECTORS

The Supreme Instrument Company

On a recent trip to Los Ange-
les, | spotted an elegant example
of late 1930s radio test equip-
ment — a Supreme Model 582
signal generator, shown in Fig-
ure 1. What first caught my eye
was the natural finish, tongue-
and-groove wood cabinet and the
etched front panel. | decided that
the generator would be useful in
restoring antique radios, since
one of the main features is a built-
in sweep generator for all of the
standard IF frequencies.

| purchased the signal genera-
tor, knowing | would need the
manual and schematic to get it
up and running. After an unsuc-
cessful search through the A.R.C.
ads, | decided to call “informa-
tion” in the town named on the
front panel — Greenwood, Mis-
sissippi. Much to my surprise, Su-
preme is still operating in Green-
wood, only 16 blocks from its orig-
inal location. Figure 2 shows Su-
preme’s humble beginnings in the
1920s, while Figure 3 pictures the Supreme plant
as it looks today.

The company is now known as the Supreme
Electronics Corporation, and it is a subsidiary of
the Hickok Electrical Instrument Company of
Cleveland, Ohio. Yes, this is the same Hickok of
tube tester fame, which was founded in 1910 and
which acquired Supreme in 1956.

Upon making the connection, | explained to
customer service that | needed a copy of the
Model 582 manual and schematic. | was referred
to a “long-term employee” who perhaps would be
able to locate the information.

There are 27 employees still working at Su-
preme who have 25 or more years of service. But,
Ms. Janie Cain beats them all — she celebrated
her 60th year with Supreme in September of
1994. At 84 years young, Ms. Cain has no plans
to retire. Of course, Ms. Cain found the manual
for me, and after talking to her, | decided there
was a story about Supreme that should be shared
with other collectors.

SUPREME HISTORY

Supreme was founded in 1926 in Greenwood,
Mississippi, by a Mr. Williams, who began pro-
ducing radio set analyzers for radio servicemen.
Greenwood was and still is a small agricultural
community with relatively few industrial jobs. How-
ever, Supreme has the distinction of being the
first industry in Greenwood to employ female
workers.

By 1929, Supreme had an Engineering De-
partment, and its product line had grown to in-
clude volt-ohmmaeters (VOMs), multiband signal
generators, and vacuum tube testers. Around
1930, the company developed financial troubles
and was taken over by B.F. Dulweber of the
Kratzer Cured Lumber Company. Mr. Dulweber's
son was made president of Supreme when he
graduated from college in 1932. By the time Ms.
Cain joined the company in 1934, Supreme ai-
ready led the field in the production of test equip-



ment for servicing radios.

According to Ms. Cain, the
company survived the Depres-
sion because people could not
afford new radios and needed
to have their old radios repaired.
This, in turn, created a need for
affordable test equipment, which
Supreme excelled in building.

Ms. Cain started working at
Supreme because the telephone
company wouldn't hire married
women. She says, “It's still a
great place to work. What com-
pany today would let three peo-
ple in their 80s keep working?”
The starting pay in 1934 was 25
cents per hour, and paid holi-
days and vacations were non-
existent. At this time, Supreme
had approximately 50 employ-
ees (Ms. Cain remembers 47 of them by name).

From 1932 to 1941, Supreme employed 150 to
200 persons, including 17 graduate engineers.
One of them was Grady Perkins who became
Chief Engineer in 1937. During this period, Su-
preme products were assembled only while school
was in session, and the summers were devoted
to the design of new products. Workers were
recalled in September for another nine months.

The years 1942 to 1945 marked a period of
steady expansion for Supreme. The company did
not employ the production-line concept until the
needs of World War |l dictated a change in produc-
tion processes. Prior to this time, one person was
responsible for an instrument from start to finish
and sometimes even signed it, as an artist would.
My Model 582 was signed by a former coworker of
Ms. Cain’s whom she fondly remembers.

When | complimented her on the Model 582
construction, she replied, “Southern women know
how to build things right.” Inside the beautiful
wooden case is a chrome-plated box which pro-

vides an overall shield for the generator. The
chassis is also chrome-plated, and the wire har-
nesses are laced, military style.

By 1942, Supreme was helping the U.S. Gov-
emment specify the test equipment necessary for
troop support. Due to the acute shortage of panel
meters, the company enlisted outside design as-
sistance from Washington, D.C., and began pro-
ducing in excess of 1500 meters per day to meet
both the needs of Supreme and other equipment
suppliers.

