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EDITOR'S COMMENTS 
The sheer joy of collecting — this is a feeling all 

of you readers know well. Certainly it is the senti-
ment conveyed by Phil Van Praag in our lead 
article about the writing of his book, Evolution of 
the Audio Recorder, testifying to his passion for 
"these electro-mechanical marvels." Joseph Es-
dale, reviewer of the book in this issue, generates 
the same enthusiasm both for the subject and for 
Phil's engaging writing style. As an audio and 
tape recorder enthusiast for over 40 years, Joe 
reports that this book is a "terrific reference guide." 
It is interesting to note that Poulsen's telegra-

phone was developed at about the same time as 
Marconi's wireless telegraph. However, although 
the wireless telegraph was in use only a few 
years later, and radio had become a household 
necessity for information and entertainment by 
the mid-1930s, the magnetic recorder did not 
"take off' for consumers until after World War II. 
Still, the difference in time frames is understand-
able when we think that, as Tom Lewis says in 
Empire of the Air, "Radio was the first national 
medium Americans knew, and it brought them 
the world." 
"I found a radio in a box" could be the subtitle of 

Dave Crocker's article on the 1-tube, 1920s Splen-
did receiver. After a little research, Dave found 
four variations of this otherwise rather simple set. 
Collectors are reminded once again to look inside 
every old box you see on an antique store shelf or 
at a flea market. There, you might find a 1-tube 
set like the Splendid, or even a highly collectible 
Sodion receiver worth over $1,000. 
Ship speakers — early cone speakers sporting 

a design of a ship — are unusual. Alan Douglas 
sent in a couple of fine photos of four of these 
speakers, and A.R.C. staff members added their 
combined knowledge to describe these "nautical 
wonders" for this issue. 
Photo Review this month shows several un-

usual items — a round speaker-shaped lamp, a 
skyscraper-styled, Bakelite intercom set, a space 
satellite novelty crystal set, and a rather short — 
under 5 feet — grandfather clock radio. 
How often have you seen an early 1-tube tester 

on a flea market table and just passed it by? Phil 
MacArthur saw one, but did not pass it by. He 
bought a Hoyt Model 100 and then decided to find 
out more about the company. His curiosity led 
him from Florida to the New Hampshire town 
where the Hoyt Works is still alive and well and 
very much in the business of making electrical 
instruments. 
A report on the Findley Estate Auction held by 

the Smith Auction Co. combines information pro-
vided by Ludwell Sibley and Ray Chase. Over 
500 lots were sold covering almost any radio 
collecting interest — home brew sets, battery 

sets, breadboards, cathedrals, Trans-Oceanics, 
transistor radios, and Catalins. The surprise of 
the auction was a DeForest D-12, a 4-tube, reflex 
set with a crystal detector, which sold for $2,600. 
As always Radio Miscellanea contains good 

advice, responses to inquiries and earlier arti-
cles, as well as the pleasant sense that folks from 
as far away as Australia are tuning in to A.R.C. 
International Collector Reception at Ra-

diofest XVI. Come one; come all! Collectors from 
all parts of the globe are invited to an A.R.C.-
sponsored informal reception poolside at the Hol-
iday Inn on Wednesday, August 6, at 5:00 P.M. 
Among the first to sign the special guest book will 
be collector/author Jonathan Hill and two of his 
fellow collectors from England, John Howes and 
Phil Taylor. We're hoping that others from abroad 
will consider this an open invitation to come and 
enjoy a chat with their American counterparts. To 
add to the festivities, A.R.C. will have prize draw-
ings. We look forward to seeing all Radiofest XVI 
attendees for a relaxing hour and some good old-
fashioned talk about radios — national and inter-
national. 
Coming Radio Events. Extravaganza '97 and 

Summer Heat are the big ones for July. The 
Michigan Antique Radio Club's Extravaganza '97 
always yields good programs, a great flea mar-
ket, an exciting auction, and an informal and 
informative social hour. "Radios of the World" is 
the theme this year. And in West Virginia, the 
Museum of Radio and Technology's Radio Heat 
includes a 2-day flea market, an equipment con-
test, museum tours, and programs, plus a 
Dixieland band.

