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EDITOR’'S COMMENTS

San Francisco, the Cow Palace, 1956. In technolog-
ical terms, it seems eons ago. Our cover drawing takes
us back to the first fully televised political convention
when the G.O.P. gathered to re-elect “lke and Dick.”
More than 120,000 attended the 4-day event, and
people lined up for hours just to tour the newly created
TV studios and the arena setup. Hundreds volunteered
to be part of the process.

That was then; this is now. Today, media overload is
the norm, and, in fact, the media create the event. The
conventions this summer are staged, scripted, almost
non-gvents. They remind us of how far, for better or
worse, technology has taken us. And as collectors who
work to preserve a part of that technological history, we
can't help but wonder where it will all end.

Still, part of the pleasure of collectingis learning about
how things actually were — in this case, before the
media wholly saturated the public's sensibilities. Dor-
othy Schecter's article, which takes us back to the 1950s
when TV first became a political powerhouse, is based
on a book by Cow Palace manager Edward Diran. The
article tries to capture the excitement conveyed by
newscasters of the day at the Palace as they reported on
tke and Dick, and later on JFK and Barry Goldwater. As
Diran says, “The 1956 Republican National Conven-
tion... stands as a landmark for the Palace, the political
system, the media, and the American people.”

Taking us still further back into the past and its
technological wonders, Wally Worth writes about loose
couplers and crystal sets. In those early years, an
operator didn't just sit back and tune a knob after he'd
built a set. He had to adjust the crystal detector and
move those big coils back and forth. This was not the
age of the couch potato and his remote control.

To aidin the repair of these early sets, Sherman Wolt
reports on a company that makes custom cables to
order. This company is a real find. Obviously battery
cable replacement for radios alone would not generate
enough business for the company, but it also makes
replica automotive electrical hamesses for cars of the
1910 to 1960 period. Two groups of collectors are the
beneficiaries.

Thanks to Jim Wilson and Dave Crocker, we have an
article on an unusual Crosley sales promotion piece.
No, not the more common “Bonzo,” but a 3' tall papier
maché “Crosley Lady.” This lady was part of a window
display offered to Crosley dealers in 1929. Such a
fragile piece in good condition is a rare find.

This month we include reports on two Southem
California Antique Radio Society (SCARS) events. Thur-
ston Armstrong summarizes the February auction, a
highly successful event generating sales of more than
$22,000. One of several well received E.H. Scott sets,
an Allwave 23, sold for $1,325.

The second SCARS event was the April swap meet
and luncheon, which | had the good fortune to attend
while in California on a business trip. It was a most
enjoyable visit with old and new friends. Both these

events prove that the West Coast activities compare
very well with those east of the Rockies.

The advice offered by Alton DuBois, Jim Gauldin,
and Robert Goad to beginners in radio collecting and
repairisthe kind of thing A.R.C. likes todo—spread any
word that helps folks to preserve old radios.

Another in Eric Wrobbel's series of booklets on
transistor radios is reviewed by John Deloria. Toy
Walkie Talkies complements one of Eric’s other books,
Toy Crystal Radios. John describes this book as “fun
and informative” — words that fit the entire series.

Photo Review features an unusual Standard homn
speaker, an Aria Catalin, an Austrian crystal set, and an
RCA Victor communications receiver. Perhaps the most
unusual item is a 1920s microphone used by KDKA.

Radio Miscellanea includes another book sugges-
tion for beginners and more feedback on previous
articles. The Net continues to inspire exchanges, and of
course, a kudos or two is always welcome.

The “Convention Season” drawing on our cover was
contributed by Mark Ohmann of Belgrade, Minnesota. It
is a section of a flyer provided by Philco to dealers of the
1950s. Not shown is the name of the dealer — N.S.
Ohmann of Ohmann Electric, Albany, Minnesota. Ac-
cording to Mark, a third generation antique radio repair-
man, N.S. began building home brews from kits in the
1920s. Selling these led to a full-blown Philco dealer-
ship from the 1930s to the 1950s. An article on page 17
provides further information about the drawing's politi-
cal content.




Early Loose Couplers

In the following article, Wally
Worth shares his knowledge of
the loose coupler, a truly unique
and beautiful piece of early ra-
dio history. Wally collects and
restores loose couplers of the
teens and 1920s and shows us
here some examples either
made by well known manufac-
turers or built by an individual in
order to save his hard-earned
cash. (Editor)

About the time of World War |,
and shortly thereafter — Does
anybody remember those times?
— the loose coupler was the
component of choice when mak-
ing a crystal set. Well-known
manufacturers as well as home
craftsmen were making them for
use in crystal receivers. Simpler
single and double slide tuner
coils for those with less cash or
woodworking skills were also
made for this purpose. But the
loose coupler was proven best,
as the sfiding secondary coil
made it possible to loosen the
coupling and improve sharpness
of tuning.

