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EDITOR'S COMMENTS
One of the most rewarding things about publishing

a magazine like A.R.C. is how it inspires readers to
share both their ongoing collecting passions and their
discoveries. Sometimes those discoveries are the prod-
uct of obscure companies. or they may simply be
downright mysteries. We have more than one such
example in this issue and can recall several or our
pages in just the last year. Check out Jerry Wieland's
Motorola 53LC3 (2/04): Geoff Shearer's Grosley 2C1
(9/04); and Richard Arnold's International Kadette (1/
05). Needless to say. there are examples in the Photo
Review pages too numerous to count.

Our lead article this month is a case in point. To
begin with, Art Redman's current interest in doing
research on Pacific Northwest radio manufacturers is
in itself an unusual pursuit. However, it led to his
discovery of a natural match to his interest - the
obscure Long Radio Works once located on the family
farm near Portland, Oregon. Since he doesn't own a
Long radio, Art relied on friends for advice and pnotos
-a great collaborative effort.

Fitting right into this picture of the obscure or myste-
rious is Art Lebermann's search for the history of his
large Sears/Silvertone tombstone labeled "Sears In-
ternational." The label states that the set was made in
the U. S.. printed in both English and French - cer-
tainly an indication that it was made for export. But
where is the proof? Art would like to find it.

Sometimes a radio looks pretty straightforward at
first glance, not at all a candidate for the "rare" or
"obscure" categories. But on second look. Richard
Arnold's Trav-Ler 5066. is unusual in its number of
variants - color, logo locations, knobs. and even its
"smiling" appearance. It also inspired imitation, as oth-
er manufacturers made similar sets. A little research
often opens up wide-ranging possibilities.

The theme of "rare and obscure" certainly crops up
in Erwin Macho's reports on the Dorotheum auctons in
Vienna. An unusual, incomplete Ingelen U7 projected
to sell at around $500 brought over $5.000 instead.
Someone obviously thought this a rare opportunity.

Erwin keeps us attuned to the European market, not
only with auction reports but with his contributions to
Photo Review. Two very different Macho sets appear
on these pages this month -a 1950s portable and a
1930s pocket crystal set. Other battery and AC table
sets and a console round out these pages.

Ray Chase's reports on Estes Auctions have be -

come nearly monthly events and often offer unusual
sets. Of the over 600 lots totaling more than $40,000 in
this June event, many were the usual suspects -
Atwater Kent breadboards, Crcsley, Federal, Kennedy,
and RCA battery sets. But. more imp,essive was the
outstanding assortment of Ham gear and Zenith sets
offered. In addition. a few obscure sets made the
scene - three different Western coil sets and an Alan
5 Retroflex - as well as lots of tubes and paper items.

Feedback to articles in Radio Miscellanea are a
welcome sign that you readers are paying attention.
It's also a pleasure when we find that the Web site has
spread the word about some aspect of radio history.
An Illinois museum that houses a large exhibit on the
Kroehler Company did not know aboLA the company's
production of radios. Now they do because of Jerry
Wieland's December 2003 artcle. That's what we're all
about - communicating the importance of radio histo-
ry and preservation.

Long Radio Works
BY ART REDMAN

Entrepreneurs crop up in every decade. Art
Redman introduces us to the Long brothers who
resembled Powel Crosley in their wide interests
from radios to airplanes, which they put into actu-
al production in the early 20th century. (Editor)

Long Radio Works dates from 1912 when Le-
slie L. Long built and sold his first radio set at the
age of twenty-three. During World War I, he picked
up messages from and tried to trace a German
transmitter believed to be located in the nearby
hills. Unfortunately, Long was unable to decipher
the code, which appeared to be an endless series
of numbers.

In 1920, Long went into commercial radio pro-
duction at the family farm located on Rural Route
1, later renamed NW Long Road, twenty miles
west of Portland, Oregon, and one mile north of
the town of Cornelius. In the radio business with
Les Long was his brother George known as the
"radio repairman." The other two Long brothers,
Carl and William, operated the 200 -acre farm
raising corn and grain.

