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Congress Probing Radio Commission 

A 
THOROUGH probe of the activities of 

13 the Federal Radio Commission was 
started by the House committee on merchant 
marine and fisheries this week, the result of 
which will be a decision as to whether the 
commission is to be continued in its present 
form or some other means provided for the 
regulation of broadcasting and other radio 
services. 

The radio legislation passed at the last 
session of Congress extended the life of the 
commission to March of this year, but pro- 
vided that the terms of all present commis- 
sioners should expire on February 23, three 
weeks prior to the expiration of the com- 
mission itself. New commissioners, how- 
ever, are then to be appointed by the Presi- 
dent, one each for terms of two, three, four, 
five and six years, the commission after 
March 16 becoming an advisory body to 
which the Secretary of Commerce, to whom 
all radio authority is to revert, shall refer 
questions which cannot readily be solved by 
the department or regarding which there :s 
controversy. 

Much of the time which the committee is 
devoting to hearings will be consumed in a 
discussion of the reallocation of last Novem- 
ber and the difference of opinion among 
members of the commission over the inter- 
pretation of the so-called equitable distribu- 
tion clause. It was this controversy within 
the commission which tended to delay reallo- 
cation, Commissioner Ira E. Robinson, chair- 
man, contending that Congress did not have 

in mind a sudden and arbitrary shake-up, 
but contemplated that equitable distribution 
of facilities should be brought about grad- 
ually as states with less than their propor- 
tionate share of facilities made demands, 
while the other members of the commission 
held the view that immediate distribution 
was required. 

Because of his strong feeling in the mat- 
ter, Chairman Robinson refuesd to concur 
in the action of the majority in providing 
for the reallocation of last November and 
refrained from participating in subsequent 
hearings on appeals from the commission's 
reallocation order. 

The provision of the radio law involved in 
this controversy stipulated that "the people 
of all the zones established by Section 2 of 
this act are entitled to equality of radio 
broadcasting service, both of transmission 
and of reception, and in order to provide said 
equality the licensing authority shall as 
nearly as possible make and maintain an 
equal allocation of broadcasting licenses, of 
bands of frequency or wave length, of periods 
of time for operation, and of station power, 
to each of said zones when and in so far as 
there are applications therefor; and shall 
make a fair and equitable allocation of 
licenses, wave lengths, time for operation, 
and station power to each of the states, the 
District of Columbia, the territories and pos- 
sessions of the United States within each 
zone, according to population."

WE NOTE with a certain unhallowed 
satisfaction that the jew's harp is again 

coming into its own via the radio. Within 
the past few nights we have heard it at least 
three times. It is the only known instrument 
that can play static and this it does with an 
attention to detail equalled only by a sur- 
geon prying out a right-of-way for a new 
theory. 

The jew's harp has long been neglected. 
A regular harp is a mighty poor instrument 
over the air. It resembles a collection of 
musical thumps, such as one might get from 
a tuned burro by kicking it in the slats. But 
a Jew's harp is an entirely different instru- 
ment. It is a metal clothes -pin with a vibrat- 
ing hair -pin fastened to it. In playing it, the 
player uses the hollowness of his own face, 
the while he tinks the hairpin, and thereby 
makes melody. 

One can go through life and never hear a 
jew's harp and not be any less a citizen. But 
then again, folks who have heard jew's harps 
are like those who have shaken hands with 
Hoover. They can tell others, not so for- 
tunate, just how it felt. The sensation of 
hearing a Jew's harp is wholly unique. At 
first one gets the impression that the radio 
set is motor -boating. Then it sounds like 
rheumatism in the kitchen range. After that 
one begins to realize that it is music. 

Radio accents faults. The jew's harp 
being a musical mistake, is accented by the 
radio into the field of a supreme tragedy. 
One senses the human agony wrapped up 
in the instrument, as though whole genera- 
tions had been compelled to tink hairpins 
unwillingly against endless metal clothes- 
pins, while singing some anthem of their 
own. The effect is of some barbarian bron- 
chial chant sung by a band saw on an oak 
knot. It is really interesting. 

We are not wholly taken up with this idea 
of the jew's harp on the radio. What strikes 
us is that program directors are getting hard 
put for novelties. The crop of new ideas is 
giving out and even a jew's harp has a place 
on the program. The public is beginning to 
feel this also. Only this week a man came to 

see us. He said he had a real novelty. He 
said he could tack a collar on a cigar box, 
rub a little rosin on it and with a bow play 
some of the world's classics. We told him 
nothing less than a chain network should get 
this feature and sent him to a chain head- 
quarters. The man has a future. 

A nice old lady we know has developed a 
form of musical asthma. It is always at its 
best when these fogs shut down and blot 
out buildings. She wheezes a distinct 
melody-a theme, a motif-a sort of chanson 
asthmatique. We could see possibilities in 
this. With a good symphony background, 
with a violin interlude, and advertising talks 
every three minutes about tires, soap, coal, 
corn -balsam or dandruff, the old lady could 
be booked for at least three concerts. She 
assured us that her theme never varies, ex- 
cept toward morning when she adds a basso 
note that is quite effective. 

