MUCH has been said by radio 

critics universally about this 
business of advertising. The chain 
broadcasting stations probably have 
stood the brunt of these criticisms, not 
because their programs are the more 
consistently sponsored, but because 
their audience is larger and the ear of 
the listener more often is tuned to a 
network station. 

With the advent of the New Year, 
it is fitting that we make a brief survey 
of radio entertainment and advertising 
as they come to us today. Obviously, 
America has achieved more in the new 
field of entertainment and education 
than any other country. In Great Brit- 
ain and the other foreign nations which 
have maintained government con- 
trolled broadcasting stations, develop- 
ment has not compared with that in 
America. 

The millions of men and women who 
listen every night to radio programs 
are beginning to express their grati- 
tude unreservedly to the advertisers to 
whom they feel indebted for worth- 
while entertainment. Great things are 
planned by these sponsors for the ensu- 
ing year, we learn by the advance in- 
formation at hand. Money will be 
spent in vast amounts to insure the 
finest entertainers available for the 
programs already being released and 
for those which can be expected as net -

work features within the coming 
months. 

National users of radio are learning 
to strip their programs of much com- 
mercialism. Their message is inter- 
larded with the idea paramount that 
their program will be recognized by its 
individuality. The "Edison Recorders" 
and the "General Electric Hour," pro- 
grams heard through the National 
Broadcasting Company's network, and 
the Columbia System's "Majestic The- 
atre of the Air" are excellent examples 
of this. 

Some of those appreciating most 
keenly the efforts of program sponsors 
have checked carefully the time em- 
ployed in advertising. The result 
shows that approximately 2 per cent 
of broadcasting time is occupied by 
announcements of that character, leav- 
ing 98 per cent for entertainment. This 
check, be it understood, applies to pro- 
grams offered by national sponsors. 

The spirit of appreciation as it has 
grown among the listening public 
all eady is responsible for a highly 
developed coöperative spirit existing 
between the auditor and sponsor of 
aerial entertainment. Perpetuation of 
such a commendable condition will 
mean that America will continue to hold 
her place in the forefront among nations 
interested in the development of radio 
broadcasting.

T IS amazing, when you stop to think 
I. about it, what radio has done to educate 
humanity. Why, only yesterday we turned 
on our radio set and learned how to tell a 
man from a piano. Now that means some- 
thing. Never again shall we be fooled into 
mistaking a piano for someone we know, or 
a friend for a baby grand. Radio has edu- 
cated us. 

* * * 

We might have gone on for years, confus- 
ing men and pianos and getting into all sorts 
of complications. As a matter of fact we 
never gave the thing any thought before. 
But now that we know them apart we can 
see that we have often confused them. This 
explains why we may have failed tc speak to 
people we saw on the street. We probably 
thought they were pianos. 

* * * 

The lesson which taught us differently 
was presented by a local broadcast station. 
It had a piano and a pianist. It started the 
artist first. He played along pretty well. 
Then said the announcer: 

"Now, see if you can tell when the piano 
begins playing!" 

We listened. Blamed if we could. The 
piano, according to the announcer, was play- 
ing all by itself, while the artist was polish- 
ing his nails, and flicking a bit of lint off 
his sleeve. After a bit he reached out and 
took the melody away from the piano and 
went on with it himself. It was marvelous. 

* * * 

He-the announcer-might have had us 
puzzled if it hadn't been for the piano. You 
can't jerk a melody out from under a good 
piano and get away with it. A piano has 
feelings. It resents being made a fool of. 
Here were hundreds of people listening and 
the announcer at the microphone had just 
asked folks to bet on which one was doing 
the playing-the man or the piano. No piano 
will stand that. Neither would this one. 

* * * 

The next time the piano got a crack at 
the melody, it began pedalling just like au 
artist. Now, nothing throws an artist out 
like copying his system of pedalling. The 
piano, having been raised in a musical atmos- 
phere, knew this. So it pedalled away for 
dear life. The artist grew worried. We could 

feel him glaring at the piano. Presently he 
grabbed the keyboard and finished the tune. 
But his pedalling was ruined. 

* * * 

"Could you tell when the piano stopped?" 
asked the announcer. 

You bet we could. The piano must have 
chuckled away down among its felts, for, 
once an automatic piano makes up its mind 
to pedal, there is nothing like it. The pianist 
did his best, but his pedalling was no longer 
his own. He knew folks were saying: "See- 
he's just copying the piano." No artist likes 
to have people say the best he can do is 
copy a piano. He likes to be himself. And 
that was where the piano nailed him. By the 
time the test was over, we all knew the 
piano intimately, as it were. It was one of 
us. It had resented an insult. 

