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7 &LES Evans Hughes, the nation's new
i Znief Justice, who has already figured in
il_.:l some of the important national events in
America’s recent history, may write the opinion
which will decide, once and for all, the greatest
outstanding question in the broadcast field today,
viz., the property rights of broadcasters in their
station allocations.

Hughes as chief counsel for the General Elec-
tric Company expressed certain opinions in the
matter of broadcasting property rights. Should
the Supreme Court now sustain those opinions,
many existing allocations might have to be
shifred, the validity of the entire radio law might
be challenged, and the Federal Radio Commis-
sinn forced to reverse its findings in certain im-
portant cases.

T'he pronunciamentos of Hughes in matters of
law usually stand—nationally and internation-
ally. The question now before the Supreme
Court involves the reduction of the power of
station WCRW of Chicago from 400 to 100
watts.  With decision in the lower courts ad-
verse to it, the station took the matter into the
Circuit Court of Appeals. This body, confronted
with a decision in the matter of property rights,
asked the Supreme Court for an opinion.

In its request the Circuit Court pointed out
that the present radio law may be invalid, in
that, if property richts of broadeasters are sus-
tained, the law deprives a person of property
without due process of law, which is contrary to
the Federal Constitution. When he was counsel

for the General Electric Company, Chief Justice
Hughes expressed the opinion that “priority of
time as against any subsequent station gives the
General Electric Company superiority of right.”

Senator C. C. Dill, father of much radio legis-
lation, takes issue with Hughes in this point. He
brands such a doctrine as “squatter sovereignty,”
which enables a person to grab something and
defend it against the world—a procedure against
which the courts have, in the past, set their faces.
The Supreme Court is confronted with the need
for a decision on this ticklish point, with the
knowledge that its own Chief Justice has already
sustained the alleged doctrine of “squatter sov-
ereignty.”

Dill opposed the appointment of Hughes to the
supreme bench in the face of his already expressed
opinions on the very point at issue while acting as
attorney for the General Electric Company.

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First Radio Theater
Almost Finished

ADIO is to have its first “theater’” in New

York City. The wide interest of the pub-

lic in the actual broadcast operations as
carried on in front of the “mike” has impelled
the establishment of an actual “little theater” on
the roof of the New Amsterdam Theater at a
cost of $75,000. It is the first institution of its
kind in the world.

The radio theater was the former home of the
Ziegfield Frolic. There is stage space for 100
musicians and the place has a seating capacity of
600 persons. In the reorganization for radio
purposes the stage has been converted into a
studio. The asbestos curtain has been replaced
by one of glass, weighing six tons, which can be
raised or lowered to keep out audience noises.

Twenty-two migrophone outlets are provided
in the new equipment and more than 32 miles of
wire have been used to wire up the new studio
and the theater itself. The control room is sit-
uated in the spot formerly occupied by the mo-
tion picture projection room. From this eleva-
tion engineers and control operators can watch
the proceedings in the studio and monitor the
output, Connecting the control room with the
stage is an elaborate system of signals so that the
broadcasts can be controlled at all times from
the observation point.

When the glass curtain is raised, people in the
audience may hear the studio programs directly.
If audience noises are too considerable, the glass
curtain is dropped and the audience will then
hear the program through a battery of loud-
speakers, at the same time seeing what is taking
place on the stage through the glass curtain.

In addition to the control room, there is a
sound-proof monitor room where program offi-
cials and sponsors may sit and listen to what is
taking place on the stage, under conditions simi-
lar to the broadcasts over the air. A Chinese
stule reception room for artists, eight dressing
rooms, and an orchestra lounge and rehearsal
room are also included in the theater equipment.
Admission to the studio is to be by invitation
only and lucky the outside listener who can
wangle an “invite” and get inside to see and
hear at the same time.

The theater is practically finished and efforts
are to be made to broadcast the Collier hour on
March 16 as the initial program from the new
radio theater. The theater is under the control
of the National Broadcasting Company.

World Scramble On For
Message Business

GRAND scramble for the world’s radio,
A telegraph and cable business is under way
between American interests and FEuropean
agencies. The threat of European competition
is the basis for the projected merger of the Radio
Corporation communication interests and the
International Telephone and Telegraph Com-
pany recently announced. Aligned with the Radio
Corporation in the battle for world supremacy
against Furopean interests are the American
Telephone and Telegraph Company, the West-
ern Union and the International body.

