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Radio Siren Is Nemesis
of Crook World

“WAH-OO . . . Holdup—Pine and
California streets. . . . I” The
announcer at KJBS, breaks into
the musical program, with the wail of a
siren, snaps out the above information, and
cuts back the music. It is just a second’s
interruption, and the program goes on again.
Listeners wonder what it is all about.

Let’s look for a minute: a police car is
cruising along Van Ness Avenue—a dark,
unimpressive machine, housing a heavily
armed squad of cops. Nothing about it to
indicate that it is a police car, save perhaps
its license plate. Beside the driver’s ear
hangs a tiny loudspeaker. At his feet, a
small radio receiver, tuned to KJBS' wave
length.

There is a faint sound of music as the car
slides along through traffic, and then—out
of the loudspeaker comes the moan of a
siren. The four men in the police car come
to sudden, alert attention.

The car pivots about at right angles, and
its own siren cuts a hole through traffic.
The driver steps on the gas, and the car
streaks through the night, responsive to the
faint call of the radio. One, two, minutes.
A man running down the street, a payroll
under his arm, is picked up by the speeding
police machine. A gun cracks—the man
slithers to the sidewalk. Voices, the rattle
of handcuffs . . .

That’s what this all-day-and-night service
of KJBS is doing for the San Francisco
police department and the general public in
the safeguarding of property and life. It is
a free experimental service, testing out the
value of radio for police and fire department
use, with the public sitting on the sidelines
listening. Is it a success? Is it proving of
value? Is it worth the interruption of the
programs, hour after hour?

Read here the record of what has already
been accomplished by this little public ser-
vice move by one broadcasting station as
taken from the police and fire department
check-up of the radio service for one short
month, It has a thrill in every line:

1. A test was made before a group of
Supervisors and city officials gathered on
the corner of Fifteenth and Guerrero streets,
San Francisco. At agreed time, call was

sent to KJBS, telling cars two and three to
report to that corner for emergency. Time
was carefully noted. Four minutes later, car
number two arrived at scene. It had been
cruising a beat at the county line approxi-
mately three miles away when call came in.
Six minutes elapsed and car number three
whizzed to a stop with a scream of its
brakes. It had been cruising on the Embar-
cadero when the call came in, and had to
traverse the downtown traffic nearly all the
way to the scene- This test was a decided
success.

2. A hurry call was given to KJBS, order-
ing cars two and five to report in immedi-
ately to police headquarters. The sergeant
in the office of the Chief of Police vouches
for the fact that the two cars had called in
and all business cleared in the record time
of one and one-half minutes!

3. Detectives Vincent Morris and Robert
Garrick were cruising a beat early one morn-
ing when they received a report of a fire
alarm on a corner near them. Hurrying to
the scene, they discovered no fire, but did
see a figure hurrying away. Giving chase,
they overtook the man, and upon question-
ing he confessed turning in the alarm *Just
to see the engines whiz by.” The man,
Albert Sheehan, was given ninety days in
jail by Police Judge O’Brien.

4. A report was broadcast regarding a
stolen car. One car on patrol had just
passed the car in the case. Returning, they
waited until the driver came out and started
the car. He drove away—to jail.

KJBS is linked to police headquarters and
the fire central bureau by direct wires, oper-
ating telephone, tapper and tape machines.
Official announcements take precedence over
all other broadcasts, day or night, the air
being split for the announcement. In addi-
tion to the police cars already equipped
with radio, the fire chief has an installation
in his car and plans are under way for simi-
lar installations in battalion cars.

Stolen car numbers are broadcast im-
mediately, enabling patrol cars to keep their
lists up to the minute. Hit-runners are now
under immediate danger of capture with
every police car in the city on the lookout
for them. In addition, garages and restau-
rants with thousands of patrons and motor-

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Trailing Antenna Taboo
For Motor Radio

HE Detroit man who put a radio set in

Il his automobile and trailed his antenna

behind, as does an airplane, caused a
lot of excitement when he wrapped the wire
around a fire plug as he turned a corner.
Even then, things might not have been so
bad had there not been a policeman leaning
against the plug. The static from that point
on was terrible.

Installing a radio set in a machine is easy
—if the installer knows how. He must find
out first what not to do, and after that, what
he ought to do. In general, any shielded set
can be put in a car and will work well. An
unshielded set picks up too much extraneous
noise to make the plan practical.

The first problem is that of the antenna.
Chicken netting, made of copper, is a good
antenna, within certain limits. At no time
is any car antenna as good as an overhead
wire such as is used in permanent installa-
tions, so that the car set user must realize
that right from the start, unless he has a
specially built motor set, antenna conditions
are against him,

In some cars, four screw eyes are placed
in the corners of the top, a tag, such as
hangs on hotel keys, hooked over each one
and an antenna wound around the inside
through holes bored in the tags. The tags
are of bakelite. When the thing is done,
and the wire pulled tight, it is self-support-
ing. In this way from 60 to 100 feet can be
used for an antenna with excellent results.

The car battery can be used to run the
set, but the connections to it, as well as the
B and C batteries, must be in shielded cable
to keep the wires from picking up noise from
the car’s ignition system, The electrical cir-
cuits of the car itself are the most difficult
of elimination. One is to put an eliminator
unit on the starter and on the generator—a
filter which takes out the noise. The start-
ing switch, windshield wiper, horn—all must
be equipped. Interefernce from spark plugs
and distributor leads can be killed by “sup-
pressors” at the plugs and in the distributor
head.

