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Synchronization Ready For Use 
MF.THODS whereby two or more sta- 

tions may transmit the same program 
on the same frequency without dis- 

tortion have been so far perfected that prac- 
tical application of synchronization may be 
made at any time, according to M. H. Ayles- 
worth, president of the National Broadcast- 
ing Company. 

Following closely upon the heels of the 
Federal Radio Commission's refusal to set 
aside frequencies in the broadcasting band 
for synchronization experiments, Mr. Ayles- 
worth's announcement may bring about a 
change of attitude on the part of the com- 
mission, which at various times has had a 
number of requests from stations for per- 
mission to undertake joint broadcasting ex- 
periments. 

If practical operation bears out the opin- 
ion of the National Broadcasting Company's 
experts, there may be decided changes in 
the broadcasting set-up, with frequencies as- 
signed not to individual stations but to 
groups which transmit the same programs, 
as, for instance, the several stations which 
are under the full control of NBC. The 
company has been working for a consider- 
able time on the program of synchroniza- 
tion, as have a number of other organiza- 
tions. Responsibility for its application, 
however, will rest squarely upon the Fed- 
eral Radio Commission, according to Mr. 
Aylesworth. 

"Synchronization in the field of radio 
broadcasting is now out of the laboratory," 
he declared. "Experiments and tests which 

we have been conducting have definitely 
demonstrated that from a technical stand- 
point, at least, it is now possible to operate 
two or more stations on the same frequency 
without distortion. 

"I believe that in the practical application 
of synchronization a definite responsibility 
must be assumed by the Federal Radio Com- 
mission, in order that its development will 
be constructive and its ultimate good will 
accrue to the best interests of the entire 
country." 

"Synchronization is a 'system' rather than 
any particular apparatus. This fact, to- 
gether with the conditions under which the 
experimental work was conducted, makes it 
impossible for any particular group to as- 
sume control or to reap benefits of a selfish 
nature. 

"I am particularly impressed with the im- 
portance of synchronization in connection 
with network broadcasting, but the difficul- 
ties in this connection must be carefully 
studied. It will he necessary to try out an 
experimental group of stations to learn more 
of the practical activities of synchroniza- 
tion. There are so many limitations in a 
technical field that synchronization should 
be allowed to grow gradually, so that its 
primary purposes and value should not be 
dissipated by hasty or immature practice or 
application. 

"The radio interests making this contri- 
bution have been inspired solely by a sin- 
cere desire to further improve radio broad- 
casting. 
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Two genuine Alabama mocking birds soon 
are going to add their voices to the Southern 
atmosphere surrounding Dr. Laurance 
Cross's "Cross -Cuts from the Log of the 
Day," NBC morning program.

But the first remark 
made by everyone who meets him in person 
after hearing him on the air and reading his 
newspaper column, is always: "Why, I 
thought you were short and plump!" 

Scotty has "lived in a gold -fish bowl for 
sixteen years," as he expresses it, having 
conducted a daily column for that long, and 
has been an NBC speaker for more than a 
year. In all this time, he says, only one 
person who has come to know his personal- 
ity without actually seeing him has imag- 
ined him to be tall.

Hancock is perhaps the best known and 
loved of all the Happytime stars, having 
been identified with the program since its 
very inception. Mrs. Hancock is a promi- 
nent San Francisco musician, being accom- 
plished both in voice and piano work. She 
is a student of Madame Schumann-Heink. 
The couple will make their home in San 
Francisco.

The stage, the theatre, the church, the 
"sticks" and even far -away England and 
Russia have all contributed their share of 
talent to the Shell Happytime, resulting in 
one of the most unique and outstanding 
groups of artists in the Western entertain- 
ment world. There is perhaps no other 
single place where gathered on one staff 
may be found the personality of Hugh Bar- 
rett Dobbs, the genius of Max Dolin, the 
sublime organ music of Theodore Strong, 
the humor and versatility of Sambo and Ed, 
the golden voices of Emily Hardy 
Richard Jose, William Powers, 
Dan O'Brien and the piano music 

of Eleanor Barnard. The rise to fame of 
many of these artists is already well known 
to thousands of radio listeners. But here 
are the stories of Max Dolin, Theodore 
Strong, Sambo and Ed, Emily Hardy and 
Eleanor Barnard: 

Dolin's career is a most colorful one, dat- 
ing back to his boyhood days in Odessa, 
Russia, where he was born in 1888. Early 
in his youth he began the study of the violin 
under Alexander Fidelman, with whom he 
remained until he was 16 years old, when 
the young musician went to Paris, where he 
remained for three years, studying under 
Bertelli. His first public appearance was 
given in London, England, at the Guild 
Hall, where he met with indifferent success. 
After his London appearance, there fol- 
lowed the most trying period in Dolin's 
life, during which he toured the world, giv- 
ing concerts in this country, South Amer- 
ica and Europe. 

