19 3 z Advertising Expected 
to Set Record 

EX for radio advertising 
in 1931, as well as for advertising in 
newspapers and magazines, are ex- 

pected to top all previous records in a strong 
effort of business to shake off the depression 
which has covered the country for the past 
year. 

A general feeling that the worst of the 
situation has been passed and that business 
now will increase its momentum steadily is 
gaining ground throughout the country. 
Awaiting .only the signal, many concerns 
which have been devoting their efforts for 
many months to the retention of current 
business will start on programs already 
mapped out to increase their markets and 
correspondingly, their production and em- 
ployment. 

Leaders in the radio industry anticipate 
that 1931 will see them in the position of 
having to refuse offers of contracts because 
of their inability to furnish the time. Most 
of the organizations which have under- 
taken radio advertising campaigns have con- 
tinued them at an undiminished rate during 
the past year, despite the reduced business 
of the country, and hold the opinion that 
broadcasting has been a most important fac- 
tor in preventing a greater recession than 
was actually experienced. 

Their work has been watched with inter- 
est by many other manufacturers and dis- 
tributors, who are now firmly convinced that 

radio is a valuable adjunct to printed adver- 
tising, both in drawing attention to the latter 
and ill driving its message home, It is this 
group of advertisers that will join those al- 
ready on the air during the coming year. 

Decided changes in advertising technique 
are expected in the 1931 programs. Efforts 
will be made to meet the complaint that the 
advertising of many concerns has been too 
blatant by presenting the advertising mes- 
súge in a more dignified and less pronounced 
manner. There have been strong indications 
that continuance of the emphasis placed 
upon the advertising part of many programs 
might bring about governmental action re- 
quiring the sponsored program to be upon 
a more dignified plane, and efforts will be 
made to avoid possible Government inter- 
ference by doing voluntarily what might 
otherwise become mandatory. 

The taking over by the Columbia Broad- 
casting System of a number of prominent 
artists' bureaus, control of similar organ- 
izations by the National Broadcasting Com- 
pany, and the motion picture connections of 
both will make available to advertisers a 
reservoir of talent including the finest mu- 
sical organizations, artists and actors in the 
country. Both companies promise that in 
1931 their programs will be finer than ever 
before, and a number of new features are 
expected to mark the leading advertising 
series.

°A protracted siege of ill health 
has forced Robert Hurd, program director 
and popular tenor of KFI-KECA, to a hos- 
pital for a minor surgical operation. His 
recovery is assured and he will return to the 
microphone at the first of the new year, ac- 
cording to physicians. 

Frank Trevor, director of the 
popular KOIN Rose City Beavers, has had 
a most interesting career, his professional 
experiences reading like a story. When but 
a mere youth, Frank began his career in 
New Orleans. The lure of "Old Man River" 
proved too much and he joined up with the 
river boats, spending six seasons on the 
show palaces. Then, feeling like a trip on 
land, Frank toured the country with circus 
bands and on the big time vaudeville cir- 
cuits. Then into radio and has been with 
KOIN since 1928. 

Ama Lou Barnes of the Rhyth- 
mettes, KMTR's beautiful harmony trio. 
has talents aplenty and she can and does put 
them all over the microphones at KMTR, to 
an interested audience. She is a valuable 
member of the vocal trio-she plays the 
piano and violin equally well and she is a 
professional tap dancer-and she is very 
pretty. 

Joel McCrea, leading juvenile with 
Will Rogers in "Lightnin'," which opened at 
the Fox Theater in San Francisco and up 
and down the Coast on Christmas Day, it 
was learned today is the brother of John 
McCrea, tenor who is featured on "Dobb- 
sie's" Shell Happytime period over KPO, 
every Tuesday morning, 8 to 9 o'clock. 

Jerry Purcell, KGER's chief an- 
nouncer the past two years, leaves the Long 
Beach station and his place is taken by Jack 
Strock, daytime announcer the past year 
or so. 

The long and the short at KJR 
and the Northwest Broadcasting System stu- 
dios are represented by John Cope and Billie 
Landers.
