pocket handkerchiefs and socks; parting his 
hair; talking about going horseback riding, 
but never getting near a horse; playing 
practical jokes on friends and acquaint- 
ances; defending himself from the horde of 
music publishers that continually besiege 
him; getting people to listen to his philos- 
ophy of life; dictating answers to his fan 
mail; becoming an honorary member of 
various Irish social and political organiza- 
tions; dialing to other prominent figures of 
the air; knocking wood, crossing his fingers, 
and dodging black cats; buying an assort- 
ment of athletic apparatuses, though he sel- 
dom uses them; considering numerous con- 
tracts offered him, but never accepting be- 
fore he asks the advice of almost every inti- 
mate business and social associate. 

NOT long ago, one of Tom Mitchell's 
listeners sent a letter to the audience 
mail department of NBC, commenting 

pleasantly on the Rainier Rickey Man's 
voice and program. Then she added: 

"I like the way you sing popular songs, 
but some day I want to hear you sing The 
Holy City.' " 

At which Mitchell, debonair, laughing - 
eyed star of musical comedy and vaudeville, 
declared in his best "East Lynne" voice: 

"Ah-discover-r-ed !" 
And then admitted that although musical 

comedy audiences have heard him in rollick- 
ing ditties for years, "The Holy City" was 
part of his very first repertoire, when he 
was a boy soprano in St. Thomas' Episcopal 
Church, Boston. 

Mitchell was born in Bradford, York- 
shire, England. It is not remarkable that 
he is a singer, for both parents were well- 
known vocalists. The elder Mitchell was 
a baritone in the old Welsh choir, organiza- 
tion famed throughout Europe for its sing- 
ers, and Mrs. Mitchell was a contralto and 
a well-known church soloist. The family 
came to America when young Tom was just 
old enough to be rated as a soprano. His 
voice attracted so much attention that a few 
years later, when he had left the choir -stage 
of his existence behind, he was engaged for 
vaudeville almost immediately after his grad- 
uation from school. 

He sang to audiences of the Keith circuit 
for eight successive years before musical 
comedy claimed him. "The Three Twins" 
offered him his biggest success, and the 
thrill which is the aim of every member of 
the theatrical profession-seeing his name in 
electric lights on Broadway. 

When the war came on, however, Tom 
laid aside his make-up box and enlisted in 
a machine gun outfit which was sent to 
Camp Hancock, Georgia. He was made an 
instructor and when an injury in camp pre- 
vented his being sent overseas, he turned 
his attention to entertaining in camp. He 
put on a vaudeville show once a week, util- 
izing non-profession- 
al as well as profes- 
sional talent, and he 
directed a series of 
operettas whose pro- 
ceeds went to the 
Red Cross. 

Back in vaudeville 
at the close of the 
war, he continued 
his career as a sing- 
er until a western 
tour brought him to 
Hollywood in 1923. 
There, for the first 
time, the new art 
of radio interested him. A manufacturer 
engaged him to entertain through the mi- 
crophone, and he has been doing so ever 
since. As shown in his Rainier Rickey 
program, he is a firm believer in showman- 
ship on the air as well as on the stage, and 

one of the most accomplished of its users. 

TOM MITCHELL 
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TALKING to Dorothy Scott of the 
KPO Children Players, is like putting 
a little polish on old Aladdin's Lamp 

and through its magic being able to enter 
the portals of the "Land of Make Believe" 
and hold friendly chat with the mythical 
feminine characters found in the Mother 
Goose Rhyme books. For Dorothy Scott, 
has interpreted the roles of all of the lead- 
ing little fairies to be found therein. Ever 
since she was knee high to a grasshopper 
Dorothy has been associated with Mrs. John 
Cuddy in the Children's Theater-in fact, 
Dorothy was only four years old when she 
gave an admirable portrayal of the "Fairy" 
in "Jack and the Bean Stalk." 

But though Dorothy has grown up-the 
Children's Theater is still her chief hobby- 
it is part of her-and she is still playing 
the leading parts, only today she is able to 
bring to them the experience and under- 
standing of maturity. 

