If some of the cynical criticizers 
would only stop to think there isn't a pro- 
gram or an artist who can please a hundred 
per cent, and if they must criticize and find 
fault, why not make a suggestion how the 
program or artist can be improved, to con- 
demn only is to admit one has no imagina- 
tion. 

And now that I have that off my chest, I 
would like to say my favorite program is 
the "Blue Monday Jamboree," over KHJ. 

I have been an ardent radio fan for the 
past three years in New York City, but 
have never heard a program so consistently 
good as the "Blue Monday Jamboree." It's 
a pity the eastern cities cannot hear it; there 
is not the slightest doubt it would create a 
tremendous following.

'M NOT much good at posing for pic- 
tures, but how's this?" 

Arms thrown wide, head back, and 
lips parted for singing, Kate Smith faced 
the camera. "Did you get 
the entire picture on one 
plate?" she asked, and in 
that sentence she summed 
up her attitude of unconcern 
toward the entire avoirdu- 
pois situation. 

For no one has ever 
looked upon Columbia's 
newest soprano as anemic. 
Even at her birth in Wash- 
ington, D. C., 22 years 
ago, Kate Smith was plump, 
and the ensuing years have 
brought further poundage. 
Furthermore, the young 
woman who is heard seven 
times weekly over Columbia 
has no desire to diet. She 
is happiest, she says, when 
eating rich desserts, and she 
likes to be happy. It was 
this desire for happiness that caused her to 
abandon Georgetown University, where at 
the behest of her family she was studying 
nursing, to begin the vocal training which 
eventually brought her to national attention. 

Her professional career covers only five 
years, dating back to 1925, when she sang 
at a benefit in the B. F. Keith Theatre in 
Washington. Eddie Dowling was in the 
audience, heard her crooning, and engaged 
her immediately for his show, "Honeymoon 
Lane." One success led to another and 
when the show closed she was promptly 
signed for a part in the musical comedy, 
"Hit the Deck." Her most recent stage ap- 
pearance was a riotous singing and dancing 
act in George White's "Flying High." 

During the run of that production, Kate's 
attention was called to the possibilities of 
radio work. Through her life, Kate has al- 
ways been able to recognize immediately cor- 
rect procedure or excellent advice and has al- 
ways accepted new methods with directness. 
This is precisely what happened when the 
idea of broadcasting was mentioned. With -

out complications, with no unnecessary con- 
ferences, Kate stood calmly before a micro- 
phone and sang-splendidly. Her speaking 
voice is as hearty as any one of her songs, 

with the possible exception 
of the moment following 
any defeat at backgammon. 
The theme song of her pro- 
gram, "When the Moon 
Comes Over the Moun- 
tain, "is her most prized 
possession-she was co -lyri- 
cist with Howard Johnson. 

Kate's sister holds a gov- 
ernment position and Kate's 
mother is very busy spend- 
ing six months with one 
daughter and six months 
with the other. But Kate 
wins, because she likes fly- 
ing and makes a visit to her 
mother and sister in Wash- 
ington the excuse for an oc- 
casional flight. She has the 
ambition to possess a pilot's 
license, but her sense of 

humor tells her not to bother. And her 
sense of humor is lustier than her ambition. 

Kate Smith is a lady who signs. 

HREE years ago, Hollywood pushed a 
button and one of radio's most distin- 
guished concert baritones dropped 

through a trap door into the lap of the 
talkies. That was the last of him as far as 
the air audience was concerned. His pas- 
sage from the picture was not the signal for 
protests or lamentations. After all, he was 
only a concert baritone who sang songs in 
seven languages that nobody understood, 
even in English. 

Then, one early morning late in March, 
the KHJ staff doorkeeper opened the staff 
door. There before him in the snow knelt 
a young man covered with ashes, his arms 
outstretched in supplication-"Lemme in," 
he wailed, "lemme in. I've been away. Don't 
you remember poor old Joe, who used to 
sing German leider for you in Italian?"

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"Nope!" said the staff doorkeeper. "Can't 
say as I do." 

"Oh, really? And you don't remember 
the night I sang Ichi-Patouchi's 'Porquoi Ce 
Lavis Meo Mucho Conglomeratora Castra 
Dinero'?" 

"I should say not." 
"No?" 
"Huh -uh !" 

"Hm. Well, I'm a crooner looking for a 
job. I sing blues and ballads the way you 
like 'em. I'm baritone. Look at all the hair 
on my chest. See?" 

And thus a prodigal returned to radio. The 
customers of the Columbia -Don Lee chain 
hear him daily nightly and nightly daily. To 
help us forget the past which none of us 
remembered-to erase the curse of a high- 
brow reputation from the escutcheon of bal- 
lad crooner-he has changed his professional 
trade mark to-Don Ricardo. 

