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NEW RULES TO REDUCE STATIONS

quirement that all broadcasting stations
maintain their assigned frequencies to
within fifty cycles is expected to result in a
material reduction in the number of stations.

Measurements by the radio division of
the Department of Commerce indicate that
a steady increase is being made in the num-
ber of stations reducing their deviations
from the present permissible maximum of
500 cycles to less than 50 cycles, slightly
less than 40 per cent of the stations now
having achieved sufficiently close adherence
to assigned frequency to meet the require-
ments of the radio commission crder which
becomes effective June 22, next. Another 21
per cent have reduced their deviations to less
than 100 cycles and 22 per cent have brought
their signals to between 100 and 200 cycles
of assigned frequency.

It is expected, naturally, that a large pro-
portion of the stations still deviating more
than 50 cycles will get within that limit
before the order goes into effect, but radio
officials in Washington express the opinion
that, for one reason or another, a number of
stations will be unable to comply with the
requirement, the penalty for violation of
which is revocation of license.

While the major objective of the commis-
sion in promulgating the order was to re-
duce interference, it was recognized at the
time that some of the stations now broad-
casting would not be able to meet the 50-
cycle requirement, some of them because of

ENFORCEMENT next year of the re-

the great expense which would be involved
in the replacement of equipment rapidly ap-
proaching obsolescence. Thus, it was ar-
gued, there would be given opportunity for
reducing the number of stations, particu-
larly in heavily congested centers where
keen competition makes profitable operation
impossible for the poorer stations.

Radio officials in Washington are watch-
ing closely the monthly reports issued by
the Department of Commerce. While only
about half of the stations are measured each
month. it is believed that the department’s
figures fairly reflect conditions in broadcast-
ing as a whole. More than 18 per cent of
the stations measured are still deviating
more than 200 cycles, and while the percent-
age is being reduced steadily, it is believed
that the deadline date will see one or two
per cent of the broadcasters unable to com-
ply with the order.

It is estimated unofficially that from fifty
to one hundred stations will be operating
with a greater deviation than 50 cycles when
the order becomes effective, and plans are
being made to issue complaints against them
without delay. Some of the stations prob-
ably will be able to show that failure to meet
the requirements is due to physical difficul-
ties involved in the installation of new equip-
ment and will be given additional time to
comply with the order, but it is probable
that the number of broadcasters will be re-
duced by twenty-five to fifty before the
opening of the 1932 fall broadcasting season.

for the first time
NBC's Cross Cuts from the
Log o’ the Day, has sat right
down at his writing desk and
indited a long letter to Dr.
Laurence L. Cross, pleasant-
voiced “Colonel” of this pro-
gram. The microphone set-
ting of twittering birds, soft
breezes in trees, the sawing
of logs, and the rich voices
of the darky quartet, the
Southern Harmony Four,
which forms a background
for the “Colonel's” quietly
humorous comments upon
new topics, has reason for its
heart-pulling authenticity. Dr.
Cross, who created it, was
born in Gastonburg, Alabama,
of a family whose roots go

deep into the soil of the
South. His mother's father,
in the days “befo” de wa',”

owned 30,000 acres of planta-
tion and 700 slaves.

r. Cross muade his first
appearance before the NBC
microphone shortly after he
had come to Berkeley, Cali-
fornia, where he is the pastor
of the Northbrae Community
Church. He enacted the role
of the “Colonel” in a program
called “Plantation Echoes”
and did it so well that Don
E. Gilman, vice-president in
charge of NBC's Pacific Di-
vision, suggested he put on a
program of his own. He al-
ready was writing a news-
paper column called “Cross
Cuts from the Log o the
Day,” and he patterned his
radio column after his news-
paper one.

The bird choir which 1s
heard in Cross Cuts is made up

6

of four real Alabama mock-
ing birds and two California
ones. Strangely enough, how-
ever, it requires the presence
of eight other birds to train
the sextet of mocking birds
for the NBC program. Four
Japanese robins, two German
canaries, one Indian thrush,
and a grosbeak from Mazat-

lan, live in the NBC aviary

with the mocking birds. The
eight “trainers” cannot be de-
pended upon to perform when
required; the mocking birds
can; hence the combination.
Almost as interesting to
Cross Cuts followers as the
personality of Dr. Cross him-
self are the five little Crosses,
one of whom occasionally ap-
pears before the microphone
with him. Their mother, a
charming, dark-eyed, dark-
haired little person, was sent
out to California from New
York by the National Presby-
terian Church eleven years

ago to supervise certain as-
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pects of the work here. Dr.
Cross married his ‘“superior
officer” after a courtship of
three weeks, and the suc-
cess of this marriage-in-haste
makes it pretty difficult for
him to advise young couples
not to marry until they know
each other better, he admits.

OY LEFFINGWELL
R thought music would be
his career as he left the
family home in the mid-west
and journeyed to New York.
There he plaved the piano in
an old music hall. That is, he
did until his brother bade him
forsake music and study engi-
neering. ,

So Roy became an engineer
in time. His brother, W, H.
Leffingwell, is well known in
efficiency circles as a con-
sultant and author of “Scien-
tific Office Management” and
other tomes.

But ten vears ago music
again called and Lefingwell
moved from Chicago to Los
Angeles. Gradually he drifted
into radio activities and for the
past four years has been on
the air—first at KFWB, then
at KMTR, later managing

the latter seriously. Her par-
ents were born in Scotland;
her father’s ancestors were
all Irish, and her mother’s
Scotch. Betty tells me that
even now, 'though her mother
came to this country as a
young girl, she still drops into
a little accent sometimes.
There are three or four sisters
and Betty had a brother who

was lost in the war. Her
mother is president of the
Gold Star Mothers over in

Oakland—you may have seen
something in the papers about
her a year or so ago—she was
of that great army who went
to France when the govern-
ment arranged those sad,
strange pilgrimages.

Those of you who heard
the broadcast—didn't you love
Betty's description of her
wedding? She had six brides-
matds, two flower girls, a
ring bearer, a maid of honor,
and an assistant maid of
honor. Think of it! The wed-
ding took place on the 28th
of October in a Piedmont
church and was one of the
most talked-of events of the
season. Betty made many of
the exquisite things in her
trousseau—she likes to sew—
and her presents were stacks
high. She enjoys cooking,
too. Her specialty is black-
berry pie. Lucky for the
bridegroom, wouldn’t you say?

Not long ago she had an
invitation from the Hal Roach
studios to make a test. Mr.
