VALUE

onstrated conclusively the value of po-

lice broadcasting services, and many
high police officials see in the not distant
future the establishment of such services in
every large city and the linking of all ser-
vices within areas covering several hundred
square miles into a closely knit network
which will make escape after a crime highly
difficult.

Broadcasting services now are operated by
56 city and eight state police departments,
none of which would be willing to give up
the advantage over criminals which has been
secured through the prompt reports which
can be distributed to officers on the streets
and on the state highways.

It is the speed with which policemen can
he ordered to a certain point which makes
broadcasting valuable, officials declare. Many
cities claim with pride that they can get offi-
cers to any point within their jurisdiction in
less than five minutes and the “log books”
of many stations show an average time of
two minutes or less, and this ability to move
quickly has resulted in the capture of large
numbers of criminals before they could make
their getaway.

In most cities it is now possible to get
police headquarters by telephone simply by
asking the operator for “Police.” The re-

SEVERAL vears of operation have dem-

port of the crime is broadcast to radio-
equipped scout cars as soon as received at
headquarters, and additional information can
be relaved to them as they are running to
the scene. Thus, descriptions of bandits or
the license number and make of the getaway
car can be given, if subsequently obtained,
so that the men in the scout car can be on
the lookout for a machine or persons de-
scribed. All other police cars on the strects
also receive this information, so that chances
of successful escape are materially reduced.

There is, it is declared by police officials,
good evidence that knowledge of the speed
and effectiveness of the police radio system
has heen widely distributed among the crim-
inal and would-be criminal classes and, if it
has not actually curtailed crime, has tended
to retard its increase.

In several instances, hold-up men have been
captured while still in the act of searching
their victims, through reports to the police
from sonie person who witnessed the affair
from a distance. Burglars have been caught
at work through telephone calls from per-
sons becoming suspicious of lights in a house
whose occupants were known to be away.
Public announcement of these facts, it is
declared, has kept straight many a young
fellow who considered crime as a possible
relief from unemployment.

OT all those legends
Nabout ministers’ sons

are true, take it from
Howard I. Milholland, for the
past two vears program di-
rector of the Pacific Division,
National Broadcasting Com-
pany, and now manager of
KGA, Spokane.

“Wish I could oblige with
some reminiscences of a black-
sheep, but I never even ran
away from home,” muses the
urbane six-footer whose vi-
brant personality is known to
thousands of radio listeners
s “H. M.”

Even though he was the
offspring of a clergyman, it
didn’t cause any excitement
in H. M.’s family when he
decided to become a profes-
sional singer.

“Fine,” said his liberal,
kindly father, so that was that.
But first Howard finished his
course at the Eastern Illinois
State Normal School, and
said goodbye to Roodhouse,
111, his birth-place. Encour-
aged by his father, he fol-
lowed Greeley’s advice and
came West, settling first in
Denver and later answering
the urge to come to Califor-
nia. He was well-known as a
singer in Los Angeles when
he moved to San Francisco,
where he was engaged by the
Pacific Gas and Electric Com-
pany as a lecturer.

That was 'way back in 1923.
Radio was just beginning to
develop into something resem-
bling an industry, and Milhol-
land appeared as a singer on
one of the first commercial
programs ever sponsored. So
many letters followed every
broadcast that the radio sta-
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tion made him a handsome
offer of %80 a month as a
part-time announcer.

All announcers were part-
time workers then, but “H.
M.” felt that radio was com-
ing out of the class of a novel
and required full-time atten-
tion from its followers. So
he refused the job, and later
had his judgment proven cor-
rect, when KGO asked him
to be its studio manager.

The present key-station of
the National Broadcasting
Company was housed in a ho-
tel suite in San Francisco, and
a little group headed by Mil-
holland pioneered enthusiasti-
cally in the art of getting a
personality over the micro-
phone. Then, as now, H. M.,
himself a reader with few
equals, stressed the need of a
naturalness rather than elo-
cutionary effort in actors, an-
nouncers and readers. And
now, as he did then, he keeps

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a close watch on the pulse of
the radio public by frequent

appearances before the micro-
phone himself.

ROM the tenement dis-
" ' trict of New York’s low-

er East Side to stardom
in musical comcdy, vaudeville,
talking pictures — and now
in radio—is the story of the
life of Belle Baker. Not that
Miss Baker is new to the
microphone, for during the
past three years she appeared
as guest artist on many of
radio’s leading programs over
both networks, bhut her weekly
Sunday night performances on
the Ever-Ready Radio Gaie-
ties, broadcast over WABC
and the Columbia network,
mark her first series as a regu-

lar feature on the air. Radio,
incidentally, long has bcen her
hobby; in her New York

apartment she has a receiving
set in her boudoir, in the liv-
ing room, and in the dining
room. There are four sets in
her summer home at Belle
Harbor, Long Island, and for
the past five years she has in-
sisted on having a set in the
dressing room at every thea-
tre she has played. And the
first thing MAliss Baker does
when she steps into her car
is to turn on the radio!

