More Evidence of Reader Loyalty 
WILL you he so kind as to accept, in the 

constructive spirit intended, these few 
comments on the recent change in size and 
regular weekly content of BROADCAST WEEKLY? 
The writer has been a reader of your valued, 
and until now well nigh indispensable publi- 
cation, for several years; and for about a 
year and a half a subscriber thereto. From 
his point of view, your recent change has 
struck at the very heart and soul of the value 
and indispensability of your magazine, for it 
has taken away, or seriously curtailed the 
colorful human interest phases which have 
been its most delightful and appealing con- 
tribution to the radio public. 

It is true that, in the last analysis, the 
publisher and editor must decide what he 
may wish to retain or dispense with. What 
he elects to do, naturally, is dictated by the 
economic situation, first of all; and, secondly, 
by what he conceived to be the interest of 
his readers. And no reader should be so bold 
as to offer a suggestion unless it might seem 
to promise some constructive assistance in 
meeting both the economic and reader inter- 
est problems of the publisher. 

I believe your readers are strategically 
placed to see the situation in somewhat better 
perspective than you yourself; for, collec- 
tively, they know what they want most; and, 
thinking of the economic problems, they can, 
collectively, better determine what they 
would be content to dispense with than can 
the publisher or editor, acting for them. 
Were you to seek the opinions of your sub- 
scribers, I believe a consensus of the same 
would indicate, roughly, the following con- 
clusions, to -wit: 

1. Your readers would prefer, if necessary 
to effect economies in publication, to have 
the program section as greatly curtailed as 
possible, at least, pending general recovery 
from the present social and economic de- 
perssion. 

2. Your readers would prefer to have re- 
tained, correspondingly increased, the special 
feature and human interest departments, so 

far as the saving in program space would 
warrant. 

Naturally, you may ask: "But how can this 
be clone?" I would suggest, by way of an- 
swer, the following plan, to -wit: 

(a) Run, for each day, the chain programs 
of NBC-KGO, NBC-KPO and CBS. 

(h) Divide your circulation into some four 
or five regional districts, printing for each 
only those smaller or independent station 
programs that are commonly tuned in locally 
for each district. The changing of forms for 
each of the several printings would be a com- 
paratively negligible matter. The setting up 
of the printed matter would have to be done 
in the case of either the present or suggested 
plan, anyway. 

(c) Cut the separate items by omission 
of all possible verbiage. Chain station pro- 
grams could be indicated by initials of chain 
and key station only. 

(d) Instead of three to four pages of pro- 
gram for each day, as is now the case, one 
and one-half to two pages would be ample, 
saving perhaps fifteen pages each week. 

(e) Devote half, at least, of the pages 
saved to the feature and human interest de- 
partments each week. This would keep them 
at least up to former levels; perhaps it would 
permit even a slight expansion of the best 
of these, i. e., Gypsy's "Personal Pickups." 
"The Open Circuit," Dyal Turner's "The 
Critique of the Week," "Microphone Gossip." 
"Silhouettes" and pictures of the radio art- 
ists. 

Finally, I believe your readers would gladly 
forego the programs altogether. until better 
times might warrant their resumption, using 
in lieu thereof the daily newspaper programs, 
in order to maintain the features above listed, 
without any curtailment; and perhaps, to 
some extent, expanded. 

And once more may I venture the hope 
that you may accept these random sugges- 
tions in the fullness of the friendly spirit the 
writer intends.

SO THEY'RE going to broadcast our 
Pacific Coast football games, after all. 
That's a relief. How dull this com- 

ing fall would be without Ernie Smith's and 
Don Thompson's excited voices bringing us 
the details of what goes on in the gridiron! 

The Pacific Coast football officials are 
smart in permitting the radio stations to con- 
tinue to go into the football arena. For 
broadcasting of any sports activity creates 
added interest and an eventual desire to per- 
sonally witness that sport. That, we believe 
is what radio is doing for football. But 
some of the colleges didn't think so. And 
a proposal to abolish football broadcasts was 
made. But the wise officials at the Pacific 
Coast Football Conference at Pasadena the 
other day decided in behalf of the radio. 

