You 
are a guest in a gentleman's home, Mr. Art- 
ist. His wife is your hostess. That husky 
eight -year -old scamp over there is his son, 
the charming young lady by the table his 
daughter, and the clean-cut swain gazing at 
her so admiringly her fiancé. There is your 
audience. Act accordingly. 

It is shallow argumentative sophistry to 
contend that broadcasting may properly and 
with impunity continue to cater to mental 
morons and moral perverts simply because 
decent people can turn the dial if the stench 

becomes intolerable. There is no alarm bell 
to warn when the dirt is about to fly. And 
it is too late to turn the dial after the trap 
is sprung.

br'ngs in the case of commercial programs. 
The latest to jot his signature on a broad- 

casting contract is General John Pershing, 
commander in chief of the United States 
Army during the horror escapades of 1917 
and 1918 "over there." 

"Black Jack" as he is lovingly known 
to every service man, will be featured on a 
coast to coast NBC broadcast sponsored by 
the General Tire and Rubber Company, 
commencing March 15. He will be heard 
each Wednesday thereafter on the thirty 
minute program which will consist of music 
and drama. The program will be dealt out 
over the local ether waves by the NBC-KGO 
network from 6 to 6:30 p. m. 

It was not made known at this writing 
just what part General Pershing is to play 
in the radio presentation.

The idea of theater presentations for 
broadcast programs is growing fast in San 
Francisco, coast headquarters for both the 
NBC and CBS chains. 

The latest program to be presented in 
"little theaters" in order that the radio art- 
ists may be watched in addition to be heard 
is the Remar Jubilee, a KFRC event each 
Wednesday from 8:30 to 9:30 p. m. 

Alternately the sixty -minute variety show 
is being presented from the Community 
Playhouse in San Francisco and the theater 
of the Oakland Women's City Club in 
Oakland. 

Free tickets are passed out to those de- 
siring to watch the radio broadcasts. 

Standard Oil Company is presenting its 
Standard Symphony Orchestra concerts 
heard over the NBC-KGO chain each 
Thursday, at the Community Playhouse, 
admission being by invitation only. 

For a series of weeks last year the Asso- 
ciated Oil Company staged its Associated 
Spotlight, also an NBC event, from the Play- 
house on Saturday nights. 

The audience idea we believe, grew from 
the Blue Monday Jamboree custom of per- 
mitting the public into the studio during the 
broadcasts. Then the Happy Go Lucky 
Hour followed suit. Now most all variety 
shows produced at San Francisco stations 
are thrown open to the public, including the 
Spotlight, the Road Show, Hodge Podge 
Lodge, the KTAB Hillbillies and others. 

Getting back to the Remar Jubilee, we 
note that practically the entire Blue Monday 

Jamboree staff is appearing on it. Arnold 
Maguire, whose comedy has been a part of 
the stations' presentations for many moons, 
is the master of ceremonies. The others be- 
ing heard regularly on the affair include: 
Madelaine de Michel, The Noodlebugs 
(Nora Schiller, Murray & Harris); Edna 
O'Keefe, Pedro Gonzales, Ronald Graham, 
Reginald Cheerily, Consuela Gonzales, Yah- 
but, Adhesive Pontoon, and Clay Landon.

The cotton crop at the new KTAB studios 
in Oakland wasn't any too healthy, the Cot- 
ton Pickers, negro entertainers, found out 
after their second broadcast there some nights 
ago. That was the beginning and the end of 
their microphone career at that broadcaster. 

The Cotton Pickers were hired by an east - 
bay clothing company to represent them on 
the air. 

They were signed up on a contract for a 
long period, 'tis said. 

But after their second broadcast the adver- 
tising agency handling the account refused 
to comply with a policy of the station, got 
steamed under the collar, went to his client 
and had him cancel the series of broadcasts, 
hardly before they were launched on the 
dashing radio waves.

Helen Stone, who, as Joziena Van der 
Ende, was one of the first NBC singers here 
on the coast, is now being heard on various 
KFRC broadcasts.

picture. All the time, of 
course, she'll keep up her 
regular broadcasts. 

Listeners may often 
wonder how it happens that 
KFI and KECA keep in step 
with the NBC network, 
chronologically speaking, to 
the umpty-umth fraction of a 
split second. 

Well, it doesn't ust happen. 
It is very definitely a ques- 
tion of malice aforethought. 
At stated intervals, the entire 
network is re -synchronized, 
so to speak. Here's the men- 
tal picture: More than ninety 
technicians scattered from 
coast to coast and border to 
border, put on their ear- 
muffs and sit listening with 
finely tuned chronometers in 
hand. 

