TT WOULD appear that the lads who have 
f1- been shouting the bugaboo of "short 
wave" into the ears of the radio stars as 
a means of rendering their professional lives 
short and their profits slim are utterly with- 
out any foundation. 

"Short waves" are going to be sold short 
in the entertainment market, if the American 
concert field is any criterion. Today it is 
almost impossible for a foreign -tongued 
singer to make a lot of money in concert 
work in the United States. And the kick 
that people got out of tuning in far off sta- 
tions provides a thrill similar to the one they 
got from their crystal sets in the early days 
of radio. You yell to your neighbor that 
you had Barcelona, Spain, last night. Sooner 
or later, he asks, "So what?" and when you 
stop to consider, so what yourself? Do you 
understand the words of the song you heard 
or the speech-a very popular program on 
foreign stations frequently consists of a nice 
long talk. After you have logged the station, 
you have a tendency to switch in your local 
network outlet to hear Joe Cook or Gene and 
Glenn. And the very novelty of the short- 
wave idea is beginning to wane. You tell 
your neighbor you got Barcelona last night 
and he says, "Humph, I had Cairo, Egypt." 
So tonight you get Cairo, and so what? 

Under the guise of great enterprise, an 
old company booked several weeks in 
Europe with the programs coming over here 
to be rebroadcast by a network. You heard 
Gertrude Lawrence and an outfit called The 
German Revelers which a couple of weeks 
before had been a sustaining program over 
NBC in the United States? Did you kick up 
your heels say hurray? Chances are you felt 

.like kicking your radio set because after the 
program had been on for a little while, you 
got so much static that you tuned in Ryan 
and Noblette or George Jessel and sighed 
your relief. 

This is not an attempt on our part to wave 
the Stars and Stripes. Europe has a lot to 
offer in the way of good entertainments, but 
like our present morning programs, they are 
surrounded on all sides by balderdash, long 
talks in foreign tongues and material which 
only a trained linguist can interpret-and 
when he does, finds out he has been listening 
to a talk on how to make vines climb up 
cottages in Palermo! 

It would seem that the short wave craze, 
instead of unseating the regular radio pro- 
grams which are offered daily without any 
particular to do, will prove a short wave- 
if not necessarily a merry one!

AMOVEMENT is afoot to vacuum 
clean the airways of all suggestive 
songs, jokes and gags or those that 

even have a tinge of the salacious. 
Not that the managers of the radio sta- 

tions in this neck of the woods haven't care- 
fully censured all material that goes out over 
the air and into the homes of their listeners 
-but frequently an objectionable song or 
joke is squeezed through unnoticed by the 
powers behind the programs. 

NBC chiefs here in San Francisco made 
the censorship more stringent than ever re- 
cently following orders from the New York 
office. 

As an example Tom Coakley's Palace Ho- 
tel Orchestra recently received a new song 
from an eastern publishing house. It was 
scheduled to be broadcast. But first the net- 
work program generalissimos gave it the 
double -o. They queried New York about the 
song. Wash it and wash it clean the Gotham 
office replied. 

Here's the way the original lyrics read in 
the song: 

"Who but you can set my soul afire 
With a new, completely mad desire?" 

And here's the way they were changed: 
"Who but you can make my cares seem 

brighter 
Making, too, a dreary day seem brighter?" 
And that's that. 
Among the other songs that the NBC has 

scratched from its list is: "Nasty Man," and 
it has frowned upon such ditties as "Hold 
Your Man," "What's Good for the Goose," 
"Keep Doin' What You're Doin'," "Young 
and Healthy," "And So I Married the Girl," 
"My Dog Loves Your Dog," "I Like It That 
Way," "Thank Your Father," "Turn on the 
Heat."

