have fallen, people perished, 
and the entire progress of civilization 
retarded by a false philosophy that can 

be expressed in a single word-which simul- 
taneously epitomizes the cause of many of 
the world's woes today. That word is "he- 
donism." 

Webster defines hedonism as-"The doc- 
trine that pleasure is the sole or chief good 
in life and that moral duty is fulfilled in the 
gratification of pleasure -seeking instincts and 
dispositions." 

It would be tantamount to sacrilege to be- 
lieve or declare that Radio must find its 
greatest achievement in subservience to so 
retrogressive and unchristianlike a philoso- 
phy. But the final verdict must come from 
the audience itself. If the "Radio hedonist" 
is to be prevented from stealing the ether for 
his own idolatry, then patriotic, home -loving, 
God-fearing people must take Radio more 
seriously. If froth and frills are not to 
squeeze out broadcasts of substance, then in- 
telligent listeners must make their demands 
and appreciation emphatic. 

Not since the beginning of time has hu- 
manity had at hand another force so capable 
of contributing to its own enlightenment and 
regeneration. No ill besets the world today 
which cannot be cured or in some measure 
assuaged by the proper use of Radio. But, 
great and self-sufficient as is this magic force, 
it yet requires the active guidance, support, 
and encouragement of a slnL, -e and alert 
representative audience to accdmplish these 
ends. 

What percc,tage of the Rad.o public fully 
realizes the vast diversity o: instructive and 
inspirational programs on the air at the pres- 
ent moment? What part of the audience is 
availing itself in full of these daily oppor- 
tunities for education, enc nragement, and 
self -betterment? And they a:: opportunities. 
Educators, statesmen, religious leaders, 
household economists, engineer ,, eminent 
medical authorities, outstanding business 
chieftains, statisticians, sociologists, scien- 

tists, world travellers, famous writers, star 
reporters, renowned musicians-all of these 
and many more are now "inhabitants of the 
ether" awaiting but the sympathetic turn of 
a dial to bring inspiration and enlightenment 
to any home with the inclination to receive 
them. Shall they wait in vain for admit- 
tance? Shall the welcome accorded them and 
the response they evoke be so scanty and 
unenthusiastic that they will be withdrawn 
and the hedonist reign supreme? 

The answer is with you, the representative 
Radio audience. Make it a point to search 
out and tune in these programs. Not all of 
them can be given headline prominence by 
the sources to which you look for Radio in- 
formation-publicizing many thousand indi- 
vidual daily programs is a tremendous task, 
and unfortunately not all avenues of publicity 
are friendly to Radio. So do your own ex- 
ploring. Constitute yourself a committee of 
one to interest your friends and neighbors. 
Write the station or sponsor or both express- 
ing your appreciation of such programs, 
their place and significance in your home, 
and the importance of their continuation. 

Pleasure has a very definite and salutary 
function in the life of every person. But a 
mind occupied entirely with will-o'-the-wisp 
thoughts or a body applied only to sensuous 
pleasures must soon atrophy into an abject 
condition that destroys the entire happiness 
a:id usefullness of the individual. 

Knowledge is power. Faith is force. Radio 
has the reach and realism to universalize 
both. It requires but the support and en- 
couragement of those who themselves will 
benefit most. A country founded on Christi- 
anity and intelligence can triumph over the 
multiplied problems of a modern era, and 
preserve its hereditary blessings only by ad- 
hering to the principles and practices which 
gave it birth. 

Let every Radio listener do his part-not 
as an obligation to Radio, but as a duty to 
God, country, and home, for which Radio 
can do so much.

Has been on NBC, CBS, Merry -makers, 
KNX, KFAC and several other programs 
on the CBS.

Joe Twerp isn't his real name, but you 
try and find out what it is. 

ANDRE KOSTELANETZ, the genial j maestro of the orchestra that accom- 
panies Rosa Ponselle, Nino Martini and 
Grete Stueckgold on the CBS broadcasts, 
has been studying music since he was three 
years old. And although he left his native 
country, Russia, when he was barely twenty 
to become an accompanist to several Metro- 
politan and Chicago Opera stars, he has con- 
tinued to study music with a fervor that has 
earned for him a place among radio's premier 
arrangers, conductors, and composers. 

