There
will he heard on this serics at least thirty-six
of the most promising and talented singers in
America, which the Metropolitan Opera
audition committee believe have the best
chance to attain that nltimate goal of every
singer, a Metropolitan debut or engagement,
The judges will he the regular Metropolitan
committee on auditions, with Edward John-
son officiating. The committee on auditions,
however, will welcome any comments the
public may care to send them, expressing
opinions regarding the singers.

The music will be the sort that cverybody
loves, favorite gems from favorite operas. In
other words, the "hit tunes” of opera brought
down to the level of Mr. Average John Q.
Public, sung by finely trained singers who
arc at the threshold of stardom.

This new Metropolitan Opera  Auditions
of the \\ir program is not only hreaking tradi-
tion in the musical world. but creating a_new
and just path to the ~mgmg roster of the
great opera company, It is a sincere effort
on the part ol the sponsors of this programn

Started by Heidt as a campus orchestra
while he was a student at the University of
California, the Brigadiers have developed into
one of the most talented and versatile musical
aggregations of the airways, numbering in the
troupe a band of fifteen pieces, nine vocal
soloists, a feminine quartet and a male glee
club, Still plaving under the Heidt baton are
four members of the original orchestra—Art
Thaorsen. bull fiddle player and comedy singer;

Gene Knotts, pianist: Warren lewis, trum-
peter, and Jcrr_v Bowne, trumpeter and
novelty singer,

Featured vocalists with the Brigadiers in-
clude lovely lysheth Hughes, singing harp-
ist; Alvee King. solo member of the King
Sisters Quartet. who specializes in blues
songs: Art Thorsen and Jerry Bowne, who
lead the novelty vocal contingent; Bob Mec-
Coy, who came to the Brigadiers from a role
in “T'he Desert Song.” Charles Goodman,
bharitone: Steve Merrill, tenor; Mike Vande-
veer, bass, and Jack Warren, whistler. Out-
standing among the several instrumental
soloists is Alvino Rey. whose electric stecl
guitar is one of the most distinctive features

1925 and accepted by Act of Congress the
same year,

Six feet tall and two hundred
odd pounds distributed upon this height is
Don Wilson, the announcer. He talks with
the audience—is jovial and infectious

Jack and Mary arrive. Vociferous applause
greet them. The audience is beginning to
warm up. What long finger nails Mary has'
Sensitive hands. Jack disappears to doff his
top coat . . . Baker's jaws still in desperate
struggle with gum . . . The rhythm Green
is enticing from the orchestra, is very tempt-
ing to the feet . .. Jack smoothly chats with
the audience. \Women giggle—men howl. . .

His
eyes wander in the direction of the piano.
He meditates then one hand feels ahout un-
der a mwsic stand. Kenny has overlooked
the chairs, but then he probably believes
that this is an old-fashioned method of
“staching it” . . . Jack offers "Love in
Bloom™ via the fiddle, while the orchestra
plays another selection, The audience shrieks
. .. The deadline and a hush has fallen over
the theatre . . . The program begins . . . It's
over—BUT the audience is reluctant to
leave. Many fannettes push their way to
the stage to capture pages from the com-
edian’s script which were thrown to the
floor during the presentation . . . Benny
leaves the building followed by the cast . . .
Baker's jaws are quiet. Somewhere stick-
ing to an inanimate object is the gum. The
young singer stands for a moment trying to
recall where. Then he sadly leaves the
stage.  We hurry home with much praise
for Jack Benny, who never disappoints.
