Congrats to Harold 
Sellers and the entire ODXA gang on this 
great accomplishment. 

Mike Barraclough and Bob Padula reported 
the recent passing of Dick Speekman on our 
Yahoo Group in March. Dick Speekman was 
a former host of DX Jukebox on Radio Ned- 
erland in the 1970s, and of Radio Australia's 
program Spectrum in the 1980s. He passed 
away peacefully on 11 March 2009 in the 
Hawker Hospital, South Australia. He had 
been suffering form colon cancer. Bob had 
worked closely with him in the production 
of the Spectrum program. In his later years, 
Dick was involved with corpmunity radio in 
South Australia. 

For better or worse, it looks like India is 
moving toward implementation of Digital 
Radio Mondiale (DRM). After extensive trials 
in 2007, AU India Radio (AIR) has decided 
that DRM is the best technology for convert- 
ing its vast public service broadcasting net- 
work to digital. After conducting trials over 
a one and a half year period, AIR has started 
regular DRM transmissions from a 250 KW 
shortwave transmitter installed near New 
Delhi in January. AIR is also in the process 
of converting 4 shortwave transmitters (250 
kW) to DRM mode in early 2009. There are 
plans to introduce DRM transmissions in 42 
new médium wave, 36 existing médium wave 
and 5 new shortwave transmitters. However, 
the cost and availability of good receivers 
remains the main issue in their implemen- 
tation strategy for the next five years.

-Bill Hill recently noted that as of March 29, 
ail SWBC stations were required to leave the 
7,100 to 7,200 kHz range in the 41 meter 
band, which will then be 100% reserved for 
amateur radio use. Will ail SWBC stations 
leave this range or will some stay behind? 
As Bob noted, "It will be interesting to see 
how many stations continue to operate 
there in défiance, or ignorance, of the new 
allocation." 

Bob Padula's Australian Shortwave Guide 
(ASWG), Edition No. 23 for the A09 Season 
is now available. It is commercially printed 
and produced in conjunction with the Aus- 
tralian Electronic DX Press Radio Monitoring 
Association. The ASWG Edition No. 23 is a 
no-frills reference, covering the five-month 
international shortwave transmission 
period commencing March 29 2009, and con- 
cluding on Qctober 26 2009, known as the 
"A09 International Transmission Season." 
With several hundred entries, it provides 
comprehensive information of shortwave 
broadcasting schedules for transmissions 
intended for Australia, New Zealand and 
the Pacific Islands, for broadcasts in ail 

languages. The complété schedules for 
Radio Australia and CVC-Australia are also 
included. The ASWG has been around for 27 
years, and was first published in 1982 as 
a supplément to an early Australian com- 
mercial electronics magazine. When that 
magazine ceased opérations in 1992, ASWG 
became an indépendant self-funded project 
and is now published twice a year. Qrdering

sumption. The galena receiver is powered 
by the electromagnetic waves received by 
the antenna. The "Radio Popular" Galena 
started being produced in 1950 by the Radio 
Popular receiver factory and it covered 

a wave length ranging from 200 to 2000 
meters. It is similar to the Soviet model 
Komsomolet. By the way, Radio Romania 
International's English Service announced 
that, as of 29 March, it started broadcasting 
programs to Central Africa.

The first topic is about Radio St. Helena informed by Mr. Kipp of Germany. According 
to Mr. Gary Walters, Station Manager of Radio St. Helena, the station has received mail 
from 24 countries for the 2008 St. Helena Day broadcast aired on November 15 last year. 
The mail received by February 4 had corne from the following countries: The top is Japan 

" 124 mail, almost half of the total mail. The second is USA 35, then Germany 33, UK 15, 
Italy 12, Spain 9, Sweden 7, Brazil 4, Austria 3, France 2, Belgium 2, Greece 2, Mexico 2, 
India 2. One each from the following countries: Ukraine, Finland, Luxembourg, Czech 

. Republic, Denmark, Indonesia (Bali), Canary Islands, Portugal, New Zealand and South 
Korea. The new QSL is printed in Europe and is to be shipped to St. Helena. The station 
will issue the cards hopefully in July. 

The second topic is the noise problem of PLC (Power Line Communication) eguipment 
in Japan. As reported last month, the first assessment committee was held on 23rd of 
January, and the Government position seemed to reject our complaint because of our un- 
qualification status as the SW listeners were not legally protected in Japan. The second 
assessment committee is scheduled on 18th of March, so we are preparing clarification 
document. So far we have filed three complain documents against 17 certified types of 
PLC eguipment claiming cancellation of these certification because of high noise level 
on SW bands from these eguipment.

