Radio Buenas Nuevas (Good News) began broadcasting on 23 July 1987 with 250 
watts on 4800 khz. The provisional installations were placed on 28 January 1988 
when the station started using 1000 watts and a différent antenna System. An antenna 
between two trees was replaced when the towers were erected. 

The station is owned by the National Evangelical Mam Church of Central America, a 
coopérative effort of twenty-nine churches in the departments of San Marcos, 
Huehuetenango, and Quetzaltenango in Guatemala. There are some 500,000 people 
in these departments who speak in the Mam language. San Sébastian H, the location 
of the station, is 276 kilometers northwest of the capital of Guatemala. 

TGMI broadcasts daily from 1200 to 1330 UTC. Ail programs are in Mam with the 
exception of the station identification, which is also given in Spanish. Other languages 
of the area may be added later. The programs are mainly of an evangelical nature - - 
readings from the Bible without commentary, Christian messages on différent 
subjects, Christian songs with native music - - along with programs on health and 
agriculture. 

Three couples operate the station. Israël Rodas M., the manager, who is thirty-five 
years of âge, and his wife, who have two sons and two daughters; Andréas Maldonado 
Lopez, who isforty-nine, and his wife, who havefive children; and Gonzlo Lopez R,age 
forty-two, and his wife. 

At the présent time the station does not have QSL cards, but they are in the future 
plans of the station. My vérification was a typewritten personal letter written by the 
manager and a colorful postcard of some of the Mam people who live in the région 
where the station broadcasts. TGMI's address is Radio Buenas Nuevas, 13020 San 
Sébastian H, Heuheutenango, Guatemala. Those wishing a vérification should send 
return postage; Guatemalan stamps are preferred to international reply coupons. 

(Information for this article was taken from the letter that I received as a vérification 
- - Marlin A. Field, 1 28 Oak, Hillsdale, Ml 49242. 

According to a recent documentary on Guatemala on PBS télévision, a priest who 
operated an anti-government radio station was killed, supposedly by the Guatemalan 
military or some of the death squads. The station was located in Santiago Atitlan, but 
its name was not given. It was probably La Voz de Atitlan, a Catholic station on 2390 
khz.; WRTV lists no other station in Santiago Atitlan, Réception on TGDS was last 
report in Frendx in May of 1987. (Field-MI).

Usuai stories conter around such subjects aa: combatiug the Baa(iue 
terroriat group Ktta, atato viaila to and from King Juan Carloa, parliamcntary 
procoedings, uoteworthy accidenta or weather damage (such aa atorms, etc) and 
au occaaional sports or culturai event. Frequencies are 9.630 // 6.125 and ia 
repeated ut 0110. Also look for thia programme at 0510 on 6.125. 

"Prague Mosiad" (Radio Prague). Features people, places, and customa of the 
Czechoslovak capital. Paat features have focused on Prague City Hall, the Horse 
Market (a large city square built by Charles IV in 1348), and the film studios in 
Prague's suburba. Frequencies are: 5.930 // 7.345 //. The programme is 
repeated at 0315-0320 on the same frequencies. 

Enterprise PinJaniJ (Radio Finland International). A programme which contaiua a 
sériés of features on important developmeuts in the Fiunish economy. Tourism 
hua been featured ulong with the puper induslry, central to Finlands induatrial 
enterpriae and the developiug high-tech segment of Finluuds induatrial sector 
Frequencies are: 15.400 // 11.945 repeated at 1400 on the same frequencies. 

"People" (Radio Moscow). Thia is a re-titling and expansion of Radio Moscow's 'The 
future Ialks , Whereus The Future Talks" wais devoted exclusively to 
aamralions and ideals of young Kussiaus, "People" also includes interviews with 
older Soviet citizens, generally with regard to relations with the US and with 
heullhy doses of discussions about "Parualroïka" (restructuriug). Frequencies are- 
6 0000 // 6.045 // 7.115 // 7.215 // 7,310 // 5.915. Repeated at 0125 and 0335 on 
the borne frequencies. 

" Wuman 's Page" (Radio RSA). A program devoted to woman's concerna but with a 
focus thaï many American women would fmd chauvinistic. Paat features bave 
included features ou whut to do with lefl-overs, simple grooming techniques 
chdd reuring, and cooking. Frequencies are: 21.590 // 17.810 // 15 125 // 
9.750. Mouday- Saturday. 

"Travel tulk" (Radio Beijing). As the name iraplies, a travel program devoted to the 
lesaer known tourist attractions in China, often giving hiatory and legeud 
surrounding the sites as well us describing the geography. This is, by the wuy, 
the International Year of Travel" in China, and some programs have featured 
interviews with foreign tourisls, but that tends to be the exception rallier thun 
the rule. Frequencies are: 9.770 // 11.715. Repeated al 0320 on the same 
Irequencies.

