DX GLEAHINGS (E.S.T.) ‘ By Bob Weaver

IT's IN THE NIWS THaT...radio waves, some of which are only 1/4 inch
in length are being experimented upon at the University of idichigan. It
is thought that the production of such ultra short waves may result in
