WASHINGTON — The
contpaversial Rev. Carl T.
Mclntire has gpined a strange
and powerfu! ally in his battle
apainst the closing of radio
station WXUR in Media — the
folk hero of the Senate
Watergate hearings, Sen.
Sam, J. Ervin, Jr. (DN.C.).

Ervin, a civil libertarian
and constitutional scholar,
took to the Senate floor last
week to chide the Federal
Communications Commissiort
(FCC)  for terminating the
broaficast license of WXUR
radio in what he called a
‘‘violation of the
amendment's ‘guarantee of a
free press.”

Ervin called on both
Congress and the courts for a
reevaluation of the WXUR
case and a restructuring of
the FCC's *'fairness doctrine.”

WXUR, owned and operated
by Faith Theologicai
Seminary headed by Rev.
Mclntire, went off the air in
July after an FCC decision to
revoke the station's license
for . violatipg the ‘‘faimess
dactrine’ and for alleged
‘'mistepresentations’ of
program offerings.

The FCC decision was
upheid by the US. Court of
Appeals, and the station was

first !

SEN. SAM LRVIN

refused a hearing in May by
an 81 decision of the US.
Supreme Court.

rvin argued that the
PCC's ‘‘fairness doctrine”
originally was intended 1o
‘‘balance’’ controversial
wcu_x affairs programming

y encouraging the
presentation of opposing
viewpoints.

But today, Ervin said, "I
would hazard to say that the
doctrine has served to stifle
the ‘presentation of
controversy and- variety more
than it has served to promote
them.

“It is high time for the FCC
and the Congress to take their
hlinders off to the effects of
the ‘fairness doctrine’ as it is
now being applied. At its best,
it stifles controversy; at its
worst, it silences it. In its
present condition, it
represents a fickle affront to
the first amendment.”

Frvin pointed out that ‘‘of
all the thousands of radio and

TV licenses that have come
"before the FQC since the
‘fairness doctrine’ was
enunciated,” WXUR radio "is
the only station which lost its
licenge for violating the rule.

“The real reason for the
termination is clear.” he
continued. **Dr. Mclntire lost

his right to speak because of
his controversial exercise of
the first amendment,”

Ervin suggested that the
*fairness doctrine” should be
applied with respect to the
number of altemative radio

stations available to a
community.

In the case of WXUR,
located in the greater

Phjtadelphia broadcasting
area, Ervin said, “the public
had a great variety of

‘respectable’ views to listen .

to, but only from WXUR
could it hear challenges to
those views.

“What the closing down of
WXUR means is the loss to
the public of a unique and
controversial point of view , .
. Under such circumstances,
(this) runs afoul of the first
amendment.”

Ervin's office was asked

what prompted the senator to
take the WXUR issue to the
.Senate floor.

“Quite frankly,” responded
an aide, ‘‘we began to get a
lot of letters from North
Carolina objecting to the
Court of Appeals decision.

“So we took a look at the
case on the merits and the
more we read it the worse 1t
seemed. We showed it to Sen.
Ervin and he agreed with
us."

Mcintire personally has
contacted a number of
congressmen asking them for
help. He also has urged his
religious following to write
their congressmen.

So far only three members
of the House have stepped
forward to sponsor legislation
that would renew the
broadcast licepse of WXUR
until August 1, 1975, the date
of normal expiration,

In the Seventh Digtnu,
Rep. Lawrence G. Willianmg
(R-Tth District), of
Springfield, has declned to
sponsor such legislation apd
has said, “In° my epinfon;
these bills have little hope of
passage.”
