PUBLISHERS' CORNER ......... LOGGINGS 

I n  any special-interest organisation, there are  bound t o  be nunerous occasions 
when an attempt must be made t o  resolve an issue which has a s  many possible 
solutions as  a hydra has heads, and most of them jus t  as  ugly, too. Among these 
was the tapes versus veries  controversy which was se t t l ed  a t  the 1970 New York 
convention by the compromise tha t  ver ies  and tapes would be equally acceptable 
a s  "proof of reception" but tha t  the two would not be ei ther  equated nor in te r -  
changeable. This resulted i n  our current Domestic Supremacy Ratings column, al- 
b e i t  somewhat indirectly. Many DX'ers had expressed a desire f o r  a Domestic 
Totals column, and many had pushed f o r  changes i n  Norm Maguire's column to in- 
clude "logged" and "taped" totals ,  somethiry which Norm then d idn ' t  want to do. 
I n  keeping with an overall  policy t h a t  a column is  pret ty  much what i t s  edi tor  
wants it to be, DSR was the compromise achieved. IRCA has a combined column 
covering Domestic and Forei-, Logged, Taped and feried on a rotat ing basis. 
I f  Norm wants t o  expand his column to cover tapes and logs, so be it. 

For the moment, however, DSR i s  swept by another issue, namely, whether such a 
column is meant to s-ly l i s t  lifetime totals f o r  participants regardless of 
how many locations they've lived in, or  whether it should attempt some semblance 
of equability by restr ic t ing a JX'eJs t o t a l s  to h i s  present location. Bob K a r -  
chevski sol ici ted member response, and recently sent  the resu l t s  to EQ, as the 
resu l t  looked l i k e  a stalemate. Shortly thereafter,  we submitted the question 
to discussion a t  an expanded publishhg session attended by several local  mem- 
bers. After about three hours of arguinz the pros and cons, we discovered tha t  
we had gone f u l l  c i rc le  i n  our discussion. The upshot was tha t  although it i s  
one of our most fervent be l ie f s  tha t  DX1ing i s  an individual hobby, and tha t  
except f o r  outright attempts to defraud the DX community, the individual DXfer 
should be f ree  t o  count h i s  totals however he wishes, and to s e t  whatever stand- 
ards f o r  himself he wishes, f o r  a f te r  all, who e l se  has any legitimate r igh t  
to d ic ta te  to him,-or to even care. For the purposes of the DSR column, however, 
it was f e l t  tha t  some parameters must be set ,  and thus we s e t  about to  create 
a compromise t o  present to Bob. While he w i l l  make h i s  decision known i n  his 
next column, we w i l l  here note our recommendation: 1 )  tha t  f o r  all but one col- 
umn per year, DSR be limited to the DX'er's current location and/or any other 
single location. Thus, if John Smith has DX'ed i n  New York, Atlanta, and St. 
Louis, f o r  example, he could be l i s t e d  three times within the regular DSR column, 
if he so desired, or only f o r  one. 2 )  m a t  once annually, the DSR column would 
combine the various t o t a l s  f o r  various DX1ers who had more than one set,  as w e l l  
as f o r  those who only had one set,  and l i s t  a cumulative total .  Thus, all three 
of John Smith's locations would be lumped together as  one l i s t i n g  once a year. 

This presents another problem, however, or, more precisely, two of them. Fi rs t ,  
does one count a s tat ion heard from two locations once or twice i n  the cumulative 
l is t ings.  Considering t h a t  the s tat ion was heard under vastly different  condi- 
tions, we f e l t  tha t  it should be counted twice f o r  this purpose. Second, how 
does one decide what constitutes two separate locations. We discarded the ob- 
vious solution rather  early, because set t ing an arbi t rary mi&eage l imi t  has no 
basis. We chose instead, t o  recommend tha t  each DX1er who s t a r t s  i n  new DX lo- 
cation and who has any doubts as to  whether o r  not to start a new log (obviously, 
a move of 200 miles o r  more, except i n  cer tain par t s  of the nation's midsection, 
would be a new log) should make the following determinations: a) how many new 
daytime local  o r  semi-local regulars has the new location which the old one did 
not and vice versa; and b) how many nighttime dominant s tat ions does the new 
location have tha t  the old one didn't  and vice versa. I n  the case of frequencies 
where a loop could change the dominant station, both should be considered separ- 
a tely-  Our recommended c r i t e r i a  (and they are o r b  recommended) were tha t  if the 
h e r  of dominants o r  locals  e i ther  gained o r  l o s t  e i ther  day or  night Should 
exceed 5 ,  a new log should be started. T h i s  s t i l l  leaves enough individual inter- 
pretation to keep it from being rigid, but  yet  it should be r ig id  enough to make 
a more rat ional  basis f o r  the c o l m .  It should be remembered, of course, tha t  
all of these recommendations ONLY re la te  to submissions to DSR. What t o t a l s  you 
wish to keep f o r  yourself ~ I W  ent irely up t o  you.