During this period, Mr. Perkins redesigned the
horseshoe magnet, used in all meters, to a bar
magnet, thus saving much time and material.
This basic design is still in production at Supreme
and was copied by most of the competition.

Supreme operated on three shifts to help meet
wartime needs and produced four types of test
equipment for early radar systems. Ms. Cain re-

calls one of these instruments as a Model 542
pocket voit-ohmmeter, shown in Figure 4, which
was produced at the rate of 200 per day during
the war. She moved to the Calibration Depart-
ment in 1942 to test the Model 542 and is still
there today as a Technician lll.

In 1947, as Supreme introduced its first 3%-
inch oscilloscope, Grady Perkins purchased Su-
preme and managed it until the company was
acquired by Hickok in 1956. Mr. Perkins contin-
ued as a consultant through 1965 and still lives in
Greenwood, Mississippi, today.

“Hickock” or “Hickok”?

Dale Allen's mention of the fact that the Supreme
Co. was acquired by the Hickok Electrical Instru-
ment Co. in 1956 renewed our interest in the spell-
ing of the latter company's name. As far back as
A.R.C.’s November 1990 issue, page 19, regarding
an article on the Hickok 155 radio traceometer, we
asked the perennial question — “Is it ‘Hickock' or
‘Hickok'? " Qur answer then was that it appeared to
be both, since early catalogs showed instruments
manufactured by “Hickock,” while later catalogs
show test equipment by “Hickok.” We hoped that
readers would enlighten us on the subject.

Until now, there has been no response. But,
we asked Dale Allen to do some additional re-
search on the Supreme-Hickok history, and the
following is his reply:

“The Hickok Electrical Instrument Company
was founded in 1910 by R.D. Hickok, Sr., in
Atlanta, Georgia, to produce panel meters for
switchboards. {Note that the spelling of the family
name without the second “c” is the correct one.)
The company moved to Cleveland, Ohio, in 1913,
to be closer to materials and markets and is still
there today. Hickok produced the first commer-

cial tube tester in 1920 and began producing
aircraft instruments in 1936. Hickok later became
a major supplier to the war effort, and after the
war, remained a strong competitor of Supreme
until acquiring that company in 1956. In 1995, the
company name was changed to Hickok, Inc.”

Following up on this information, A.R.C. began
to do some further research. Our suspicion that
the discrepancies in spelling were merely catalog
typos was confirmed by close examination of the
ads from the 1939 Lafayette Catalog #76, page
75, and the 1940 Lafayette Catalog #78, page 93,
both pictured here. For example, the 1939 cap-
tion, “Hickock No. 18 Oscillator,” clearly misspells
the name, because under magnification “Hickok”
may be seen pictured on the instrument itself.

The 1940 Lafayette Catalog #78 shows an ad
on page 93 in which the caption has the correct
spelling; however, the index reads “Hickock.” Those
of us in the publishing business know well the
pitfalls of proofreading. Here is a good example of
how an error can be perpetuated ad infinitum.

Another mystery of radio history appears to be
solved, unless someone out there has more to
add. (Editor)

Midget Radios and the RCA Model 121

BY RICHARD ARNOLD

One of the first magazine advertisements in
1930 on the new “midget” radios reads in part,
“Only 17.5 inches high and 16 inches wide, with
reception limited only by the suitability of your
location.” The radio industry invented the name
“midget” for these radios, but years later they
came to be called “cathedrals” or ‘tombstones.”

This style of radio came into being on the West
Coast in 1929, and by 1931 had spread across
the nation. These radios were usually TRF (tuned
radio frequency) sets that used the new screen-
grid tubes. The cabinets of tombstone or cathe-
dral design accasionally used moulded wood.

The power, tone and overall general perfor-
mance left a lot to be desired. However, the
weight of these sets (about 25 pounds) and the

price (averaging $50) were well below that of the
heavy and relatively high-priced consoles of the
period ($100 plus).

RCA had a pretty good clamp on the superhet-
erodyne market and patents, and it wasn't until
1928-1929 that they really started to lift these re-
strictions. As a result, most manufacturers began
producing superhet radios in the early 1930s. In
1933, there were 3,800,000 radio sets sold at an
average unit price of $61. In 1929, the average unit
price of a radio sold was $136. The midget radio
market faltered for a while in 1931-1932, but then
made a strong comeback for a few more years.