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VINTAGE RECORDING 

Vintage Audio Recorders 
The Evolution of a Book 

BY PHIL VAN PFtAAG 

Phil Van Praag is the author of "Evolution of 
the Audio Recorder," now available from the pub-
lisher, EC Designs, Inc. The following article pro-
vides a small sampling of the history of the tape 
recorder covered in the book, as well as an ac-
count of the evolution of the book itself. Phil's 
article gives us the rare opportunity to feature a 
new book and connect it with the cover, an article, 
and a book review. (Editor) 

Evolution of the Audio Recorder provides simpli-
fied theory, descriptions of unusual and specialized 
recorders, extensive service and restoration mate-
rial, an identification and price guide for used ma-
chines, plus buying tips and more. This 540-page 
landmark book contains over 500 photos and illus-
trations. including 125 color pages. 
In a sense, I actually set out to write the history 

of the audio recorder many years ago, with my first 
personal involvement during the 1950s. It was love 
at first sight: and, although my "collectibles" inter-
ests have broadened considerably over the years, 
my first love has always been the recorder. Through 
the years, I have acquired or, as my wife prefers to 
say, amassed a number of recorders and a quanti-
ty of literature, along with the knowledge and expe-
rience gained through use, observation, engineer-
ing, and maintenance.

Thus, the task of writing a book on recorders 
turned out to be much less a writing task, per se, 
and more a labor of love. I do hope that the book 
Evolution of the Audio Recorder conveys that 
same sense of joy that I have felt in working with 
these electro-mechanical marvels. 
Most of us can still remember that first time we 

heard our own recorded voices. Many of us used 
recorders during our school years — perhaps while 
practicing a musical instrument or recording lec-
tures or "Top 40" tunes from the radio. Many more 
of us used them at home to record baby's first 
words, or at family reunions. Some used them 
professionally — remember, for one example, Sun 
Record's first recordings by Sam Phillips of a 
youthful Elvis Presley in Memphis? 

THE BEGINNINGS 

Evolution of the Audio Recorder traces the 
evolution of the audio recorder from its begin-
nings around the turn of the century. Valdemar 
Poulsen, a Danish telephone engineer, is credit-
ed as the first to build a magnetic recorder. De-
tails of his 1900 patent for a telegraphone are 
shown on the opposite page. However, my new 
book focuses primarily on what I call the "vintage 
years" — from post World War ll to the early 
19705. It was during this quarter century that 
tremendous advances occurred in terms of pro-
ducing practical recording machines to fit the 
many real world application needs. 
While the book provides a detailed account of

this evolution, along with theo-
ry, restoration tips, identification, 
and pricing guides, here I'll limit 
the discussion to a few of my 
personal experiences with tape 
recorders. Since I am a member 
of the "Baby Boomer" genera-
tion, however, I can't tell any 
personal stories of the 1940s. 
What does come to mind, how-
ever, is a story recently related 
to me about a Nebraska farmer 
who, beginning in 1947, had tried 
unsuccessfully for two years to 
obtain a tape recorder from one 
of the mail order houses. Finally 
successful in 1949, he received 
a Masco 037, but then, he had 
to go to town to use it since the 
only power available on the farm 
was 32 volts. Now there's deter-
mination! 

WIRE vs. TAPE 

While, indeed, there were relatively 
few models available immediately after 
World War II, a number of recorders 
based on wire format, as opposed to 
tape, were around. Figure 1 shows an 
early wire recorder — the Webster Chi-
cago Model 80 — designed in 1947 but 
sold well into the early 1950s. 
It was not a case of one type preced-

ing the other as much as both being 
available at the same time. What hap-
pened during the early 1950s was a 
show of clear superiority on the part of 
tape-based units for most applications. 
This led to the gradual demise of the 
wire recorder, although it did continue 
to appear in specialized applications 
even into the early 1960s! One exam-
ple is the Minifon Model 360S, as shown 
in Figure 2. 
My first experiences with a recorder 

came in the late 1950s, with a second-
hand Voice of Music recorder (similar 
to the Model 714 shown in Figure 3). 
Unfortunately, this set didn't last long 
due to my persistent need to disassem-
ble it. (I used to do the same thing with 
clocks; at least the tape recorder still 
worked after the first few tear-downs; 
which is more than 1 can say for the 
clocks.) 