Loose couplers gave good se-
lectivity and were efficient in de-
livering a strong signal to the
crystal detector. The use of a
phone condenser, in parallel with
the headphones, also helped,
and most loose coupler crystal
sets took advantage of this con-
denser.

There were two main types of
loose couplers — the “Arlington
Receiver,” and the much touted
“Navy Receiver.” The Adington
type had a slider on a %4" square
brass rod to contact the bared
windings of the primary coil and
thus bring it to tune. The Navy
type had two concentric selec-
tor tap switches to tune the pri-
mary coil — one coarse and one
fine tuning. The secondary mov-
able coil was also tuned by a
separate tap switch mounted on
the end of the cail.

FACTORY-PRODUCED
UNITS

Made by the Murdock Co. of
Chelsea, Mass., the loose cou-
pler crystal set in Figure 1 is my
best and oldest one. It even has
a very nice tag proclaiming the
location of the factory. The hard-
ware is extremely well done, and
the layout of the parts is nota-
ble. The Murdock base itself is
maple wood and the sub-base
is oak, apparently added to the
coupler to complete the crystal
set.

The phone condenser is by
Charles Freshman, and the crys-
tal detector is made by the West-
field Machine Co. of Westfield,
Mass. Sold by the Montgomery
Ward Co. in its catalog, this de-
tector is mounted on a home-
brew base of Bakelite. The cou-
pler base measures 17" x 52",
and the finish is walnut. The sup-
port rods for the sliding coil are
unique, as they are mounted one
above the other. Only Murdock
had this type of construction.

An Arlington-type loose cou-
pter made by the Signal Manu-
facturing Company, circa 1919,
is shown in Figure 2. It is a
straightforward design mounted
on a maple base. Reinforcing
strips are inserted into the tops

of the square ends supporting the primary coil to
prevent warping similar to the breadboards of
Atwater Kent, etc. The base measures 18" x 5%".
The loose coupler shown in Figure 3 is a very
old one, consisting of a %" thick mahogany base
with mahogany stain. It has no label or identifica-
tion, but | believe it was built by Wireless Special-
ty Apparatus Co. (WSA), circa 1918, because of

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the original knobs that have a knurled and cross-
hatched design on the surfaces of the knob. The
panel is engraved for the “On" switch and has
large letters denoting the primary and secondary
posts.

Both the W.B. Duck Co. and the Connecticut
Telephone Co. used the horizontal shaft at 90° to
the secondary tap switches, so a positive identifi-
cation cannot be made. This is a loose coupler
only and not a complete crystal set.

HOME-BREW UNITS

The loose coupler crystal set shown in Figure 4
was made by a Califomia craftsman in 1939. It
was constructed using a 1914 loose coupler as a
model. Notice the long secondary coil to achieve
these parameters! Also note the nicely engraved
tuning switch points with letters from A to U!
According to the person from whom | got it and
who personally knew the Califomia maker, it was
designed to receive 200 to 2000 meters.

Figure 5 depicts another home brew of some-
what later vintage. Built on a walnut base of 15" x
8'2", itis a fine looking set of the Arlington type.
The phone condenser is by General Radio Co.,
Cambridge, Mass., and the crystal detector is by
either Murdock or Electro Co. The two binding
parts at the right end of the base are for an
additional loading coil to lengthen the tuning range.

An example of a Navy type coupler with panel
and base only is shown in Figure 6. | believe this
configuration is constructed from a circular put
out by the Bureau of Standards, #121, dated
1922, that showed this panel lay-
out. The maker did his best with
lots of vamish on the plain oak
boards. The redeeming feature
is the use of both Murdock phone
condenser and Murdock crystal
detector. The base is 16" x 6",

An Arlington type coupler only
is shown in Figure 7. Note the
length of the coil containing fine
diameter wire that is used here.

A Marconi Wireless Telegra-
phy Co. double, slide-tuned,
loose coupler with “Made in New
York” on the label appears in
Figure 8. Its base is 17" x 4%4"
with an A.H. Grebe detector.

A reproduction of a J.F. Ar-
nold, New York, Navy-type loose
coupler with 32 taps is shown in
Figure 9. Itis mounted ona 18%"
x 6%" oak base.