LONG BATTERY AND AC SETS

The Long Radio Works made several battery
radios and AC sets. The 1926 Model B5, shown
in Figure 1, has NA-ALD brand dials, five Type
01-A tubes, three binocular coils, and a thumb -
wheel dial tuning three ganged capacitors. It sold
as a complete set. The Model F5, shown in Fig-
ures 2 and 3, is a 5 -tube TRF with two Kurz -

Kasch style dials. These model numbers are
etched in the front panels of the sets. In addition,
a Model L5, a 2 -dial set, consisted of a tuned
detector and two capacitor ganged RF stages.

The AC sets of the Long Radio Works are
difficult to identify. One 5 -tube AC table radio has
only a paper label inside the wood cabinet stat-
ing, "Long Radio Works - Standard Since 1912,
Cornelius, Oregon," referring to the year Les Long
sold his first radio. A 6 -tube TRF console, shown
in Figure 4, includes Type 224 screen -grid tubes
and a Jensen electrodynamic speaker, but it also
has no visible model number. The only visible
identification is the paper label affixed inside the
cabinet. Another Long radio in existence, a 5 -
tube table model, has an inside paper label and a
Lansing speaker. The speaker may not be origi-
nal. One other midget set in the collection of an
Oregon radio collector has a Magnavox speaker.

In 1985, this collector bought a small 4 -tube
tombstone radio at a garage sale. The set, shown
in Figure 5, had no identifying marks; however, a
fellow member the Northwest Vintage Radio
Society said it was a Long Radio because he had
found a similar se' with an ink marking on the rear
of the chassis.

To a collector who comes across an unidenti-
fied 1930s AC set. I would suggest looking inside
the cabinet for a possible Long Radio Works paper
label or an identification label inked by hand on the
back of the metal chassis, which is typical of the
tombstone and cathedral models. More than like-
ly. the tombstone I had come across and subse-
quently sold had the ink label erased by time.

The Radio Collectors Guide by Morgan E. Mc-
Mahon lists a Long's Radio Company. The set
listed is a '930 TRF Cardinal midget radio/pho-
nograph combination made by Long's Radio of
Los Angeles, California, which later became the
Cardinal Radio Company. It has no connection
with the Cornelius. Oregon, firm.

OTHER LONG VENTURES

When an aviator landed his plane next to the
Long family home in 1927, Leslie Long decided
he had to build an airplane. He started that same
night. The plane, completed in October 1929,
weighed 425 pounds, and had a 25 -horsepower
motor, a speed of 90 miles per hour, and mileage
of 35 miles to a gallon of fuel. The planes at first
were a sideline to the radio business, but soon
the Longs became more famous for their plane
designs.

Over the next ten years, Les and George Long
built eleven light airplanes. includ:ng the Anzani
and Henderson Longster. Plans of their airplanes
powered by adapted motorcycle engines and sold
through hobby magazines were the acme of light
airplane design.

1 like to fool with things that require exact-
ness," said Les Long. He ground telescope lens-
es and whittled airplane propellers by hand, and
his plant became the only federally licensed one
in the Pacific Northwest. Propeller are similar to
fans and Long adapted them to the fruit dryers
necessary to eliminate pests like vinegar flies.
The fruit dryer and other industrial fans outsold
airplane propellers ten to one and became the
main product of the Long family business. The
Long Brothers also manufacturec electric fence
controllers.

The radio and propeller business remained a
Long family enterprise. Leslie Long refused nu-
merous offers to go into large-scale production
because he always considered himself a crafts-
man preferring to carve propellers by hand. The
Long Radio Works was sill in business in late
1939, but probably ended manufacturing when
the government shut down all civilian radio pro-
duction at the start of World War II.