There is a gentleman across the street 
who starts his lizzie at five a.m. It is quite 
an aged vehicle and its diapason is not of 
the best. Its first efforts resemble a Chicago 
machine-gun squad going into action. Then 
it settles down to an original drumming 
motif that would turn a Native Son drum 
corps green with envy. A snappy military 
march coupled to this lizzie by means of a 
band, and the thing would make a program 
feature of unusual merit-something with 
dash and swing to it. It's being wasted right 
now and may even lead to a murder on the 
block. 

There are other noises that can be used- 
now that jew's harps have pioneered their 
way past the censors. 

The squeak of car wheels on curves, the 
crunch of peanut shells on a Saturday night 
boat, the blythe lullabyes of milk -wagons in 
the early morning-these are themes that 
might be ours, if we would book them along 
with the jew's harp. There is a note of 
prophecy in this little tink-tonk musical jaw 
twanger that indicates great developments 
this year. Well-bring 'em on. We've heard 
everything else.

/TAT HOWARD, besides being KGW's 
1vlLorchestra director and piano soloist, is 
also an accompanist. He is the sort of an 
accompanist it is a delight for all concerned 
to have in a broadcast studio. The singers, 
having complete confidence in his sympa- 
thetic assistance, can abandon themselves 
completely to their number. This freedom 
allows them to serve their audience more 
perfectly. And so the work that 
a really good accompanist does 
reaches clear to the heart -beats 
of the listener, one or a thousand 
miles away. 

His ability to transpose on 
sight is another thing his fellow 
KGW artists are grateful for. 
They say of him that when he 
appears before the mike alone 
(accompanied only by the studio 
grand) he has an apparently Hm- 
itless repertoire of numbers, pop- 
ular numbers as well as classical. 
Furthermore, he can improsive 
and elaborate on a theme at sight. His com- 
plete "at home" feeling with a piano must 
come in mighty handy because the need to 
be continually on the job rehearsing, arrang- 
ing and constructing programs precludes any 
practicing. Besides he makes from 20 to 30 
microphone appearances each week. He 
would not be able to do this were it not for 
his thorough musical grounding, which in- 
cludes eight years of piano, four of theory 
and three of 'cello at the Columbia College 
of Music in Philadelphia. He has studied 
with Oscar Streland and John Ingle. 

Mat Howard's ambition as leader of 
KGW's concert orchestra is to make the 
quality of his music second to none in the 
Pacific Northwest. Since his permanent ap- 
pointment to the staff last August he has 
labored conscientiously to that end. He is 
not the type of musician who enjoys a dreamy 
existence and eschews practicality. He is 
energetic and enjoys keeping busy. This 
fact does not put him in the practical minded. 
unimaginative class, however. He is sensi- 
tive and appreciates the finer shades of 
thought and feeling. Such a well balanced

personality can devote all of its energies to 
developing more deeply and fully its talents 
and capacities. There is no need to divert 
them to overcoming weaknesses. 

KGW's orchestra director leans heavi:y on 
Liszt for his most satisfying piano music, 
preferring him to any other composer. His 
favorite form of ensemble is high-class vocal 
music. He likes clever jazz when well played. 

Outside of the realm of music 
his artistic tastes include a fond- 
ness for the drama. George Ar- 
liss, Leo Carillo and Billie Dove 
are among his favorites. St. Joan 
and the stage version of "What 
Price Glory" he liked extreme:y 
well. Very few movies have cap- 
tured his interest. He has read 
and happily profited from the 
works of Shaw, Sinclair Lewis 
and Joseph Hergesheimer. 

We believe that rather a subtle 
insight into the character of Mat 
Howard is obvious in his reply 

to our question: How did you feel the first 
time you appeared before the microphone? 
He did not say that he was nervous, or not 
nervous at all. He replied that he was 
curious-curious and hopeful. Isn't that the 
attitude of mind that learns quickly? He 
would much rather play over the air, now, 
than on the stage. He appeared a year in 
vaudeville and put in two and a half years 
in Chatauqua, for the Radcliffe Bureau of 
Washington, D. C. Chataqua seeks to make 
pleasure respectable by associating it with 
learning. In this way many people are per- 
suaded to enjoy themselves who would 
otherwise consider the process wicked. 

Mat Howard first opened his eyes on this 
plane of existence in Philadelphia, the year 
of 1889. There was only one brother. His 
father was a horsehsoer (not a blacksmith). 
At twelve years of age he began to exhibit 
very decided musical tendencies and his 
mother obtained for him a mandolin. He 
says that this fact has influenced the entire 
course of his life. Evidently there is some- 
thing in the incident in Humoresque (Fanny

EEKMAN wrote popular music. This 
was not because Beekman was either a

"Romance is dead in this age," he said. 
"Love is the bunk. The girls are after the 
money. The men are after the girls. 
Everybody is after somebody or something. 
The landlord is after me. Bah! It's all 
tawdry and sickening. When I get enough 
of their filthy gold, I'm going out where one 
can speak to a bird or a chipmunk and get 
a civil answer." ' 

Waite laughed and cocked his fancy hat 
over one eye. 