* * * 

And that brings us back to the first state- 
ment, that radio is a great educator. When 
that test started out, we couldn't tell the piano 
from the man who played it. Face to face, 
we would have known the difference be- 
cause we could have seen the keys. But over 
the radio, it was different. Yet, fifteen min- 
utes of instruction, and we could never again 
be fooled. The next time we see a piano in 
a window we won't mistake it for Jones, or 
Smith, or Brown. And if we are not quite 
sure, we'll have it pedal a bit-and we've got 
it placed. That's one thing radio has done 
for us. 

* * * 

It's a bully good idea-this radio compari- 
son thing. There ought to be more of it. We 
ought to be tested out to see if we could tell 
the difference between a soprano and a fac- 
tory siren, or between a basso and the fog 
whistle on Mile Rock. We ought to have 
tests between crooners and abalones calling 
their young, to see if we could pick each. 
Or between xylophone players and dentists 
hammering cuspids into a patient's face. And 
why not try us to see if we can tell the 
difference between a jazz orchestra and six 
men driving rivets at the shipyard? 

* * * 

The idea is in its infancy, yet, but it has 
great possibilities. Another six months of 
these radio tests and we'll all be so smart 
we can help our children with their home 
work. And that, believe us, is something.

Dorothy C. Donohue, pianist; will be heard 
each Wednesday evening at 6 o'clock pre- 
senting a program of light classical selec- 
tions.

Philco announces that during 1930 Leo- 
pold Stokowski and the great Philadel- 
phia Symphony Orchestra will present a 
series of concerts for patrons of the CBS 
circuit.

Mr. Steinmann has been 
heard in Bay District musical circles and 
with symphony groups many times in the 
past few years, and Mr. Salmon is interna- 

tionally known for his very fine concert work 
on the piano.

Bob Palmer, who is the senior member of 
the harmony team known to all radio fans as 
Bob and Monte, has a romantic and inter- 
esting history as background to his micro- 
phone success.

rinHE meteoric rise of Hugh Barrett 
Dobbs, "Dobbsie," conductor of the 

Shell Happytime, from the Pacific Coast 
stations of the NBC network every morn- 
ing from 8 to 9 o'clock, Pacific time, reads 
like a chapter from "Aladdin's Wonderful 
Lamp." 

Four and a half years ago, Dobbs, an un- 
known and unheralded personality, walked 
into the studio of KPO and applied for an 
audition. The result was an immediate 
"clicking" and Dobbs be- 
gan a broadcast known as 
the Health Exercises pe- 
riod. 

Success was so out- 
standing that he evolved 
the idea of conducting 
mythical cruising to the 
ports of the weary, the 
shut-ins, the convalescents 
-carrying to them a ship- 
load of happiness and 
gloom chasers. 

His work attracted the 
attention of E. H. Sanders, 
an executive of the Shell 
Oil Company, and one of 
the West's greatest vision - 
ers. He engaged Dobbs to 
broadcast for the Shell 
Company. 

What he has accom- 
plished with that program 
needs no especial mention. 
He soon earned the recognition of his dialers 
as the West's greatest radio personality- 
attesting to this fact over .1,000,000 letters- 
letters of sincerity-letters of wholehearted 
approval from the fans of radioland are 
available to prove his assertion. 

The result has brought about Dobbs being 
signed by the Shell Oil Company to a three- 
year contract at a yearly figure far exceed- 
ing the salary of the President of the United 
States. 

From now on Dobbs will devote his en- 
tire time to work of the Shell Company, 
the work which will net him over a. quarter 
of a million dollars, and will give him the 
distinction of being the world's highest paid 
radio personality.

cused. He was born in Kentucky, in 1885. 
Throughout his boyhood life on his father's 
plantation he learned from the negroes their 
secret of music. Hand him almost any in- 
strument and "Dobbsie" will extract some 
kind of tune from it-his is a perfect ear 
and those wise in the art of music wonder 
at his ability. 

From early childhood he has had a lean- 
ing toward good-natured, wholesome fun, a 
fact that caused his discharge from the U. S. 

Naval Academy at Annap- 
olis. But Dobbs' youth soon 
reconciled him to the fail- 
ure of his naval career- 
his bigness of vision and 
character would not allow 
him to be downed. 