At the present time the telephone company has
three transatlantic telephone circuits in opera-
tion to London and a fourth just about ready
for service to Buenos Aires. As an example of
the business transacted, the company notes 7737
transoceanic calls put through for the six months
ending last October—an amazing volume of busi-
ness when the expense of chatting across the
water is considered.

The Western Union has forty marine cables
30,185 miles long over which 100,000.000 words
a year are sent. It also holds a controlling inter-
est in the Mexican Telegraph Company, which
owns seven cables. This company’s cable busi-
ness netted $12,000,000 last year out of a total of
$150,000,000, of which the bulk covered land
business returns.

The International group includes the All-
American Cables, Postal Telegraph, Commercial
Cables, and the Mackay Radio—65,000 miles of
cable capable of handling 50,000,000 words a
year. The RCA Communications Service, a sub-
sidiary of the Radio Corporation of America,
serves forty countries by radio in its giant net-
work arrangements.

In Europe various world powers, through
government subsidy, have competing systems of
their own. The British group is the strongest,
nearly half of the total world cable mileage
belonging to Great Britain. Its radio stations
handle more than 35,000,000 words a vyear.
French and German cable and radio companies
have merged under private operation. British
supremacy has been menaced by the United
States, whose radio system is far more extensive
than that of the British government, but not as
centralized and unified. To meet this unified
situation the Radio Corporation and the Inter-
national Telegraph interests have planned their
present projected merger and the scramble for
world business is under way.

Television On Slow March
to Success

DETERMINED effort is being made to put over

Atelevision in some form which will make it

attractive to the general public. Already

plans are under way for the construction of an

immense theater in which this newest of baby

sciences will be exploited for public interest and
entertainment.

Certain secret tests of television and much re-
search work, which is being kept quiet, has been
under way during the past few months. One of
the important things done was the transmission
of a television image a distance of 29,000 miles.
It was received clearly enough to identify the
original design and was considered by engineers
to be a triumph of achievement.

The “picture,” a black rectangle painted on a
white card, was sent by the General Electric
Company’s short-wave station, W2XAF, to Syd-
ney, Australia, where it was picked up and sent
back again by the Australian station VKZME,
and received at Schenectady, N. Y. The design
arrived a bit fuzzy, but sufficiently sharp that its
original outlines could be distinguished.

No efforts have been made yet to transmit pic-
tures of persons. The General Electric Com-
pany will continue its efforts to send designs
such as the one transmitted to far points, in an
effort to determine just how far mechanical, at-
mospheric and other disturbances will affect such
transmissions.

There is a general consensus of opinions
among engineers that television will first be seen
in theaters. That is, proper reception of it will
be so complicated and expensive that only in a
theater will reception be possible—at first. Later
it will reach the home, but this is a long time in
the future.

In anticipation of the coming development of
the new science, the famous Roxy—in private
life S. L. Rothafel—purposes building a huge
theater, on a site once considered by the Metro-
politan Grand Opera Company, on property con-
trolled by John D. Rockefeller at Fifth Avenue
and Forty-eighth Street, New York. There will
be exploited, according to present plans, radio
vision, drama, musical comedies, music, talking
pictures and radio. Among the list of concerns
rumored to be ready to cooperate in the venture
are the National Broadcasting Company, Radio-

house, and allied interests.
It is roughly estimated that more than $500,-
000,000 in actual resources are at the present
time engaged in trying to solve the riddle of tele-
vision, primarily because of the immense profits
which will accrue, once the thing is an actual
success. In the United States today there are
28,000,000 homes, of which 12,000,000 have
phonographs, 9,000,000 radio sets, 17,500,000
automobiles, 13,500,000 telephones, and 19,000.-
000 electric current. Each one of these homes
represents a potential sale for a television set.

In 1929 the American public spent the astound-
ing sum of $850,000,000 for radio apparatus.
This was for sound apparatus alone. Add sight,
the ability to see as well as hear over the radio,
and the figures will run into unbelievable
amounts. It is this lucrative plum which is the
prize in the grand national scramble for televi-
sion—a pot of gold at the foot of the rainbow of
technical hope.

Certain manufacturers, to the disgust of the
better class of set makers, are trying to “‘grab off”
the television market before it is ripe by selling
“attachments” which can be coupled or connected
to an ordinary radio set, enabling the user to
receive television in the home. These attach-
ments are arrant bunk. An ordinary radio set
cannot be used to receive television signals, be-
cause special amplifiers are required for televi-
sion. ‘Transformers, such as are used in ordi-
nary sets, produce distortion in television images
and the purchase of such an “attachment” is
money thrown away.