If one is content to carry along a radio
and enjoy it only while parked in some con-
venient spot, all of this trouble can be
avoided. No shielding is necessary either in
set or machine. An antenna may be thrown
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on the ground and a lead to the metal frame-
work of the car or the engine provides the
“ground” connection. By this system the
family set, if it be of the battery type, can
be tucked in a trunk and taken along with
no unnecessary formalities.

Many manufacturers are seeing to it that
the new models of cars are so wired that
a radio set can be installed with a minimum
of trouble and expense and this will un-
doubtedly be an element in the cars of the
future. It seems probable that a great ma-
jority of pleasure cars in the near future
will be directly equipped with radio, making
installation troubles nil.

ists are given license information which
makes hit-running an unprofitable amuse-
ment.

The fire chief is constantly in touch with
headquarters through radio. Heretofore it
was necessary for the chief to drive to a
box and have his operator “tap in” to head-
quarters and inquire for alarms. Now, driv-
ing along the street, he is able to get a fire
box instantly and in many cases arrive at a
distant point at the same time as the appa-
ratus.

San Francisco is working up to the point
where, one of these days, the supervisors are
to be asked for an appropriation for a radio
police and fire organization. The work that
KJBS is doing free of charge now will
some day be a municipal duty—when the
municipality awakes to its value, Then only
will KJBS receive adequate public recog-
nition for its pioneer service in the interests
of public safety and law enforcement,

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British Dirigible Flight
to be Broadcast

ADIO fans who like to hear about dir-

igible doings, as portable announcers

in elevated locations broadcast the ar-
rival details of the air cows, will get a new
thrill shortly when Great Britain’s huge
cloud liner R-100 starts out from Cardington,
Bedfordshire, on a transatlantic trip to Mon-
treal, Canada.

The most elaborate possible radio plans
have been prepared in connection with the
projected flight, including everything from
shore wave beam transmission to radio fac-
simile reproductions. Britain is linking its
vast system of world communication in prep-
aration for the event so that even the Aus-
tralian sheepherder may “witness,” via his
hillside radio, the epochal flight of the great
gas bag.

The western terminal of the flight will be
at St. Hubert's airfield, Montreal, where a
huge steel mooring mast has been erected
for the event. There will be the headquarters
of all the vast radio arrangements which will
cover the globe. From the moment the dir-
igible leaves its hangar until it returns it
will be in constant and unceasing touch with
the British “home office.”

While projected as a merely peace cruise
the transatlantic flight has an immense war
significance, as it will demonstrate the feas-
ability of the British communication network
for direct control of aircraft in distant parts
of the world from a central control bureau.
The Graf Zeppelin was able to work with
German stations entirely around the world,
and if the British R-100 can do the same
thing to a more systematic degree, British
morale will be correspondingly enhanced, it
is felt.

The dirigible is to carry 100 passengers
and a crew of from 40 to 50 men. Radio
will not only keep the passengers in touch
with the shore, but will play a part in the
navigation of the great airship. In addition
to the regular code telegraph and radiophone
apparatus the dirigible will carry automatic
weather map reproduction equipment.

By means of this apparatus, weather map
information, plotted on land, will be trans-
mitted to the dirigible, received by a moving
stylus which travels over a rotating cylinder.
In the radio cabin of the dirigible, as it

travels its course, will appear weather maps.
actually drawn by the ground stations
through radio impulses. These maps will
form important navigation charts for the
guidance of the craft.

Linked to the comprehensive radio equip-
ment of the dirigible by the invisible waves
of the radio will be the land-line networks,
the “beam” systems of the British postoffice,
and all the vast broadcasting chain, enabling
listeners in every country on the globe to
follow the progress of the British dirigible
with its load of human freight, and its land-
ing in Canada.

The Canadian Marconi Company is co-
éperating with the British Broadcasting
Company and the British Air Ministry east-
ward, and the National Broadcasting Com-
pany westward, to make this dramatic event
possible of adequate reproduction for the
millions of listeners in the three major coun-
tries. In addition, short wave channels will
be called into play to bring to travelers in
far places, remote from cities and towns, the
same service to be enjoyed by the listeners
of the larger cities.

In its scope it will be the greatest inter-
linking of radio and network facilities ever
attempted.

Germany Reorganizing
Radio

Germany has evolved a plan whereby a
number of powerful broadcasting stations,
strategically located throughout the country
to insure full coverage, will replace the many
smaller stations now dotting the map of the
republic. Many experts have predicted a
similar development in the United States,
maintaining that the local, low-powered
broadcasters will ultimately die out because
of the economic strain.

Curb Radio Soliciting
Nebraska proposes to curb the practice of
soliciting insurance business via radio, while

Kansas is considering measures to end the
sale of patent medicine through broadcasting.

The magic of Eddie’s violin weaves a
spell that delights.

RISON wardens are fast adopting the

idea of “a radio in every cell.” Joliet
Penitentiary of Illinois, latest to install a
central radio system for the entertainment
of its inmates, followed the examples of
Eastern State Penitentiary at Philadelphia,
Ohio State Penitentiary at Columbus and
Jowa State Penitentiary at Fort Madison.

It is too early, judging from the com-
ments of various wardens, to determine just
what effect radio will have on prison disci-
pline. There were 1000 earphone sets in use
in the Ohio penitentiary where prisoners
were allowed to tune in any programs they
chose and where loudspeakers have even
been installed in the workshops during big
sports broadcasts like football and baseball
games.

The Federal penitentiary at Leavenworth
and the state prisons of Massachusetts and
Colorado have been considering the installa-
tion of radio sets. Many of the reformatories
throughout the country have radios for their
inmates either in their cells or in assembly
rooms. In many cases the prisoners are al-
lowed to purchase their radio sets from their
earnings in the prison shops.