It was in New York that Dolin met with 
his first real success. There he was given 
his first real opportunity as musical director 
of the Biltmore Hotel, where he remained 
for eight years. His success there was culmi- 
nated by a tour over the Keith circuit, fol- 
lowed by three years of vaudeville contracts. 

Musical directorship of the Presi- 
dent's Palace Hotel in Havana, 

Cuba, was his next step. 

Max Dolin, left; Emily Hardy, 
center, and Theodore Strong, right. 
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He came to San Francisco in 1923 and 
accepted the post of musical director at the 
California Theatre, meeting with instantan- 
eous popularity among San Francisco the- 
atre goes. When the National Broadcasting 
Company opened its Pacific Coast network, 
he was offered the position of musical di- 
rector. This he later resigned to go to New 
York for theatrical contract there. It was 
while he was in New York that Dobbs in- 
vited him to return to San Francisco as a 
featured member of the Shell Happytime 
staff. His success and popularity on the 
Shell broadcast is best attested by the en- 
thusiastic response from radio listeners that 
has been his. There can 
be no doubt but that he 
is the West's outstand- 
ing radio violin master. 

It may be rightly said 
that the church gave 
Theodore Strong to the 
broadcasting world, for 
it was at the console of 
scores of church organs 
that Strong gained the 
expertness that he now 
transmits over the air to 
the great Happytime 
audience. 

Born in New York, 
Strong's first public ap- 
pearance was made at 
the age of eight years, 
when he played a group 
of piano solos at a church 
entertainment in Mount 
Vernon. Perhaps it was 
here that the organ caught Strong's eye and 
desire, for it was not long after that he 
forsook the piano for the intricacies of the 
organ. 

At the age of 19 he was organist of the 
Greenwich Presbyterian Church in New 
York City, after which came the Grace 
Methodist Church, where he was organist 
and choir director. It was about this time 
that radio was first beginning to attract at- 
tention and Strong made several appearances 
on radio programs on WEAF, WJZ and 
WOR. But broadcasting in those days held 
no lure for Strong and he continued as 
church organist, musical director and organ 
soloist for several years in New York City 
before taking Greeley's advice on "Go West, 
young man, go West." 

In 1925 he first attracted the attention of 
Pacific Coast radio fans with his organ work 
when he began broadcasting over KPO. 
Since that time he has gained a tremendous 
audience and counts his friends and listeners 
at well over the million mark. For more than 
a year he has been exclusively identified 
with the Shell Happytime and was' recently 
appointed musical director of the program, 
on which he is heard in solo numbers, duets

with Eleanor Barnard, concert pianist, and 
as director of the Celestians, a unique com- 
bination of pipe organ, harp, violin and 
'cello. 

Sambo and Ed, in private life, are Sam 
Moore and Ed Evans, both "country boys," 
who have "made good in the big city." 

Moore was born and raised on his fath- 
er's Georgia plantation, where he learned 
from the negroes the secrets of the novel 
entertainment and dialogue which he now 
dispenses over the Happytime program. 

His first success was attained in New 
York 'City, where he was featured in Zieg- 
field Follies for two years. While there he 

became acquainted with 
Ed Evans, a young dra- 
matic actor, who w a s 

trying to make a name 
for himself on Broadway. 
In this way the combi- 
nation of Sambo and Ed 
was formed. 

Evans is a native of 
Provo, Utah, where his 
parents were among the 
early settlers in that 
country. After graduat- 
ing from the University 
of Utah, lie became in- 
terested in amateur the- 
atricals a n d gradually 
drifted to New York, 
where he formed the as- 
sociation with S a m 
Moore. Mandy, who is 

right, Sambo, Ed and Mandy an integral part of the 
entertainment, is Mr s. 