To meet her one would gauge her age at, 
say, 16-she is of the slender type, with 
blonde hair and green eyes-is five feet 
two and one-half inches in height-"be sure 
and add that half -inch," Dorothy pleaded, 
as the interview with her had come to a 
close. So we have held faith. 

Miss Scott was born in Oakland but was 
educated in the San Francisco State Teach- 
er's College, Lowell and Burlingame High 
Schools. Following the death of her father, 
the late Rev. O. St. John Scott, her mother 
Mrs. Elsie C., took her to Europe for a 
visit of England, France, Scotland and Ire- 
land. In truth Dorothy is a much traveled 
young lady, having made two trips to 
Europe, five trips to New York, three times 

by water and twice 
through Canada and 
the United States.

QUESTION: What causes distant sta- 
tions to "fade?" 

2. Why do the stations come in louder in 
the evening than they do in the daytime? 

3. How long and high should the aerial be 
for a Radiola 33 using RCA Radiotron tubes. 

Wishing you a great success and thanking 
you for your opinion, I am.-Victor R., 
Santa Ana, May 10. 

ANSWER: 1. If we knew definitely what 
caused fading, we could perhaps devise the 
means for overcoming this effect. We do 
know that fading is caused by periodic 
changes in the earth's atmosphere, which 
causes a corresponding change in the energy 
contained in the waves from the broadcast 
stations. So far, the only feasible method 
for reduction of fading is in the erection of 
two antenna systems for the same receiver 
spaced far enough apart so that the fading 
period per antenna happens at different times. 
In other words erecting the antennas in such 
a manner that the signal strength will be at 
a maximum at one place and a minimum at 
another and vice versa. Such an arrangement 
can of course only be used where unlimited 
space is available and is entirely impractical 
for the broadcast receiver. 

2. This question was answered in the last 
issue of Broadcast Weekly. Please refer to 
this number. 

3. Due to the high sensitivity of the Ra- 
diola 33 the antenna length need only be ap- 
proximately 25 to 50 feet. It should be 
erected as high as possible and be removed 
from all obstructions. The lead-in should he 
a continuation of the antenna itself, thus 
avoiding all splices which might introduce 
additional resistance and in time corrode 
sufficiently to seriously affect reception. In 
the case of apartment house installation, it 
may become necessary to use a longer an- 
tenna in order to get away from the shielding 
effect of the metallic structure of the build- 
ing and also to arrange the antenna so that 
a minimum pick-up of interference from the 
building's electrical devices will take place. 

QUESTION: 1. Please answer the fol- 
lowing questions: My trickle charger causes 
considerable interference in all my neigh- 
bor's receivers when I am not operating my 
set. Is there any way I can remedy this 
without throwing my charger away? 

2. My set is a Remler 115 KC super using 
the type 99 tubes. One of my friends has 
an identical set but using the 201-A tubes. 
His reception is much better than mine. Do 
you think his better reception is due to his 
location or is it on account of the large 
tubes he is using? Would you advise chang- 
ing my set over to the large tubes? Thanking 
you, I am-Arthur M. M., Reno, Nev. 

ANSWER: 1. Connect a coil of wire, 
consisting of about 100 turns of number 14 
wire wound on a convenient form in series 
with the hot side of the power line. (One 
side of the power line is grounded and by 
hot side is meant the one not grounded. A 
light globe connected from a water pipe to 
each side of the line in turn will determine 
which is the grounded side because the 
light will burn when connected from the hot 
side of the water pipe.) If this is not suffi- 
cient to cut out the interference, connect two 
condensers, of one-half microfarad capacity 
in series and connect these across the line 
leading to the trickle charger and placed not 
over 14 inches away from the charger. Then 
connect the center tap between the con- 
densers to the nearest water pipe. This will 
in nearly all cases, reduce the intereference 
from such a source so as not to annoy the 
neighbors. 

2. Your friend evidently has one of the 
latest types of these receivers. One in which 
a regenerative detector is incorporated. This 
extra regeneration will allow a much greater 
total amplification and will also tend to make 
the set much more selective, thus giving the 
set a much greater flexibility than that of 
yours. If you are interested in DX recep- 
tion, changing your set over will greatly help 
you and you should be able to hear stations 
which before could not even be heard.