Don Ricardo was born in Arlington, Mass. 
He was about to enter Harvard when Emma Eames 

heard him 
sing and 
wrapped 
him up and 
took him 
home with 
h e r. H e 
lived at her 
house in 
Bath, Maine, 
for a year. 
She wanted 
him to be a 
grand opera 
singer. He 
wanted t o 
sing some- 
thing s i m- 
ple. A com- 
promise was 
reached 

when Louis Graveure promised to make him 
a concert singer. Which he did. 

But until the first night, not many months 
ago, that Alias Don Ricardo crooned the 
lovely melodies of the day into a microphone 
-bringing to the humble job a world of 
sympathy, sincerity, and his splendid artistic 
background-he had never found the public 
pulse and that secure, confident assurance 
that, at last, he had come home to stay.

ABIG, quiet, slow -moving, slow -smiling 
chap is Charles Marshall-Charlie, if 
you know him-whose voice and gui- 

tar are heard on many NBC programs. 
To watch Charlie as he drifts about the

vision, ap- 
parently 
never in a 
hurry, and 
not bother- 
ing much if 
he never 
gets to his 
destination, 
it is hard to 
realize the 
speed with which 
Charlie 
can work 
when need 
arises. He 
has written 
as many as twenty minstrel shows without 
a pause, and without once repeating him- 
self, in his minstrel show days. He consid- 
ers one good show "a good day's work," he 
explains, when you ask him how he did it. 
And while he is wandering slowly around 
the broadcasting studio, he's working. Jokes 
and "gags" to use in the Hill Billies program 
or the Lumberjacks comes to him that way. 

Charlie is a real Kansan. His father lived 
in what was later Concordia, Cloud County, 
before Kansas was a state, and the NBC 
star was born there. After his graduation 
from the University of Kansas, his family 
sent him to Boston to continue his musical 
studies. His gift for mingling humor with 
melody kept him engaged with orchestras 
and road shows from the first. 

Marshall came with NBC in 1928, and 
quickly won an enduring place in the affec- 
tions of the radio audience. He and Mrs. 
Marshall have a country place near Redwood 
City, California, a quarter of a mile from 
the home of Ted Maxwell and his wife, 
Bobbe Deane, also NBC stars. Charlie and 
Ted cleared the ground surrounding their 
houses all by themselves in real lumberjack 
style, just before they joined forces in NBC's 
.daily Lumberjacks program.

latest acquisition to the excellent personnel 
of KPO Drama Guild. Many a time the 
visible audience before the footlights have 
applauded him vigorously-for Thomson 
has starred in London, Australia, New 
York, San Francisco and other theatrical 
centers. 

His last appearance here in San Francisco 
was at the Columbia Theater where he was 
featured with Elliott and J. C. Nugent in 
"The Fast One." 

Besides a comedian and dramatic artist, 
Thomson is a basso of note. 

William H. Wright, KFRC'S 
Question and Answer man, recently checked 
up his weight on one of those scales that 
tell your fortune on the same card that 
registers your weight. 

Imagine the feelings of the Question and 
Answer man when his card read: "You have 
the faculty of making people come to you 
for advice. You have a great store of knowl- 
edge."

We for- 
mally announce the engagement of Miss 
Gerda Lundberg and Mr. Wint Cotton- 
wedding some time in October, so we've 
been told! 

John Vale is a pretty good sized 
man with a tip-top tenor voice. He appears 
at regular intervals on KFI-KECA pro- 
grams. Besides singing, Vale likes to write, 
enjoys good music, and is a rabid fight fan. 

During the thirty-five years Vale has been 
living, he has spent most of them in enter- 
taining people. He was for five years on 
the R -K -O circuit; had sixteen straight 
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weeks in the Empire Theatre, London; and 
several years in light opera. 

Vale is single and admits he's handsome. 

The KHJ Hallelujah Hour is now 
presenting its old smiling face with a few 
of the old wrinkles removed and a much 
fresher, more youthful complexion. Felix 
Mills, whose distinguished arrangements are 
a feature of KHJ's music repertoire, has or- 
ganized an orchestra of unusually flexible 
and unique combination: Bass, trumpet, 
saxophone, violin, organ, hot harp, guitar, 
and marimba.

believing" Harry Geise, KMTR's chief an- 
nouncer, has now established the truth of 
the paraphrase by remarking "saying is be- 
lieving." 

It is a standing joke at KMTR that Harry 
Geise buys everything he advertises, but the 
laugh has now been turned back upon the 
jokesters. Harry carries a few pounds of 
excess weight, but his last purchase, which 
was a reducing food, is rapidly making him 
sylph like. 