The career of the talented
comedienne who has thrilled
vaudeville, musical comedy,
and movie audiences through-
out the country is a saga of
success. When she was just
two years old, the tiny tot
used to crawl up on the dining
room table and, supported by
her father, sing the baby
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songs—with gestures—which
formed her limited repertoire.
Ever since those first “per-
formances,” the little girl de-
termined to make a place for
herself on the stage. She was
never able to attend school;
the extreme poverty of her
family forced her to enter an
East Side clothing factory at
the age of six, for there were
eight small children and a
very sick mother to be sup-
ported.

But Belle Baker was never
meant for factory work. Her
continual singing at her work
entertained the other girls but
distracted them to such an
extent that 'she was quickly
discharged as a disturbing ele-
ment. Thus she drifted from
one factory to another until.
at the age of nine, she ob-
tained a job in a cheap little
music hall on Cannon Street,
in the heart of New York’s

lower East Side. Here she
worked for more than a
vear appearing in three-act

sketches, playing kid parts,
and singing. When Jacob
Adler saw the child perform,
he decided to give her a
chance in the drama, ‘“The
Homeless,” in  which she
played for one year. But when
the East Side actors’ union
refused to allow the child to
play grown-up parts, Belle
was forced to return to the
music halls for a livelihood.

She went to the Waco mov-
ing picture house down on
Stanton Street, where her
little singing act, given twelve
times daily, was the only
vaudeville in the show. Years
passed and the child con-
tinued her gruelling work until
Willy Hammerstein gave her
a chance in a Broadway show.
At the age of fifteen, Belle
Baker was starring at Ham-

merstein’s, Two years later,
after playing the regular Keith
circuit and watching her repu-
tation grow to national pro-
portions, she was the head-
liner at the Palace.

From then on her fame in-
creased speedily. Continued
rehearsing and incessant hard
work brought her stardom
with Al Jolson in “Vera Vio-
letta” and with other outstand-
ing stars in “Betsy,” “Artists
and Models,” and other popu-
lar musical comedy produc-

tions. With Ralph Graves
she was featured in the talk-
ing picture, “Song of Love,”
which proved to be one of the
hits of the year; and she has
been recording artist for all
the larger phonograph com-
panies.

There is hardly any phase
of the show business in which
Belle Baker has not been
starred, and in her long career
on the stage she has met and
worked with the most famous
song writers of America. It
was [rving Berlin who, on a
rush call for an act at the

Palace, closeted himself for
five hours, working until four
o’clock in the morning to
write “Cohen Owes Me $97,"
“Down on the Farm,” and
“Come Back, Antonio,” songs
which made the act a bril-
liant success. It was Blanche
Merrill who wrote “Welcome
Stranger” in celebration of the
birth of Miss Baker's little
son, ITerbert John Abrahams,
eleven years ago; and it was
Joe Young who wrote “Baby’s
Prayer at Twilight” in honor
of the same event. Maury
Abrahams, prominent Man-
hattan composer, who pro-
duced “Take Everything But
You” and countless other
Broadway successes, was Miss
Baker's husband.

It was Belle Baker who was
the first vaudeville artist to
travel by airplane from one
city to another on a regular
circuit. Several years ago
when a railroad strike held
up—or rather, threatened to
hold up-—transportation be-
tween Youngstown, Ohio, and
Cincinnati, the next point on
the circuit, Miss Baker and
her manager stole a march on
the strikers by engaging an
airplane and arriving in Cin-
cinnati well ahead of time.

When the Ever-Ready Radio
Gaieties were broadcast from
a train speeding at more than
a mile a minute between
Washington and New York,
establishing a new record for
radio broadcasting, it was
Belle Baker who was the fea-
tured soloist on the unique
presentation. Never before
had a complete program of
entertainment been broadcast
from a moving train, picked
up by short wave receivers
and rebroadcast over a nation-
wide network.

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N exchange of frequencies between the
United States and Canada, whereby
we would grant to Canadian broadcast-

ers the use of the 540-kilocycle frequency,
now used for military aviation, and of the
channels on 1,050 and 1.100 kilocycles in ex-
change for exclusive use of the channels on
580, 890, 1,010, 1,200 and 1,210 kilocycles, now
shared by the two countries, is under negotia-
tion between the Canadian Minister in
Washington and the State Department.