Tentative football broadcast schedules have 
already been worked out by the officials of 
the Columbia -Don Lee chain and the NBC.

plause died away Virginia, 
dressed in a stiffly starched 
white frock, walked timidly 
onto the platform. 

She was flushed and ex- 
cited. There was no NBC 
microphone because radio had 
not yet become a household 
necessity. There were not 
even stiff -front shirts or eve- 
ning dresses in the audience. 

It was Virginia's great mo- 
ment, however. The woman 
at the organ began pumping, 
and Virginia raised her voice 
in song. The first verse was 
completed. Virginia almost 
forgot the next. A big lump 
seemed to be lodged in her 
throat. Tears threatened to 
ruin all. 

Virginia swallowed. Fright 
disappeared. Before she real- 
ized it she was walking from 
the stage. There was ap- 
plause and people said nice 
things. Their words rang in 
her ears as she rode home 
with her father and mother. 

Thus Virginia Rea, who 
was to become known to Na- 
tional Broadcasting Company 
audiences the country over as 
Olive Palmer, made her debut 
as a singer at the age of five 
in a Louisville, Kentucky, 
church. 

Most of that audience which 
politely applauded little Vir- 
ginia, along with the other 
children, lived to see her ac- 
claimed as one of America's 
most popular singers. 

Virginia Rea's wildest 
dreams as a high school girl, 
or even as a successful stu- 
dent of music at Drake Uni- 
versity, and later abroad, 
were realized when she be- 
came the sweetheart of the 
great air audience. 

To meet Virginia Rea and 
discuss this and that over a

cup of coffee, one can hardly 
realize that here is a woman, 
still in her twenties, who has 
gained much of success cov- 
eted by aspiring millions, both 
young and old. 

Quiet, poised, colorful with- 
out being conspicuous. She 
talks little about herself un- 
less the issue is pressed. 
Then, only answers to direct 
questions. Miss Rea would 
much rather tell of the new 
pattern she has found for a 
rug, or some object she ad- 
mired in the museum. 

Her high, almost childish 
conversational voice, other 
than its charm, does not be- 
tray her as the coloratura so- 
prano who won the love and 
fancy of thousands. 

Outside of her career, Vir- 
ginia Rea truly is a home 
girl. She lives with her family 
ir. a cozy New York apart- 
ment, and maintains a coun- 
try home for week-ends and 
the summer. 

When Virginia Rea ob- 
tained her degree, with honors, 
from Drake University, she 
returned to Louisville. She 
had been acclaimed as a singer 
of merit in Des Moines, and 
had been chosen for member- 
ship in Mu Phi Epsilon, 
honorary musical sorority. 
As soloist in Des Moines 
churches, she had acquired 
professional experience. 

Her first audition with a 
New York producer was by 
telephone. The producer heard 
her sing "The Bell Song" and 
told her to catch the next 
train East. She was signed 
for opera work. 

Success was hers from the 
first in New York, and after 
a time she studied and toured 
in Europe, later returning to 
the United States for an ex- 
tended tour. 

Then came Virginia Rea's 
fairy godmother-radio. That 
was five years ago. For a 
year she was featured on a 
commercial program. Fan 
mail poured in. 

Then she became known as 
Olive Palmer. For four years 
she sang on the program 
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sponsored by the Palm Olive 
Company. 

While Miss Rea has sung 
many operatic rôles, her fa- 
vorite was that of Gilda in 
"Rigoletto." Her repertoire is 
as varied as it is extensive. 

When Miss Rea's contract 
with Palm Olive was com- 
pleted a few months ago, she 
took a much needed period of 
relaxation. Strangely enough 
she spent it in New York, 
visiting the places and doing 
things she had not had time 
to do during her continuous 
five years on the air. 

Her return to radio was 
marked by personal appear- 
ances for a series of programs 
over NBC networks with Paul 
Whiteman and his orches- 
tra-an ideal combination of 
two great leaders in their 
fields of entertainment. 

NID all the publicity at- 
tendant on the appear- 
ance of Bing Crosby in 

a series of Columbia pro- 
grams originating at KNX, in 
Hollywood, the limelight has 
directed public notice to an- 
other young man at the 
Hollywood station. He is 
Wilbur Hatch, dynamic musi- 
cal director of KNX, who is 
in charge of the orchestra for 
Crosby's programs. 