When they hear the "ping- 
pang-pong" of the key station 
in good old Gotham, more 
than ninety stop -watches 
click with the first "ping," 
and the timepieces of the 
entire network are than set 
accordingly. 

Rov Shield, NBC mu- 
sical director at Chicago, has 
been "loaned" to Hollywood. 
At the request of Laurel and 
Hardy, famous screen com- 
edy team, Shield, former Hol- 
lywood music writer and ar- 
ranger, has gone to the coast 
to aid them in their new pic- 
ture, the comic opera "Fra Di- 
ablo" which they are making 
with Dennis King, as co-star. 
The comedy duo refused to 
go on with their new movies 
unless Shield was there to 
work with them. 

James Melton, noted 
radio soloist and top tenor 
with the Revelers Quartet, 
had his narrowest escape while 
on a yachting trip near Flor- 
ida. After mooring his yacht 
to a tree on the river bank, he 
started on an exploration trip 
into the undergrowth. After 
a short advance he stopped 
under a tree to "catch his 
breath" when suddenly a snake 
dropped from the branches 
and wrapped itself around his 
neck. Jimmy tore it off and 
made record time back to his 
yacht without waiting to iden- 
tify his assailant. 

Every bird in the 
choir of sixteen feathered 
songsters who are heard 
mornings in the Carnation 
Crosscuts from the Log o' the 
Day program has his own in- 
dividual cage, twice as large 
as the ordinary bird cage. Dr. 
Laurance L. Cross, director 
of Crosscuts, says the birds 
live twice as long and twice 
as happily in the oversize 
cages, adding, "If apartment 
house builders followed our 
example, think how the whole 
human race could sing!" 

The first four -point 
synchronized broadcast ever 
attempted in radio was heard 
over the Columbia network 
February 23, when Do Re Mi 
feminine harmony trio pre- 
sented a program from three 
of the world's tallest build- 
ings. Each girl was stationed 
in the tower of one of the 
buildings, and the pianist ac- 
companying them broadcast 
from a WABC studio on 
Madison Avenue, New York. 
The three buildings to be- 
come temporary broadcasting 
studos were the Empire State 
Building (102 stories high), 
the Chrysler Tower (77 
stories) and the Bank of Man- 
hattan (70 stories high. Each 
was connected by a wire cir- 
cuit with Columbia's master 
control room. Three har- 
monizers were equipped with 
ear phones through which 
they heard the melodies 
broadcast by the other mem- 
bers of the trio. The voices 
of all three were blended with 
the sounds of the piano ac- 
companiment and sent out 
over the Columbia network 
just as though the entire pro- 
gram were being broadcast 
from a single studio.

Leonard Hayton, Co- 
lumbia's young conductor of 
the Chesterfield Orchestra, 
woke up one Saturday morn- 
ing just in time to see a dim 
figure leave the room. He 
went back to sleep. Sunday 
morning he woke up and again 
saw a man walking around the 
room. The visitor departed 
suddenly. Leonard got up and 
found his dresser disarranged 
and his wallet on the floor- 
still holding $25. So Leonard 
laid his wallet on the dresser 
and went back to bed.

He 
carried on his first conversa- 
tion in English over the air- 
and he also sang his first song 
in English-"By the Bend of 
the River." 

Frank Parker, whose 
tenor voice is heard over the 
NBC networks, started earn- 
ing money very early in life. 
His first salary came from 
posing as a cherub. The same 
cherub now races around in 
a Rolls-Royce, plays polo and 
pilots a plane. One of his polo 
ponies was a gift from a fan.

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SILHOUETTE mir. 
RINGING a new kind of comedy to 
broadcasting, Tom Howard and George 
Shelton made their radio debut over the 

Columbia nation-wide network. 
This is, and again is not, new business for 

Toni Howard and his partner. Both have 
been amusing stage and screen audiences for 
years, but not one kilocycle of their joint 
comedy has been broadcast before their re- 
cent CBS debut. 

Tom Howard first won Broadway fame as 
"The Spy" in the Greenwich Village Follies 
of 1926 when the sketch, written and por- 
trayed by himself, was acclaimed by Manhat- 
tan critics and subsequently translated in 
many languages. He later scored on the 
stage and screen as the jape with Joe Cook 
in "Rain or Shine," and again in Ziegfeld's 
"Smiles," with Marilyn Miller. This topped 
a career begun as an Irish grocery clerk in 
Philadelphia. 

Howard is that droll, stork -like fellow with 
the scarecrow clothes, horn -rimmed glasses 
and outlandish brown derby. As listeners 
have discovered, Tom doesn't catch on very 
quickly, and his agitated partner, George, is 
at times a bit behind him. 