Breezing around the radio rialto we learned 
that Charles MacAlister, NBC actor, who 
has played many important microphone rôles 
is quite seriously ill in St. Luke's Hospital in 
San Francisco. . . . That Nanette LaSalle, 
hotcha vocalist on the NBC is likewise in a 
dangerous condition at the Mt. Zion Hos- 
pital. . . Juanita Tennyson has been heard 
recently singing with Al Pearce and his 
Gang. . Walter Beban, ex -NBC, is di- 
recting the orchestra at Guernewood Bowl, 
summer resort on the Russian River. . . . 

That Frank Galvin, KJBS artist -producer, 
made the biggest hit at the impromptu pro- 
gram staged by various San Francisco artists 
of the air, at Radio Day at the Salinas 

Rodeo. ... Lloyd Yoder, NBC press chief, 
was host of the affair and artists from prac- 
tically every bay district station were pres- 
ent.... KYA has a new microphone voice in 
Lynn Morley, talented young actress who is 
participating in the station's dramatic pre- 
sentations.... Marion Wilson, character im- 
personator, likewise is a newcomer to that 
station and is featured on the Bathday Re- 
vue, Saturday night funfest. . Wilt Gun- 
zendorfer, who pioneered orchestra music 
over radio in San Francisco, is now assistant 
manager of the Thomas Lee Artists Bureau 
of the CBS and has just signed to play at 
Lido's, popular San Francisco high spot... . 

A. L. Appleby, director of dramatic produc- 
tions for the CBS, has been a visitor in San 
Francisco for several weeks. . CBS re- 
ports, by the way, that most of its big spon- 
sors, off during the summer months are re- 
turning in the fall. . For instance here 
are a few that have definitely signed. . . 

Remington -Rand, to sponsor the "March of 
Time," beginning October 5.... Chesterfield 
returns October 1 with a broadcast three 
times a week.... Vicks Chemical Company 
is chalked up to begin broadcasting Septem- 
ber 30. . Like a shadow the microphone 
is following President Roosevelt home on his 
transcontinental train trip from Portland. 
The chief executive spoke on his arrival in 
the Oregon city, then again when he ar- 
rived at Glacier National Park ... once more 
at Rochester, Minn., where he presented the 
American Legion plaque to the Mayo Broth- 
ers and again at Green Bay, Wisconsin... . 

Alfred E. Smith is scheduled for a coast to 
coast and border to border radio address 
Sunday, August 12, over the CBS facilities in 
connection with the Marian Congress to be 
held in Portland, Ore. ... Smith will speak 
between 10 and 10:30 a. m.... The follow- 
ing day, August 13, Cardinal Ledicier will be 
heard over the same wireup between 10:30 
and 11 a. m.... With Gene Mancini at the 
helm, KQW is presenting a new series of pro- 
grams called "The Italian Radio Theatre" 
which are wafted out Mondays, Wednesdays 
and Fridays at 7:30 p. m. . KYA tells of 
a new program presented Sundays at 6 p. m. 
by the Melodettes-a quartet of colored las- 
sies. ... Paul Spiegel, Stanford University 
yell leader during 1929 and 1930, now carries 
comedy rôles at KYA. Harold Bock, 
scrivener for Variety, and KFRC publicity 
yarns, erstwhile news -caster, has launched 
a program over KFRC Friday nights at 6:15 
monickered "Spotlight." . . . Gossip of the 
stage and screen and news happenings in 
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general will be incorporated. Mort Werner, 
pianist, will furnish the necessary musical 
embellishments.... That St. Mary's College 
program on KTAB, "Books on Life" has 
been lengthened to twenty-five minutes. .. . 

Dial it Friday nights at 8:30.... If one ever 
tried to listen to all the big programs that 
came through the ether, he'd be forced to 
stay up twenty-four hours a day on some oc- 
casions. . . . For instance, CBS brought a 
very interesting program from Rhodesia, So. 
Africa, last Sunday at 4 o'clock in the morn- 
ing. . The occasion was the unveling of 
the Living -stone Memorial at Victoria Falls. 