He states his opinion on modern radio, its 
music and beliefs, when he said at the con- 
clusion of his operatic career, "Quite a few 
highly revered operas aren't any better basic- 
ally than many so-called popular American 
songs. Take them apart and you'll find that 
they are merely native street songs disguised 
in an elaborate orchestral dress." That was 
in 1924, when he started his radio career. 
Now he holds several early records of ar- 
ranging and conducting, among them the 
honor of offering the first full-length pro- 
gram without the usual announcements. In 
this technique the music itself creates the 
desired mood without verbal exposition. This 
method of presentation has already been 
widely accepted. Currently he is developing 
a new type of radio music known as "har- 
monic sophistication." This is an attempt to 
crystallize the tempo of life in the 30's with 
an expression of the speed and unrest in- 
herited from the post-war decade, and yet 
not incorporate the blatancy which charac- 
terized that era. 

The completeness and smoothness with 
which he has accomplished this type of 
music truly places him among America's 
best artists. What skillful artists do with 
colors and talented orators and writers with 
words, Andre Kostelanetz does with music. 

His chesterfield half-hour program, offered 
recently over CBS and now off the air for 
a brief time, has established thousands of 
fans throughout the country that have made 
it possible for him to procure as featured 
artists such noted vocalists as Nino Martini, 
Rosa Ponselle, and Grete Stueckgold. One 
of these half-hour programs requires 1,300 
pages of manuscript music, and CBS statis- 
ticians report that a stack of music used in 
one broadcast stands higher than the five 
feet five inches tall conductor.

Another Music Lover Stands Up to Be Counted 
I have been a reader of your good little maga- 

zine for several years, but never before felt an 
urge strong enough to offer anything for its very 
interesting "Open Circuit." But I cannot refrain 
longer from adding my protest to the kind of 
programs we have been offered the past few 
months by both the principal networks. 

I refuse to believe that the majority of the 
listening public prefers blues singers, whiners, 
crooners, wailers that slide down the scale like 
a dying calf-love songs that have neither time 
nor a vestige of sincere sentiment, and jazz or- 
chestras on end. 

Rather I wonder if it is not that the jazz 
hounds bombard such programs continually with 
their approval and howl for more, while we 
lovers of good music have sat back in our easy 
chairs, enjoying what good things come over 
and said nothing until now the good music has 
about disappeared entirely. And now it is high 
time for us to be heard long and loud. I agree 
with D. E. A. in a recent issue of your maga- 
zine, exactly. 

I am not a "highbrow" in music, but we do 
like the popular classics-orchestras that give 
us good music, love songs if you will, but let 
them be those that stick to at least some of the 
rules of recognized harmony and have a sem- 
blance of a time and words that ring with sin- 
cerity-there are plenty such. 

We miss Charles Hart's orchestra very much. 
Some of the other leaders may be as good, but 
none of them give us the class of music he did, 
and they appear to be catering more and more 
to the taste for light modern stuff. 

The wonderful varied programs Roxy used to 
give us Sunday mornings have now become 
s mply another orchestra, but last week the only 
piano concerto we have had for weeks was cut 
off abruptly in the middle of a movement for 
comics. 

And Mickey Gillette, the first man to my mind 
to make a musical instrument of a saxophone, 
who gave us good solos, sprinkled with good 
things, could not be let alone; they must team 
him up with a group that seems to be headed 
toward another squawking ensemble of light 
moderns. 

I am tempted here to insert a garbled quota- 
tion because it should be said: "O Music! What 
crimes are committed in thy name." 