I am working on putting together my applications for NASWA awards, the first time since 
I started DXing and joined NASWA in 1975. I have been cataloging my QSL collection 
and have noted that I have lost a few valuable QSL cards that I collected over the years. 
I cannot find my VOA Ryukyu Island QSL card or my Radio Laos QSL letter. The later 
was on some of the thinnest rice paper I have ever seen, perhaps it evaporated over the 
years, hi! Also, it appears ail of my foreign medium-wave letters and most of the cards 
have disappeared. 

I am sitting on 145 countries verified and was planning on waiting until I hit 150 coun- 
tries before submitting award applications. But since the reply rate for QSL requests is so 
bad these days, it could take another year to get 5 more countries verified, so no more 
procrastinating and I am sending in a batch of applications this weekend. 
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Although regretting I did not QSL many more of the stations that I heard in the past 
that are now long gone, I am still thanîcful for what I did get. It is sad that the award 
program is only realistic for vétéran DXers these days, a new DXer would not have a 
chance at most of the awards and perhaps not a single one of the Continental Awards! 
Here is where I stand on them: 

Africa: 29 verified. I don't think it will be possible for me to verify 11 more countries 
from what is currently active, but I could perhaps get close. 

Antarctica: 0. Need to send another follow-up. 

Asian: 35 verified. Enough for the first award, need 15 more for the DXpert. Not sure if 
there are enough active countries left. 

European: 38 verified. More that enough for the Master award. 

North America: 19 verified. Exactly enough for the DXpert award. 

South America: 12 verified. Need one more for the DXpert award. Working on Suriname 
with a relatively fresh report now and still trying with Paraguay with a log from 2006. 

Now a question on the AU Germany DXer. This is a question for the Awards Committee, but 
thought I would try here first. The award requires vérification of 10 différent shortwave 
broadcast stations in Germany. Does QSLing say DW on various transmitter sites each 
count as a broadcast station? Or would DW count as one, VGA relays count as one, etc? 

My tally consists of 8 which includes 5 of the old German regionals such as Bayerischer 
Rundfunk in Munich, Sender Pries Berlin in Bremen, RIAS Deutschland Radio in Berlin, 
etc. I have VGA Munich and VGA Wertachtal counted as 1 each for a total of 7. Finally RBI, 
no telling what transmitter site there, from 1977 that I count as 1 more for a total of 8. 

Can anyone enlighten me on this award and what to count?

Yes, you can count each VGA site and DW site. I don't think there is any overlap there 
(they don't both use Nauen for instance). Boy, how frustrating not to find the QSLs. 

Then one day I opened up a box of photos, 
and there were 5 MW QSLs including WTOP Washington DC. Sounds like you have a good 
start on awards!

Here are this weeks reports. l'm still playing with the loop in the backyard and doing 
comparisons. It's a lot quieter than the sloper, especially below 5000 kHz. 

Some good fun this week as the Colombia and Mali stations were firsts for me as was 
the Myanmar station on Ron Howard's lead. I exchanged e-mails with Marfil Estereo in 
Colombia and sent a vérification letter so keep your fingers crossed.

I have a Drake R-8B and Alpha Delta Sloper antenna and I was wondering if any members 
could help me with a question. I have noticed I have quite a bit of noise (continuous 
static like), particularly on the tropical bands which makes hearing anything difficult. 
My question: I do not have the antenna grounded, although a wire leads down presum- 
ably for that purpose, nor do I have the receiver ground utilized, although again a nut on 
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the back of the receiver appears to be for that purpose. Would it help to drive an 8 foot 
copper rod in the ground and attach the antenna ground to it-it is about 20 feet from 
the house? Also, would it help to attach a ground wire from the rx to that same rod? Or 
would it make no différence at ail? I don't recall this static being a problem before, and 
it does not change in consistency at différent times of the day. Do you have any ideas? 
Thanks for the help and sorry for the long explanation.