Although the focus is primarily on socialist or Balkan countries, 
exchange programs with other countries in the third world and in the west are 
also included. 1 seera to remember having reviewed this program about three 
years ago when I first started doing "Easy Listening" (Fm too lazy to get out the 
back issues to check), but if 1 did 1 can say that the program hasn't gotten much 
more interesting with âge. On 7.115 every other week.

Probubly the most timely item of interest cornes from no sovereign nation at ail. lùidio Caroline, 
broadcasting from a sliip unchored in International Wuters off the coast of Brituin bas been buck 
on 6.210 and was first noted on 02/26 by our own Jerty Berg. Tho broudcust bas consisled of 
buck to back (mostly) British pops on a "DJ" type progrum. weuther reporta and time checks. It 
bus been heurd as ourly us 2100 or so and pust 0400 UTC. lladio Caroline bas been ID'ing us 
"Curolino-BôS." Although the exact schedule ia not knowu ut this time, it is assuniud that lludiu 
Caroline broudcusls 24 Tiours a day. (NU #946) 
WSZO seoms to now bo broadcasting on 6,070 during tho populur 0900 - 1000* slot. Bdl Spurks 
noted thum 02/06 raentioning only tho 49 motor outlot whero in the pust they niado note of both 
tho 60 and 90 meler oullels. (NU #946) 

Whon directly uskud if tho transmission from AzuJ KwJimir Itadio on 4.790 was uclually cuining 
from a Irunsniiltur lucatud that country or l'ukialan us ruinorud, Kngineunng Mujiuger Abrar AU 
would oulv say in his QSL lelter to me that whUe ho would venfy the broudcust us being onu from 
Azud Kasbmir Radio he added, 'the broudcust you tisleued to is uctuully meant for the part of 
Azad Kashimr which is occupied by India and the fate of which is to be determined by a plébiscité 
to be beld under United Nations supervision. Due to ludion intrunsigeuce it could not tuke place 
till now." So I guess the exact transmitter location is still as much a mysleo' as ever. (Editor)

transmission beginning at *1230 UTC on 9.720. If recording interval signais is of interest to you 
this is also a good opportunity to record their hauntingly beuutiful drura 1S.

Report from the 7.240 SWBC Convention

probubly sitting on shelves collecting dust because their owners don't know how or where to look 
for exciting anJ informutive Short Wave Broadcasts.

"hidden" SWBC enthusiasts, but also motivate some of you established SWL's and DX'ers to ce 
together to form and enjoy your own local hobby groups. We here in Tidewater Virginia h 
formed ODDX, the Old Dominion DX'ers Association; no doubt you havo roud about it h 
before. 

Any hobby is best enjoyed in the company of others. That was certainly proven true during 
"Winter SWL Fest" held in Willow Grove, PA, Februaiy 13 & 14. What started out at the 1

Whan I uant ta collage I uas forced ta sit through a mandatory 
Economies 101 coursa. Tha subject uas dull and tha professor uas uorsa. 
Latar, in graduate school I sat through an Ethics coursa that uas about 
as exciting as uatching solder joints corroda. As bad as thesa coursas 
jjBro, each presantad ona simple principal that served to maka life a 
uhole lot more intaresting. CThis is knoun as tha intrinsic value of 
tha libéral arts éducation). 

In INTRODUCTION TO flACROECONOnICS, I laarned of a concept callad 
OPPORTUNITY CDST. Dore simply stated around tha pool halls of this 
great land as "Uhat's it uorth to ya, Bub?" 

Applied directly to our hobby it could raad more like this... 
Hou much time, effort and monay am I uilling ta axpend to maka it 

possible ta hear RADIO NIBI NIBI. 
Lets see nou, I can quit my job sa I am available ta listen at ail 

hours I can keap my uife uorking and maka her take a part time Job as 
uell so I can afford to buy a HAWKfiZQOnIE 3000 receiver. I can purchase 
ail tha land around my housa in several directions so I can run ail tha 
antennas I need. I can sali my car to buy ail tbe latest yold plated 
signal processing accessories. When tbe bands ara douin I can embark on 
a rigid program of diet and exercise so I can live as long as possible 
to assure that I take advantage of every single possible chance to hear 
NIBI NIBI. And then, after years of effort and bushels of money, uihen I 
finally log NIBI NIBI I can sand the logging into FRENDX, The Log 
report editor uiill publish it, and nobody uiill believe I heard it 
anyuay! 