THE RCA MODEL 121

In 1933, RCA came out with the beautiful ca-
thedral cabinet design of the
Model 121, shown in Figure 1.
This AC “midget” measures 17
inches high by 14 inches wide.
The set has a broadcast band of
540-1500 Kc and a shortwave
band of 5400-15.350 Kc.

The six tubes used are Types
58 (RF amplifier), 2A7 (oscilla-
tor and 1st detector), 58 (IF amp),
2B7 (detector/1st AF), 2A5 (au-
dio) and 80 (rectifier). The radio
has four controls — volume,
tone, tuning (with a fine tuning
feature to assist in tuning in the
shortwave band), and a small
knob on the right that pulls out to
receive shortwave reception.

FORD MUSEUM AUCTION

The Henry Ford Museum Radio Auction
Part 3 — Report and Reflections

The following is the third part of our extensive
report on the Ford Auction. The December issue
included a detailed list of the non-vacuum tube items,
as well as the reflactions of two collectors who at-
tended. Here we present the vacuum tube sales
listing and two additional collectors’ responses to
this extraordinary event. (Editor)

The Henry Ford Museum Radio Auction was held
on October 7 and 8, 1995, in Dearbom, Michigan,
where about a thousand lots drew $590,693. Auc-
tioneer Richard Estes of Medina, Ohio, was assisted
by Jim Clark and other members of the Michigan
Antique Radio Club, and Bob Dobush, who got the
tubes into logical order and did emission testing of
the more interesting ones.

The sale was held in a large tent on the museum
grounds and ran from 10 a.m. to 5 p.m. the first day,
and 10 a.m. to 3:30 p.M. the second day.

Last month’s report included the extensive listing
of radio sets and other non-vacuum tube items, as
well as the personal reflections of your editor and
Larry Babcock. This month, we add those of Ludwell
Sibley and Richard Foster, a collector who was
unable to attend. Each reports from his own per-
spective. We also continue our photo report of the
event, including several broadcast-era and obscure
items.

The highlight of the tubes auctioned was an un-
marked tube, thought to be a DeForest CF-340
Oscillion, which sold for $2,100. Two DeForest
spherical Audions joined the Oscillion as high-priced
items. They sold at $800 and $1,400, similar prices
to those for spherical Audions at the annual AWA
tube auction.

Westem Electric VT-1 tubes, all good and sold in
various combinations, brought from $37 to $222
each. Prices for VT-1s at the AWA auctions have

been from $42 to $75 each. WE-216A tubes, which
went for $110 each, have sold for $35 to $110 each
at AWA auctions.

Popular battery set tubes sold for at least twice
their commonly seen prices — 199s sold at $25 to
$75 each and 201As at $55 to $73 each. WD-11s
soared to $100 to $125 each!

Condition, as with many of the radios sold, seemed
unimportant for some rare tubes, with a Sodion D-21
selling for $80 and a Welsh WT-501 Peanut selling
for $50, even though they both had open filaments.

Again, we thank the contributors for their cooper-
ation. Without their input, A.R.C. would not be able
to achieve the degree of accuracy that we want to
offer our readers.

Now that the Ford Auction is part of radio history,
perhaps some of you have been thinking about it
and would like to share reflections or comments with
the antique radio community. If so, let's hear from
you, even if you did not attend.

“.50" are rounded off to the dollar.

Have you ever attended a radio auction
where the average sale price was $600? That’s
how the Henry Ford Museum de-accession
sale went on October 7-8, 1995. The lowest
item went for only one dollar, but about 100
lots went for over $1,000 each. Still, raw dol-
lars are hardly the whole story.

What this sale was about is a unique group
of early wireless gear, much of it Marconi
equipment of 1910-1920, but with other ex-
traordinary makers’ names — Newton &
Wright (British), Wireless Improvement Co.,
NESCO, DeForest, Kilbourne & Clark, and
Hammond —represented. There was a verita-
ble scrapyard of parts for big spark transmit-
ters of World War I vintage. There was also a
whole supply depot of World War I military
sets and subunits: Army SCR-49, -59, and -68;
Navy SE-68, -143, -1000D, -1071, -1419, -
1420, -1690, and -1950.

Attracted by these rarified goodies, heavy-
hitter bidders came from France and Sweden,
to join many from the U. S.

There were some irritations — the lot num-
bers in the printed catalog had to be aban-
doned for the actual sale, and the handlers
insisted on bellowing, “Yeaaow!” on spotting
bids. But overall, the sale went well and the
accuracy of bid records, etc., was very good. In
addition, a commercial packing service was
available in the checkout tent.