TRANSISTORIZED MODELS 

By the early 1960s, I was really into 
tape recorders. With the advent of tran-
sistorized models in these years, two 
extremely important events occurred: 
first, smaller recorders became possi-
ble, leading to a number of specialized 
models never before practical; second, 
and perhaps of even greater signifi-
cance, very inexpensive recorders be-
came possible. Thus, for the first time

in history, just about anyone could own a tape 
recorder. 
Figure 4 pictures one such $15 bargain — the 

Apollo Apolec recorder. Using a very simple "rim 
drive" mechanism, and with shortcuts, such as a

swing-out, permanent magnet 
as an erase head, the technical 
specifications were not very 
good, but the Apollo worked, and 
it was cheap. 
Anyway, as I had become in-

volved with a dance band in 
1963, I began looking for a nearly 
professional quality recorder to 
make demo tapes and to use as 
a practicing aid. I could not af-
ford an Ampex, but instead set-
tled for a Roberts Model 990, as 
shown in Figure 5. It had excel-
lent specs, including a 15 ips 
(inches per second) speed, plus 
the portability I needed. 
By the second half of the 

1960s, I began repairing tape 
recorders as a vocation (as op-
posed to just an avocation hark-
ing back to those days at the 
kitchen table with my VM ma-
chine strewn all over). It was 
during these years that I became 
exposed to almost all the tape 
recorder manufacturers and 
models, not just those of the

necord, and Revox, but also the 
scores of mid-priced and econ-
omy models. One of my person-

al favorites is the Concertone Model 800 (Figure 
6). With its heavy chromed accents, its oversized 
transport function buttons and its six heads, it 
creates every bit as much excitement today as it

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did 30 years ago. It even 
made the list of my per-
sonal "Top 10" tape record-
er models, as described in 
the book. 
Later in the '70s, I 

worked for Ampex Corpo-
ration in the audio/video 
systems division. I wrote 
technical manuals and 
served as an instructor. I 
felt truly honored to be 
working for the company 
that had produced such 
great recorders as the Am-
pex 350 series, shown in 
Figures 7A and 7B, which 
had basically set the stan-
dard for professional stu-
dio machines in the 1950s. 
Since that time, I have 

been vigorously pursuing 
the advancement of my 
personal collection, which 
now affords (finally!) the 
opportunity to do more re-
search and technical anal-
ysis (my educational back-
ground is in electrical en-
gineering). In Evolution of 
the Audio Recorder, I have 
attempted to provide a bal-
anced presentation, with 
separate chapters on sim-
plified theory, a rather de-
tailed evolution spanning 
175 pages, specialized 
machines, repair and res-
toration information, plus 
an identification/descrip-
tion/price guide. In addi-
tion, buying tips, a corpo-
rate close-up, and sample 
schematic diagrams are 
included; plus, of course, 
my "Top 10" favorite re-
corders. 
If I am successful in re-

kindling the excitement, 
the curiosity, the fascina-
tion so many of us felt in 
those early years with 
these great "talk-back" ma-
chines, then my purpose 
in writing this book will 
have been accomplished. 
Evolution of the Audio

WITH THE COLLECTORS 

The Splendid Receiver 
Variations on a Theme 

BY DAVE CROCKER 

Always on the search 
for interesting radio-re-
lated items to share with 
A.R.C. readers, Dave 
has compiled facts 
about a series of radios 
that leave a lot of ques-
tions to be answered. 
Maybe one of our read-
ers can help us to add 
to this story. (Editor) 

Little boxes . . . little 
boxes . . just who made 
all those little boxed ra-
dios  anyway?  I've 
owned three of these 
boxed receivers in the 
last few years, and each 
one came with a differ-
ent nameplate. Ques-
tion is — who really 
manufactured them? 
The example shown in Figures 1 and 2 states 

that it is a Splendid Sr., Model III. The nameplate, 
shown in Figure 3, indicates that it was made by 
the W.F. Main Radiophone Co. of Cedar Rapids, 
Iowa. This box measures 8" high, 10" wide, and 
7" deep overall. It has a very high cover lid in 
order to clear the exposed tube and the dial crank

lever, two of the set's 
unique features. 
In a close-up of the set, 

as shown in Figure 4, you 
can see that there are two 
Bakelite panels separat-
ed by a wooden strip, but 
connected by two flat 
metal strips. The bottom 
metal strip connects a 
tapped coil under the left-
hand panel to the grid of 
the tube socket on the 
right-hand panel. The top 
strip connects the vari-
able tuning condenser 
under the left panel to the 
fixed condenser under the 
right panel. In addition to 
the above-panel strips 
connecting the panel sec-
tions, conventional wiring 

was used for other connectons crossing under 
the wooden panel separator. 