Shown in Figure 10 is the re-
production of a loose coupler
with a WD-11 tube sitting atop
the primary coil housing. It is
operated by dry cells only, and
the primary coil is tuned by a
variable condenser. The label
reads, “Bruno Radio Co. N.Y.
Model BRU NO3.” The original
unit dates from about 1923,

Another W.J. Murdock loose
coupler with a variation in the
Navy-type arrangement of the tap

crystal detector.

switches is shown in Figure 11.
This one has all Murdock acces-
sories; that is, phone condenser,
crystal detector, variable con-
denser and a big plus — a Mur-
dock loading inductance as well.

A replica of an Electro Import-
ing Co. loose coupler cnly, circa
1916, is shown in Figure 12.

A replica of a Carte1 Mfg. Co.
(CARCO) loose coupier of the
Navy style with an Eastem Ra-
dio Mfg. Co. phone condenser,
but without crystal detector, is
shown in Figure 13.

Figure 14 shows a replica of a
Navy type loose coupler with a
SORSINC crystal detector. The
base dimensions are 18'2" x 7%".

From Alton A. DuBois, Jr.: | read the request
for “Radio for Dummies” (Dec. 1999, p. 28}, and |
suggest several things: 1) Buy an old 3-dial TRF
radio and take it apan, study its arrangement, and
put it back together; 2) Buy copies of Romney's
Fixing Up Nice Old Radios, Gemsback's Radio
Encyclopedia, Ghirardi's Radio Manual, and Ele-
ments of Electricity and Radio. Some of these
books are available from A.R.C. and Antique Elec-
tronic Supply in Tempe, Arizona; 3) Gather some
parts and build a small regenerative 2-tube set.

This is the way many people have leamed
radios, including me and an old friend who once
told me, “All you need is guts and a screwdriver.”

From Jim Gauldin: One of the best books
around from which to learn about radio is Ele-
ments of Radio Servicing by William Marcus and
Alex Levy. Marcus, a teacher, and Levy, a radio
shop owner, wrote other books, but this one is the
best for beginners. It has been out of print for a

long time, but it appears in A.R.C.'s classified ads
from time to time.

This book takes a typical superheterodyne cir-
cuit and explains the operation of each stage and
the problems that might be expected

From Robert J. Goad: In response to the
“Radio for Dummies” request, | suggest that there
are basic electronics courses taught in high
schools and junior colleges. No doubt there are
also preparatory courses for General Radiotele-
pone license tests in vocational schools and jun-
ior colleges. However, it takes a reasonable un-
derstanding of physics and mathematics to apply
basic electronics.

A Crosley Lady

BY JIM WILSON AND DAVE CROCKER

The following article is a good example of
how A.R.C. can be an exchange for information
about a piece of radio history. Jim Wilson knew
that Dave Crocker is a Crosley expert, and he
wrote to Dave about his “Crosley Lady.” Dave,
in turn, sent him information, and Jim, in turn
again, wrote to A.R.C. with that information. The
result — a cornposite article! (Editor)

When Jim Wilson recently acquired a piece of
radio-related advertising, he hoped it was
unique. It was a downsized papier-maché figure
of a little old lady sitting in a rose-red armchair
with a sewing basket in her lap. As shown in
Figure 1, she has on a dark blue dress with a
grey-green shawl over her shoulders. She stares
straight ahead as if in deep thought. The entire
piece measures 3 feet tall from the floor to the

top of her head, and 2 feet from back to front. It
is only 18 inches wide.

The figure’s true size in comparison to actual
old radios can be seenin Figure 2, as Jim chose
to display the “Lady” midst the radios.

A clue to the figure's “reason for being” came
from the faded letters “Crosley” imprinted at the
bottom of the chair on both sides. Not quite sure
what the piece represented, Jim asked Dave
Crocker for documentation, and here's what
resuited.

CROSLEY SALES-PITCH ITEMS

In September of 1929, the Crosley Radio Co.
offered to its dealers a set of sales items to
enhance their store window displays. The offer,
shown in the ad in Figure 3, was printed in The
Crosley Broadcaster, a weekly newspaper Cros-
ley sent to its dealers. This publication kept the
dealers informed about upcoming radio devel-
opments and provided technical information on

current products. Inciuded were sales aids, such
as dealer electric signs, posters and window
displays, each of which the dealers had to pur-
chase from Crosley.

The items shown in this ad consisted of four
papier-méaché (misspelled in the ad) figures: a
dancing couple; a sports-minded youth with a
baseball bat; a little old lady in a chair; and a
young girl tuning in a radio, which looks like a
Model 41. All are ready to listen to whatever
radio entertainment would be offered — on a
Crosley set, of course.