The Long Brothers airplane business faced a
decline in the late 1930s. Les Long blamed this
decline on the Depression and big business com-
petition aided by government regulation. He said
that made it so difficult to make planes at home that
"Thousands of young men who, instead of being
down in the basement constructing planes, are out
nightclubbing and driving on the oads trying to
wrap dad's sedan around a telegraph pole."

Leslie Long died suddenly on January 18, 1945,
at the age of fifty-five years on the family farm. His

brother and partner George Dewey Long "the
radio repairman" passed away in 1953 at the age
of 54.

A "Mystery" Radio from Sears/Silvertone
BY ART LEBERMANN

For many months, I've been trying to solve the
puzzle of a "mystery" radio from Sears. I've found
a few bits of information, but have now reached a
deadend. Assistance from A.R.C. and your read-
ers would be much appreciated.

To make a long story very short....
About three years ago, I purchased a large

tombstone radio with no name or logo on the
cabinet or dial. The set has five bands (LW, BC,
and three SWs), and 12 tubes. Several of the
tubes are marked "Silvertone." A front view of the
radio is shown in Figure 1.

On the chassis, there is a metal ID plate marked
"Sears International," as shown in Figure 2. A
space on the ID plate for a model number is
blank. While searching the Rider's manuals, I

found an apparent match to the chassis in the
"Sears" section, Volume IX, pages 9-4, 9-5, and
9-6. The service data refers to Model 802/812. I
assume that the two numbers refer to different
cabinet styles. The schematic is dated 1937.

In searching several reference books, I have
not found any mention of these model numbers. I
suspect that this set was produced for export
only, but I have not been able to confirm this
theory. I have contacted several collectors who
have extensive experience with Sears Silvertone

Trav-Ler Model 5066
BY RICHARD ARNOLD

Vacation or not, wherever he goes. Richard Ar-
nold is on the lookout for old radios to add to his
collection. A "smiling radio" is obviously irresistible.
(Editor)

I purchased the radio shown in Figure 1 while on
vacation about five years ago in Galveston, Texas. I
have a few plastic and Bakelite radios in my collec-
tion, but as a rule, I try to stay with the wooden sets.
This one particular set caught my attention because
of its cabinet design and of how clean and undam-
aged it was. I think I gave only $35 to $40 dollars for
it. While doing my research for this article, I found
that the set is now selling in some places tor be-
tween $169 to $215, and this wasn't even on eBay.

Someone has coined a term of endearment for
this radio. It is called the "smiling radio." Maybe
that's why it caught my attention - it was smiling at
me. Heck, at my age, anything pretty that smiles at
me gets my attention.

THE TRAY-LER 5066

The Tray-Ler 5066 was made in 1948. I! has a
dark, solid brown Bakelite cabinet. I have, however,
seen brown cabinets with a swirl effect in them. The
radio measures 10 x 6 x 6 inches. It has a 6 -tube,
AC/DC. superheterodyne chassis with a loop anten-
na. The tubes types used are one each of the
following: 12SK7GT as RF, 12SA7GT as mixer and
oscillator. 12SK7GT as IF. 12SQ7GT as detector,
35L6GT as audio output, and finally a 35Z5GT
rectifier. The IF is 455 Kc.

The Trav-Ler 5066 has a 5 -inch speaker and a
galvanized chassis. The radio tunes the broadcast
band from 540 to 1720 Kc. The two knobs are used
for on/off volume and for tuning. The tuning dial is of
a slide -rule design and is multicolored - very strik-
ing - and it blends in beautifully with the dark
brown Bakelite cabinet.

In fact, while looking at various pictures I have
found of this model, I have noticed that there are
some cosmetic differences. On some of the sets the
name Trav-Ler that is located on the front of the
radio directly under the dial scale has white letter-
ing, while on others, it is red, and on mine t is gold.

Another example of a slight difference is the dial
scale color. Mine has a reddish brown overall color
with lighter tan, red and white stripes, while the
other set I have seen has a bright yellow overall
color with yellow, red and white stripes. The knobs
are also different, if they are the originals in the
pictures I have seen. One set, like mine, has knobs
that are the same color as the cabinet, a dark
brown. On the other set, the knobs are more of a
caramel or dark tan color.