"My dear, old, soured iconoclast," he said. 
"The trouble with you is that you've been 
crossed in love early in life, or something, 
and it's given you the perspective .of an old 
bachelor. What you need in your life is a 
pretty girl. I'll look 'round for you." 

"For heaven's sake don't!" Henry Beek- 
man raised his hand in startled protest,- for 
4 *new Piemi9 was yuitc capable df áoing 
something of the sort. "Girls clog the wheels 
of life. Women are-well, they're calculat- 
ing machines. Give me a dog. He's got 

fleas, but he knows enough to let you 
alone." 

Waite chuckled. 
"You're covered with moss-sitting up 

here in this room grinding out bum music," 
he said. "Come see the new show, 'Who's 
What?' with me tonight. They say the 
chorus is a wow." 

"Gwan," growled Beekman. "I've got 
two mother songs and a ballad to write. 
Me and my pipe. You and your chorus la- 
dies. Toodle-oo, worm, and I hope your 
dreams turn not to ashes when love is far 
away. . . . He paraphrased one of his 
songs. Waite threw up his hands. 

"I give up," he said. "And the man used 
to have a brain!" 

He slammed the door behind and was 
about his affairs-a slender, good-looking 
young man with no thought for the mor- 
row, a new suit, a few dollars in his pocket 
and unbounded faith in his own opinions of 
life. A type, perfect of the age in which 
he lived. 

Beekman walked over to his window and 
drew aside the curtain. Was Benny right, 
after all? Was he turning into dry rot. 
pocketed indoors by his work? Or was it 
his work? Why had he become sour, 
grouchy, almost violent on the subject of 
women ... of ... wom .. . 

His thoughts died away and he became 
conscious that he was watching a girl across 
the court-watching her with a strange in- 
tentness. She was at work on a dress, hung 
over an ironing board, swinging a hot iron 
above it.

CONGRESS PROBING RADIO 
COMMISSION 

(Continued from Page 3) 

While, in general, reallocation has resulted 
in some improvement in reception in certain 
sections of the country, the commission has 
been flooded with complaints that the new 
wave lengths and power and time limitations 
have deprived many cities of adequate ser- 
vice. Many broadcasters have visited Wash- 
ington in a vain effort to secure better 
allocations for the audiences which they 
serve, but in all such cases the commission 
has referred the matter to its technical staff, 
the members of which have approved very 
few of the requests for changes. This has 
resulted in a flood of protests to members of 
Congress, which will probably be reflected 
in the attitude of those members toward the 
commission during the present investigation. 

The hearings being held by the committee, 
of which Representative Wallace White of 
Maine is chairman, are based upon bills 
which have been introduced for the purpose 
of further extending the life of the commis 
sion. There are also, however, measures to 
turn all communications control-telephone, 
telegraph, cable and radio-exercised by the 
various branches of the government, over to 
one central body, as well as bills to restrict 
the maximum power of broadcasting sta- 
tions, prohibit unpermitted rebroadcasting of 
programs and in other ways to deal with 
specific problems which have arisen.

KOMO 
On December 27, at 7:30 p. m., KOMO 

passed its ten thousandth hour on the air in 

18 
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slightly less than two years' time. In 1927 
KOMO was on the air for 4752 hours. At 
midnight, December 31, 1928, KOMO in- 
creased its 1927 record by 562 hours as the 
result of a grand total of 5314 hours on the 
air in 1928. Ten thousand hours of broad- 
casting in less than two years' time is . be- 
lieved to be a record for American stations, 
especially when it is considered that none of 
this time was taken for broadcasting phono- 
graph records or similar devices for mechan- 
ical reproduction of entertainment. The only 
semblance to mechanical production in the 
entire two years' time was a few brief ex- 
tracts from movietone accompaniment to 
film dramas shown at the Fifth Avenue 
Theatre, Seattle, but even this has probably 
totaled less than twenty hours during the en- 
tire 10,000 hours' broadcast. 

This record of achievement is the result 
of one of radio's most unique organizations, 
Totem Broadcasters, a group of twelve large 
business concerns of the Pacific Northwest 
who have formed themselves into a produc- 
ing group to arrange and broadcast commer- 
cial programs and averaging from four to six 
programs of an hour per week each. A sur- 
vey completed by the National Association 
of Broadcasters showed that among 1000 - 
watt stations, KOMO for 1927 had the great- 
est talent cost of any station in America.

Now Stromberg is a part-time an- 
nounced at the General Electric station, 
devoting the other half of his time at the 
University of California, where he is study- 
ing political science.