He entered Johns Hop- 
kins Medical School at 
Baltimore and fitted him- 
self to become an instruc- 
tor of physical culture, 
leaving the naval glory of 
the family to his cousin, 
Richmond Pearson Hob- 
son, hero of the Merrimac 
sinking in Santiago Har- 
bor during the Spanish- 
American War. His father, 
then a Congressman from 
the State of Kentucky, 
aided him by sending him 
on a world tour. 

After his return Dobbs 
traveled around the country as a teacher of 
physical training and during that time hit 
upon the idea of the outdoor playground for 
children, which has since become a national 
institution. After building several play- 
grounds in New York City, Judge Ben 
Lindsay sent for him and he supervised the 
building of Denver's playgrounds, and then 
Seattle's. 

Imbued with an adventurous spirit, he 
went to Alaska in 1905 and became asso- 
ciated with the United States Government 
Survey and aided in plotting the boundary 
line between Canada and Alaska. Later he 
became engaged in the commercial side of 
motion pictures, coming to San Francisco 
in 1924, and after tiring of selling musical 
instruments became identified with radio.

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HUMAN ASSET 
flrHE radio tube-the little lamp that 

JL glows, with its fellows, in the modern 
radio set, is destined, according to engineers, 
to play the biggest part in life of any single 
thing so far developed in human affairs. Yet 
a survey of the uses to which it has already 
been put will astonish the average radio 
listener, because he is inclined to regard the 
tube as merely a portion of his set. 

The electron tube-and this is the official 
name of the radio lamp, has a wide number 
of uses-uses that are daily growing and 
expanding in extent like a ripple on a giant 
pool. In the direct radio field we can name 
many of them-the fields of radio communi- 
cation, broadcasting, telephony, telegraphy 
claiming them as essential. As oscillators 
and amplifiers in the ordinary set they are 
common. But this is far from all of their 
uses. 

Coupled with their close associates, the 
photo -electric cells, the electron tubes make 
the talking movies. In purely audio fields 
they comprise the heart of the huge public 
address systems that bring voices and music 
to thousands in auditoriums, out of doors and 
in scores of public gathering places. On the 
long distance telephone lines, and the trans - 
Atlantic telephone radio telephone service, 
the tubes step up the faint voice signals to 
enormous extent, making a whisper in San 
Francisco audible enough to fill an audi- 
torium in London. 

In the field of wired-wireless-the applica- 
tion of radio impulses to telephone and house 
lighting wires, so that broadcasts and con- 
versation may be received without radio 
apparatus in the homes, the tubes are integral 
necessities. Elevators are now levelled by the 
tubes with special circuits. Industrial opera- 
tions are controlled by them. Chemical 
processes which require a constant flow of 
some substance, can be handled to a nicety 
with the tubes. Railroad block signals, and 
street traffic signals are worked by them. 
Crossing signals, thrown by approaching 
automobiles themselves, have electron tubes 
for their central motivating control. Factory 
products are counted, foods classified, and 
products selected by their means. 

In metering, or the measurement of 
fine temperatures and a thousand similar 
processes, electronic tubes are being used as 
accurate controls and determiners. Delicate 
problems, too fine for other known instru- 
ments, yield to the electronic tube's precision 
measurements. The speed of light, the pas- 
sage of time, and the pulse of human life, all 

are measured by the tubes with uncanny 
accuracy. 

Medicine, surgery, astronomy, research 
work in biological and electro -chemical 
fields, all are being cross -sectioned by the 
little tubes that glow in unexpected places. 
In geophysics the tubes play an important 
part in locating oil and mineral deposits, in 
metallurgy, and even in the electric induc- 
tion furnace, reactions are studied and tabu- 
lated by them. 

The police are using them to curb crime. 
Burglar alarm companies are guarding vaults 
with them, in specially constructed "eyes" 
which notify police headquarters when a 
thief even passes in front of them. And now 
has come a machine which registers, through 
tube action, the amount of perspiration in the 
hand of a criminal suspect, thereby operat- 
ing as a "lie detector" for official use. 

In the aviation field, the tube is almost 
indispensable. The aviator, in fogs and dark- 
ness, is guided by them. On his dashboard, 
a vibrating reed, controlled by the electron 
tube, warns him when he is off course. Tube 
altimeters show him his height above 
ground, and when he lands, a tube turns on 
the light for him at the call of his siren, and 
turns the airport into a blaze of illumination. 
Lost in a storm, an aviator may now find his 
way to safety with only the little glowing 
tube to pilot him home-the triumph of all 
direction finding, ancient or modern. 

Watch the little tube in your radio set. 
'Within its little glass overcoat lies much of 
the prophecy of the future. 