When television has been legitimately attained,
when it is commercially practical, it will be
shown in theaters. Then, and than only, can the
set buyer begin “locking around” for a set.

ID you ever try to rope a

Edna came to KFRC over the audition route.
She made her first appearance on the old Seal
Rock program, with Earl Paolonelli playing the
accordion for her. Later she was put on the
Jamboree where she continued to make friends,
and now it has come to the point where the sta-
tion would’nt be one big happy family at all with-
out the baby.

Edna is a brown-eyed, black-haired, chubby-
cheeked and very comely little lass, five feet two
inches tall, with a way of singing and a mind all
her own, who dresses becomingly in vivid colors.
One shouldn’t be misled by her air of boredom,
which she often assumes in order to conform with
her idea of the way a “big radio star” should
comport herself. She also evidences a sphinx-
like quality in her character, in order to protect
herself from the “kidding” to which she is sub-
ject around the studios. In fact, she has man-
aged to build up quite a little reputation for
herself as being entirely immune to the attrac-
tions of the society of young gentlemen. We are
sorry to have to puncture this illusion that she
gets away with so nicely but Edna does dream
romantic dreams just like other sweet young
things and doubtless has at least a dozen wor-
shipping males on the “string”at all times. One
reason that makes us think this is because she
usually has a romantic novel under her arm to
work on when leisure allows. Flash! Since
writing the above we cornered Edna for the sec-
ond time and after much coaxing she divulged

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It seldom flares up, however, even
when Pedro calls her “Wop,” which he is in the
habit of doing, and which she objects to
strenuously.

You will know by now that Edna is a natural
actress. By that we mean she has a natural
ability for acting without using a conscious tech-
nique. Aside from putting over her songs she
has been used in all kinds of dramatic work over
the station, from being a ‘“‘voice” in a mob scene
to interviewing Maurice Chevalier, and never
once has she fallen down. She always surprises
by not only giving a good interpretation but by
giving a better one than she ever gave before.
Which is further proof of the fact that the work
of little Edna O’Keefe over KFRC has improved
with alarming rapidity since she first joined the
station.

Here is how Edna happened to get on KFRC.
She had considerable of a reputation forsinging
already, but it didn’t extend much farther than
the circle of her girl friends in high school.

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New Plans to Improve
Broadcasting Under Way

NGINEERS of the Westinghouse Electric
:IIE and Manufacturing Company, owners of

the famous station, KDKA, have submit-
ted to the Federal Radio Commission a plan for
improving the general field of broadcasting
throughout the country. The plan consists of
two parts—one, a means by which two or more
broadcast stations may be combined on the same
wavelength without interference; and, second,
the use of a transmitter which will send out
either powerful local or long distance signals.

The second plan holds the most scientific in-
terest. It is accomplished by means of a spe-
cially constructed antenna, so arranged as to
produce, at will, either a strong local signal
which is confined to nearby area, or a powerful
signal for long distance work, which can be
scarcely heard locally. By this means a super-
power station may send programs to distant
points without blanketing local reception.

The idea is to be tried out at Saxonburg, Pa.,
where a powerful transmitter of new design is
to be shortly tried out. The antenna here will
consist of eight poles 110 feet high, arranged in
a circle 800 feet in diameter. The horizontal
radiations of each antenna are blocked by the
others, so that the effect is that of confining the
radio waves inside of a tube. The tube is then
pointed toward the Heaviside layer, above the
earth, and by it reflected to any distant point
desired. It is not believed that the area sur-

rounding the transmitter can hear it at all when
it is in operation.

The first idea, which is also to be given a
detailed trial by the United States Government,
consists of synchronizing two or more stations on
one wave so that the same program may be simul-
taneously transmitted on the same wave, the
listener getting the impression that he is hearing
but one station. It also permits the installation
of a small “booster station,” where signals are
weak, to pick up and amplify the signals for the
particular area.

The synchronization is accomplished by gen-
erating a certain frequency at the central station,
and then supplying this frequency by wire or
radio, to one or more stations. At the receiving
stations it is amplified sufficiently to be put on the
air as a carrier wave, which will then be in exact
step with the original carrier wave of the parent
station. Modulation to transmit voice or music
is then simple.

Both plans are to be tried out in the near
future. The synchronized idea makes possible
the use of a cleared channel for any number of
stations, all on the same wave, without interfer-
ence. The tilted antenna system permits of
high-powered broadcast work without blanketing
listeners living near such stations. When the
tests have been made the actual value of the two
suggestions under daily conditions will have been
learned.