Moore. One of Dobbsie's discoveries," Emily 
Hardy, is being hailed by critics as one of 
the West's most promising young coloratura 
sopranos. Upon her first "professional" ap- 
pearance, as a member of the ensemble in 
the musical comedy "New Moon," Miss 
Hardy found herself approached by Dobbs 
with an offer to "go on the air." Her suc- 
cess was instantaneous. 

Eleanor Barnard, concert pianist, was born 
in London, England, but spent her childhood 
days in Boston, where she studied under 
the famous John Orth. Later she studied 
in London under the masters of Europe and 
upon returning to the United States, made 
a number of tours as soloist and for three 
years was concert pianist and accompanist 
for Sid Grauman's theatres in Los Angeles. 
In February this year she was engaged as 
pianist on the Happytime programs and 
with Theodore Strong has been featured in 
piano and organ duets, as well as solo num- 
bers. 

Truly, an imposing list of musical experts 
has been brought together on the Shell 
Happytime. And' they are providing one of 
radio's most entertaining programs. And so, 
until next week . . .

JJpaleUVENILE prodigies are, by tradition, 

, bespectacled youngsters who live 
. 

the one-track lives of genius. 
That's why so many persons are aston- 

ished when they see Sarah Kreindler, NBC 
violinist, for the first time. 

The slim, dark -eyed girl who looks like 
Saint Cecelia might have looked if she could 
have been persuaded to wear fashionable 
clothes, believes in enjoying a normal, 

young girl's life. 
She's 18, now, 

but Sarah has been 
a "prodigy" for so 
long that her un- 
spoiled charm is a 
tribute to her own 
good sense and that 
of her parents. She 
was the first of the 
"c h i 1 d wonders" 
who have come 
from San Francisco 
in recent years, for 
she was accounted 

one when she was just six years old and had 
been studying violin for only seven months. 

Sarah had never even seen a violin when 
she first demanded to play one. Her father, 
a prosperous San Francisco businessman, 
had a tiny instrument made to order for her, 
and took her to Sigmund Anker, famous 
California teacher. Anker was enthusiastic 
over her keen ear, and immediately made her 
his pupil. 

By the time Sarah was nine years old she 
was appearing professionally, and had been 
the guest artist at a concert with a symphony 
orchestra. She won two scholarships from 
the Masters' School of Fine Arts, two from 
the Curtis Institute, Philadelphia, and was 
the pupil at different times of Cesar Thomp- 
son, Samuel Gardner and Mishel Piastro. 

She was the second child musician to play 
over the radio, and this youthful veteran of 
broadcasting recalls all the various stages 
of transition through which the newest art 
has gone. Microphones still looked more like 
telephones than anything else when Sarah 
first became acquainted with them, and she 
and radio are still growing up together. 

Outside of her music, Sarah is just an 
18 -year -old girl; she likes theaters and 
dancing, and admits that "some day" she 
hopes to marry. 

SARAH KREINDLER 

Loyal Underwood, KNX 
1 OYAL UNDERWOOD came out from 

behind a bushy beard, took a troupe 
of show girls to the Hawaiian Islands 

for a four -months' tour, returned to this 
country and joined the Paramount Pictures - 
Los Angeles Evening Express station KNX, 
Hollywood. 

Since that time he offers a standing prize 
to anyone who can find out what he's doing. 
The aforementioned beard decorated his face 

for five years prior 
to the Hawaiian 
junket because dur- 
ing that half decade 
he was a featured 
player in Charlie 
Chaplin's company 
of screen fun -mak- 
ers. Always, says 
Loyal,they put him 
behind a bush to 
there portray an 
aged man. In the 
early days of broad- 

casting at KNX, Underwood told the world 
from microphones in airplanes high in the 
sky, from the top of Mount Wilson, from 
the ringside (he started the KNX broadcasts 
of the Hollywood Legion arena events), and 
from other odd places. 

Perhaps his most spectacular broadcast 
was his part in the now historic "air-ing" of 
the Catalina Island swim. 

Underwood promoted the event for his 
station in 1927. From 3 o'clock one morning 
until 11 o'clock the next morning the boys 
were hard at it, talking into microphones 
placed on every conceivable point of vantage. 
Underwood had to do his descriptive bits, 
see that the other announcers were fed, wak- 
ened when they slept and otherwise needed 
looking after. 