Vera Vane, the "Sweetheart of 
Song," has returned to lift her voice in Los 
Angeles.

Two years previ- 
ous to that were spent by Miss Vane in 
touring the principal cities of the United 
States in Paramount-Publix theatres and 
broadcasting each week. 

Four of the twelve years' experience she 
has had, Miss Vane was featured on the 
Pacific Coast productions of Fanchon and 
Marco ideas. She is a dancer and singer, 
and last broadcast daily on WOR and 
WMCA in New York. 

There have been some changes in 
the program department at KTAB-you 
would never know the place! Glennhall 
Taylor is sitting at his desk again as program 
director and WHO do you suppose is in the 
assistant director's chair?-none other than 
Jerry Jermain. 

KTM is going to have some 
manufactured weather over in its swanky 
new main studio. So many visitors saunter 
in to get a peek at the Hill Billies and Syl- 
via and her gang that the system, a duplicate 
of the one in NBC's New York studios, has 
been ordered. In summer it cools and de- 
humidifies the air, by winter it warms and 
moistens, and tosses out the old air through 
the exhaust system.

New Battery Receivers Soon 

The long -anticipated, new type battery re- 
ceiver, designed for use in homes not equip- 
ped with electricity, is soon to make its 
appearance on the market, opening up a 
new field of radio sales estimated in the 
millions. 

Perfection of these sets was undertaken 
some months ago, with the development of 
new types of batteries, which require no 
charging for a period of a year or more, and 
new tubes which use only a fraction of the 
current required for the battery tubes in use 
prior to the development of the electric - 
power set. 

With the elimination of the old -type wet 
battery, requiring charging every week or 
two, leaders .in the industry predict that a 
ready market will be found for these new 
sets, which in all respects practically paral- 
lel the electric receivers. New circuits and 
new loudspeakers make the battery sets com- 
parable in service and quality with the high- 
est type of power sets now available. 

The new set, it is expected, will offer 
high-grade radio reception to the more than 
6,000,000 farm houses and nearly 2,500,000 
city homes which are not equipped with elec- 
tricity. In the past, the bulk of attention 
has been devoted to city sales, because of 
the greater density of population, but manu- 
facturers, casting about for means of climb- 
ing out of the present depression, now are 
turning their eyes toward the less densely 
populated areas of the country. 

Development of a rural market for radio 
receivers also is expected to strengthen the 
position of broadcasting stations, which will 
be able to increase their audiences for farm 
programs. While the farm program has been 
one of the most popular phases of broad- 
casting in a number of areas, it has long been 
felt that only a small percentage of farmers 
have been able to benefit by this work due 
to the inability of securing good sets at 
moderate prices. While the proportion of 
radio -set owners in the cities and towns of 
the country averages fairly high, the census 
taken last year shows only a small propor- 
tion of farm homes are equipped with sets. 

Prohibition on the Air 
Probabilities that the prohibition fight will 

be waged over the radio are seen in the 
recent activities of the two warring groups 
-one seeking amendment or repeal of the 
national prohibition act, the other determ- 
ined to make the country really dry. 

While the wets so far have not announced 
their intentions in the matter, the Allied 
Forces for Prohibition, an organization with 
headquarters in New York, has just made 
public its plans to spend something over 
$600,000 in the next nine months in bring- 
ing the alleged benefits of the dry law vividly 
before the people so as to force both the Re- 
publican and Democratic conventions next 
year to incorporate bone-dry planks in the 
respective platforms. 

The budget, according to the organiza- 
tion's announcement, provides for a num- 
ber of "significant items," outstanding among 
which are a possible nation-wide campaign 
of broadcast through the spring of 1932. 
Should this plan be carried into effect, it 
would undoubtedly result in a similar ac- 
tivity by one or more of the wet organiza- 
tions. There is no 'doubt, from present in- 
dications, that radio listeners will be given 
ample opportunity to study the benefits and 
evils of prohibition from the comfort and 
quiet of their own home. 

Difficult to Get Permits 
Failure of applicants for construction per- 

mits for new broadcasting stations to show 
that a definite and needed service will be 
performed without interference with existing 
stations and without further distorting the 
distribution of facilities among the several 
zones has been found to be the cause of 
their inability to secure approval of their 
projects, a study of recent decisions of the 
Federal Radio Commission shows. 

Approximately one-third of these applica- 
tions are denied on the ground that satis- 
factory service is now being rendered in the 
area to be covered by the proposed station. 
The inability to show a satisfactory financial 
arrangement which will insure long term 
maintenance and operation of the station 
also has been an outstanding cause of de- 
nials.