The reallocation of frequencies was sug-
gested by the Canadian Government in order
that it may make effective the recommenda-
tions of a special committee appointed to in-
vestigate the whole question of Canadian
broadcasting, calling for the establishment of
a chain of high power stations, operating on
cleared channels, extending across the entire
Dominion, with a number of low-powered
stations of limited range to be used for com-
nunity service,

It is proposed to use 50,000-watt stations
in each of the provinces of British €olumbia,
Manitoba, Ontario, Quebec and, eventually,
in the Maritime Provinces. Two 5,000-watt
stations, synchronized on a common channecl,
are to be used in each of the provinces of
Saskatchewan and Alberta, Ontario is also
to have two 10,000-watt stations, one in the
west and the other in the north; 1,000-watt
stations are to be used in Ottawa, Montreal,
(Quebec and the Port Arthur-Fort William
area, and a 500-watt station is to be used in
Toronto. The Alberta, Saskatchewan and
northern and western Ontario stations will
be increased to 50,000 watts at some future
time, if necessary.

These stations would constitute the back-
bone of Canadian broadcasting, and would
be supplemented, eventually, by 100 or more
local stations with a maximum power of
100 watts.

In view of the fact that the new Canadian
broadcasting set-up has been so arranged
as to eliminate interference with American
stations on the channels which are to be
shared by the two countries, officials of the
Federal Radio Commission have iundicated
their willingness to make the changes asked
by the Canadian authorities, The 1,050 and
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1,100 kilocycle frequencies which Canada
desires to use are now serving as cleared
channels for American stations, but the
Canadian stations which are to use those
channels are to be located at points so re-
mote from the American broadcasters that
no interference is expected to result.

The negotiations for the transfer of fre-
quencies are not to preclude a further allo-
cation between the United States and Can-
ada of any additional broadcasting channels
which may be made available as a result of
the forthcoming international conference at
Madrid, but will not be held in suspension
awaiting the outcome of that meeting, since
it is indicated the Canadian authorities are
anxious to put their new plan into effect
as early as possible.

Possibilities of government control of
American  broadcasting are seen in the
Canadian plan for an 1l-station chain sup-
plemented by small transmitters, all under
government control and operation, with a
license fee of $2 per year for receiving sets
and advertising announcements limited to
five per cent of the time of the sponsored
programs, which “will make a most inter-
esting comparison with our own privately
owned system in the United States,” accord-
ing to Senator Clarence C. Dill of Wash-
ington. one of the leaders in the handling
of radio legislation in Congress.

“If the Canadian plan succeeds in satis-
fying the people of Canada and in meeting
popular approval of American listeners
along the Canadian border, it may easily lead
to a mnation-wide demand for government
operation of all radio stations in the United
States,” he warned.

“The existence and development of this
government-owned system will be a chal-
lenge to American radio station owners,” the
Senator declared. “They must prove them-
sélves more satisfactory to the people than
the Canadian system, or the government sys-
tem will inevitably be established in the
United States.

“The American people will not tolerate
private monopoly of radio in this country,
such as allowing chain stations to use all

cleared channcls and thereby control every-
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thing but local broadcasting. If all cleated
channels are to be used in that way Canada
is showing us how to do it.

“Nor will radio listeners endure too much
blatant and direct advertising by radio. If
the radio commission and station owners do
not recognize these facts and act accordingly,
Canada’s example and experiences will make
it easy for Congress to set up a government
system of radio that will serve the public
interest more satisfactorily.”

Denmark than in the United States, if

the number of receiving sets per
thousand of population is taken as the crite-
rion, it is disclosed by a survey just com-
pleted by the Union Internationale de Radio-
iffusion at Geneva.

With a population of less than 3.500,000,
Denmark at the close of last year had 475,000
sets, an average of 133.9 sets per 1,000 in-
habitants, while the United States, with near-
ly 125,000,000 people, had 16,680,000 sets, or
an average of 133.1 per 1,000, it is shown.

BR(’)ADCASTING 1s more popular in

Interest in broadcasting has increased tre-
mendously in Denmark in the past five vears,
it is revealed, it being estimated that in 1926
there were only 35.5 sets per 1,000 of popu-
lation.

The survey of the Geneva organization is
the first attempt to estimate the world dis-
tribution of radio receiving sets. A total of
32.000,000 sets was reached, corresponding
closely to estimates recently made by our
own Department of Commerce, indicating a
world radio audience of 128,000,000 persons.
It is estimated that the world population
is around 2,000,000,000.

The estimates give some interesting figures
on the diffusion of sets, showing that cultural
and economic levels, density of population
and broadcasting control and restrictions by
governments all deeply miluence set owner-
ship by the people.