Oddly enough, chemical 
engineering was the career 
which Bill had decided upon 
before coming West with his 
family in 1923 after graduat- 
ing from the University of 
Chicago with a degree in his 
chosen profession. 

Lack of finances with which 
to continue the research work 
prerequisite to securing a high 
position as a chemical engi- 
neer, and the fact that his 
family was moving to Cali- 

fornia, caused Bill to give up 
temporarily the idea of fol- 
lowing his intended occupa- 
tion. 

With characteristic indus- 
try, upon arriving in Los An- 
geles, Bill, then 21, set about 
forgetting his disappointment 
and finding employment. 
Ignoring the marked musical 
ability by which he had been 
able to finance his college 
course, he went to work sell- 
ing real estate. He'll tell you 
with a broad grin, however, 
that he was a total "flop" in

the profession of extracting 
cash away from the cus- 
tomers for plots of land. His 
attempts at selling automo- 
biles were equally unsuc- 
cessful. 

At last, on July 4, 1923, 
Bill went back to his first 
love-music. Since that time 
he has been on the air as 
musician and musical director 
with various important south- 
ern California radio stations 
without interruption. 

He came to KNX in 1928 
as a special organizer of 

musical productions. So valu- 
able and resourceful did he 
prove himself to be that Nay- 
lor Rogers, vice-president and 
general manager of the sta- 
tion, soon placed Bill in com- 
plete charge of the musical 
department. 

Thoroughly dependable and 
capable, Bill enjoys the com- 
plete confidence of everyone 
with whom he comes into 
contact, and an enviable popu- 
larity among his fellow staff 
members and friends. 

He delights in reminiscing 
about the various radio figures 
that he has seen come and 
go since embarking upon his 
own radio career. While he 
was steadily carving a niche 
of his own, he has seen radio 
artists ascend to dizzy heights 
of popularity. Some of these, 
he will tell you, went on to 
even greater success, while 
others faded into obscurity. 
He was on hand when such 
headliners as Charlie Hamp 
and Dan Gridley were micro- 
phone novices. 

Bill tells an amusing story 
about how he first heard Grid- 
ley. Bill was playing on a 
program at the San Pedro 
Rotary Club. Hearing Dan, 
then unknown, sing, Bill 
urged him to go into radio, 
and even introduced him to 
Charlie Wellman, then promi- 
nent in the broadcasting field. 
Dan laughingly promised Bill 
that in return for his kind- 
ness he would sing at the 
latter's wedding. 

Sure enough, in 1927, when 
Bill was entangled in the 
snares of Cupid, Dan sang 
while his benefactor vowed 
to be eternally true to pretty 
Miss Peggy Matthews, a 
promising young radio singer. 
They now have two little tots, 
Nancy and Bobby. 
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Hugo Mariani, orchestral director, 

has discovered why popular songs don't live 
very long in this country any more. He says 
it's because so many people murder them. 

Hollywood is said by sonic to 
have superceded Singapore in the right to 
the sobriquet, "Cross-roads of the world." 
In the studios of KNX, in Hollywood, paths 
frequently cross under strange circumstances. 

After working together at KNX for sev- 
eral years, it was only recently that Eddie 
Albright, announcer Bill Hatch, musical di- 
rector, and Jules Von Gende, saxophonist, 
discovered that they all had attended the 
University of Chicago at the same time. 

Jennings Pierce, NBC's chief an- 
nouncer and director of special broadcasts, 
is the oldest announcer, in point of service, 
in the Pacific Division headquarters, for he 
was the first announcer ever employed by 
station KGO, before it became the key sta- 
tion of the National Broadcasting Company's 
first Pacific network. 

If you think you are a song writer, 
and can turn out the kind of songs like the 
Mills Brothers use for "hot" and "scat" 
numbers, ship them on to their manager, 
Tom Rockwell, 799 Seventh Avenue, New 
York. They own seven songs of their reper- 
toire already and they want some more. 
Their manager gets special material for them 
and the reason you don't hear bands playing 
their numbers is they're "private stuff." 
Their latest silly song was written by Victor 
Young, who directs their orchestra, and he 
calls it "The Old Man of the Mountain." 
Two of the hits they own are "How Am I 

Doin'?" and "I Heard." 