Shelton is Howard's short, eccentric part- 
ner, who seems to be just so much energy 
run amuck in cutaway coat and spats. He 
contrasts most effectively with the lanky 
leanness of Tom Howard. 

From clowning in the billets and trenches 
of the A. E. F., Shelton bounded about the 
Orpheum and Pantages vaudeville circuits, 
proceeding to musical comedy and the screen. 
He headed the road edition of "Monkey- 
shines" when the original team of Clark and 
McCullough left that vehicle to appear in 
the "Music Box Revue." Screendom then 
claimed him. 

The team of Howard and Shelton came 
together on the movie lot two years ago 
when Paramount cast them in a short en- 
titled, "Go Ahead and Eat." Directors dis- 
covered that the lazy Howard and the agi- 
tated Shelton blended in a perfect movie 
pace. Both had an unusually spontaneous 
delivery. So cameramen turned them loose 
on the lot, threw all script to the four winds 

l:> 
and filmed them in fifty foolish episodes 
for Paramount shorts, followed by a group 
for Educational Pictures. 

Movie rights previously prevented turning 
the team loose before the microphone. 

HE old struggle between aspiring 
young geniuses and their fond parents 
receives a different twist in the story 

of Walter M. Smith, well known trumpet 
virtuoso and conductor of the concert band 
heard each Sunday over a nation-wide Co- 
lumbia network. Today one of New Eng- 
land's most accomplished soloists and con- 
ductors, Smith won the right to become a 
musician only through a series of rebellions 
against his father's determined opposition. 

The son of a Scotch father and a German 
mother, Smith was born in Easthampton, 
Massachusetts, in 1891. When the boy was 
three years old the family moved to Chel- 
sea, a suburb of Boston, and here Smith 
received his elementary schooling. His 
father was a professional musician, teacher 
of cornet; and the child soon developed a 
liking for the instrument. The father, deter- 
mined to force his son to follow any pro- 
fession other than music, urged young Smith 
not to learn any instrument. When the lad 
insisted, his father prevailed upon him at 
least to the extent of studying an instru- 
ment other than the cornet. Lessons on the 
violin under two teachers followed, and the 
boy showed genuine progress. 

When young Smith again renewed the 
battle to study cornet, his father persuaded 
him to substitute piano. Diligent study re- 
sulted in encouraging progress, but the boy 
finally secured one of his father's cast-off 
cornets and taught himself to play it. In 
the end, the father gave up the uneven con- 
test and began to coach his son. At the age 
of 12 young Smith played his first public 
cornet solo, performing at his own grammar 
school graduation exercises. 

When the family moved to Brockton, 
Mass., Smith joined several orchestras and 
played in seven different bands. At 16 he 
made his debut as conductor, directing the 
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Hancock Band. Smith's big opportunity 
came in 1912 when the death of their trum- 
pet soloist left the Boston Festival Orches- 
tra in an embarrassing predicament on the 
eve of their most important concert of the 
season, when they were to perform Handel's 
oratorio masterpiece, "The Messiah." Smith 
was called in without rehearsal and his per- 
formance of the difficult trumpet obligato 
to "The Trumpet Shall Sound" made his first 
appearance in Symphony Hall a memorable 
success. Each season thereafter for seven- 
teen years Smith has been featured with the 
Handel and Haydn Society of Boston in its 
presentations of "The Messiah." 

In 1915 Smith went to San Francisco to 
play in the Exposition Symphony Orchestra 
under such directors as Victor Herbert, 
Georges George and Max Bendix. Return- 
ing to Boston in December of the same year, 
he accepted the position of director of the 
Waltham Watch Company Band, a post 
which he held for five years. Other positions 
which Smith has held include the director- 
ship of the A. C. Ames Band, the Aleppo 
Temple Band, the largest Shriners' orchestra 
in the world, and the Taleb Grotto Band. 

In addition to its regular recitals in and 
around Boston, the Walter Smith Concert 
Band is heard in weekly presentations of 
classic and semi -classic orchestral compo- 
sitions over a nation-wide Columbia net- 
work.

AM MOORE, whom NBC audiences 
know as Sambo as well as The Colonel 
in "Dixie Memories," was born in 

Florida. He and Carolyn Moore, his wife, 
who has built up with him a darky imper- 
sonation duo second to none in the enter- 
tainment world, was born in Alabama. They 
met in Georgia, which keeps their romance 
altogether of the South. 

Sam obtained his first musical knowledge 
from an old darkey retainer of the Moore 
family. This was augmented later by a solid 
education in harmony and counterpoint, but 
the NBC star kept the richness and warmth 
of his first teacher's art in his technique 
with the guitar and the numerous other 
instruments he learned afterward. Now he 
plays everything from the octo-chorda, 
stringed instrument which he has adapted 
for his own use, to the steel handsaw, which 
is featured on all his programs. 