Naturally very few heard it on the 
Pacific Coast, for to most of us the gentle art 
of shut -eye is being delved into at that awk- 
ward hour. . German Lied and Music is 
the name tacked onto the new KYA affair 
which goes out Mondays at 8:45 p. m. Ed- 
ward Strauss, baritone and Lucy Day, so- 
prano, are spotlighted.... A Vallejo reader 
wants all the lowdown on Jerry Wilford, 
KTAB's "Vagabond of the Air," whom, she 
says, has been a favorite for several years. 

As lack of space in this department pro- 
hibits me from running a long biographical 
epistle I have turned his history over to the 
editor of the Silhouettes Department.

Clarke Sisters are associated with KLX... . 

Robert Olsen hasn't been on the air since 
he was associated with KTAB some months 
back.... Nora Schiller was in Los Angeles 
last we heard.. . Walter Beban is playing 
at Guernewood Bowl on the Russian River. 

. Sorry, but space prohibits our answer- 
ing the rest at this time. KJR, Seattle, came 
to the aid of the frantic parents of five boys 
recently when they were reported missing. 

After the police and friends were unable 
to locate the missing youngsters, the radio 
station was appealed to and a half hour after 
the broadcast the lads were found on Vashon 
Island, gathered about a campfire. ... They 
had sought adventure and found it. 

"MAKE your radio audience think they j/ are smarter than you, and ten to one 
you will click in an air sketch." That is the 
statement of Chester Lauck, of the popular 
"Lum and Abner" rural radio sketch. Think 
it over a bit and then check in your mind 
other programs that have been sensationally 
successful. 

It is a fact that the most popular air 
shows are at the same time the simple, 
homely, down-to-earth sort of things that the 
masses can understand. Radio entertainment 
must of necessity be mass -appeal entertain- 
ment. It is a smart sponsor who recognizes 
this and realizes that the intelligentsia is in 
the minority. Lauck also pointed out that 
situations are the main thing, and even more 
important than the comedy element. New 
situations must be created daily to ensnare 
the listeners' interest. 

Although his broadcast series, by nature of 
the product he was advertising, was limited 
to thirteen weeks, Babe Ruth, the Sultan 
of Swat, set an all-time record for radio 
results. "I was only talking natural -like to 
the kids," says Ruth. 
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MICROPllO'f GOS SIP 
Olive West, sprightly NBC actress 

who made her stage debut a half century 
ago, could teach these tired young folks of 
today a few tricks. Busy as she is with her 
radio work, Olive finds time to exercise her 
lifelong hobby, painting. She also writes ex- 
cellent light verse, and for the last ten years 
has made every dress she has worn. She 
does it for economy sake, but the result is 
always a smart, becoming costume in which 
Olive looks like a woman at least twenty 
years her own junior. 

Marie Leon, KYA soprano and com- 
poser, claims that she holds some sort of a 
record for commuting. The diminutive miss 
drives a hundred miles each day, round trip 
to the station from her lodge in the Santa 
Cruz mountains, where she divides her spare 
time in writing music and riding "Milkweed," 
her horse. Marie says that she receives in- 
spiration for her compositions while canter- 
ing over mountain trails. Her first horse- 
back jaunt this summer gave her an idea for 
a song, which title came to her the following 
day. It was "I'm Eating Off the Mantle 
Now." 

Hazel Warner, Al Pearce contralto, 
has taken a house in Hollywood, where she 
lives with her daughter, Jean. Hazel is never 
happy without a garden and flowers around 
her. 

When David Ross announces Rich- 
ard Himber as the director of "New York's 
smartest dance music," that word "smartest" 
has a double significance. Education of the 
boys in Himber's CBS orchestra extends far 
beyond the realm of music. Eddie Steinberg, 
pianist, is a graduate of Fordham Law School 
and a member of the New York Bar. The 
drummer, Nat Levine, is a registered pharma- 
cist. One of the Himber saxophonists sports 
a Phi Beta Kappa key, and a violinist holds 
degrees from three colleges. 