And now I want to whisper this in the ears 
of sponsors: It is not the jazz mad that buy 
most of their wares, but the householder that 
generally enjoys some real music. And to the 
manufacturers of and dealers in radio sets: 
Why is it the present demand is mostly for 
small, cheap sets? Is it not largely because the 
music lover sees no reason for investing in a set 
for the home, that has some real fidelity, until 
there is a prospect of programs that justify it. 
We might just as well, as one suggests, dig out 
our old "Victor," for good records are cheap 
now. And let them not get the notion this is the 
notion of one man-it is in the air-this opinion 
is quite prevalent. "The handwriting is on the 
wall"-unless the lovers of good programs are 
given more consideration. Keep up the good 
fight. More power to you.

Pinky Lee, comedian on the Carefree Car- 
nival, never does his best unless he's wearing 
the tattered old sailor suit that he wore for 
so many years when he was a vaudeville 
headliner. 

Bob Waldrop, the announcer on Tom 
Coakley's transcontinental broadcasts, bows 
graciously at the microphone the whole time 
he is reading his copy. 

Meredith Willson continuously brushes one 
lock of hair from his eyes while he leads 
a musical score. 

Michael Raffetto (Paul Barbour) in One 
Man's Family) rocks back and forth on his 
heels while reading his part. 

Cliff Nazarro, popular singer, always holds 
a handkerchief clasped tightly in his hand 
while singing . and mops his forehead 
immediately at the conclusion of a song. 

Rush Hughes, Shell Show master of 
ceremonies, and Langendorf Pictorial star, 
always occupied himself with something 
during the time that the announcer reads 
his introduction ... looks out the window, 
reads a newspaper or something of the sort 

and is always fifteen or twenty feet 
from the mike when it's time for him to 
start. 

Edsel B. Ford, president of the Ford 
Motor Company, has announced a new 
broadcast series over the Columbia network, 
starting Sunday, October 7, from 5 to 6 
p. m., P. S. T. The program will be heard 
each Sunday at the same time through the 
fall and winter. The weekly program will 
feature the Ford Symphony Orchestra, con- 
ducted by Victor Kolar. The orchestra will 
be supported by a mixed chorus of twenty- 
four voices and a notable array of guest art- 
ists, both singers and instrumentalists. The 
programs will be broadcast from Orchestra 
Hall in Detroit.

has swept 
Irene "Bee" 
Beasley to 
that coveted 
honor. She 
was crowned 
recently in 
Madison 
Square Gar- 
den, New 
York, at the 
National 
Electrical and 
Radio Expo- 
sition. More 

than 298,000 votes were cast by radio listen- 
ers all over the country. 

For the first time in the history of radio, 
listeners elected their Queen by direct vote. 

"The long. tall gal from Dixie" was elected 
by a wide majority of votes over many well 
known air favorites. Candidates were nomi-- 
nated by direct ballot, ten of which consti- 
tuted a nomination, and by direct choice of 
the 299 radio editors from all sections of the 
country. There designation ceased. The 
listeners elected. 

This slender Texas blues singer, now a 
sovereign in the radio realm, fought her way 
from an unpretentious beginning. Her croon- 
ing voice and her engaging manner have 
brought her deserved prominence. 

Madge Marley, young soprano from 
Greensboro, N. C., has been chosen as the 
songstress who will appear with Freddy 
Martin's orchestra during the new "Open 
House" series on the Columbia network 
each Sunday from 2 to 2:30 p. m., starting 
October 7. Her songs will be heard in ad- 
dition to vocal specialties by versatile mem- 
bers of the band, including Elmer Feld- 
kamp, baritone; Terry Shand, blues singer; 
the Martinettes, male trio, and the piano 
team of Russell and Terry. 

The Swift Hour, featuring Sigmund Rom- 
berg, famous American operetta and musical 
comedy composer, and original musical com- 
positions written by him especially for the 
program, was inaugurated over a coast -to - 
coast NBC network on Saturday, October 6. 
William Lyon Phelps, noted literary critic 
and commentator, is acting as master of 
ceremonies, numerous assisting artists and 
one of the largest orchestras on the air 
share time on the full hour broadcasts from 
the NBC Radio City studios under the 
sponsorship of Swift and Company. 