CLANDESTINE - Shiokaze. On March 1, I sent an email to COMJAN, along with an audio 
file of a recent réception on 5985. My recording contained Myanmar Radio interférence in 
the background. I explained to them that Myanmar Radio had been on that frequency for 
many years and was a government operated station. Mr. MURAO had recently indicated 
to me that "There are a lot of illégal radio stations in Myanmar", which sounded as if 
he thought the interférence on 5985 was coming from an illégal opération, so I set the 
record straight. On March 2,1 received this response from COMJAM: "Thank you for your 
report on our SHIOKAZE. We feel easy there is no jamming from North Korea. Then, our 
director Mr. MURAO has the plan to research the situation of réception near the border 
of DMZ in South Korea next week. And he will get together with the escapee from North 
Korea who stays in Japan. I think it is very informative for us to manage the short wave 
radio to North Korea. Sincerely yours, Sadaki MANABE". Would be interesting to know if 
he is told if there is any interférence from Myanmar that is actually heard near the DMZ 
or in any other parts of Korea.

Often, one must décidé whether to fish or eut bait. Where "fish" equals DXing and "eut 
bait" equals equipment maintenance, I was finally forced to perforai the latter to enhance 
the former. Yet another intermittent connection was found in my rat's nest of 20-year 
old coaxial patch cables, and that was the last straw. I decided to replace them ail. A 
bagful of PL-259's, UG-175 reducers, BNC's and RCA Phono plugs was ordered, and new 
cables were eut to the proper lengths. 

Since my BIG soldering gun gave up the ghost some years ago, and my 140-watt Weller 
gun just isn't up to the task, I decided to solder the shield braid to the PL-259's with a 
small tip on the oxy-acetylene rig. Heat sinking was provided by two pairs of vise grips, 
and this method worked so well that 1"' never use a soldering gun for this job again. 
The connections are bulletproof, and these new pigtails are a noticeable improvement. 
Received signal strengths have increased by a much as lOdB! 

But the big news at KB2DMD is a small radio. In a most gracious expression of "Unity and 
Friendship", our leader, the benevolent Mr. Rich D'Angelo, has entrusted me the stew- 
ardship of his Lowe HF-150 communications receiver! This is really a dream corne true 
for me, as I has always yearned to own one of these sets. Back when they were on the 
market, circumstances prevented me from acquiring one and, by the time my situation 
had improved, the radio had been discontinued. 

The reviews of the day intrigued me—how could so much receiver be stuffed into a pack- 
age the size of a red brick? Even David Letterman owns one of these radios, and that man 
could afford to buy the latest HF receiver manufactured by Daimler-Benz Aerospace. 

Well, the HF-150 has been on constant use here for over a month now, and Fve found its 
performance to be astonishing in every regard. Its sensitivity and selectivity compare 
favorably with my very best vacuum tube brutes, to the extent that Fve been able to 
give those receivers a well deserved rest. Even the major gripe of the HF-150's reviewers 
("overloading", due to its unfiltered broadband front end), is easily rectified with an out- 
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board preselector. Used with a "big Speaker", its audio quality is absolutely phénoménal— 
listening to Sunday's "Big band Bounce" on 1370 WPAZ would have you believe that the 
Artie Shaw or Glenn Miller orchestras were performing in our living room! 

Thanks again, Rich. The HF-150 occupies a place in my shack, and I can't remember the 
last time IVe been so excited about a piece of gear. 

Oh, and before I forget: hats off to Dexter Bail for his Musing in the February Journal. 
Brother Stair's ubiquity on short wave certainly seems to annoy some people, but the five 
points that Mr. Bail mentioned in his missive are not only valid, but extremely important.

HCJB's Global Technical Center in Elkhart, Indiana has just received 8,000 fixed-tuned, 
solar powered shortwave radios to be distributed to potential listeners Worldwide. They 
were manufactured in China. (From HCJB's "Truth") 

The last tall international transmitter at the Fifo site in Ecuador was moved on Christmas 
Eve. The tall towers were moved because they would have obstructed the flight pattern 
of the future international airport. There are still fourteen shorter towers left. They 
don't have to be moved. They are used to broadcast sixty hours a day to targets in the 
Americas, such use being scheduled to end in 2010 when local stations will broadcast 
many of the shortwave programs. The above is based on information just received from 
HCJB's Voice & Hands.

In the February édition of the Journal, Don Jensen and Jim Ronda contributed a short 
article titled "The E5 Challenge". They had erabarked on a project to détermine if 100 
countries could be logged using a basic portable receiver and its whip antenna. Both 
owned an Eton E5, hence the title of the project. Others were invited to take up the 
challenge. 