For some psople, the pursuit of DX takes on the proportions of the 
ouest for the holy grail. But for most folks this is a hobby that uie 
spend a feu hours each ueek relaxing uith. It becomes impartant to put 
the amount of money you spend on this hobby in perspective uith the 
rest of your life. For example, I am also an amateur radio operator. 
The station I might like to oun uould consist of one of the top of the 
line transcelvers, a touer and a good beam antenna. Add the accessories 
and I'm in for about $3000. But, uhen I look at my log book, I find 
that I usually only spend tuo or three hours a ueek on the air. So 
instead I use a good used transceiver feedlng a simple dipole antenna, 
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total cost uith accessories, well under S500. flnd for thosa two or 
threa hours a oeak I hava a bail. I bava achievad ail tha usual auiards, 
UlbC, UIAS, etc. Evary nou and then I beat out soma big gun aitb 
kilowatts uhen chasing DX bacausa I utilized operating -skill as opposad 
to brute force to maka tha contact. So I can safaly say I bava fun at 
my hobby . 

In ETHICS I learned about CORE bND PERIPHERflL WfiLUES This could 
bast be examined wben appllad to automobiles. A Porsche 924 and a 62 
Ford Falcon ara botb dasigned to get you from one place to another. I 
admit that the Porsche uill most likely get you there fastar but if 
aither car gets a flat tira your Just as stopped by the sida of tha 
road. Nou let us apply this premisa to SUlLing. I hava two primary 
receivers in my shack. A Collins R-390A and a SONY ICF-2010. The R-390 
is hookad up to about 40 matars of luire, the 2010 has its otun whip 
antanna. Ulhan I taka the log reports from FRENDX and try to compara 
abat 1 can hear uith tha Collins as opposad to tha portable Sony I find 
that I can usually hear about 00^ of tha signais on the Sony uhen 
comparad to the Collins. The advantagas of tha improved antanna and 
signal processing of the R-390A only improvas my loggings by 20^. Nou I 
turn to my pocket rocket PANASONIC RF-S. Its limitations uhen comparad 
to the 2010 canter more on limited fraquancy coverage and selectivity 
as opposad to the total number of signais heard. So at under $70.00 for 
tha RF-S, I may not hear NIBI NIBI at noon but I could probably log 
anough stuff ta kaep my intarest up. Also tha RF-9 is substantially 
more portable then my R-390A so you might say I am likely ta listen 
more often uith the RF-9 becausa I can taka it uith me to listen at 
other locations. The same could be said for the 2010. Ail threa radios 
"get me thera"! 

I hava also compared current FRENDX loggings uith those of years 
past and uhat I find is that, on percantaga, those folks using louer 
priced gear uere still hearing about 60^1 of uhat uas Dut there uhen 
comparad ta tha folks back than uith vary sarious aquipmant. Sa it is 
clearly possible that tha person uith modest aquipment can hava a graat 
deal of fun playing radio. 

In closing, it is important for anyone involved in this hobby to 
really try to undarstand uhy thay listen and uhat thay really uant to 
listen to. Some people Just love point to point utilities, to me they 
are boring. But I like Spy Numbers stations and soma peapla look at ma 
funny uhen I bring up that subject. But getting in touch uith your 
desires can also halp you maka uise and practical décisions about 
aquipment. If you raally only uant to listen to tha major international 
broadcastars you can probably llve uith a vary inaxpanslva portable and 
never once miss ail the bells and uhistles of tha more expensive set 
ups. So befora you break out the chackbook, do soma soul searching. 
Because in the and, tha only person you hâve to impress is yoursalfl

HE SWL ECHQCDNFERENCE 

n April 1906, Larry Digioia, sysop of the "NEVERB0ARD" in Plttsburgh, organi^ed 
small group of BBSs operating the Fido software into a network to exchange 

hortwave related messages and files automatica11 y every night. This 
rrangament not only increased the information available on each BBS, making 
hem more interesting to callers, but allowed callers to save on their phone 
à 11 by accessing the pool of messages through the mode nearest to them. From 
his small seed grew the FidoNefs SWL EchoConference. The basic idua remains 
he same, and the Neverboard is still the unofficial "hub." But, so many BDSs 
re involved now, and the numbur of files and messages transferred nightly is sa 
arge, that not ail participating boards store the same information. Most of 
he messages seem ta be discussion of equipment, reports of recent DX "catchos," 
nd questions asked and answered. While there is a definite similarity to the 
ix of information eharing and camaraderie one finds in the radio clubs, the 
choConference has no analog to club newsletters' Consolidated lists of 
oggings, so useful as tuning guides, and Fido's software limits the length - 
hus the détail - of message texts. Here is a list of bulletin boards in the 
WL EchoConference, based on information provided by Kurt Barnhart, Dennis Diaz, 
arry Digioia and David Snyder. They do their best to keep tre*ck of who's who 
n the net, although as proud-papa Larry points out, "Now there are simply toa 
iany boards to keep an accurate list":