Every auction has its own “texture” or char-
acter. After this one, many bidders expressed
a feeling of relief that most of the rare stuff
was being kept in the United States (despite
the British, German, and French origins of
many of the treasures). One active French

buyer was fun to watch. As the bidding on one
item went “$18,000, $19,000, $20,000...,” he
calmly held his bid card in the air with one
hand while eating French fries with the other!

There was a special draw to a lot of the
material. Much of it was clearly identiifed as
having originated in the RCA-George Clark
collection of the late 1920s or the somewhat
later McMurdo Silver collection. Even simple
parts attain a special appeal when attached to
ared 1931 tag reading “National Radio Muse-
um Warehouse/G.H. Clark, Curator,” or “Na-
tional Broadcasting Co., Inc./Radio City Mu-
seum/Joseph D’Agostino, Curator.” (Clark was
a sort of official historian at RCA; D’Agostino
was a special assistant to David Sarnoff.)
However, despite the price pressure, alert
bidders got some bargains, particularly in the
area of vacuum tubes.

The equipment was not necessarily in prime
shape; much of it was as pulled out of an RCA
or other lab generations ago, with small parts
missing (the rheostats always go first) and
grimed-up in years of storage. Material that
had been restored for display often reflected
the museum's apparent penchant for shiny-
bright, rather than authentic restorations.

The report in the November 1995 A.R.C. of
the October auction at the Henry Ford Muse-
um is extraordinary. That sale was an impor-
tant event of historic proportions, and I'm
sure that I speak for others who were unable
to attend when I say that I feel that I missed
out on something big. This excellent first re-
port gives a real feeling for the event.

The importance of the event leads me to a
couple of comments. First, it was rather frus-
trating not to be able to bid as an absentee.
This cut out a number of people who wanted
to bid but couldn’t. It is common practice to
bid by telephone or fax all over the world, and
I've done it plenty of times myself. I have
friends in France who wanted to bid but could
not attend.

Second, the catalog was a big disappoint-
ment. Personally, $20 for a first-class glossy
catalog of the sale of the century would not
have put me off. Being unable to attend means
that I would like to have some record of this
sale (as good as your reporting is), if the mu-
seum can find time to do the research on the
important pieces.

I find it regrettable that the museum didn’t
do it ahead of time and that there was no
clear description of the items in the catalog,
not even a number key to the few photos

shown. As a collector, I want a real catalog of
these once-in-a-lifetime pieces. How often will
things from the George Clark collection come
up for sale? There was no way to participate,
even vicariously.

Third, a sale of this character deserves a
better presentation as a matter of principle.
This was a unique and historic event in this
hobby, deserving better commemoration than
it got. It is good to know that the sale was
well organized and conducted in a profes-
sional manner and that the prices went way
beyond expectations. However, I hope that
future sales will be better documented and
that better catalogs will be available for such
important collections in order to round out
the libraries of collectors worldwide.

Jack Gray Collection at Crosley

Dear Editor:

An article in the Dayton Daily News (July 17, 1995)
told about the Gray History of Wireless Museum in
Cincinnati, Ohio, which your readers might like to know
about. This is the collection of the late Jack Gray, the
former transmitter supervisor for the Voice of America
near Mason, Ohio. It is a huge collection, largely of the
1920s-1930s and consisting of some of the first radio
receivers, microphones, crystal sets, loudspeakers,
telegraph keys, amplifiers and other components. !t
includes radios built by Crosley, Kodell, Doron, and
Day-Fan, a late 1940s television set with a 3-inch
picture tube, wire recorders, and “On the Air” signs.

This collection is on display at the Crosley Telecom-
munications Center, which was designed with wide hall-
ways to house the collection after Gray's death in 1970.
Part of the collection is displayed on the first floor, also
occupied by WCET-TV. The rest of it fills three dozen
glass cases along hallways of the second floor, which
houses WGUC-FM, the University of Cincinnati station.

The Crosley Center is across the street from the
Music Hall on the northern fringe of downtown Cincin-
nati. The Gray Museum has no income or operating
budget, so advertising is not possible. Thus, it remains
one of radio’s best held secrets.

LET THE PACKAGER BEWARE!
A Package Dropped 30 Inches Is Not Considered Mishandled!

What do the U.S. Postal Service, United
Parcel Service (UPS) and Federal Express
say about packaging?