boxes — the 

CIRCUITRY 

The Splendid receiver operates on a simple 
regenerative circuit. The odd-ball dial crank ex-
ists to prevent the hand capacity effect, and dou-
bles as a vernier for finer tuning. Observation 
reveals that the left-hand panel section is for the 
tuning, and the right-hand panel section does the 
detecting. The regenerative detector uses a fixed 
tickler. Figure 5 shows the underneath view of the 
left panel. It consists of a variable tuning con-
denser and a tapped double coil. The fixed tickler

coil is mounted concentrically 
inside the larger tuning coil. 
The underneath view of the 

right panel is shown in Figure 6. 
Visible is a Bradleystat (which 
controls the regeneration), a 
Type 01-A tube socket, and a 
fixed condenser. The absence 
of a grid-leak resistor is evident. 
Perhaps a graphite pencil line 
drawn on the fixed capacitor 
served as a high resistance grid 
leak. Note the trailing wires that 
connect both sections under the 
panels. Because these are sol-
dered wires, removal of the pan-
els is difficult, but possible. A 
schematic of the Splendid's cir-
cuit is shown in Figure 7. 

CONFUSING NAMEPLATES 

I've just described the Splen-
did Sr. Model III receiver. Now 
comes the mystery. Another set 
I came across is virtually identi-
cal in circuitry and design but 
carries the nameplate shown in 
Figure 8. It's called the "Master-
phone," manufactured in Iowa 
City, Iowa. Now if you turn to 
page 48 of Guide To Old Radi-
os, (page 52 of the second edi-
tion), by David and Betty 
Johnson, you will see the same 
Masterphone radio, but credited 
to the Boston Radio Manufac-
turing Co. in Massachusetts. Re-
search revealed that there was 
a company in Boston by that 
name listed at 28 State Street 
during the mid-1920s, but I've 
never discovered any advertis-
ing by this company. 
Then I found a third similar 

receiver, again with the W.F. 
Main of Cedar Rapids, Iowa,

nameplate, but called the Splen-
did Jr.; see Figure 9. This set is 
again identical in layout except 
for two obvious design changes 
— it has no dial crank (did they 
solve the hand capacitance 
problem or was it simply eco-
nomics?), and there is no tap 
switch mechanism. Both fea-
tures are gone from the left-hand 
panel. 
However a not-so-obvious dif-

ference is the material compris-
ing the two panels. See Figure 
10. Instead of the usual Bakelite, 
this unit has panels made of a 
very hard graphite-like material 
which is extremely difficult to 
work with when drilling, etc. One 
more thing — instead of the half-
moon-shaped aluminum dial on the left, it has a 
fully round dial plate. Imprinted on this plate is the 
Splendid name. 

STILL MORE 

Checking through John Terrey's collection re-
vealed still another version. His set carries the 
similar Masterphone name of Iowa City, Iowa, but 
big changes are on the panel; see Figure 11. 
Instead of two control panels, this one has only 
one large Bakelite panel. The small dial knob and 
aluminum plate have been replaced with a stan-
dard larger, molded dial. Also, the configuration 
of the coils has been changed to the "pancake" 
type of construction, and the right-hand rheostat 
knob has no metal dial. 
Overall, it is kind of a "plain Jane" receiver, and 

probably the company's last. Last seems to be 
the case for gone are the names "Masterphone" 
and "Splendid" from the radio directory lists. So 
ended the little boxes, but if you ever find one, 
take a good look inside the box — you may find 
still another version and still another nameplate. 
If you do, let A.R.C. know, as we would like to 
share the information.

Cone "Ship Speakers" 

BY DICK DESJARLAIS WITH INPUT FROM ALAN DOUGLAS AND DAVE CROCKER 

Alan Douglas recently sent 
in the excellent photos of the 
ship speakers shown here. They 
inspired a little research on our 
part and perhaps will bring in 
more information from readers. 
(Editor) 

Cone "ship speakers" came 
into prominence in 1926-1927. 
The four examples shown here 
are representative of this popu-
lar style. Although there were 
numerous manufacturers of 
cone ship speakers, loathe and 
Tower are among the most com-
monly known. 
Alan Douglas identified the 

cast iron-frame speaker at left 
in Figure 1 as a Vitalitone, made 
by Vitalis Himmer in New York 
City and advertised in 1927. 
Before this, Himmer had been 
making horns (Magnavox look-
alikes) as far back as 1922. 
The Tower "Pirate Ship," 

shown at right in Figure 1, was 
made by the Tower Manufac-
turing Co., Boston, Mass., ac-
cording to Dave Crocker. In 
1927, this speaker, also cast 
iron, sold for $8.95. Measuring 
14" in diameter, it is the mid-
sized version of three different 
sizes manufactured by Tower. 
At left in Figure 2 is a cone 

with a wooden octagon frame. 
The ship design is painted on 
the speaker's paper cone. This 
unit, which Dave Crocker sur-
mises is a Na-Ald speaker, has 
a cord for hanging it on the wall. 
It was manufactured by the Al-
den Mfg. Co. of Springfield, 
Mass. 
The speaker on the right in 