These smaller than life-sized figures were
manufactured by the King Cole Co. of Chicago,
the very same firm that produced Crosley's
“Bonzo” mascot in 1925 for the Crosley Pup
receiver. It too was made of papier-maché and
was a Pup sales aid for dealers to sell for $1.
Because of their lightweight construction, many
of the papier-maché displays were easily dam-
aged and thus were tossed out. To find one of
these items intact — and in such good condition
— is a bit of luck! Jim's find is, indeed, unique.

The
Bunis guides list only a handful of Arias, all
with wood cabinets from the late 1940s. Stein's
Machine Age to Jet Age | and Il list no Aria
radios at all. However, the set is identical to a
DeWald 561. Two possibilities are that Aria
either subcontracted the set from DeWald or,
more likely, bought the DeWald cabinet from a
manufacturer like the Catalin Corp. and then
installed an Aria chassis. (Chris Hicks — Clinton
Comers, NY)

RCA VICTOR MODEL AR-
60-S - This 1935 communi-
cation receiver has a wood
cabinet and is quite heavy. It
sold originally for $495, which
was a lot of money in the
post-Depression days. (Harry
Cap ~ Bridgewater, MA)
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ATOM CRYSTAL SET - This relatively small
set was made by Radio-Merkur, a Vienna
factory about which not very much is known.
The catwhisker is a fiat, tapered piece of metal.
(Erwin Macho — Vienna. Austria)

PHILCC MODEL 46-1226 - This 1946 console
radio features a pull-out phonograph just be-
low the dial face. The entire front grille section
is hinged at the boftom. It tunes the broadcast
band, as well as the shortwave bands. (Clark
Trissell — Lincoin, NE)

PHOTO REVIEW

RING MICROPHONE - This 1920s broadcast
microphone, used by radio station KDKA, has
the call letters engraved on both sides of the
brass flag. It measures 18" high with a 6'/2"
diameter ring. (Peter Dieguez - Roslyn
Heights, NY)

RCA VICTOR NIPPER - This cathedral-
shaped, wooden panel has Nipper painted on
the front and the RCA Victor logo printed on the
back. Missing is the pedestal to hoid the panel
upright. The panel was originally displayed on
a dealer’s counter next to an RCA Victor radio
so that Nipper could listen to “His Master's
Voice.”

SCARS Auction
Van Nuys, California - February 19, 2000

REPORTED BY THURSTON ARMSTRONG

Fortunately, the Southern California Antique
Radio Society (SCARS) auction on February 19,
2000, missed the start of this year’s rainy season
by one day, allowing an unfettered start to the
activities. Thirty-eight sellers consigned a total of
293 lots for auction. These lots included a wide
variety of equipment, with many items of excep-
tional quality. The auction room was filled to ca-
pacity with 109 bidders. David Spear, a profes-
sional auctioneer, kept things moving throughout
the day with the help of 26 volunteers.

The auction proceedings finished about five
hours later, without a break. The top dollar item
was a Scott Allwave 23 in a Tasman cabinet
selling for $1,325.

New owners claimed 265 of the lots, while 25
lots were bought back by sellers, and 3 lots failed
to realize a bid. This year, the combined no-sale
and buy-back lots represented 9.6 percent of the
total lots, about average for previous auctions.
Buy-backs and lots selling for less than $20 are
not listed in the auction results. Total sales, not
including buy-backs, amounted to $22,743. The
comparable figure for 1999 was $17,537 for 222
lots.

RESTORATION TOPICS

Battery Cable Replacement

BY SHERMAN M. WOLF

Authentic restoration of old
battery-operated radios can
be a problem when it be-
comes necessary to replace
a battery cable. Sherman Wolf
has found a solution that
should satisfy the fussiest of
restorers. (Editor)

The battery cables used on
early battery sets are usually
found dried out, acid eaten and
badly frayed. Finding suitable
replacements can be difficult.

The issues that must be
addressed in order to replace
such a cable with an authen-
tic reproduction are:

1. The wires must be fabric- Figure 1. The custom made cables for Atwater Kent breadboards
covered with the correct from Rhode Island Wiring Service.
color.

2. The wire conductor size
has to match the original cable.

3. The braided jacket must be properly woven
so that the cable flexes, and the color must
be correct.

The custom cables shown in Figure 1 were
made for Atwater Kent breadboards to satisfy the
above criteria. These cables are made to order
by Rhode Island Wiring Service, P.O. Box 3737,
Peace Dale, RI 02883. Telephone: 401-789-1955.