A LOOK -ALIKE SET

There is another brand that is a look -a -like set to
the Trav-Ler as far as the Bakelite cabinet goes -
the Aetna Model 505 of 1948 'vintage. It has a
different chassis design, as it is an All-Amehcan
Five AC/DC set. It also has a drferent dial scale.
The dial scale has at the top center the Aetna name
on it in capital letters. The whole dial scale is only
two colors- brown with white strioes and numbers.
The knobs seem to be caramel or dark tan like those
on the other Trav-Ler mentioned earlier. Except for
the addition of an RF stage in the Trav-Ler, the
tubes are the same.

Companies like Colonial or Noblitt-Sparks (Arvin)
could have made the Aetna radio for Walgreen's
drug store, as there were a number of different man-
ufacturers that did this for the chain store companies.
However, in this case, Trav-Ler made the radio.

Trav-Ler also made other sets under the trade
names Travel -Air and Travel -Aire. Their home
office was located at 571 W. Jacxson, Chicago, III.

Well, I like the little Trav-Ler, and I guess I'll keep
it. It not only looks good but plays well, and who
knows what it will be worth in another five years!

The "star" in the auction was the Ingelen U7.
This rare 7 -tube table set from 1928-1929 was
not competely original and some parts were miss-
ing. As a result, the starting price of $520 was
extremely low. Nevertheless, this radio got the

best price ever paid in an Austrian auction -

The June 26 Estes auction
held at the Expo Auction Cen-
ter in Burbank, Ohio, featured
three estates and additions. A
large group of Ham items came
from the late Michael Brown of
Middletown, Ohio, while other
estates came from Eastern
Pennsylvania and Michigan.
One included a large number
of Zenith and GE radios, which
were mostly working and in
excellent condition. The other
estate featured about ten very
good Kennedy radios, as well
as other early items. Unusually
large quantities of tube lots
were intermixed with the equip-
ment items.

This was the normal Estes
auction starting at 10 A.M. on
Saturday with viewing on Fri-
day evening and Saturday
morning. The auction consist-
ed of well over 600 lots and
brought in over $40,000 for the
items that I was able to tabu-
late. Much of the large amounts
of test equipment, miscella-
neous parts, and tube lots were
sold separately in the after-
noon, and I did not get to record
more than a few select items. Most of the Ham
gear was in very good condition and came with
manuals. Some items were sold in logical
groups, just as they were used in the station.

I should comment on the unusually superb

condition of many of the Zenith radios. It was
clear that they had been well restored electri-
cally and physically, and that they would be a
nice asset to any collection.

As is often the case at any auction, a few lots
will sell at surprisingly high prices and a few
lots will go for bargan prices. While most items
in this sale commanded average prices, a few
lots are worthy of comment. On the high side, a
pair of 300B tubes sold for $950; since one
tested good and the other had a short, it sound-
ed like a lot of money for one audio tube!

On the low side, I Thought the following items
were extremely good bargains: an Allen 5
Rectoflex resistance -coupled set with five good
199 tubes -a rare bird - sold for $225; a very
good, working Kenwood TS -520S transceiver,
with manual, sold for $100; an ornate Zenith 53
console in excellent condition sold for $50
(maybe everyone's truck was full); a very good
HP 608D signal generator sold for $1 (I used to
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lust for one of these even
though they are big and heavy).
a military R-392B/URR with
power supply and speaker sold
for $65; and a pair of Phillips
544 electric speakers in good
shape (reputed to be worth over
$1,000) sold for $10.

Of course, people run out of
money or room in their vehi-
cles, or the right buyers are
just not in the audience. Often
it pays to wait until the closing
stages of the auction when
many of the bargains turn up. It
is interesting - I often go to
eBay on the Monday following
the auction and see items that
had been sold at Estes two
days prior.