WANTS OWN WAVE 
Station WMAK, at Martinsville, N. J., 

has gone into court to prevent the Federal 
Radio Commission from giving away its 
time on the air to another company. 

The station operates half-time on 900 kilo- 
cycles. Its license expires January 31. The 
commission has granted the Buffalo Evening 
Express full time on WMAK's wave and has 
made no provision for WMAK on any other 
channel. 

WMAK has therefore petitioned the court 
of appeals of the District of Columbia for a 
restraining order, directed against the com- 
mission to prevent this new arrangement 
being carried out.

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"STENODE -AAIDIO STAT 99 IS 
ENGLAND'S SECIIET 

ENGLAND has made public at last its 
great radio secret-the radiostat, a de- 

vice which is said to multiply the number of 
ether channels available for broadcasting 
from 500 to 1000 times. 

The secret has greatly intrigued American 
radio engineers ever since it became known, 
last year, that British radio experts had 
something which would revolutionize the 
broadcast field. England at first refused to 
make public the nature of the device, but so 
much pressure was brought to bear that it 
was finally decided to let the world in on 
the secret. 

Briefly the radiostat is a device which will 
receive from stations which are separated 
only 100 cycles apart. In the United States 
the stations are spaced 10,000 cycles, or ten 
kilocycles apart. If any closer, they hetero- 
dyne, producing an annoying whistle in the 
receivers. The new device is called the 
"stenode radiostat" from a Greek word which 
means "narrow path." 

In actual operation, the stenode or radio - 
stat, whichever name is destined to become 
popular, is a magic box, inserted into a set, 
as far as can be learned here, directly behind 
the detector. It uses its own audio system, 
which in turn plugs into a dynamic speaker. 
An extra midget condenser with plates only 
half an inch wide is inserted in the circuit 
to accomplish the fine tuning necessary with 
the device. 

The actual details of the device are not 
released owing to the fact that its owners 
are taking out world patents designed to pro- 
tect their invention. The final reproduction, 
with an oscillator "broadcasting" almost on 
top of the received station, does not show, 
on test, any signs of interference. On an 
ordinary set, without the magic box, the 
result is a jumble of discordant noises. 

The instrument is not a chance production, 
but is the invention of Dr. James Robinson, 
former chief of wireless research to the Royal 
Air Force. He is one of the eminent authori- 
ties of British radio work and his develop- 
ments are highly regarded on both sides of 
the water, it is understood. The device, it 
is said, will eliminate all existing interfer- 
ences between stations, will increase signal- 
ing speed, will reduce broadcasting costs, 
will permit the erection of scores more of 
stations, and will permit a multiplication of 
all forms of communication channels. 

American engineers are on tip -toe to get 
their hands on the device. If it is what is 

claimed for it in England, it will result in an 
entirely new type of receiving instrument 
design in this country, as scores of additional 
stations will probably be licensed, and in 
order to receive them without interference, 
the new stenode circuit will have to be used. 

SMALL STATIONS TO 
IE SHOVED OVE 

rrHE small stations of the country, now 
1L herded together at the bottom of the 

dial like a band of sheep, may be still fur- 
ther piled one on the other if a plan, now 
under contemplation by the Federal Radio 
Commission, and designed to clear ten more 
channels, is put into effect. 

The plan is to relieve the troubles of four 
major stations-WBAL, Baltimore; WAPI, 
Birmingham; WOC, Davenport, and WTIC, 
Hartford, Conn., which need elbow room. 
With no possibility in sight of reducing the 
number of stations to give them this desired 
space, all that the commission can do is ask 
the rest to move over and make room. 

A conference has been arranged by the 
technical and engineering experts of the 
commission to attempt this shift of the 
smaller stations. There is a growing tend- 
ency to reduce the present 10 -kilocycle sepa- 
ration which exists between stations to a 
smaller figure, possibly 7.5 kilocycles. Sharply 
tuned transmitters and receivers enable this 
to be done. It will, however, be hard on the 
older type of receiving instruments which 
tuned broadly, for unless they have 10 -kilo- 
cycle separation or less, they will run into 
much interference. 

The separation between the cleared chan- 
nels cannot be reduced, it is said, without 
impairing the services which these channels 
were created to give. 'It is the regional and 
local stations at the bottom of the dial that 
must suffer. It is believed that a number of 
the smaller stations, when thrust into the 
jam at the lower end of the scale, will cease 
operations, thereby somewhat lightening the 
load on the others and giving additional 
room for the higher powered units. 

The commission will make a careful study 
of the new plan and may submit it to Con- 
gress for official approval as the only solu- 
tion of the present station congestion.