To Underwood goes the credit of being 
the first announcer to broadcast from the 
press stand at football games staged in Los 
Angeles. 

Underwood possesses a sheepskin that 
names him an electrical engineer. Today he 
can repair any electrical doorbell he can find, 
but otherwise he's never used his knowledge. 

At KNX, aside from these mysterious du- 
ties he is willing to bet on, Underwood takes 
part in the famous "Hap and Sap" programs 
on Wednesday nights.

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Walter Kelsey, KFRC 
By MONROE R. UPTON 

V ERSATILITY Plus! That's Walter 
Kelsey, KFRC's Assistant Musical 
Director. Harrison Holliway calls him 

the musical athlete. Not because he is both 
a musician and an athlete, which he is, but 
because of his prowess on so many different 
musical instruments. Walter not only plays 
the violin, piano, saxophone, guitar and 
banjo, but he plays them all exceptionally 
well. And he sings besides. There are few 
violinists who play legitimate 
music well and at the same time 
can provide convincing jazz. 
Walter Kelsey can. 

As for his athletic prowess, 
he is skillful in just as many 
directions as he is in music. 
He has five trophies for win- 
ning tennis tournaments. He 
won the Gilroy open twice, 
the Panhandle championship in 
Idaho twice and the Monterey 
County championship once. As 
a golfer he shoots between 70 
and 80. He is a good swimmer 
and baseball player. 

By this time you may be thinking that 
Walter Kelsey is too clever to be true. Edi- 
son's recipe for success is verified in his case. 
He is a hard worker. He is practical and 
ambitious. Application has developed his 
natural talent. And yet, in the beginning, 
down in Santa Barbara when he was eleven 
years old his parents had to use the usual 
methods of coaxing, bribery and even stern 
command to get him to practice on his violin. 
But after getting a job in a movie palace 
at the age of thirteen his ambitions were 
aroused and the pendulum swung in the 
other direction, his parents couldn't stop him 
from practicing. He remembers providing 
the music, together with a pianist, for the 
picture of the Johnson -Jeffries fight in that 
little Santa Barbara movie. 

His parents moved to Monterey shortly 
after, and it is down in that neck of the 
woods that Walter picked up most of his 
schooling, both in institutions organized for 
that purpose and outside of them. He learned 
to speak Mexico's version of the Castilian 
language from Mexican boys he played with, 
he fished and swam in Monterey Bay, he 
played his violin in a picture house and he 

made weekly visits to the San Jose Conserv- 
atory of Music, where he studied under Pro- 
fessor De Lorenzo. He was a sturdy, active, 
serious youngster. 

When Walter was nineteen a musical show 
called "September Morn," then playing at 
Salinas, needed a violinist. Thus his bap- 
tism in the show business was with that 
famous marine musical comedy, "September 
Morn." He did a specialty in the pit, playing 

a hot fiddle number and top- 
ping it off with the banjo. (By 
that time he had learned to play 
the banjo.) At Chicago he quit 
the show to go to Colfax, 
Washington, with the Mann 
Brothers to play in their or- 
chestra. 

Meanwhile Walter had 
learned to play the piano and 
was struggling with arranging 
and writing music. He spent 
several seasons at Del Monte 
directing his own orchestra. He 
says that he began studying the 
violin in earnest after return- 

ing from he Northwest. Five hours' prac- 
tice each day was nothing unusual, in addi- 
tion to his playing. One day he bought a 
saxophone and kept the neighbors miserable 
for weeks on end before he managed to 
tame it. 

After Del Monte he went with Anson 
Weeks, at the Mark Hopkins, where he 
played, arranged and sang. During his spare 
time he learned to play the guitar and wrote 
music. 

When you ask Walter about his marriage 
he looks up quickly and says, in the most 
serious tone, "I'm really married." Her 
name was Helen Otis until six years ago, 
and they were high school sweethearts in 
Monterey. She also plays the piano and 
organ and when a child was considered a 
prodigy. 

They have one child, Bob, aged four. Bob 
knows all of the tunes that come from the 
radio and can carry a melody without any 
adult help or advice. He thumps away on 
the piano for his own amusement. Walter 
says he will be given piano and violin lessons 
a little later. But if he is anything like his 
father he won't stop with violin and piano.