Great Britain at the close of 1931 had
4,330,735 sets, or 92.4 per 1,000 inhabitants,
compared with 2,178,447 sets, or 50.9 per
1,000, in 1926, the Union reported.

Canada, with 523,100 sets, showed an aver-
age of 50 per 1,000, against 134,486 sets, or
15 per 1,000, in 1926.

Japan had 14.13 sets per 1,000 inhabitants
last year against 5.34 in 1926; Australia, 51.94
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against 28.8; Sweden, 89.5, against 40.1; the
Union of South Africa, 21.6 against 7.16.

China, with nearly 500,000,000 inhabitants,
last year reported only 1,462 sets, or .003 per
1,000 persons.

ELIEVING that every city in the Unit-
B ed States with a population of 100,000
or more should have its own broadcast-
ing facilities, the Federal Radio Commission
has pending in the courts a case which may
determine its future policy in this connection.

There are, a survey of the country shows,
six cities with large populations which are
entirely dependent upon outside sources for
their radio entertainment. While several of
these cities are in close proximity to other
communities having radio stations, it is the
attitude of the commission that the public
interest can best be served by each city hav-
ing its local broadcasters, closely related to
local life and affairs.

No local broadcasting facilities, however,
exist in Lynn, Cambridge or Lowell, Mass.;
Waterbury, Conn.; Duluth, Minn., or Eliza-
beth, N. J., the commission’s records show.
Massachusetts and Connecticut are “under-
quota” states, while New Jersey and Minne-
sota have more than their fair share of fa-
cilities.

What is believed generally to be the atti-
tude of the commission was' recently ex-
pressed by Ellis A. Yost, chief examiner,
who declared that no city “with a population
of more than 100,000 and an approximate
population of 200,000 within a radius of 15
miles of the city should be without an un-
limited-time radio broadcasting station with
sufficient power to provide for the local and
community needs of the city and the territory
adjacent thereto.”

The commission, of course, has no way of
placing stations in cities now without facili-
ties in the absence of applications from poten-
tial operators, but that the making of such
applications would be encouraged is indi-
cated by the fact that an application was
recently granted for a full-time station in
Gary, Ind,, a city of slightly more than 100,-
000 population, despite the fact that opposing
interests claimed Gary was receiving adequate
broadcasting service from Chicago.

The case has been carried to the courts by
protestants against the commission’s action,
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Pac. Broadcast. Corp., San Francisco

1. Overture—**The Flying Dutch-
man’’

The masterful overture to ‘‘The
Flying Dutchman,'’ the opera which
marked a turning point in the devel-
opment of Wagner’'s individual dra-
matic and musical style, is consid-
ered one of the greatest descriptions
of a storm at sea in musical litera-
ture. The opera is based on an old
legend which Wagner heard while
on a sea voyage from Riga to Lon-
don. In the overture Wagner pre-
sents a vivid tone picture of the
story of the Dutch sea captain who,
after trying vainly to round the
Cape of Good Hope, swore he would
not give up if he had to sail the
ocean forever,

2. Three Movements—Concertante
aydn
This work will be heard for the
first time tonight. The composer,
Franz Joseph Haydn, was born in
Rohrau, Austria, March 21, 1732,
and died in Vienna on May 31,
1809. He is chiefly noted for his
instrumental works and is called the
“‘Father of the Symphony,’”’ as well
as ‘‘Father of the Sonata Form."
Although he did not originate either
of these forms, he did perfect and
extend them,
3. The Swan of Tuonela. Sibelius
This work is the third number of
a symphonic tetralogy based on epi-
sodes in the Kaleva, the Finnish
epic derived by Elias Lonnrot in
1835 from his delvings in the folk-
lore of his people. Tuonela was the
name of the Finnish Hades, and the
swan floated and sang on the river
equivalent to the Styx.

4. Polonalse .. Liszt

The Polonaise, z, has
always tempted composers by rea-
son of the picturesque ideas asso-
ciated with it. It was originally a
court dance used in Poland at the
time when the Polish Empire was
in the height of its splendor. Liszt
was one of many composers who
have adapted this dance for concert
use, retaining the characteristic
rhythm and style, but developing
the simple dance with such a wealth
of fanciful detail and imagination
as to make it a veritable tone pic-
ture. As the music progresses, it is
easy to visualize a great hall of
lords and ladies, dancing in glow-
ing costumes by the light of a thou-
sand candles reflected in countless
gilt-framed mirrors.

3. The Blue Danube Strauss

‘““The Blue Danube,”” by Johann
Strauss, Australian ‘“Waltz King,''
is one of the worid’s most popular
waltzes. It was composed .in 1866
and was produced originally by a
male chorus. In this arrangement
it was a flat failure, but since it
was rewritten for the Strauss or-
chestra it has become a universal
favorite.