It has just been revealed that 
Jack Pearl, well-known dialect comedian 
heard in the Ziegfeld Radio Show, and Fred- 
die Rich, Columbia's orchestra director, are 
cousins. Although they were raised together 
in the same section of New York's East Side, 
they never appeared together professionally 
until Columbia's recent presentation of 
"Broadway" on the international exchange 
program with the British Broadcasting Cor- 
poration. 

GOSSIP 
Arthur Fields, NBC singer, thinks 

he must hold some sort of record for phono- 
graph recordings. He made his first disc 
back in 1910 and has been making them 
regularly ever since. 

Elizabeth Barthell, Columbia's 
Southern soprano, has become her own ac- 
companist. Although this is the first time 
she has "doubled" since she has been on the 
network, it is in no sense a departure for her. 
She entered radio as a staff pianist for 
WLAC, Columbia's Nashville outlet. The 
director heard her singing as he walked into 
her rehearsal one day and gave her an op- 
portunity as a vocalist. 

Richard Gordon, Sherlock Holmes 
over NBC networks, has a favorite fan let- 
ter. It came from three young women who 
teach on an Indian reservation in Oklahoma. 
They wrote to Gordon that every time 
Holmes goes on the air they take a portable 
radio set out into the desert to listen to the 
program while seated around a campfire. 
The girls said that the distant howling of 
coyotes lends atmosphere to the programs. 

Nobody in the studio but Ruth 
Etting knew a song requested by phone at a 

Chicago station; she sang it and the "lis- 
tener" signed her the next day for her fa- 
mous records. Irving Berlin, who is par- 
ticular about the way his lyrics are recorded, 
heard Ruth and brought her to Ziegfeld's 
Follies. 

Drury Lane has cause for chagrin 
on two counts these days. In the first place 
lie missed two programs on which he was 
scheduled to sing and that breaks an attend- 
ance record of more than two years. The 
second cause is the reason for the first-he 
was home in bed with an ice pack some- 
where in the region of his middle, nursing a 
sudden outburst of acute appendicitis. It 
was the first attack he had ever had and he 
reports that he did not enjoy it. 

Six huskies of the New York 
police force are detailed to control the crowds 
of New Yorkers-mostly women-who 
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gather around the stage door of the Ziegfeld 
Theatre, New York, on those days when 
Buddy Rogers, NBC orchestra leader, ap- 
pears in the current production of "Hot -Cha." 
They have to wedge a path through the 
crowds to permit Rogers to make an exit. 

Bev Palmer, chief technician at 
KYA, claims to be the only person alive 
who has had two 21st birthdays. This was 
how it happened. Bev was returning from 
Japan, and on the the day of his 21st birth- 
day, the ship crossed the 180th meridian, so 
he had his birthday all over again the next 
day. 

Bill Hatch, musical director of 
KNX, in Hollywood, recently divulged the 
extraordinary information that before radio 
claimed him for its own, he fully intended to 
follow the career for which he had qualified 
himself at the University of Chicago-that of 
a chemical engineer! 

When his parents moved to Los Angeles, 
from Chicago, Bill, then 21 years old, came 
too. Obliged to earn a living until he could 
start practicing his profession, he sold real 
estate. Finally, the avocation by which he 
had worked his way through university be- 
came his real means of support, and Bill has 
since devoted himself to a successful career 
in radio. 

The stencil, "The Show Must Go 
On," may be removed from the rack for the 
following story in which Johnny Fuller, con- 
trol operator for WBBM, Columbia outlet 
in Chicago, appears as the hero. 

During an electrical storm one night, 
Fuller was driving to The Dells, where he 
was to put Gus Arnheim's Orchestra on the 
air. A flash, a terrific crackle and Fuller's 
car skidded into the curb and off the pave- 
ment. The bolt had come so close that his 
right arm was temporarily paralyzed. 

Nevertheless, Fuller, with his one good 
arm, managed to push the car back into traf- 
fic lanes and drive to the night club.