On the latter instrument he is said to 
obtain a tone freer from overtones than any 
other musician ever has been able to pro- 
duce and he probably is the only handsaw 
player on record who ever played at a re- 
cital given especially for the members of the 
Metropolitan and the Chicago Grand Opera 
Companies. When the two operatic groups 
happened to be in New York at the same 
time, Moore played his handsaw for a hun- 
dred stars assembled before him-and they 
loved it! 

Before that occasion he worked his way 
through Southern vaudeville circuits to the 
position of headliner on the Orpheum in the 
East. He and Carolyn met and joined talents 
as well as hearts in a small town hall where 
they both were playing, and they won to 
Big Time together. Then Mrs. Moore re- 
tired for a time, while Moore progressed 
from vaudeville to musical reviews, and was 
a featured star in the Ziegfeld Frolic for 
several seasons. He still uses the silver -steel 
saw he played in the Frolic in 1919. 

Because Carolyn tired of being a lady of 
leisure, the Moores came to California for 
the first time. They liked the West so well 
that when they were offered parts in a radio 
program then being built, they accepted 
what seemed to be just an experiment in the 
amusement world, and became microphone 
stars. 

Moore's impersonation of Sambo, and 
Carolyn as Mandy, became so firmly fixed 
in radio audiences' minds that for a long 
while they were known only by these cog- 
nomens. Their darky characterizations are 
so authentic that they are continually being 
asked to write and settle fans' bets as to 
tbe color of their skin. One of the most im- 
pressive of these incidents occurred a short 
while ago when they received a letter from 
a negro convict in a penitentiary. He was 
so certain that Sambo and Mandy were 
members of his own race, he wrote, that he 
had wagered his entire tobacco allotment for 
a month, and would they please settle the 
bet? 

They had to tell him that he had lost, but 
a generous box of tobacco accompanied their 
letter. 

Both the Moores keep up a correspondence 
with fans in many parts of the country. They 
received 2800 Christmas cards last year from 
radio listeners.

DX fans are often puzzled by the time dif- 
ference throughout the world, and have difficulty 
in computing the time at distant points with 
respect to the local time. Particularly is this 
true in the short-wave field, where foreign DX 
reception is not only possible, but a regular oc- 
currence. For Instance, when the Pacific net- 
work gives us the London rebroadcasts, no 
doubt many listeners are puzzled to know the 
hour in London corresponding to Pacific time. 
The accompanying World Time Chart answers 
all questions concerning world time. 

The local time, under the "Pacific" heading, 
corresponds to the time indicated on the same 

horizontal line in any other part of the world. 
It is seen that 2 a. m. here is 10 a. m. in Lon- 
don, 9:30 p. m. in New Zealand, 8 p. m. in 
Sydney, 7 p. m. in Japan, etc. If you should 
hear Manila on short waves at 6 a. m., you will 
know that it is 10 p. m. there. In order to 
determine whether it is the same day, or the 
preceding or following day, follow this rule: 
Crossing from dark to light area at midnight, 
indicates the following day. Crossing from light 
to dark area indicates preceding day. As an 
example, 4 a. m. here is 9 p. m. in Tokio of 
the preceding day.

Sacramento Valley Business 
Conditions Improve 

Business conditions in the 
Sacramento Valley are show-

"Robot" Tunes Radio 
An automatic device for 

shifting the transmitter and 
receiver in airplanes from one 
frequency to another, a neces- 
sary which at dusk, when an 
airplane must shift from a day 
to a night wavelength, was 
invented by United Air Lines 
communications engineers, be- 
cause it had been necessary 
for the tuning and adjustment 
of volume to be accomplished 
on the ground instead of in the 
air, since it was not possible 
for pilots to adjust their radio 
apparatus while flying at dusk. 
Confusion of frequencies was 
often the case until the plane 
was able to land and have its 
transmitter and receiver ad- 
justed by a radio operator. 

The new radio "Robot" auto- 
matically tunes and changes 
the volume of the apparatus 
when the pilot simply presses 
a lever. Thus the airplane's 
radio equipment may be shifted 
from one frequency to another 
while it is speeding over the 
airway at dusk or at dawn, 
when it is necessary to change 
back from night to day wave- 
length.

Three all -electric superhet- 

erodyne automobile radios are 
now included in the Philco- 
Transitone line. Model 6 is 
$59.50; Model 19, having one 
more output tube, is priced at 
$89.50; and Model 12, which 
has the same output as Model 
9, but designed for 12 -volt 
electrical systems as used on 
yachts and motor buses, is 
$89.50.