Most wives try to escape from cook- 
ery, but Portland Hoffa is always borrowing 
somebody's kitchen so she can concoct a 
meal with her own small hands. With her 
husband, Fred Allen, Portland lives in an 
apartment where she has only an electric 
grill, and that's insufficient for her desires 
and talents. However, she can't get her hus- 
band to move. (When Fred Allen gets into 
a place, b'gosh, he stays there.) So Port- 
land frequently borrows the kitchen of her 

friend, Flo Hershfeld (wife of the artist, Al 
Hershfeld) or that of Walter Batchelor, her 
husband's manager, and spends a few hours 
happy among the pots and pans.

Club, and heard nightly from San Francisco 
over KH J and the Don Lee chain, is THAT 
thrilled. A fan who has admired her singing 
has written a smart new tune, "Love in the 
Afternoon," which Miss Lowe will feature. 

A be -tanned Mel Ventor is back at KFRC 
from a bus -man's vacation at Lake Tahoe, 
where he notl only spent long hours in the 
sun, but occasionally announced the dance 
band program from Cal -Neva Lodge. 

Vernita Henry does that comedy charac- 
ter, Mrs. Cornelia Yiff Niff, on the Blue 
Monday Jamboree. She's a former Univer- 
sity of North Dakota student. 

Edwin C. -fill, no less, thought up the 
name for the Blue Monday Jamboree's new 
grand dame character, Victoria Van Hoofen- 
Hyphen, and Harrison Holliway obtained 
permission from the commentator to use it. 

How would you like to have your 
vacation interrupted by a half -day trip back 
home just to play one song on an organ? 

Radio stars think nothing of little things 
like that, so Paul Carson, NBC organist, 
who is at Bohemian Grove, will be on hand 
next Thursday night to officiate at the or- 
gan for the Winning the West program as 
usual. 

Carlton E. Morse, author of One Man's 
Family, has let vacation plans keep him from 
being in the studio and personally directing 
the production of his serial, just twice since 
it went on the air.

Dick was born in San Francisco, and came 
to radio, as do so many announcers, by way 
of the theater. He is a University of Califor- 
nia graduate of the class of '24, which con- 
tributed a number of the West's outstanding 
radio stars. He played his first part in a 
campus production of Shaw's You Never 
Can Tell, opposite Bernice Berwin, now 
one of the coast's best known emotional 
actresses, and the portrayer of Hazel in One 
Man's Family. In his senior year Dick di- 
rected Little Theater productions in Berke- 
ley and worked with Irving Pichel, Sam 
Hume, Gilmore Brown and other well known 
figures, as well as a group of NBC stars, in- 
cluding Mike Raffetto and Bart Yarborough. 

He had his first professional experience 
with the Glendale Stock Company, then 
played in motion pictures for a time. When 
he returned to the stage it was to play in 
stock again with Henry Duffy and other 
western companies. He played at the Fulton 
Theater for two successive years, and as a 
Duffy player appeared in Seattle, El Paso, 
Denver, Portland and Los Angeles, opposite 
Marjorie Rambeau, Leo Carillo, Bela Lu- 
gosi and other stars. He was a member of a 
company which Duffy sent to Australia and 
New Zealand. 

He appeared in radio plays from time to 
time at Station KGO in the days when Wilda 
Wilson Church was pioneering in ether 
drama there, and when he returned to San 
Francisco he turned back to the microphone.

She com- 
pleted High School and since her ambition 
at that time was to make good in the music 
world, she started at once to realize that 
ambition. First radio work was over the 
Butte station KGIR, where she was so good 
that she one day received a telegram offer- 
ing her a position as singer on Radio Sta- 
tion KOL, Seattle. She accepted and, fol- 
lowing her work with the Seattle station, 
came south, where Bing Crosby "discovered" 
her. She has sung with Crosby on several 
of his coast -to -coast broadcasts. 