Joe Penner and his famous duck, who be- 
gan their spectacular climb to radio fame 
j-ast a year ago, will be back on a coast-to- 
cDast NBC network for a new series of 
Faker's Broadcasts on Sunday, October 7, 
a: 4:30 p. m. Penner and his duck, accom- 
panied once more by Ozzie Nelson's orches- 
tia and Harriet Hilliard's songs, will be 
heard again from the NBC Radio City stu- 
d os each Sunday in a series of half hour 
b-oadcasts sponsored by the makers of 
Fleischmann's yeast on behalf of the bakers 
cl America. 

Beginning his sixth consecutive season of 
football broadcasts, Ken Stuart greeted 
gridiron fans over KOL and the Northwest 
C3S network September 29 when he pre- 
sented his description of the Washington- 
Ifaho contest played in the University of 
Washington Stadium. Stuart is one of the 
foremost Pacific Coast sports announcers, 
and always includes a great deal of color 
in his descriptions. 

Tenor Frank Parker, Announcer Don 
Wilson, and Don Bestor and his orchestra 
will be with Jack Benny when the famous 
conedian of radio, screen and stage begins 
his new series of Sunday evening broadcasts 
on October 14, at 8:45 p. m., P. S. T., over 
an NBC coast -to -coast network. Benny's 
ne r series, which will succeed his current 
Fr day night broadcasts, will be given a spe- 
cial repeat performance for NBC Pacific 
Coast listeners. The programs are being of- 
fered under the sponsorship of the General 
Fonds Corporation. 

Bert Butterworth is hiding behind a set of 
chin whiskers these days in his new rural 
characterization of the old codger who wraps 
up the news in homely capsules on the 9:10 
to 9:15 spot on KMTR. This five-minute 
nigztly spot manages to crowd in a singer 
(alternately Mary Rosetti, Ted White and 
Pat O'Shea), and the wit and philosophy of 
one of radio's veterans. Bert headlined the 
Op-imistic Program for eight years, and pro- 
ducod the Gilmore Circus for three and a 
hall years. As a writer, editor of five big 
trace journals, and head of a printing plant, 
he takes his relaxation out in his radio work. 

Get him into a reminiscent mood and a far 
away look will come into the blue eyes of 
Johnny Murray, head man of the CBS Sun- 
day Night Hi Jinks. The jovial master of 
ceremonies had a 3,000 mile away look, in 
fact, as he recalled his first radio appearance. 
It was over a very small station in Jersey 
City. N. J., back in the days when a crystal 
set was a luxury and two head phones a 
dow-aright extravagance. With the backing 
of a z anaemic piano, young Murray stepped 
up to the carbon microphone, put his tenor 
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voice into "Sunrise and You," and wondered 
if anyone was listening. 

Quite a far cry from that one -station ap- 
pearance in a day of audience scarcity to the 
present, when several hundred thousand 
dialers of Columbia's western network "lend 
their ears," and many hundreds storm the 
Major Theater in Los Angeles each Sunday 
night to see as well as hear Johnny Murray's 
one hour cavalcade of humor and melody. 

Gabrielle De Lys, NBC contralto on the 
Carefree Carnival, invited Rita Lane, soprano 
on the same transcontinental, to her home 
for dinner. Dinner over, Gabrielle had to 
excuse herself in the customary manner of 
radio folk-"You stay right here and make 
yourself at home . I'll be right back, 
after the show ... listen to the Big Ten 
and see how I get along tonight, will you?" 

About five minutes before the Big Ten 
would start Rita went to the radio and 
turned it on . . . no response . the tubes 
lighted, there was the usual little hum, but 
no music. Technical -minded, Rita went in 
search of metal and string, and the program 
came in strong. But Gabrielle is still hys- 
terical about what she found when she came 

home and found Rita seated demurely at the 
radio. An egg -beater, a stove lifter, an 
aluminum kettle, the silverware, forks, 
spoons, knives, all tied together so they 
touched each other in perfect circuit. The 
prongs of a fork were stuck under the aerial 
binding post at the back of the set and the 
volume was so great the dial had to be 
turned down as low as possible. 

Who said radio sopranos-well, anyway 
he was wrong!