While I don't own an E5, I do have a similar receiver, a Sony ICF-SW7600G. It's in the 
same category (Compact Portables) as the E5 in Passport and sells for around $150.1 have 
used the 7600 sparingly for about 10 years, but always with the Sony AN-LP1 portable 
loop antenna. Although I questioned its performance using only the whip, I decided to 
take up the "E5 Challenge". 

I am pleased (and a bit surprised) to report that I have now logged 104 countries. My 
top five logs are 4319 BIOT/Diego Garcia, 4976 Uganda, 4828 Zimbabwe, 4780 Djibouti, 
and 3905 PNG-New Ireland. The total was helped by some good PNG/Asian openings, and 
by the fact that I am retired and can listen, for the most part, at odd hours of the day 
and night. 

The performance of the whip antenna deserves comment. While it remains the limiting 
factor in terms of the absolute number of countries that can be logged, it also provides 
an advantage in some circumstances. I found that it gave me the mobility needed to 
avoid locally (in and near the house) generated noise and enabled me to wander about 
the second floor with the 7600 and earphones in search of the best spot to hear a signal. 
The family didn't think this odd, as they have become accustomed to such behavior. 

I believe than IVe reached the practical maximum number of countries for the 7600 
given the time of year, sunspot count, and available targets. l'm declaring the project 
a success and most definitely recoramend that others try "basic radio and whip" DXing. 
Thanks, again, to Don and Jim for this great idea.

Ciao from Roma (March 22nd 2009—sunny and cold weather) 

It's spring time, but since March 20th weather is cold, windy and dry here in Rome; 
instead bad weather elsewhere in Italy. Some days before the equinox, weather in my 
QTH was clear / variable with almost warm température under the Sun. 

Maybe I am lucky, but since last December, I started FM Radio listening at my office too. 
With my small Grundig Yacht Boy 10 (AM-FM & SW analogical tuning), the morning I 
can hear the funny talk shows and music programs of Radio Monte Carlo on 106.30 MHz. 
Instead, during the afternoon, usually I hear " Lo Zoo di 105" talk show of Radio 105 
on 96.5 MHz. That's a good idea, as time seems to pass faster, especially when doing a 
boring and répétitive job. Sometimes, I tried to listen something on short-waves bands, 
but nothing of interesting: no idea concerning tuned Radios and frequencies, but only 
some Arabie and Middle East chants, and talking in some unidentified languages. 

As the Sun is still "sleeping", during the second and the third week in March, condi- 
tions on Tropical band of 60mt changed every night. Some nights, I listened usual LA 
Radios ( R. Clube do Para, R. Dif. De Macapa & R. Brasil Central ) with nice audio or 
barely audible; instead, other nights with no signal or fading out during the morning 
grayline before sunrise here in Rome, as the strong R. Rebelde (March 22nd, just noted 
a weak signal only on 5025 before sunrise!

No good 
conditions for African Radios in March 21st evening, but resumed UBC Radio in March 
22nd early morning before sunrise. Voice of America on 4960 kHz increased its signal and 
audio during greyline in Sao Tome. Also caught VGA from Africa relays on other tropical 
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frequencies during evening. Nighttime conditions from East and Far East seemed to be 
still fair. March 18, reappeared Australia on the 120 meters band. 

Thanks to Rich D'Angelo's news on Journal ( just received March issue 3 / 20), March 
22nd morning , I caught R. Dabanga via Germany on 7315 (after Radio France Int. with 
its French program in // 5925) and Madagascar on 13800 kHz, both in //; listened the 
Talata Volonondry relay with few seconds of delay from Wertachtal transmitter (please, 
see loggings of mine on the appropriate columns). And here my last tip: March 17, from 
0500 UT, the authoritative BBC WS on 5875 kHz (Rampisham transmitter - UK), noted, 
for the first time, shifting frequently up and down on 5874.98 & 5874.99 kHz. 

That's ail for now. Till the next.

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The registration table opened bright and 
early, 8:00 AM. The exhibits tables, which 
ran continuously from 9:00 AM to 10:00 FM 
(evening hours were a new feature this year) 
in the Stockholm Room, included Digital 
Radio Mondiale and Internet Radio Live 
Démonstrations and Testing by Kim Elliott; 
Satellite TV/Radio Démonstration with 
Tracy Wood; and vendor displays, station 
displays and club displays. Greg Majewski 
hosted the Radio Listening Room in Room 
425 designed to enable people to hook up 
radios to various loop antennas.