The U.S. Postal Service guidelines are
perhaps the most convenient to obtain. Ask
at your local post office to look through their
“Domestic Mail Manual” (they call it the
DMM) and read the thirteen-page section
detailing the important aspects of packag-
ing. (These are sections 121.1 to 121.766 in
the “Preparation for Mailing” section.)

All three carriers reference the National
Safe Transit Association (NSTA) test stan-
dards which establish the minimum packag-
ing required to withstand the transportation
environment. Warning: the phrase ®trans-
portation environment” is a quaint euphe-
mism for some allowable rough treatment of

your prized possessions or purchases!

Federal Express, for example, performs
NSTA industry-standard drop, vibration
and impact tests to simulate the transporta-
tion environment. Their pass/fail test on
packaging includes ten drops of a package on
various corners and edges from a height no
greater than thirty inches (for packages un-
der 100 lbs.) as well as a certain period of
vibration.

This means that Federal Express, along
with the industry in general, allows the
dropping of your packaged Grebe Synchro-
phase, Scott All-Wave chassis, or Addison
Catalin radio from a height of up to 2 1/2
feet! It is imperative that you do all your
packaging with this kind of rough handling
in mind. (Editor)

UPS Guidelines for Good Packaging

At UPS our objective is to get every pack-
age safely to its designation. You can help us
achieve this goal by properly packing and la-
beling your shipments. The outer carton, the
packaging material, the closure and the ad-
dress label are four key elements in a prop-
erly prepared package. By following the
simple suggestions below, you help ensure
that your UPS-shipped merchandise arrives
in good condition.

THE CARTON

A corrugated carton is the ideal way to ship
most items and provides the best protection
for your package contents. We recommend
that you select a carton with a minimum 200-
pound test rating as described on the carton
manufacturer’s seal printed on the bottom of
the carton. Always use cartons in good, rigid
condition with all flaps intact. Cartons that
have punctures, tcars, rips or corner damage
should not be used. Make sure the carton is
large enough to allow room for adequate cush-
ioning material on all sides of the product.

THE CUSHIONING

A minimum of two inches of packing mate-
rial should completely surround each item in
the shipment. Crumpled Kraft paper makes a
good, inexpensive cushioning material, as
does bubble-wrap. (Caution: “foam peanut”
cushioning material can settle or shift posi-
tion in a carton during transit, thereby reduc-
ing its effectiveness as a cushioning mate-
rial.)

Begin by packing several inches of the
cushioning material you have chosen in the
bottom of the carton. Next, wrap individual
items separately and place them toward the
center of the carton at least two inches apart.
Finally, stuff cushioning material firmly

around, over and between the items.

Use enough cushioning material so that the
contents cannot move easily when you shake
the carton. Several inches of cushioning mate-
rial all the way around your merchandise
should do it. But remember, the further you
keep fragile articles away from the corners
and sides of the container, the less chance
there is of damage. Extremely delicate items
should be double-boxed for added protection.
Carefully pack the delicate items in the first
container with cushioning, and then place the
sealed package in a second cushioned con-
tainer.

THE CLOSURE

Proper closure of a package is as important
as adequate cushioning. To close a carton se-
curely, use a heavy-duty tape designed for
shipping, at least two inches in width. Pres-
sure sensitive plastic tape and water acti-
vated paper tape, with or without fiber rein-
forcement, are all acceptable closures.

The “Six Strip Method” for package sealing
provides maximum protection against cartons
popping open. First, tape the bottom center
seam, leaving a two-inch overlap on each end.
Next, seal both bottom edge seams. Pack the
contents, using the cushioning guidelines
above. Now tape the center seam and both
edge seams of the box top, exactly as you
taped the bottom.

Never use masking or cellophane tapes.
These tapes do not provide the strength nec-
essary for proper package sealing. In addi-
tion, avoid using string or cord on your pack-
age. These can catch on automatic sorting
equipment. Finally, don’t paper wrap your
package. If the paper tears, your adress label
may become separated from the package.

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% VINTAGE VACUUM TUBES

Vacuum Tubes and “Getters”

“What every radio collector wants to know about
getters but is afraid to ask” could easily be the
subtitle of this enlightening article. (Editor)

Most radio collectors at one time or another
have taken the time to ponder the hearts of their old
tube radios — the tube. Have you ever wondered
how that pretty silver or gold spot on the inside of
the glass envelope got there? I've been told many
fables conceming those marks.