Figure 2 is the Tower "Adventurer." It has a cast 
iron frame and is 17" in diameter. Dave Crocker 
reports that, in 1927, it sold for $11.95. Reacers 
will remember that this speaker is pictured in 
A.R.C.'s AWA auction report on page 12 of the 
November 1996 issue. The Adventurer sold for 
$500.

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VINTAGE TEST EQUIPMENT 

Hoyt Electrical Instrument Works 
BY PHIL MACARTHUR 

Phil MacArthur made quite a "swing" from Flor-
ida to New Hampshire to visit the Hoyt Works. In 
this article, he shares his pleasure in finding a 
company still steeped in the tradition of Yankee 
ingenuity and pride in products perfected over the 
past century. (Editor) 

Last March, at the AWA spring meet in Char-
lotte, North Carolina, I bought the old Hoyt Model 
100 tube tester, shown in Figure 1. The brass 
plate on the cherry base read "HOYT Electrical 
Instrument Works, Penacook, 
N.H., U.S.A." This 1920s device 
has A, B and C battery binding 
posts allowing it to test Types 
UV-201A, C-301A, C-299, UV-
199, WD-11, WD-12, C-301, UV-
201. DV-3, W.E. 216A and UV-
200 tubes. The Model 100, as 
well as other meters, were often 
sold through the Burton-Rogers 
Company, which had a sales 
office in Boston, Mass. Another 
instrument, an AC ammeter, 
shown in Figure 2, is typical of 
Hoyt products of this era. 
One day, on a whim, I dialed 

information and asked if there 
was a listing for Hoyt, and soon 
I was talking with Douglass Hoyt, 
grandson of the founder. 
With all the bankruptcies, buy-

outs, mergers and breakups in 
today's marketplace. I was as-
tounded that I could read an 80-
year-old ID plate and contact 
the same company in the same 
city on the same grounds with 
the same name making the 
same products! Can any other 
outfit make a similar claim? 
The conversation was so in-

teresting that I decided to swing 
by New Hampshire (from Key 
West, Florida!) and interview Mr. 
Hoyt in person. 

PHYSICAL PLANT AND 
WORKERS 

The original Hoyt building is a 

typical New England "add-on and on and on, as shown in Fig-

ure 3. With each new contract, 
another two or three hundred 
square feet were added. Finally, 
in the 1970s, Hoyt put up a sep-

arate, modern 30,000 sq. ft building behind the 
original one. There, about 100 employees create 
a broad line of analog meter products, like the 
example shown in Figure 4. The many employees 
wind the coils, silk screen the dials, form cases, 
and calibrate. in-house. As a Hoyt brochure says, 
"It takes good people to make good meters." 

HISTORY 

In the 1950s, Douglass Hoyt took over from his 
father, who had succeeded the founder, Adrian

Hoyt, in the 1920s. Adrian started with a degree 
in medicine, but had an early interest in electrici-
ty. At that time — the 1880s — what came to be 
called electronics was in its infancy. By 1888, 
Hoyt was building meters with the Whitney Com-
pany, maker of some of those ornate, brass-
cased station meters. This meter works moved 
from Manchester to Penacook, N. H., in 1892. 
In 1904, Hoyt started his own company in 

Penacook, and Whitney merged with Roller-Smith 
in Bethlehem, Pennsylvania. During this time, Ed 
Weston, originally a manufacturer of motor gen-
erators, was manufacturing his own line of well 
known "direct reading" meters. 
At one point, Triplett, Hickok, and Simpson all 

worked for Jewell, another manufacturer of elec-
trical testing instruments, located in Chicago. Trip-
lett left Jewell and started up in Bluffton, Ohio, 
while Hickok later started up in Cleveland. Jew-
ell's company was purchased by Weston in 1928, 
and Simpson agreed not to compete with Weston 
for five years. 
About this time, Weston offered Hoyt so much 

money to sell that Hoyt decided that there must

be more to the business than he realized, and he 
decided to stay on and compete! 
I have purchased a couple of meters from a 