This company makes replica automotive elec-
trical hamesses for any car manufactured be-
tween 1910 and 1960. It uses vintage braiding
machines to make its own fabric-covered wire, as
well as braided jackets. With its resources, the
company can match any battery radio cable one
might need. Each cable as shown cost $35.

Rhode Island Wiring also has a comprehensive
assortment of lugs and terminals that are crimped
and hot solder-dipped onto the conductors. A rub-
ber sleeve is used over the terminal, as on many of
the original cables. The wires are insulated with
PVC and covered with a fabric braid.

Donkeys and Elephants at the Cow Palace

Inthis summer of polit-
ical conventions, the fly-
erreproduced on our cov-
er proved irresistible. It
seemed a wonderful co-
incidencethatMark Ohm-
ann sent this memento
from the archives of his
family radio service busi-
ness atjustthis time. And
how could we ignore the
urge to find out what the
“Big Event” was?

The wheels of re-
search began to turn.
First, a surf of the Web confirmed that the building
was San Francisco's Cow Palace (your editor
thought he remembered the shape). Then, it was
onto the very cooperative staff of the Palace itself.
A copy of an appropriate section of a book entitled
Cow Palace Great Moments by Edward Diran,
longtime manager of the Palace, soon arrived in
the mail. We were amazed to find that this cavem-
ous site of rodeos, horse and stock shows has
hosted everything from the Beatles and Elvis
concerts to political rallies and conventions.

Given the information in this book and the fact
that the Ohmann radio shop in Albany, Minnesota,
was a Philco dealer in the 1950s, we have con-
cluded that the “Big Event” was the 1956 Repub-
lican National Convention. However, this event
was preceded by a 1952 rally for Eisenhower as
the Republican Presidential candidate — the first
event of its kind for the Palace.

A week later in 1952, the Democrats also gath-
ered at the Palace, intent on a bigger and better
rally for their candidate Adlai Stevenson, former
Governor of lllinois. Apparently they succeeded, as
22,000 people, far more than at the Republican
rally, attended. Bothrallies are described as unique
compared to those of the 1960s and 1970s, as they
were without disruptive, rowdy demonstrations.

FIRST COMPLETE TV COVERAGE

The story goes that lke was so pleased with the
Palace rally that he expressed a desire to have the
1956 G.O.P. convention held there. On February
14, 1955, San Francisco Mayor Eimer Robinson
set off for Washington, D.C., armed with a propa-
ganda package to sell the Palace to the Republi-
can Site Selection Committee. He succeeded,
and suddenly, the Palace became nationally known
and the focus of the news media and the tourists.
The Palace administrative staff had to meet not only
the immediate demand for printed material and
photos, but also the challenge of reconstruction for
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the first national conven-
tion to be televised from
beginning to end.

In February, five
months before the con-
ventioninJuly,thetrans-
formation began. Three
television networks took
overthe entire North Hall
where they constructed
studios and offices. TV
and radio engineers
came from New York to
oversee the work. Ahuge
telephone center occu-
pied the South Hall where over 1,000 newspaper
writers were to be housed. This area alone had the
capacity for 25,000 people.

The wiring system became an incredible maze
of thousands of feet of wire and over 100 micro-
phones. The state government kicked in $150,000
to improve the acoustics with 1,000 “glass” pads,
each 3'x 6', suspended from the ceiling. Needless
to say, riggers willing to perform this precarious
task were hard to find.

This was the first convention for Chet Huntley
and David Brinkley, subsequently a renowned
newscasting team. Veteran radio and TV com-
mentator H.V. Kaltenborn, then at the end of his
illustrious career, also joined them, though the
impression was that it was not a happy union.
Seasoned performers Betty Fumess and George
Gobel waited in the wings to do their respective
live commercials for Westinghouse and Xerox.

The 1956 Republican National Convention paved
the way to the biggest rally of all at the Palace — the
1960 Democratic rally when John Kennedy cap-
tured theimagination of the country. Then came the
last major political event for the Cow Palace —the
1964 Republican Convention where the cantanker-
ous Barry Goldwater's nomination, was seconded
by Ronald Reagan, at the start of his journey from
B-movies to the White House. The voices of the
news were Walter Cronkite and Mike Wallace.

Big hotels and convention centers have taken
over the Palace’s role in political events, which no
longer generate the excitement of those early TV
times. As Edward Diran says in his book, “My, that
was another world, another time!”