Her present ambition is to do radio work 
in New York. If her voice failed her, or if 
she had to leave radio for any reason, she 
states that she would enjoy having a music 
store. 

Her admiration of Bing Crosby amounts 
to something like hero worship. Bing is her 
favorite on both radio and screen.

New Renewal Extension 
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Mary Lou Defends Radio Actors 
[In a recent issue of Radio Art a statement 

released by the J. Walter Thompson Company, 
to the effect that stage -trained talent is far su- 
perior to radio -trained talent, has aroused con- 
siderable controversy. Following is the answer 
of Rosaline Greene, Mary Lou of "Showboat" 
fame, and one of the foremost radio actresses, 
who takes exception to the J. Walter Thompson 
Company viewpoint, and advances arguments 
emphasizing the reasons why radio actors are 
superior to stage -trained artists for radio work.] 

.\\TOU say stage actors are immeasurably 
11. superior to radio actors? Don't over- 

look, first, that in weighing comparative 
merits of stage versus radio actors you are 
too often measuring stars of some twenty 
years' experience, as against those expo- 
nents of a comparatively new art. Let me 
plead the case of the radio thespian. Re- 
member first of all, actors are born-and 
the polishing effective for one medium is 
not necessarily helpful in another. 

Take the time element on commercial pro- 
grams. Perhaps only two hours of rehearsal 
are available. The stage actor misses acutely 
the weeks to grow into a part. Radio actors 
have trained themselves to give a character- 
ization at sight, and this lightning grasp in 
a medium of stop watches is invaluable. 

Too, stage actors often seem at a loss to 
inject all nuances of thought and emotion 
into voice, for their whole training has 
stressed gesture and facial expression (wit- 
ness the radio weaknesses of stars such as, 
Ethel Barrymore, Katherine Hepburn and 
Margaret Anglin), while radio people learn 
to put everything into voice. 

What is more, radio actors are likely to 
be more versatile than stage actors-audibly. 
Instead of playing a rôle for a whole season 
they play several radically different shows 
a week. They learn, too, a definite trick of 
characterizing by voice, not depending on 
makeup or "business" such as walk, move- 
ments, for effect. 

Timing, too, is most vital. Do you realize 
that very often a show is cut and rehashed 
a few minutes before going on the air? A 
radio player must pick up the loose threads 
and instantly revise values. I have seen vet- 
eran troopers of the stage get positively 
panicky in such situations. 

Think, too, of the distractions of the 
studio, the lack of costumes and setting to 
create the proper atmosphere for your 
drama. It takes a specially trained imagina- 
tion to transcend evening clothes and stop 
watches to play a mountaineer woman! 

Also the difficulty of getting into the mood 
of a situation after a commercial has thrust 

stern merchandising upon your glamorous 
romance. Or, an abrupt musical selection to 
change, as I have had to do, from a giggling 
girl into a grief -torn woman, bridging a gap 
of ten years with a few bars of music. Does 
stage training prepare one for that? 

Radio actors, of course, are trained to 
blend their speech with orchestra and chorus 
that sometimes drown out the voice-such 
as I experienced in the tremendous finale of 
"Joan of Arc." In addition, we must jump 
at a lightning cue-very often a stage per- 
former gets horribly upset when the finger 
is pointed at him. Besides, radio actors are 
accustomed to speed up or slow down at a 
signal, regardless of tempo set at rehearsals 
(I feel tempted to quote the classic "ten 
seconds late, die fast"). 

Don't forget that radio has developed its 
own stars-versatile, dependable and often 
brilliant-Lucille Wall, Allyn Jocelyn, Frank 
Readick, Florence Malone, Elsie Hitz, Bill 
Sherley, Alf Shirley, Teddy Bergman-and 
may I include myself? 