MFJ-4726 Desktop/Remote Antenna/ 

Transceiver Switch 

The MFO-4725 is a multiple antenna/trans- 
ceiver switch that permits selecting any 
of six 50 ohm coaxial feedline antenna 
Systems and up to six transceivers or receiv- 
ers in any combination. The sélections are 
performed by relays, so the '4726 can be 
remotely mounted in an ont of the way posi- 
tion and switching can then be controlled 
by the MFJ-4726RC — a small switch box 
that connects to the main unit with CAT5 
cable. The other advantage afforded by the 
use of relays is that light action switches 
for antenna/transceiver sélection can be 
used instead of the heavier units required 
for handling RF power in passive antenna 
switches. The unit includes gas discharge 
tube surge protectors and ail inputs are 
grounded when the switches are placed in 
the "Off" position. A tranceiver sense jack 
is included—this can be connected to a 12 
volt accessory output on a transceiver so the 
switch inputs are grounded when the radio 
is turned off. There is a common output 
from the antenna sélection section and a 
common input to the transceiver sélection 
section, allowing accessories such as tuners 
or preselectors to be placed in-line. If no 
such accessories are used the antenna out 
must be connected to the transceiver input 
with a short coaxial jumper cable. The unit 
is rated for 1500 watt transmitter power 
and is usable over the frequency range of 1 
to 150 MHz, with slightly higher SWR above 
50 MHz. AU antenna/transceiver connec- 
tors are S0-239s. The main unit measures 
8W x 5H x 41AD inches. The '4726RC remote 
control measures 23AW x VkYi x 1D inches. 
The unit requires a power source of 12-15 
volts DC at 300 mA. MFJ supplies a power 
connecter with wire leads—the accessory 

wallwart power supply MFJ-1312D is avail- 
able for $14.95. The suggested list price for 
the main unit is $159.95 and the remote 
control (with no cable) is $59.95. The MFJ- 
4724 is a similar unit but provides four 
inputs and outputs and sells for $139.95. 
The four position remote control is also 
$59.95. 

In the past, I had been using a military 
surplus multi-coupler to get signais to 
my receivers and an Alpha Delta antenna 
switch to choose between antennas. This 
setup worked well, but I needed an antenna 
switch with more than the four positions, 
of the Alpha Delta and decided to eliminate 
the multi-coupler due to concerns about the 
possibility of it causing spurious signais. 
The MFJ-4726 was attractive to me since it 
offered enough inputs/outputs, was com- 
pact enough to fit in the designated spot 
on the shelf and had light switch action. 

Installation 

MFJ equipment is built primarily for value, 
which means that construction quality 
is usually adéquate, but not at "battle- 
ship" level. That's the case with the MFJ- 
4726—on my model, there is a small gap 
between the top of the cabinet and the 
front panel. Since ail the connectors and 
circuit boards are mounted on the back 
panel, the unit is "back heavy" and tends to 
rock backward. I was able to overcome this 
by moving the rubber feet from the bottom 
panel to the lip of the back panel. There 
are also mounting ears on either side of 
the case bottom that can be used to secure 
the switch box to a surface—these can be 
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removed if desired. One possible mount- 
ing option is to remove the switch knobs 
and shafts to allow placing the unit face 
down for easy connecter access if the unit 
is remotely mounted. I installed the '4726 
on my desk and did not use the optional 
remote switch option. The silk screening is 
of good quality and there are white label- 
ing areas for each switch position. I used 

a Brother P-touch label printer to make 
labels for my unit. I also used the P-touch 
to make labels for my coaxial cables as it 
can get confusing with 14 cables going into 
the back of the unit. The coax connectors 
are of good quality and are mounted to the 
back panel with nuts and bolts, not rivets. 
The circuit boards and soldering are of good 
quality. 

Mighty Fine Junk 

Well, that's what many people say "MFJ" 
stands for—I must admit that Fve never 
had any problems with any of their prod- 
ucts that I have used, until this onel My 
'4726 worked fine for about two weeks, then 
the antenna sélection portion of the unit 
ceased working. I did some rudimentary 
troubleshooting but was unable to find the 
problem. MFJ has a fairly reasonable 12 
month warranty/return policy. The owner 
has to pay for shipping the unit back to 
MFJ and enclose $7 for return shipping. 
They will even repair/replace units that the 
owner has tried to fix themselves. I sent 
the unit back and three weeks later got a 
new replacement from MFJ. 