One collector told me that the silvering of the
inside of the glass hid the tube makers’ secrets
from the general public. Another told me that this
*flash” was a product of very high voltage testing
during quality control, prior to release of the tube.
Others just stated, “That's the getter; it gets the air
out.” Here is the straight scoop on the “getter.”

Residual gases must be evacuated from all vac-
uum tubes. The presence of any gas, especially
oxygen, and water vapor will cause erratic behav-
ior and, more often than not, premature failure. The
ionization of these gases will impair the emission of

electrons within the tube envelope. When vacuum
tubes are designed to operate with a specific gas
present in the envelope, they are always evacuat-
ed prior to being filled with the gas.

Even though fairly good vacuum pumps were
available in the 1920s and 1930s, residual gas and
water vapor still posed a problem. These gases
and vapors would remain even in a near vacuum,
particularly in the glass and metal components.
The accepted method of removing the gasses was
to employ a “getter.”

The getter is a material which is capable of
readily absorbing any residual gas and vapors.
Some of the materials used to produce getters in
tube manufacture include the following: cerium,
aluminum, magnesium, barium, and phosphorus.
Red phosphorus was used in many early Type 01-
A tubes, which are easily recognized by the red-
dish tone on their glass envelopes. Early tube
manufacturers used an absorbing material “paint-

ed” on the glass stem of the tube. A powder-like
compound near the base of the tube is usually
visible on tubes like the WD-11 or WX-12, which
are examples of tubes employing this “passive”
getter technique.

Later research found that the best getters were
of “active” design and made of the same material
as the emitting element (filament). Barium com-
pounds were widely used as the getter in receiv-
ing tubes because the cathodes were generally
oxide-coated. Unfortunately, pure barium is not
protected from the air by its own oxide coating
and, therefore, is somewhat volatile. As an alter-
native, compounds which break down or produce
barium when activated were used.

The most popular method of employing the
getter was the “flashing” technique. After assem-
bly of the tube was completed, flashing was per-
formed by focusing a high frequency electric field
on the getter through the glass. This flashing
process left its indelible mark in the form of a
mirrored coating on the inside of the glass enve-
lope. Figure 1 shows a typical getter.

Metal tubes of the mid- and late-1930s posed a
bit of a problem for the accepted method of acti-
vating the getter. Because of the tubes’ metal
structure, the electric field could not penetrate the
envelope. To get around this problem, the meth-
od employed was to use a tantalum ribbon which
was folded or rolled and filled with a barium
compound called berylliate, as shown in Figure 2.
The ribbon was connected between the ground
pin of the octal base and the metal shell of the
tube. After production, an electrical current was
passed through the ribbon, causing the ribbon to

heat up the berylliate, which reacted under heat
to release the barium getter.

One interesting note is that the getter itself
may impair the operation of the vacuum tube, so
care has to be taken not to allow the getter
material to condense on the internal components
of the tube. This led tube manufacturers to place
getters in troughs or cups and flash toward the
glass envelope where they would not cause any
trouble. Very early tubes, up to and including the
Type 01-A, used thoriated elements (thorium dis-
solves in tungsten) and a nondirected getter —
the reason why the flashing covers most of the
glass envelope.

Longtime collector and Dela-
ware Valley Historic Radio Club
(DVHRC) member Amold Finkel
recently retired from the hobby
and put his extensive collection
of colorful, high-style radios up
for auction. On Sunday, Octo-
ber 1, 1995, Hamilton Auction
Co., under the experienced gav-
el of Arnold himself, offered over
300 quality lots to an enthusias-
tic crowd of 60 bidders at the
Holiday Inn in Kulpsville, Penn-
sylvania.

With the help of DVHRC members Pete Grave,
Lewis Newhard, Don Rector, and Ned Borger,
Arnold managed to move the entire inventory in a
little more than three hours. This auction did not
bog down in a multitude of paper, box lots and
bulky consoles. Instead, Finkel's offerings were
limited to wood, plastic and Catalin display-ready
table sets, as well as a table full of desirable
transistors and novelty radios. It was quite an
unusual experience to be in the same room with
SO many truly classy pieces.

The auction totaled more than $30,000. Among
the highlights were the following: a fine Sparton
Bluebird selling at $1,900, a brown Majestic Char-
lie McCarthy for $900, a model unknown blue-
mirrored Troy radio for $1,250, and a lovely Em-
erson “Mae West” for $1,050.