Hoyt distributor, and they are superb examples of 
today's state-of-the-art. Anyone who sends for a 
catalog will probably find one or two meters to 
add to his inventory. Among the offerings is a 
complete line of ammeters, milliammeters, volt-
meters, milivoltmeters, VU meters, and accesso-
ries. Standard Hoyt meters offer a choice of self-
shielded Accu-Ring, external magnet, 250 move-
ments with accuracy ranges of one to five per-
cent. The Hoyt custom meters product line in-
cludes rectifier type AC meters, 50-2000 cycle 
calibrated AC meters, and suppressed zero DC 
meters. 
Hoyt also offers a wide selection of case styles, 

colors and materials, including metal, phenolic, 
noryl, polystyrene, high impact polycarbonate and 
acrylic. Special dial colors and layouts for non-
standard range dials are also available on quantity 
orders.

Widely advertised via the newsletters of 
the Delaware Valley, Mid-Atlantic, and New Jer-
sey Antique Radio Clubs, and also in A.R.C. and 
posted on the World Wide Web, the catalog en-
joyed 600+ "hits" by sale day. As a result, over 
200 people attended. 
Auctioneers Harold Smith and Dennis Childers 

kept the 448 cataloged lots, along with 124 uncat-
aloged lots, moving along. New Jersey Antique 
Radio Club members assisted in cataloging and 
setting up the sale. 
Material offered covered a wide spectrum, from

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Evolution of the Audio Recorder 
By Phil Van Praag 

REVIEWED BY JOSEPH F. ESDALE 

At long last there is a 
comprehensive book and 
guide about vintage tape 
recorders.  Phil  Van 
Praag's book Evolution of 
the Audio Recorder cov-
ers the whole story of 
magnetic recording from 
the history and theory to 
the restoration and collect-
ing of vintage tape record-
ers, with particular empha-
sis between the decades 
spanning 1940 to 1970. 
What is wonderful about 

this book is that it will ap-
peal to all classes of col-
lectors and audiophiles. 
Van Praag writes in a style 
that is not patronizing — it 
is fully understandable to 
those who don't know a 
capacitor from a resistor. 
yet can still hold the atten-
tion of the most accom-
plished electronics techni-
cian. His intent is not to 
write something that is dry 
and pedantic, but to cre-
ate a reference work in the 
first person that makes 
readers feel they are having a genial discussion 
with the author about the tape recorder. 
Van Praag succeeds in this endeavor, while sprin-

kling his book with a great number of genuinely 
humorous remarks and asides. One example is his 
comment that the Roberts Model 1000 audio record-
ing/video recorder actually was a 3-function machine 
— that is, an audio recorder, a video recorder, and in 
the author's words, a "hernia inducer." 
That the author loves tape recorders is an un-

derstatement that becomes clear as soon as one 
picks up this 540-page book, which begins with the 
theory of the tape recorder. It then proceeds with 
fascinating chapters on the history and evolution of 
recorders, special purpose recorders, service and 
restoration of tape recorders, as well as a guide to 
production models and a general price guide. There 
is also an appendix full of valuable resources for 
parts and materials and schematic diagrams for 
tape recorder restoration. 
As good as Van Praag's easy flowing text is, the 

book is an absolute gold mine of tape recorder 

photographs, pages from 
contemporaneous elec-
tronic catalogs, and re-
prints of manufacturers' 
literature. Even if one 
were illiterate, this book 
would be valuable and fun 
to look at just for the hun-
dreds of great reproduc-
tions and photographs. In 
keeping with his easy-to-
follow writing style, Van 
Praag also includes re-
productions of several of 
the most imaginative and 
artistic electronic catalog 
covers of the 1940s-
1950s, an art form which 
he correctly claims has 
long since disappeared. 
There is so much to 

recommend this book that 
it is hard to speak to any 
one section. Neverthe-
less, Chapter 4, which 
deals with service and 
restoration, is a chapter 
that benefits not only tape 
recorder lovers, but any 
one of us who collects, 
repairs or services "vin-

tage" mechanical and electronic equipment. If more 
of us would just follow Phil's advice to perform the 
basic check first and resist the temptation to plug 
our "finds" right in, we could save ourselves the 
costs of his book many times over. 
Finally, if you are a tape recorder enthusiast, a 

collector, or just an audiophile, you should have 
this terrific reference guide.

The 
substitute works fine. It regenerates nicely on a simple 
short but outside antenna.