Don't overlook the material that radio 
actors often have to work with. Usually 
there is not a speech to get one's teeth 
into-transitions are, of necessity, abrupt; 
emotion and psychology must be timed. 
When superior scripts are given to the radio - 
trained actor he knows how to get the most 
out of them!

"Roxy" (S. L. Rothafel), radio pioneer and 
one of America's foremost showmen, will 
make his debut over KHJ and the coast -to - 
coast Columbia network starting Septem- 
ber 15, in his first sponsored series of pro- 
grams. He will be heard from 4 to 4:45 p. m. 
each Saturday. The programs will be spon- 
sored by Fletcher's Castoria. 

As the central figure of the broadcasts, 
"Roxy" will be supported by a variety of 
talent. He will be master of ceremonies and 
impresario of the series, choosing the talent 
and supervising production. Famous as a dis- 
coverer of new stars, "Roxy" plans to bring 
many promising newcomers to the air, their 
performances serving as auditions for public 
favor. 

"Roxy" has been a popular figure of the 
air since the earliest days of broadcasting, 
in 1921, and he is said to have received more 
man mail than any other radio personality.

"Hold the paper in this manner and talk 
into the microphone this way," Godfrey said, 
demonstrating.

We saw airplanes 
by the score, and heard their roaring motors 
with our own ears; saw the rainbow -tinted 
water at Wai-ki-ki; saw the steamship 
Houston with its precious human cargo pass 
on its way to Honolulu, and saw it with its 
escort enter the harbor of this famous island 
city. Through the eyes of the announcer on 
the NBC boat who was so excited he was 
breathless, we saw the gay harbor dotted 
with the beautiful Hawaiian boats, manned 
by natives in their colorful garb; heard 
music from the pier like friendly leis across 
the water; saw ships from nearly every na- 
tion anchored there; heard native Hawaiians 
sing their own songs, Aloha, Song of the 
Islands, and that lovely, Prayer to Hawaii. 
And then we saw the beautiful steamship 
Houston tie up to the pier and our smiling 
President safely land, to be enthusiastically 
received by the waiting thousands. What 
a lovely, lovely group of pictures to re- 
member. 

Now the scenes shift. To England we go 
to witness a contest in sports, and from 
there to a sad scene where we heard an 
organ and the chant of the priest as Austria's 
leader was laid to rest; saw the war cloud 
that hung over the unhappy nation. 

Then as a climax we were taken up in the 
air for sure! Nearly 60,000 feet high, with 
three of the bravest men of whom we have 
ever heard. After listening to that broadcast 
all the way through, we could never think 
that heroism and real courage are a thing of 
past history, or that deeds of daring are 
limited to war times only. 

The thrills we had with these men so high 
above the earth; to hear their conversation 
not intended for our ears as they realized 
they were in trouble. The calmness with 
which Major Kepner told the others that 
"we must get going down"; the suspense 
during that period of waiting with our ears 
glued to the loud speaker, and the unutter- 

able relief when we heard Major Kepner's 

voice from that out-of-the-way place in Ne- 
braska, telling of their safe landing under 
the most dangerous conditions. 

To NBC, we who missed none of these 
things, are indebted for thrills a -plenty!

There are exalted moments of mountain 
top experiences in every worth while thing, 
but it seems that music holds more than 
any other, at least for a lot of us. While 
listening to this superb orchestra we are 
lifted face to face with all the grandeur of the 
universe, where we experience all the glory 
that we are capable of feeling. The deeps 
are brokn up and we are shaken with emo- 
tion, and, as after a storm the sun comes 
out, bathing every rain -washed tree and 
flower with pure radiance, so it is with us 
after this experience. Every little petty 
thought, every grievance real or imagined, 
is washed away, leaving our minds refreshed 
and clean, bathed in the sunlight of pure, 
clear thinking, and everything has a different 
perspective.

with all of its wooing tenderness.