I connected the new switch to my power 
supply and checked to make sure that 
ail the relays clicked as the front panel 
switches were rotated. I then labelled the 
front panel and connected my receivers 
and antennas. I was quite pleased as I had 
ended up with a new unit that appeared 

to be working correctly. Pride goeth before 
a fall, I guess, as after about 30 minutes, 
antenna switch position #3 ceased work- 
ing. I decided to get more methodical with 
my trouble shooting this time, as I didn't 
want to wait three more weeks for a repair/ 
replacement. 

I took the unit apart and removed the 
antenna select board which required dis- 
mounting the S0-239s from the back panel, 
since I couldn't get enough beat from my 
pencil iron to desolder the center pins 
of the connectors from the board. I then 
checked the voltage at the relay coils and 
found it low at the problem relay. I lifted 
one end of the coil protection diode and 
that normalized the voltage. I checked the 
diode and found that it had a high forward 
voltage drop. Replacing the diode with a 
good one cured the problem. I checked 
the voltage at the other relays and found 
another one with low voltage (but enough 
to pull in the relay) — replacing that diode 
also brought the voltage at the relay coil 
up to the supply voltage. Since the board is 
double sided, I had trouble getting enough 
heat to cleanly desolder the diodes from 
their ground plane connections. In retro- 
spect, I could have done the voltage checks 
without removing the board and could have 
replaced the bad diodes by cutting out the 
originals and tack soldering replacements 
to the top of the board. 

The unit has now been working fine for 
several weeks and I am pleased with its size 
and performance. l'm not sure that I can 
recommend the product to those without 
electronic troubleshooting/repair skills or 
without the patience for potentially mul- 
tiple returns to MFJ for service.

DRM at the Fest 

For the sixth year in a row, I demonstrated 
the somewhat-FM-like Digital Radio Mon- 
diale shortwave réception at the Winter 
SWL Fest, March 13 and 14 at Kulpsville, 
Pennsylvania. My two e-mails to the DRM 
Consortium at the BBC in London were, this 
year, unanswered. (The previous Consor- 
tium headquarters in Geneva was always 
helpful.) However, through separate chan- 
nels, we were able to arrange spécial DRM 
transmissions with the kind assistance of 
Vatican Radio and TDF France. 

At the Fest, we were mostly unable to receive 
the Vatican Radio DRM transmission ail the 
way frora Italy at 1300-1400 UTC on 15500 
kHz. However, listeners elsewhere in the 
United States were able to hear it. Further- 
more, Vatican Radio has a regularly sched- 
uled transmission to North America from its 
transmitter near Rome, 2300-2345 UTC on 
7370 kHz. This I can almost always receive 
successfully at my home in northem Virginia. 

The TDF transmission from French Guiana, 
1300-2000 UTC on 17545 kHz, was received 
at the SWL Fest with about 90% success. 
Réception would probably have been even 
more reliable in a location with less electri- 
cal noise than our hôtel. 

In addition, we listened to the DRM trans- 
missions from Radio Canada International, 
via Sackville NB, throughout the day on 9800 
Khz. We also had some success with a Radio 
Kuwait DRM transmission on 11675 kHz. 

Alas, there is still no standalone DRM 
receiver available in North America. DRM 
réception, therefore, is a grueling process of 
compiling 1) a shortwave receiver with some 

sort of IF output, 2) a device to convert the 
IF to the 12 kHz required for DRM decoding, 
3) an antenna up on the roof of the hôtel, 
4) a good PC, 5) in our case, an extra sound 
card, 6) speakers, 7) DRM decoding software, 
and 8) ail the necessary cables, connectors, 
and power supplies. I am really getting too 
old for the rigors of DRM réception. 

It was, however, a bit easier this year 
thanks to our US-made receiver, the RFS- 
pace SDRIQ, a software-defined small black 
box than connects to a PC. It also takes 
power from the PC via USB, so one less wall 
wart to worry about. Furthermore, with 
the proper setting, but without the need 
for an extra downconverter (are you with 
me so far?), the SDRIQ can produce the 12 
kHz IF output to input input into the DRM 
decoding software. It is a relatively easy 
and inexpensive way to receive DRM. (See 
screenshot.) (The SDIRQ also receives analog 
broadcasts, with a spectrum display that is 
great fun to use.) 

How far will DRM go? 

At the Fest, we like to test the limits of 
DRM shortwave by decoding trans-oceanic 
signais. In reality, DRM shortwave is more 
reliable over modest distances, such as the 
new BBC and Deutsche Welle intra-European 
DRM transmissions. The use of DRM short- 
wave for réception within India also seems 
feasible, provided, as mentioned above, DRM 
receivers become available. DRM might also 
bring new life to médium wave and long- 
wave in countries where those bands are no 
longer popular with listeners. 

On the same table as our Rube Goldberg DRM 
receiving setups, we also displayed and lis- 
tened to five wifi internet radios. They are 
ail standalone devices, needing a broadband 
connection but no external antenna. They 
were able to receive thousands of stations, 
domestic and international, as compared to, 
usually, one on the DRM receivers. 
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But DRM might, finally, have its standalone 
receiver. The Uniwave Di-Wave DRM receiver 
was supposed to have been introduced at the 
DRM General Assembly in Germany on March 
25. As I hunt-and-peck this column, no news, 
no press releases, no nothing, not even from 
the DRM Consortium website. (NB: The press 
release appeared March 27 at drm.org.) 

Indeed, I can't even find a website for Uni- 
wave. Well, there is a website for a company 
in Germany that makes the Uniwave Pro- 
jectile 419, a device that lubricates knitting 
machine components. The Universal Projec- 
tile 419 is a very cool looking machine. TU bet 
we could modify it somehow to reçoive DRM. 

Obama speaks to Iran 

Some people inside U.S. international 
broadcasting were dismayed that Président 
Obama did not make this an exclusive for 
VOA's Persian News Network and/or RFE/ 
RL's Radio Farda—just as his administration 
earlier opted to reach Arabs via an interview 
on Al Arabiya rather than Alhurra. 

Instead, the video was distributed to a wide 
array of média, including VOA, BBC, Al Jazeera, 
YouTube, and the White House website. 

The pluralistic distribution of this video is 
actually a good thing for both U.S. public 
diplomacy and for U.S. international broad- 
casting. From a public diplomacy standpoint, 
the Obama administration wanted this 
message to have the widest possible dis- 
tribution. There is no better way to do this 
than to make the video available to a large 
number of news outlets. These redundan- 
cies of distribution are especially important 
given the vigor with which Iran blocks and 
jams information from outside its borders. 

It also worked out well for US international 
broadcasting, because it showed that VOA 
Persian News Network and Radio Farda are 
not Président Obama's personal intercoms for 
reaching Iran. These stations will establish 
their all-important credibility not through 
presidential exclusives, but through the 
objectivity and reliability of their news, 
week after week, year after year. 

World Service website bas a new 
wide look 

BBC World Service has redesigned its web- 
site, again. "The new wide format makes the 
whole site even easier to use, creating more 
room for the content to be easily seen and 
scanned," says a BBCWS press release. 

It is a wide format. I wonder how well it can 
be seen on netbooks that are popular these 
days. These small PCs have correspondingly 
small displays, but they are in the "wide" 
aspect ratio for which the BBCWS is obvi- 
ously designed. 

The new look BBCWS website fails the most 
important requirement for an international 
broadcasting site. Most international broad- 
casting opérations are multilingual. Audi- 
ences in each of a station's languages must 
find a welcome on the station's home page, 
and a way to navigate to content in that 
language. 

On the BBCWS home page, non-English 
speakers must cursor down "below the fold," 
to the lower left hand corner. Even then, 
only speakers of Arabie, Urdu, Persian, Chi- 
nese, Hindi, Somali, Russian, Portuguese to 
Brazil, Spanish, and Vietnamese are in luck. 
The others must know, somehow, that "More 
languages" is the link to the links their 
languages. VOA manages to fit links to ail 
of its language services on its home page. 

What if you speak English and you want 
the news? You will find the BBCWS website 
a nice enough source of schedule informa- 
tion and audio files. But where is the news? 
It's rather hidden. You can get there by way 
of the "Explore the BBC" link in the upper 
right corner, or the not exactly correctly 
worded, small-pitch "From BBC News" in 
the right column. Then you are transferred 
to news.bbc.co.uk (International Version), 
with its amazing wealth of news. It's a web- 
site that could one day replace BBC World 
Service. No wonder it's hidden.
